Siiuation at Baku Growing Worse Notwithstanding
~ More Soldiers

Party of Insurgents Who Barricaded Themselves and Fired
on Soldiers Were Mown Down With Artillery to the Last
Man---Oil Company Suffered Severely, Some of Them

Losing Everything, Others

Only Part of Their Property.

i St Petersburg, Sept. 12, 343 a. m.—
The latest private telegram to be received
from Baku reports that the situation is
growing woree. Other unconfirmed de-
spatches aseert that the rioters are stub-
bornly continuing their attacks and that
the Tartans and Kurds are plundering the
“Black Town’ district. The despatches
eay that on Stnday the soldiers fired into
@ crowd of Russian workmen, kiling seven-
teen.

The incendiaries succeeded in setting
fire to three machine shops in the Uol-
shin~ district, killing the proprietor of
one.

In the “Black Town” district the patrol
fired a volley into a crowd of Russian
workmen from which a shot is supposed
to have been fired, but the despatch to
the Caucasus Oil Company expressly
states that no one was killed. Through-
out the “Black Town’ district the pat-
rols are acting energetically in suppressing
disorders. s

After the conference of oil men -here
yesterday at which despatches from the
oil regions were compared, the represent-
atives of the various companies summariz-
ed the situation in the well district as
follows: :

Born Company—Most of the tanks and
pumps of this company have been saved
from destruction.

A few wells belonging to other English
companies have been saved.

Society of Baku—A third of its prop-
erty destroyed. Nobel Company, half of
its property destroyed.

Caspian Company—Its entire property
destroyed. L

Other large companies, including the
Caucasus, Rothschild, Mantascheff, Sher-
ebaieff and Sobaloff saved only small por-
tions of their property.

RUSSIAN  OFFICIALS
SHZE ARMED STEAMER

Vessel Was in Gulf of Finland Loaded
With Arms and Ammunition

Captain and Orew Tried to Blow
Up Their Oraft Before Desert-
ing Ship and Bscaping--Small
Sized Arsenal Found on Barren
Island Also.

! Helsingfors, Finland, Sept. 11—Customs
officiale discovered on Saturday a store
containing 660 carbines of Swedish manu-
facture with bayonets and 120,000 capt-
ridges on a barren island in the Gulf of
Bothia, near Kerni. On Saturday morning
a boat. belonging to the customs service
discovered a 300 ton steamer near Kalf-
ekaer Rock, 20 miles outside Jakobstad.
The captain and members of 4he crew,
who epoke in English, declared that the

The steamer proceeded towards the
ghore, the customs boat going in the mean-
while toward a nearby ieland.

ing found the vessel sinking and her crew
in lifeboats disappearing hurriedly towards
the south. The officers impressed into ser-
vice a number of fichermen who unloaded
mest of the rifles and ammunition on the
beach.

The steamer grounded in ehoal water.
Her name was painted over, only the let-
ters “John Bash fton” being visible. Am-
erican and German flags were found on
board the vessel.

TOKID MASS MEETING
AGNNST PEACE TREATY

Declares Japan Has Forfeited Fruits
of Victory and Asks Govern-
ment to Resign

Ruseians Alarmed That They
Will Lose Fertile OCountry
Around Kirin, Which Has Pro-
vided for Their Vast Army Dur-
ing Past Six Months.

Tokio, Sept. 11, 7.30 p. m.—A mass meet-
ing at Osaka passed the following resolu-
tion without hindrance on the part of the
police:

“The peace that has just been concluded
between Russia and Japan forfeits the
fruite of victory and sows eeeds of future
complications and danger. The govern-
ment’s high-handed and unconstitutional
measure has resulted in unexpected dis-
turbance to the peace of the city in which
the Mikado %esides. The empire’s honor
hae been soiled and the epirit of the con-
stitution lost. Never has our country
been brought to face greater dangers.
Therefore be it

“Resolved, that we hope that the hu-
miliating peace agreement will be -broken
and the government will resign.”

‘‘ Peace Terms Inoffensive to
Russian Honor.”

Godzyanani, Manchuria, Sept. 11—The
peace terms became known here today-
The majority of them consider them in-
offensive to Russian honor and dignity.
It is not clear at what station the rail-
road -is to be turned over to the Japan-
ese, at Kwang Cheng Tse, or Chantufu.
This question is very important. If the
turnover occurs at Kwang Cheng Tse,
then Russia cedes to Japan 100 miles
yet unoccupied line and likewise the only
coal mines south of Harbin.

Should the transfer occur at Chantufu
or further south, Kirin province, which
has supported the Russian army for six.
months, would remain Russian, which
would be particularly advantageous be-
cause the southern portion of the railroad
has mo natural outlet. A high officer
declared today that it would be impolitic
to permit the Japanese to settle in
Kwang Cheng Tse, for in case of another
war they could reach Harbin in fifty
thours, occupy Kirin and cut Russia off
from the Amur regions.

Intoxicated persons
have been in the habit of almost taking
charge of some trains in the northern
part of the province, and conductors have
had much trouble with them. Last week
a passenger on the Maritime- express en
route to Sydney was given in charge at
Moncton for being drunk and disturbing
passengers. He was brought before Police
Magistrate Kay Saturday and fined $50
or six months in jail. This stiff sentence
is intended as a warning to persons who
create disturbances on railway trains.

Jap Official at Moncton.

Joshia Kinoshita, formerly passenger
traffic manager of the Japanese govern-
ment railways, is here inquiring into the
system of operating the Intercolonial.
Kinoshita has been sent out by the Jap-
anese government to gather western ideas
in reference to the management of big
railways and especially to learn some-
thing about the system relating to passen-
ger and freight traffic.

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CAR FULL OF PEOPLE
PLUNGES INTO STREET

Twelve Dead in Terrible Accident on
New York Elevated Road

Others Likely to Die, and More Than Two Score Injured—
Car Left the Rails While Rapidly Rounding'a Curve and
More Than 100 Fell With it to Sidewalk---Trucks of Car
Behind it Dropped Onto Mass of Human Beings---Wrong
Signal Said to Have Caused the Disaster---Employes

Arrested.

§

New York, Sept. 11—The death list of
today’s frightful "acéident on the Ninth
Avenue elevated railroad, when a car
crowded with early imorning workers on
their way down fown, pitched headlong
into the street, stands at twelve. Three
men are in héspitals with fractured skulls.
One of these, who as yet remains uni-
dentified at Rooseveit Hospital, is uncon-
scious and not expected to live long. More
than two score of persons were injured,
many of the them seriously.

The cause of the accident and the im-
mediate responsibility remain to be de-
termined. “The motorman of the wrecked
train is a fugitive, while the switchman,
conductor ahd four guards are under ar-
rest. The switchman is charged with
manslaughter and the trainmen are held
Tonight Coroner Scholer,
who is working to place the blame for
the wreck, announced that the switch-
man’s bond had been placed at $5,000 and

those of ‘he witnesses at $100 each.

Whatey -r the mistake, the accident, the
worst in the history of the overhead rail-
ways of New York, came when a south-
bound train of the Ninth avenus line was
switched to the Sixth avenue line at the
53rd street junction. From Harlent south

‘to 53rd street, the Ninth avenue trains,
and

the Sixth avenue trains
alternating, travel over the same track.
At the junction of Ninth avenue and 53rd
street, the Sixth avenue traing turn
abruptly to the east, pass through 53rd
street, and south ‘on Sixth avenue., The
Ninth avenue. trains on the other hand
continue on nearly a direct line. A
switchman stationed near the junction
throws the’ train to the Ninth avenue or
the Sixth avenue line as the ronte of the
train is indicated by his forward light
signals. The speed:of the wrecked train
was such that it cogld not make the turn
_tracks and remain
on the rails. ~ Thé Wwitchman says that
the train displayed Sixth avenue signals
and he switched it for the turn. “On the
other hand some of the trainmen claim
that the switchman made a mistake and
threw to the east a train- which should
have been ‘allowed to continue on the
straight track. «

Car Plunged Into Street.

The motorman expecting a clear track
on the direct line of Ninth avenue or pos-
sibly disregarding the warning signal that
the switch was open, rushed his train
along at a high rate of speed. The first
car swyng around the right angle curve
holding to the rails because of the weight
of the train behind. Then the strain
became too great. The couplings broke,
the second car was whirled about almost
end to end and to the horror of those
who looked on from below, pitched into
the street,

The first indication people on the side-

walk had that an accident was occurring

was an unusually lJoud rumbling along the

overhead structure. Looking up they saw
a shower of sparks, then followed the
sound of splitting timbers. Suddenly the
outer guard rail of the railway structure
| gave way. There was a startling rain of

human bodies and then with a deafening
crash the heavy car fell to the street. For
an instant the vehicle stood fairly on end.
Then the sides gave way as if they were

made of pasteboard, belching out a mass

of humanity.

Those passengers who had not jumped
from platforms and windows before the
plunge came were thrown into a mass at
the forward end of the car. As the in-
jured men and women were struggling to
free themselves, the heavy front trucks of
the third car of the train crashed down
upon them, mortally injuring several. The

body of this car was suspended, one end

remaining on the ties and the other rest-
ing against the fire escape of a corner
building.

Every Ambulance to the Scene.

The scenes following the accident -were
typical of all great catastrophes. Huge

crowds were soon on the ground and the
first work of the hastily summoned police

Before the great crowds collected by the
news of the wreck could be cleared away,
the police were compelled to use their
heavy night sticks on a number of men |
who were attempting to rob the dead. The
officers had no time to make arrests, con-
tenting themselves with ‘drubbing the mis-
creants as heavily as they could.

Coroner Scholer, soon on the scene of
the wreck, ordered the arrest of all those
immediately concerned. Search was at
once made for the motorman, Paul Kelly,
who secured a position on the elevated
lines six months ago. He came here from
St. Louis. Kelly could not be found and
at aflate hour tonight was still missing,
although it was stated that he had epent
the afternoon at the house of a friend.

Employes Arrested.

The switchman in the tower at Ninth
avenue and 53rd street, Cornelius A. Jack-
son, was first arrested. Then Conductor
J. W. Johnson and Guards Timothy Hig-
ginson, J. McDavitt, W. L. Berry and B.
Clark were taken into custody. At a pre-
liminary hearing this afternoon all the
men waived examination,

Two versions of the cause of the wreck
were told to the coroner. One of these was
that the switghmap had set the tracks for
a Sixth aveniue train and when he saw his
mistake had attempted to rectify it while
the train was on the curve, the change
throwing the second, third aund fourth
cars off the track.

The switchman, however, declared the
wrecked train had Sixth avenue signals set
and he expected it to slow down to take
the curve. Instead it maintained the speed
usual with Ninth avenue trains on the
‘direct line. The officials of the road further
declare that it would have been a physical
impossibility for the switchman to have
thrown the switch after the forward car
had passed on it. The curve at 53rd street
is a sharp one and is practically unbank-
ed, according to statements made today. |
1t is intended to be taken slowly and is |
not constructed for a higher rate of speed
than six miles an thour.

Conductor Johnson, this afternoon made
a detailed statement to Police Inspector
Flood. He said:

“I was on the first platform of the sec-
ond car. We had just left 59th street and
were going at a fair rate of speed as it
is a long run to 50th street. The car was
pretty well crowded. There were a number
of men on the platform and in the aisle of
the second car there was a number of
shop girls who were laughing and joking.
When we reached the curve the first car |
went on, and the second and third cars
went together like a jackknife, sticking
right -up in the air and practically closing
against each other. In consequence from
where I was on the front platform of the
second car at the start, I was dropped to
the rear platform *of the first car. Then
the second car dropped to the street. I
held onto the iron rail like death and was
straight up in the air. I saw girls and wo-
men climbing over the seats of the car
that they might escape.

“Being an old railroader, I pulled out
my watch and looked at it. It was exactly
7.06 a. m. The signals were set wrong.
That was the trouble, They were set green |
and yellow, which is for a Sixth avenue |
train. I think that both motormen and
switchman are equally to blame.”

Bail was accepted for all the railroad
men under arrest late tonight.

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TERRIBLE SCENES AT

NEW

YORK WRECK

Telegraph Correspondent Describes the Horrible
~ Spectacle

Firemen, Policemen and Citizens Work Like Demons to
Release the Dead and Dying from the Debris of the
Elevated Cars---All the Ambulances and Dead-Wagons
in the City on the Scene---One Man Beheaded---Other

Gruesome Sights.

* (From Our Own Correspondent.)

New York, Sept. 11—Nothing has stir-
red  the 'big city so much in a long time
as the disaster that occurred this morn-
ing on the elevated railroad. The elevat-
ed lines carry 600,000 passengers a day,
and it has been the boast of the manage-
ment that in the twenty-six years of the
road’a operation there has never been a
serious accident.

That such a disaster as today’s is pos-
sible makes some millions sit up and
think, Never before has an elevated car
fallen from the structure to the street.
Because of a misplaced switch or a motor-
man’s misreading of a signal, a train
buckled, and one of the cars carrying
about 100 people, plunged end down :
the street below.

Almost before the echo of the crash
had. died out rescuers were at work at
53rd street and 9th avenue, the scene of
the day’s horror- Seldom has there been
a disaster in New York where the job of
succoring the injured and caring for the
dead was got under way with less loss of
time. And seldom has there been one
where more tragedy and suffering, more
of what was grimly grotesque and piti-
ably grewsome, crowded within the short
compass of two hours.

It was a few minutes past seven when
the doomed car shot off the structure.
By 9 o’clock the debris had been explor-
ed, the streets cleaned and the victims
carried off to the morgue or the hospi-
tals, according to the nature of their sev-
eral wounds.

Tangled Mass Hanging Over
Street.
As one neared the spot, the first thing
which impressed itself upon the mind was

the tangled knot of abandoned cars upon
the elevated structure at the fatal corner.

Two at least were skewed around so that |

their ends projected beyond the cross ties
and one of these hung so far over that it
seémed ready to drop off and crush the
rescue parties underneath. However, em-
ployes' of the company, who had gone
above to make everything shipshape, re-
turning, said there was no danger of it
coming down. -

The second car, the one which had
crashed to earth, Kkilling or wounding
nearly all its passengers, was reared al-
most straight up. The lower end had
struck the corner of a drug store and
then slid off upon’the sidewalk right at
the base line of the building. The upper
end hung precariously upon the outer
edge of the track of the Ninth avenue
division. The car stood at an
angle of possibly ninety-five de-
grees - But it could no longer by rights
be called a car. It had become a mere
husk top side down and with its entire
bottom ripped out. When the car struck
the whole floor was jarred away by the
impact of the shock, bringing with it the
heavy trucks and all the iron running
gear underneath. These, sliding toboggan
fashion down through the shell of the
car, had done deadly work, for the ma-
jority of the passengers had been flung
head over heels to the bottom and upon
these poor creatures, piled in a stunned
heap, the heavy steel wheels and broad
beams and axles dropped with the force
of eatapults.

A Fearful Wreck.

Standing divectly beneath the upended
car one looked through what had been
the floor space and saw the advertising
cards reading upside down and a few
broken seats clinging precariously by the
braces which had bound them to the side-
walks. A woman’s hat was lodged in a
broken window frame and there was a
shoe, possibly torn from its owner’s foot,
which poked its tce through ‘a crevice in
the shattered planking. Everywhere the
body of the ripped open car from end
to end was marked with great smears
and blots of *erimson.

A reporter for the Evening Sun reached
the corner of 53rd street and Ninth
avenue within a very few minutes after
the disaster had occurred. Already a ring
of several hundred morbid bystanders,
mainly residents of the mneighborhood,

vainly bucked the blue-coated skirmish
line that had been hurriedly thrown
around the upturned car. Inside the
circle formed by the reserves there were
panting fire engines, hook and ladder
trucks and a great clutter of ambulances,
patrol wagons and wrecking crew outfits.

Above the hoarse respirations of the en-
gines the creak and rumble of iron-shod
wheels and hoofs and the click:click of
the jack screws as the wreckers strove to
clear away the debris could be heard the
cries of at least two of the living still pin-
ned down under the end of the car.

A
little negro man, free save for an arm
and leg which were mashed flat under a
great weight, lay there begging first fom
life and then for death.

Big day laborers threw themselves aé
the car like madmen. They picked at
the planking with crowbars and axes.
They swung dozens of them at a time,
upon a huge beam of wood which was
serving for a lever. They jacked up the

4 iron screws which the wreckers brought,

until the muscles of their backs cracked
under the strain. Some, losing their
heads, fought the car as if it were a
thing alive. They kicked out the remain-
ing windows with their boots, pulled and
tugged single-handed at iron beams, which
would have resisted the efforts of a dozen
to budge and tore away shattored plank-
ing so that their fingers were torn and
raw. One man, blind with fury at the
insensate mass which resisted him. booted
the window display in the shattcred front
of the apothecary shop to pieces.

Ambulances and Dead Wagons
Loaded.

Meanwhile ambulances and dead-wagons
were going away in a stream freighted
with their sorry burdens. Upon the floor
of nearly every store in the neighborhood
were stretched wounded survivors, wait-
ing for their turn with the surgeons. Fully
half a dozen of slightly injured victims
were walking aimlessly about, their cloth-
ing torn and ruined and their faces like
dough, for pallor. Suddenly a tall chap,
who had been well dressed once this morn-
ing but was new clothed in red rags, stag-
gered out of a liquor store. His left arm
swung limp and lifeless. He was one scar-
let smear from head to foot. It looked
as if the biceps had Leen torn away in
a mase, and it was evident from the fash-
ion in which the left hand swung that
there were bongs broken too. Somehow he
had escaped notice in the excitement. Pre-
sumably he had made his way 1o th> ea-

loon after working clear of the wr ze.
As he tottered forward half fainting 2 big
policeman caught him in his arms and

lifted him bodily into a waiting ambul-
ance from Bellevue Hospital. “The ambul«
ance shot out of the crowd with the horse
at a gallop, for the practiced eye of the
whitecoated surgeon had told him that
this man was fast bleeding to death.
There was another man with a road
map of crimeon scratches on his cheeks
and big purple bruises over his eyes who
went milling around a circle for a minute
or two like a homse with the blind stag-
gers. He said he didn’t want to go to a
hospital, but a policeman overruled his
objections and hailed a wagon which was
just pulling out for Roosevelt THospital.
The man with the cries-crose of scars on
his jaws had to sit in the back because
there was not room for him inside.
Stretched flat upon the floor of the am-
bulance was the figure of a man in blue
overalls, His features were crushed until
they no longer lookéd as if they had ever
belonged «to a human being, but he wae
(Continued on page 4, seventh column.)

Great Britain’s recent
improvement in position in point of al-
liances, and the growing recognition of the
meaning of her vast navy, have not been
lost upon the United States.

THE OLD JOKE

The editor of the New York Commercial
propounds this one:

“How would it-do to turn M. Witte and
Baron Komura Joose on the Boer war,
now that they have their hand in. It’s
about time that cruel strife was ended.”

The foregoing is funny, but not in the
way the Commercial intended it. If the
Boer war had outlasted the war in the
Philippines by some years, the Commer-
cial’s suggestion would be passably humor-

ous from the American standpoint.

But the pacification, or, as it is some-
times called, the benevolent assimilation
of the Philippines, is still going on, having

outlasted the South African war, and the |

war in Manchuria, and bidding fair to run

on for a decade to come. The province of |
Samar positively declines to be pacified. |
The Americans tried the “water cure” onf

the “rebels” there, but they were not sub-

|dued even by that benevolent torture.

“Hell-Roaring Jake” Smith, brigadier-gen-
eral, put in practice his “burn-and-kill”
policy, with the avowed intention of re-
moving every male inhabitant above the
age of ten years and “making Samar &
howling wilderness.”

It is still howling, but it is not yet a
wilderness like “Jake” Smith had in mind,
for its inhabitants continue to resist, and
according to recent official reports actually
killed and wounded 561 of the ‘“‘pacifying”
American force during the last series of
operations. The fight in the Philippines is
still on. Were the Japanese conducting
it on the present American lines the
United States newspapers would denounce
them for yellow barbarians. :

Were the Russians “pacifying” Samar,
or were the Spanish operating there, the
American press would yell for interven-
tion.

The United States paid Spain $20,000,000
for the Philippines, and have spent five
times that sum since. If ever there was
a pig in a poke Uncle Sam bought one
when he bargained with the Dons for his

EXPERT TESTIMONY

The beauties of expert medical testi-

striking light by the acquittal of Elmer
Keyes, of Bangor, who murdered his wife.
Insanity is the excuse for the verdict.
Though™ several physicians swore Keyes
was sane and respomsible, several others
swore he was insane and irresponsible.
To quote the Bangor News: “Six dis-
tinguished experts on insanity testified
yesterday. The gentlemen hold diversi-
fied opinions. Drs. Thayer, Hunt and
Sanger thought that Keyes was insane
when he shot his wife, and the other
three thought that he was straight and
sane.”

Three of these distinguished gentlemen
detected undoubted symptoms of loco-
motor ataxia and paresis. The other
three, equally distinguished and discern-
ing, found no evidemce of any such, dis-
eases. The jurymen were compelled to
give the accused the benefit of the doubt,
if they believed any reason for doubt ex-
isted. The expert testimony may have
created the condition of doubt necessary
to such a finding. Before the murder no
one appears to have regarded Keyes as
insane, Probably few look upon him as
insane now- What his mental condition
was at the time of the Killing is another
question. He shot the woman several
times. She died at once. He shot him-
self once, not fatally. Jealousy was ‘the
immediate cause of the murder. The evi-
dence indicated that there was cause for
this jealousy.

But a feature of the disagreeable case
that is calculated to excite surprise on
the part of New Brunswick readers is
the evident tendency in Bangor to shed
maudlin tears over and with the murderer
and his lawyer. The atmosphere in court
was moist. The newspapers reflected it.
These convulsive sobs were drawn from
the Bangor News man whose hard lot it
was to report thel daily ordeal of the grief
stricken prisoner before the case went to
the jury: -

“Through all the black, revolting skein
of the Keyes case there has been one
golden strand. Sometimes it has been
buried. At others it has flashed forth
with dazzling brilliancy. It has held to-
gether under tremedious pressure and all
the storms to which it has been subject-
ed have not caused it to fade.

“This is the love of the prisoner for
the memory of his wife, whom he slayed
—the wife, who, according to testimony,
he wearied with a surfeit of affection.
Probably a hundred times during the last
four harrowing days he has wept at some
bit of testimony that has called a picture
back of some tender little scene—some-
thing that has summoned her to him as
the confiding comrade of, the old days—
the days that were happy and sweet.”

One might be led to infer from this
detached sample of the lamentation that
the woman “whom he slayed” had been
killed with kindness. But the medical
testimony was exact on that point, at
least; it was a pistol. The case is not an
important! one. The persons involved
were of a sort little calculated to excite
either admiration or sympathy- But the
trial is important because it provés the
perils of the jury system. Had not the

MR. SKINNER’S POSITION

Election talk will be regarded as prema-
ture while there is no vacancy, and all of
the St. John members in the local House
are still in office. Believing, however, that
a contest may be empectéd soon—a belef
without much warrant—the opposition has
decided upon a candidate in the person
Mr. Wilson. Mr, A. O. Skinner has natur-
ally been spoken of as the probable gov-
erament candidate in the event of a va-
cancy b_eing created, and the opposition
newspapers here have already begun to
misrepresent his position. They sought to
create the impression some months ago
that Mr. Skinner had no faith in the
local _government—although he was then
its standard bearer here. Recently this
attempt was renewed, the Sun crediting
Mr. Skinner.with views which he previ-
ously had clearly repudiated. The New
Freeman, on Saturday, econtained an in-
terview with -Mr. Skinner in which he con-
tradicted the opposition newspapers.

The Star and Sun newspapers have not
istated The New Freeman paragraph cor-
rectly, and the Sun has bdsed quite an ed-
itorial upon its incorrect statement of
your paragraph.

“What we have learned,” said he to-
day, “gives us hope that some day we may
replace a wounded or worn-out heart in a
human being with the healthy, youthful
and strong one from a living monkey.”

In his laboratory Dr. Carrell has switch-
ed the -circulation of his dogs from some
arteries, leaving them dry for a time, thus
opening possibilities for new methods of
surgery in cases of violent injuries.

One of the dogs selected for experiment-
ing was lacking in the usual amount of
hair. His circulation was switched to eure
a goitre with success, and, according to
Dr. Carrell, hair began to grow, in places
apparently permanently bald. i

In another experiment the surgeom saw-
ed a dog's leg off and then grafted it on
again without doing the animal permanent

The cuts in his wrist wre deep
and he was losing so much blood that he
collapsed before getting very far ad had
to be carried back to the house. 'n the
course of the struggle Mrs. Tucker -eceiv-
ed some severe wounds while her dres was
torn into sheds. -

GAVE UP LIVES
T0 SAVE OTHERS

Father Drowns in Vain Effort
to Rescue Child Fallen
Overboard.

Dover, N. H., Sept. 10—Four persons
were drowned in the Cocheco river here
today, as the result of two accidents. In
each case one of the victims met death
in trying to save another. Two of the
victims were seamen on a coasting vessel,
while two others were a father and his
young child.

The dead: Thomas Keenan,38, South
Boston, seaman on the schooner Sadie
A. Kimball; George Jones, 50, residence
unknown, seaman on the Kimball; Ed-
ward Durkin, Dover, operative in the
Cocheco Cotton Mills; Durkin, 6 years
old, son of Edward Durkin.

At about 3.30 p. m., as the schooner

Sadie A. Kimball was passing Dover
Point house, on her way up the Cocheco
river, the main boom struck Keenan and
knocked him overboard. A boat was
hastily lowered and George Jones was
preparing to go to the rescue of Keenan
when he lost his balance and fell from
the rail, striking his head on the row-
boat tnat had been lowered. Jones fell
into the river and sank instantly,
Neither man rose to the surface and up
to a late hour tonight neither body had
been recovered. \
" The second accident happened about
5 o’clock. Durkin was out in a row boat
with three of his children, all boys, their
ages ranging from 6 to 9 years. The,
youngest of the children leaned over the
side of the boat lost his balance and fell
into the river. The father immediately-
dived for the child but was unable to
reach him and evidently becoming ex-
hausted by his efforts, sank beneath the
surface.

Just about dark a man was coming up
the river in a steam launch, saw the boat
drifting down stream. The children were
unable to handle the heavy oars and were
crying bitterly. Inquiry soon disclosed
the story of the accident.

Durkin is survived by a wife and three
small children.

SIMMS LOSES hIS
. ELECTION CASE

Hon. W. P. Jones Dis-
missed With Costs

Woodstock, N. B., Sept. 8—(Spe-
cial) — Justice Barker opened his court
at the court house, Upper Woodstock,
this morning at 10 o’clock in the election
petition trial against Hon. W. P. Jones
as a member for Carleton.

Attorney-General Pugsley and F. B.
Carvell represented the responde.nt, and
A. B. Connell, K.C., the petitioner, J. R.
Simms. Fred Devine was the stenograph-
' er. Mr. Connell addressed the court and
Attorney-General Pugsley replied. .

In reply to his honor, Mr. Connell quot-
ed several authorities to prove that the
66th section of the election act was not
imperative but simply directory and that
the sheriff could receive nominations atter
12 o’clock. The substance of these de-
cisions was that the people should have
every opportunity to vote on the names
of candidates and they should not be de-
prived of that right through any technic-
ality. =

Attorney-General Pugsley replied that
the authorities quoted did mnot bear on
this case, as the former cases were where
the aot had been done, but in the case
at issue the sheriff had not received
Simms’ papers, and no act had been com-
mitted.

The law says the sheriff snail not re-
ceive nomination papers after }2 o’clock.
Your Honor is asked by the counsel for
the petitioner to place yourself in the
place of the sheriff and to say whether
you would, in such cidcumstances, receive
the nomination papers after 12 o’clock?

In the matter of the disappearance of
the Bible, the sheriff and other officers
had no part in the disappearance of the
Bible, and it was not their duty to have
a Bible in the room.

authority to build another bridge unless
some more favorable agreement could be
made with the proprietors of the present
structure.

“An arrangement has begn made that
gives the company absolute control of the
property at a cost of $200,000, and a reso-
lution will be brought before the meeting
authorizing capital expenditure -to that
amount. The property is subjeat to out-
standing mortgage bonds to the amount of
$125,000 bearing interest at' 5 per cent per
annum and to a government lien of $433,-
900 at 4 per cent per annum.

“This transaction will, on the basis of
last year’s traffic, represent to the com-
pany an annual saving of over $30,000.”

GUTTED Y FR

A. A. Tuttle’s Woodworking
Factory Badly Damaged
Saturday Night

Moncton, Sept. 10—(Special)—A. A.
Tuttle’s wood-working factory, situated on
Lower Lutz street, was gutted by fire last
night. The fire started about 10 o’clock,
having its origin in a pit under the boiler.
The flames ran all through the building
and destroyed all the belting and a large
quantity of manufactured lumber. The
machinery on the lower floor was very lit-
tle damaged, but all the woodwork was
almost completely destroyed.

The greater part of the manufactured
lumber was stored on the second floor and
nearly all is a total loss. The building
is badly damaged and requires almost an
entire new roof besides other repairs.

There is no insurance and the loss will
be in the viecinity of $3,000. The loss is a
serious one for Mr. Tuttle, who suffered
from a similar one about ten years ago. No
insurance was carried on account of the
high rates, eight per cent. being charged.
Mr. Tuttle is undecided about rebuilding.

BELIGION AND TOBACCO CONSOLE EDWARD COL
BE TRIED FOR M

THE HILLSBOR
TH WE

Portland, Me., Sept. 10—Edward I
Cole, the Hillsboro man who is in jail
here, awaiting trial on the charge of mur-
dering his townsman, John F. Steeves, at
Falmouth, near Portland, on or about

~ April 12 last, will know his fate in a few

days. Committed by Judge Hill for trial
in May, the grand jury of the Superior
Court has had his case under consideration
during the past week and will probably
report on Tuésday, at the latest. There is
little doubt of its verdict, and the proba-
bility is strong that Cole will face a trav-
erse jury on the charge against him.

What the outcome of the trial will be
is a matter of much doubt. From the out-
set, Cole’s lawyer, Scott Wilson, city soli-
citor of Portland, has been outpoken in
his belief that his client is.innocent, and
that he can produce evidence that will
absolutely clear him from suspicion. - Mr.
Wilson is an able lawyer and his opinion
carries weight with all who know him. But
he expresed a similar opinion as strongly
before the preliminary hearing and at that
time the strength of the state’s case up-
set all calculations. It is the general be-
lief now that Sheriff Pennell, who has
given close personal attention to filling
in the gaps of the evidence already pre-
eented, will offer at the final hearing a
chain of proof that it will be difficult for
the accused to break, unless he shall be
able to establish a complete and convinc-
ing alibi. That the sheriff has new evi-
dence is admitted, but its nature is close-
ly guarded by the officers, and its value
cannot be estimated in advance of its
presentation in open court.

Cole has been locked up in the county
jail here since probable cause was found
against him on the charge May 12. He
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has been in good spirits most of the time
except for a rew days. after the prelimi-
nary hearing, when he was much depress-
ed and spent the days in nervously pacing

his cell. As the time for his trial ap-
proaches, he appears to acquire more con-

fidence and now expresses complete assur-
ance of a result satisfactory to himself.

He reads the Bible earnestly and fre-
quently, and appears to gather much satis-
faotion from chewing tobacco, which he
is seldom without.

The accompanying picture of Cole was
taken shortly after he was committed to
jail and is an excellent likene:s af the
man as he appeared today. The clothing
shown in it is the same as that worn by
him on April 12, the day when a number
of witnesses swear they saw him in Fal-
mouth in company with the man whose
mangled body was found nearby on Las-
ter Sunday.

Cole and Steeves had been more or less
intimate all their lives. Both came to
Portland frem Hillsboro, and _Steeves
boarded with the Cole family for some
time after his arrival. They were estrang-
ed by money matters for some weeks be-
fore the murder, Cole says, but there had
bean some ground for believing that the
two were engdged together in spotting
liquor dives, against which Sheriff Pennell
instituted a vigorous campaign about 2
month before ,the tragedy. The sheriff
declares that there is no truth in the re-
port that the two.men were in his em-
ploy, but apparently they were doing
some private detective work along these
lines, and Cole at the time of his arrest
told of threats that had been made against
his own life by men engaged in the sale
of liquor. His theory. at that time was
that Steeves had been murdered by the
same people who warned him. Whether
the defence will gttempt to establish such
a hypothesis on the trial is not known.
So far Mr. Wilson has given no indica-
tion of his method for proving the prison-
en's innocence, and at the preliminary
hearing put in no case at all, allgwing the
court to find its decision solely on the
state’s evidence.

THINK FINANCIAL
TROUBLES LED T0
‘GOLDING'S SUICIDE

Former South African Soldier Found
Shot in Railway Car

NUMBER OF BILLS
FOUND IN POCKET

He Left a Peculiar Note in Room
of His Boarding House,-Mother
Learns Awful News Through
Talk of Men in Street Oar.

.The body of Manford Golding, a stréet
railway motorman, was found doubled up
on the blood covered floor of a closet in
en I. C. R. car near the round house about
2 o’clock Friday afternoon.

A 45 calihre revolyer lay beside him,
and the bullet that had ploughed through
his brain was on the floor after etriking
the wall. .

That he deliberately took his life there
is but scant reason for deubting. There is
also reason for believing that for eeverdl
days he had been contemplating suicide.
A note found in his room and certain re-
marks to one whom he chprishcd,]end sup-
port to such a supposition.

He was the son of GiJhert N. Golding,
of Wickham, Queens coupty, and was in
his twenty-eighth year. He served in
South Africa with one of the late contin-
gents, and before entering the employ of
the street railway was connected with the
American express company. :

For the past two years he boarded with
Mrs. Ann Killam, 2¢ Wellington Row.
Tuesday morning last his mother arrived
here from her home in Wickham en route
to Hampton. The same day Mr. Golding
gecured leave of absence and in the even-
ing went to Hampton, spending the fol-
Jowing day and Thursday with his mother
there. Friday morning both boarded
the Sussex express on their return to the
city and between 9.30 and 10 o’clock the
mother arrived at Mrs. Killam’s house
But the son did not.

Just after the train left Rothesay he
joined his mother—he had been in another
car—and he eaid to her that he would
jump off as soon as the train arrived and
would hurry to his work and for her to
take a car up town. Then he left her.

Subsequently Mrs. Golding proceded to

the residence of a relative, Thos. Hay, 60|

Waterloo street, where she spent the re-
mainder of the morning. Early in the
afternoon she left on an errand into the
city, and boarded a streef car to return.

Mother Heard it in Street Oat.

She overheard a couple of men convers-
ing. One wak referring to sensational
news in the afternoon papers. She caught
the name “Golding.” In an agony of fear
and doubt she made inquiries, and was
informed that the supposed suicide was -a
motorman. At the corner of Waterloo
and Union streets she alighted. Faint
and fearful,but endeavoring to hope against
hope, she at last reached Mr. Hay’s house
and later in the afternoon, when the in-
telligence was confirmed, became utterly
prostrated.

According to one of the Sussex exprogs
train crew,who saw Mr, Golding board the
train at Hampton, he was in excellent
humor and on the way into the city was
most communicative. The reports to the
effect that hie had been drinking were evi-
Wantly without foundation. The tmain-
men unite in saying that he was strictly
wober and his landlady, Mre. Killam, also
aflinms that when he left on Tuesday after-
noon he was not in the slightest,degree
under the influence of liquor and that he
had been temperate during the two years
he boarded with her.

Frank Hollis, of 311 Rockland Road, is
an express messenger and he was on the
Sussex express when Mr. Golding, with
whom he was acquainted, came aboard.
The latter, part of the way down, was in
the car with Mr. Hollis, and assisted
him with the work, talking cheerfully and
laughing as subjects arose. He alluded to
his brief sojourn in the country, to the
thankfulness felt in Kings county because
of the rains, and other timely topics.

James (avanaugh, a car cleaner, dis-
covered the body. The aoach, a second-
class, had 'been.shunted near the old
round house. Mr. Cavanaugh tried the
door of the lavatory and found it locked.
He went outside procured a etep-ladder,
and looked in the window.

The motionless figure of a man, wearing
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a blood-drenched uniform was ‘what Cav-
anaugh saw. He opened the window, and
knew that a tragedy had happened. Then
he_notified his fellow workmen, and later
Chief Clark, Coroner Robents, and the
railway station officials were made ac-
quainted with what had occurred.

Chief Clark found he could not open
the door, as the body becoming rigid had
wedged the door fast. He drew himself
through the window, however, and open-
ed the door a little. Then it was taken
from the hinges, and the body was remov-
ed. Golding had round his waist a 'oelt
with nine cartridges in it, and also wore
the holster in which the pistol bad been
carried.

At first there was difficulty in estab-
lishing indentity. The features were hard-
ly recognizable. The upper part of the
gkull was all but torn off. The uniform
was seen to be that of the St. John
street railway. Deceased wore, tan boots,
in the button hole of the coat was a car-
nation, He was of athletic build, and
of dark complexion, smooth shaven, and
gold was conspicuous in th® front teeth.
After the coroner viewed the body per-
mission for removal was given, and it was
placed in John Chamberlain’s undertak-
ing rooms.

Instantly Killed.

The weapon was of such a ealibre that
death must have been instantaneous. It
could not be definitely determined st
night if belt and pistol constituted. part of
Mr. Golding's campaign equipment. The
revolver is about the size of the type is-
sued to the mounted contingents to South
Africa, but Mrs. Killam, of Wellington
Row, said that she believed the revolver
is the property of Harry Comeau, a street
railway motorman. Mr. Comeau, it is
understood, is out of the city at present,

. but the revolver -had been in the pes-

session of Mr. Golding for' a weck or so.

On the body were found some lztters, a
watch, pipe and bunch of keys. Among
the letters were some liquor bills, and
threats that legal steps would be taken
to recover the amounts due. There were
also grocery accounts, and a letter from
his fiancee, Miss Bessic Killam. The
grief at the Killam home at Wellington
Row, was pitiful.

“I cannet imagine,” said Mrs. Killam,
last evening, ‘“what prompted Manford
to do such a terrible deed- He was al-
ways so bright; always so full of life.”

Left a Note.

“I am not aware,” she continued, “that
he had any secret troubles—that is, did
not suspect anything wrong until Wed-
nesday morning, when I found a note on
his bedroom table. It was written on an
envelope, and covered with a pocket-
handkerchief. It read:

“Dear Mother,—If anything happens to
me, collect my insurance money, pay my
bills and keep the rest for yourself.

“MANFORD.”

After I read that I became nervous.
He had left us the day previous, about
the middle of the afternoon, without say-
ing where he was going, and we did not
know he had gone to Hampton. The
same morning I found the note, Manford’s
brother, Stephen, called, and I handed it
to him., He was disturbed and said he
couldn’t see any.reason for his brother
leaving such a message.. 1 never heard of
him complaining about financial trouble.
It was only a few days ago, though, that
he mentioned something to my daughter
that made us feel uneasy. He hinted that
he was in difficulties, and when she inquir-
ed for more particulars he said she would
probably know some day. It was so un-
like him to talk that way. He was al-
ways so cheerful.”

Mrs. Killam added that on last Monday
he cleaned the revolver in the Kkitchen.
He took particular care of it, and had
frequently had it with him on yachting
excursions with his friend, Mr. Comeau-

Friday evening Mrs. Golding, mother of
deceased, left Mrs. Hay's and spent the
night with Dr. and Mrs. Case, . Princess
street. She was very feeble, and could
talk but little about the deplorable event.

The inquest into the death of Manford
Giolding was held Saturday afternoon, and
the verdict was to the effect that deceas-
ed came to his death by a self-inflicted
shot fired from a. revolver.

Caroner Roberts pnesided and the sit-
ting, which was in the north end police
station, was concluded within two hours.
The verdict was reached after about
twenty minutes deliberation.

John H. Sproul, conductor of the ex-
press on which the body was found, said
that to the time: of leaving Torryburn
the witness examined all the lavatories
and found them vacant. He heard mo
sound like a shot.

Frank Hollis, express messenger, said
that he talked with Golding and that the
latter was .in excellent spirits. He last
,saw him when the train was nearing

Brookville. Deceased had made mention
of his mother being on board.

William McAdoo, an I. C. R. carpenter,
told of looking in thie lavatory door in
the car in the yard and seeing the body.
Chief Clark raised the window and, climb-
ing through, tried to open the door.

James Cavanaugh and Oscar W. Peter-
sen, éar cleaning foreman, told of the
occurrences previous to and after finding
the body. \

Chief ' Clark told of climbing through
the window and endeavoring to open the
door. The door had to be taken from the
hinges to remove the body. The witness
fund a large rmevolver lying between the
ankles of deceased. The witness produced
the revolver, the shell, the spent bullet,
and also the cartridge belt and holster
found on the body. He told in detail of
the steps taken after the discovery of the
body. .

Two of Peary’s Number on the
Eric En Route to
Washington

LEFT EXPLORER ON
COAST OF GREENLAND

~

Say the Roosevelt Behaved Excellent-
ly in the lce---Eskimos Eager to
Join the Commodore -- Ship Now
Likely Fast in Ice Until February.

The latest newe concerning Commander
Robert Peary and his polar exvedition was
brought to the city Sunday, when a
couplé of browned and seasoned looking
men registered at the Grand Union Hotel.
They were on their way to Washington to
submit a report in connection with the
progress the explorer had made when they
eaw him last at Cape Sabine, Greenland.

Pendingy this duty they do not desire
that their names be given publicity, but
they were by no means averse to narrating
many facts of timely interest with re-
spect to the Roosevelt and those op board.

They were the bearers of the telegram
that the commander gave the world a few
days ago, eaying that all was well. -

Brought Peary’s Telegram.

f‘VVe were on board the eupply ship
Enic,” said one, “and parted from the com-
mander at an Esquimo gettlement near
Cape Sabine called Eta. ' The date was
August 16 and by this time the Roosevelt
must be frozen in and those on board are
settling down to live through the long
night that will last until February. In
that month the daylight will reappear and
it will be then that the dash for the pole
will be made.”

The Telegraph’s informant said Comman-
der Peary while at Eta was somewhat
concerned because of the presence of an ice
gorge about twenty miles in extent stretch-
ing from the settlement to Cape Sabine.

‘“He gave us his telegram just before
going into that gorge on his way north,
and of course we were all keenly interested
‘n watching how the Roosevelt would be-
have, for it was the first ice of any conse-
quence that had been encountered since
leaving St. John’s.- We kept her in view,
and she went through the field excellently.
In fact she is more of a machine than a
ship—bnilt wholly and solely for Arctic
exploration.”

The Eric preceded the Rocsevelt on the
initial stage of the voyage north. The
former vessel went to North Star Bay,
and after a brief stop continued on to
Eta, with the Roosevelt a few days eail
behind.

s 1]
Natives Anxious to Go.

“We w-re hiring Esquimos in both places
and all were nearly frantic to go for to
many of them the commander is little less
than a deity. He has been among them
before and given’ them guns and powder
and food—articles they appreciate. When
we told them Peary was coming and wae
wanting men to help him find the pole,
they were tremendously pleased. One old
fellow in his haste to get to shore and
spread the news almost overturned his
kyak.”

Mr. —— gave it as his opinion that if

the Roosevelt reaches 83 degrees the dis-
covery of the pole is assured. The dis-
tance from that degree tc the pole is
about 480 nautical miles or 600 land miles.
The journey from the ship across the deso-
late reaches of frozen ocean will be the
supreme effort of the undertaking.
_“He will likely start as soon as it be-
cbmes light enough in February and it is
possible that word of his success or fail-
ure will reach civilization by the following
autumn, It is perilous work crossing the
ice fields. I have made a couple of trips
to the far north and the obstacles and
dangers to be ericountered are many. Sup-
pose this city was blown up by dynamite
—buildings all shattered and piled across
each other., This will give you some idea
as to the shape and size of the ice through
which he must pass. He will not take any
of the ehip’s regular crew with him on his
fina] dash. His companions will be Es-
kimos and dozens of sledges loaded with
provigions and hauled by husky dogs will
complete his outfit. When we left him
at Eta he had upwards of 400 dogs on
board and about sixty Esquimos. There
will be no riding on the sledges. They are
for provisions alone.”

The commander was fully confident of
Jocating the-pole.
