This morning one sentry lad of the 
18th Hussars was posted on the town 
side of the bridge and another on the 
other side opposite the village of 
Dentz, famous as far back as Roman 
times as the bridge-head of Cologne. 
Facing him on that side was a Ger- 
man sentry in uniform, bearing a gun, 
the last of the rearguard of the Ger- 
man army.

I walked on the bridge this morn- 
ing and, leaning over it, looked down 
on the waters of the Rhine, and even 
then could hardly believe we were 
there and had reached that goal which 
used to be spoken of as a grim jest 
in the dugouts near Ypres, and on

Chapelle and other towns on our way,

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Moving in “Ye Old Times99

I have just finished packing, four pearls.” The road made a sharp 
years out, and 1 must go. I have bend around the base of a high hill 

and came suddenly upon a placefifty— yes, sixty-seven—years of it, 
for I was born in the itinerancy; but 
I have never gotten used to it, and 
it gets harder and harder. Yet while 
I would like to see our system flexible 
enough to allow a longer pastorate in 
special cases—and just now would 
like to be one of the special cases— 
the rule works well, and there are two 
sides to the question of a change. Hard 
as it is to move now, it is a picnic 
compared with what it was when I 
was a boy. The youngsters of to­
day miss a lot of fun!

In 1858 my father was appointed to 
Morgan’s Creek Mission. It was in 
a very rough country, somewhere on 
the Tennessee River. We had to move 
from Durhamville, where we had had 
a good home in a fine community and 
among an intelligent and apprecia­
tive people. I think the distance must 
have been seventy or eighty miles. In 
those days there were few parsongaes. 
The preacher had to find a house as 
best he could and take all his furniture 
with him. My father hired a six- 
mule team to haul our household 
goods to our new home. All we had 
was packed on that wagon—bedsteads 
(including the trundle bed—oh, the 
memories of that trundle bed!), tab­
les, trunks, barrels of crockery, boxes 
of books. AU we had was stacked 
up on that wagon, I tell you, and 
don’t you forget it!

There were tears and good-byes the 
evening before, for we were to take 
an early start the next morning. I 
cried sympathetically, not knowing 
why except that the rest were crying 
and it seemed the proper thing to do. 
But my mother’s tears were real. We 
were leaving a delightful community 
and going to a hard field; and, how­
ever courageous her heart may have 
been, she was too human not to feel 
deeply the trial of such a change. My 
father had made one round on the

where some men were killing hogs. 
Ten or twelve big white porkers were 
hanging from a long pole, and the men 
were cleaning others. There the I 
tragedy occurred which I remembered 
so well. The front mules reared, and 
the whole team at once took fright. 
Away they went pell-mell. The 
driver, lost control, and, leaping from 
his saddle, let them go. Over the 
steep bank went the tall and heavily- 
loaded wagon. The tongue broke, 
releasing the team, which dashed 
away into the woods. The wagon turn- 
ed almost completely over, smashing 
everything beneath it in the water!

For the first time my father lost 
his nerve. He sank down on a log, 
and his manly face was wet wtih 
tears. He knew what it meant of 
loss and hardship for my mother, go­
ing into a country where the things 
destroyed could not be replaced. My 
mother shed no tears then. She al­
ways reserved lier tears till the crisis 
passed. She was out of the buggy 
in a wink, and took energetic com­
mand of the work of rescue. The 
men killing hogs lent a helping hand, 
and by dint of hard work and wading 
in the cold water the wagon was 
dragged back on the bank. The prec­
ious books, being in boxes and in the 
bottom of the wagon when it turned 
over, landed on top of the pile and j 
fortunately escaped water. The bed­
ding, quilts, blankets and clothing 
were saturated, but, of course, could 
be dried; but everything breakable 
was smashed to fragments except the 
trundle bed. Blessed tittle trundle 
bed! It floated off, but we recovered 
it. But tables, chairs, bedsteads— 
not a whole piece was left. The one 
bureau, which was a great convenience 
to my mother, was fit only for fire- 
wood.

Montreal, Dec. 4.—That Canadian 
troops are now fighting with the for- 
ces in the Murman Coast district in 
Russia, is the secret which has leaked 
out of late through various reports, 
and which reveals that at least two 
batteries of artillery and one battal- 
ion of infantry are now attached to 
the northern Russia Expeditionary 
Force, which has nothing to do with 
the Siberian forces.

A letter received here by Mrs. Geo- 
rge Hyde, from her son. Major Walter 
C. Hyde, D.S.O., who is in command 
of one of the Canadian artillery bat- 
teries, gives many interesting items 
of news of the life of Can adians in 
Russia.

Capts. A. O. Mowat and Alf. Gillis 
and Gunner Ray Matthews are with 
this force. In writing to his father 
Capt. Mowat said among other things 
that when you wanted eggs all you 
had to do was hold up a cigarette and 
cackle like a hen, when you would get 
all the eggs you wanted.

Major Hyde's letter, dated October
