New York, Sept. 27.—Plans to
wreck machinery in munition-mak-
ing shops in America at the bid-
ding o{) German agentg in Europe
are belleved by the police to have
been defeated through the arrests of
about 100 Germans and German
sympathizers in raids, which began
here last night and were continued
today.

New York, Sept. 27.—About 100 Ger-
mans and German sympathizers, arrest-
nearby Long
Island and New Jersey points, last night
by city detectives, acting under the
direction of agents of the department
of justice and officers of the navy de-
partment, spent the night in the drill
hall and in cells at police headquarters.
Some were arrested, it was said, at the
headquarters of the I. W. W., but the
majority were taken from their homes.
In the round-up, which started short-
ly before midnight, more than 200 city
detectives and patrolmen were engaged.
Little difficulty was experienced in find-
ing all of the men on the lists sent out
from headquarters, and there was no
serious resistance by the men wanted.

A statement issued by the police
goon after midnightisaid that “the navy
department in conjunction with the
detective bureau, has for several months
been investigating large: numbers of
alien enemies. They have now been
taken into custody. Numbers of these
have been employed in municipal plants
and have been invading forbidden
zones."

NTRIGUE EXPOSED

BRITISH HEADQUARTERS IN
FRANCE AND BELGIUM, Sept. 26.—
(By Mail)—German agencies recently
have been spreading broadcast on the
continent the report that serious dif-
ferences have arisen between the
British army medical service ar\d
the American surgeons and physi-
cians whe have been working with the
British forces in France. The story has
been given much publicity by its spon-
sors in Belgium and France. For the
purpese of proving or disproving this
statement the correspondent of the
Associated Press accrediteq to British
general headq ters has made a care-
ful investigation of the facts, visiting
not only base hospitals which have
been taken over by American xpednca,l
units but casualty clearing stations in
which American surgical teams are
working. Here is the truth:

Utmost Cordiality.

The utmost cordiality hgs and does
exist between the British medical ser-
vice and the Americans who are work-
ing with them. The assertion that there
has been -any quarrel ijtween the two
bodies is without foundation As one
eminent American put it: ‘““The story
is a gross canard, The reasons for
circulating it are obvious, The Ger-
mans are trying to create between Bel-
gium ang French civilians a contempt
for America and Great Britain, and,
consequently, a hostility towards these
two mnations. The canard cannots be
called humorbus, but it certainly is an
interesting demonstration of the fact
that while the German may be a good
soldier he is not a psychologist.

These teams usually con-
sist of a surgeon, an assistant, a nurse
and an orderly. American surgeons
whose names are famous international-
ly are laboring beside youthful medical
officers who have sat under them in
the classrooms at home, Dr. Crile of
Cleveland, Dr. Cushing of Havard, Dr.
Brewer of New York, Dr. Harte of
Philadelphia, Dr,-Murphy of St, Louis
and Dr. Beesley of Chicago—they call
them majors over here—all have been
or are at present working night and
day in casualty clearing stations, which
have been caring for the wounded from
the last great offensive. i
These surgical teams have® had one
characteristic experience. 'Pheir work
is hampered and their lives are en-
dangered by German airmen, who per-
sist in hurling high . explosives down
among them. In one of the latest raids
the Germans aviators killed or Te-
wounded many of their own men who
were prisoners being cared for in one
of these hospitals.

Washington Has No Faith in
Latest - Berlin Over-
tures.

Part of Propaganda to Influ-
eénce Sentiment in Allied
Lands.

Washington, Sept. 27.—About two
weeks ago the state department warned
newspaper correspondents that it had
information pro’lng that the German
Government was about to begin an ex-
tensive propaganda with a view to in-
fluencing sentiment in the allied coun-
tries, and particularly in the United

States, in favor of a peace which would
bear leniently on Germany /This warn-
ing was recalled by officiald today when
they read the apparently inspired press
dispatch from Berne, Switzerland, that
Herr Kuehlmann, the German minister
for foreign affairs, had informed the
papal nuncio to the court of Bavaria at
Munich, that the German Government
would be willing to conclude peace on
the basis of restoration of Belgium.
While the terms attributed in the Berne
dispatch to the German foreign min-
ister are more definite than any that
the German Government has inspired
in its various ‘‘trial balloons” to sound
peace sentiment, there is no disposition
here to put faith in any German over-
tures.

To those who understand the attitude
of the Allies, it is regarded as out of
the, question for the governments at
war with Germany to consent to accept
peace on the basis of the restoration of
Belgium under the attached conditions
outlined in the Berne dispatch.

“A few months before war broke out,
on April 1, 1914, according to the figures
of the inland revenue department, there
were in the.warehouses of the distiller-
fes 21,561,976 gallons of spirits. Exactly
two years later there were 20,099,188
gallons in stock. In round numbers,
there had occurred a depletion of stock
of 1,500,000 Lgauons. In the same two
years something like 8,000,000 gallons
were taken out for consumption. The
question arises, were 6,500,000 gallons
manufactured by the distillers in these
two years of almost constant war, or
are the makers of these strong liquors
able, through some kind patronage of
Providence, to exhaust their storehouses
and still haye them full? Plainly large
quantities of in and other materials
have been used in manufacturing spirits
since hostilities began in Europe.

“For the ‘more recent activitiés of the
distillers we are dependent upon the in-
formation which the inland revenue de-
partment must have at hand. If offi-
cials of that department say that these
manufacturers are using at present old
stocks, and are making little fresh
whiskey, brandy, etc., then the public
must accépt their statements. ‘What the
people of the country wa though is
actual statistics. Let the inland revenue
department publish figures relative to
the amount of raw materials used up in
the manufacture of spirits for beverage
purposes this year. Then we will know
where we are at on this matter.

“In this connection yesterday's editor-
fal in The Advertiser is very qor_nmend-
able.” If the producers of spirits are
making little fresh supplies of potent li-
quors, then it would be small financial
hardship for thém to have their right of
manufacture suspended S0 far as these
liquors are concerneg for the duration

Why
gouge the man who owns his little home
to grease the fat pig?”

“But,”” say the councillors, ‘“just give
us the authority to mortgage the city
for this $25,000 and if we don’t care to
go ahead afterwards we need not spend
the money.”

Taxpayer Is Wary,

The wary taxpayer who has ruefully
watched the assessors boost the valua-
tion, but not the value, of his home,
while the councillors shoved both hands
into his pockets for more of the stuff
that makes the aldermanic mare go,
will take no chances. He has before
him the spectacle of the miserable fail-
ure of the council .to put the garbage
department on a business basis. Such
management he pictures applied to a
civic coalyard.

The Canadian Government has fur-
nished the . machinery whereby any
consumer may appeal to the fuel con-
troller and bring prompt action against
any dealer who charges exorbitant
prices for fuel, or who treats his pat-
rons in an unjust manner. But to whom
could the people appeal if they found
themselves — as ‘they undoubtedly
would—paying coal bills at thefuel de-
partment and coalyard deficits to the
tax collector? :

Mate for Bunkum Scheme.

“This scheme was a fitting mate for
that Ajax rubber bylaw,” a property
owner declared. ‘It was a pity they
were ever broken up. Fortunately for
the taxpayers of London this scheme
was exposed and withdrawn before the
people were drawn into it. It was
boomeq even stronger ' than the coal
bylaw—probably because it involved
still greater spendings. Now it is ad-
mitted that it never was a business
proposition, and tlat the people never
stood a ghost of a show to get their
money out of it. The coal bylaw is in
exactly the same category, but it is
being pushed through with greater
brazenness, that's all.”

With the 'site for the coalyard—a
little property in the south end of the
city—already bonded at a stiff price,
and with a high egluled but entirely
inexperienceq manager slated for the
job of running it, city hall rumors have
it that there will be little of the $25,-
000 available for any kind of business,
even should the people authorize it.

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MR. HANNA'S STATEMENT.

00D CONTROLLER HANNA, has
issued a statementigiving his con-
.ception of the duties connected with his
office and the poaﬁbimy of performing
them, but it cannot be said that there is
anything in -it to encourage the vast
army of consumers Wwho entertained
hopes ‘that his efforts would result in
lower prices for foods.

Primarily, Mr. Hanna believes he was
appointed in order that he might
sprotect Canada, the Canadian troops
and our share of the war of the Empire
against disaster through famine.” To
do this he sees but one way: to decrease
consumption and increase production.

So fAr so good; but what about con-
servation of foods once they have been
produced for the purposes he mentions?
Does he consider the shipment of hun-
dreds of beef cdttle weekly from this
country to the United States tends to
protect Canada from famine? But, Mr.
Hanna may reply, much of this beef
comes back to Canada. So it does, at
greatly enhanced prices, and yet the
controller sees no possibility of reduc-
ing the cost of living! IS it not time
for him to be replaced by someone with
clearer vision?

The Canadian tomrato canners com-
plain that producers are breaking con-
tracts with the canneries and selling
their choice tomatoes to American buy-
ers, depriving their fellow-Canadians
and treating thelr)auntracts as ‘‘scraps”
of paper.” Mr. Hanna admits that the
second great cause of high prices is “the
unrestrained competition between for-
eign buyers .of foodstuffs in our mar-
?cts." but asserts that this has been

orrected by the creation of central
‘buying offices for the Entente Powers.
He falls to recognize any danger from
buyers otheér than governments, and is
content to allow this foreign competi-
tion unrestrained freedom so long as
only individuals are concerned. So the
tomatoes, the cattle, etc., may continue
to vanish from the land, while decreased
consumption ig urged upon the people
to make up for this export.

" The  ‘“unnecessary and inefficient
middléman” is noted in the statement
as one of the main causes of high prices,
and having discovered this fact, what
does. Mr. Hanna do? Does he propose
to elfiminate the costly nuisance? No,
he merely holds up his hands in despair
and predicts temporary ruin for the
whole country if there is any drastic
interference with the middleman. But,
a moment before he had said: ““There
has not been, and there will not be, an
instant’s hesitation to bring to bear all
the powers of the food contreller against
any producer or middleman who we
find to be making an undue charge for
his services.” “\_Has any such been
found, and if so, what action was taken?

The pith of the wholea”;tat,ement comes
towards the end, when 'Mr. Hanna
declares: ‘‘But. with wages better than
ever, and unemployment unknown,

. the middle and well-to-do classes
still buying luxuries, really cheaper food
would for the present be disastrous.” In
substance this means that the food con-

troller believes the more the consumer.

has to pay for his food the better, as
the wastage will decrease. He ignores
the fact that by the time prices are
high enough to force the well-to-do to
economize, the poor will be starving; or
would he prefer to wait until the

wealthy were feeling the pinch, and
both middle and poor classes had given

up the struggle? 5

When the demand was made for a
food controller in Canada, it was made
because prices were extremely high, and
the people believed there wés vast

profiteering of which they ‘were the vic

tims. Théy wanted someone willing

and able to put an end to this condi-

tion, and see that only fair profits were

permitted to producer, Wwholesaler, re-

tafler or middleman. Théy had not in
mind the possible shortage of food-

stuffs and the need for extreme conser-

servation. This latter having been
forced upon their attention, they are
ready to support Mr. Hanna in -every
effective move he may make to guar-
antee this nation and its allies against
famine.

Its needs are constantly
growing. A grave and heavy responsi-
bility lies upon this branch of our work.
More ang more.prisoners are waiting
to be ‘“adopted,” and the general fund
{s always in need.

“Save Food' is the slogan of today,
and ‘‘Send Food” might be added as a
sequel. The Prisoners’ Club needs every
cent you can possibly spare to it.

The Semitic Name Mary.

Dear Miss Grey,—It is with pleasure
I accept the task you have imposed
upon me, although its difficulties are
much greater than in the former let-
ters, largely because the language to
which Mary belongs is no longer
spoken, but is regarded -as one of the
learned tongues. The language |is
in my opinion,
one of the sweetest  of all, possibly
from its association with- the mother
of Jesus; but to many of us it has its
personal side, in my case a dear sister
long #eceased. Mary was apparently a
favorite name among the Hebrew peo-

ple, And there are various meanings
giv such as exalted, bitterness, bit-
ter of the sea, myrrh of the sea,

ladyMor mistresg of -the sea, and their
rebellion. Mirfam also has the same
meaning, the’ name being a variant.
There are many names with the same
meanings, but ‘all are from the same
root.

Semitic roots consist of three radical
consonants, with the exception of the
pronouns and a few other words, and
the root of the words under examina-
tion appears to be one of the excep-
tions, consisting of the two radicals.
M-R. ‘The language is highly inflec-
tional ,the vowel changes being inter-
nal. The first word I have selected is
the Hebrew form of myrrh—mor, the
Arabic murr, meaning “bitter.” (It
shoud be understood that both these
languages *are Semitic.) From this we
have Mara, ‘‘to be bitter,” and Mary is
regarded as the same word. Others are:
Martha, ‘“who becomes bitter’’; Moriah,
*bitternesg of the Lord.” Then we have

Mamre, ‘“rebellious”; Merib-Baal, ‘re-
bellion’’; Meribah, ‘‘dispute, quarrel”;
Merab, ‘‘he that fights”; Merari, ‘‘to
provoke.”

Finally I mlghé cite Medo-
dach and Mordecal, “bruised myrrh.”
‘“Exalted” as a meaning apparently
originated with the salutatign of the
angel to Mary: ‘“‘Hail thou that art
highly favored” (Luke i., 28).

The name certainly was not known
among the peopes of FEurope until after
the introduction of Christianity. Natur-
ally it became popular, and remains so
until this-day. The Latin form is Maria
(ma-ri-a); French, Marie (ma-ree),
Marion (ma-re-on); Italian and Portu-
guese, Maria (ma-reeja); German,
Maria and Marie (both maree-a, but dif-
ferent in.accent from Italian). The
diminutives are May, Moll, Polly, Mal-
kin. Marionette is a French double
diminutive. Cotgrave explains it as a
“little Marion, or Mal; also a puppet,”’ a
dol, or Dorothy, Scotch Doroty. The
Jadybird is Mary’s beetle or Marienkafer
in Germany. The marigold is Mary-bud
or Mary-gold. As I have mentioned
Semitic triliteral roots,: I may, with
Miss Grey, permission, give an example,
with the inflectional changes, at some
future time. EXTORRIS.

they were very much present on their
own account.

An Isolde Menges recital isn’t an en-
tertainiment to be loafed through or-
drowsed through. In mext to no time,
she has everybody literally ‘‘sitting up
anﬁ taking notice.” After that, it is a
case of feeling more interested ang re-
freshed every minute, and by the time

wishing it were beginning all over again.
This wasn't true of the musical people
only but of everyone last evening.

From the foregoing, the fact shouid
be established that Miss Menges inter-
ests her audience and is successful
about getting her music across the foot-
lights as she draws back and forth the
magic bow of her wonderful violin. The
bigness, richness and masculine vigor of
the tone she ig able to evoke amazes, a
tone that is cellolike in its depth and
breadth, even-organlike at times in its
sonorousness. But equally su ng is
the variety of tone she can call forth at
will; tone when required of si.nxin%ten-
derness, of the joyous carolling of birds,
of fairylike delicacy and daintiness.

Always she is superbly sure of what
she is doing and her technic clean and

But, surprising as is her technical
equipment, even more remarkable is the
maturity of her art, considering that ghe
is and looks a very young girl with her
becomingly bobbed hair. She possesses
temperament, any amoumt of it, but
she is too real a musician and an artist
to let it run away with her. While her
playing lacked nothing last evening in
spontaneous charm, in ‘warmth, color-
fulness and variety of moods, it was en-
nobled by entire sanity and balance, and
intellectual understanding.

Isolde Menges has gone a long way
in her 4rt, and she has the capacity to
develop still farther. .

Four evening recitals in all she is giv-
ing this week in London. ;A fairly go~d
audience attended the firbt. It is sare
to ‘predict the Masonic Hall will - be
packed by Saturday night. Those who
have gone -once and been conquered
will want to go again. They will talk
s0 muth they will inspire everybody
else. Especially will this be true from
the fact that Miss Menges is giving the
more familiar works in violin literature
later in the week, such ‘‘popular” num-
bers (in the sense that they are well
known and favorites) as Kreisler's
“Schoen Rosmarin” and “Liekesfreud,”
the Kreisler arrangement of the Dvorak
“Humoureske’: ‘““The Bee’’ (Schubert).
The scintlliatfngly brilliant ‘‘Devil’s
Trill” (Tartini) is to be?the opening
number of Friday’'s program, while on
Saturday evening the Kreutzer ‘‘Sonata’
(Beethoven) i8 to have first place, played
by Miss Menges and her immensely
clever accompanist, Miss Eileen Beat-
tie, an Australian girl.

Misg Menges chose to make her initial
bow to London in the Handel ‘“‘Sonata
in D Major,” played with dignity and
fine intellectual appreciation. The
magnum opus of last night from a tech-
nical standpoint was the difficult Ernst
“Concerto in ¥ Sharp Minor,” a won-
derfully melodious work as played by
this artist.

The ‘‘Sicilienne and Rigaudon’” (Trah-
coeur-Kreisler) wag delightful in tune-
fulness and rhythm. Next was given
Elgar's ‘“La ‘Capriccioso,” with capti-
vating whimsicality. Then came a rol-
licking morceau, an old French dance,
“Le Basque” (Marin Marias). Follow-
ing immediately was a Berceuse, the
composition of the 12-year-old brother
of the violinist, Herbert Menges. A
tender, melodious lullaby, in the hands
of the sister-interpreter it became
“Music that gentlier on the spirit lies,
than tired eyelids on tired eyes.”

In marked contrast;came a shower of
fireworks, a Spanish dance, “Zapateado”
(Sarsate).

After the Ernst concerto were given
two Slavonic dances in G Minor and E
Minor by Dvorak-Kreisler, of haunting
mournfulness. Last there were more
pyrotechnics, the Wieniawski “Polonaise
in A Major,” ‘a brave and inspiriting
final offering, rattle of spurs and daring
rhythm.

It ‘'was all over—but a recall insisted
upon and, as an encore, Miss Menges
gave a Handel menuet. One other en-
core was allowed by the artist during
the evening, and no one was sorry that
she chose to comply to. insistent de-
mands with a favorite number, “Minuet"
(Beethoven).

The description given by Miss Menges
of each of her numbers adds novelty
and charm to her recital.

The violinist is most fortunate in the
sympathetic support given to her by her
accompanist, Miss Beattie, who will
have moré opportunity to reveal her
artistry in later programs.

OF TRACTION LINE

Electric Railway Is Offered
for Sale at $504,000.

The finan ce committeg of the city
council at the regular session last even-
ing referred the proposition of the Lon-
don and Lake Erie Traction Company
to sell the line to the municipalities
through which the road swruns to the
London railway commission to dispose
of. The decision of the latter body
will be accepteqd by the committee, and
any bylaws necessary will be passed.

George B. Woods, Toronto,! president
of the board of directors was present,
and laid before the committee the
proposition of the company. he bond-
holders had decided to .dispose of the
road. It was not a paying venture, ow-
ing to the electrification of the London
and Port Stanley Railway. The direct-
ors had no fault to find with that. The
road was the city’s, and the citizens
hag a perfect right to do with the Lon-
don ang Port Stanley what they wished.

Market Favorable,

The situation had become such that
the directors had .decided to get rid of
the Traction line. The market for steel
and copper was most favorable. How-
ever, before scrapping the road, the
directors had decided to offer the
municipalities an opportunity of taking
over the line. It was a good thing for
London as well as the intervening
municipalities. The company had
bought the line for about $5635,000 with
some debts, and had later spent about
$140,000"on it. The indebtedness to the
bond-holders was placed at $840,000.

Sell for 3

“We will sell the road for 60 cents
on the dollar, or $504,000,” he said. *“We
were offered 35 cents on the dollar by
Sir Adam Beck, but we can make much
more than that out of scrapping the
road. Steel is selling at $100 a ton,
with copper much higher than normal
prices. We must either sell the road or
scrap it. If the city wishes us to oper-
ate it we will only do so if our bonds
are guaranted, The investment was not
a good one. It will be good in time, but
we cannot afford to wait for that. Our
freight business is growing, increasing
more than $2,300 over September last
ear. We. know that the people of

beth and Westminster will oppose
the disposition of the road, but what
can we do? We must sell. We will not
sell a part of it. We must dispose of it
all or scrap it. We are losing- the in-
terest on our bonds yearly, amounting
to $42,000 a year. We have a fair pro-
position, and it is up to you, gentlemen,
to say what you will do. I feel sure that
the other municipalities will deal gener-
ously if London gives the lead.”

On motion of Controller Shaw the
matter was referred to the London rail-
way commission, and if that body rec-
ommends the purchase of the line the
necessary bylaws will be prepared with-
out delay.

MANITOBA IS TO HAVE
DIVORCE LAW OF HER OWN

[Special to The Advertiser.]

WINNIPEG, Sept. 26, — A divorce
law for Manitoba -will be enacted at
the next session of the Legislature, be-
cause of the difficulty of obtaining a
divorce under existing legislation, un-
less a heavy outlay of money is in-
curred.

At present a Manitoba resident who
seeks a divorce incurs an expense of $1,-
500 to $2,000, and those with limited
means are without recourse.

Lawyers say that it causes divorce-
seekers to go to the United States,
establish residence, and gain their ob-
ject through American courts. The law
of divorce in British Columbia, they
say, is similar to the once in force in
England, and will be copied by Mani-
toba.
