KOI KH OOD, C. W.
A new and thriving village on the Grand Trunk Railway, containing about GOO 

inhabitants, situated on a branch of the Grand River, 41 miles west of Toronto, and 
in Eramosa, one of the finest wheat growing townships in Canada. The banks of the 
river are bold, and composed of lime stone and gravel, well adapted for building 
material. Occasionally water-lime and marble are found. Upon the principal stream 
arc five very fine water privileges, all within a distance of four hundred yards, aver­
aging from fifteen to twenty-five feet fall, and upon which are erected one flourmill, 
one oat meal mill, two saw mills, and one pinning ami lath factory. Upon a smaller 
branch of the same river, at the south end of the village, are two falls, one ten, the 
other twenty-five feet fall ; one occupied by a tannery, the other is at present unoccu­
pied, the mill formerly worked by the fall being burnt.

A commercial academy, Wm. Wetherald, Esq., Principal, is attended by about fifty 
students, and is now in a very flourishing condition. Three churches, Episcopalian 
Wesleyan Methodist, and Quaker, two of which are very creditable buildings. There 
are seven general stores, and also numerous blacksmiths, waggon makers, carpenters, 
butchers, saddlers, tinsmiths, and confectionery establishments. Upon the banks of 
the river the “freaks of nature” arc many and extraordinary. A party, headed by 
W. Wetherald, Esq., some time since explored as far as the ninth chamber of a mam­
moth cave, but were hero prevented from further progress by foul air. “The Devil’s 
Mill,” forty feet deep in the solid rock, at the bottom of which many travellers’ names 
may be found, written years ago.

The village of Waterloo ia situated in the township and county of the same name. 

It is one and a half miles north-west of Berlin G.T.Ii. station. Incorporated in 1857. 
Waterloo is a place of importance, on account of the large section of country round 
about—one of the most fertile in the Province—from which it derives its trade. The 
grain and produce business is very extensively carried on. There are two grist mills, 
nine or ten first-class mercantile establishments, besides smaller ones, doing a large 
business ; five hotels, and a host of blacksmiths, waggon makers, gunsmiths, tin­
smiths, shoemakers and tailors, besides two foundries, one steam saw mill, two 
steam pail factories, one steam chair and cabinet factory, one steam woollen fae- 
troy (nearly finished), an extensive distillery, ond two extensive breweries. The 
population of Waterloo has increased from 500 in 1855, to about 1,400 in 1801. 
That thu prosperity of this village is not ephemeral, but lasting, may be augured 
from its manufactures. Waterloo has also a celebrated monthly cattle market. 
The Bank of Montreal has an agency here.

PETERROROI UH, t. W.
The town of Peterborough is situated at the north-east corner of the township of 

Monaghan. It was first located in the year 1818, and the survey was completed in 
1826; so that it may be said to be but a little over a quarter of a century old. It is 
built on a beautiful spot, the ground gently sloping from the west to the Otonabee river. 
Near the centre of the town stands the knoll upon which is erected the Court House, 
in front of which is a reservation of six acres, appropriated as a public park lor the 
use of the town. The river Otonabee bounds the town on the east, and is crossed by 
a substantial bridge, erected by the Government in 1840. The river is very brood in 
front of the town, and is picturesquely studded with islets covered with beautiful trees. 
Immediately above the bridge are numerous -lams and timber-slides, erected for the 
mills on each side of the river, and the scenic effect of these artificial waterfalls is very 
fine. Below the town the river widens, and forms whut is called the “ Little Lake," 
opposite the town upon a corner of the main land jetting into which stands the Little

OTTAWA, C. W.
The notoriety which this city in embryo has received, ns being fixed upon ns the 

Scat of Government for Canada, has invested it with a significance which in all proba­
bility it never would have obtained.

Ottawa is the new name given to the town of Bytown, by which it has long been 
known ns the centre of an immense lumber district on the river Ottawa. It is situated 
on the river where the rivers Rideau and Gautineau and the Rideau canal all meet. 
The streets arc all wide and regularly laid out, and so fur reflects great credit on the 
engineering skill employed. The city can boast of some as fine and magnificent build­
ings ns any other city, either in Canada or the United States. The scenery around 
Ottawa is far beyond the expectation of strangers, and the view from “ Barrack Hill,r 
is one of surpassing grandeur and extent, combining in it a trinity of river, landscape 
and fall scenery, which few places can boast of.

At the west end of the city are situated the celebrated Chaudière Fulls, which fall 
about forty feet, the spray of which can be seen a long way off ascending in the air. 
Here again are Rideau Falls—“ Niagarasin miniature,"—and one of the prettiest little 
falls to be seer, any where : although only thirty feet full they present features of 
interest and great beauty.

As a city, Ottawa 1ms, perhaps, the most beautiful and picturesque situation of any 
n the province,—built beside the magnificent Chaudière, upon a rocky elevation, 
commanding a fine view of the surrounding country as far as the eye can reach,—it is 
almost equal to Quebec itself. The fine, farstretching campaign opened up to a great 
extent by hardy settlers, who have cleared for themselves a home and farm ; the vil­
lages, nestling among the trees ; the deep, dark forests, extending on either hand, as 
yet apparently untouched by the woodman’s axe; and the magnificent river; all 
command, by turns, the delighted attention, and call forth unmingled exclamations of 
pleasure. The city itself is well built; and the elevations of the ground have been 
taken advantage of to heighten the effect. The Houses of Parliament (now in process 
of erection), when once complete, and the Government removes to Ottawa, will add 
greatly to its attractions and business. The magnificent range of buildings fitly adorn 
the romantic site upon which they stand.

There is a daily line of steamers between Ottawa, Montreal and Kington ; and tho 
Ottawa and Prescott rai'way trains run twice a-day to Prescott, where they connect 
with the Grand Trunk Railway. Ottawa is distant from Montreal, 120 miles; from 
Quebec, 290 miles ; from Kingston, 95 miles ; and from Toronto, 233 miles. Daily 
mails. Population, 14,650.

The stranger, on approaching the metropolis of Canada East, either from Quebec by 

steamer, or from the opposite side of the river in coming fr the American States, 
will at once be impressed favourably with the situation of i city, the business-like 
appearance it presents, and the picturesque scenery by which it is surrounded. 
Montreal is the most populous city in Canada, and in all respect takes precedence 
of every other city in the Province. It is situated on the Island of Montreal (which is 
justly termed “ the garden of Canada,” the soil being the richest in the Province), at 
the head of steamship navigation, and above which no large sailing vessel can go, 
although smaller ones pass up through the canals and St. Lawrence to the west. The 
city is built chiedy of gray limestone, having ve:y much the appearance of Aberdeen 
granite, the principal buildings exhibiting great solidity and beauty of design. The 
chief business street is Notre Dame, though Great St. James street exceeds it in hand­
some buildings, besides being much broader. The wholesale stores are situated on the 
wharves and at reels running parallel with the river. Montreal is the port at which 
arrives the great bulk of the importations from Great Britain and other places abroad, 
being there cither resold or transhipped to all parts of Canada East and West ; thus a 
large wholesale trade is carried on in all descriptions of goods. Montreal contains 
many splendid building \ both public and private, besides other interesting works of 
art. That gigantic undertaking, the Victoria Bridge, which spans the St. Lawrence 
and links the Grand Trunk with the railways of the United States, forms the most 
interesting and wonderful feature connected with the city. Distant from Toronto 833 
miles, and from Quebec 105 miles. Population about 100,000.

Associated, as Quebec is with so many scenes of military glory and success, as well 

as defeat, it must at all times possess a peculiar interest to every one. On its fields, 
and around its battlements, some of the bravest of the sons of Great Britain and Ire­
land, America and France, have fallen ; and around its citadel, some of the most 
daring exploits have taken place.

Standing on a bold and precipitous promontory, Quebec has not inappropriately been 
called the “ Gibraltar of America,” with which the names of the brave Wolfe, Mont­
calm, and Montgomery must ever remain connected. The citadel stands on what is 
called Cape Diamond, 860 feet above the level of the sea, and includes about forty 
acres of ground. The view from off the citadel is of the most picturesque and grand 
character. There will be seen the majestic St. Lawrence, winding its course for about 
forty miles, whilst the background of the panoramic scene is filled up by extensive 
plains extending to lofty mountains in the distance, with Point Levi opposite, and the 
island of Orleans in the distance ; whilst the junction of the River St. Charles and the 
Great River, form that magnificent sheet of water where numerous vessels are to be 
be seen, riding at anchor, during the summer season.

A walk around the ramparts of the citadel will well repay the stranger, by a magni­
ficent change of scene at every turn he takes. Quebec bears all the resemblance of a 
strongly fortified and ancient city ; and, in that respect, is so very different from the 
newly sprung-up cities westward. The streets are generally narrow, and, in some 
parts, very steep, in walking from Lower Town to Upper Town, more particularly. 
Lower Town is where all the shipping business of the port is carried on—chiefly lum­
ber in export, and every description of goods in import.

At Quebec the greater portion of the immense lumber districts of the Ottawa finds a 
market : vessels coming to Quebec in ballast and cargo, return with the logs, staves, 
and deals of tho up-country.

The population of Quebec is largely infused with French Canadians ; and, in passing 
along its streets, nothing almost but the French language is heard.
