The Mutton Sheep

At no time in the history of
stock raising has so much atten-
tion becn given to selection as  at
the present time. More than ever
must the animal be suited to  the
purpose for which it is being raised
or fed.  The successiul cattle feed-
er wants an animal of the beef
type. So with the mutton sheep,
an animal must be secured that
will produce the best quality of
mutton at the lowest possible cost.

The ideal mutton sheep must
have good legs that come to the
ground squarely and give every in-
dication of possessing power —and
strength to support the body. The
best judges do not desire tine bone
in a mutton sheep, as it indicates
a lack of vigor and hardness and an
inability to feed well. A long,
narrow face is also a weakness in
the mutton type, a short nose and
broad face are to be preferred. A
“ewe neck,” or drop in iront of the
shoulders should be avoided. A
mutton sheep is never without
good depth from the top of the
shoulder, and a point midway be-
tween the fore legs, and vood heart
girth.  Avoid a prominent back-
bone or spine, as it is an indica-
tion of a deficiency of flesh along
the back and loin. A good mut-
ton sheep should be close coupled—
that is, the distance between the
last rib and the hip points should

be comparatively short, A good
thigh will also be jound on a good
mutton sheep. The wool is  of
minor importance, though it must
be considered in  connection with
the other points of the carcass.
These are some of the prominent
features to he considered in selects
ing a wutton shecp,

Cold Storage for Apples

The New Hampshire Fxperiment
Station for several vears back has
been condueting a series of experis
ments in  putting apples in city
cold storage

The following gives
a summary of what has been done:

On November 20th, 1899, a nume-
ber of barrels of apples were ships
ped to one of the Boston cold store
age houses.  Begiuining with Feb-
ruary, two barrels were taken out
each month until July and examin-
ed The fruit did not receive any
extra carve and was h~pl\mcn(ali\‘e
of apples as ordinarily purchased
at that time of vear on the open
market.It was found that the apples
could not safely be allowed to re-
main  after April 1st, as they de-
cayed rapidly aiter that date. The
prices at time of shipment ranged
between $1.25 and $2.00 and on
April 1st they brought $£3.50 to
$1.25.

On October 27th, 1900, a second
shipment of apples were sent to
cold storage with the following re-
«ults. Price when put in storage,
$1.25. On April 23rd ten barrels
sold for $11.00.  Expense, carting,
50¢., commission 8 per cent., $2.72.
Net proceeds, $30.78 or $3.08 per
barrel. Freight and cold storage
charges must be deducted from
this amount. The storage rates
were 10c. per bbl. per month, or
for the scason ending May 1st, 35
to 50c¢., according to the number of
barrels. The freight charges can
easily be found out according to
the location of the individual.

The greatest care in handling and
placing the fruit immediately into
cold storage pays for the extra
trouble. One must understand
that cold storage will simply re-
tard and not pievent entirely the
spread of decay. 1f the fruit is in
prime keeping condition on enter-
ing it is likely to come out in pro-
portionately as good condition.

Our recommendation would be to
pick the fruit relatively early, a
trifle earlier than the common cus-
tom. Use only the hest grade for
storage, and pick, grade and ship
the same day if possible.  The
sooner the fruit is in storage after
it is picked and cooled down to an
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even Jow temperature, the better it
keeps. Do not expect impossibili-
ties of cold storage, It never
makes an ill-shaped apple shapely,
an unsound fruit sound, a wormy
apple perfect, or g pale, sickly, im-
mature fruit bright colored, = The
apple cannot he  expected to in
€rease . swe or overcome rough,
carcless  treatment it perchance
may have received hefore going 1n
With a proper knowledge  of the
conditions carefully complied with,
there scems to he no question hut
what the practice of placing  ap-
ples in cold storage can be secom-

wended,

Salt for Farm Animals

Many farmers do not realize the
Breat amportance ol salt for  al
farm  animals, Yven pigs and
sheep are benefited by a moderate
addition of salt to the ration. Salt
is said to increase the activity ol
the secretion of the hody juices
and their dirculation,  Prof W Al
Henry gives  the tollowing  sound
advice on the uses of salt on the
farm:

Salt stimulates the appetite  of
the animal and is said to lavor the
passage ol the protein substances
from the digestive canal into the
blood, and n peneral to merease
the energy of the vital processes.,
If these claims are true, and  we
may suppose they are, then the use
of salt, i moderate quantities, at
least, should prove beneficial  with
our farm animals

It is further reasonable to as-
sume that where animals are heav-
ily fed with concentrated feeds, like
dairy cows, there is  real need of
salt to cffect the results above in-
dicated.  Probably animals, which
are not highly nurtured and which
live in a quict, natural way, have
less need for salt than those living
under more artificial conditions.

Some experiments have been re-

ported in  this country in whic h
salt has been  withheld and then
given to dairy cows The result

seems to show the strong necessity
for salt The writer has believed
that these  experiments were  too
brief in time allowed and too limi-
ted in character to he of much
value,  Some salt work is now in
progress at the Wisconsin station,
but we are not ready to publish
anyv results as vet.,

We alwavs  feed salt to all our
hogs at the station  farm, and
while we cannot speak positively
as to the resu-ts, we believe on the
whole that they are favorable. We
admit the weakness of this position
from the experiment station stand-
point,  but we cannot settle all
problems at once ®in the great field
of agriculture, and until we can do
SO0 We are  practising what seems
to be a more reasonable practice
in this particular,

The Sugar Beet World

Devoted to Sugar Beet Culture in Canada and Allied Industries. Specially

Beet Sugar and Alcohol.

France has made more progress
in the production of alcohol for
manufacturing and industrial pur-
poses than any other country. The
Republic has no petroleum wells,
and its necessities in this respect
have caused the govermment to give
particular attention to the produc-
tion of alcohol. We notice that a
distillery is to be started in To-
ronto for the producing of alcohol
for commercial purposes, and both
those who are engaged in the un-
dertaking directly and the public
generally cannot do  better than
direct their attention to the indus-
try in France where it has reached
such a high stage of development.
A month or two ago an exhibition
was held in Paris, under the direce
tion of the French government,
showing the possibilities of alcohol
in the various fields where it is ser-
yiceable. This exnibition was a
most extensive affair, and it show-
ed that alcohol has an immense
field in domestic and industrial
uses. French economy as Suc-
«eeded in producing alcohol at a
price very near to that of petro-
feum and it is hoped, when the
government relieves the manufac-
turer of certain unnecessary charg-
s that the price will be brought
down to the level of petroleum.
The uses to which alcohol is al-
ready put in France include the
operation of motors for all purpos-
es, lighting, heating and very
fargely for the propulsion of auto-
mobiles. Used in connection with
the Welsbach mantle, alcohol pro-
duces a magnificent light, and
French manufacturers have design-
ed hundred of styles of lamps va-
rving from the  plainest kind to
those of a highly ornamental char-
acter. Alcohol stoves are exten-
sively manufactured and sold, and
the use of alcohol in the motor ve-
hicle trade is rapidly increasing.
Its freedom from smell, its com-
parative safety, its cleanliness,
render it much more satisfactory
than coal oil or gasoline. The ar-
ticle is produced from heet roots
in France, and in connection with
the exhibition there was a graphic
illustration of the whole process of
manufacture, from the planting of
the beet to the distillation of the
liquor. Now that Canada has
started in the production of beets
for sugar the establishment of a
distillery for the production of al-
cohol as a by-product follows as a
matter of course. There is no rea-
son why alcohol should not be pro-
duced as cheaply here as in any

other country, France not excepted.

“T'here is a wide field for the indus-
try in this country, but we ima-
gine it will need recognition from
and encouragement by the govern-
ment, If commercial alcohol can

reach the consumer at anything
like the actual cost of production,
it will find a very large field in
every part of the country.—World,

Utilizing the By-Products.

The agreement between several
Kuropean  countries  which pay
bounties on all beet sugar export-
ed to discontinue the practice after
1903, is causing f[armers in those
countries to look more closely into
utilizing the by-products of the
beet, so as to make up, to some
extent, for the loss of the hounty
which has made the business very
p‘rn(itahle‘ Frank H. Mason, U.
5. consul-general at Berlin, sends a
report of a recent meeting held by
those interested in the beet sugar
industry, at which action was tak-
en looking to improved processes
for utilizing these by-products, The
report savs:

“‘As an indication of the direc-
tion in which progress is now being
sought for and promoted among
sugar-hbeet growers may be cited
the proceedings of a recent meetin
of the Verein der Deutschen Zucker
Industriec, a national association
of beet cuiturists and sugar manu-
facturers, wherein it was decided
to offer a prize of 10,000 marks
($2,380) for the best process which
can  be devised for drying heet
leaves and ‘heads'—i.c., the top
which is cut off when the sugar
beet is trimmed preparatory to
grinding.  The desperate condition
in which the beet-sugar industry
will be left by abolition of export
hpun!iox compels anew every pos-
sible economy in the conservation
and use of each element in the raw
material. This use of the pulp,
leaves and waste molasses as food
for cattle is a chapter of the gen-
eral subject which has hitherto at-
tracted comparatively little atten-
tion in the United States. Its im-
portance in Germany, as well as
the present technical status of the
leaf-drving process in this country,
will be indicated by the conditions
of the tests which competitors for
the prize must be prepared to meet.
These as officially announced on
the 27th of June, are as follows:

“1. Leaves and heads dried by
the competing avparatus or process
shall not contain water in excess
of 12 per cent,

‘2. The prepared product must
be of good form and condition, as
free as possible from foreign sub-
stance and smell, and not scorched
or burned.

“3. The loss of soluble nutritive
elements in the dried leaves as
compared with fresh leaves shall
not exceed 15 per cent.

‘4. The working cost of the pro-
cess, including depreciation and
wear and tear of plant, shall be in

such relation to the fodder value of
the product that it will be, when
properly installed and managed,
economically profitable.”

Manufacturers in Michigan are
also taking steps to utilize the beet
pulp in the feeding of live stock,
and also the waste molasses. The
factory at Alma, Gratiot Co., has
put in machinery for drving the
drving the pulp so that it can be
shipped by rail, and keep in good
condition until fed out. Some
farmers are also testing the value
of the beet leaves as silage, and
we suppose the top goes with the
leaves. If this practice proves a
success, there will be no need of
adopting a more costly process for
their preservation.—Michigan Far-
mer,

Sugar Beet Experients in
. Nebraska

The sugar beet experiments ine
cluded tests of varieties, tests of
fertilizers, distance of planting,
time of planting, methods of culti-
vation, and the treatment of sugar
beet diseases. Mr. A.T. Wiancko
gives the following summary of the
results:

A test of thirty-seven varieties
under similar conditions showed a
wide variation in the total amount
of sugar produced per acre, the
Original Klein Wanzlebener occupy=
ing first place,

A comparison of light and heavy
soils for sugar beet production
showed a considerably higher sugar
content in the beets grown upon
the heavy soil.

Slight ~ increases in the yield,
sugar content, and purity of beets
were produced by the use of com-
mercial fertilizers, but their use did
not seem to be profitable upon the
land where the tests were made. Of
the different classes of fertilizers
used the phosphates gave the best
results,

A comparison of different depths
of cultivating sugar beets was in
favor of about four to five inches
as compared with six-inch or two
to three-inch cultivation.

The most satisfactory distance of
planting was found to be 18 inches
between rows and eight inches be-
tween plants in the rows.

A comparison of the sugar con-
tent of beets grown among weeds
and on clean ground showed that
the presence of weeds may very ma-
terially affect the quality of the
beets.

The fresh growth of the beets in-
duced by the wet weather during
September was found to result in a
rapid reduction of the percentage
sugar content of the beets, but the
results of extensive determinations
indicate that unless the fresh
growth is accompanied by buds
upon the crowns, there seems to be

Effect of Our Fruit Tradeon the
English Market.

WHAT 15 BEING DONE 90 MELT OUR
IMPROVED METHODS OF PACKRINGe=—
EXTRACT FROM JOURNAL OF
GRELENGROCERY, LONDON,

EARLY APLES,

A few weeks ago we reported the
first consignment of American ape
ples—much  carlier  than usual,
From these carly consignments it
would appear that American grows
ers intend to place their produce
upon the market to compete with
our carlier supplies, Now, if this

s the case, home growers must
wake up.  Granted that we are
heavily  handicapped  this  season,

evervthing being late owing to the
weather, it is not always so. Every
srower s aware ot the fact, or
should be, that the early produce
jetches the best price, and this ape
plics to fruit as well as vegetables,
Intending apple  planters  must
therelore plant carly varieties as
well as late The best lists
of early varieties can perhaps be
obtained from the nurserymen who
make a speciality of growing and
supplying yvoung trees to growers
in the different growing districts,
as much depends upon soil and loe
cality; while to our mind, Early
Rivers, Beauty of Bath, Red June-
cating, Lord Suflield, Devonshire
Quarrenden, Bismarck, Worcester
Pearmain, are amongst the best
carly apples, in addition to which
they have a bright color for the
most part, which is a very imports
ant point for market apples.

HOW TO PACK,

That home growers can beat all
comers  at growing apples, pears,
peaches, grapes, and most other
fruits can be gleaned by those who
care to visit the show ol British-
grown fruit held under the aus-
pices of the Royal Horticultural
Society at  the Crystal Palace,
which, by the way, takes place on

Sept. 18, 19, 20, or by visiting
many of the horticultural shows
held in country districts. How to

pack the fruit when it is grown,
however, is quite another matter,
and one about which growers in
this country do not trouble them-
selves sufliciently. It is the great-
est mistake possible for growers to
content themselves by packing their
fruit in sieves and half-sieves just
because their fathers and grand-
fathers did so before them, and the
sooner they get out of this “rut
the better., The Royal Horticul-
tural Society have special classes
at the before-mentioned show in
which prizes are given for the best
method of packing, but as a rule
these classes receive very little pa-
tronage from growers, although
grading and packing is the most
important branch of the business
after the fruit has been grown, In

the various markets throughout the
country at the present time may be
seen English and foreign apples and
pears at the salesmen's stands
awaiting the inspection of retailers
with a view to being purchased. On
account of the excellent grading or
evenness ol the foreign fruit, the
method of packing, and its general
appearance, the fruit in many cases
is purchased in preference to Eng-
lish, not  because it is better an
quality, for otten {t is not, hut be-
cause ot 1ts general  appearance,

Ventilation and Heating
BY DR MNCI.\IN, WALKERTON

Betore commencing a study of the
first part of our subject, let ws
clearlv understand  its meaning,
Ventilation is the process of chang-
ing the air in rooms  and  (losed
places, so that a certain standard
Ol purity mav be  preserved not
withstanding the vitiation which
the air nndergoes from the breath
ol occupants, the products ol come-
bustion of illuminating agents, and
other vanaes,

We shall st consider what e
ar e and what amommt of con-
tamimation s vequired to produce

S ob properties in consequence of
the action of clectricity  or  some
other force, is most valuable as a
disinfectant,

Air bhecomes contaminated in va-
rions wavs; by fespiration, by con-
bustion, by putrefaction, sewage
tmanations and  excremental filth,
vapors and  suspended
metallic, mincral and vegetable
matters  given off by trades and
manufactories, and by poisons of
unknown nature given off by damp
and filthy soil.

To us the first mentioned means
of contamination s perhaps most
important.  Air as expelled from

Ly gases,

the Tungs contains only 13, instead
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ob approximately 21 parts of oxy-
gen, the missing 8 parts having
been withdrawn by the blood-cells
i those organs, The o0.03 or
G.03 po. ot carbon  dioxide allow-
able, is increased to 4 or 5 p.c. An
increase ol watery vapor 1s percep-
tible, and this is Joaded with or-
#anic matter, the most injurious
ingredient ot re-breathed air.
Quantities ot this organic matter
are given off with the perspiration,
by the skin,  as well  as by the
lungs.  When it comes in contact
With the moist warm air of a room
it undergoes  decomposition  and
forms a medium on which the vae-
rous disease  producing  bacteria
feed and  multiphy,  and thus the
room is made a jocus from which
sontagious diseases are spread and
Propagated.  Organie  matter  is
charactenized by a fetid  odor, ea-
sy recognized  an oversorowded

We hiave seen that air as expelled
from the lungs contains carbondr-
oxide to the amount ol } or 5 p.,
mstead ol 0.03 or 0.04 p.e., as it is
Mopure air, or o.0b poe, the limit
b what can be endured without in-
mrious cliects, We can readily see
then the necessity for frequently
Changing and freshening the air of
our habitations, It has been ascer-
tamed that whenever other impur-
1es exist in the air, carbon diox-
e increases in the  same propor-
von; and it is - therefore usually
taken as the standard of mpurity,
so that in order  to have pure air
to breath, we must get rid of the
excess of carbon dioxide,

Carbon dioxide is  produced in
large quantitics not only by the
breathing of human beings and the
lower animals, but by the perspir-
ation. by the combustion of fuel
and Tights, and by decomposition of
animal and vegetable refuse, Tt is
estimated  that 822,000,000 cubic
feet of it are produced in the city
of London, England, every day; or

9,500 subic feet per second. Never-
theless, through its powers of oxi-
dation and the physical changes
which it undergoes through the
agency of storms, rain, currents,
temperature, ete., the atmosphere
preserves a marvelous uniformity
ol composition.  Then shall we not
make some provision in our closed
buildings for the operation of some
of those agents?

We have still another gas which
is important for us to consider as
an impurity of the air, viz., carbon
monoxide, & most deadly poison,
It is always present where combuse
tion s imperfect.  Qur coal stoves
and turnaces become generators of
this  poison, il not carefully and
skiliully managed. It can easily be
distinguished when burning on the
top of the coal by its pale blue flame
Its formation can be prevented by
giving the fire  suflicient draught,
and secing that it burns brightly,
The draught is especially necessary
when adresh supply  of coal has
been thrown on,  This gas is not
only jormed by the mcomplete
burning  of voal, but by that of
wood, or any - other carbonaceous
material. This gas often destrovs
human hie when allowed to esvape
mto hedrooms,  the occnpants of
which are asleep. It acts as a nare
sotle porson, keeping those expose
ed to it mow comatose condition
wntil Nie i extinet, Ity milder ef
fects are fangnor and oppression,
duliculty of breathing, shght dig-
sness, contusion of thought, head-
achesaccompanicd by a tecling as if
@ ught band  encircled  the  fore-
head and  temples, in a word the
svmptoms of narcotic poisoning,

Besides the ampuritios formed
within the room  itsell, we find
many others, quite as mjurious,
drawn in drom  its ucighborhood,
where that is not in the condition
it onght to be.  The burning fires
cteate a draught by which the aig
ol surrotnding soil is drawn within
by suction. Then Iet us see to it
that the soil about our dwellings
is kept dry and  clean, as well as

the dwellings themselves, It js a
well demonstrated  fact  that  the

death rate trom consumption, rheu-
matism and its concomitant heart
discase, intantile diarrhoea, and a
variety ob other discases, is mates
tally lessened by the drving of the
subsoil, The popular idea that the
ar ends where the ground begins,
15 a widespread delusion, A1l soils

are more or less porous, and cone
tam air, winch may give place to
foul gases, or to water., A house
built on gravelly soil s upon a

nmixture of two parts small stones
and one part atmospheric air. It
is as needinl to keep this air pure
as 1t is that of our dwellings, in
order that we may enjoy perfect
health. Where  dish “water  is
thrown from the door upon the
ground,  soap-suds  disposed of in
the same manner on washing-day,
and all sorts of decomposing par-
ticles are sent with them, forming
one  grand  cess-pool, or a large
arca of wet soil, giving out its
poisonous exhalations to pollute the
air, we must expect to find general
bad health, and the most virulent
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types  of contagous discases. In
the davs when we lived in the old-
fashioned houses, with their ill-ht-
ting doors and windows,
and large open tireplaces,
these poisons were so quickly sucks
ed through the house, and were so
diluted with fresh air, that they
did little harm. But the modern
house, with its double dvors, and
double windows, and absence of
ventilating flues, forms an excellent
geceptacle for storing them to the
subsequent imjury ol the inmates.
Look well, then, to the eanliness
of vour own vard; and, in case you
are living in a closely settled part
of a town or cty, look to your
neighbor as wello 10 he s not pay-
ing suflicient attention to the mat
ter, repost him to the health ofli-
cer.

The size ot the rooms we ovcupy
is @ question o great importance.
In the British army, previous to
1836, the death-rate from consump-
tion was excecdingly high, and the
Government was moved to appoint
& commission  to nguire mto the
cause of such mortality. The dect
ston ol the commission was, that
the limit of air space allowed cach
soldier was insuflicient, Adting on
this suggestion, the Government
ordered that every soldier in bare
racks should be allowed 600 cubie
teet of air space, and that was or=
dered to be well ventilated,  This
change was followed by an immes
diate improvement i the health of
the soldiers, It is now an estas
blished rule that each individual res
quires a minimum ol 600 cubie feet
of breathing space: while 1,000 cu-
bic feet is required for perlect coms-
fort and health,  The air of this
space should be replaced by pure
external air, at least three times
per hout, in order that the indivi-
dual may have the 1000 cubic feet
per hour required to keep him per=-
fectly healthy,

In our uneven dimate, we require
a dillerent system of ventilation in
summer from what we do in win-
ter, owing to the necessity for artis
ficial heat in the cold weather,
During the warm weather in sum-
mer, there is a larger amount ol
organic  matter given off by the
skin than in cold, and this necessi-
tates freer ventilation, but on the
other hand, the outer air is ncarer
the temperature of the body, and
can be more ireely admitted. Open
vour doors and windows and drive
ont the foul air; while, at the same
time  replacing it with pure and
fresh air from ontside. This means
of ventilation will be found insufli-
cient for fully occupied rooms, such
as school-rooms, churches, public
halls, etc., and the deficiency must
be made up by artificial modes of
ventilation.

The subject of ventilation, in a
cold climate like ours, is insepar-
ably connected with that of heat-
ing, for it is impossible to have ef-
ficient ventilation in cold weather,
without warming the air, so that
its rapid movement may not pro-
duce the discomfort of draughts.
The degree of moisture contained
in the air must also be considered
in the same connection, a cool cur-

rent of air being rendered more dis-
agreeable by an excess of it, and a
warm current becoming less condu-
¢ive to comiort by either an ex-
cess, or a  deficiency ol it. With
most systems of heating at present
in use, the great difliculty is to se-
cure suflicient humidity in the at-
mosphere breathed, A pan or ket-
tle of water set on top ol the stove
or furnace giving oll its steam,
may make up this loss, A certan
amount ol moisture 1s an absolute
necessity to health and comiort,

We shall now consider  the two
parts of our subject together, and
try to gain some information as tu
the best mode ol securing hoth heat
and  ventlation, adequate  to oour
needs,  In cold  weather,  our el
jorts are directed mainly to secur-
ing a sullicient ~.\|Myl\ ol warm air
to counteract the efiect ol the colder
atmosphere out ol doors, and we
seldom think of  making provision
for the escape of foul air, Fortue
nately for us,  provision s olten
made withont thought  or knowe
ledge onour part, by imperiect car-
dranghts in stoves, cto,
K omainly ol economizmg
el at the same time scouring
enongh heat to keep us comlbortably
warin while to secure a constant
dcess oF pUre warmed v tooour
bodics, the consumption of a large
amonnt ot duel 18 necessarv,

We lave three  great natural
agents to gooperate with us in the
securing of proper ventilation: the
law of diffusion ol gases, the difier-
ence of woight hetween masses of
air  of unequal  temperature,  and
the wind, which is the result of the
second of these agents, ALl must
be taken into account when our are
rangements are being made. Now
there are numerous systems of ven-
tilation and heating: some
good,  some  fairand - some
very bad. Sinee a part of the
time allowed tor one of vour alter-
Hoon  meetings s very wlequate
to an exhaustive study of the sub-
jeot helore us, we shall  consider
only one—recognized to be, on the
whole the best of these svstems.

By this svstem a ventilating flue
made of tin or some other smooth-
surfaced  material  that  will not
tend to acenmulate dust and dirt,
is  placed in the wall, its lower
opening  communicating - with the
out-door air, the fresh air entering
liere, and heing carried to a furnace
in the basement, about whose sur-
face it is passed, for the purpose of
warming, and then carried on its
upward way through the flue, until
it reaches a point in the wall above
the breathing line of the occupants
of the room. An opening is there
made, and the flue connected with
it, so that the warmed air may es-
cape into the room. Now we
know that heated air is lighter in
weight then cold, and its natural
tendency is to rise, consequently, if
we wete to stop here,  we would
have tane upper part of the room
hot, while the lower air wonld re-
in cold, and might cause great
discomfort, but, by placing an out-
let for the foul air at the floor im-
mediately beneath the point where
the warmed air enters, we create a
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draught by which the cooler foul
air of the lower part ol the room
is drawn off, and is replaced by
warm air from above. By this
means the heat is distributed fairly
cqually to all parts of the room, by
diffusion and circulation. Thus we
have, at  the same time, a well-
peated and a vell-ventilated room.

Were we to extend our study of
the question of heating, we would
find that steam and water possess
many advantages over Lot air, but
the (uestion of ventilation becomes
more compheated  where cither is
used,

In a well-managed room the tem=
perature  should never  rise above
=0 degrees Fahrenheit, and never
fall below 60 degrees, b7 degrees bes
ing found comiortable for most
people sitting still, - The humidity
shiould be kept as near 7o per cent,
as possible, and the size ol the in-
lets and outlets should be so regu-
lated as to allow of the air being
completely changed  not less than
three times per hour, and the air
conducted from  without, through
the ventilating shaft, should be pers
fectly pure.  In order that this mav
b so, it is necessary to see that
no decomposing matter of any kind
is allowed to lodge in our neighbors
fhood. It mayv not be out of place
at this meeting to suggest that the
of health should be obe
cerved dor the ower animals as for
man.

To Clean Wall Paper

1ere are several wavs by which
wall paper can be cleaned so thet
it looks almost as good as new,
The knowledge may be of use to
housckeepers: '

One way is an old one, but as it
is satislactory, we give it with the
rest,  Take a loafl of bread, stale,
but not too hard, and cut off one
crust: then, taking it in one hand,
rub the paper gently with the e
posed  surface.  When the bread
looks soiled, ot off a very thin
Jice and proceed with the work, It
is best to rub down on the paper,
and clean cach prece € 1
jore leaving it,

Another way is to take a loaf of
bread, and, “alter removing  the
crust, soak it in cloudy household
ammonia. It must be so wet that
one can work it in the hands into a
ball. Rub the paper lightly with
it, and as the ball becomes soiled
on  the outside, knead it until a
(lean surface is exposed.  This will
remove the dirt and smoke and
freshen up the paper wonderfully.

Another plan is to make a’soft
dough of coarse brown flour mixed
with water. It should be stiff
enough to handle easily. The paper
can be rubbed with it as in the for-
mer method. When there are
grease spots on the paper, hy
coarse brown paper over them and
pass a hot iron over it. Fresh
paper mav he needed several times
if the spot is large.

When there are spots from which
the color has heen removed, they
can be made to look as good as
new by the use of watercolor
paints.—The Woman Farmer.

The steers were started on a light
ration of 3 Ibs. of shelled corn per
steer per day which was gradually
increased until at the present time
they are eating about 20 lbs. of
shelled corn per steer per day. Lot
No. 2, containing 8 steers, was al-
so given the run of a good seven
acre field of blue grass pasture,
and were fed in addition green corn
cut fresh each night. They were
fed stalks, cars and all. Samples
of the green corn were collected for
chemical analysis at the beginning
of the experiment and at the end
of every seven davs so  that the
feeding value at the various stages
might be determined, The cattle
were  also  weighed  every  seven
davs. In order to estimate the ap-
proximate vield ol the green corn
fed a corresponding area left stand-
ing and will be husked out and
measured.,  Thus the approximate
amount of corn consumed by lot
No. 2 can be determined and com
pared with the exact amount led
to lot No. 1, Cattle leeders
throughont the central west have
been annually feeding large quanti
ties of  green corn, Some feeders
deemr it to be a4 very  wastelul
practice.  The results ol this exper-
iment will furnish reliable data re-
garding the same,

Another important feature of this
experiment is that the cattic m
lot No. 1 will be fed on old corn
until ready tor market, which will
be about the mddle of December,
Those in lot No. 2 will be ted on
new corn which, due to the carly
frost, is soft, thus considered by
many to be lacking in nourisiment,
By comparing  the results  the cf-
fect of the carly frost can he ascer-
tained.  The results of this exper-
iment  will be  dssned i bhulletin
form at the conclasion ol the test.

Some High Priced Beeves

On July 28th last, NMr. A, 1L
Lockridge, of Indiana, sold on Chi
cago market 86 head ol 1,475 Ibs.
steers of his own feeding lor 88,35
per ewt. Ie describes his method
of feeding as follows:

“The steers were selected by me
in Putnam County, Indiana, and
were as good as T conld find, as 1
think it most profitable to feed the
best, They were in good flesh when
I received them in October and
November, and were turned on to
Dluegrass.  The latter part of Nov-
ember they had  the run of stalk
pastures adjoining  the  bluegrass.
After getting the cream of the
stalk fields, T added one peck of
shucked corn  per head daily, in-
creasing this gradually and adding
oat-hay and corn until January
first, They were then woetting
about one-third of a bushel of corn
and all the oat-hav thev would cat.
I turned them on a bluegrass pas-
ture the first of May with seventy
acres of red clover adjoining this.
1 added one-third of a bushel of
corn per head daily and continued
this until 1 shipped them. They
averaged in weight about 1,150 Ibs,
when I received them and weighed
1,475 Ibs. in Chicago.”

Some British Columbia Fairs

Mr. John Gardhouse, Iightield,
Ont., has recently returned from
British Columbia, where he acted
as expert judge at a number of
fairs. Mr. Gardhouse says:—'‘The
first show at which I judged was
Agassiz, which was not a very
good one, as there appeared to be
a good deal of local jealousy among
the people. 1 judged all the live
stock, horses, cattle, sheep, and
swine. Horses were poor, cattle
fairly good, sheep rather  poor,
hogs few in number but fairly good,
My next show was at Surrey,
wfn'n- they have a very good pre-
sident and a splendid secretary, It
was a good show. 1 judged all the
live stock there also. The horses
were very good, cattle fair, sheep
and swine good, but not many in
numbers. I then went to Chilli-
wack, where they had a good show
but they say not as good as last
year. The president, Mr. Paisley,
had not got home from the Kast,
and they had very wet weather. 1
judged the cattle, sheep and  swine,
two men from Victoria judged the

horses. The sheep and swine of this
show were splendid, many of them
afterwards winning at New West-
minster and Victoria. 1 then went
to Ladner, where I found the best
heavy horses and Shorthorn cattle;
in fact I think they were cqual to
those at either New  Westminster
or Victoria, They seem to have a
good president and secretary, and
as the Delta District is very good,
I have every reason to believe that
this show is bound to grow.
