The Precious Blood of Christ.

When we discover the full value of the blood
of Christ, every doubt is vacished, all is secar-
ity and peace, eternal blessing apens before us,
The law proved man to be sinful, but left him
80 ; the blood scknowledges the guilt, but meets
the penalty. The former brought in condemna-
tion, the latter remission. All eaving power
lies in that which puats away sin, and without
shedding of blood there is no remission.

Alas for the state of the Church when a war
of opinions engages its energies, and exact con-
sciences trembling at the Word of God are rare-
ly found! When conformity to buman tradi-
tions is a weightier matter than to possess a
conecience wholly subject to the word! How
refreshing it is to sit down in communion with a
broken and contrite heart ! but how unprofitable
is association with those who sre-disposded to talk
more than to pray, to discuss more than to feed,
to judge others rather then self, whose bead is
full, but whose heart is empty ! If like Jobn we
lay on Jesus’ breast, or with Mary set at his feet,
bow would strife and division die, and how many
ocals of fire would be kindled where the waters
of strife and bitterness are poured out.

3. As to the believer's standing within the
veil—Jesus bas entered into heaven itself, now
to sppear in the presence of Gud for us, and we

the service of God, till about eight months before
her death, when a loved sister was removéd to
the better land. Deeply impressed with the un-
certainty of life, and the danger of living with-
out God, and led by the earnest entreaties of
her dying sister, she sought for redemption in
the blood of Christ, but it was not till during a
season of revival about three months after this
time, that she was enabled to put her confidence
in God. Although she was of a very proud and
imperious disposition, she became remarkably
humble and childlike. She read the scriptures
earnestly and prayerfully, and sought by every
means, advancement in Christian life, yet she did
not then obtain that full consciousness of the
pardoning love of God, that is essential to the
enjoyment of religion. Ske often mourned
over the hardness and rebelliousness of her
heart, and longed for that *‘ perfect love” which
“ casteth out fear.” i

Thus she lived, till it pleased God to visit
her with that affliction which, in a few short days,
ended in death. She had been a little poorly
for two or three days, but not g0 as to excite any
particular uneasiness in the minds of her friends,
till, on Saturday, 27th of July, her disease as-
sumed a form that soon rendered it evident that
her days were nearly numbered. Her bodily
pain was intense, but was exceeded by the anx-
iety of her mind, earnestly did she wrestle with
God for a clear knowledge of ber acceptance
with Him, but she remained in this condition
for two days, when she was enabled to say,

“ Jesus I howi hath died for me,
This is my hope, my joy, my rest,
Hither when herl'ln{ll {ﬂee,
And look into my Saviour’s breast,
Away sad doubt and anxious fear
Mercy is all that’s written there.”

She sang several verses of the hymn, ending,
“ All is well, all is well,”
and often afterwards repeated those words,
From that time ber mind was filled with sweet
peace, and she spent much time in repeating or
singing verses expressive of the brightness of
her hopes, and of her prospect of being soon
with Jesus. She said at one time that she had
often wondered what was the character of the
associations of heaven, but she would now s-on
participate in these. She called her brothers
and only surviving sister around her, and ear-
nestly besought each to prepare to meet her be-
yond the grave. This done, she said, “ I am
now ready, Jesus is precious, Oh, how preciou"
At another time, when asked how she felt, she
said, “ I am going home to Jesus,” and then, a
thrill of rapture pervading her whole being, she
exclaimed, with uplifted hacds, “Oh, isn’t it
glorious ?” Thus she passed away on the eve-
ning of Wednesday, July 31st, aged 21 years.
She bad a remarkably strong and clear judg-
ment, a cultivated literary taste, and an affec-
tionate disposition, and leaves a sad vacancy in
the home circle.

The SBupernumerary Ministers’ and
Ministers’ Widows’ Fund.
A few words on this Institution of our Con-
nexion will not be unacceptable to our Societies
at this season.
The obligation of the church to endea-
vour to make some provision for their Worn-out
Ministers, and the Widows of those who were
faithful unto death, is admitted by every con-
siderate Christian. It is systematically and
liberally exemplified by the Methodist Churches,
both in the old world and the new. ‘The
Methodist Episcopal Church in 1866 contri-
buted for their worn-out preachers, and 'widows,
and orphans of ministers who died in the work,
one hundred and seven thousand, eight hun-
dred and ninety-two dollars; an increase of
fourteen thousand, seven hundred and forty-
three dollars! The Supernumeraries’. and
Widows’ Fund of our Connexion was one of its
earliest organizations. Some Rules for its work-
ing were published in the Minutes of Confer-
ence in 1856. These were elaborated into a
complete plan in the course of time, which was
published in extenso in the Minutes of Conference
for the year 1863.
From this plan it will appear that the chief
sources of income to the Fund are first,and
chiefly,the annual subscriptions of the Ministers ;
subscriptions of the members of Society in the
elasses ; an annual collection in all our chapels
and other preaching places ; and Donations.
The satistactory working of this Fund re-
quires that each Circuit should contribute
yearly, at least, a sum equal to an average of
ten cents per member of all the societies belong-
ing to it. This amount is so small that it would
be unworthy of the church to make it less. At
this rate it requires ten years for any Circuit to
subscribe an average of one dollar per member
towards this, one of the most humane and Chris-
tian schemes of the church. Itis however as-
certained that only a few Circuits contribute this
low amount from year to year. Those of the
Halifax District alone, for a few years past,
have presented the desired average. Particular
Circuits in different Districts have also perform-
ed their benevolent part towards this laudable
object, but in many others the contributions
bave been o small as to keep down the average
per member in the whole District, below one
half of the standard amount. The general
average of contributions to this Fund last year
was less than seven cents per member.
Itis here respecifully submitted whether it is not
equally possible and proper to endeavour more
nearly toapproach the proposed average contri-
bution of ten cents permemberin all our Circuits?
It is quite certain that every society would wish
this to be done. Let the trisl be made this year
partly, by judiciously and fully carrying out the
Rule of \his Fund, which requires that, “ Every
minister shall, at the renewal of the Society
Ticket during the September visitation, fully
explain to the members the nature and reason-
ableness of the claims of this Fund upon the
justice and liberality of our Church. He shall
then enter into the class book the individual
annual subscriptions, which are to be paid be-
fore the enruing District Meeting.”
Usually several estimable members are not
at the Class Meeting when the official explan:
ation is made, and the minister marks down the
“individual annual subscription.” In all such
cases the Leader, if requested, will act towards
those of his members who were absent, in the
same manner as the minister did towards those
who were happily in attendarce ; and the same
result will follow. ~ Every one will be glad to
assist in this benevolent and righteous cause,
If no member be overlooked, and no one de-
cline to give something, a large step will be
taken towards the proposed end. | ‘Then let the
most sujtable Sabbath in December be taken
for the public collection.

those who p: fess it.’ Recovering, however,
from his trouble, he wiped his eyes, and seeing
his young {:llow-countryman ¢ rejecting all the
fetters of this world and preparing to fight under
the banner of Jesus,” be examined him more
atteotively. .d asked himself if he had not be-
ore Lim 11 ..future reformer whom he had once
foretold. * Young man,’ he said, ¢ you will be
one dsy a powerful instrument in the Lord’s
band. The world will obstinately resist
Jesus Christ, and everything will ssem to con-
spire against the Bon of God; but stand firm
on tbat rock, and many will be broken sgainst
it God will make use of you to restore the
kingdom of heaven in France.’” In 1609, Euther
being of the same age as Calvia in 1534, heard
a similar prophecy from the mouth of a vene-
rable doctor.

Yesterdsy a kaife, supposed to be the
one with which the wound was inflicted, was
found in the street along which Johnston ran
after committing the deed. Both men are shoe-
makers by trade.—Ezpress.

The London Canadian News of the 29th
August, says :—It is certaivly time that mea-
sures were adopted to develope the mineral re-
sources of the Dominion. Ontario with its oil
wells and gold fields ; Quebec with its gold,
copper, iron and lead deposits ; New Brunswick,
with its canelite, albertite and shale fields ; and
Nova Scotia, with its gold and coal fields—all
stand in need of capital for the further develop-
ment of their mineral treasures, and we have
reason to believe that these steps are now about
to be taken jointly by English and Canadisn
capitalists.

The remainder of the day
was occupied in laying out business, and arrang-
ing general rules for the deliberation of the
Bynod.

Arms have
been sent down to the garrison, and precautions
taken to prevent any such mad attempt.

FLORENCE, -Sept. 26.—S8erious riots have
broken out at Udine, 60 miles from Venice,
armed bands paraded the streets, clamoring for
revolution, these bands were largely composed
of Garibaldian Volunteers, 'bor{:l been com-
lled to fly from the Roman frontier by the
talian troops.

GENEVA, Sept. 27.—Crowds of men assembled
in the streets yesterday and loudly cried for the
release of Garibaldi. Some violence was done
but no one was injured.

FLORENCE, Sept. 27.—The partizans of Gari-
baldi are creating tumult in various psrts of
Italy for the purpose of obtaining the release of
their leader. It is reported that the King is
about to issue a proclamation calling an extra-
ordinary session of Parliament.

DusLIN, Sept. 27.—Fears are entertained
that the Fenians here emboldened by the success
of the mob at Manchester, will make a similar
effort to rescue Capt. Moriarty who is now un-
dergoing sentence of impriscnment. The Go-
vernment is taking all necessary precautions
against such an attempt. Forty Fenian con-
victs who have hitherto been imprisoned in
Irish Jails have been sent 1o Portsmouth, Eng-
land, for safe keeping.

FLORENCE, Sept. 20:h.>~Garibaldi has writ-
ten a letter in which he says the Romans bave
the right which all slaves bave, of rising against
their oppressors, snd it is the duty of Italians
to help them in their struggle for liberty. He
hopes his /fellow patriots will not be discou-
raged by their last reverse, and expects them to
reorganize and march on again to the liberation
of Rome, and the letter concludes with an ap-
peal to the liberal party of Italy, declaring that
the eyes of the world ere turned upon them,
and the pations of the world snxiously await
the result of their action in the present crisis.
LoNDoN, Sept. 29th.—The Pan Anglicsn
Synod, last week discussed and condemned the
writings of Bishop Colenso.

FLORENCE, Sept. 29, (eve).—The particulars
of the riotsin vsrions parts of Italy, last week,
show that they were more serious than at first
reported. In some cities the mobs were fierce
and obstinate, and the trocops were frequently
obliged to use their bayonets, and sometimes to
fice upon the people. Many cit'zens and some
soldiers were killed, ard a large number wound-
ed.

FLORENCE, Sept. 27.—The recent riots by
Garibaldian partizans in various parts of the
kingdom have been suppressed. Itis cfficislly
announced to-day that the country is tracquil.

LONDON, Sept. 28, noon.—Reports from Italy
are very conflioting. The latest despatches men
tion serious riots at Modena, Milan, Genos and
Naples. Garibaldi is going to Caprera. The
Pope sent a message to Napoleon thanking him
for the arrest of Garibaldi.

MANCHESTER, Sept. 27, evening.—The police
are very active in arresting persons believed to
be implicatad in the recent Fenian riots, and
several have been apprehended since the last re-
port. The prisoners are all discharged however,
as fast as examined by the court, nothing being
proved to warrant their detention, nor has any-
thing as to the plaus of Fenian orgar ization
been elicited.

A Plea for the Little Ones.

The current history of cur coubtry, sa deli-
neated in our daily press, is besping evidence
upon evidence that STRONG DRINK and CRIME
are inseparable, . Prison statistics sand msgiste-
rial experiencs have salisfied the mind of society
that strong (riok is the cause, crime the effect,
in ninety-nine of every bundred cises brought
befire the bar of justice. Moreover, the faat
is hourly becoming more evident that our year-
ly list of enormities are inereasing. “And whst
makes the matter otill mere mhnab", jui‘c-
nile depravity is -assuming sa appalling phase
in the criminal condition of the nation. 'And
this, too, is to be traced to the bauneful action of
intoxieating liquors.  Driok,  dsinking-shops,
robberies, murders, suicides, starvation, and
thousand nameless miseries, are part aud pascel
of one abhorrent whole ; and never, until the
makicg and selling of the drunkard’s driok be
restrained, can we expect the lavd to be freed
from poverty, wretchedness, ruffianism; burgla-
ries, street banditti and open assassination. Our
poble Union is barrased with misery snd crime,
from ceptre to citcumference. Drick is the
main cause of it ; and drick is continually. per-
petrating the evil, by rearing up from childbood
fresh legions of driokers, criminsls, and pau-
pers. °
Look at the following facts.

In visiting prisons, I gatl.er statistics that
are scarce credible. Ino oae, of fourteen con-
verts under fourteen years of age, I found ‘thet
thirteen of them had been at Su:day-school, apd
ten out of the thirteen acknowledged that drink’
had brought them there. Of seventy-eight pri-
soners tried aud coovicted at one session, a
teacher writes me that sixty-two of them had
been connected with BSabbath-schools.  Of
these fifty-nine admitted that drinkiog snd
dr nking-seloon associations had not only led
them to leave schooi, but led them also to vio-
late the laws of their country, A Sebbath-
school superintendent effirms, in one of his re-
ports [rom a couniry distriet, that out of twenty
teachers who were at one time in ome school,
THIRTEEN of them in after life became drunk-
ards | While at bome, out of the way of strong
temptation to drink they were probably safe
enough ; but when they came in contsct with
the alluring life of our great citles, compara-
tively defenceless without the pledge, snd their
miods unimbued with temperance principles
and precepts, first (Leir sobriety gaves way be-
fore the ¢ little drops ” of friendly social:ty, and
then their religicus sentiments lay around them,
shattered into hopeless ruine. ‘They were lost;
lost f.r lite and for eteraity ! Their Christisnity
wan tspped by tne undermining icfluence of
* tastiog ” and then ** tippling ” tbe liquid eu.
snarer, and the light of tLeir youth was quench-
ed forever in the drunkerd’s grava !

Ob! that vur fathers and mothers wou!d
thick of this danger, and try anxiously to re-
move it while (heir children are yet with them !
In the country, amang their eummer happiness,
sud the comforts of tye fireside amid winter
storms, there may be little to dread ; for the
sweet scenes of childhood are a wonderful pro-
tection. But when they leave home to battle
with the world for a living, evil influences
gsther thick about them, and it is only those
who are mailed in the panoply of * taste not,
touch not,” tha' can be held thorvughly secure
among the bacchanaiisn companionsbip of city
life.

liow important, then, to instil early into the
young heart the true value of abstinence ! and
bow necessary, to do this effzctually, is the for-
mation of juvenile tempersnce associations in
our villages and rural districts, as well as lazge
cities.

Make
the soil very, rich bj Apreading on & heavy coat
of stable manure, and let it stand eix months or
a year till it has become well decomposed snd
mixed with the scil. Theun dig a treuch along
oue 'side of the gound, which is 10 be worked
two teet in width sud two deep, and of the length
required. Tten dig a second trench of the same
width and depth by the side of the first, throw-
ing he earth into the first, the top soil into the
bettom of the trench, and thst at the bottom
aporr the otber. Proceed in the ‘same msnver
until the whole picce has been trencheds Then
briog the esrth’that was thrown out of the first
ditchand with it fill up tbe last one, and the
work is complete. The surface has'been invert-
ed to the depth of two feet, Enrich it to any
desirable degree, ard then sow your begte, your
paranips, your esrrots, your radishes, and see if
your labour bas not been well bestowed. Straw-
berries planted on ground so prepared will hard-
ly fail to give & crop every yesr. Often just ss
the fruit is matluring there is a spell of dry B
ther, aod strawberries grow scarce. A row of
currant bushes set where the ground bas been
trenched produce amusingly. Try a small piece
and see the benefit. A piece of ground that has
been trenched to the depth of two feet can hard-
ly suffer from either wet weather or drouth,
Tryit. ’

How to Fumigate a House-Plant.
Bessic ' W. wishes to know how ehe can des-
troy the aphis, ‘or plaot-louse, upon her roses
snd geraniums. We have found tobacco smoke
to snswer the purpose. Coil up e newspaper,
or other large paper, in the shape of a cone;
pin it so that it will keep its shape, and invert it
over the plant. Then if you happen to have
some friend at hand who smokes, get bim to
light a liitle tobscco in the bottom of the Lowl
of 8 common pipe ; and when this is well kin-
dled, fill up the pipe with tobacco, Then intro-
duce the bowl of the pipe under the edge of the
paper cone, snd blow through the stem. The
fire being at the bottom, there will he copious
clouds of smoke driven into the eoue. If mo
smoking friend is at band, you may minesge it
yourself—by putting & smsll, live cosl at the
bottom of the pipe bowl, place the tobseco upon
it aud proeeed as before. Care should be taken
uot to drive the bot smoke from the pipe cirect-
ly sgainst tbe leaves. Let the plant remaio ten
or fifteen minutes in the smoke, and then luy
lay it onite side in » siok, and give it a thore
ough drencbing from a waiering pot,—dmeri-
can Agricultnrist,

Cutting Up Corn.

The most couvenient implement for eutiiog
vp corn for shocking that we ever used—and
and we have tried several—:s the common field
boe.
