An ACT Supplementary to an Act, intituled, An Act toconfir
and perfect and to carry into efFect an agreement made between
the Governor and Trustees of h' College of New-B.unswick,
and certain Tenants of the said Governor and Trustees.

Passedthe 21St of March, 1822.

W HEREAS by an Act made and pass-
ed on the 22d day of March in the

year of our Lord one thousand eight hun-
dred and twenty, intîtuled, " An Act to con-
firm and perfect, and to carry into effect an
agreement made between the Governor and
Trustees of the College of New-Brunswick
and certain Tenants of the said Governor
