The Bill for reducing the Parifbes at Shelburne, and the Bill 20 pro-
bibit Pawnbroking, not agreed to.

Mr. Wilkius ftated to the Houfe the Subftance of the Conference
with the Council, on the Subje&t of the Appropriation Bili, and the
Houfe adhering to their Bill, the fame was fent back to the Council.

Refolved, That the Speaker do correfpond with the Provincial Agent
on the Bufinefs of the Province in general, as has been cuftomary
herefore.

The Houfe adjourned to 12 0’Clock To-Morrow.

Tuelday, 72h April, 1789.

The Bill in Amendment of the Shelburne Light Houfe A%, was read
a third time, pafied, and {ent to the Council by Capt. Howe.

A Meflage was received from the Council with the Bill, 2 lay an
Impoft Duty on Articles imporied from the United States, agreed to.

Refolved, on Motion of Mr. Dight, that the Speaker, on delivering
the Appropriation Bill for Afient, fhould exprefs to His Excellency the
Licutenant Govérnor the high Senfe which the Houfe have of his great
Attention to the various Duties of his Station, as well as to the Ex-
penditure of the public Money.

Refolved, That the Speaker do lay before His Excellency the
Licutenant Governor a Statement of the very great Injury which the
Trade of the Province fuffers, for want of Cuftom Houfes being
eftablithed in the Ports of Lunenburg, Liverpool, Annapolis and the Ba-
fon of Minas, and that he allo do requeft the Agent of the Province,
to ufe his beft Endeavours to accomplifh fo neceflary a Purpofe.

A Meflage was received from the Council as follows:

‘* whole of the Provincial Debt, efpecially as it appears to them to
s place the Holders of the public Securities on a different Footing from
¢ what they are put by former Laws, which being perpetual A&s of
< the Government cannot be repealed by Implication, and are equally
¢ binding on Debtor and Creditor.”

Refolved, That the unauthenticated Paper delivered by the Coun-
cil’s Meflenger the Houfe confider as a Mark of Difrelpe¢t offered to
them, and therefore return it to the Council, the Houfe confidering
the Parliamentary Mode of Communication between the two Houfes
fhould be by open Conference, and Capt. Hows, Mr. Day and Mr.
Bulkeley werz appointed to communicate the foregoing Refolution to
the Council.

The Houle adjourned to 10 0’Clock To-Morrow.

Wednefday, 8256 April, 1789.

The Speaker and the Houfe waited on His Excellency the Licuse-
nant Governor and informed him, that they had finithed all the Bufi-
nefs which was before them.

Refolved, (Whereas many of the American Loyalifts refiding in this
Province, from Ignorance, Poverty and retired Situation, were pre-
vented exhibiting their Claims to the Commiffioners appointed by
A@s of Parliament to enquire into the Lofles and Services of that De-
fcription of Perfons, within the Periods limited by the faid Ad&s)
That the Speaker be dire®ed, to write the Provincial Agent, Ricbard
Cumberland, Lfq; of the Diftrefs of many of thofe L.oyalifts, to point
out that moft of them have but very finall Demands for Lofles fuftain-
ed during the late War in America, in confequence of their Loyaltv to
His Majefty and attachment to the Britith Conftitution, and tha
their not exhibiting their Claims, as aforefaid, was certainly owing to
their Ignorance, Poverty, or remote Situations, and to defire his
Exertions to procure an A& of Parliament, to enable thofe Perfoas to
prefent their Claims and receive a Compenfation.

. A Meflage was reccived from the Council, propofing a free Con-
ference of both Houfes on the Subje& of the Appropriation Bill, and
the Meffage fent by them to the Houfe yefterda,, and thereupon

Refolved, That the Houfe do agree to the Conference, and that Mr,
Wilkins, Capt. Howe and Mr. Putnam be appointed to communicate
the above Refolution to the Council, and agree on the Mode of Con-
fering, and when, and where it fhall take place, and report to the
Houfe thereon.

Mr. Wilkins reported from the Committce, that the Council was
ready to receive the Houfe in open Conferencc immediately in the
Coun-
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Louncil Chamber, the Conference to be held by the Members of both
Houfes ftanding.

Rejolved, That the Houfe do attend the Council, and that Mr,
Wiians, Capt. Howe and Mr. Day be a Committee to aflift the Speaker
on the Conference,

'I'ne Speaker and the Houfe attended accordingly.

The Houfe being returned from the Conference,

The Speaker refumed the Chair and reported, That the Houfe had
out of Refpe to His Majefty’s Council requefted that the Conference
thould be held, the Council fitting and the Houfe ftanding, which
had Leen agreed to, and both Houfes had freely confered on the Sub-
je&s propofed by the Council, and had, at the requeft of the Council,
left the Appropriation Bill with them. '

A Meflage was received from the Council, requefting to renew the
Conference with the Houfe, which was agreed to, and

The Speaker and Houfe attended accordingly.

The Houft being returned, the Speaker refumed the Chair, and

Reported the further Conference with the Council, and that the Houfe
had requefted from the Council Time to adjourn to their own Houfe
to confider the {fame.

The Houfe having proceeded to confider the Subje& of fuch Con-
fersnie,

Refolved, That it is the inherent Right of this Floufe to originate
a!l ivtorey Bills, and that they cannot admit of any Amendments to be
made therein by the Council. '

The Houfe returned to the Council Chamber.

The Speaker refumed the Chair again, and reported, that the Council
agreed to the Appropriation Bill, as formed by the Houfe.

The Houfe adjourned to 12 0’Clock To-Morrow.
