The Double Murderer
Paid the Penalty.

DIED COURAGEQUSLY

On the Gallows He Delivered an

Oration.

SAID HE WAS INNOCENT

He Claimed He Was Hounded to Death

by the Police and the Newspapers,

but as He Wished to g0 Before His

Maker With a Clean Soul He Gener-

ously Forgave Those Who Had

Wronged Him—His Devoted SMother
Was With Him to the Last—She Con-
tinued to Hope for a Reprieve Till
the End—The ElderZDurrant Was
Overcome With Sorrow When the
Drop Fell.

Sax Fraxciso, Cal., Jan. 7th.—Theo-
dore Durrant was hanged at San Quentin
at 10:35 this morning. The crime thus
expiated was the murder of 8 lance
Lamont on April 3, 1895. Durrant dis-
played more courage in the face of death
than any one ever executed at the San
Quentin penitentiary. Father Lagan
attended him on the scaffold. Durrant

picked out the middle of the trap and
calmly surveyed the audience, with a

look of stolid indifference.
Declared His Innocende.

Durrant declared his innocence and
said that he was hounded to his death
by the police and the newspapers. He
forgave them all, as he said he wished
to go to his Maker with his heart purged
of all enmity toward mankind. His

speech lasted fully five minutes.
There was a glight tremor in his voice,
but his words came from his mouth just
as if he were delivering an oration to an
audience. The hardihood and courage
he displayed were gimply wonderful
and his iron nerve never seemed to de-
sert him. ) :
His Mother With Him to the Last.

Mrs. Durrant remained with her son
in the death chamber until within a few
minutes of the time when he was led to
the scaffold. The parting was extremely

pathetic.- The mother wept and they
embraced again and again. When going
down the long flight of stairs to the
prison yard she said t0.the guard who
escorted her.

~ “It willall be .over soon. The poor
boy will be out of his misery. 1 cannot
anderstand whry people can be 8o cruel
and heartless as to deliberately stand by
and see a man executed. Be sure, if you
hear any one knocking at the gate, for
God’s sake to run quickly, for it will be
a reprieve.”’

His Speech on the Gallows.

In the coolest manner possible Dur-
rant said: To those who.wish me
to say something, I will say this:
That I have no animosity against

anyone, but there are those who have
persecuted me and who have hounded
me to my grave, innocent as Iam. I
forgive them all. They will receive
their just dues from the Holy God to
whom I now go to receive my justice,
which will be the justice given to an
innocent boy, who has not gstained his
hands with the crimes that have been
put upon him by the press of San Fran-
cisco, but I forgive them. all
for I do not hold anything
against them for it. I do not look upon
them now as enemies and forgive them,
as I expect to be forgiven for anything 1
have done, but the fair fame of Cali-
fornia will forever be blackened with the
crime of taking this innocent blood, and
whether or no they ever discover the
committers of these crimes matfers lit-
tle to me now, for I appear before the
whole world an innocent boy to proclaim
my innocence for the last time, and to
those who have insinuated that 1 was
going to spring a gerisation of any kind,
I can say there i8 no sensation ovher
than that of which I have spoken.
They must consider for themselves who
it was that wished to start a sensation.
That I am innocent I declare now this
day, before God to whom I now go to
meet my dues. I am innocent.”’
Durrant’s neck was broken by the fall,
The execution was in every way suc-
cessful. ,

SCENES AND INCIDENTS.

The Murderer Was Firm, but His
Father Was Overcome.

SaN QuenTiy Prisox, Cal., Jan. 7.—It
was 10:34 o’clock when the door that
guards the threshold of the gallows
room swung open and the little party
conducting Durrant to the gallows en-

tered. Father Lagan led, draped in
cassock and surplice and chanting the
prayers for the dying, Durrant, his
father, a friend, Warden Hale and the
guards followed. The father and his
friend left the party and walked around
the gallows to the front, while the con-
demned man and his escort climbed the
13 steps that led to the platform and the
waiting trap. Durrant gave no signs of
weakening. His light figure was as
erect as though it had been his
marriage morning. Instantly upon
arriving upon the gallows the rope was
knotted about his neck. The murderer
held his chin high in the air to make
room for the stiff new line knotted in
the fashion of the hangman. The con-
demned man wore a low collar open in
front, and a white satin tie. His face
was pale, but it _was not the ashy pale-
ness of terror. It was the face of a man
who, knowing that he has a momentous
thing to do, 18 resolved to do it like a
‘man.

The Story of Durrant’s Crime.
San Francisco, Cal., Jan. 7 ~—Wil-
liam Henry Theodore Durrant,
who was hanged at San Quentin
gave his life in exchange for the lives

of two young women, who were mem-
bers of the church to which he belonged.

While Durrant was convicted of but
one murder under the law, he was held
responsible by public opinion for the
murder of both Blanche Lamont and

death expiated one crime as much as
the other.

Durrant’s crimes were- peculiar in
their atrocity, from any point of view.
He was reared in a Christian home and
bantil the time of his arrest was regarded
as a modgl young man of industrious
habits who was trving to work his way
through a medical college.

The only characteristic that seemed
marked in his nature was his piety. He
had been a prominent member of the
Emanuel Baptist church for several
years and for a year previous to his ar-
rest had been assistant superintendent
of the Sunday school.

In this capacity he made the acquaint-
ance of Blanche Lamont and Minnie
Williams, both of whom were destined
to be murdered by him in the church
where they worshipped together.

Blanche Lamont Disappers.
Blache Lamont disappeared on April
3, 1895, and was never seen alive after-

wards. She left the home of her aunt,
Mrs. G. N. Noble, on that day, to go to
school, and fox 10 days no trace of her
could be found. Many members of
Emanuel church assisted in the search
for the missing girl, and among others
was Theodore Durrant, who had often
acted as Miss Lamont’s escort

He seemed greatly distrese%d oh ac-
count of Miss Lamont’s disappearance,
and at length expressed theé belief that
"she had joined the ranks of fallen women.
This theory seemed plausible to the
police and a search was made among the
places where 1t was believed the missing
girl might be found. :

Durrant assisted in the inquiry, which
came to naught. Ten days had passed
since Miss Lamont disappeared, and her
friends had almost given up hope of
ever knowing her fate, when a discovery
was made which led to the finding of
Miss Lamont’s body.

Miss Williams’ Body Found.

The ladies of Emanual church were
engaged in decorating the edifice prepar-
atory to the celebration of the Easter

Sunday services, when the mangled body
of Minnie Williams was found, almost
naked, in the library. -

‘A number of ugly knife wounds and
some rags that had been forced down the
young woman’s throat told of the un-
equal struggle she had made to protect
her honor. \ A
Miss Williams% body was discovered
in the afternoon, and late the same night
the first clue to the murderer was ob-
tained. From some of the young wo-
fnan’s iriends it was learned that she

Durrant, and although there was noth-
ing else to show that he had any connec-
tion with the crime, the police decided

to arrest him.

Durrant Arrested. :
Durranf’s home was visited late at
night, but he was not there. His par-

ents said that he had left at midnight
with the signal corps of the national
guard, to {?ﬁich he belonged, to make
some hélographing experiments on
Mount Diablo.

The next train carried two detectives
towards the mountain, and, after com-
pleting their journey by stage, Durrant
was found late in the afternoon and ar-
rested. But the news that he was
charged with the murder of Minnie
Williams was not first imparted to him
by the officers.

A message was flashed on the rays of
the sun by the heliographers in this city
who were taking part in the experi-
ments of the signal corps, and Durrant
knew that he was to be arrested before
the officers arrived.

Miss Lamont’s Body Found.

While these events were taking place

on Mount Diablo, 60 miles away, & dis-
covery had been made in this city which
filled the streets with men and women
crying for vengeance. From the first
the police associated the finding of Miss
Wiiliams’ body with the disappearance
of Miss Lamont, and a search was at
once begun in the church for her body.
Men worked all night tearing up floors
and breaking down partitions, and at 10
o’clock Sunday morning the body of
Miss Lamont was found.

A broken door knob and a turned bolt
excited the suspicions of the searchers,
and the door leading to the belfry of the
church was broken down. Up the wind-
ing stairs the policemen groped their
way, and at the third landing, lying in
the corner of the darkened beliry, the
naked body of the murdered girl was
found. :

No knife had been used to commit the
crime, as was the case in the murder of
Miss Williams, but the imprint of five
fingers buried in her throat revealed the
manner in which the young woman met
her death. z

The trial, which began July 22 and

The prosecution produced witneeses
who traced Durrant’s movements April
3 from the time he left Cooper Medical
collegﬁanntil he entered the church with
Miss Lamont. To all of this testimony
the prisoner entered a denial, and in
rebuttal produced the roll call ot the
college, which showed that he was at-
tending a lecture at the hour when Miss
Lamont was murdered.

Sentenced to Be Hanged.

The prosecution disputed the reliabil-

ity of the roll call, and showed that

students were accustomed to have elass-
mates answer for them when they were
not present. As the case became meore
hopeless Durrant went on the stand
himself, and although he maintained a
remarkable composure throughout, his
testimony on a number of important
points was palpably false.

The case was submitted to the jury on
the afternoon of November 1, 1895, aftér
having been on trial over three months.
Twenty minutes after they left the
courtroom the jurors returned and ren-
dered a verdict of guilt in the first
degree. ,

The California, law gives the jury
power to fix the punishment of the
criminal, but as no recommendation of
mercy was made, Judge Murphy, a few
days later sentenced Durrant to be
hanged on February 21, 1896.

The Fight for Delay.

Then began a fight for delay, vigorous-
ly maintained for two years and nine
months, hardly ever ceasing. It was

one of the stubbornest fights ever car-
ried on, and ended only when the noose
was put about the murderer’s neck.

WILD FOR WRLLACE

He Was Enthusiastically Endorsed
at’ Saturday Night’'s Meeting.

SCOTT WAS TURNED DOWN|

The Mayor Was Ridiculed and Derided.
The Workingmen Coming Out Solid
For Mr. Wallace—Hundreds Turned
Away From the Meeting.

The biggest meeting of the campaign
was held last Saturday at the Dominion
nall. It was not less a Wallace meeting
than an anti-Scott demonstration. Per-
ple were present, and hun-
dreds were turned away. Mr. Scott and
a number of his friends were invited to
address the meeting, but all the mayor’s
henchmen declined, and he alone faced
the audiénce in his own behalf.

The greeting that he got wasa warm
one. “In fact, at times the mayor could
hardly be heard through the storm of
hisses and jeers that he received, and
geveral times the audiencg refused to

hear him. LR

Mr. Wallace made two thoughtful,
gerious speeches, which were enthusias-
tically received. Large numbers of la-
boring men were present, and they
seemed nearly united in his support.

Dr: Edward Bowes was chairman, and
Mr. Wallace was the first speaker.

Mr. Wallace’s Speech.

«T called this meeting tonight,” said
Mr. Wallace, “‘in order that every elec-
tor in Rossland might understand the

motives that prompted me to accept the
nomination, and my ideas regarding the
government of the city. The govern-
ment of Rossland is not so very difficult
a task. In my opinion all thatis re-
quired of the incoming council is integ-
rity and business sagacity.

“‘Gentlemen, it is for you on next
Thursday to decide whether you will
elect a business administration or a
political machine. -

«“Will you suffer the dictation of ad-
venturers who have no local standing,
who are the ready tools of corporations,
the dlers of franchises, and the sus-
taining factors of a worthless element in
the body politic, which is nothing better
than a class of drones who prey on the
fruits of patient and honest toil?

«“Do you wish the citizens’ money to
be squandered in outrageous contracts
and secret agreements? Or, on the
other hand, do you want every cent of

coming term to be judiciously expended
in public improvements? - If the funds of
the city are improperly spent neither
the workingmen nor the business men
will receive any benefit, and the city
will be in a hopeless condition of debt
without any material improvements be-
ing accomplished. To my mind it does
not seem so diffieult a choice to make.
. want the dictation of
professional politicians, who are only
too ready to.extend the glad hand
during election times, then count me oat,
but if you require the services of a man
for mayor who is ready to do hisduty in
the interests of the city. 1 don’t see-
mow you can do anything else than vote
for me. |{Loud applause.l

«“Now, the issués of this campaign are,
in my opinion, fire protection, street
lighting,adequate sewerage gystem, pres-
ervation of the city’s rights to francises
to the best ends, and street improve-
ments in keeping with the proper re-
quirements of the city.

«T do not expect to please everybody,
although I am convinced bﬁ the support
that has been assured me that my Views
are in keeping with those of a very large
majority of the people. I have made no
pledge in this campaign. A man who
goes into public office ghould be un-
hampered by anything of the kind. The
anti-election pledge of a candidate is
nothing more nor less than bribery.
[Great applause.] And a man who would
bribe hie way into public office would
abuse any trust that might be reposed
in him.

«If elected I will go into offiee un-
trammelled. My own pledge 18 the
honest pledge to give the city honpgt
government, and in that behalf I solicit
your suffrage. Having put my hand to
the plow, I shall not turn back, but until
the 13th day of January 1 will fight
the good fight, for the cause of muni-
cipal reform.’” [Great applause.]

Mr. Wallace was followed by Mr.
Scott, whose main contention was that
the former was no better than himself.

His Business Is in Galt.

Mr. Scott scorned the title of a politi-
cian. He was a business man.

«“Where is Scott’s business located ?”’
yelled somebody in the audience, and

the crowd thundered back: - .

«In Galt,” and the reply was accom-
panied by a exhortation to the mayor to
return to that town. :

Mr. Scott ended up by asseriing that
he was out for the laboring man’s vote,
which - was worth as much
him as anybody’s _ ballot. He
further ventured the opinion that pro-
fessional men, and lawyers in particular
were no good in anybody’s country, and
he had no use for them, lawyers espec-
ially, as they had made him lots of
trouble. 2

The adverse demonstration on the
part of the crowd that greeted this last
venture was so loud and continuous that
the mayor retired. :

Mr. McKane ~ briefly agsailed the
mayor for his broken qledges, and he
was followed by C.O. La onde, wholike-
wise dwelt on the mayor’s incompet-
ency for the office he held.

ERNEST HART DEAD.

to| He Was One of the Noted Medical

Writers of England. .
LoxpoN, Jan. 8.—Ernest Hart, editor

of the British Medical Journal, is dead.
Mr. Hart, who was for geveral years
éditor of the Lancet, was born in June,
1836. He was educated at the City of

London school and School of Medicine,
attached to St. George’s _hospital. At
one time he was 0 hthalmic surgeon and
lecturer on ophthalmotology at St. Mary’s
hospitai. He rendered great service in
exposing the defective arrangements for
the sick poor in workhouses, his efforts
leading to the- passage of Hardy’s act
and the creation of the metropolitan
asylums board. His reports on criminal
baby farming in 1868 led to the passage
of the Infant Life Protection act, and he
was instrumental in promoting the
movement that resulted in the estab-
lishment of the so-called coffee taverns
in London some 20 years ago. For the
last 15 years he had been conspicuous
for his devotion to gocial and sanitary

progress in London.

A SCENE IN COURT

Mr. Bostock Examined on a Charge
of Criminal- Libel.

THE DICTUM OF THE JUDGE

It Did Not Please Barrister Martin in
Relation to the Introduction of Cer-
tain Evidence, and He Threw Up
the Case After Scoring His Honor.

Victoria, Jan. 8.—Editor Nichol of
The Province was today committed on the
charge of criminal libel of Premier Tur-
ner and Hon. Mr. Poeley. The case
against Mr. Bostock was then taken up.
The defense put Messrs. Turner and
Pooley into the witness box and at-
tempted to examine them as to their
connection with mining companies, but
upon protest of Mr. Cassidy the magis-
trate ruled out this line of evidence.

At this stage of the proceedings there
were several lively tilts between the

counsel. Finally Mr. Cassidy asked Mr.
Coltart who is one of the officers,
as to the amount of Mr. Bostock’s inter-
est in The Province company, limited
iability.

To this Mr. Martin, counsel for the
accused, objected on the ground that the
question was wholly irrelevent and
merely an attemPt to prgnto the pri-
vate affairs of Mr. stock. ’Bhe
magistrate finally allowed the question.
Mr. Coltart then said that Mr. Bostock
owned about a three-fourths interest.

Mr. Cassidy proceeded to ask what
Mr. Bostock’s interest is in the Province
Publishing company. Mr. Martin ob-
jected, saying that to allow the former
guestion was bad enough, but to allow

| this would: be infinitely worse. His

worship allowed the question, where-
apon Mr. Martin arose and expressed
himself as to the injustice to his client,
and said he could no longer act for them
in a court where their interests were not
protected and where the ordinary rules
of evidence recognized in superior courts
had been persistently disregarded. His
repeated protests having been ignored,
the only course open to him was to
throw up his brief, which he did.

THE NEW COUNOCIL.

We have the satisfaction of knowing
that good men and true will govern the
city for the next year. With their ‘ad-
vent to office we start on what promises
to be an era of prolonged prosperity.
Everything municipally, industrially
and commercially points to that end.
Purity in politics is’ but .4 reflection - of
the honesty of :the people, and the
citizens of Rossland may now rejoice at
the elimination of all evil influences so
far as the local body politic is con-
cerned. Itisto be hoped that -such a
eondition will always prevail among us.

The incoming city council has a task
of no small magnitude before it. The
next year promises to be the greatest in
the way of material growth that the
city has yet seen and the council will
have to work energetically in order to
keep up with the procession. As the

incoming -city administration is made

up of some of the leading business
men and property owners of the
city it is certain that no chance
to do that which will benefit the city will
be overlooked. They have large inter-
ests here and to do anything that would
injure the city would actually be in the
direction of hurting themselves. There
are several things that we think the city
council should give immedigte attention
to. It will be necessary fo raise a not
inconsiderable amount of money for cer-
tain essential public improvements, and
this money should be borrowed at the
cheapest possible interest and be expend-
ed 80 as tosecure the maximum of benefit
One of the very first matters that
should receive the attention of the in-
coming administration is the pro-
viding the city with a better fire depart-
ment. A wooden city isin danger at
any time, and unless we. have such a
department as will be able to confine
fires in the structures in which they
start, a general conflagration ig liable to
ensue. In several of the western cities,
after they have had conflagrations that
swept away millions ot dollars’ worth of
property, they organized efficient fire
departments, but in Rossland such a
department should be provided with a
view to preventing so dire a calamity.

Another thing that should receive im-
mediate attention is the grading of Co-
lumbia avenue to the west. This is the
principal thoroughfare of the city, and
the improvement is an essential one.

The sewer system should be provided
with an outlet 'of some kind. Just what
sort this should be ought to be left to
gome sanitary engineer of experience and
ability. The system should be extended,
too, in such directions as should, in the
wisdom of the council, seem most advan-
tageous.

A system of street lightning is neces-
gary. This is evidenced by the fact that
many of the residents who live but a
block or two awaym from the main
thoroughfare are compelled to carry lan-
terns when they leave their homes on
dark nights. There are two ways of
providing better illuminants. One is to
have the city constructits own light
plant and the other is to arrange with
one of the large electric power compan-

ies to furnish it with the necessarv num-
ber of incandescent and-arc lights. Itis
a known fact that these companies can
gell illuminants cheaply, as the energy
which they use for the production of
lights is obtained from water power and
is much cheaper than where it is pro-
| duced by the use of tuel.

For the flushing of sewers, the extin-
guishing of fires, and domestic con-
sumption, this growing city will need
larger water worksthan those at present
in existence. The old council has taken
the preliminary steps, and has directed
that the water sources that are adjacent
to the city be taken up for the muni-
cipality. It is an admitted fact by those
who have made a study of municipal
government, that a city can make no
beter investmént than to own its own
water works. Many cities furnish their
inhabitants with water for one-half what
private corporations charge, and make
even then large profits. - It seems to us
that the city of Rossland should own its
own water works, provided satisfactory
arrangemerits can be made on the part
of the corporation.

Another matter that should be given
attention is the construction of a city
hall of brick or stone.. The city is now
paying a large rental annually for quar-
ters that soon will be inadequate for
municipal requirements, and no betier
investment of the city funds could be
made than’in a city hall. These and
other matters of importance will make
the offices of mayor and aldermen dur-
ing the year 1898 far from being sine-
cures.

A RAILWAY TO BOUNDARY.

In the discussion relativeto the con-
struction and operation of a railway to
the Boundary country that has thus far
taken place in the public press, a point
of vital interest to Canadians has been
entirely overlooked. Unless an all-
Canadian system is built, the merchants
of this country will be at a great disad-
vantage in their efforts to secure busi-
ness from that district. With the Corbin
road running into that region the imr
‘portant jobbing center, Spokane, only 150
miles distant, will reap all the benefits
of the constantly increasing trade of the
Kettle river -valley. If Mr. Corbin’s
railway wae a part of one of the Ameri-
ean transcontinental roads, the whole-
salers at the Coast and in the East
might be able to obtain reasonable quo-
tations on through rates, but as heis
only interested in the haul from Spokane
norchwards, it is only natural that the
metropolis of Eastern Washington would
enjoy a decided advantage,in spite of
import duties on foreien merchandise,
while the absence of aline from the Col-
aumbia river to Penticton would debar
the trade centers of Keotenay from par-
ticipation in the trade of the Boundary
country. oo S e
The construction oi the Corbin’ road
to Boundary also- . means that the Do-
minion government will pay a subsidy
for the building of a railway for the
development of an extensive territory in
the United States. ,

A railway from the Columbia river to
Penticton would give the Boundary
country an opportunity for the estab-

supply of cheap fuel would lessen the
cost of smelting in Kootenay; would
give the agricultural districts of South
Yale an excellent market, and, last but
not least, would open up the rich mines
in the Gold range and Kettle and Okan-
ogan valleys.

The proposed western extension of the
Oolumbia & Western would serve -the
Boundary country, Kootenay and Cana-
da as no other road could.

BYLAW ELECTION. TOMORROW.

Under the ferms of the provisions of

Bylaw No. 28, to be voted upon at the

election today, it is the intention ot

the city to raise by means of debentures

the sum of $65,000, with which to pay

and consolidate its preseni floating in-

debtedness. These bonds are to run for

a period of 25 years, and will bear inter-

est at the rateof 5}¢ per cent per annum.

It is one of the provisions of the bylaw

that the debentures can be redeemed

by mutual agreement between their

holders and the city at any time before

they mature. This is a wise precaution,

and it is within the range of possibilities

that the city will at some future time

before the debentures mature be in

funds and able to redeem these secur-
ities. |
The c¢ity has ‘contracted with -the
Bank of British North America for the

gale of the entire issue of debentures. at
par. . This seems to us to be a very good
bargain, when it is considered how bad-
lv muddled the financial affairs of the
city have been. It is a much better
bargain than that which was entered
into in the former deal for $50,000 worth
of city debentures. It will be remem-
bered that those bonds bore interest at
the rate of six per cent per annum.
They were negotiated by the chief exec-
utive of the city at a considerable ex-
pense. There was a trip made to the
east in order to seek out capitalists will-
ing to loan the city that sum, and there
was in one way and the other consider-
able expense inyolved in the transaction
before the arrangement was finally con-
summated with the Guarantee Loan &
Trusts company of Toronto.

With all this work and expense the
debentures were not in proper shape,
and the courts set them aside because of
the several illegalities that were cen-
nected with them. The chief of these
was agreement ‘‘A,”’ which improperly

provided that the sinking fund be depos-
ited with the Guarantee Loan & Trusts
company, instead of being invested in
the securities provided by law or placed
in one of the chartered banks. Another
fatal defect was that the agreement
made the loan a first mortgage on the
assets of the city. .

The Bank of British North America is
a local institution and has a large and
growing interest in the welfare of the
city, because of its investments in the
gshape of loans in hundreds of enter-
prises and other things. It will be called
on to pay its pro rata on the debentures
and it has given the city very advanta-
geous terms. In fact they could scarcely
be more favorable when the conditien of
the money market is considered and a
better bargain could hardly be made.
What is still more advantageous, thereis
no agreement ‘“A’’ with its manv one-
gided provisions attached to the bargain
between the bank and the city.- Taken
altogether the matter is worthy the ap-
proval of the citizens and no one who
has the best interests of the city at
heart will hesitate a moment before vot-
ing for the adoption of Bylaw No. 28.
Seeing the matter as we do it seems im-
possible to conceive how any sane person
 can fail to register a vote for this meas-
uare. It should be adopted without a
dissenting voice.

A LONG DISTANCE ORITIC AN-
SWERED.

The expediency of constructing a
wagon road between Rossland and
Boundary is doubted by the Mining
Record, a perioglical published at Vie-
toria. This long range critic goes on to
state that the project is questionable, in
the face of the fact that the Roesland
Board of Trade has lent its endorsation
to it. Notwithstandinge the screeds di-
rected against this project by the Trays,
the Blanches, the Sweethearts and the
other feists of the mosquito press of the
Province, it is certain that this road,
sooner or later, will be built, because it
is absolutely necessary for the proper
development of the country between
here and Boundary.

In the first place, a highway will be
constructed to the summit of Sophie
mountain this ‘vear. Five miles is
already built to a point in the vicinity of
Barney’s ranch. This will be extended
by the Tupper syndicate and the gov-
ernment to the top of Sophie mountain,
where there are a number of promiging
properties, and at present 50 men are em-
ployed developing the Velvet, the Port-
land and other mining properties. This
is Rossland’s most promising suburb,
and it is essential that it be opened to
the merchants of this city by a wagon
road. Tt will not be long before more
than a hundred men will be at work
there, and the txpde of that section b

not lose it because the construction of
five miles of a wagon road stands in the
way. Then there is a gap of 18 miles
between Rossland and the trade of the
Boundary country, and an all-Canadian
route will be built into this promising
region. For the small sum of $500 per
mile, this can be builf so that stages and
small loads can be taken over it.

About nine miles beyond the sumfnit
of Sophie mountain is the Big Sheep
creek mineral region, which must be
opened with a wagon road, and the trade
of which cannot help but come to Ross-
land. The road must be extended
thither, if for- no other reason than to
tap this rich section. :

If the road is built this far, as it will
be, then there will only remain nine
miles between this city and the Bound-
ary country. With this very small bar-
rier standing between us and the traffic
of Boundary, will a halt be called and
the cry go up that we can go no farther?
It is patent that the- work of construc-
tion will be continued, notwithstanding
the false prophecies and the uncalled-for
advice of the long-range critic of the
Mining Record and the.rest of his tribe
in the Province, who, in their small
way, convey & vast amount of mijsin-
formation to the public.

For instance this editor says that to
construct this wagon road, a distance of
“gixty or seventy miles’’ would be trave
ersed and it would cost about $30,000.
The road that TaE MinER advocated was
from Rossland to Oascade City, and the
entire distance is only 28 miles, and five
miles of the road is already constructed.
This isonly a specimen of the misin-
formation, contained in the Mining
Record. It further statesthat the coun-
try between the city of Rossland and the
Boundary country is very rough. Of
course it’s rough,but it is hot half so
rough as itis to have soill informed
a man as the individual who wrote the
article in “question telling the public
what he does not know about the pro-
posed wagon roed.

It is to be built for the purpese of hay-
ing a better means of communication
with our fellow-citizens of the Boundary
country. Another object to be gained
is that we will not be compelled to go a
long way around on American territory
in order to reach Boundary and that
the people of that country may
travel over this same route when pleas-
ure or business compels them to come
to this citys We want this road so that
we can help in the opening up of the
miperal végion between here and
Cascade City, and eventually secure
gsome of the traffic of the Boundary
country; we want - it. ‘80 that
the trade of the Boundary country
may be enjoyed by Canadians instead of
going to the United States as it does at

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THE CITY MOURNED

Hundreds Pay a Tribute of Respect
to the Departed.

THE SERVICES SIMPLE

Cortege That Followed the Body to the
Station Was the Largest Ever Seen
in This City—All Classes Were in
Line—To Be Buried at Butte.

All Rossland was in mourning Thurs-
day over the sad death of Captain Wil-
liam E. Hall, the superintendent of the
Le Roi, who was' killed Wednesday
evening by falling dewn the shaft of the
mine. Never in ite history has the
camp been plunged into such deep sor-
row as attended the newe of his pitiful
ending. The catastrophe was on every
lip; all who knew him were his friends,
and to hundreds his death brought a
sense of personal bereavement bhardly
jess than if a near relative had passed

away. '

Short, simple services were held Thars-
day at the Masonic hall, and the body
was sent away on the noon train for
burial at his ol ne, Butte. The .
mangled remains, torn and brui by
contact with the eruel rocks, were on
view from 8 to 10 o’clock Thursday
morning at Beatty’s undertaking par-
lors, and scores of friends took a last
view of the captain’s body. At 10:30
o’clock, after the corpse had !been sur-
veyed by the coroner’s jury, it was
carried to the Masonic hall on East Co-
lumbia avenue, escorted by the pall-
bearers, W. T. Oliver, Wm. Martin, E
W. Liljegran, J. H. Barnes, N.F.Town-
send and A. S. Goodeve, all fellow
Masons. At the ball the lodge held a
short, private session, and the remains
then lay in state for half an hour, when
perhaps 600 people paid the last token of
respect to their dead friend.

Shortly before noon, the funeral cor-
tege started for the station. It was
headed by the Odd Fellows lodge, and
then came the Masonic fraternity under
whose auspices the funeral was con-
ducted. Immediately after the line of
Masons was the hearse, escorted by the
pallbearers; it was followed by sleighs

carrying the captain’s two sons, Samue
F. and William E. Hall The proces-
sion was coneluded by the Miners union
and a long line of citizens on foot. 1t
was by far the most largely attended
funeral ever held in thecamp, and prob-
ably in the Kootenays. 1t extended
from the Masonic hall to Washington
street, a distance of three blocks.

At the Red Mountain station, where
the cortege was joined by perhaps 150
citizens, short services were eld by the
Masons, led by Frederick Bristow, and
the remains were deposited in the train
to be carri
accompanied - by the captain’s sons,
Samuel F. and William E. Hall, and
Worshipful Master George N. Taylor,
and Senior Warden Dunn, representing
the Masonic lodge.

At Spokane the remains were
received at the station’ by Mrs.
Hall and her two daughters, together
with a delegation from the Le Roi com-
pany, and the commandery of the
Knights Templar, of which degree he
was a member.

Captain Hall’s daughter, Mrs. New-
oro, and her husband, of Butte, were
wired of the catastrophe, and arrived in
Spokane last evening. They will ac-
~ompany the remains to Butte together
with the rest of the funeral party.

The Le Roi was closed down Thurs-
day, as was also the Iron Mask. The
Centre Star likewise closed operations
during the funeral. The miners from
all these mines, together with all the
others in the camp who could get away,
were present at the services yesterday.

The flag at the Sunset mine and at
several other places was at half-mast
Thursday in respect to the memory of

- the departed superintendent.

L. F. Williams, the secretary of the
L& Roi comapany, came up from Spokane
Thursday and took charge of the prop-
erty. The news of Captain Hall’s sud-
den ending has affected the officers of
the company so deeply that no arrange-
ments have as yet been made regarding
his successor, but Mr. Williams will re-
main in charge for the present.

A report was current on the streets
yesterday that Captain Hall intended to
resign his position with the company.
Indeed, the story was circulated that the
captain would have left the company on
the evening when he was killed, and
that he had just completed his final in-
gpection of the properfy when the fatal-
ity occurred. Both stories were alto-
gether false. Captain Hall had no in-
tention whatever of quitting the Le Roi,
and the compeny would gtrenuously
have declined to consider his resigna-
tion.

‘Captain Hall left his family well pro-
vided for. Besides property worth per-
haps $40,000, he left cash to the amount
of $25,000 and life insurance amounting
to $20,000.

DEATH OF CAPTAIN HALL.

Coroner’s Jury Found That His Death
Was Due to Accident. .

The coroner’s inquest on the remains of

'Captain Wm. E. Hall, who was Kkilled

by falling down the shaft of the Le Roi,
was held Thursday and resulted in a ver-
ofdict accidental death. Coupled with
this finding was the recommendation that

the government appoint an inspector of
mines to look after the safety of the
mines in this vicinity.

Dr. F. Bowes, the coroner, presided,
and the jury was as follows: John J.
McKane, foreman; H. W. C. Jackson,
Geo. A. Fraser, R. W. Hamill, WwW. M.
Wood and Max W. Cone. Only three
witnesses were examined—Nicholas Tre-
gear, the foreman of the mine; T
Bewley, the engineer “who saw the cap-
tain fall into the shaft, and Louis Geirke,
the station tender, who witnessed the
descent of the body at the 600-foot level.
Their evidence was substantially the
same as the story of the accident pub-
lished in THE MINER yesterday.

Captain Hall, it seemed, came safely
in the skip to the surface, together with
Mr. Tregear, the foreman. The latter
jumped promptly out and walked away,
but the captain made several ineffectual
efforts to 1ift himselt from the skip be-
fore he at 1ast succeeded. When at last
he did manage toclamber out he stepped
upon the narrow beam, 10 inches wide,

Perhaps his leg gave way as he stood on
the beam, and before he could catch
himself he was plunging down the shaft.

The . jury brought in a verdict as
follows:

“We, the jury, empaneled to investi-
gate the death of Captain William E.
Hall, find that the deceased came to his
death by falling accidentally a dastance
of 600 feet from the cross beam separat-
ing the two compartments in the Le Roi
mine, and we beg to point out to the

rovincial government “that no mining
inspector has been appointed to look
into the safety of the miners in this
vicinity, and we recommend that such
an appointment be made forthwith.”

Its Total Yield For Three Months Was
$28,500.

NEeLsoN, Jan. 5. — |Special.] —Ti;e
Fern mine, on Hall creek, has made its
gecond clean-up, which brings the total

yield for the three months it has been
working, ug‘ to $28,500,and the expenses
$12,000. he clean-up just finished
covers a period of 44} days, from No-
vember 14 to December 31st, 1897. The
bullion shipped amounted to $9,631.93 ;
concentrates, $1,939.42; ore, $1,608.03,
making a total of $13,179.38 produced b
the mine during the 44 days. The bul-
lion was in the shape of gold bricks,
which were shipped through the Bank
of Montnbal. The report of the mill run
for the 1,068 hours shows the average
number of tons per day to have been
28.11, making a total of 1,251 tons milled.
The free gold recovered was $7.70 per
ton, and concentrates $1.55, making a
total value of $9.25 per ton. The aver-
age duty per stamp for 24 hours was 2.81
tons. Mr.Innes states that he expects
to see the output three times as great as
soon as the cyanide plant and another 10
stamps are working. The most import-
ant thing at present is the cyanide plant,
and this will be in operation as soon_as
possible. Ore has been found in the No.
3 tunnel, 200 feet before it was ex
It shows two feet of good shipping ore
and the depth is26 feet. A tunnel is
now being run that will tap the ore body
at 125 feet deeper than tunnel No. 3, and
it is expected to be in ore in five weeks,
The report shows that the average ex-
penses are about $4,000 per month, but
a large share of this has been used for
development and exploration work.

«s A fter conferring with representatives
of the Miners’ union, I deeided early
last spring that all men emplo;ed on
public works should receive at least $3
per day, and at the next meeting of the
council I laid the matter before it.. The
proposal met with general opposition,
even from Alderman J ohnson, but
stood by it. How would they like, I
urged, to sugport a family in Rossland,
where evervthing is so high, at less than

council, a motion, which I suggested
and seconded, was introduced to the
effect that the city pay $3 per day on
public works, and I succeeded in getting
it carried. In the face of these facts,
my political enemies are circulating the
canard that I am no friend to labor.

«Quite apart from politics, and speak-
ing as a business man, I am heartily in
favor of good wages for mechanics and
laboring men. In fact, 1 believe that
for some classes of gkilled labor a $3 rate
is altogether too low. Wherever you
find a town where wages are high, there
.you will find general prosperity in all
classes, not only among the workers, but
among the business and the professional
men as well, for it is the laboring man
who produees, while the business man
and his compeers exist only by the work-
ingman’s toil. '

“In the face of the fact that I sue-
ceeded in establishing a $3 scale for
workmen in the city employ, in the fate
of my well-known views on the question
of high wages, the enemy still circulates
the reports that ‘Wallace is the foe of
the laboring man; Wallace believes in
low wages.’” I need not tell you that
these rumors are only campaign lies and
election dodges. These are tactics we
are not using, nor do we intend to use
them. We need notlie about our op-
ponents—the truth is worse than any lie
we could possibly invent.

THE STAR STORY REFUTED

American Lines Absorbed the Local
Rate and the C. P. R. Was Com-
pelled to Follow Suit—True Situa-
tion Has Been Misrepresented.

A recent press dispatch from Montreal
quotes to the extent of nearly a column
from an interview published in the Mon-
treal Star and accredited to a ‘“Promin-
ent Ontario Liberal.” The greater por-
tion of the dispatch deals with the rail-
way 6ituation in Rossland, and the
Columbia & Western is charged in un-
measured terms with having retarded
the development of the camp by charg
ing excessive freight rates into the city.

The Columbia & Western’s tariff, when
added the C.P. R.r rates, made the
combined charge o high, according to
the “Prominent Liberal?’ that Rossland
merchants were able to buy in the
United States and pay the duty rather
than to meet the exorbitant charges
demanded by the Columbia & Western.
The effect was that the trade of Ross-
land had been diverted from Manitoba,
Ontario and. Quebec to United States
oints, and all because the Columbia &

estern declined to reduce its freight

rates.
What Mr. Jackson Said.

H. A. Jackson, the traveling traffic
agent of the Great Northern, was seén
by a MINER reporter Friday evening in re-

gard to the dispatch. '

«*The facts of the matter are these,”’
said Mr. Jackson: ‘‘The American rail-
roads are in direct, competition with the
C. P. R. for the trade of Rossland, and
they reach every jobbing point in east-
ern Canada that is tap by their Can-
adian rival. They will take freight at
any point in ‘the east, carry it in bon
through the United States, and deliver it
into Rossland at precisely the same rate
as will the C. P. R.

«3A ¢ 3 matter of fact, a majority of the
business from eastern Canada into this
district is carried over the American
lines, but the freight rates charged by the
Columbia & Western have nothing to do
with that.

«“Up to the first of the year, Trail and
Northport were both common points of
either the Canadian Pacific or the Am-
erican roads, and the freight rate from
any point in the east was the same to
either town. :

«The Canadian Pacific, by means of
its line of steamers on_ the Columbia
river, reached Trail or Northport, and
the American roads got into the latter
town via the Red Mountain railway.
Freight into Rossland was carried from
Northport, 16 miles, by the Red Moun-
tain line, and from Trail by the Colum-
bia & Western, a distance of 13 miles.
Each of these roads charged the iden-
tical freight rates for this short haul.

& A Case in Point.

THOSE KIEL SPEECHES.

They Were Delivered By the Emperor
and Prince Without Preparation.

‘BeruLIN; Jan.8.—From a gentleman of
the immediate entourage of the emperor
the correspondent of the Associated
Press learns that both Emperor William
and Prince Henry’s sensational speeches
at Kiel were wholly extemporary. Not
a line was written. Prince Henry was
taken wholly by surprise, and being
quite unused to public speaking deliv-
ered his remarks in a manner which he
would not himself have approved of if
they had been submitted to him pre-
viously in’ writing. No control, how-
ever, being possible, notwithstanding
the circumstances, the speech went forth
to the world to his and to his majesty’s
chagrin. In this connection the same
authority contradicts the often published
statement that every word the emperor
utters in public is carefully written and
approved. On_the contrary, it apoears,
his majesty seldom prepares his remarks,
as they are mostly impromtu and deliv-
ered on the inspiration of the moment.
This is true in relation to all of the em-
peror’s sensational and often quoted

speeches.
MRES. MAYBRICK’S PARDON.

He Friends Will Try to Obtain It on
New Lines.

LoxpoN, Jan. 8,—Recent advices show
that the supporters there of Mrs. Flor-
ence Maybrick have finally decided to
abandon the attempts which they have
go long persisted in, to secure the release
of the American woman from prison on
technical grounds. Their future

efforts will be based upon arguments
that the punishment which she suffered
is excessive and disproportionate to the
sentence customarily imposed for the
crime of attempted poisoning, which
they assert is what was attempted to be
proven ~against her, and appeals
for clemency owing’ to rs.
Maybrick’s physical con ition. The pos-
gibility that clemency will be extended
to Mrs. Edith May Carew, who was con-
victed of poisening ber husband by the
British consular courtin Japan,and who
was recentlv brought to the English
prison wherein Mrs. Maybrick is con-
fined, has rekindled the hopes of Mrs.

Mayprick’s friends.

Great Britain’s Foreign Markets.

Loxpox, Jan, 8.—The foreign trade of
Great Britain during 1897 was the largest
in its history. The total imports, ex-
ports and re-exports amounted to, £745,-
423,000. The increase was entirely in
imports and re-exports, the decline in
exports amounting fo £5,795,000. The
growth of the imgort.s is almost entirely

ue to large purchases of produce in the
United States, amounting to £114,600,-
000. The greatest quantity of exports

were textiles.

VELVET IS A WINNER

A Splendid Body of Excellent Ore
Has Been Uncovered.

IS VERY RICH IN COPPER

The Width of Vein, Which Is in
the Bottom of the Shaft, Will Not
Be Known Until It Is Crosscut—Mr.
Dabney Back From Ymir.

J. Edwards Leckie, the engineer in
charge of the development of the Velvet
on Sophie mountain came in Friday even-
ing from the property. Mr. Leckie says
that the drifts, which have-sbeen com-
menced in each direction from the 100-
foot level in the shaft, are showing up a
magnificent body of ore. Neither wall
is in sight, and the width of the vein at
the bottom of the shaft will not be

known until a crosscut is made. The
ore at the 100-foot level , shows copper
ore in about the same proportions as at
the higher levels, although there is also
some increase,in the proportion of white
iron.

The shaft was started down on the
footwall, but although the dip of the
vein subsequently changed, the shaft
was continued on the same angle as
before. The ore, while not existing in
any extensive body as yet, is scattered
over the entire width of the vein 80 far
ag it has been disclosed, and it is likely
that a fine streak will be found on either
the hanging or the foot wall.

Mr. Leckie brought in with him some
fine specimens of copper ore, which have
attracted much attention.

He says that as soon as work in the
drifts has progressed a little further a
c;evat will be set to work deepening the
shaft. '

Work Started on the Lincoln.
Work has been started on the Abraham
Lincoln on Sophie mountain, and five
men are employed sinking a shaft. On
the Umatilla group seven men are em-

ployed, and the Velvet is working 23 at
present, with the likelihood of an early

increase in the force. ‘The Santa Rosa,
sust across Big Sheep creek fromr ‘the

elvet, is employing five men, 80 that
all in all about 35 men are at work in
that vicinity. The development is prov-
ing most satisfactory.

The tunnel on the Santa Rosa is in
about 70 feet, and numerous seams of
ore have been met, but it will be per-
haps 200 feet yet before the ledge is en-
countered.

A Statement From the Coxey.
L.LaPlante, the foreman of the Coxey,
on Red mountain, has just completed
his statement to the company for the

four months ending January 1. Work
on the property is being carried on by
hand and five miners are employed.
During the period named 154 feet of
tunneling was accom;liehe_d, a blower
and pipe put ‘in and’100 feet of snow
sheds put in.
