ORE SHIPMENTS SLIGHTLY RE-
DUCED BY STOPPAGE FOR
REPAIRS.

PROSPECTS FOR A MUCH HEAV-
IER OUTPUT IN THE
NEAR FUTURE.

The ore shipments from the Rossland
camp for the week ending last night are
somewhat lower in the aggregate than
those for the preceding week. This re-
sults from the cessation of shipments
from the Le Roi mine on one.day of thie
woek while certain alterations were be-
ing made to the machinery. This is re-
ferred to elsewhere in this column. The

shipments for the month are in- a -meSt

satisfactory condition however, and
give promise of an entirely new record
in point of ore production.

During the current year, the shipments
will take a substantial stiide forward.
The management of the Le Roi mine
announce that 24,000 tons will be ehip-
ped from that property in February, a

material advance on January's outzput.l

The Centre Star and War Bagle mines
will in all probability ship for the ma-
jor portion of the month, and with the
growing production of the Le Roi No.
2 the camp should wind up the month
with from 35,000 to 40,000 tons of ore to
its credit.

Le Roi—The principal feature in con-
pection with the Le Roi mine during
the past week has been the letting of
the big comtract for sinking below the
1,050 ‘foot level. This work went to men

¢ at present employed in the mine, among

whom ame several men reputed to be
among the most skilled shaft men in
the Northwest. The work cannot be
started immediately, that is so far os
the shaft work is concerned, and a
period of possibly ten days will elapse
before this is got under way. In the
meantime the drifts can be commenced.
On Saturday and today the operation
of the mine has been partially suspend-
ed to permit of muech needed repairs to
the plant. The machinists are engaged
in babbiting the spindle of the big
crusher on the head gear, a task re-
quiring considerable time and hard
work.  The wom liners in the same
machine have already been  replaced.
These mrepairs will be completed some
time on Monday, and operations will
then be resumed on the former scale.
While the repairs to the crusher have
been under way no ore has been hoist-
ed, which accounts for a glight falling
off in shipments for the week, but
advantage was taken of the respite to
remove  the bulkheads in the main
shaft ‘at the 800-foot level to the 900-
foot level, to whichi point the big skips
will in future descend. The cages will
also be dropped ‘to the 1,050 level,
thus expediting the new development
work. With the repairs to the crusher
eompleted the handling of ore wilf be
substantially improved, and mno aiffi-
culty will be found in catching up with
thie ore production by operating a night
shift for a few days. The management
proposes to ship 24,000 tons of ore dur-
ing this. month.

Le Roi Neo. 2.—Mining and develop-
mwent operations are proceeding quietly
at the Le Roi No. 2, with most satis-
factory results. ‘The statement is made
that the opening up of the deep levels
is going ahead rapidly and that the ore
bodies are developing splendidly.

Centre Star—Operations during
week have been confined principally to
development work on the various levels,
particularly in the main shaft and in
the 600-foot level east of the shaft. It
is at these points that the high grade
ore zone is being re-opened by the deep

! workings. Some ore has been broken
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down pending the commencement of
shipments
Works at Trail, but the delay in thé
completion of the repairs and altera-
tions to the smelter has caused the
postponement of shipping, which the
company had hoped to Have under way
by the first day of the present month.
It is gemerally believed from reports to
hand from Trail that the smelter will
be prepared to blow in its copper fur-
naces mot later than the 15th inst. and
that shipments from the Rossland mines
will be started a few days prior to thie
actual pesumption of the smelting plant.
War Eagle—The same ‘conditions af-
fecting the Centre Star apply to the
Wa¥ Eagle. Development is proceeding
on all the principal levels and in the
main ' shaft. Diamond drilling is under
way on the 800-foot level, and will prob-
ably be followed by active development
work in the section of the mine under
investigation. Considerable ore has been
broken down to stamt the shipments as
soon as the Trail smelter-is in shape to
receive ore.
Velvet—Shipping has not yet been
oommenced from the Velvet, buft it 1s
nderstood that the negotiations with
e smeltérs as to rates will be con-
nded shortly and that the ore will
ien Be sent out. A considerable ton-
.age has already accumulated at Vel-
vet siding ‘on the Red Mountain road.
Kootenay—Thie = deyelopment of the
Kootenay mine has been carmgd ahead
steadily - during the week, although
some trouble was had during the ex-
cessively cold weather| by reason of fro-
zen pipes. Nothing of a serious nature
occurred, however, and practically no
time was lost. The drifts on the 400 amd

600-foot levels were advanced, and the
results are said to be very satisfactory.
The statement ,is made that recemtly
some of the finest ore in the Rossland
camp has been located in the Kootenay
mine.

Nickel Plate—Development work only
has been camied on during the week,
and good prpogress has been made on the
various levels, Nothing of special in-
terest has occurred in connection with
thie property.

Sptizee—A marked advance has been
mede during the week in connection
with the development of the Spitzee by
the doubling of the crew. In future,
the immediate future at least, two
shifts will be worked in the property
for the purpose of pushing the drift
,on the 100-foot level ahead as rapidly
as possible. Some 30 feet of tunmelling
|is to be done on this level before the
management takes up othen features of
development. The work has dragged
slightly in the past, and there is a de-
sire on the part of the company to have
the work completed as soon as possi-
ble. Later a program of development

MR. CAMPBELL, OF THE HALL
MINES SMELTER, SPEAKS
HOPEFULLY.

SILVER KING MINE TO RESUME
SHIPMENTS IN A SHORT
TIME.

J. J. Campbell, commercial manager
of the Haill smelter at Nelson, B. C.,
was in the city for a few hours yester-
day on business in connection with the
plant, In reply to a query as to the
latest feature of the silver-lead sitna-
tion, Mr. Campbell remarked that while
there had been no decided change the
prospect was brightening. Within the
past.few days the London price for lead,
on the basis of which the Canadian lead
producers are settled with, had ad-
vanced and now stood at £11 10s. He
regarded the prospect of furthex advan-
ces in the very near future as likely,
and this would materially relieve the
situation.

The copper furnace at thie Hall stpdt-
er is temporarily dark, but the Silver
King mine resumes shipments almost
immediately and this will cause the fur-
nace to be blown in at once. The lead
furmaces are all busy.

One of Mr. Campbell’'s missions Jin
Rossland was to confer with the man-
agement of the West Kootenay Power
& Light company relative to the pro-
posed changes at the Hall smelter, where
the present steam plant is being entirely
‘superseded by electrical power appara-
tus. The motors, bte. necessary to com-
plete the alteration are DOW being
manufactured, and some time will elapse
before the smelter is operated by elec-
tricity.

Hill tramway and leaves this mormng,
for Spokane where he is to submit a '
tender for another tramway to be 18
miles in length. Word cam: in from
the mine yesterday that everything was
working: satisfactorily.

This tramway has been rather Ciffi-
cult of construction and has occupied
the contractor since October 7th, with
the exception of about three weeksl
when work had to be closed on account
of not being able to hiaul the heavy cable
over the bad roads. It is built on a Sys-
tem known as Riblet’s patent automatic
system;- one merit of which ig -that t.hti
labor of only one man is required i its

, & men to Work the brake—
gravitation does the rest. Bach bucket
is capable of carrying 1,000 pounds ot‘
ore and the tramway of delivering 200|
tolulna.dauyaitt.'nhou'm.'.I.‘heoreinI
Joaded automatically into the buckets
at the top, the buckets are self-duwmp-
ing and the ore falls in an ore chute |
and from this drops into special ore
wagons or sleighs which, ‘when they
reach the lake, are again emptied from
the bottom into ore chutes from whiich
it again falls by gravitation into rail-
way ore cars placed on banges. These
barges are towed to the end of the ra.ll-i
way at Procter and the cars are hauled |
to Trail, where the ore is again dis-~
charged from the botbom, so that from |
the time the ore is loaded into’ the ore
cans in the mine till it reaches the
smelter yard there is no handling of it.
The output of the mine is thus moved
to its destination as economically as
modern appliances can devise. The only |
saving that could be suggested is the
construction of a railway from the lake
to the end of the tramway. s

The design of the tramway is one that
has worked very successfully. It dif-|
fers from most others in that the we'ight:
of the bucket is borne on a statiomary
track wire; the buckets are, as well, |
attached to a travelling wire whose only
purpose is to guide the motion and to
bring up the empties wihich is dome by
the downward tension of the descend-
ing buckets. The track wire is suspend- |
ed by a tension of ten tons, given by |
a case of rock at the lower end. This|
wire mests in grooved saddles at the’
top of stanchions while the traction
cable passes over revolving bearers. |
The merits of the system are the taking
of weight off the moving wire and the,
consequent lessening of friction.

The Silver Hill tramway is two miles'
long, has a fall of 2,100 feet and ‘is the |
longest two-wire system in British Co-|
lumbia and the eighteenth one Mr. Rib-

'let has built in this province. All the

parts of it, with the exception of the |
cable and the castings, were made in his
works at Nelson. The towersareof four
posts each, the arms being braced to the
uprights. The longest span is 2,000 feet.
The track cable is one inch in diame-
ter and the travelling cable three-
fourths of an inch. They are made of
the best English steel wire and were
wound in Montreal. The track cable
was specially made to order and con-
sists of only two pieces. There is a
break in the center for the tension sta-

nected by & guide mail carrying the load
from the upper to the lower cable. The
ordinary speed at which the cable will
run is 300 feet per minute, or about three

d one-hbialf miles per hour,

A Crimean Veteran Asphyxiated in
New York.

NEW YORK, Feb, 4.—James Reid, a
British veteran, whose patriotism here
and on thie battlefield of Balaklava has
won him two medals, is dead in this
city from asphyxiation. The old sol-
dierj, on retiring, had turned the stop
cock of a gas heater in the wrong direc-
tion, and when he was found im his lit-
tle three-room flat the gas fumes hbd
done what the bullets of the Crimea
had failed to do.

THE PATRICK TRIAL

Medical Experts Testify as to Cause
of Death.

NEW YORK, Feb. 4—The trial of
Albert Patrick for the murder of Wil-
liam M. Rice, the millionaire, has
reached the stage where the exact
cause of his dcath was called into
question before the court.

The state placed on the stand Ru-
dolph Witthaus, Professor Henry P.
‘Witthaus, chemical and pathological
experts, and E. F. Donlin, a former
coroner’s physician, to prove the
chloroform theory. Dr. Donlin testi-
fied that when he performed the au-
topsy on Mr. Rice’s body he found a
congestion of the lungs. Professor
Witthaus testified that upon making
a chemical analysis of Mr. Rice’s or-
gans he found more than three-quar-
ters of a grain of mercury in them.
Professor Loomis gave similar testi-
mony.

The defense trie dto show that this
congestion might result from heart or
kidney disease, and that the presence
of mercury might have been caused by
embalming fluid.

DISCOVERY MADE JUST IN TIME
TO PREVENT SERIOUS
RESULTS.

a widespread rebellion, ‘which was to
involve the whole Chinese empire, was
received by the stcamer Glenesk. The
discovery of the plot was made while
the court was at Kaifeng, when an un-
successful attempt was made to de-
stroy the palaces and their inmates by
fire. After the failure of this attempt,
some of the incendiaries were arrested
by the Honan provincial officials, and
torture was at once applied- with a
view of extorting a confession. One of
the conspirators, aged 18 years only,
at last broke down and confessed. He
told of attempts that were made to
wreck the imperial train and fire on
the Dowager Empress from the side of
the line. ‘

A search of the captured men’s
houses resulted in the discovery of
correspondence and detailed reports
on the strength of garrisons of all the
cities of importance in China, and &Il
particulars relating to their strength
and defence.

The books of the society, containing
the names of the members, were also
found, and there will be wholesale ar-
rests. Correspondence was also found
from the Chinese reform association to
the conspirators. When the plot was
discovered ample guards were placed
along the route by Viceroy Yuan Shih
Kai, and the court was not molested
en route. Had the plot not been dis-
covered the court would have delayed
long before going to Pekin.

RAILWAY MERGER.
Report That the Supreme Court Has
no Jurisdiction.

NEW YORK, Feb. 4, —Private
‘Washington despatches say the su-
preme court was unanimous in favor
of deciding that the court was without
jurisdiction in the Northern Securities
case, but that the justices insisted that

an elaborate opinion be handed down.

This accounts for the postponement of
the decision, which will not be deliver-
ed before the court reconvenes on
February 24.

It is thought the effect of the decis-
jon will be to throw the suit back
into the supreme court of Minnesota,
where, probably, in some different
form it will begin over again and
doubtless ultimately reach the United
States supreme court.

THE SUPPLY OF FUEL

ANSWER TO THE CHARGES RB
J. J. HILL AND THE CROW’S
NEST CONTROL.

CLEAR LETTER FROM A PROM-
INENT RESIDENT OF

To the Editor—There is a violent out-
break against the Crow's Nest Pass
Coal company in the Nelson Tribune
and a few other journals that move
mysteriously in unison with it, As in
thle unsuccessful attempt to prevent the
construction of the Crow’s Nest South-
ern comnection, James J. Hill is made
the bogey man seeking to destroy the
smelters on the Canadian side by shut-
ting off their supply of fuel. Thie ab-
surdity of this pretended alarm is ap-
parent in British Columbia, as it was
when the provincial legislature granted
the charter’ while the Dominion mem-
bers from the eaStern provinces were
trembling with fear. But the declara-
tions of our western systematic alarm-
ists are prepared specially for the east-
ern market, where their origin and pro-
cess of manufacture are unknowm, and
they are sent over the wires. as the de-
clarations of prominent western news-
papers. The whole scheme is organized
and promoted by the C. P. R. for the
purpose of secuming control of the coal
measures south of Morrissey creek, and
a sufficient motive is found in the fact
that the Crow’s nest coal is the only
thing worth having in .the west that
is not already in tHe clutches of thiat
great philanthropic corporation. The C.
P. R. people were happy in their mon-
opoly of the railway, feeling assured
that such a cinch would enable them to
gather all the profits of the mines and
coke ovens by their familian method
ot adjusting charges to the emduring
power of the trade. But the building
of the Crow’s Nest Southern has given
the coal company a means of escape from
the railway monopoly. and now there
is no other plan available but to secure
possession of the coal measures. The
Nelson Tribune makes the following de-
claration, clearly inspired by the C. P..

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HARDSHIPS AND
SUFFERING

Details of the Mishap to
Marines in Crossing
Samar.

Séveral Men Lost and the
Remainder Now in a
Bad Way.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 1.—General
Chaffee has cabled to the war depart-
ment a report of the march of Major
Waller and his marines across Samar.

It is the first full account of the march
and tells a tale of terrible suffering
and hardship. Major Waller, _four
officrs and 50 men of the Marine corps,
Lieutenant Lyles of the Twelfth In-
fantry and 36 native bearers started
during the last week in December from
Lanang on the east coast' of Samar to
cross the island to Bazy, about 35
miles distant. The story of their suf-
ferings is told in the following des-
Datch.

The war department is advised of
the trip of Major Waller, four officers
and 50 men of the Marine corps and 36
native bearers with four days' rations,
who started the last week of Decem-
ber from Lanang on the east coast of
Samar to cross the island to Bazy,
about 35 miles on the map. The trail
at one time existed, but is now found
in places only. Lieutenant Lyles,
2 Twelfth Infantry, accompanied the
command. Incessant rains from the
start, swollen streams and other na-
tural obstacles made progress extre-
mely slow. When the rations were
consumed the men became exhausted
rapidly, dropping on the way. Major
‘Waller separated from Captain Porter,
Lieutenant R. P. Williams and the
magor part of the men and proceeded
toward Brazy, where he arrived Jan-
uary 9th with two officers and 13 men,
also Lieutenant Lyles. He returned
to the mountains next day with relief,
but returned to Brazy about 10 days
later unsuccessful.

Porter was to build rafts, but the
wood would not float. The second
day after separating from Waller
Porter moved toward Lanang, arriv-
ing January 1lth with two men, and
all exhausted physically and mentally.
Lieutenant R. P. Williams and over 30
men were left in the mountains in a
simnilar condition with native bearers.

A relief expedition under Lieutenant
Kenneth P. Williams, First Infantry,
was detained in starting for two days
by a storm raging and a torrent river.
He started on the 13th; reached the
marines ‘the 18th, saving Lieutenant

THE WORLD’S GOLD SUPPLY.

It has been reckoned that in the de-
posit of clay on which the city of
Philadelphia stands there is enough
of the metal to gild the fronts of all
the buildings in the place. Here the
amount is so small that it has no
more prospective value than that con-
tained in the sea water. Thus, while it
may be said@ that wherever a person
may be on the surface of the earth,
or on the ocean, there is likely to be
gold .enough within a mile of his feet
to make him a millionaire, the places
where gold can conceivably be won
at a profit are relatively few.

The most important increase that is
to be looked for in vein mining arises,
however, from the rapid improvement
in the modes of applying power to
such work. The gain in this regard, in
the last half century, through the in-
vention of power drills, more effective
explosives, better hoisting systems and
more efficient methods of treating the
ores, is such that, on the average, in
terms of labor, it probably does not at
present cost one-third as much to
win and treat a given amount of ore
from underground mines as it did in
1850.

Making no allowance for future im-
provements in mining, we may evi-
dently expect a very great and rapid
increase in.the annual supply of this
precious metal from the betterments
already effected. As to the extent of
this gain there is no basis for a trust-
worthy reckoning; but those who
have some idea of the amount of gold-
bearing veins which can with skillful
mining be made to yield a profit at
the.present rates of interest, will prob-
ably be disposed to agree with me in
the opinion that, at anything like the
present price of labor, the yield from
this group of deposits is likely within
20 years to exceed $500,000,000 per an-
num.—Prof. Shaler in the International
Monthly.

OUTLOOK IN AUSTRALIA.

The latest advices from the Common-
wealth indicate that the year 1901, not-
withistanding the prevalence of the dread-
ed drought, has been moderately pros-
perous, and in consequence, our colo-
nial kinsmen are, on the whole, faimy
well satisfied. In commercial circles
there has been a marked absence of fail-
utes of houses of any importance, and,
in view of the financial catastrophe of
a few years back, this speaks well for
the increasing stability of the recon-
structed fabric of commercial credit. At
the moment thle famous tariff bill, which
was introduced into the house of rep-
resentatives as far back as October 8th,
is the dominant topic of discussion, both
ingide the federal parliament and out-
side among the public at large. It has
already undergone some commendabple
modifications, and by the end of Feb-
ruary next, when it shall have complet-
ed its stormy passage, it will doubtless
bear a more businesslike aspect. Mean-
while trade is suffering from thie umcer-
tainty which must continue to exist
until the details of the measure are fin-
ally stereotyped. The outlook for the
opening year is promising. The drought
is disappearing and though there may
be a shortage in the wool clip, thie wheat
harvest will probably equal, if not ex-
ceed that of last year.

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DEAD IN THE SHAFT

PETER B. HOLCOMB MEETS WITH
FATAL ACCIDENT IN THE
WAR EAGLE.

THE EXACT CAUSE OF THE FA-
TALITY NOT YET MAYE
KNOWN.

Feter B. Holcomb was accidentalh'i
killed at the War Bagle mine yester-
day afternoon. The cause of the acci- |
dent has not been established, but the |
iryression is that Holcomb fell down
the shaft while at work, crushing his

|
skull on_the timbers where the body |

lodged: An inquest will be held today
to establish the facts as far as possible.

The fatality was discovered at 1:3)
o'clock when Foreman Tippitt de-
scended the shaft with Electrician Me-
Vicar. Mr. Tippitt was standing near

near the edge of the skip and was sud-
denly startled by coming in contact
with Holcomb’s body, which was wed-
ged against the timbers at a point about
50 feet above the station on the 400-foot
level. An investigirion was jmmediately
made, but it was discovered that life
had fled, and the hndv was taken to ithe
surface, whence it was removed 10
Lockhart & Jordan’s mortuary.

The deceased man nad worked at the
Centre Star and War Bagle for the past
two months, or since the mines resumed
operations. He was termed a ropeman,
and his duties were to attend to the
cable in the shafts of both mines, to-
gether with the rollers used as guides,
which require more or less constant oil-
ing. This tookx him into the shaft ‘fre-
quently, but an arrangement existed
whereby he controlled the skip and had
it stopped when peérforming any duty
in a dangerous position. Yesterday no
notice was served on the engineer to
shut down the skip, and it is beleved
that Holcomb fell from some point
abeve the spot where his body was dis-
covered, and that his skull was frac-
tured by the fall. Today’s inquest will
possitly shed some light on the fatality.
Dr Reddick, the coroner, was motified
an? decided that official inquest was
necessary.

The late Peter ‘B. Holcomb was about
35 years of age, and unmarried, so far
as is known here. He was a native of
Lambertville, New Jersey, and friends
there have been communicated with.
He was a member of the Masonic fra-
ternity, identified with the lodge at
Lone Pine, Nebraska. The officers of the
fraternity have taken steps to notify
the Nebraska brethren and will take

charge of the funeral arrungements if

the remains are interred in Rossland.
Holecomb came to Rossland a couple of
months ago, and was regarded by the
mine management as a thoroighly ex-
perienced and competent man wr his
especial work. He was industrious 2nd
popular among his fellow workman. An
investigation of his papers showed that
he possessed mining intesests in Alaska.

TRUSTEES, MAYOR AND ALDER-
MEN HOLD AN INFORMAL
CONFERENCE.

THE QUESTION OF KEEPING EX-
PENDITURE WITHIN THE
REVENUE.

A joint meeting of school trustees
and members of the city council took
place yesterday afternoon at the city
hall. The members of the two important
civie bodies concluded it was best in the

| interests of the community generally

that they should meet and discuss such
matters as were of common interest
prior to taking final steps respecting
{heir fiscal policies during the year,

[ nence the conference. The trustees have

mn thei. hands the expenditure of a
large sur of.money for school purposes, |
and they wished to know exactly where -
the city stood in regard to its finances, |

on the ground that a thorough know-
ledge of existing conditions would be
of value to them in the financing of their
own department of the corporation s
business. In attendance were Trustees
McCraney, Galt, Grigor and Mrs. Chis-
holm, Mayor Clute, Aldermen MacKen-
| zie, Daniel, Armstrong and Embleton.
| The meeting was informal, there being
{no chairman.

As it was the trjustee board that sought
the information, much of the Session
whas devoted to figures and facts rela-
ting to the city’s financial standing. it
was demonstrated conclusively that the
strictest economy was essential for the
ensuing year, and that the city council
would have an extremely trying prob-|
lem to finance the city smoothly. It
wus demonstrated that even without
the schiools to support the counctl would
have found difficulty in putting the city
through on the same basis of revenue
and expenditure as last year, and that|
to bring both ends together it was pro-
posed to custail in every  possible' di-
rection. An estimate was given.as to the
year’s expenditure and the statement
made that a saving of something over
$4,000 was to be made by lopping oft
the outlay in certain. departments. The
full text of this policy of curtailment
will be made public, in all probability,
| at next council meeting.
| Such was the condition of affairs be-|
fore the council reached the polnt\
where its could také up the school fin-
ances. Under the Municipal Clauses
| Act the levy for school purposes is re-
stricted to two mills, and such a levy!
would ohly net the city $3,000 under the
most favorable circumstances. This
leaves the council in the position of
being compelled to supplement the
levy for school purposes out of the levy
for general purposes, which is restrict-
ed to 15 mills, and all of which is sl-
ready appropriated, largely in fixed ex-
penditure.

MONEY FOR SCHOOLS

ESTIMATES FOR THE YEAR AS
REVISED BY THE BOARD
OF TRUSTEES.

SCALE OF TEACHERS' SALARIES
REDUCED FROM THAT
PROPOSED.

The question of school teachers’ sal-
aries was finally settled at the meeting
of the board yesterday afternoon.
Some increases are granted, and sev-

eral of the increases are of a more

substantial nature than was deemed
wise by at least one of the board, but
the aggregate is substantially reduced
from the original estimate and yester-
day’s proceedings will relieve the rate-
payers of several hundreds of dollars
in taxes during the present year.

The aggregate estimated expenditure
for teachers’ and janitors’ salaries as
originally contemplated was $12,615.
Under the amended estimate this is
reduced to $11,960.

In addition the estimates for the en-
suing year call for an appropriation
of $2000 for fuel and miscellaneous ex-
penses and $415 for insurance, although
it should be borne in mind that the
outlay for insurance covers a period
of three years from date.

The sum asked by the trustees from
the city is therefore $14,375, less the
amount of the government grant,
which is placed at $8500, leaving the
sum to be raised by tg,xation $5875.

The trustees will also ask the coun-
cil to consider the matter of making
further grants under the head of ex-
traordinary expenditures. The school
act does not allow the trustees  to
make’ a peremptory demand under the
heading of extraordinary expenditure,
as is the case with ordinary school
outlay. However, the board _would
like to have placed at their disposal
$2000 for fitting up four - additional
rooms at the Cook avenue school,
which may be required before the end
of the year. This outlay would have
its compensations, as the school at-
tendance would necessarily have in-
creased sufficient to augment the gov-
ernment grant substantially. The
sum of $200 is also asked for grading
the grounds- about the Cook avenue
school. As thus compiled, the esti-
mates will go to the city council on
Tuesday night next.

At one stage of the proceedings there
was some crossfiring between the trus-
tees. Trustee Grigor in discussing the
increases in salaries stated that in
his opinion the board would be justi-
fied in demanding the resi; tions of
half the teachers on the sm on the
ground of {nefficiency.

PETER B. HOLCOMB'S DEATH
DUE TO SOME UNEXPLAIN-
ED ACCIDENT.

NO BLAME TO BE ATTACHED TO
MINE MANAGEMENT OR
EMPLOYEES.

Peter B. Holcomb came to his death
in the shaft of the War Eagle mine
by accident, and no blame can be at-
tached to the mine management or

-

any of its employees for the fatality.
This is the verdict of the coroner’s
jury which went into the case and
heard all the evidence that could be
produced to throw light upon the man-
ner in which the fatal accident oc-
curred.

Yesterday the following citizens were
empannelled as & jury by Dr. Reddick,
the coromer: Frederick Bauer, fore-
man, Iver E. Almstrom, Frank D. For- |
tin, Fred Rutherford, Herman L.
Nicholson and Joseph E. Lancaster.
Sergeant Bradshaw, of the police de-
partment, acted as clerk of the court.

The inquest convened al the city hall
during the afternoon and proceeded to
the mortuary at Lockhart & Jordan’s
establishment, where the body was in-
spected. The court then went to the
War Eagle mine and were taken to
the points in the shaft where the body
was discovered, and where some of the
deceased man’s belongings were found,
demonstrating the location in which
he was working shortly before the
fatality. |

Evidence was taken in the office of
the War Eagle company, where Dr.
Reddick held court for the convenience
of the employees of the mine, who
would have lost considerable time in
coming down town. Superintendent |
Davis, Foreman Tippitt, Electrician '
McVicar and others were called before
the jury to give information. The
evidence all went to show that while
the exact cause of the fatality could
not be established, there was no rea-
son to doubt that the deceased had
taken the usual precautions and that
his death was not therefore caused by
the negligence of anyone. The opin-
jon was expressed that he had fallen
down the,shaft through a mis-step or
other means of which no one will ever
learn.

After the proceedings on the hill an
adjournment was taken till last night,
when the jury brought in its verdict
at the city hall.

MENCE HIS PASORATE
THIS MORNING.

THE REV. GENTLEMAN'S CAREER
AS A TEACHER AND A
CLERGYMAN.

(From Sunday morning’s paper.)

Rev. J. Burtt Morgan, B. A, will
assume the pastorate of the Rossland
Baptist church this morning, bringing
to the work a strong personality and
pulpit ability in a marked degree. He
is 35 years of age and Canadian by
birth, having been born in Frederick-
ton, N. B. His education was obtained
in the collegiate school of Frederick-
ton, under the tuition of Dr. George
R. Parkin, the well known education-
ist who is now at the head of the
Upper Canada college. On matricula-
tion Mr. Morzan entered Acadia umi-
versity, graduating in the class of '87
with first-class honors in mathematics
and metaphysics. His oration on be-

half of the graduating class was con-
sidered to be the first among the many
delivered on the occasion. He then
took a position on the staff of the
Baptist college at Woodstock, Ontario,
as professor of junior mathematics
and sperintendent of the preparatory
class; at this time the subject of this
sketch was 20 years of age.

On November 23, 1894, Mr. Morgan
was ordained into the ministry of the
Baptist church, and has labored stead-
ily in the ministerial field since. His
first charge was at Jacksonville, N.
B. Prior to coming west Mr. Morgan
was pastor at Aylesford, N. 8., for a

number of years, the town being the

thriving centre of the famous Annapo-
lis Valley. On assuming the pastorate
of Aylesford Mr. Morgan found 'the
church heavily involved financially,
and otherwise in an undesirable con-
dition. Before the close of his pastor-
ate the deficit had been wiped out,
and a new church erected that stands
today as one of the best equipped edi-
fices, outside of the cities, in the mari-
time provinces. ?

INCIDENTS IN_
GERMANY

A{ Very Grave Question
Concerning Prince
Henry’s Visit.

American Control of Ger=
man Steamships Not
Relished.

BERLIN, Feb. 1.—Prince Henry of
Prussia will not officially arrive in
America until he has walked across
the Thirty-fourth street pier at New
York, ascended the Hohenzollern’s
gangway and the Imperial standard is
hoisted.

Various suggestions have been cabled
from Washington as to where and
how the prince shall be transferred
from the Kron Prinz Wilhelm to the
vacht. Prince Henry has decided that
it will be most inconvenient for the
steamship to dock on one side of the
pier and the Hohenzollern on the
other. He will leave the Germéan liner
and step on board the yacht, where he
will receive Mayor Low and other
members of the*fvelcoming party.

The U. S. ambassador, Andrew D.
‘White, the secretary of the U. S. em-
bassy, John B. Jackson, and all the
other members of the embassy will as-
semble at the railroad station tomor-
row to bid an official farewell to Prince
Henry, who will leave Berlin at 9 a.
m. for Kiel. The prince will return
from Kiel on February 9th to receive
the Emperor’s farewell instructions,
but it is expected that he will go to
Potsdam and will not visit Berlin.

The U. S. naval attache, Commander
‘W. H. Beehler, will see the prince off
at Bremerhaven. Every berth on the
Kron Prinz Wilhelm has begh taken,
a thing previously unkno at this
time of the year,

to today’s Woche advocating some sort
of governmental measure to prevent
Americans from acquiring German
steamship lines. Among the sugges-
tions is that lines be officered by gov-
ernment officials, the ownership re-
maining in private hands, as in the
case of the Reichbank, or making the
ownership of such stock unlawful for
non-Germans.

He says however that as
a result of his inquiries he does not
believe Americans have bought much
German steamship stock. Prof. Von
Halle believes it is theoretically pos-
sible ‘for Americans to buy a major-
ity of the stock of German companies,
but he says German financiers do not
believe the Morgan group of capital-
ists possess such irresistible capital as
outsiders imagine, and ' ‘asserts’ that
the seemingly gigantic capital of the
United .States is so strongly watered
that it might disappear in times of
a crisis. :

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THE POLICE COMMISSIONERS.

The personnel of the new board of
police and license commissioners has
been announced.. In the gentlemen
chosen by the provincial government
to act in the capacities mentioned,
Rossland has an assurance that her
best welfare will be carefully looked
after. Possessed of large property in-
terests in the city, Commissioners
Clute, Hamilton and Walker can be
depended upon to further every move-
ment aiming at the advancement of
Rossland’s best interests. The charge
has been made that we are now go-
ing to have what is known as a “wide-
open” town. If we correctly interpret
the phrase, a ‘“wide-open” town means
a locality where crime and criminals

of all sorts are the paramount factors

difference between a “wide-open”

town and a ‘tolerant town. We think

SETTLERS FROM THE STATES. ,

An eastern exchange remarks: “Can-
ada is apparently ‘found out’ as a field
for settlement. Americans are coming
into the west in large numbers, and mi-
gration from this source is likely to in-
crease every year. As the United States
becomes more densely populated; the
overflow will -naturally be' into Canada.
“They are farmers well acquainted with
western methods of agriculture, .and
generally men of means, who will require
o government aid and very little gui-
dance. There is also a strong movement
towards mnorthern Ontario, It has been
found that the land improves in qual-
ity as progress is made northward, and
there is a large region in which thie cel-
<bra; 0. 1 hard wheat can be grown.
The land 48 virtually as good as prai-
mie for sthe settler, for the timber, when
«<ut, can be sold at a price which will
amply repay the labor of cutting. The
duilding of the railway to the head of
Xake Temiskaming will, of course, be
an immense boon to thie setilers, and
it will also give casy access to the beau-
tiful Lake Tamagami, which is sure to
become a point of attiraction for tour-
ists. When the mailway is built it will
not be very long before the great inland
sea tdwthe north is reached. A railway
to James Bay has been talked of foi
many years, and it seems likely to be
accomplished gradually and naturally,
through the progress of settlement. In
the development of this northern region
Toronto and this portion of Ontario has
a special interest. The peminsula bound-
ed by Lakes Huron, Eme and Ontario
ought to be kept in close touch with
northern Qnmtario, so as to obtain its
full share of benefit of the growth of
that region.” According to a dispatch
sppublished yesterday, British Columbia is

flow of Amerjicans into Canada. The im-
migration of over a hundred families in-
tending to settle upon land in this pro-
vince may be the beginning of a con-
siderable influx. There are plenty of op-
portunities in the agricultural line to be
found on this side of the border for
which no parallel can now be found in
the states, and it would seem natural
that wideawake people should try to
seize them.

CO'IMENDABLE PROMPTITUDE.

The new board of license and police
commissioners has displayed com-
mendable promptitude in arranging
for certain necessary changes on the
police force. The retirement of Chief
Vaughan and the installation in his
stead of Mr. Ingram will meet with
the approval of a vast majority of the
citizens., Chief Ingram is a man whom
the citizens can depend upon to do his
duty on all occasions, and there will
be little disposition to dispute that the
choice of the new board of police com-
missioners has been a wise one.

PUBLIC SCHOOL EXPENDITURE.

The wisdom of curtailing expenditure
on our schools until our city finances
are in better shape, is forcibly illustra-
ted by the state of affairs in Toronto,
which prides itself upon being the cen-
tne of the educational system of On-
tario. Under the caption “Loaded With
Debt” the Globe publishes the follow-
ing letter from S. Alfred Jomes, the
new chairman of the Toronmto public
school board, to Mayor Howland:

“I desire to inform you of the con-
dition in which I find certain matters
on assuming my duties as chairman of
the Toronto public schiool board. The
board is at present imgdebted in comsid-
erable sums of money to its teachens,
and to the workmen, contractors and
merchants who have rendered services
and delivered goods. Complete estimates
were furnished the council early last
year, giving all details as required by
statute. Of the amount asked from the
city by these estimates, the sum of $69,-
000 still remains unpaid, being the am-
ount withheld by last year’s council.

The public ‘school board is now be-
ing threatened with actions at law at
the suit of some of its creditors. I de-
gire to notify you of this fact, in order
that this year’s council may acecept,
with its eyes open, the responsibility
of putting the board’s creditors and the
ratepayers to the great expense which
these various lawsuits will entail, As
you are aware, the - school board can
offer no defense whatever to these ac-
tions. This means not only that the rate-
payers will be called upon to meet the
costs attendant upon each individual
lawsuit. but algo the expense of the

To any of the members of the council
who take pleasure in making compari-
sons, the fact may not be devoid of in-
terest that the Toronto public school
board is a body which has, during the
past year, kept its expenditure within
its estimates. I trust and believe that
this matter will receive the .early and
earmest consideration of the council.
Eihe necessity for prompt action is ob-
ous.”

The school system in British Colum-
bia is similar to that of Ontaro. Our
school trustees have the same power of
fixing expenditures ‘and requiring the
city to defray them. Any extravagance
on thie part of the trustees at the pres-
ent juncture would probably zesult in
bringing about the same state of affairs
as exists today in Tm'onio, namely, 1i-
abilities incurred bv the board of trus-
tees on behalf of the city, but repudi-
ated, or at all events, left unpaid by
the city. Of course the liability to pay
such estimates continues to exist, but
it would be poor satisfaction to an un-
paid teacher ‘(for instance) to have to
bring action against the trustees or the
city, and wait several months before the
claim could be enforced.

THE MISSING CONDOR,

There is unhappily but too much
reason for the fear that the sloop of
war Condor has gone down, with the
160 officers and men on board. Very
strong evidence of a disaster is fur-
nished by the finding of the boat on
the west coast of Vancouver island
that has been almost positively iden-
tified as belonging to the missing war
vessel. A despatch from Vancouver
yesterday pointed out a small chance
for hope in the story of the flagship
Repulse, which was missing for weeks
after encountering a flerce storm on
the Pacific in 1874, but afterwards
turned up safe. The weak point here
Is that the number of vessels plying
on the Pacific has been very greatly
Increased since 1874, and it would
seem almost impossible that some one
of this great fleet should not sight
the Condor if she is drifting helpless
and report the matter ashore. On the
other hand, it would be somewhat re-
markable if only one boat should be
found of all the wreckage that must
result from the foundering of a ves-
sel of that class. But making due al-
lowance for all the favorable circum-
stances, it must be regretfully con-
cluded that the weight of evidence is
%against the theory that the Condor
is still afloat and drifting. If~ events
should prove differently the rejoicing
for the safety of the vessel and her
people will be great in proportion to
the depression now caused by her dis-
appearance from view. The despon-

ate in a position to judge that she was
not built so as to be seaworthy. The
Victoria Colonist touching upon this
point offers the following remarks:
“Everyone vet hopes that the Condor
will yet be heard from, but the an-
xiety concerning her fate is very great.
To criticize the admiralty is an un-
usual thing in this part of the world,
but when a landsman is told what sort
of a ship the Condor is, he feels like
calling the building of such a craft
and sending her to sea, loaded with
valuable lives, a crime against the
nation. The low freeboard and high
bulwarks of the Condor were an in-
vitation to disaster, and surely it ought
to be possible to avoid the construc-
tion of such vessels. Ships of the
Condor class are meant for the high
seas. If that is not their purpose,
there is no excuse for them. They
should therefore be built so as to re-
duce the chances of disaster to a min-
imum. Experienced seamen say that
if a heavy sea boarded the Condor she
would retain so much water within
her bulwarks that she could not rise
to the next sea that came. it is also
said that her sister ship went out to
sea and was never heard of again. It
has been stated that the Condor’s cap-
tain declared that she was not a safe
ship. If these things are true, what
possible justification can be pleaded
for putting sailors aboard such a ves-
sel and sending them abroad?”

TEMPERANCE EXPERIMENTS.

The geustion of securing temperance

.reform by means of prohibitive legis-

lation is a more or less live one in
various parts of Canada. In Great
Britain a reform movement has been
launched on different lines and is at-
tracting public attention in a consider-
able degree. The people, engaged in
it, many of whom are prominent in
various ways, are associated under
the name of the People’s Refreshment
House Association. The society was
organized in 1896, and is composed of
eminent philanthropists and Chris-
tian people, with the Bishop of Ches-
ter as presidént. A writer in The Bos-
ton Transcript, who describes the work-
ing of the system, takes as an example
a saloon that the society is about to
open in London. He says:

“This drinking place will be man-
aged by a man who will have no in-
terest whatever in pushing the sale of
alcoholic beverages, but who(.;wlu have
a ‘direct pecuniary interegt in getting
people to take non-alcoholié¢” drinks,
because, upon the latter, in addition
to his fixed salary, he will get a gen-
erous commission. He will also have
an inducement to push the sale of food,
for this department of the  business
will be entirely his own venture, and
to his own private purse will accrue all
that can be made out of it. This slum
public has hitherto been uncleanly.
It has been a place where filthy lan-
guage could be heard, and where the
landlord would have every incentive
to encourage excess, and to break the
law which forbids the selling of liquor
to children and drunkards. But, under
the People’s Refreshment House As-
sociation, all these features  will be
changed. = The occasional unexpected
visit of an inspector will ensure scru-
pulous cleanliness, and also that the
atmosphere is kept as pure as possi-
ble morally, and that none of the re-
strictive features of the license laws
are ‘broken. Tea, coffeeand cocoa will
be obtainable at all hours, and these,
with other temperance beverages, will
be kept to the front. Always, too, there
will be cool water on -the counter for
public service without cost. All the
same this house, like the others man-
aged by this reform associition, will
keep in stock every kind of liquor and
beer, and the manager and his bar-
maids will serve the same to all .com-
ers of proper age who do not give evi-
dence of inebriety. They will be oblig-
ed to do this, just as other publicans
are, by the provisions of their license.”

Another and more recent temperance
organization operating on similar lines
is the Public House Trust Company.
The aims of this do not differ from
those of the older society, and its plans
of operation will be the same. But the
People’s Association, while doing good
enough work on a limited scale, shows
no signs of organic multiplication;
whereas the Public House Trust will
only inspire and direct the movement
from London; the management and
local propaganda will be in the coun-
ties and large towns. It is hoped that
before long every county and borough
will have its own Public House Trust
Company. Twenty of these are already
formed and getting ready for work,
though the new movement is scarcely
a year old.

The distinguished men who are go-
iIng in for this new reform are not
temperance men in the Canadian sense,
Not one of them is a total abstainer,
and none would have anything to do
with temperance movements of the
ordinary kind. But the public house,
as it is, they believe to be a curse.
It is run for personal gain, when it
ought to run in the interests of the
public. It is a mere drinking bar, and

they want to convert it into a respect-

able place of refreshment, giving as
good a chance to non-intoxi-
cants as to intoxicants, and as-
sociating drinking more generally
with eating. The inspiring leader of the
Public House Trust movement is Earl
Grey, and with him are associated, in
addition to those already named, the
Dike of Norfolk, the Bishop of Roches-
ter, Earl Stamford, Cardinal Vaughan,
head of the Roman Catholic church in
England, the Duke of Northumber-
land, Lord Stanhope, Lord Goschen,
Lord Avebury, known to the philan-
thropic world as Sir John Lubbock,
the Marquis of Ripon and' many other
equally distinguished. The results of
these English experiments will be
watched with a good deal of interest

in more than one country.

BUSINESS CONDITIONS,

At the recent annual meeting of the
shareholders ‘of the Canadian Bank of
Ccmmerce in Toronto, the geneml
manager, B. E. Walker, gave his usual
review of the business conditions of the
country. Such reviews by Mr. Clouston
of the Bank of Montreal and Mr. Wal-
ker are naturally and correctly accepted
by the public as authoritative. As to the
general situation, Mr, Walker said: “If,
however, without further comment, we
were to say that the past six months
had witnessed a very satisfactory ex-
tepsion of the prosperity of the previous
yvear, we might, perhaps be negarded
as having sufficiently covered the situ-
ation. Indeed, what is most generally
noticeable is that throughout Canada
and the United States, whatever may
be in store for us in the comparatively
near future, there is little sign as yet
of a check in our prosperity. It is not
as if there were no eddies in the current
of bussiness affairs. Local checks of a
quite serious nature are frequently oSc-
curring in ome part or the othler of
North Amernica, but they do not so eas-
ily as in the past affect the gemerhl re-
sult. The wheat crop may fail as it did
a year ago in Manitoba; the corn crop
in the United States may shrink as it
has this year to the enormous extent
of six or seven hundred million bushels,
and the oat arop may shrink one hun-
dred and fifty million bushels; thire
may be incipient panmics in Wall Street,
which only very strong menare able to
quell; there may be collapses of even
gigantic speculations; entive mining
areas may disappoint the most confident
expectations; particular kinds of trading
and of manufacturing may experience
reverses, and so on; but the total result
of the energies of the people shows ‘a
distinct progress, This happy staté of
affairs will some day be altered. We are
glad to' notiice, however, that there is
much. less speculative spirit in many
communities, and more care is being ex-
ercised in making investments. In view
of our good crops and the great volume
of goods being sold, this is perhaps
what is mainly necessary at the mo-
ment.”

Dealing with British Columbia more
particularly, Mr. Walker offered some
very interesting remarks, saying: “Not-
withstanding the unsatisfactory state
of some kinds of mining and thee effect
of this on other trades, the general out-
come of the year to British Columbia
has been good. The catch of salmon, as
expected, was very large, and although
prices are disappointing, the result as a
whole has been the distribution of mon-
ey for labor on a greatly increased scale,
the liquidation of many debts, and the
addition of much wealth to the province.
There seems to be no reason why, if
this industry is carried on by mem; with
adequate capital and expaﬁénce, it
should not be a great source of wealth
for all time to come, and for thiis rea-
son its importance can scarcely be over-
estimated. It has, perhaps, been too
easy in the past to borrow money for
salmon canning, but lenders are begin-
ning to recognize that, as in other
trades, success comes in proportion to
the results of a precise knowledge of
the conditions which surround the bus-
Iness. Labor is ome of the great ele-
ments in salmon canning, end it is to
be hoped that if the government or
individual politicians interfere, it will
be with a view to protecting an industry
which, because of the shortness of the
season, is peculiarly at the mercy cf
the striker. The lumber industry i pros-
perous where the prairie and other mar-
kets to the east can be reached, un-
profitable in most o. the mining dis-
tricts and unsatisfactory in the foreign
trade, It has, in our opinion, neverthe-
less, a great future, . It may have to
wait a furthern depletion of eastern for-
ests, but in any event the growth of the
Pacific Coast provinces and of tthe Asi-
atic trade will assure its ultimate suc-
cess as a leading industry. The growth
of coal mining and coke making is
quite satisfactory, and already the pay-
rcll of the Nanaimo and Crow’s Nest
collieries are foundation-stones in the
industrial structure of British Colum-
bia, although but the promise of what
thiey may reasonably hope to be in the
near future. In other branches of min-
ing there is little of a satisfactory na-
ture to be said. We must, however, dis-
tinguish clearly between mining ven-
tures which have failed because the nec-
essary ore does not exist and other en-
terprises where lack of present success
is due to conditions which are mot likely

that for nepeated labor troubles, high
freight and smelter charges, the low
prices of silver and lead, and the recent
fall in- copper, the mining industries of
British Columbia would be in a flour-
ishing condition instead of the reverse.
The market prices must, of course, take
their natural way, but is it not to be
deplored that an industry in which
suceess is in any event difficult, should
be hampered by legislation regarding
labor, which can only result in destroy-
ing the power to employ labor? We can
but hope 'that the legislators of Brit-
ish Columbia will gradually learn how
unwise it is to kill the goose thiat lays
the golden egg. In the coast cities amd
tcwns the ecollections blaver been good,
building operations are on an increas-
ing but healthy scale, and while there
have been some -faitures, they are re-
lated to an unsound state of trade and
credit which is gradually passing away.”

It may be too much to hope that Mr.
Walker’s advice will prevail with the
legislators of Bmitish Columbia, present
and bo come, but at any rate it leaves
them no excuse in the way of igno-
rance of the financial expert’s view of
past foolishness.

We are glad to learn that Mr. Bernard
McEvoy has put into shape for pub-
lication in book form the delightful ser-
ies of letters contmibuted by him to the
Mail and Empire during his recent ex-
tended tmip through Western Canada,
in the course of which he visited Ross-
land. The volume ig entitled “From the
Great Lakes to the Wide West.,” Wil-
liam Briggs has the work in fhiand,
and will issue it in his best style, illus-
trated  plentifully with picturesque
scenes—new plates from mecent photos
—along the route across continent. Mr.
McEvoy writes with the easy, sprightly
style of the practiced journalist; he
possesses the eye of a keen observer,
and the faculty, rare enough, and there-
fore all the more to be valued, of giv-
ing things their proper pnoportion. As
might be expected, the touch of the
poet is frequently in evidence, especially
in the many exquisite passages descrip-
tive of the scenery witnessed en route.
A vein of light humor runs through/ all
the chapters, greatly enhancing the
reader’s enjoyment. Certainly no vol-
ume since Principal Grant’s “Ocean to
Ocean’”” was published gives anything
like so engaging a picture of Canadian
travel. Its value can scarcely be over-
rated as a capable estimate and de-
scription of Canada’s great Western
heritage. '

The total miles of railway now
operated for traffic in the world are
estimated at 484,348. Of these about
one-third are owned by the govern-
ments of the countries in which they
are located. Germany owns at least
nine-tenths of hers; Austria-Hungary
nearly one-half, and Russia two-thirds
of her outfit. Italy owns nearly all of
hers, and leases to private companies.
France is stated to come into posses-
sion of hers about the middle of this
century, but has been considering the
propriety of getting them sooner. The
various Australasian communities con-
trol nearly all of their railroads and
the same is true of India. The United
States and the other countries of
North and South America, which rep-
resent now over half the mileage of
the world, are almost the only govern-
ments of importance that do not have
some direct interest in their railroads,
except Great Britain.

Ther is naturally keen speculation
in the east over the purchase of the
Canadian Atlantic railway on account
of the Vanderbilts. Many at once con-
jectured that the road was acquired
with the idea of making it a link in a
through road across the continent, and
although Dr. Webb entered a polite
denial that theory is still strongly
held.

He was intoxicated, it is claimed,
but this only aggravagated his offence,
for the average man canmot be trusted
with a revolver if he is overstocked
withe “red eye.” The police learned of
the episode and promptly placed Mr.
Shilback in limbo. His case was dispos-
ed of at yesterday’s session of the police
court,

Judge Boultbee was especially severe
in his comments on the gun carrying
practice. “There is too much of this
thing altogether,” remarked his wor-
ship, after passing sentence om Shil-
bock. “I am determined to put an end
to it once for all, and hiave decided that
the yext man convicted in this court
of carrying a dangerous weapon will
be sentenced to a term in the provin-
cial jail at Nelson without the option
of a fine.”

Of course
every reader of the Miner knows that
Mr. McHarg served as a sergeant with
the corps throughout the entire cam-
paign, and that after his return to Ross-
land he attained the rank of first lieu-
tenamt in ithe Rocky Mountain Rangers.

MESSAGE FROM
FATHER PAT

a new country is in fancying ourselves

Memorial services for Rev, Henry Ir-
win, M. A., “Father Pat,” were held in
St. George’s on Sunday. In the moring
the rector referred feelingly to his life
and character, pointing out especially
his prevailing istic of unsel-
fishness and large hearted service to
others.. “The vices which Christ con-
demned above all others—pharisaism
hypocrjisy, contempt of others, hardness
of lleart, were as far as possible re-
moved from him; while the virtues
which Christ exalted most of all were
his to & remarkable degree, especially
thait /cHatity which covers a multitude
of sins; though as “Father Pat” him-
self said, ‘it will take a lot of charity
to cover what Christ covers in each one
of us.”

In the evening extracts from some of
“Father Pat’s ” sermon motes, found
in the pocket of an old cassock, were
Tread as his message to his former ocon-
gregation. The prevailing topics were
brotherhood and the reality of the
other world, teachings which wete borne
out remarkably by his life.

A few extracts are reproduced, which
speak for themselves, though their full
force is missed witlhlout the context.

1. On the Good Samaritans—“A hated
Samaritan became his foe’'s keeper and
brother, for all are children in the
Father's home. Unheard of, unread of,
undreamt of, novelty! What it must
have carried with it to those whio heard
it first! How little do we dream whht
it carmies to us in the old age of Christ-
endom! Is it true that brothers dasp
the hand of brothers, stepping fearless
through the night? or do we keep the
other hand free in case of danger? It
makes one rather afraid of the glad
hand, having a follow on with a mailed
fist. So says the sceptic as he looks
aglong 'the roadside of human life amd
sSees s0 many wounded lying by the
wayside, with never a hand to help
them among the many passersby. But
Christ has not lost His power, nor man
either. No! a brother’s hand is known
by its gmip to be the most powerful
force left us on earth, but the reason
of it is only found in the eternal truth)
behind it, that man is again nearing
through Christ what once he was. His
power is the live healthy force it always
was to prove that man is his brother’s
keeper.

“Thy touch has still its ancient power,
No word from Thee can fruitless fail,
Hear us this solemn evening hour,
And in Thy mercy heal us ail.”

“Greater love hath no man than this,
that a man a man lay down his life for
his friends.”

“You don’t know yourfriends; your
real ‘friends are often forgotten in your
crowd of acquaintances. It takes more
than a mere liking to make friéndship,
and friendship is nothing to what bro-
therhood is.”

“Unlike, different as could be made,
brotihlers are always one in heart. What
would we do without them? When all
else has gone by and left us—there is
the brother who never forsakes, never
forgets, and the old home and the ‘Fa-
ther’s House.” ”’

“Brothers! What endless secrets are
hid in this religion of brotherhood—
our élder brother’s brotherhood! Man
never forsaken, never forgobtten, going
home, home with them all again, home
in the Father's house, saved by a
brother’s hand, saved by a brother’s
passion, saved for home. Saved by a
stranger’s hand, saved by an unkmown
prayer—but saved. Though the recovery
be slow it is never doubtful—for the
care 'ig inflallible, the touch of a broth-
erfs hand.” 2

On seryice of others—"“It is easy
to  suggest ways and 1means to
help others for Christ’s sake. Only
be honest enough to gauge your
whole life by your little acts of char-
ity. Charity covers a multitude of
sins, but all we can do will never be
enough to cover what Christ covers
for each one of us. ‘Though your sins
be as scarlet they shall be as white as
snow.” But only in Him. Not in our
name or anyone else’s. For Jesus’
sake let us do something for others—
something that will bear the light of
eternity upon it. For His sake, all for
Him and none for self.”

British Immigration.

The Hon. J. A. Smart, deputy min-
ister of the interior, who has done
much towards improving  emigration
agencies in this country, is now in
London accompaniéd by Mr. W. J.
‘White, who is the chief Canadian
emigration agent in the United States.
Although last year the tide of emigra-
tion to Canada ran strong, at the same
time a number of British emigrants
of a very desirable class stopped in
the States, and it is towards obviating
this occurence as much as possible
that Mr. Smart is now over here. The
great Canadian harvest and the pros-
perity which accompanied it should
prove attractive to -the agricultural
class who find an ever-increasing
struggle for existence in this country.
It cannot be tod widely known that
Manitoba. and the Northwest offer
greater advantages than any of the
great grain producing districts in the
States, and, so well is this realized
that an ever-increasing number of
American farmers find their way into
the Northwest Territories each year.

Today the path of the emigrant is
made smooth, the cost of transporta-
tion is low, and, on arriving at a Can-
adian port, government officials meet the
vessel and give every possible assis-
tance to the new colonists. They are
able to obtain the most reliable ad-
vice as to the best locality for their
means -and  experience, land is given
them, and everything is made easy,
and in the course of a few years, with
harvests such as they " have been en-
joying, the struggling agriculturist who
found it impossible to make two ends
meet in the old country, will find him-
self a prosperous and well-to-do set-
tler. We hope in a future issue
give a detalled account of the reor-
ganized department of emigration in
the Canadian government office.’

And it is of this time of the year, in
the spring of 1887, I will tell a story,
only one of many, showing the fear-
lessness ‘and manhood of him. whom
thousands in the province were proud
to call friend—“Father Pat.”

The spring of the Jubilee year was
marked by more than an ordinary
number of snow slides, and everyone,
on the eastern slope of the Rockies
particularly, had more than enough to
do. Offices, roundhouses and « freight.
sheds were emptied, and all hands
were more than tired of shovelling
snow. There had been a pretty big
slide just west of Bear creek which
after some 18 hours of hard work was
only half removed, when, without a
minute’s notice, down rushed another
along the same avalanche cleared
slope of the mountain side, partly fil-
ling the cutting. A large gang of Ital-
ians were working at the west end,
and a run was made for safety. But
three were too late. When their fel-
low workmen returned nothing was
seen but another immense mound of
snow, yet all knew that somewhere
underneath it were three human
lives slowly flickering~ away to be
quenched with the last spasm of suf-
focation. Many went to work and the
snow flew as: it rarely flies even un-
der the pressure of “clearing the
road.” It took an hour to uberate the
three, but a spark of life still re-
mained.

The Italians, unaccustomed to the
effects of physical exhaustion, gave
their fellows up for lost, and gathered
roind them with many expressions of
sorrow. A few of the more religious

But with his ath-
letic frame and a life in danger “Father
Pat” was capable of almost anything.
It took him half an hour to get the first
one over, when we at the other end, re-
cognizing his form, wemnt out to meet
him. His burden was soon relieved, and
many volunteered to go back with him.
but he refused any assstance with a
cheerty “That’s all right, boys, I'll pack
’em over, sure enough.”

Three times he went across that slide
loaded with his living burden, and
three times the yard engiue reni te
Donald with a half dead, exhausted
Italian, coming back twice to find an-
other waiting. “Facher Pat” went on
with the last one, tired out but hapyy,
and almost everyone in the now dis-
mantled railroad town went out to
meet the engine at the hospital. Nothi
much was said, but when a subscription
came round for church funds the boys
 all dived pretty deep for it.

" “Father Pat” has gone, Donald has
ceased to exist. His church even has
been torn down and re-erected at Gel-
deu, but none of us who knew Lim
tiren will ever forget the whole-souled,
companionable man who truly rollo_wed
the Christlike precept of ‘“‘going about
deing good.”

Newfoundland’s Contribution.

The Ancient Colony has given a
contribution to the Empire that is
worthy of more than a passing refer-
ence. Unable from circumstances to
despatch a contingent to South Africa,
the colony has acquiesced in a request
made by the Imperial government, as
a contribution to Imperial interests, of
a value that, perhaps, only the people
of Newfoundland can really estimate.
For another year—we must hope the
last—has the Newfoundland govern-
ment consented to the renewal of the
modus vivendi between Great Britain
and France, in regard to the French
shore question. It is not difficult to
understand that the Imperial gov-
ernment desires to postpone negotia-
tions with France on this matter until
it has brought the war in South Africa
to a conclusion. But there has been
a strong expression of public opinion
in Newfoundland that the temporary
agreement with Franch should not be
continued after the close of 1901. Now,
under present circumstances and at
the request of the Colonial office, New-
foundland has withdrawn her opposi-
tion to a renewal of the agreement
rather than embarrass the Imperial
government. This action by the peo-
ple o6f Britain’s oldest colony will be
appreciated throughout the Empire,
and furnishes another _of the many
proofs that the war has called forth
of the unity of the people of the Em-
pire, whether their homes are in the
Northern or the Southern hemisphere,

A PROVISIONAL PROGRAMME
DRAWN UP BY THE CARNI-
VAL COMMITTEE.

The Winter Carnival takes place in
Rossland on February 20, 21 and 22,
and the committee is losing no time in

getting down to details. Last night
a largely attended meeting of the com-
mittee took place and excellent pro-
gress was made with the arrangements
for the celebration.

The prinicipal feature of the meet-
ing was the adoption of a provisional
programme of sports. This is subject
to alteration, but in the main repre-
sents what citizens and visitors may
expect to see during the two days of
the carnival. The programme begins
with a masquerade at the skating rink
on the evening of Thursday, February
20. On Friday there will be three
hockey matches, two between senior
clubs and the other between junior
clubs.. On Saturday three ski races
and two ski jumping conteésts are bill-
ed, four snowshoe races, a dog race
and two horse races, together with a
series of five skating races and the
final matches of the junior and senior
hockey championships.

The programme of the hockey con-
tests cannot, of course, be fully decid-
ed upon at this time, but after can-
vassing the situation the committee
concluded that probably not more
than: four senior hockey teams and
three junior sevens would enter the
tournament. Should, this prove cor-
rect the hockey section of the pro-
gramme can be carried out. as pro-
posed. The committee expects some
very fine exhibitions of the popular
sport this year, as reports indicate that
Phoenix and Nelson in particular have
unusually fast teams, while a strong
effort will doubtless be made by thke
local men to bring the senior cham-
pionship back to the Golden City.

THE STEEL TRUST.

Report to the Shareholders Shows a
Prosperous Year.

NEW YORK, Jan. 30.—A preliminary
reporit cevering the operatons of the
United States Steel corporation since
it came into existence 10 months ago,
was made to the stockholders  yester-
day. It was a forerunner to the more ex-
tended resume to be submitted at the
annual general meeting on February 17,
and was designed to familiarze the share-
owners with the financial status of the
company and the trade situation and the
trade market where it buys-and seils.
The report, signed by bothi Charles M.
Schwab and Elbert H. Gary, declared
the present business and future outlook
viewed ahead through 1902 to be highly
satsfactory. The report said:

“The outlook for the year 1902 is very
bright. Everything indicates that all
of the facilities of each subsidiary com-
pany will be taxed to their utmost to
supply the demand that is being made.
The actual business now booked and of
which shipment is being called for fast-
er than it can be supplied, amounts {o
more than half the total combined an-
nual capacity of all the companies. The
heavier products, like rails, billets,
plates and structural material, are
sold up to the productive capacity of the
mills until nearly the end of the year.
In the more highly finished products
the consumption in each case is greater
now than at the corresponding period
in 1901, which, it should be remembered,
wis an abnormally heavy year. The
expectation, therefore, of those closely
connected with the manufacture nd
sale of these highly finished prodacts
is for a demand even larger than that of
1901, and up to the limit of porductiou.”

The condensed balance sheet for No-
vember 30 showed that on that day the
accounts receivable aggregated $45,296,-
453, the bills receivable $2.821,463, and
the cash ‘on hand $55,315,527, a grand to-
tal of $103,406,444. In the list of assets
in the balance sheet was a credit of in-
ventories amounting to $95,603, 997, and
a subjoined tabulation showed that it
included ores on hand valued at $34,-
776,503, finished products $15,322,616,
manufacturing supplies and miscellan-
eous stores $12,170,161, and materials, la-
bor and expense locked up in current
uncompleted bridge contracts $9,286,341.

The current liabilities on November
30 were stated at $30,269,630, and the
surplus of the corporation and the sub-
sidiary companies was placed at $174,-
214,229,

The cost of the properties owned and
operated by the several federated com-
panies was given at $1,437,494,862.

Naval Officers Feel Cer=
tain About the Boat
Found.

A Ray of Hope from the
Story of the Flagship
Repulse.

VICTORIA, B. C., Ja. 3l.—A naval
official at Esquimalt who was inter-
viewed this evening regarding the marks
on the boat found on the west coast,
says there can be no mistake. She is
positively one of the Condor’s boats.
Th officer state{i that on the stem of all
British warships’ boats may be found
the date of construction and length of
the craft, and the initial of the dock-
yard whene the ship was built.

These all appear on the boat found
off Ashouset. The “S. H.” undoubtedly
represent Sheerness, where the Comdor
wag built. The figures ‘98" show the
date of construction (the year in which
the Condor was launched), while the Ro-
man characters “XIV” give the lengin
of the boat.

VANCOUVER, B. C. Jan. 31.—The
anxiety felt for the safety of the missing
sloop of wan Condor has caused the
story of the supposed loss of Admiral
Cochrane’s flagship Repulse, in 1874,
ta be revived, as the chief incidents are
almost identical with those of the Con-
dor’s voyage so far as it is known. The
Repulse, the flagship of this station in
the seventies, sailed from Esquimalt for
Hong Kong on Oct. 29th, 1874. She had
barely got away before a fierce storm
! arose, in which she had her mainmast
carried by the board and lost five of bier
boats. The steamship Pacific also en-
countered the storm and was wrecked in
a very similar manner to the collier Mat-
teawan which foundered in the same
storm encountered by the Comdor. The
Repulse, however, weathered the storm
and ran into Magdalene bay, Gulf of
California, to repain and refit. After-
wards she proceeded south and reported
herself safe from the first port touched.
Meanwhile, however, ome of her boats
had been picked up at sea, and her ab-
sence combined with the wreck of the
Pacific caused her to be reported as
lost, the authintities believing she had

It is obvious that such teachers
are difficult to procure, and the Ger-
man government deserve great credit
for the masterly way in which they
have solved the problem. No expense
has beén spared to render the train-
ing seminaries thoroughly efficient,
and great care is taken to select the
most suitable individual for each par-
ticular appointment. Promotion can
only be obtained by merit, liberal pen-
sions are granted, and teachers are
so. well paid and occupy so high a
social position that some of the best
elements of the nation are attracted
to the ranks of the profession.

HOLLAND’S PROPOSAL.

A Polite Refusal Cohveyed by the
British Answer.

LONDON, Feb. 1.—Writing from The
Hague, the correspondent of the Daily
Mail says that the reply of Great
Britain to the Dutch proposal concern-
ing peace in South Africa is-a polite
refusal of the request that permission
be granted for a commission in South
Africa. The lack of any authorization
by the Boers has proved fatal, says
the correspondent, but the door of ne-
gotiation is not wholly closed, since
Great Britain’'s reply reaffirms the
willingness of the country to accede
to any authorized proposal to the con-
clusion of peace.

A despatch from Brussels, published
this morning in the Daily Telegraph,
says that Mr. Kruger presided at a
meeting held at his residence in
Utrecht last Friday of all the Boer
delegates in Europe, when several ex-
pressed themselves as favorable to ac-
cepting the advice of Queen Wilhel-
mina and the government of The
Netherlands to abandon their claim
to independence, but that Mr. Kruger
and Dr. Leyds were still obdurate.

Lord Kitchener, in a despatch from
Pretoria, dated Thursday, January 30,
says that the camp of Colonel L. E.
Demoulin of the Sussex regiment was
attacked by Niewhodtz’s command
and that after severe fighting the
Boers were repulsed. Lord Kitchener
also reports that General French
captured 26 men belonging to Fouche’s
commando in the northeastern part of
Cape Colony, and that the commando
was completely scattered.

THE EFFORT
FOR PEACE

Not Much Hope of Sucﬁ-
cess for the Offer of -
Holland. .

Great Britain’s' Reply to
be Published on
Monday.

LONDON, Jan. 31.—The British reply
to the Dutch note in regard to bring-
ing about peace in South Africa wasg dis-
paltched yesterday to The Hague. Con-
sequently the meeting of the British
cabinet today had nothing to do with
the terms of the note, the comtents of
which are strictly secret, as the first
publication of the text is intended to be
made in parliament on Monday, Febru-
ary 3rd. The Associated Press has rea-
son to believe, however, that its omigi-
nal summary of the. Dutch communica-
tion was correct, with thlis addition, that
the Dutch suggested that Wessels, Wol-
marans and Fischer, the Boer delega-
tes now in Europe, be permitted to go to
South Arfica in an endeavor to per-
suade the burghers in the field to sur-
render.

Great Britain’s reply is not in the
mature of a direct negative, though it is
not unlikely thiat it will have that effect
for while Lord Lansdowne, the foreign
secretary, probably leaves a loophole
for further suggestions, he doubts the
ability of the Boer delegates to comtrol
their fellow countrymen, and there seems
little likelihood that the Dutch govern-
ment can secure guarantees in regard
to the powers of the Boer delegates sat-
isfactory nough to induce Great Britain
to accede to the original request.

LONDON, Jan. 31.—The Daily News,
giving the alleged genesis of the pro-
posal from the government of The
Netherlands on the subject of the
South African war, says that from the
first Dr. Kuyper, the Dutch premier,
stated that he would take no part in
either arbitration or mediation and
accepted the view that he would have
to bring pressure to bear on the Boer
delegates to persuade them to aban-
don their demand -for independence.
He explained his position to an Eng-
lish visitor, who went to urge him to
action. This visitor afterward com-
municated to Mr. Chamberlain, the
colonial secretary, and to Lord Lans-
downe, the secretary of state for for-
eign affairs, Dr. Kuyper's views and
his offer to become a ‘friendly nego-
tiator.”

Mr. Chamberlain courteously replied
that he was interested in the proposal,
but could not entertain any overtures
unless they were made directly by the
Boers themselves. The reply of Lord
Lansdowne intimated that he had sent
the proposal to Lord Salisbury, -the
premier, and there the matter had re-
mained until Dr. Kuyper visited Lon-
don.

The Brussels correspondent of the
Standard declares that the peace ini-
tiative on the part of Holland was de-
cided upon at the personal instiga-
tion of Queen Wilhelmina in a cabinet
council at which she presided. The
correspondent says that Mr. Kruger
was informally and confidentially ac-
guainted with this proposed step, but
declared he could not charge the
Dutch government with any mission
of peace as long as Great Britain re-
jected the idea of Boer independence.

A bluebook issued tonight gives de-
tails of an extensive plan proposed by
Lord Milner, the British high commis-
sioner in South Africa, for handling
the question of native labor in the
mining regions. Lord Milner proposes
to abolish flogging and rigidly to con-
trol the liquor traffic among the
blacks. He admits this latter to be
tremendous undertaking, but says:

«“While I realize the difficulties, I
also feel that we are bound by hook
or crook to overcome them. The whole
credit of the administration is at stake.
I am confident that His Majesty’s gov-
ernment will support our view that no
trouble or expense should be spared
in carrying out a policy which, if
successful, means a momentous tri-
umph for civilization in this part of
the world.”

LONDON, Jan. 31.—The report that
Commandant Kritsinger, who was cap-
tured by General French December 17,
had been condemned to death is not
confirmed here. It was announced
from South Africa January 20 that
Kritsinger’s trial would begin this
week, but nothing has since been
heard of his case.

A READY REVOLVER

IT WAS RESPONSIBLE FOR% A
MURDER AND SUICIDH IN
BOSTON.

DOUBLE TRAGEDY ARISING
FROM A VERY TRIVIAL
QUARREL.

BOSTON, Mass., Jan. 31.—Driven to
desperation by insulting language of a
man whom he had met for the first
‘time this afternoon in the barroom of
the Shakespearean Inn, John Bon-
nette shot and instantly killed Geo.
McGibbon and then took his own life.

Late in the afternoon a dozen men
were standing about the bar of the inn
on Beach street. Bonnette had order-
ed a glass of ale, and noticing the glass
had not been properly rinsed spoke to
the bartender about it,\but the latter
did not notice the remark.

McGibbon overheard it and remark-
ed with a sneer: “You'd better go to
the Parker House if you’re not satis-
fled here.”

This led to an exchange of words
and blows, during which one of the
men invited the other outside to settle
the matter. Once upon the sidewalk
the men exchanged words until Bon-
nette whipped a revolver from his
pocket, fired at McGibbon full in the
face and the latter fell dead on the
sidewalk.

Bonnette gave one look at the man,
then turned and ran at top speed
around the corner into Washington
street, pursued by a crowd attracted
by the shots. Before they could seize
him Bonnette turned about, faced his
pursuers, placed the weapon to his
right temple and sent a bullet through
his brain, death being instantenous.
Bonnette was a carpenter, 30 years of
age, and highly spoken of by fellow
workmen. McGibbon was 33 years old
and a laborer and married.

WEAVERS’ STRIKE.

Six Thousand Persons Thrown out of
Work at Providence.

PROVIDENCE, R. I, Feb. 1—A
strike of double loom weavers at the
Riverside mills of the American
Woollen company today, following a
strike of the. Weybossett mills weavers
some time ago, caused the issuance of
orders to close all the mills of the com-
pany in Providence and vicinity until
further notice. The general shutdown
throws 6,000 persons out of work. The
strike at the Riverside and Wey-
bossett mills was caused by dissatis-
faction over the two loom system.

INDUSTRIAL CONSOLIDATION.

Remarkable Record of 1899 Surpassed
by Millions.

Industrial consolidation last year has
made a new record, surpassing by moxc
tban $142,000,000 the remarkable record
made in 1899, a year which will long be
remembered for combinations of all
kinds. According to tables published by
the Journal of Commerce, the purely in-
dustrial consolidations in 1901 had a to-
tal of stocks and bonds amounting to
$2,574,275,000, while the increase in the
stocks and bonds of concerns already
organized amounted to $231,200,000. The
total for 1900 was only $945,195,000,
which showed 'a  natural decline from
the record of 1899 in view of the great
slump in the value of numerous new se-
curities. The figures for 1901 do not rep-
resent the propmietary companies formed

Securities Company, wth a captal-
ization of $400,000,000; street railroad
and lightoing companies, or- consolida-
tions of banking interests. If these were
considered, the figures would be in-
creased énormously. It is estimated. that
the industrial consolidations of | the
country, of which the United States
Steel Corporation may be taken as a
type, now reach a total of $6,500,000,000.
If any proof were needed of the over-
whelming movement toward combina-
tion, it is found in these figures. The
movement is as impossible to stay as the
tides of the oceamn. All that can be done
is to see that the new power ‘which has
been put into the hands of the officers
of these companies is not used to the
detriment of the people. The agitation
in respect to publicity opens the way
to what seems the most promising man-
nep of regulating combinations. But it
is worth noting that the figures for last
vear show lthat another form of regula-
tion is ever present, though it may not
always be so powerful as publicity. This
is thie competition which consolidaion
deselops. An illustration to the point
is found in comnection with the organi-
zation of the United States Steel Cor-
poraftion. The formation of this giant
concern threw several rich men out of
positions : which they held with con-
stituent/e'ompa.nies, and their energies
were -at once turned to forming new
ocmpanies, some of which are already
in opergltion. Still another form of com-
petition is found in the formation of
those already existing, while another is
the enllargemenit of the dnterests of es-
tablished combinations, such as the en-
trance of the American Ice company in-
to the coal buciness. Such checks as
thess are not to be sneered at, as they
create wholesome competition on a
large scale.
Public confidence in industrial secu-
rities should depend upon thes conserva-
tism with which such concerns are con-
ducted, which means, in effect, the reg-
ular payment of interest and dividends
out of surplus earnings.—Buffalo Hx-
press,

¢« LONDON, Jan. 31.—Mr. Broderick’s

ARE RAGING

‘Europe Eastern
America Suffer From
Bad Weather.

Many Vessels Are Wreck=
ed and Sailors’ Lives
Lost.

LONDON, Feb. 3.—The recent gales
have been succeeded by heavy snow-
storms in western Europe and the
shipping along the coast of Spain has
suffered considerable damage. Forty
lives are reported to have been lost in
shipwrecks on the Italian coast. Sev-
eral persons were killed by avalan-
ches in Italy, rivers there have over-
fiooded their banks, a score of bridges
have been broken and many towns
are~blocked by the snow. A village
mear Verona has been wrecked by the
storm and certain districts adjacent to
Rome have been flooded. There is three
feet of snow at Turin and Milan.

A German bark stranded on St
Marin rock off the Scilly islands.

There has been considerable minor
damage to shipping on the Thames at
London.

PARIS, Feb. 3.—The heaviest snow-
storm of the winter commenced here
early yesterday. a;ftemoon and continu-

ed until dark, covering the streets of
the city to a depth of several inches,
seriously impeding traffic and forcing
the electric street cars to suspend ser-
vice. The snowstorms continue at
many points in the province, especially
in.the south and along the Riviera.
*The carnival at Cannes, which should
have commenced yesterday, has been
postponed on account of the weather.
The violent gales prevailing along the
coast of France have caused numbers
of inor shipping casualties. Much
snow has fallen at Madrid and else-
where in Spain, accompanied by great
cold.

The Alps in the neighborhood of the
Simplon are covered with snow to the
depth of seven feet, and many Alpine
villages have been completely isolated.

NEW YORK, Jan, 3.—Close, Amalge-
mated Copper 75 1-2. The dealings in
Amailgamated Copper were on an enor-
mous scale, the number of shares sold
being the largest for a single day fin the
history of the stock. It was under pres-
sure throughout, with occasional ral-

three points under Satunday’s closing,
with a net loss of 2 7-8. Profit taking
was an important element in the weak-
ness of the stock, but there was a dis-
position to discrelit recent rumors of
a combination with other copper pr
ducers. The weakness of this stock did
not effect the early rise in the tmanscon-
tinentals, but its deprcssing influence
gained force later in the day.

FIRE IN A MINE.

Two:Coal Miners in Colorado Lose
Their Lives.

DENVER, Col.,, Feb. 3.—A special to
the News from Cerrillos, N. M., says:

A fire at the Cook and White coal
mine at Madrid, operated by the Colo-
rado Fuel and Iron company, caused
the death of two men and did great
damage to the property. At last ac-
counts the fire had burned to within
30 feet of a chamber filled with gas,
and should this point be reached an
explosion would follow that would
wreck the property. All openings lead-
ing to the mine have been closed, the
fans stopped and all available water
turned into the mine, which, it is ex-
pected, will be flooded in three or
four days.

VENEZUELAN REBELLION.

MARACAIBO, Venezuela, Feb. 4.—
The Venezuelan government has just
been notified that one of General
Mato’s lieutenants, General Penaloz,
is marching from Cucufh. by way of
Ocana, Colombia, with an immense
quantity of war material.

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THE VAN ANDA SMELTER SENDS
ITS PRODUCT TO THE
CONVERTER.

INCREASING OUTPUT OF THE

MINES IN BOUNDARY
DISTRICT.

GRAND FORKS, Feb, 1.—The Van
Anda smelter, Texada Island, B. C.,
following the example of the Greenwood
and Hall Mines smelters, has signed
contracts to ship its matte here for
treatment in the converters of the
Granby Smelter company, The matte
will be shipped via Vancouver. The
new. plant here is now tarning out over
thirty tons of blister coppem daily, be-
sides the gold and =il values.

During the week ending today the
Granby smelter treated 5,070 tons of ore.
Total treated to date, 305,999 tonms.

PHOENIX, Feb. 1.—Shipments of ore
from the Boundary for this week total-
led 7,824 tons, or 28,210 tons so far this
year. This week’s shipments were as
follows: Granby mines 4,558 tows,
Mother Liode 3,056 tons, Winnipeg 30
tons, Golden Crown 180 tons. The two
Boundary smelters treated this wieek
8,094 tons of ove, as follows: Granby
smwelter 5,070 tons, Mither Lode smelter
3,024 toms.

After more than a year of imaectivity
the Golden Crown property in Welling-
ton camp, near Phoenix, has rejoined
the list of Boundary shippers. Ship-
ments of ore have been started, part
going to the Granby smelter and part
to the Greenwood smeltre. Thus far some
fcur or five cars have been sent out
and shipments will probably be main-
tained

Ore which is now being shipped is
taken from the new development work
at the 100-foot level and no stoping hias
been dome. At this level Superintendent
Duncanson has had a force of men drift-
n.1g in a good quality of ore for some
time past.

When the Canadian Pacific railroad
was first built into the Boundary dis-
trict the Golden Crown shipped about
2,250 tons of ore to the Trail smelter,
when the fireight and treatment rate
was about $7.50 per ton. Later the prop-
erty was closed and last fall the com-
pany was reorganized as the Golden
Crown Mines, Ltd., when work was re-
sumed. It is one of the promising claims
of the Wellington camp.

GRAND FORKS’ REQUEST.

The repairs will oc-
cupy three or four days, after which
srelting operations will be resumed.
