An Extraordinary Invention,

A London correspondent writes: The

it sweet and hufa, is likely to have an enor-
mous influence on the frozen meat trade
At present the cost of freezing mutton and
transmitting it in refrigerating chambers
from the antipodes is about 24d. per lb.—
that is, 10s. 5d. per sheep of 50 lbs. But
by the new procees, I learn that half a
dozen sheep can be “preserved” at a cost of
6d. or 7d, and the freight for these as
ordinary cargo, ss which, it is asserted,
they may be shipped after treatment,
would be under }d. per lb., or 2s.1d. per
sheep ot'50 lbs. Thus the whole cost of
preservation and transit would be 2s. 2d. per
sheep, against 10s. 5d. by the freezing pro-
cess. Theee figares speak for themselves.
