PRESBYTERY 
ON GAMBLING.

Calls Upon Government to Legis­
late Against It

As Practised by the Professional 
Bookmakers.

Not Prepared to Force a Gigantic Monopoly Upon the City For Thir­
ty Years, on the Hydro’s Terms,

But Willing to Take One Thousand Horse Power at Cost, If the 
Commission Is Prepared to Act Fairly.

Rev. W. T. Ellison Is Going lo 
Alliston.

The regular meeting of the Hamilton 
Presbytery was held this morning in the 
school-room of Knox Church. Rev. Dr. 
Smith, St. Catharines, opened the meet­
ing by presenting the obituary notice of 
the late Rev. D. B. McDonald, St. Cath­
arines. An application was received 
from Central Church for the sanction 
of the Presbytery for the sale of the old 
church property on Jackson street west. 
This request was granted.

The call from the Alliston and Burns 
Churches, in the Presbytery of Barrie, 
to Rev. W. T. Ellison, Carluke, was 
considered. Rev. J. Cranston spoke on 
behalf of the Presbytery of Barrie. Jos. 
Pa not. Win. and R. Reid were present 
from Alliston, and Wm. Cornell from 
Burns Church. These delegates address­
ed the meeting to some length, asking 
the Presbytery to grant the translation. 
Archibald Smith , and James CohiUe 
8]M>ke on behalf of the congregation of 
the Carluke Church, who approved of 
the change. After an address by Rev. 
Mr. Ellison, stating that he would ac­
cept the call if the Presbytery sanction­
ed it. the Presbytery decided to allow 
the translation to take place after Nov­
ember 14th. Rev. A. F. Webster, Ances­
tor, was appointed inter 1 moderator to de 
clare the Carluke charge vacant on Nov. 
21st.

At the close of the meeting the fol 
lowing resolution was moved by Sir 
Thomas Taylor and seconded by Rev. 
John Young:

‘’Whereas, the Presbytery of Hamil­
ton. in connection with the Presbyterian 
Church in Canada, believes that gam­
bling is one of the greatest- and wide­
spread evils existing at the present time 
among all classes, leading to much dis­
tress in families, dishonesty and crime ; 
an evil especially pernicious to the 
young, whose habits are being formed, 
and who arc easily led astray by seduc­
tive hopes of gain without exertion on 
their own part.

"“And. whereas, one outstanding fea­
ture of this evil is the betting which 
prevails so extensively on race tracks 
a = an accompaniment of horse racing, 
though it i< so of other sports also.

‘‘And. whereas, stringent legislation 
for the «impression of this form of the
vil has been enacted in neighboring 

States, with the result that this coun­
try. where no such restriction laws are 
found, is being made the resort and 
refuge of many who carry on the nefar­
ious practice, thereby increasing the evil 
here ; the Presbytery therefore respect­
fully but earncstlv calls upon the Gov- 

nment and Parliament of the Domin­
ion as speedily as possible to pass legis­
lation dealing with the evil of gambling 
and betting by professional lmokmakers 
on race tracks, street and public places 
in cities, towns and villages an offence 
under the criminal code.”

Hamilton has called the Hydro Com­
mission’s bluff and insisted on a show

On the casting vote of Mayor Mc­
Laren the city was saved last night 
from being shackled to a thirty-year 
contract for a supply of a thousand 
horse-power on the terms set forth in 
the ultimatum, which was calculated to 
stampede the aldermen.

The Council divided eleven to 
te.n in favor of Aid. Peregrine’s amend­
ment to the power report. The amend­
ment embodies the clauses suggested by 
the City Solicitor for the city’s protec­
tion. It stipulates that Hamilton will 
take a thousand horse-power as a cost 
proposition. In brief, it demands the 
commission to come down off its high 
horse and give the city a square deal.

It was the longest session this year's 
Council has held, lasting until after 
midnight. It took over three hours to 
thresh the power question out, and then 
the aldermen settled down to wade 
through a stack of regular business. -

There might have teen a demonstra­
tion in favor of either side by the gal­
lery had not Mayor McLaren early in 
the evening choked it off, even calling 
the spectators to order when they began 
to applaud hie own remarks. A crowd 
that filled the Council chamber listened

with undivided attention to the discus­
sion. Interest grew tense as the even­
ing wore on. At one stage it looked 
with Aldermen Lees, Sweeney and Rob­
son lining up with the Hydro supporters 
as if the city would have to bolt the 
commission’s ultimatum, and the result 
was in doubt until the Council was 
divided and Aldermen Forth and Ryan 
voted with the men who insisted on 
battling for a fair deal for Hamilton. 
Aid. Farmer, who was ont of the city, 
would undoubtedly have, voted for the 
amendment had he teen present.

The adoption of the report of the 
Power Committee was moved by Aid. 
Jutten and seconded by Aid. Morris. It 
recommended that:

1. The question of entering into a con­
tract at the present time with the 
Hydro-Electric Power OommissSon of 
Ontario for a supply of power from the 
commission, having teen submitted' to a 
vote, of the electors of this municipality, 
and the electors having voted in favor of 
a supply from the commission, this com­
mittee, in view of the expressed wish 
of the electors, recommend that the city 
corporation apply to the commission for 
a supply of 1.000 horse-power on the 
terms and conditions set forth in the 
form of contract subjoined hereto, which 
has been approved by A. F. Lobb. 
Esquire, solicitor for the Hydro-Electric 
Power Commission of Ontario.

2. That, leave he given to introduce a

by-law authorizing the execution of the 
said contract.

ALD. PEREGRINE’S AMENDMENT.

Hydro aldermen, when Aid. Peregrine 
interrupted, moving the following 
amendment, seconded by Aid. Guy:

Joe Sugar, who was committed for 
trial on a charge of perjury, alleged to

YORK LOAN 
PAYMENTS.

Claimants Are Not Getting 25 
Per Cent of Claim

Thousands of envelopes bearing the 
/imprint of The National Trust Com­
pany, Limited, liquidators of The York 
County Loan Company, reached Hamil­
ton last night and were in the bags of 
the postmen on their first round this 
morning. They contained the cheques for 
the amount of the first payment to the 
shareholders of the defunct company. It 
is four years this month since the com 
pany went under.

The announcement was that the long 
waiting claimants were to get 25 per 
cent of the face value of their claims, 
but they are not. What they do get is 
25 per cent, of their claims minus cer­
tain charges fixed by the courts. These 
charges run from 5 to 25 per cent., ac 
cording to a schedule of classes printed 

every cheque. Thus a claimant 
classed as “Juvenile and class D”. who 
had, say. a $10 claim would get not 
$2.50, but only $2.37, while a holder of 
permanent stock partly paid, on a $10 

-’aim would receive only $1.87.
Ninety-eight thousand cheques were 

sent out yesterday.
There are 114,000 shareholders. 10,000 

of whom have not submitted their pass­
books and certificates. Six thousand 
were either in arrears or had borrowed 
from the company. Their arrears and 
share loans exceed this dividend.

It is expected that the next dividend 
will amount to 25 per cent. It will be 
declared when the rest of the property 
of the company is disposed of. The 
company owned 52.000 feet of frontage 
in Toronto, half of which has been sold. 
If land values increase before the yst 
is aold the other dividend will be pro­
portionately larger,.

SLFFOCATED.
Two Men Found Dead With Gas 

In Toronto.

Toronto. Nov. 2.—Henry Her. aged 
87 veers, and unmarried, and John Har­
court, aged 53 years, of Walkertou, a 
nephew of Kerr, were found suffocated 
to death by coal gas at Ker’s home, 86 
Defoe street, this morning. Ker was 
seated at the dining room table, with 
a gas tube for a table lamp, which was 
detached .and Harcourt was in ted.

Provincial Detective Thinks Geb­
hardt Worth Following,

And He Hasa Picture of Man In 
Custody.

A Newspaper Fakir That Likes lo 
Cry "Fake.”

The Provincial authorities have be­
gun an investigation on the strength of 
the opinions expressed by people who 
saw the Barton murderer, and profess to 
see a resemblance in pictures of Fred 
Gebhardt, alias Otto Mueller, the self- 
confessed murderer and bigamist, under 
arrest in New York. The Times suc­
ceeded to-day in gathering information 
that puts a different aspect on the case, 
providing the description sent out in the 
official circulars is correct.

The New York papers in their early 
reports of the Islip murder referred to 
a letter written by Mueller to the Cor­
oner, in which he tried to throw suspi­
cion on a man named Bradley, whom 
he described as being 3 feet 11 inches in 
height, big build, weight about two hun­
dred pounds, and wearing a sandy mous­
tache. They said that Mueller had giv­
en his own description as that of Brad- ' 
ley. This and the many similar features 
of the two crimes, as well as the re- 
semblance in the picture noted by wit­
nesses, suggested a probability of Muel­
ler being the Barton murderer.

The Times, with every desire to con­
firm or dispose of the theory as quick 
ly as possible, wired to New \ork to 
make sure that the newspaper descrip­
tions were correct. It received the fol­
lowing reply:

“Sheriff of Suffolk County furnishes 
the following exact description: Age 
thirty-five, born in Germany, occupation 
cabinet maker, weight one hundred mid 
forty-one. hair medium brown, complex­
ion medium dark, eyes blue, usually 
wore light brown moustache, height five 
feet seven and a half inches, chin pro­
jecting, sear between right thumb and 
index finger, raised moles one half inch 
in front of left ear on cheek, another 
half inch in front of right ear on side 
of face."

The Barton murderer, according to 
witnesses, was five feet ten inches in 
height, and was thought to weigh about 
180 pounds. This description was based 
on information gathered from many 
people. The most apparent discrepancy 
is in the height, and people could not 
very easily have teen mistaken in that, 
as the dead woman was about five 
feet seven inches in her height, and her 
companion taller.

The Hamilton Herald, which, fakoy 
itself, has a had habit of screaming 
“fake” every time it is scooped, yes­
terday printed this paragraph:

“Neither the city, county nor pro­
vincial police has considered the matter 
worth while taking into their considera­
tion. and nothing will come of it.

“The whole thing is a fake. The pris­
oner has been identified as a man who 
was released from prison on August 13. 
1003. and aecording to the condition of 
the Barton victim she must have met 
ter murderer prior to then."’

The test answer to this is the fact | 
that William Greer, chief of Ontario’s 
Criminal Investigation Department, 
thought the story of sufficient import­
ance to immediately open up corre­
spondence with the New York author­
ities. Detective Greer, -who handled the 
Barton case, has a photo of Mueller, and, 
like other people, it must have impress­
ed him a« resembling the man lie had 
described to him.

“The matter is being investigated: 
that is all T can say at present,” Mr. 
Greer said.

The Times made no attempt on its 
story on Saturday or yesterday to prove 
that Mueller was the man. It drew 
attention to the many similar striking 
features in the two eases and printed 
the statements, favorable and unfavor­
able, made by people who saw the Bar­
ton murderer.

This is only one of the many in­
stances where the Herald has had to 
swallow itself after shouting fake when 
scooped. At the time of the Sunfield 
ca«" the Herald put a scare heading on 
a double-column article in which it de­
nounced the Times for yellow journal­
ism because thi- paper scooped it on 
three features of the ease. On the day 
set for the inqueet, some tinv after 
the shooting, the Herald rehashed the 
Times’ original story, and set it forth 
as the theory the Crown would try to 
prove. It was foreed the following day 
to record in the sworn evidence the fact 
that Sunfield threatened to suicide when 
taken to the eelk, and that he had a 
wife and children in Chicago, stories 
which it had previously charged the 
Times with faking.

KIBBLE GOES

And Leaves Six Litile Ones De­
pendent Upon Mother.

Soldier From Fort Howard Ar­
rested For Vagiancy.

“Joseph Kibble, you will go to Cen­
tral Prison for 18 months.” Those 
were the words of Magistrate Jelfs 
this morning. The prisoner was tried 
yesterday and found guilty of break­
ing into J. H. Horning's grocery 
store, 92 John street south, last Sat­
urday night.

His Worship said that there was no 
doubt but that the prisoner knew 
what he was doing and intimated that 
drunkenness was no excuse.

When sentence was passed, Kibble 
was momentarily stunned, as he had 
evidently expected to get of*, for he 
pleaded "to be let go on deferred sen­
tence and said he would sign the 
pledge.

He was led away and outside the 
station the wife and mother waited. 
When the news was broken to her, she 
sobbed piteously. For 18 long months 
she must be the bread winner for 
herself and six little ones.

Martin J. Griffin was up for vag­
rancy ; he was remanded. Meanwhile 
preparations for his deportation to 
Fort Howard. Md.. where he is want­
ed as a deserter from the United 
States Coast Artillery, will be ar­
ranged.

Some days ago the local police re­
ceived an official pamphlet accurately 
describing Griffin and giving a front 
and side picture of him. Further in­
formation was also sent that charges 
of robbing the Army Post, in Balti­
more, will be preferred against him.

The information stated that Griffin 
deserted on Sept. 22. A .reward of 
$50 is offered for his arrest.

Detective Bleakley arrested the 
young man this morning about 8.45.

He came here about two weeks ago 
and has been boarding at 150 King 
William street. He was well dressed 
and soldierly iiv bearing, this morn­
ing, and a bunch of souvenirs jingled 
on his watch chain.

Sir Hugh Gtizean Reid’s Portrait 
Unveiled at Aberdeen.

The North Eastern Daily Gazette, of 
Middfeeborough, just arrived, gives en in­
teresting account of the ceremony which 
took place m the picture gatiery of Msr- 
ischel College, Aberdeen, when there was 
presented to the University of Aberdeen 
a portrait in oil of Sir Hugh Gilzean- 
Reid.

Lord Haddo, who was called upon, said 
he had been on friendly relations with 
Sir Hugh Gilzean-Reid since he could 
remember, and he had great pleasure in 
testifying to the appropriateness of the 
gift which Mrs. Tangye had given to the 
University of Aberdeen and to the 
northeastern counties. Sir Hugh Gil 
zean-Reid had always been foremost in 
promoting that which was for the best 
welfare of those who were not so well 
off as himself. It was very fitting that 
the University of Aberdeen should have 
the portrait of one to whom the stu­
dents could look up as one to be proud 
of, and in whose steps they might worth­
ily follow.

He congratulated the university in 
possessing the portrait of a man whom 
they were all proud to honor.

Sir Hugh Gilzean-Reid was received 
with loud applause. His speech was 
reminiscent of his early days in Aber 
deen. and his connection with the uni­
versity. He thanked Professor Matthew 
Hay for his generous tribute to any 
work he had been able to achieve. He 
had reached the crowning glory of his 
life. , /

He laid no claim to anything except 
one thing, and that was that he had 
tried to lift up journalism to a position 
alongside the professions. It was half 
a century since he entered the univer 
sity, and the lectures which he attend 
ed were as vividly stamped on his recol 
lections as when delivered so many 
years ago.

These lectures had been a source of 
strength and stimulus all through his 
strenuous and exacting life. It was said 
that everything comes to him who waits 
and after fifty-seven years he had receiv­
ed the high honor of seeing his portrait 
added to the choice collection of art 
treasures belonging to the University of 
Aberdeen. Newspaper articles perished 
and the national and international insti­
tutions which he had helped to found 
might pass away, but this work of art 
would never perish, and, like the cease 
less brook, would go on for ever.

On behalf of his daughter, his family, 
and himself, he tendered his heartfelt 
thanks and profoundest gratitude.

PROF. LAW.
Her. Dr. Lyle Addresses Hus on 

His Induction.

Toronto, Nov. 2.—Rev. Robert Law, 
M. A., B. D., was inducted into the 
chair of New Testament literature and 
exegesis in Knox College at a special 
meeting of the Toronto Presbytery last 
night. The solemn ceremony of induc­
tion was conducted by Rev. Dr. Som­
erville, treasurer of teh General As­
sembly. Rev. James Little, of Bramp­
ton, conducted the opening devotional 
exercises. Rev. Dr. Lyle, of Hamilton, 
moderator of the. General Assembly, ad­
dressed the new professor, and Rev. Dr. 
Neal, of Westminster Presbyteries 
Church, addressed the ooegregation.

In his address to Prof. Law, Rev, 
Dr. Lyle dealt chiefly with the men 
needed by the Church in its pulpit. The 
men coming from the theological col­
leges should be men with a message, 
and the right message was the message 
of St. Paul, Jesus Christ and Him 
crucified. The pulpit was not the place 
for polemics on theology or criticism. 
The preacher should deal with present 
truth, present duty and present life. 
The preacner must speak clearly and 
intelligently. The day for sound with­
out sense was gone. The challenge was 
coming from the pew to the pulpit to 
think. There must be clearness in think 
ing, and clearness in expression. The 
church needed men of intellect in 
search of truth, men systematically de 
termined to know the truth. The 
church also needed men of heart. Some 
were stickit ministers, but it was bet­
ter to be that than to be stuck in a 
congregation and have to be starved 
starved out. jâH

Paling Bros’, application for renewal 
of their moving picture house was left 
over until next meeting.

J. G. Rutherford, Ottawa, wrote that 
the rabbit inoculated from the clog’s 
head had died with rabies. This led the 
Mayor to announce that dogs must still 
be confined.

The Dundas Electric Company yrotc 
that to instal additional street lights, 
as requested, would cause a heavy ex­
penditure, and the company, therefore, 
asked that the Council enter into an 
agreement for five years. No action was

The Board of Works reported that re­
pairs on Sydenham street had cost 
$533; on Cross street, $300; total, $833; 
paid by county, $700, leaving to be paid 
by town, $133. The report was adopted.

The Finance Committee recommended 
the purchase of the building known as 
the Barton castle for an isolation hospi­
tal, which could be purchased for $1,500. 
Rev. Mr. Potter, James Kyle and Frank 
Barker were present in opposition to 
the proposal. Councillor Pennington con­
tended that there was no danger to 
neighbors from infection. Councillor 
Bertram said that he had property near 
by, and much preferred a hospital there 
titan having the building used for a 
dwelling for undesirable foreigners. The 
Council decided that the property should 
be secured at once. The Board of Health 
approved of the site and the Council 
was quite unanimous regarding it.

AT EBENEZER.
RobL McMurdo Spoke to Large 

Gathering Last Night.

It is an old earing and a true one that 
there is an exception to every rule, and 
this was proved conclusively at Ebenezer 
Hall last evening. The rule is a small 
attendance at any meeting on a Monday 
night—tihe exception to the rule was a 
very large and encouraging turn-out. 
Promptly at 7.45 a rousing eong service 
was started, and was very much enjoyed, 
all present singing with a heartiness 
w'hich betokened a happiness within.

At 8 o'clock Mr. Robt. McMurdo open­
ed the meeting proper with prayer, fol­
lowing which he gave such an inspiring, 
interesting and instructive address as 
mude his hearers wish for the hands on 
the clock to turn backward, that they 
might have the privilege of drinking in 
more of the good things out of the word 
of God. His theme was “Life in Christ,” 
and he took for his text John xiv. 19, 
“Because I live, ye shall live also.’’ He 
said Jesus in this portion of the Scrip­
ture was distributing beforehand to His 
disciples the things which should come 
to them at His death. He, as it were, 
was distributing the spoils of victory 
before the battle was fought. He told 
them of the glory they would receive be­
cause of His shame; of the life they 
would receive because of His death; of 
the niches they would receive because of 
His poverty. The speaker referred back 
to two Old Testament stories to illus­
trate the subject, the first being the re­
cord of David hiding in the cave of Adul- 
am from King Saul, when Abiat-har, also 
fleeing from Saul, came to the cave, and 
was taken in bv David, who said to him, 
“Abide thou with me; fear not; for he 
that seeketh my life soeketh thy life; 
but with me thou shalt be in safe­
guard.” Mr. McMurdo brought from 
this story a picture of the sinner, fleeing 
from danger to Jesus, being received 
with open arms and being protected. It 
may not have lieen very pleasant in the 
cave, but Abiathar was safe—he had his 
life, and life under any conditions was 
better than no life at all. The life of 
the one who comes to Christ for salva­
tion will not always be a pleasant one-- 
there wiV be trials and tribulations, but 
there will be safety from danger, and 
that is the most important thing. David 
in the cave was an outcast and in pov­
erty, but afterwards proclaimed king. 
Clwist was despised and rejected, hut 
will yet be King of Kings. The next 
story was. that of Joseph's discovery hi 
his brethren. The illustration proved 
that when they were selling their bro­
ther into captivity, they were opening a 
way for themselves to be saved in the 
time of famine, though they knew it not. 
When the world hanged Jesus to the 
cross they, too, were opening the way of 
salvation, carrying out God's plan un­
known to themselves. Starvation 
brought Joseph’s brethren to him, and it 
is often hardship and suffering which 
brings the sinner to Jesus. Joseph’s 
brethren thereafter were to dwell in the 
land of Goshen and he near to him. 
Those who came to Jesus will dwell for 
ever in Heaven and be near to Him. This, 
then, will be life under better conditions 
than those existing at present. In the 
meantime Christians were called upon to 
suffer for Him. God had one Son with­
out sin, but no sons without suffering. 
Tn conclusion, the speaker pleaded with 
those who were in danger to flee to the 
One who would save and protect them, 
and take them home at last to be with 
Himself. Hie alternative was presented 
to the mind of the careless in a loving, 
vet convincing, manner. The address was 
very refreshing and helpful, and was 
much enjoyed.

Mr. McMurdo will speak each evening 
this week, and a hearty invitation is 
again extended to all.

ABUSEDBRIDL
Baronet Shinned His Wife 

Their Honeymoon.

Strange Stery of a Baronet's Con­
duct After Marriage.

London, Nov. 2.—In the Divorce Court, 
last week, before Mr. Justice Bargravw 
Deane, a case was heard in which Lady 
Emily Frances Stirling, formerly Lady 
De Lisle and Dudtley, sued for a divored 
from Sir Walter Stirling, Bart., of Lem 
nox Garden», London, on the ground oi 
cruelty and misconduct. The suit wad 
undefended.

Mr. Barnard, K. C. (with whom wad 
-Mr. J. H. Murphy), appeared for the pe* 
tibioner, and in opening the case said 
that the marriage took place in July, 
1903, at St. George’s, Hanover Square. 
The parties afterwards lived at Lennox 
(hardens and other places. Petitioner, at 
the time of the marriage, was the widow 
of Lord De Lisle and Dudley. From the 
date of the marriage the husband had 
treated has wife with the greatest cruelty 
and neglect. On the day of the mar* 
riage, in leaving the church, he said td
her, “You have a cold,----- you. I am
going abroad for my heaJth, and ahglJ 
start to-morrow. If you are not well 
enough I shali go alone.”

On that day they travelled down td 
Dover, and he refused to speak to his 
wife. The next day they went to Paris, 
and he still refused to speak to her. 
They stayed there a few days, and he ab­
solutely neglected her. When she tried 
to make hereolf pleasant he simply ig* 
nored her. They went to other places 
on the Continent, where the same kind 
of conduct took place, and on two or 
three evasions he toM his wife he should 
leave her.

On June 9, 1903, after they had re­
turned to London, titev hod been to ai 
wedding reception together. Sir W. Stir­
ling told his wife that he wanted to 
apeak to her. He said that if ehe did no* 
leave the house he would put her into a 
room at the top of the house, and keep 
her there, and tell her friends that she 
was mad. The effect of his conduct waa 
that Lady Stirling’s health was affected, 
aud Dr. Beresford Riley, who had known 
her for years, would say tht he knew her 
when she was a strong, healthy woman 
twelve years ago, and that he was shock­
ed at the change in her.

On June 10, Lady Stirling left her hus­
band. There was a deed of separation in 
July, 1903. Subsequently, Sir George 
Stirling was watched, and he was trace,! 
to the Great Central Hotel, where he 
stayed with a lady, and they passed as 
Mr. and Mrs. Stirling.

Lady Stirling corroborated oounsel’s 
statement.

Mr. Barnard—Hod did your husband 
treat you?

Lady Stirling—He hardly took any no- 
aice of me at all. He did not speak ta

Did he answer you at all when von 
spoke?—No, only to make sarcastic re-

Did you ask him at. Dover what was 
the matter?—Yes. He said he would not 
tell me then, but he might tell me totter. 
On the way from Dover to Calais he said 
that marriage was very bad for him, and 
that it would be better for him to go his 
wax-, and for me to go mine.

At Paris, continued Lady Stirling, he 
went out all day. and I hardly saw any» 
thing of him. When he ca.me in to luncli 
and dinner lie did not speak to me. t 
tried to make myself pleasant, but he 
would not speak to me except to say 
very insulting things. 'As a rule he 
never apoke at a)l.

Did this upset yon ?—Very much.
About, a fortnight after the marriage, 

said l^ady Stirling, she was not well, and 
stayed in bed to breakfast. Sir Welter 
Stirling went down to breakfast, bu* 
came back soon afterwards. He burst 
into the room, and waa very angry. He 
took hold of the bed and shook it vio­
lently, and said, “What horrible, disgust­
ing things women are.”

After they returned to Lennox Gar­
dens he asked if she had sold the house 
in Park street, where she formerly lived, 
and had said, “[ wish you would go back 
there, because i don’t want you here.’*

Very often at meals he said, “D——- 
you. I don’t want to hear you row.”

She wished to invite some lady friends 
to the house, and he said, “I don’t want
to have any of these-----women here.”
On June 9, they had been to a wedding 
reception, and on the way back her hus- 
Iwnd s*id he wished to speak to her. 
They went into the study.

What did he say?—He said, “I don’t 
think you seem to realize whet I mean. I 
wish you to understand that 1 mean 
what 1 say. If you don’t go I shall lock 
you up in one of the attics and tell all 
your friends that you are mad.’

On the next day he said. “Are you 
going to leave to-day?” 1 said, T am 
afraid I must if you wa.nt me to.” He 
then came up to me, and stretched out 
his hands as though to take, hold of my 
throat. He did not touch me, but he 
looked na if he was going to do so, and 
he said, “You arc no better than the 
people who walk in Piccadilly.” Lady 
Stirling said that her brother spoke to 
him about, his conduct, and he then Skid, 
to her, “Your brother had the —— im­
pertinence to sav I have neglected yon.
1Ï he says anything more I shall neglect 
you ten times more.”

Lady Stirling said that her huebaed’s 
conduct had the effect of making her 
very ill.

Dr. J. Beresford Rtiev, of Wimpele 
street, spoke to the condition of health 
in which he found Lady Stirling. She 
was emaciated and haggard, and exceed­
ingly worried and broken down. It 
wotud be unsafe for her to return to her 
husband.

Evidence was given in support of the 
allegation of misconduct, and a decree 
nisi waa granted, with costs. . ?

The Board of Control by-law and the 
fixing of the controllers’ salaries also 
remain in committee of the whole, as 
Alderman Morris and others said it was 
so late when they received printed cop­
ies that they had no time to peruse

By-laws granting permisison to the 
Board of Education to issue debentures 
to the amount of $60,000 for the addi 
tion to the Victoria avenue school, and

etitioning the Railway and Municipal 
tard for authority to issue debentures 
to the amount of $55.000 for waterworks 

construction, were passed.
Aldermen Sweeney and Crerar’s amend 

ment to the dog by-lnxv was approved of 
as originally suggested, after the mover 
and seconder had made an unsuccessful 
effort to have the provision insisting on 
people having leashes on their dogs dur­
ing the summer months struck out. 
They thought that as long as the by-law 
stipulated that some responsible person 
was in control of dogs it covered the 
point, and that it was as far as the 
statute permitted them to go. The 
council, however, refused to change that 
part of the by-law. As far as it would 
go was to give dogs the.ir freedom from 
November 1 until April 1.

The Market Committee’s recommenda­
tion that $50 be the license fee for mov­
ing picture houses provoked a discus­
sion. Alderman Forth, seconded by Aid. 
Allan, moved that it be $100, while Aid. 
Milne wanted it made $200. The coun­
cil finally compromised on $75.

The Hamilton, Waterloo A Guelph 
Railway by-law, which extends the time 
for building the road to Galt until the 
end of next 3-car, and gives until the 
end of 1911 to complete the line to 
Guelph, was endorsed.

Mayor McLaren promised that he 
would investigate complaints that some 
of the aldermen did not get their re­
porte and by-laws until yesterday after­
noon. while some of them received them 
on Saturday.

MUST PA Y.
Appeal In McGregor vs. Van 

Allan Company Dismissed.

At Toronto yesterday, in McGregor 
vs. Van Allan Co., W. 8. Middleton 
K.C., and G. Kerr, for defendant, on 
appeal from the judgment of ‘Latch- 
ford. J., dated 9th March. 1909. di­
recting judgment for plaintiff with a 
reference to ascertain the amount due. 
G. Lynch-Staunton, K.C., for plain­
tiff, contra. Judgment: The plaintiff 
was in the employ of E. Van Allan 
Co. as traveller prior to 1st September,
1906, and continued in their employ 
until January. 1907, when defendants 
took over all the assets of the E. Van 
Allan Co., and plaintiff continued in 
defendants’ employ during part of
1907. The question is as to the liabil 
it,y of defendants for orders sent in 
by the plaintiff prior to January, 1907, 
that is before defendants were incor 
porated. The trial judge has found 
that the plaintiff was retained upon 
the seme terms as he had been em­
ployed in the old company. The or­
ders taken by the plaintiff after 20th 
August, 1906, were in fact filled and 
the goods sent out after the purchase 
by Strong, and the greater part after 
the incorporation of the company. 
By their act they recognized their 
liability. There was in our opinion 
a clear novation and substitution of 
the liability of the old company by 
the new. the new company got the 
benefit of his work and recognized 
and adopted it by filling the orders, 
and should pay whatever under the 
reference is found due by him. Ap­
peal dismissed with costs.

BANQUET OF 
CENTRAL MEN.

Best Meeting In the History of 
the Organization.

W. H. WartoOl K. C. and 

Mr. Parkinson the Speakers.

Lieut .Governor Could Not At­
tend Ofrtng to Mixed Dates.

The men of Central Church have held 
many brilliant and successful social 
functions, but last night they quite 
eclipsed themselves on the occasion of 
the second annual banquet of the Men's 
Association, held in the school room, 
which was artistically decorated with 
vegetables, fruits and flowers. It is not 
too much to say that never has the as­
sociation at any of its social affairs had 
a larger attendance, nor one at which 
more interest was shown in the ad­
dresses of the evening.

A splendid luncheon was served, and 
when full justice had been done to it, W.
R. Dry nan assumed the duties of chair­
man, and expressed his pleasure at the 
splendid attendance, which, he thought, 
was an indication of another successful 
year. Before introducing the speakers 
of the evening, he made a few remarks, 
saying the association was pleased to 
have present three of the men who had 
been connected with Central Church for 
over fifty years, Captain Fairgrieve, 
Samuel Vila and Alexander Main. They 
were also glad to see so many of the 
younger men present.

Letters of regret from his Honor J, 
M. Gibson, Lieutenant-Governor, were 
read by Rev. W. H. Sedgewick and Mr. 
Alex. Main, secretary of the associa­
tion, in which he stated that owing to 
the confusion of dates he was unable to 
be present, but wished to show his ap­
preciation of the association by enclos­
ing a cheque.

In responding to the toast to “Cana­
da,” W. K. Wardrope, K. C., congratu­
lated Central Church upon having such 
a magnificent body of men. It should 
be the centre from which considerable 
influence should go out, not only 
throughout Hamilton, but the whole 
Dominion. When Canadians saw the 
glory of Canada and heard of its possi­
bilities each man should feel responsible 
for the progress of his country during 
the next fifty years. C&rfada was the 
most wonderful country in the world. 
He had often heard of the beauty of 
Italy, but he believed Canada possessed 
equal beauty. The mountain peaks of 
this country could favorably compare 
with the much talked of ones in Swit­
zerland. No matter what view was 
taken of Canada, it could hold its own 
in every way. It had a wonderful fer­
tility of soil and the ordinary man 
could not conceive the richness of his 
country. Whenever the wonderful 
wealth and opportunities of Canada 
were spoken of it should make the heart 
of every Canadian swell up with pride. 
But wealth alone, continued the speak­
er, would not make any country great. 
If wealth were the ultimate object Can­
ada would not become what it should. 
Canadians were the heirs to the advan­
tages of all ages, and to the greatest 
form of constitutional liberty British. 
All these advantages had come so read­
ily and easily to Canadians that a large 
number did not appreciate them. A

Î;reat difficulty was that the liberty en- 
oyed was so great that many were apt 
to become unworthy of it. While par­

taking of the wealth and enjoying the 
advantages of constitutional liberty. 
Canadians should not forget to thank 
God for the men of stout heart and 
strong limb who came to this country 
and built up the great constitution by 
noble efforts after arriving here. Not 
only was the constitution of Canada 
taken from Great Britain, hut also parts 
of the United States constitution, and 
if there was anything lacking in their 
government it was where they had failed 
to copy and adopt the constitution of 
Great Britain. Canadians enjoyed liber­
ty and privileges more so than Great 
Britain did. Canada was not hampered 
with old-time customs and great mis­
takes of leading men. The speaker said 
he trusted the time would never come 
when it could be said of Canada that 
any land was untaxed. It was only 
right that every man should help to 
bear the burdens of his country. If Can­
ada was going to he great it was neces­
sary fpr all to take an intellectual inter­
est in their country. Every person 
should be willing to make a sacrifice to 
see that the country was an object of 
admiration, not on account of its accum­
ulation of wealth, but because it was 
composed of moral and God-fearing men. 
In conclusion, the speaker pointed out 
that if all the members of the Christian 
churches were to do their duty a moral 
force would arise which would scatter 
its influence throughout the east and 
the west, and in all countries where 
Canada would be known as an intelli­
gent country—the intelligence that was 
possessed by all God-fearing men.

The next toast was to the Presbyter­
ian Church of Canada, which was to 
have been responded to by Rev. Dr. 
Lyle, who found it necessary to leave 
the city, but in his absence an excel­
lent substitute was found in M. Parkin­
son, Toronto. In responding to the 
toast Mr. Parkinson commented on the 
magnificent church which the Central 
people possessed, and said It was the 
most beautiful church structure among 
the Presbyterian churches of Canada. 
He also paid tributes to the choir and 
their able leader. C. Pereira! Garratt. 
In speaking of the Presbyterian Church, 
of Canada he said he would confine him­
self to one part of it, “The church’s 
neglected opportunity.” In connection 
with this subject he spoke on the words 
of Jesus to the apostles. “Go ye into 
all the world and preach the gospel to 
every creature.” The speaker, in an im­
pressive manner, pointed out that Jesus 
did not ask men to do anything which 
"was impossible, and if this command 
was not impossible He expected it to 
be done. The Lord expected the church 
to obey His last request, and to teach 
and spread the gospel over the whole 
earth. But, the speaker said, with that 
agency was great responsibility. In 
speaking of these responsibilities he said 
that every Canadian should be an op­
timist. This was an age when men were 
required to do things, and the men of 
the Presbyterian Church had a right to 
think that their church could do as 
much as other churches. There was no 
other century in the history of the 
world more opportune to carry out 
Christ’s command—His last request. If 
the world was to be evangelized it must 
be done by one generation of men. If 
it was possible for the whole world to 
be as one natron in commerce, was it 
not equally possible for the church of 

: God to be one. The speaker said the

Dr. Stiles, of Washington, D. C„ found 
his first case for personal investigation 
in a Washington hospital in 1002. He 
became convinced that the “hookworm” 
was the parasite that was causing 
much of the anaemia and its resulting 
lassitude in the south, but waited six 
years before he found his second case. 
This man was a sailor and attributed his 
rundown condition to the fact that he 
had been compelled to drink water which 
in sixty-five days had killed 378 import­
ed Russian peasant laborers. Two hun­
dred “hookworms" were found in this 
man, and his case resulted in the discov­
ery also Of a more reliable diagnosis for 
the disease.

From what is known now of .the hook­
worm it seems that this parasite, al­
though less than half an inch, in length, 
operates on the intestines of its victims 
in such a way as to sap his vitality with­
out giving any definite indication of its 
presence until* its ravages have gone too 
far to be checked. The hookworm re­
sembles a bit of soiled coarse thread, but 
it has a complete and well developed set 
of organs—mouth, esophagus, intestinal 
canal and various glands. The female 
has a capacity for laying many thous­
ands of eggs.

The mouth of the hookworm is cup 
shaped. It is bordered by a flattened, 
flange-like rim that can be squeezed up 
snugly against the intestine of its vic­
tim during feeding. This gives the 
worm a sort of purchasing which makes 
of its strong, well muscled esophagus a 
sort of suction pump. The mouth is 
equipped with two pairs of lancing teeth 
and at the rim is a fang shaped like a 
sharp dagger. This has à long gland at 
its base.

When the hookworm is ready to eat 
I it sucks a bit of the intestine of its vic­
tim into its mouth, lances them with its 

| teeth and fang, and starts sucking

blood. Eventually, a colony of a few 
dozen hookworms working in one man’s 
intestines will literally cat him up.

The hookworm female’s eggs must be 
hatched in the open air and the larvae, 
in the second stage of their development, 
regain an entrance to the human body 
by boring through the skin into the 
cutaneous veins, up to the heart, thence 
to the lungs, and finally to the digestive 
tract. When the disease is suspected, it 
is easy of treatment and it is hoped 
that the work of exterminating the 
larvae will he carried to as successful a 
conclusion as attended the efforts to 
wipe out the yellow fever bearing mos­
quito. If this* can be accomplished the 
disease will be wiped out in a few years, 
according to the scientists.

Increased Size in Ocean Liners.
The limit in size of ocean liners is 

always an interesting subject and 
that it has not yet been reached is 
evidenced by the construction of two 
new 890-ft. steamships described in 
Popular Mechanics. These are the 
"Olympic” and “Titanic,” of the 
White Star Line. These huge ships 
are to be 890 ft. in length, -92 ft. in 
beam, and 64 ft. in depth. From the 
keel to the roof of the pilot house 
they will ahve a height of 105 ft. The 
freeboard at the bow will be 52 ft., a 
height that would seem sufficient to 
overtop the spray of the largest waves.

OUR NAVY.
Canada Matt Aubt Britain in 

Tiaae of Danger.

Toronto, Nov. 2.—In language care­
fully weighed and significantly emphatic 
Mr. R. L. Borden, addressing the mem­
bers of the Centre and South Toronto 
Conservative Club last night, reaffirmed 
his adhesion to the policy of naval de­
fence outlined in the resolution unani­
mously passed by the House of Com­
mons in March last. The only modi­
fication of his previous utterances on 
the subject wse the introduction of a 
proviso that in the event of a sudden 
emergency Canada should be prepared 
to make* a money contribution in aid 
of the defence of the empire. “So long 
as we remain in and of the empire,” 
he declared, amid the cheers of the 
audience which filled the club room, “so 
long as we fly the empire’s flag, Can­
ada cannot hold aloof in time of 
danger.

"The will of the people must pre­
vail. but 1 believe it will affirm what 
Parliament with unanimous voice has 
declared, that the responsibility of co­
operation in naval defence must be 
met and discharged.” He contended, 
however, that the resolution adopted 
by the House of Commons would per­
mit a money contribution in the event 
of Britain being suddenly plunged into 
war. Dealing with some of the criti­
cisms passed upon the action of Parlia­
ment. he scouted the idea of Canada 
relying upon the protection of the 
United States under the operation of 
the Monroe doctrine, and characterized 
as absurd the plea that the Dominion 
was incapable of building a navy be­
cause of her extravagance or corruption 
in her administrative departments.

Evangelist McCoombe Touched 

on Gambling and Theatre.

Successful and interesting evangelistic 
services were, held on Sunday by the Mc­
Combs brothers in the east end Y. M. 
C. A. and Barton Street Methodist 
Church.

In the afternoon at the special ser­
vice for men only at the Y. M. C. A.

He 
said the question was often s«ked what 
more harm was there In playing a game 
of, euchre or pedro then in nlaving au- 
thrirj or dominoes. The speaker said 
.that anv time the devil turned his at­
tention to those kinds of games he would 
include them in the list of attack, hut. 
he continued, a man could-sit doxrti and 
plav a gnny of dominoes or a game 
of lawn tennis and then £o to a church 
service and he in tbe correct form to 
accept that service. But if he came from 
the gambling room he would not he in 
the right condition to benefit by what 
he heard.

Paris, Nov. 2. —The stage is set

To-morrow morning Mme. Marguerite 
Steinheil, “the red widow of the third 
republic," will be placed on trial in 
the palace of justice, for the murder 
of her husband, Adolphe, and her mo­
ther, Mme. Japy. They were found dead 
in the Steinheil home. May 31, 1908.

After blaming successively a valet, 
another servant, and finally the son of 
the Steinheil cook for the crime, the 
woman herself was arrested.

Rarely has Paris, a city of dark deeds 
of the underworld, had such a mystery 
and tragedy to listen to.

Although the calendar of crime 
stands written black enough against 
hcr, Mme. Steinheil stands morally 
charged, though not formally, with the 
murder of President Felix Faure of | 
France, in 1899.

Faure was infatuated with her. Her 
husband’s pitiful daubs as an artist 
brought them in only a few francs, but 
Mme. Steinheil, after she became a 
favorite of Faure, always had money. 
The Steinheils opened up a magnificent 
chateau in the Impasse Ronsin, and thi­
ther came leaders of the church, the 
army and the republic.

“Where does she get the money?” 
Paris asked. The question soon was to 
be answered. One day the black king 
of Cambodia came here, attended by a 
dusky train.

As Cambodia is a French territory, 
he was shown royal honors. At the

There was an underground passage be 
tween bee home in Paris and Faure’e of­
ficial mansion. Through this she crept 
one night to intercede for Capt. Dreyfus, 
who was then a military prisoner on the 
Ie-be du Diable. There was an affection 
ate meeting, and an appointment,

She was bidden by Faure, in spite of 
the usages of French society, to the 
Presidential ball which was to be held 
that week. Mme. Faure heard of the 
invitation and demanded that her hus­
band recall it.

Did he obey? Did his recall arouse 
the fury of hell in this “Du Barry of the 
Republic”? The following night he died 
in Mme. Steinheil’e house.

The gendarmes were called to the Im 
passe Dondon, and they found Faure dy­
ing, with the woman at his feet. She 
had served him wine, and when an exam­
ination of the body was made later its 
condition was the same the a corpse of a 
person poisoned. There was no autopsy.

When the gendarmes came Faure was 
still alive, but in convulsions. His fin- 
fers held in a death grip the beautiful 
4ond tresses of Mme. Steinheil. As she 
wept and screamed, attendants pried 
loose the stiffening fingers to prevent 
cutting her heir.

On the day of Faure’s funeral the 
woman France calls his slayer wept be 
side the grave, kissing his portrait ir 
sight of the mourning family and the 
highest officials of France.

But the country was quick to forget 
until the double murder followed, the 
killing of the woman’s husband and her 
own mother.

Then the whole story was revealed. 
Magistrate Leydette, who heard the pre­
liminaries, was called off the bench, un­
der chargea that His friendship for Four * 
was protecting the woman. He was suc­
ceeded by Judge Boucard, who will prolv 
aWv sit in court to-morrow.

I 
am here to say that I recognize the su- 
premity of the electorate and that we 
as servants of the people are here to 
cam out their wishes. I felt on June 7 
we were in duty bound to do so. But 
when we find the contract so radically 
different to the one we are asked to 
ascribe to to-day that no sane man who 
has the interests of the city at heart 
would sign the contract as submitted by 
the commission to-day. We are working 
under a special contract on our own ac­
count. T doubt very much if the Coun­
cil can legally enter into the contract 
for more than one year, because it. is a 
different contract from the one the peo­
ple voted on, unless we swallow the 
whole contract, which I don’t believe 
the Council is prepared to do.

Aid. Peregrine renewed the whole 
power question with clear, logical rea­
soning. He showed that Hamilton 
would be tied up to a thirty year mono­
poly if it entered the whole " scheme as 
advocated and drove home the fact that 
the Hydro proposition is an estimate of 
SI7.92, while the Cataract's offer is a 
binding contract for power at $16 a 
horse power, or the alternative of ten 
per cent, below the Hydro price. The 
Cataract would deliver the power free 
of charge to the Beach, to the sewerage 
plants, to the quarries, wherever the 
city wanted it. If a contract was enter 
ed into with the commission the citv 
must pay *115.650 on the capital coat of 
the line from the Falls and another *25 
000 for the Blinda* line, making an ex­
penditure of about $140.000.

I agree with many that the com­
pany ha* not lived up to some of its 
agreements.

“What is our sworn duty? To take 
the best offer. There h not a doubt in 
my mind or in the mind of any alderman 
here sa to what that is. I* will prove 
that. Aid. Jutten. the man who. to­
night, moves to enter into this contract, 

i .leelred before the vote that the Cat 
t was an excellent contract.

Aid. Cooper sa-kT it was the beet con­
tract he had seen. In face of this a 
number of aldermen turn around and 
prepare to swallow themarives. I don’t 
see how they expect to square them­
selves.

“They will say that the people in 
June said we must have Hydro power. 
I agree with that, but we must have it 
under reasonable condition.”

SPOKE LONG AND LOUD.
“The mandate from the • people,” was 

the text of an address by Aid. Hopkins, 
which lasted exactly three-quarters of 
an hour. It was spectacular in spots. 
The portly alderman made an effort to 
keep interest from lagging by regaling 
his hearers with funny stories and 
thumping the desk at an awful rate 
when he found attention straying.

“There is only one objection.” he said, 
replying to Aid. Peregrine, “and that 
is that all these arguments have been 
put forward before and refuted.”

It was like a man who took his case 
to court, had a decision given against 
him and then tried to put in new evi-

“The time for those remarks was cer­
tainly before June 7,” he repeated. “Aid. 
Peregrine says he was here as aldermen 
and asks us to remember that. I say 
very true. It is the point we must re­
member. We are not here as ratepayers. 
The ratepayers have spoken. It is up 
to the aldermen to translate it into law.”

Addressing the Mayor he said: “What 
would you think if after the next elec­
tion in January the city clerk decided 
he did not like the mandate of the 
people, some of his friends were left 
behind, and he consulted the other 
clerks in the building and picked out 
a list that suited him and submitted 
them t0 the people and said. ‘These are 
the people you shall elect.’ what would 
you do? He would be compelled to ac­
cept the people's mandate. There is a 
laxv to make him. I sav in this case we 
have failed to do our duty to the people, 
and if there is not legislation to make 
us there should be. We have the man­
date. It is up to us to give force to it.”

He referred to the first vote when the 
people favored the Hydro, and the sec­
ond when $225.000 for a plant was 
sanctioned by the ratepayers.

_ At that time,” he charger, “the elec­
trical forces got together and said. We 
will kill this project before it is bom.’ 
With what result? Men were elected 
to the Council to carry out the rate­
payers’ wishes, but they did not. Thev 
permitted things to drag along until 
•Tune, when they submitted the question. 
Do you want Hydro of Gataraet power?’ 
The people said, *We don’t want the 
Cataract.’ They said. ‘We do want the 
Hydro.’ From that day to this we have 
wanted it. Why don’t we get it? Why? 
We have our mandate; whv don’t we 
obey ?”

The conduct of the Cataract aldermen 
on the committee, he said, compared 
favorably to that of a wearv gentleman 
who sought work. “But you work ten 
hours a day.” he objected, “while lam 
only used to working one.” The em­
ployer was busy, though, and decided to 
have him work an hour a dav. The. 
weary gentleman got such a shook that 
he collapsed on the road.

“When the committee was going over 
the matter and asked for a thousand 
horse power instead of the whole thing," 
he said. “I think it got such a shock 
when the commission said yes that it 
had to have another meeting, and after 
that was concocted the scheme to tack" 
on other things which the commission 
had already emphatically said it would 
not concede. Something was asked for 
that would not be given in order that 
nothing should be given. I say the peo­
ple have given us a peremptory order 
to obex*. We have not done so. Should­
n’t xvc be turned out of office?”

Aid. Hopkins is one of the loyal Hydro 
supporters who takes for gospel truth 
everything that comes from the com­
mission. He insisted that the Berlin 
contract was meant to mystify the rate­
payers as to the real issue. He remark­
ed before concluding that there was only 
4 remnant of the Cataract left at Wel­
land as a result of the competition 
there.

STOPS APPLAUSE.
Some of the back benchers showed a 

desire to applaud the alderman from ward 
6. but Mayor McLaren dampened their 
enthusiasm.

“None of that, gentlemen,” he warned.
There xvas mumbling from one of the 

audience. “If there is any more of that 
you will go out of the room,” threaten­
ed his Worship.

TO PROTECT THEIR HONOR.
The following amendment was then 

moved by Alderman Crerar, seconded 
by Alderman Peregrine.

“That, whereas, the ratepayers of this 
city on June 7, H>09, expressed them­
selves by a substantial majority vote 
in favor of having a supply of* power 
from the Hydrp-Electri Commission;

“And, whereas, a contract noxv exists 
with the Cataract Power Company for 
a similar service;

“And, whereas, this council is xvilling 
if possible to carry out the xvish of the 
people as expressed on June 7 in this re­
gard;

“Be it therefore resolved that the-con- 
traot xvith the Hydro-Electric Commis­
sion he held in abeyance until it is as­
certained from the < aturact Power Com­
pany upon xvhat terms it is willing to 
release the city from its obligations in 
respect to such contract.”

Md. Wri?hr I- th it in.order?
Aid. Hopkins—Certainly not.
Aid. \\ right It make* Vie statement 

we have a contract with the Cataract.
Aid. Crerar—That is my opinion.
Aid. Crerar confessed that the vote 

showed the people favored a Hydro con­
tract, but xvhat sort of a contract Hen- 
x'en only knexv. Many people .who had 
voted for the Hydro by-law told him 
since they thought there was going to 
be competition. He insisted the city was 
not in a safe position to make a contract 
with the Hydro on account of the danger 
of litigation. With all due deference bo 
Justice Anglin, it was not improbable 
tint his opinion as to the contract only 
being good for one year might l>? over

ald. Sweeney explains.
Aid. Sweeney—I took an active part in 

the power question last year. 1 opposed 
a thirty-year contract, and I would op 
pose one now, not knowing xvhat tin 
power was going to cost. 1 considered 
las-t year’s contract a good one. It xvas 
only for five years. Our efforts have 
brought forth good fruits. The Commis­
sion has conceded many points, including 
granting us until the end of next year 
to decide whether we shill take all our 
power from that source. I think in view 
of the vote and other conditions it is our 
duty to make application for a thousand 
horse-power. I think some of the things 
in Aid. Peregrine's amendment can be 
worked out later. The people seem de 
termmed to have Hydro power, some of 
them even though they pay $100 a horse­
power. Î have no doubt the city's re-
Îuirenient,* will be more than a thousand 

orse-power, and I shall x-otc for the re

A MATTER OF HONOR.
The Mayor, referring to the amend 

ment presented by Aid Crerar and Pere­
grine, said: "I don't suppose the mover 
a-nd seconder suppose or even expect 
that it WtU carry. We must, howavef. 
honor men who have their convictions 
and wish them placed on record. There 
are a good many with convictions who 
bave not the courage to record their con­
victions.”

Aid. Peregrine explained that he sup­
ported the amendment on ethical 
grounds. He held they had no right to 
make another contract. “The one made." 
he said, “was signed by the Mayor, with 
the great seal of the corporation, and 
should he held inviolate. I want to be 
on record, for I feel that some day it 
will be vindicated.”

ALD. COOPER IS HEARD 
After being informed by tne Mayor 

that a letter received yceterday num 
Solicitor iioob merely reiterated the 
statement that the commission's de­
cision was final, Aid. Cooper, after de­
claring that ne hoped while in muni 
cipai «île ire wigin always be associ­
ated with such gentlemen as acted 
with him on the power committee, and, 
crediting them îor being thoroughly 
honest m their opinions, launches in­
to a vigorous repiy to thoue who ob­
jected to signing up with the commis­
sion at once.

Aid. Peregrine had spoken about a 
modified contract. Who modified it? 
The aldermen were not instructed to 
take a thousand horse power, or a mut­
ilated contract, but a contract approv­
ed by the people. Aid. Peregrine talk­
ed of discrimination. Where was it? 
Certainly clauses had been struck out 
et the city's request. They would be 
paagred again at the city's request 
a .y time before the end of next year, 
giving Hamilton the same privileges as 
other municipalities. Surely Aid. Pere­
grine did not mean what he said about 
the capital cost totalling up to about 
$140,000. The maximum cost of power 
was $17.92. It included everything.

Much was made of the Berlin case. 
He took the trouble to consult the com­
mission and found that in Berlin's case 
the cost of interest and sinking fund 
was not included in the $6,540, so that 
Hamilton, on this basis paid about $2,- 
723, compared with $6,540 by Berlin, 
and $8,120 by Stratford. He* did not 
think the commission would discrimin­
ate against the city.

Aid. Cooper admitted that he had 
said $16, the Cataract offer, was lower 
than $17.92. He repeated that the only 
wayi for Hamilton to make the Hydro 
scheme a success was to go in for the 
whole thing. Hamilton might not be 
getting everything it wanted in the 
Hydro contract, as it stood, but he in­
sisted that it was an absolutely fair 
contract. He did not agree with Aid. 
Crerar's amendment, because he held 
that the contract entered into by the 
Council last year was illegal ,and ex­
pired at the end of last year.

ALD MORRIS TALKS.
Aid. Morris—I am not in favor of 

Aid. Peregrine's amendment, for it 
counsels delay or impossible conditions, 
while we know that the contract is fin­
al. I favor Aid. Jutten's motion, be­
cause it is in accordance with the wish­
es of the people. The people have told 
us definitely and repeatedly what they 
want and I feel so strong about it that 
I feel I should either vote in accord-

eign. Is it fair, courageous or demo­
cratic not to give the people what they 
want, even if it conflicts with our own 
private opinions as a business proposi­
tion. The Council last year made an 
unfortunate mistake involving yftrlap 
and expense. Three years this question 
has been up. For two years the Coun­
cil has known what the people want. 
Is the face of an alluring contract 
with the Cataract in 1908 the people 
voted strongly for the Hydro for the 
second time. Again last June, when 
xvhat appeared to be an excellent con­
tract with the Cataract was submitted, 
the people rejected it and said they 
wanted Hydro. Let us ask each ether, 
Who am I that I should set myself up 
as judge as to what is right and wrong? 
The people may be right; they may be 
wrong. Should we stubbornly dispute 
their will? Is this a free democratic 
country? Shall we take advantage of 
our brief authority and say we will not 
grant the request? Shall we arrogate 
to ourselves the authority to tell the 
people that they don’t know what they 
are doing? Shall we defeat their wishes 
because, forsooth, the commission will 
not give us a little longer time and make 
other little changes? The time does 
not. affect the principle of the contract. 
The people have not asked for varia­
tions. Why should we defeat a scheme 
the people are willing to enter into with­
out reservation? Why should we quib­
ble and magnify mole hills into moun­
tains? It is unfair, unjust, undemo- 
tratic and tyrannical. It looks like at­
tempting to enslave the people to the 
Cataract against their will. Gentlemen, 
we must never forget we are the ser­
vants of the ratepayers of Hamilton. 
We are not the servants of the Cata­
ract company, and if it comes to a ques­
tion of loyalty to the Cataract or the 
ratepayers we should be loyal unhesi­
tatingly to the people of Hamilton. It 
seems to me the people are opposed to 
the Cataract because they are opposed 
to monopoly, because they favor com­
petition and because they believe the 
Hydro will secure us fairer treatment.

Aid. Morris eulogized the Cataract 
directors, but he said there was a strong 
feeling against the company, whether 
rightly or wrongly. He believed it was 
on account of the company’s vexatious 
methods. “The people,” he said, “have 
complained bitterly. The Cataract , 
metaphorically speaking, has taken the 
people by the throat and tried to force 
down things. The people simply won’t 
have it. The people insist on considera­
tion and they will not become slaves 
to the Cataract or any other monopoly,”

Aid. Morris said he was looking to 
the future. He declared that the Cata­
ract had cut its prices in two as,f a 
result of the Hydro agitation, and yet 
the people would not hax-e its power.

"At present." he said, “there is so 
much unjust discrimination in regard to 
prices and such vexatious arrangements 
without hope of relief that conditions 
are well nigh intolerable. Our first duty 
is to safeguard the city’s interests, and 
let monopolies and private corporations 
look out for themselves. We should face 
this question squarely. It Is a question 
of monopoly and stagnation on one side 
and competition and development on 
the other. The people have chosen, and 
we should crystallize their choice into 
laxv. This is a critical moment in the 
city’s history. T for one will not com­
mit the great sin of voting against the 
people’s desire. I will not he in favor 
of riveting the shackles of monopoly 
on them. I will defend their rights and 
liberties as far as T can and prote*t 
against all monopolies and oppressions 
of the people."

ALD ALLAN.
Aid. Allan—Aid. Morris, I think, has 

put things in a very unfair light. He be­
gan by asking who would speak against 
competition. 1 for one would not. I 
have been C'ataarct all the way through, 
because I think the Cataract offer is the 
best. There is no question of competition 
in this Hydro power. The people have 
been misled on that point. If there is 
any competition it is the city of Hamil­
ton that must compete and not the Cat­
aract. If you want a competition the city 
must mstal a plant at a cost of over a 
million dollars. Aid. Morris referred to 
the early city fathers, who installed our 
xvr.terworks system. They certainly did, 
but it makes you pay txvice as much as 
it costs. Look out the poxver is not the 
same. I admit the people said they 
xviinted Hydro power. I am xvilling to 
take a thousand horse power, not be­
cause it is cheaper or bring* competition, 
but. the people have said they xvant it. 
The commission has always claimed it 
wns going to give Hamilton poxver at 
cost. That is all we want.

Aid. Allan dealt with the commis 
si on's ultimatum and declared that if 
the Council insisted on its rights he was 
confident that it would get them. l'he 
Imperial Cotton Company, he said, was 
getting power from the Cataract for $f 
s lioiee power, cheaper than the commis 
sion xvas getting it at the Falls. Where 
dM the competition come in here? It 
was impossible. As a business man he 
xvould not accept the contract himself. 
Lut he wns willing to do as the ratepay­
ers said, if they wanted to pay twice m 
much. He did not think the proposed 
amendment a*k»d too much. If the com­
mission refused the city would be no 
woise off in making its application.

Aid. Cooper wanted to know it the 
Trqnrial Cotton Company wns using ten 
or twenty-four hour power, nnd when 
informed ten-hour power he insistesd 
th.it Aid. Allan should have explained 
tn's.

ALD MILNE.
Aid. Milne spoke briefly and to the 

point. He said that the aldermen who 
so fdtonglv championed v.he Fydio' 
Cause in their own private business

ALD WRIGHT.
indorsing Aid. Cooper’s sentiments, 

Aid. Wright said it was undoubtedly 
good business to hitch up with the Hy­
dro. It was a case of the people on one 
side and a corporation on the other. He 
charged the company with breaking 
faith with the city, private house users 
and manufacturers. Some of the latter, 
he said, paid as high as $100 a. horse 
power. The Hydro'power, he insisted,, 
would be delivered here at cost. He fav­
ored taking as much as the city could 
handle and as quickly as possible.

ALD. LEES.
Previous to last June, said Aid. Lees, 

the situation was entirely different. Up 
until then he had not recognized any of 
the votes as a mandate from the people. 
The council had tried to make a five-^ 
year contract with the company, but if 
Justice Anglin and the legal expert en­
gaged by the city were correct, Hamil­
ton was not bound for more than a year. 
Financially, the Cataract contract was 
an excellent thing for the city, and he 
was surprised to see it defeated. The 
people, however, seemed willing to pay 
more and get power for competition. 
Aid. Peregrine’s amendment seemed to 
carry out the wishes of the people, hut 
the mover’s arguments were against his 
amendment. He felt they should close 
at once with the commission, trusting to 
the Government to deal fairly. He ad­
mitted that in his opinion the city was 
entitled to all that Aid. Peregrine s 
amendment asked for. He could/see, 
however, where the commission, if it 
made concessions to Hamilton, would 
have the other municipalities after it. 
They must obey the people’s mandate..

Aldermen Ellis and Robson spoke in 
favor of the motion. „

THE MAYOR’S VIEWS.
Mayor McLaren, after referring to his 

two years’ experience in street railway 
nnd power matters, said that constant 
turmoil was no good for the city. Flic 
company, he admitted, in many m»t- 
ters hail assumed an arbitrary position 
with the city. He told how lie had hat- 
tied to get the power price down. Often 
it had puzzled him how the light users 
were charged high, because often they 
had showed him low prices for manufac­
turers. He found that the council when 
it took in Barton and went hunting in­
dustries induced the company to grant 
manufacturers very low prices as an in­
ducement to locate. The lighting con­
tract was first given to them as a 
1 >onus to get the company started. He 
related how the company gradually came 
down to the city’s demands.

“They conceded,” he said, “practically 
everything that any reasonable man 
could ask, so much so that no alderman 
dare get up in this Council ami say it 
was not a good contract. The people 
voted, and I will not say they did not 
know what they voted on, although I 
believe some did not. The matter was 
discussed in the papers, hut there was 
too much extreme language on both sides 
and too little detail.

"1 wonder if any private individual, 
1 apeak of the average man, would con­
tract with us when he could get power 
for five years at a cut price and ten per 
cent, lower when Hydro power is deliv­
ered? I want to know how much twisi- 
neas we would get? We have to handle 
that question, and the people should 
grasp it. Another question. There will 
be times, possibly, when we will be using 
the high tide, 1,800 horse-power, and 
times when we use only 1,000. and this 
■will be the greater of the two. If we 
order 1,800 horse power we must pay 
for 75 per cent, of it, whether we use it 
or not. I don’t object if we get our 
fair share. The scheme has changed 
much from when it started. The line 
then was to run through Hamilton. We 
have to pay now for five more miles of 
the main hue and ten miles of private 
line from Dundas, the latter costing 
about $25,000.

"[ don’t know whether the people are 
willing to pay more money for the ptu- 
pose of getting even. As far as 1 can 
get information we are not liable for last 
year’s contract, but we Have a responsi­
bility, and are here not as rubber stamps 
to obey the mandate of the people, ns 
some would have us believe. If anyone 
can show me « better way of making a 
success of the scheme than using every 
ounce of power we get 1 would like to 
hear about it.

Can anyone tell me why we should 
not get the power at cost? Will anyone 
tell me that a man who puts a thousand 
dollars in a business of twenty thousand 
dollars that lie must continue to pay a 
tenth of the cost although the capital is 
increased? We must look at what wc 
are fighting. There is,not another muni­
cipality as favored as Hamilton. I would 
like to know by what right anyone, ex­
pect* us to pay for the privilege of some­
one else travelling over the line.

"I never got up in this Council to 
consider my own interests' in any shape 
or form. I am figuring from the stand­
point of the man who has to pav the 
bill.”

His Worship, discussing last year’s 
expense, remarked that it was owing, 
a good deal to the fact that the aider- 
men were busy fighting over other 
matters, and that where the money 
went was not watched so closely. "As is 
often the case with politicians who want 
to cover up their business,” he said, 
“they raise some popular cry. Why did 
we not get the contract back from the 
commission for ten days? What evil in­
fluence got in there in the meantime, 
and wanted it worked for .two munici­
pal elections in Hamilton.”

There was applause at this stage, but 
the Mayor called for order, and pro­
ceeded. “They want to use it for muni­
cipal elections this year and next year. 
If there is any man here who will 
stand up and not do what is right af­
ter that, I have no use for him.”

Aid. Jutten declared he had never 
used the power questio nfor political 
purposes.

This matter i* one in which every citi­
zen should be interested. The important 
pa.it that the Y. W. C. A. plays in rais­
ing the standard of young womanhood 
along physical, mental* and spiritual lines 
cannot, but appeal to all. no matter what 
shade of religious belief is held.

The local Y. W. C. A. has at present 
over four hundred members. When the 
new building is ready,, the number will 
undoubtedly be increased very greatly. 
Any woman possessing a good moral 
character is eligible for membership. 
Tickets arc issued at any time, good for 
one year from date of joining. The dues 
are as follows:
Active mem lier................. $1.00 per year
Associate member........... $1.00 per year
Sustaining member...........$5.00 per year
Junior member.................50c per year
Life member. .$100 paid at any one time

A member of an evangelical church is 
called an active member, others being as­
sociate members.

The various classes include physical 
culture, sewing. Bible study and English 
literature. The sewing classes comprise 
dressmaking, millinery, etc. The English 
literature classes are made to embrace 
any common school branch in which the 
student may be deficient. Many of the 
classes are entirely free to members; in 
others there is « small fee.

But. the benefits are not confined to 
members only. The officers are at the 
service of any young woman in need of 
help and counsel. Girls who are travel­
ing, or in search of work, or temporarily 
without funds, all find the Y. W. C. A. a 
boon indeed.

Every Sunday afternoon at 4.15 there 
is an open meeting for maids and work­
ing girls. Informal talks are given and 
tea in served. Once a week an open ser­
vice is held, when a special committee 
welcomes all who may attend, refresh­
ments and games being provided. Every 
month the young women, employees of 
some factory are invited to spend an 
evening as guests of the association.

About six thousand dollars more must
