The Origin of Pearls

For many centuries, even until
comparitively recent times, it was the
common belief that pearls were drops
of dew that gained entranc: into the
shell of an oyster and were there
transtormed into lustrous gems. Arab
and Indian divers still believe that at
certain seasons oysters come to the
surface and suck in the rain drops
that later become pearls. Science,
however, has rudely shattered this
poetic fancy and discovared the real
origin to be a worm. Some interest-
ing inforn.ation in this relation has
been gathered by th> United States
Fisheries Commission.

According to an officer of the com-
mission almost any foreign body—a
grain of sand, a bit of mud or shell,
pixce of seaweed or a smalll animal—
may by its irritation cause thefoyster
to ccver it with nacre and make it
the nucleus of a pearl, but the larzest
part of the annual p arl crop of the

In the rays the
worm attains full development and
produces larva that are cast into the
sea and find lodgment in pearl oysters

WINTER STORAGE OF SQUASH.

,Squash to be carrled successfully in
storage must be well matured and free
from bruises, broken stems, cuts or
frost injury. If one disposes of the
well coloured, best matured squash
and tries to keep those not well ripen-
ed, failure is likely to result under the
most favorable storage conditions. A
squash may be sufficiently matured for
immediate use, but not be suitable for
storaga In selecting for storage,
therefore, pick out those which have
had the longest period of growth, and
just here it might be said that to get
a large proportion of the crop for stor-
age due attention must be given to
having the plants started early. It
is well also to turn the squash occas-
jonally when growipg in order to de-
velop a hard shell on all sides. They
ghould be handled carefully and pme;
ed immediately In a well ventilated,
dry, warm room with a temperature
around 80 degrees until the shells are
hard and then removed to a cool huf
dry light and well ventilated rooth.
Under such conditions we have been
able to keep squash until spring 'n
perfect condition.

Hydro-Electric Power CQmiﬁission Carrying on
Wonderful Power Development Work
at Niagara Falls=A Second
Panama ﬁnal

Operating the largest shovels in
the world, and reversing the flow of
a river, the Hydro Electric Power
Commission of Ontario Is carrying
on an enormous engineering project
at Niagara Falls, practically with-
out the use of steam.

There are many startling phases to
this work, which is the largest
engineering feat attempted in the
Dominion of Canada, and the biggest

Hisfory of Count
De La Gaspesia

Thomas Scott Forsythe journalist,
po~t, author and musican is known
in the Registry of the Seigneurial
Order of Canada as the Comte de La
Gaspesie. He inherits this title and
that of the barony from a feudal ter-
ritory of the ancient Province of Gas-
pasie in Canada, when Canada was @8
principality of,the great king, Louis
XIV of France and Navarre. The
barony consists of the Island of Mis-
cou in the Baie des Chaleurs of tha
lower St. Lawrence Gulf. The Island
of Miscou is 12 miles long and 3 miles
broad. %

In the report of the commissiares
of Nova Scotia are several commis-
sions given by the kings of France to
former vice-roys, governors and lords,~
proprieiors. Anmiong them is that given
by the king in 1654 to Vice-Admiral
Nicholas Denys, who had formerly
been governor of Cape Breton. Be-
sides reognizing him as lord-proprietor
of a certain section, the commission
appoints him vice-roy of Acadia, Isle
St. Jean (now Prince Edward Island)
and Newfoundland. This commission
endows him with the sovereignty of
administration to the extent of making
war or peace for the protection of his i
domain, trade-treaties and subinfeuda-
tions and the bestowal of titles of
hconer.  All officers coming into his
domain are commanded to respect

$2,500,000 From
. Canteen Fund

London, Sept., 28—Canada will
benifit by a substantial sum from the
proceeds of the expeditionary force
canteens. These were canteens with
which the Y.M.C.A. and other or-
ganizations supplied all the British
troops in France with extra messing
supplies, liquors, cigarttes, and var—
fous other articles. Théir surplus
proceeds have been turned into a
fund of which General Julian Byng
is director and which will be used for
ex-service men of the hhperial army,
and amounts to over $30,000,000. An
allotment, however, is to be made to
the troops of the various overseas
dominicns, aceerding to proportional

two and two and a half million dollars.
