Justin was born a pagan about 
the year 100 A. D. A cultivated, 
powerful personality, he was an 
ornament of Roman society till at 
the age of thirty he became a 
Christian, at a time when Chris­
tians were being slain by the 
millions.

Twenty years after his conver­
sion he addressed a letter to the 
Roman Emperor. Hé set forth a 
pla'i n Statement^iSjs*? 
He said XhaTïti'3KafiffllîjP%i 
champion of such a Faith—which 
ran counter to.all the principles 
and practices of Paganism—he 
knew he must expect persecution 
and death, but he boldly pro­
claimed the religion of Jesus 
Christ.

His immortal document is 
known as the Apology of Justin, 
Martyr, In it he terms the Gos­
pels the “ Memoirs of the Apos­
tles,” thus showing that a man 
who was alive before the last of 
the Evangelists died could testify 
to the fact that the Gospels were 
their work, theÿ being “ the 
Apostles or the cqmpanions of the 
Apostles.” This accords with the 
accepted belief in regard to the 
Gospels, Matthew and John being 
Apostles, and Mark and Luke 
being companions of the Apostles.

Canadian Fisheries

Railway Freight'Rates.

The Board of Railway Com­
missioners has decided to grant a 
hearing to the Railway Associa­
tion of Canada respecting an ap­
plication for an increase of freight 
rates over the existing tariff to 
the extent of 30 per cent. Thj 
matters one irrwlnch the public 
has a vital interest, not alone be­
cause -freight rates come directly 
from the pockets of the consumer, 
but also because the question is 
related to the large deficits in 
connection with the operation of 
the Canadian National Railways. 
Last year the deficit on the Na­
tional Railways (which had to be 
made up by ft vote of money by 
Parliament) was $47,000,000 ; 
and this year, with the Grand 

' Trunk included in public rail­
ways, the loss is likely to be 
more heavy. In reality, there­
fore, the problem, from the public 
standpoint, in so far as the Na­
tional Railways are concerned, is 
as to whether it is better to have 
more money taken out of the 
people’s pockets through higher 
rates, or to leave the rates as they 
are and meet a consequent heavy 
loss by a direct vote of money by 
Parliament. The matter, looked 
at from this standpoint, is as 
broad as it is long. It is simply 
a question as to which course 
affords the best form of taxation. 
In presenting the annual state­
ment of the National Railways to 
Parliament last March, Dr. Reid 
put the question 'very clearly, 
when he said;:

“ Shall Canadian freight rates 
be increased generally for the 
particular purpose of enabling 
the Canadian National system 
to meet its operating expenses 
and fixed charges, or would it 
bs better to go on with the 
present rates, giving dealers no 
additional excuse for increasing 
the cost of living and trusting to 
increase in business, the economies 
it should be possible to effect by 
co ordination, and the return of 
normal conditions to gradually 
reduce these deficits until the day 
(which I personally feel is not far 
off) when the revenue will prove 
sufficient to pay for operation 
and, later, also to take care of 
fixed charges ?

“ The earnings of the Canadian 
Railways last year were 350 
millions, made up as follows :
C. P. R., 177 millions
Canadian National, 91 “
G. T. R, 68 -
G. T. P., II

A 25 per cent, increase 
these earnings would approximate 
$38,000,000, the greater part of 
which would be earned in Canada. 
Whether we shall take 88 milliois 
in increased freight rates out of 
the people of the country next 
year in order to show a surplus 
for tlte National system is a 
question as to which I myself am 
not prepared to take the respon­
sibility of deciding either one way 
or the other at the present time

Another argument advanced 
against higher rates is that the 
great bulk of the benefit to be 
derived by the railways by any 
increase would gojnto the coffers 
of the C. P. R. In point of fact an 
increase of 30 per cent, (which is 
the advance asked for) would 
mean for the ^Canadian Pacific 
something like a gift of $60,000,- 
000, a pretty formidable amount 
for a road 'which, up to the pre: 
sent, at any rate, appears to be 
getting on fairly well under the 
existing rates. On the other 
band, however, there are strong 
arguments for some kipd of an 
increase. There is the undoubted 
Advance in the cost of operation ; 
by her wages, and steadily ad-

Canadian fisheries for the fiscal 
year which closed with March 
last, produced a total commercial 
revenue in excess of sixty million 
dollars, or an increase of twenty- 
five millions, as compared with 
the fiscal year that closed with 
March, 1917. The export trade 
in fish for the last fiscal year 
was worth $40,687,172, an in­
crease of over one hundred per 
cent, in value, as compared with 
1914. The increase over the pre­
ceding year was in excess of four 
million dollars. The export trade 
with the United Kingdom in­
creased from $6,726,389 in 1914 
to $9,815,979 in the last year, 

‘while the trade with the United 
States jumped from $5,644,355 
in 1914 to $17,180,250 last year. 
The great increase in fish sales 
to th^ United States has been due 
to the fact that the value of 
canned salmon sold to the re­
public in 1914 was $115,360, 
while last year it was $12,067,.- 
319. During a «pan of six years 
there has been a jump of nearly 
three hundred per cent, in the 
value of dry salted cod, ling, 
hake and pollock shipped into 
the United States. Trade author­
ities look with some disfavor 
upon the increased fish trade with 
the United States because a large 
quantity of salmon and other 
fish imported from Canada 
exported again. Statistics indi­
cate that the premium on Ameri 
can money is attracting Canadian 
trade to the exclusion of other- 
markets. “ While United States 
firms have agents abrqad build­
ing up future trade, Canadians,’ 
remarks an official -statement. 
“ are content to sell to the United 
States. They seem not yet to 
have appreciated the fact that the 
premium on American funds gives 
Canadian exporters in foreign 
markets an advantage over their 
American competitors to the 
extent of the premium. The 
warning given recently by a Can­
adian bank that Canadians are 
letting slip by the opportunity 
to build up Canadian trade seam 
to be applying just now to the 
fishing industry.”

«Argentine Republie
That the Argentine Republic 

has many points in common with 
Canada is the opinion of Senor 
Jose Fidel Lagos, special repre­
sentative of “ La Prensa," Buenos 
Aires, in Europe and the United 
States, who -was recently in Mon­
treal for a few days. Wheat 
farming, in fact cereal farming of 
all kinds takes a foremost place in 
the country’s production. Cattle 
raising is equally important. At 
present the Argentine is enor 
inously prosperous. There are 
many unexploited oil wells which 
promise much when the Govern­
ment develops them'. The many 
rivers provide incalculable power 
for industrial purposes. The 
country has adopted an open im 
migration policy and has much 
to offer intending settlers. The 
principal language in uW is 
Spanish but English is under­
stood to a marked degree es­
pecially among the educated clas­
ses. The climate is temperate and 
equable in summer and in winter 
Senor Lagos stated that within 
the memory of inhabitants who 
were 86 j»earg old, enow had 
fallen only twice, once in 1918 
and again this week. That there 
is splendid opportunity for a closer 
raproachment with Canada ia the 
opinion held by the Argentine 
representative. Trade relations 
could be increased with profit to 
both countries. One example 
cited waa that of the need of 
the South American republic for

The June statement of the 
Finance Department, issued lately, 
bears the mark of important 
changes. For the first time, de­
duction is made of non-active as­
sets, such as loans to the Canadian 
Northern Railway, Grand Trunk 
Railway, and Grand Trunk Pacific 

and to this extent the net debt 
is increased. Again, it has pre­
viously been the custom to lump 
practically all revenue from direct 
taxation under the heliding of 
miscellaneous, and not to give 
separately the revenue from 
business profits tax and income 
tax, except in the budget speech 
fallowing the close of the finan­
cial year. 'Now, the revenue 
from these taxes is to be shown 
month by month. Ordinary 
revenue during June totalled 
$32,618,021, and ordinary expen­
diture $40,566,717. In June, 
1919, ordinary revenue was $26 
780,316 and ordinary expenditure 
$9,042,209. During the three 
months qf the present fiscal year 
ending January 30, ordinary 
revenue was $99,829,097 and or­
dinary expenditure $82,120,632. 
The excess of expenditure over 
revenue last month as shown 
above is due to heavy interest 
payments on Victory Bonds.

Ottawa, Ont., July 16.—The 
ination in regard to trading 

between Canada and Russia was 
clarified today in a statement 
made to a Canadian Press repre­
sentative by Sir George Foster, 
Minister of Trade and Commerce. 
Sir George declared that there 
was 'no embargo on Canadian 
exports to Russia and that it 
was open to any Russian toanakc 
legal purchases from Canadians. 
Further, any Russian individual 
or corporate company is at liberty 
to set up. his place of business 
in exactly the same manner as 
that of the citizens of any other 
country,

Sir George’s statement was as 
follows :

“ With reference to various 
rumors which have been afloat 
and the statements purporting to 
have been made by various par­
ties as to trade between Russians 
and Canadians, it may be stated :

“ (1)—-No recognitions have 
been asked or are called for of 
the Soviet or i any other Russian 
Government.

“ (2) —Russian correspondents 
from the United States and else 
where have been informed that 
there is no embargo in the Can-, 
adian agents exports destined for 
any part of Russia and that it ia 
open to any Russian to make 
legal purchases from Canadians 
on such terms and conditions as 
they will mutually agree upon 
and that no restrictions will be 
placed upon either the making of 
the oontraqt or the parrying out 
of the same by export or other­
wise which is not at the same 
time applicable to transactions 
between Canadians and peoples 
of other countrie’s and that the 
Canadian Government is not in 
any way supporting by advance 
credits or otherwise 'any such, 
transactions between Russians and 
Canadians, nor is it the intention 
of the Canadian Government.to 
make any credits in relation 
thereto.

“ Any Russian individual or 
corporate company is at liberty 
to set up nis place of business in 
exactly the-name manner as the 
citizens of any other friendly 
country. No recognition has-been 
made of the Soviet or any other 
for® of Russian Government by 
the Minister of Trade and Com 
merce or by the Government of 
Canada.”

A scruple is so called from the 
Latin word scrupulus, a small 
sharp stone which, getting into a 
person’s shoe, will cause distress 
and uneasiness in walking. So 
in the morial order a scruple gives 
rise to uneasiness of mind, hinder­
ing the soul in its journey heaven­
ward. One who is habitually 
worried by scruples is said to be 
a “ scrupulous ” person, or to 
have a “scrupulous conscience." 
It is the office of the conscience 
to form judgments as to what is 
right or wrong, good or sinful, in 
conduct.

This judgment requires the 
right use of the reason, applied, 
not to merely speculative matters 
but to practical questions of 
action. Now, in the case of 
scrupulous persons, the intellect 
is darkened, perplexed, and ren­
dered incapable of judging rightly 
in such practical matters by some 
false representation of evil where 
no evil exists. This false repre­
sentation exists in that wonderful 
faculty of man called imagina­
tion of which the physical organ 
is the brain. The imagination 
has the power of fringing before 
us as real, and unless the judg­
ment of the intellect is called in 
to correct it, of imposing upon 
the mind as real, what is actually 
only the creation of the imagina­
tion itself.

When imagination obtains the 
power of influencing a man to 
such an extent that his intellect 
can nolonger correct the false 
impressions produced by that 
faculty, and is consequently led 
astray in its judgments, taking 
the ^seeçaing, for.actqal,4 
false and imaginary for truth and 
reality,, we have * state,of mental 
disease, which may, and not un- 
(requcptly does, . develop .into, 
downright madness. If this state 
occurs with reference to matters 
of moral conduct, it is what 
moraliste and --spiritual-1'writers 
term scrupulosity. As a man 
suffering from hallucinations sees 
ghosts or hears voices, the really 
scrupulous man sees sin—ghosts, 
voices and sin being a delusion 
in both cases.

Thus St. Alphonsqs describes 
scrupulousness aa a condition of 
conscience in which one is in 
fluenced by trifling reasons ; and, 
without any real; cause»,is often 
afraid that actions ate sinful 
when they »re really not so. A - 
modern theologian defines a‘

your hands. The memory you 
have recalled touches me. I was 
worth more then than I am now 
but as you take such an interest 
in me, a condemned criminal» 
and call me friend, I will not 
despair of "myself.'’

Grace did its wonderous work- 
The load of sin was removed, 
and celestial light poured in the 
the purified soul.

We can not have too great 
a horror of all and every sin. 
Scrupulosity is the vain, un­
reasonable, and groundless fear, 
that'sin exists wherq it does not 
Hence it would not be right to 
describe as scrupulous one who 
has a deli°%ta conscience', and is 
always anxious to avoid even the 
slightest deliberate sin, Nor is

anxious about obligations which 
he knows he has not carried out 
or confessions which he knows 
to have been made without proper 
preparation ; or who, having been 
recently converted from a sinful 
life, is anxious -to make full 
amends, and to make sure that he 
has confessed everything fully 
Scrupulosity, moreover, is a state 
of mind more or leas permanent 
or recurrent, Therefore, ono 
who now and again has a scruple, 
though it bo truly a scruple, is 
not to be described as a scru­
pulous person.

It is strange that some persons 
should thiqk that scruples consti­
tute a sort of privilege of the 
spiritual life ; should feel flattered 
if any one suggests that they 
are scrupulous, and look with a 
kind of reference upon rpally 
scrupulous people. Such folk 
can not have realized what 
scruples really are. By scrupu­
lousness they generally mean 
anxiety not to commit any kind 
of wilful sin ; care about prayer, 
tnd preparation for the Sacra­
ments, and so on. Being them- 

‘sfelves somewhat lax in reality 
regarding these things, they are 
consoled if any one gives them 
credit for carefqlqess tliey^ do 
not really exhibit by gently re­
proaching them with entirely 
suppositious scruples.

Real scrupulosity or) the con­
trary, is a spiritual disease, and a 
bad one at that. It does untold 
harm ; it is nothing at all to be 
proud of. The most that theolo­
gians will allow is that God some­
times permits good people to be 
scrupulous,-for a short -time, in 
order to teach them, by bitter 
experience, some necessary lessor). 
Long continued scruples, say au­
thoritative writers, are certainly 
not from God. Either thley come 
from the ïjvil Qne, or are due to 
the.temperament, bodily or men­
tal, of the sufferer. Sometimes 
a wise medical man will be able 
to do more than any one else for
