college or class of students : but gives its
!mnors to all on the same copdition. Such
is the system advocated by all the well-
read in Canada, except those who have
sundry benefits and local interests con-
0 with the Toronto College, or by
those who depend” on the Toronto pressto
do the thinking for them.

If from the two hundred and fifty col-
leges of Great Britain, we look to our
cousins in th& United States,we find a net-
work of colleges all over the Union. In
some instances, we think, they multiply
them too rapidly, but no statesman would
even think of only one college for each
state or for a large city. The Methodist
Church alone in that land has more than
one hundred and twenty colleges. The
9,500,000 acres of land just set apart by
Congress for to assist in the higher educa-
tion of the country, is designed as an en-
dowment fund to aid those denominational
colleges. The system of state aid to col-
leges is there fully understood, and our
Aunerican statesmen are too inteliigent and
too liberal to listen for a moment to the
ery of bigotry or of scepticism. Take the
denominational collegesof New York State
for example, and the official returns show
the nts received from the state funds
for their support. I will only name one or

lvnwtice brevity. There is, Genesee Col-
ege (Methodist) $12,000 ; Geneva College
(Episcopal) 14,500 ; Hamilton College
(Bapsist) $11,000 ; St. John's College (K.
(‘M{mlk) 85,000 ; St. Lawrence College
(Universalist) $25,000 ; Troy College (R.
Catholic) $5.000, Rochester  College
(Baptist) $25,000. New York University
‘vaumlm'l) $16,500 ; Lutheran College,
Buffalo, $3000 ; Elmira College (Presby-
terian) $35,000. I need not multiply ex-
amples. Could any of our one eollege
advocates persuade the le of New
York State, that' it would ‘:ﬁlluc the

ond
of the whole people to shut up all these
den minational colleges, and open one

college for the wholg of that state in New
York city ! If our bigoted Leader or Glube
were to apjear at Albany, Rochester or
Bufialo on such an errand, they would be
looke:Tupon by the intelligent and practi-
cal statesman there as fit only for a lunatic
asylum. As well talk of one printing
press, or one largedry goods establishment,
or one flour mill, or one saw mill, for On-
tario, as to talk of one college. An edu-
cated people will never vote on the side of
monopoly.

1t is often said that we favor chureh and
state, and all manner of unholy and un-
happy alliances, by endowing colleges from
state funds, said colleges being under de-
nominational control.  Such assertions
have done, and may perhaps do again, as .
the empty war-cry of extreme party politi-
cians ; but we hope to hear no more such
4dle braying in this enlightened age, with
sucléstanding examples befors us to the
contrary. 'l'ﬁmanppnru-n of the London
University, and the 36 colleges referred to,
are all of them anti-church and state men,
and nosensible man would think himsel
sincere in saying that American statesmen
were favoring the wunion of church and
state by supporting such colleges.

Another faint cry is heard of a supposed
injustice done to the smaller bhodies or
churches in the country by the support of
denominational colleges. The party rais-
ing this cry does so for want of something
else to say, and in entire forgetfulness or
ignorance of the provision made for the
smaller denominations in the one college
amply sustained by Government. With
such a provision as is supposed to be ample
in every respect for all the denominations,
the smaller ones could not complain, as
they have the lion’s share for their use.
