THE KAISER’S MAD IMPUDENCE 
—SWORD OF LIBERTY DRAWN.

PARIS, Aug. 8.
In a signed statement to the press, 

ex-Premjer Clemenceau, one ot the 
most brilliant of living Frenchmen, 
says: “In the enormous issues now 
at sta.ke, it is not merely Frabce or
Russia or England that we have to 
consider, but the destiny of European 
civilization, which will now be de­
cided by force of tu-nra. The result 
will be either the-maintenance of the 
flue diversity of culture among inde­
pendent peoples, or an execrable uni­
ty of German manufacture. Thus 
our cause is the cause of all nations 
and governments, who do not separ­
ate sentiment and national dignity 
from their conception of life, based 
on the national traditions. 
t "Wo Frenchmen, who are sending 
our sous to battle, who are traitor­
ously menaced at the very roots ot 
our national life; are resolved to save 
all we can save Qf.'our glorious con­
tributions to civilization, by defend­
ing ourselves. Wë Become champions 
all. We march with England, who 
herself in an age of, iron thought to 
dominate us, and, wfe had to fight to 
win back our independence. Then 
Britain threw herself into economic 
world conquest, and built up an im­
mense Empire,-of . iyhich civilization 
can only be 'proud. Now she nobly 
draws the sword -for the liberty and 
dignity of the European peoples. For­
merly the enemy Of Napoleonic bege- 
nomy, and of Bismarcklan domination 
she now seeks only that all people be 
free in Europe.

“Italy remains neutral, and I do not 
risk much in predicting that the Ital­
ian people will speedily realize that 
their short-sighted government were 
mad in even placing themselves at the 
service of Germanism, against the 
Latin race.

“Finally comes Russia, which, only 
yesterday seemed to be the last Euro­
pean refuge of Asiatic dépotism; Rus­
sia, which under the late Czar enter­
ed upon the path of liberty, and set 
afoot an incomparable intellectual 
movement which places her in the 
front rank of cultured civilization; 
Russia magnificent. There idealism 
is renascent, and brings with it new 
springs of energy.

“What Feudal German bureaucracy 
fears is an intellectual revolt which 
will destroy that blind obedience on 
which the government reposes. The 

"Kaiser’s manifesto to his people is a 
sham ot shams. No one will ever 

, fully realize how these beasts of prey 
have allied vile hypocrisy with sav­
age brutality.

“Only yesterday, Baron Schoen said 
to one of my friends: 'Tell the world 
we do not want war. It was our mis­
fortune net to know the wishes of 
Austria to whom we are indissolubly 
attached as you are to Russia. We 
will do all we can to prevent wav.’ 
ITow do German acts square with 
these words? She declared war on 
Russia, because the latter mobilized 
on the Russo-Austrian frontier, as a 
reply to Austrian mobilization. The 
German v.ar declaration on ^Russia 
came at the very moment that Aus­
tria, her ally, had accepted. Sir Ed­
ward Grey’s mediation proposals, that 
is to say, just as the primary cause 
of this great war was disàppearing. 
It was then that the'Kaiser declared 
war on Russia and violated the neu­
trality of Lux sin burg and Belgium iff 
order toimarch against France.

“The Kaiser talks about ‘envious 
people forcing Germany to just de­
fence. and that he will show his ener 
mics what it means to provoke Ger­
many.’ This appears mad impudence, 
because Germany cannot cite a single 
act. or even word of provocation, com­
ing from her neighbors. In reality, all 
provocation came from/the autocrat, 
who wants to throw» his hordes on 
France, as did his ancestors on Rome.
The Kiser’s grandiose words are the 
Germanic formula for inflaming ap­
peals, for pious savagery, for enter­
prises of pillage, and harsh domina­
tion. The Emperor calls upon the 
God of Vengeance to help him in this 
greatest crime against humanity in 
all history, for the Emperor recom­
mends his troops to go to Church and 
pray for abundant rapine.”

A Good Start
BELGIANS BRILLIANT DEFENCE.

It is almost a week ago since Ger­
many tried to cajole Britain into neu­
trality by promising to respect at the 
end of the war Belgian integrity. At 
the very moment she was making the 
promise she was violating a signed 
and seaeld solemn obligation to re­
spect Belgian neutrality. At the 
same time she was trying to bully 
Belgium into consenting to allow her 
troops to pass through Belgium with­
out opposition. King Albert faced 
the bully and appealed to France and 
England for aid, but whilst doing so 
called upon his subjects to do their 
part manfully and oppose the Ger­
man invaders. The story of the past 
few days tells of the herioc resist­
ance offered by little Belgium, a re­
sistance which will live long in, the 
nation’s annals. When the Kaiser's 
Legions were hurled on the forts 
around Liege, they apparently expect­
ed to break through them and rush 
the country, south of the River Meuse 
and overwhelm the French army be­
fore it was prepared to meet them.

The expe­
ditionary force which has been equip­
ped at Aldershot is now marching to­
wards Liege. Tho’ small, it is said to 
be one of the best equipped armies in 
the world. Recruiting is proceeding 
apace, and even military and naval 
deserters are voluntarily surrender­
ing themselves, saving they want to 
fight. The Manchester Guardian which 
opposed the war, has come over to the 
united front. The latest phase of the 
attempt to cajole, bribe or bully Italy 
into joining Germany and Austria in­
to war is that Austria threatens Italy 
with war and the over-running of her 
territory. What use an unwilling 
ally would be to them is difficult to 
understand. There seems to be noth­
ing left to Italy now, after her strenu­
ous attempt to maintain neutrality 
but to join Britain and France and 
their allies. The news of such an 
effect would be great news to us, for 
it would mean that the Mediterranean 
Sea would become absolutely safe for 
our traffic and would go far to give 
additional security to our shipping 
on the Atlantic. It is inconceivable 
that Italy should be bullied into fight­
ing against England and France.

A pipe is a small yeceptacle made 

to hold a portable conflagration. It 
is also used by its owner as a 
means of discouraging intrusion by 
strangers and fastidious friends.

WAR RISKS INSURAN
(FROM SECRETARY OF STATE, 

RECEIVED 9.30 P. M. AUGUST 
8.)

Followng is summary of war risks 
insurance scheme : —

Firstly, ships. Government scheme 
for war risks on ships is worked 
through war risk insurance associa­
tion of shipowners already existing, 
and every effort is being made to 
bring as many ships as possible into 
this Association. Government scheme 
only applies to reinsurance of King’s 
enemy risks. Object of scheme is to 
secure as far as practicable mainten­
ance in time of war of oversea trade. 
Government is entering into agree­
ment with association to reinsure to 
extent of eighty per cent, all risks as­
sumed by associations as far as it is 
King’s enemy risks, on following 
terms:— ■*,

(1) On voyages current at outbreak 
of war, reinsurance would be without 
premium.

(2) On such voyages ship must 
comply, as far as possible, with ordîr 
of Government and directions of Com­
mittee of Association to which it be­
longs as to routes, port of call- and 
stoppages.

(3) On voyages begun after out­
break of war premium would be 
charged. This premium which would 
not be less than one per cent, nor 
more than 5 per cent, upon voyages, 
would be fixed by Government.

(4) On such last mentioned, voy­
ages ships must (a) comply as far 
as possible with order of Government 
and direction of Committee of Associ­
ation to which it belongs as to routes,

port of call and stoppages, (b) Not
start on voyage If ordered by Govern ­
ment not to do. Associations at pre­
sent approved re: United Kingdom

Mutual War Risks Association, Ltd., 
24 SL Mary Axe, E.C., London 
Liverpool War Risk Insurance Asso­
ciation, Ltd., 10 Water Street, Liver­
pool. North of England Protecting 
and Indemnity Association, Colling- 
wood Buildings, Newcastle on Tyne.

Secondly, Cargo. A war risk insur­
ance office haa been opened for insur­
ance of ergoes other than enemy’s 
property or goods “export of which 
is prohibited by proclamation,” ship­
ped for voyages commenced on or 
after office opened for business. Car­
go'in British ship at the time of out­
break of war would be treated at port 
of call as though that port were a 
port of loading.

Only risks which would be cover­
ed would be King's enemy risks. Car­
go would be insured only if shipped 
or to be shipped in vessel covered for 
voyage against King’s enemy war 
risks under scheme outlined above for 
ships. Rate of premium would be flat 
one irrespective of voyage or cargo 
nsured. If is capable of variation 
from time to time with maximum of 
five guineas per centum and minimum 
of one guinea per centum. If sailing 
is delayed under order of Government 
assured shall have option of cancel­
ling policy and receiving back prem­
ium paid. Value of cargo for state 
insurance polices covering same car­
go which policies would be produced 
at war risks insurance office when in­
surance is finally arranged.

Thirdly, This scheme was framed 
and primarily intended for ships con­
tinuously registered in United King­
dom, but His Majesty’s Government 
have decided benefits may be extend­

ed to Colonial registered ships which
are included in above-mentioned ap­
proved Associations.

The Nfld. Highlanders, in command 

of Lt-Col. Paterson, paraded to Di­
vine Service at the Congregational 
Church, yesterday morning.

Quoting instances from 
ancient and modern history, he show­
ed that war had resulted in stamping 
out tyranny and oppression and 
brought abundant blessings in its 
train. In concluding his remarks, he 
asked that prayer be made that God 
would protect the right. Leaving the 
Church, the Highlanders paraded by 
way of Queen’s Road, Church Hill, 
McBride’s Hill, Water Street and 
Cochrane Street, saluting His Ex­
cellency the Governor who was in the 
Government grounds, as the brigade 
passed by.

A teaspoonful of dry mustard rub­
bed into the hands, after preparing 
onions or fish, will remove the., odor 
completely.

A thin coat of potash left on the 
sink overnight once a week will re­
move the ugly stains that will not 
yield to kerosene. It should be ap­
plied with care, as it is poisonous.

Soiled and finger-marked bird’seye 
maple can be cleaned by washing 
with a soft rag and lukewarm water 
to which a little kerosene has been 
added.

Rusty flatirons can be cleaned by 
covering the rusty parts with sweet 
oi« and powdered quick lime and al­
lowing them to stand a few days, then 
washing them with hot water and 
plenty of sal soda.

In broiling steak or chops the fire 
sometimes dies down too quickly. 
When this happens sprinkle a little 
granulated sugar over the coals. This 
intensifies the heat and the- smoke 
from the sugar imparts a delicious 
flavor to the meat.

When cleaning white shoes the first 
thing to do is to clean off dust and 
clay by means of a hand-scrub dipped 
in water and a fine white soap. Let 
the shoes dry before applying any 
cleaner, sometimes the scrubbing :'s 
all that is necessary.

A good method of keeping butter 
from turning rancid in hot weather 
is to put it in brine. Take a jar and 
put water in, then add salt until you 
have a brine strong enough to float a 
potato. Put the butter in the jar, 
cover, and keep in a cool place.

When watering plants be careful 
not to water them too frequently; 
this will cause the soil to become 
waterlogged and the plants will die. 
A way to test the soil is to rap the

The
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Ice Blockade,
S. 8. Strathcona, At Sea,

' Off Labrador Coast, 
August 1, 1914. 

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Mr. Editor,—I have carefully 

asked all the oldest inhabitants of 
the “Straits” if they ever remember 
it being blocked with ice at the end 
of July, and I have failed so far to 
find anyone who remembers It. I 
have asked five men over eighty years 
of age, and yet, this week everything 
has been held up, even some largp 
steamers not being able to get 
through; while Monday and Tuesday
we were all blocked solid in the har­
bours by heavy Arctic ice, not far 
from Blanc Sablon. The temperatures 
of the water are excessively cold here 
still, being 32 and 34 degrees on the 
surface, although the ice has mostly 
gone out again before the strong west 
winds of the last two days.

Not only are men sitting idle 
around with their nets out of water, 
but in Jj’ance au Loup, the very 
boats have been hauled up into the 
river to save them from the eddy's 
of the ice pack. Adolph Nielson, 
when Superintendent of Fisheries, 
wrote that, as the result of his prac­
tical experiments at Dildo, he was 
convinced that cod could not feed un­
der 32 degrees Fahrenheit, and could 
not live under 32 degrees, having to 
seek deeper water for warmth.

For my own part, in spite of the 
fact of the many recent poor voyages, 
and in spite of the apparent lessened 
number of cod off our Labrador coast, 
I am convinced that the fisheries have 
made little or no difference to the 
quantity of cod fish in the water. 
The outstanding lamentable fact in a 
country like ours is that we not only 
still know little or nothing about the 
matter, but we take no apparent in­
terest in finding out. Our schooner- 
men are getting more discouraged 
every year, their numbers are de­
clining. It means that our youth and 
strength must leave us to seek work 
elsewhere, and we take no-steps what­
ever to find out the cause and remedy 
it.

If a scare of diphtheria arises, 
and we are in danger of losing one or 
two children, the common sense of the 
entire community at once endorses % 

generous expenditure; but In the far 
farther reaching problem of bow to 
catch more fish, and put a sufficient 
living in the reach of our poorer fish­
ermen, and so prevent their becoming 
the prey of every passing disease, 
why then we do nothing at all.

Last week at all the harbours 
north of the “Straits” discouraged 
men were lamenting the fact that 
there were no fish in the “Straits.” It 
was sheer idleness or apathy that 
kept so many ashore doing nothing. 
Day after day of trying out in their 
little boats with no success>, had con­
vinced them that there were no cod 
in the Straits.. Just off the land, out­
side the paltry four hundred yards 
that the cod traps reach, glutted with 
caplin, kept in the deep water, possi­
bly because it was warmer than, the 
shallow water, lay shoàls of as fine 
fish as were ever caught. This was 
proved to me by my delightful trip 
with that most enterprising of our 
Labrador fishermen, Mr. Edward 
Grant, of Trinity Bay. While others 
were getting ‘no fish,’ we went off to 
haul his fleet of twenty-six sixty-fath­
om gill nets, set out in deep water. 
They were trailing across not more 
than two miles of water, and up only 
a few feet from the bottom. As the 
winch brought in twenty-five quintals 
of lovely fish full of caplin, evenly 
scattered over all the nets, and also 
quantities of live caplin, one could not 
help believng that there were plenty 
of fish; that they were glutted with 
food which they got out of the warmth 
of the deep water, so, as Mr. Grant 
quaintly put it: “Why should1 they go 
to the Labrador to make a living, 
when they can make it at home.”

Having come to the conclusion that 
the fault was ours, and that we sim­
ply did not know how to catch the 
fish, Mr. Grant, seeking new methods, 
sent to Gloucester. He "decided that 
their methods of gill nets were worth 
trying. We have far more and bet­
ter fish on the same area than they 
have, and why should not we, as well 
as they, be progressive and try new 
way®. It was pathetic as we steamed 
back with the fine deck load, to see 
poor fellows in dories offering one 
dead caplin on a hook to fish glutted 
with and surrounded by live ones;
or trawls with dead bait being hauled 
‘clean’ because the fish had better 
food already.

The result is not only that he gets 
fish where others do not, but he en­
courages others 'to stay fishing when 
they are discussing bolting for home 
to look for Government or other em­
ployment. He is also making valu­
able experment® with these nets, and 
will certainly improve wonderfully on 
them.

to outwit cod fish. Not only new 
market®, but new harvests are need­
ed by our fishermen. Will nothing 
be done? There are officials even on 
this coast whose tasks to say the 
least of it, do not occupy any consid­
erable time, and whose expense is far 
less justified than the same money 
spent on fishing inquiries. Even if 
experiments do not always prove 
economic successes, that is no real 
justification for the condemnation
that is most unjustly hurled at them; 
the world only progresses by experi­
ence, the most expense but essen­
tial of all schools.

The necessity for stuping pi ore 
closely the effect of temperature is 
well shown by the following: A fish­
erman got his trawl tangled on the 
buoy at one end. He did not notice 
it until he returned to haul. To his 
apprise, he found that the hooks sus­
pended at about the middle of the 
water all had fish.; those on the bot­
tom, none. For some days he floated 
all Ms hooks a fathom or so down, and 
caught fish while his neighbours got 
none. Then they copied him and got 
as much fish as he. I have seen the 
experiment repeated this year very 
successfully by a schooner crew.

Then again, on those same grounds 
where now people are getting a total 
blank, there are always plenty of fish 
to be caught in October. But no one 
fishes for them because they cannot 
dry the fish at that time of the year, 
and there is no way to buy fresh fish 
at that time of the year, and they do 
not think it worth while to carry 
them over in salt. Yet this is done in 
Bay St. George and elsewhere. All I 
suggest is that especially in the facd" 
of this very poor fishery, we need a 
lot more knowledge; that is if new 
knowledge is obtainable; that we as a 
country cannot claim poverty because 
v/e have still unnecessary official 
expense which might be well diverted 
into more useful channels.

There is certainly another un­
necessary concession to prejudice in 
our Labrador fisheries. Practically 
no one fishes north of St. John’s 
Island. The progressive Capt. Bland- 
ford demonstrated clearly that there 
are thousands of quintals of fish 
to be caught north of that, enough to 
make a material difference in the 
quantity of fish • taken annually in 
Labrador. Here to-day lies the large 
steamer Neptune so famous ' for the 
wealth it brought this Colony in his 
capable hands. Here she lies idle, 
an expense. What argument can jus­
tify this economic waste to any sane 
man on earth. It is painful to listen 
to visitors jeering at us for what ap­
pears to be sheer puerility and lack of 
political backbone.
