War News.
Messages Received 

Previous to 9 A.M.
OFFICIAL.

LONDON, Nov. 16. 
The Governor, Newfoundland:

France—In Artois, aftéV a further 
attack in the Labyrinth, the enemy 
left over 200 dead. Artillery actions 
in Soissons and Argonne have become 
more sustained.

Russia—Th^enemy have been fur­
ther repulsed on the Riga front, but 
have made some progress in the reg­
ion of the River Styr. During the 
past month the Russians have cap­
tured 50,000 prisoners, 21 guns and 
118 machine guns.

Italy—Further progress in the Car­
so plateau ; about 300 prisoners cap­
tured.

Serbia—Enemy reports claim cap­
ture of 8,500 prisoners and 12 guns.

CONDITION OF THE SERBIAN 
ARMY.

LONDON, Nov. 16.
The Daily Telegraph has the follow­

ing from Rome; The condition of 
the main Serbian army is excellent. 
Marshal Putnik is personally direct­
ing operations; Prince Alexander 
commands the army of the north. 
Twenty thousand Austrian prisoners, 
five thousand Germans and four thou­
sand Bulgarians have been sent to 
the Montenegrin frontier. In its re­
treat, the main Serbian army has 
saved all the field and mountain ar­
tillery, heavy guns, locomotives and 
railway waggons, and thus sufficient 
munitions have been preserved for 
an offensive. According to informa­
tion from Cettinge, the Serbian ter­
ritory still free from the invader, 
comprises about 7,800 square miles, 
it is estimated that 200,000 troops 
and five hundred thousand fugitives 
have retreated into this region since 
the beginning of the war. The Ser­
bians have lost 250,000 men, more 
than one-third of them from disease, 
and another 50,000 are still in Mace­
donia, and are unable to communicate 
with the 1 principal 'army. Princess 
Helen has refused to go to Cettinge 
preferring to remain near her family 
as a Red Cross nuçse.

SERBIAN SUCCESS REPORTED.
PARIS, Nov. 16.

The Serbians recaptured Kalkan- 
delen, taking 250 prisoners and large 
quantities of munitions, according to 
the correspondent of the Journal, 
telegraphing Sunday.

BULGARIANS AGAIN OCCUPY

SEEKING GUARANTEES.
LONDON, Nov. 16.

The Entente. Powers are seeking 
guarantees from the Greek govern­
ment, the Athens correspondent of 
the Mail explains, because they have 
decided to establish an entirely new 
front in the Balkans, entailing the 
presence of a large number of troops 
and desire something more definite 
than mere promises of benevolent 
neutrality.

MODIFIED ITS POSITION.
LONDON, Nov. 16.

The Greek Government is reported 
to have modified its position some­
what in favor of the Entente Allies. 
The correspondent at Athens of the 
Exchange Telegraph Company says 
it has decided that in event of the re­
treat of the Allies to Greek soil, 
Serbian troops will be placed on the 
same footing as the British , and 
French.

HEAVY SICK LIST.
LONDON, Nov. ' 16.

The average daily losses in the 
Dardanelles for the entire period 
from May to October were 795, the 
Parliamentary Under Secretary for 
War told the House last evening. 
The great bulk of these men were the 
sick, who aggregated 90,000. Of the 
sick, he added, eighty per cent might 
be expected to return to the fighting 
ranks. x

DEMONSTRATION OF WOMEN.
PARIS, Nov. 16.

According to the President of a big 
Swiss bank, just back from Germany, 
the peace agitation is beginning seri­
ously to permeate the country. Huge 
demonstrations of women took place 
in Berlin, the banker says, riots en­
sued, and the police had to charge 
with drown sabres. There were two 
hundred victims, all women. Ger­
man censorship suppressed all refer­
ence to the disturbance.

. NOTHING TO REPORT.
PARIS, Nov. 16.

There is nothing to add to the pre­
ceding communications, says the War 
Office report this afternoon.

IN THE COMMONS.
LONDON, Nov. 16.

Charles Tlievelyan, Liberal member 
for York, in a speech urged the for­
mulation of terms of peace for the 
purpose of trying to obtain by nego­
tiations, instead of by bloodshed, the 
restoration of Belgium, and the set­
tlement of European boundaries on 
lines of nationality. Germany, said 
Trevelyan, to preserve her existence, 
can continue the war for six years. 
In the meantime what is going to 
happen to us and the rest of the 
world? A war of attrition means 
as well for us as for Germany utter 
and irretrievable ruin.

Andrew Bonar Law condemned 
Trevelyan’s speech as useless and 
mischievous. There is not another 
member of the House, said Law, who 
believed for a moment that Germany 
will free Belgium or restore Alsace 
to France, until she is thoroughly 
beaten, and the British Government 
is as determined now, as it was on 
the first day that1 war was forced on 
us, that we should continue until the 
objects sought by it are attained.

T. P. O’Connor said the view should 
not be permitted to go abroad that 
Trevelyan represented any consider­
able sêctiôn, either of the Parliament 
or the country. Until Germany was 
defeated, he added, it was certain that 
she would never consent to terms of 
peace satisfactory to the Allies.

John Hodge, Laborite', said that 
during the last six months he had 
toured France for the purpose of 
counteracting the evil effects of such 
mischievous pacifist views’ as Trev­
elyan had expressed.

As long as Kitchener, a man who 
accepts no advice, remains at the 
War Office, we will not win the war, 
declared Sir Arthur Markham in the 
Commons this evening in a debate 
on the conduct of the war. Kitchen­
er, Sir Arthur added, was responsible 
for the blunders at Antwerp and the 
Dardanelles and also for the with­
holding of information from the pub­
lic, whom he treated like dervishes.

Carson told the Commons that he 
left the Cabinet when it came to an 
emphatic decision on the advice of 
its military advisors, that it was too 
late to assist Serbia. He protested 
it it were too late to assist Serbia 
that country ought to be told, so that 
she could take such steps as would 
save her from destruction. It was 
not until Joffre came to England that 
the policy announced by Asquith was 
decided upon.

The Prime Minister rèplied that 
there had never been any decision 
that England should not send troops 
in case of need, if military and poli­
tical situation demanded it. He de­
nied that there has been any avoid­
able delay in making preparations to 
come to Serbia.

FISHER IN THE LORDS.
LONDON, Nov. 16.

“It is unfitting,” said Admiral Lord 
Fisher, former First Sea Lord of the 
Admiralty, in the Lords this after­
noon, “to make personal explanations 
affecting national interests, wjien the 
country is in the midst o^S great 
war.” Lord Fisher made^Ebis state­
ment in reply to criticisms by Wjn- 
ston Churchill, who was First Sea 
Lord when the naval attack on the 
Dardanelles was madé, in the Com­
mons yesterday, following his retire­

ment from the cabinet. Churchill 
in his speech complained that he had 
not received from the First Sea Lord 
in connection with the Dardanelles 
affair, the clear guidance before the 
event, or firm support after it, to 
which he considered himself entitled.

PLAY CENSORED.
LONDON, Nov. 16.

The censor has suppresseed the new 
Bernard Shaw play of Laherty, V.C., 
announced for production at the Ab­
bey Theatre, in Dublin. The play is 
a skit on recruiting.

STEAMER MISSING.
SYDNEY, N.S., Nov. 16.

The steamer Dunelm, which left 
Sydney on Oct. 16th with a cargo of 
steel products from the steel works 
here for Manchester, England, has 
not yet reported' at any port in Eng­
land or Ireland. It is feared she has 
met with disaster, 'either sunk by a 
submarine or foundering at sea.

TROUBLE ON CUNARD LINER.
NEW YORK, Nov. 16.

Passengers who arrived here on the 
Cunard Liner Saxonia to-day, gave 
further details of the strike of fire­
men on the liner, as a protest against 
permitting slackers to escape mili­
tary service by leaving the country on 
their ship. The action of the firemen 
so aroused public indignation against 
the quitters that all the principal 
British steamship companies ■ have 
since refused passage to any men of 
military age, unless they show suffi­
cient cause for leaving the country. 
The Saxonia was due to sail at one 
o'clock on Saturday. As she had one 
hunderd and eighty cabin passengers, 
4,200 bags of mail, and five millions 
in specie, her commander Captain 
Marshall, was anxious to get away on 
time. -- Long before noon the landing 
stage was thronged with more than 
seven hundred young men, clamoring 
to get aboard. About six hundred of 
them booked steerage accommoda­
tions and nearly two hundred made 
cabin reservations, so eager were 
they to get out of the country. Most 
of them were Irish, but a fairly large 
percentage of young English chaps 
were sprinkled in. When the firemen 
of the Saxonia saw the assembly they 
set up a howl of disgust. They said 
they were doing their “bit” for Eng­
land. bringing the ship through the 
zone of the submarine peril, and that 
they did not intend to assist others 
to esekpe from their duty. They 
struck in a body, and reported to chief 
engineer Prockter that if “slackers” 
went on board, they went off. Re­
cruiting Sergeants argued with the 
men, but the “slackers,” most of them 
with tickets already in their hands, 
appeared utterly apathetic. The Ser­
geants promised them that the Cun­
ard Company would return the am­
ount advanced on their passage if 
they would only remain and enlist. 
White feathers were pinned on many 
by young women. The officials of the 
Cunard Company, after a hasty con­
sultation, decided to debar any pas­
sengers of military age who could 
not show their legitimate reasons for 
leaving the country. Finally the ship 
got away with the firemen, but with­
out the “slackers.” The Saxonia re­
ported a rough passage all the way 
across, with a succession of gales, 
and rain squalls.

ASQUITH HOPEFUL.
LONDON, Nov. 16.

Continuing l)is speech' in the Com­
mons, Premier Asquith said he was 
confident that the appeal to the sense 
of patriotic duty now being so ener­
getically pressed by Lord Derby’s 
committee, would elicit an adequate 
response from all classes, particular­
ly the young unmarried men of the 
country. Asquith, to quiet the fears 
of the anti-conScriptionists, reitera­
ted that no decision regarding com­
pulsory enlistment could be taken 
without the consent of Parliament.

THE PRESIDENT.

The President of the United States 

is a good and wise man, who is elect­
ed by the people to give tone to poli­
tics in Washington. He is popularly 
supposed to run the country, too, but 
he doesn’t. He merely looks over the 
train sheets.

The President serves four years. 
Some of the most durable have serv­
ed eight yearq. He gets $75,000 a 
year, and lives in the White House, a 
large mansion, completely surround­
ed by newspaper reporters. He 
doesn’t get his salary for living in 
the White House, but it is said to be 
worth the money:

The President usually rises to his 
high office from obscurity, and goes 
back there promptly as soon as his 
term is over. Only native born Am­
ericans can be President. This dis­
courages immigrants so that they 
rarely go into politics. They go into 
business instead, and become aider- 
men.

It is the duty of the President to 
veto all bills passed by the opposi­
tion, to see that the Cabinet chairs 
are freshly filled each morning, and 
to eat whatever is .get before him, no 
matter how badly the banquet com­
mittee may have fallen down. He 
must fit a Pullman car berth neatly 
must enjoy seeing his features warp­
ed all out of shape by cartoonists, 
and must give reporters and writers 
any desired details about his way of 
shaving or his brand of socks or the 
the Way in which he ties his socks, 
The President is public property, and 
is never allowed to forget the fact. 
The public is very hard on Presidents 
too, just as it is on the rest of its 
pf-opèrty. Very few Presidents live 
very long after their escape.

The President works very hard 
and Is worked even more heartlessly 
fti former days, executives were very 
poor house-cleaners, but nowadays 
the President who didn’t dlean up at 
least a department of government a

week would be accused of incredible 
carelessness. The chief exercises of 
Presidents are shaking hands with 
office seekers. They are of various 
denominations. Some are Episcopal­
ians, some Presbyterians and one or 
two have been thirty-cent pieces. 
Candidates for the Presidency are 
chosen by influential politicians in a 
national yell. Marathon held every 
four years. : The candidate getting 
the longest yell is nominated. It is 
customary to elect Republican Pres­
idents.

The Presidents have all been noble 
honest men. TMey are even grander 
and nobler after death, for then even 
the opposition admits it. If a Pre­
dent works hard and makes good, he 
gets into the hall of fame, and has 
100,000 namesakes. Thus far, how­
ever, no namesakes has ever become 
President.

“Colonial empires all of a" piece, end 
as apt for defence as possible, com­
pleting our own economic forces, will 
porbably constitute the politico-colon­
ial solution after the war. Special 
considerations concerning the parti­
cular condition of our popular econ­
omy will be necessary. We must not 
let ourselves be intimidated in what 
concerns the realization of our colon­
ial policy, even if parts of our colonial 
possessions succumb temporarily to 
the superior forces of the enemy. Per 
aspera and astra.”

Botha has taken good care to re­
move the menace of Germany to Brit­
ish South Africa, ’ which was to form 
part of the German African Empire. 
This introduction shows that the 
German Colonial Minister has his 
eyes on the overseas dominions of 
Germany’s enemies, from which Ger­
many can draw raw material. Our 
own Bell Island is a clear case in 
point. Krupps know all about the 
mines on it and before the war ob­
tained raw material from them. 
South Africans will not give up any 
part of South Africa, nor will the 
British give up any part of Newfound­
land. But Germany wants these 
places. Our duty in the premises is to 
continue the fight until Germany is 
crushed so that neither at present nor 
in the future will she be able to menace 
our possessions. We must live up to 
Asquith’s declaration and discount- 
tenace the Trevelyan School of Paci­
ficists.

German Hunger
for Our Colonies.

Charles Trevelyan who 
resigned a subordinate 
office in the Ministry, 
because he did not agree 
with Britain going to the 

aid of Belgium, has since that time 
been active as a Pacificist. Yesterday 
he urged in the Commons the formu­
lation of terms of peace for the pur­
pose of opening negotiations for 
peace. The Secretary for the Colonies 
characterized Trevelyan’s speech as 
useless and mischievous. T. P. 
O'Connor said it represented the views 
of no considerable part of Parliament 
or people, and John Hodge, Laborite, 
said he had spent six months in 
France for the purpose of counteract­
ing such mischief as Trevelyan was 
making.

Opportunely, we received this morn­
ing from the French Vice-Consul here, 
a copy of the Bulletin of the Alliance 
Française for October 1st, 1915. We 
say opportunely, because the Bulletin 
contains a short article, entitled “The 
German Colonial Minister’s Ambi­
tions.’’ In it is an introduction to a 
Colonial Calendar, shortly to be pub­
lished, from the pen of the German 
Colonial Minister. It is illuminating 
and we give give it in full: —

“In view of Germany’s politicàl and 
economic situation it seems to us in­
dispensable that after the end of the 
war, our colonial possessions should 
be maintained and increased, what­
ever may be the eventual increase of 
territories in Europe and the fresh 
modification of the reciprocal rela­
tions of the European States. For 
someone who is acquainted with 
economic questions there is no need 
of special proofs, but he also will be 
as’nnished on seeing expressed in fig­
ures the extraordinary, importance 
which the possession of colonies pre­
sents for a modern Stâte.

“GERMANY’S NEED IN COLONIAL 
PRODUCTS AMOUNTS TO SEVERAL 
MILLIARDS. The colonies which we 
had up to now can only cover a small 
part of the need in such materials, 
nearly three per cent. We may be al­
lowed to presume that the tendencies 
to development of modern colonial 
politics will increase in a sensible 
manner after this war. The great 
colonial powers will aspire not only 
to an increase of their possessions, 
but they will strive also, in conse­
quence of the aggravation of national 
antagonisms, to concentrate as far as 
possible, capitals production in raw 
materials and oversea trade on their 
won colonies.

Sergt. John McKinley.
From a correspondent in Boston, 

we learn that Corporal John McKin­
ley of the 25th Battalion Canadian 
Expeditionary Force, was not killed 
in action, as reported in the Boston 
Journal, on Nov. 5th. According to 
a/message from the Adjutant General 
at Ottawa to the young soldier’s mo­
ther he was only slightly wounded and 
was in hospital at Boulogne, France. 
The next day his mother received two 
letter from him, which confirmed the 
news contained in the message. In 
his letters he says that he was knock­
ed out by a German gas bomb but 
was gradually recovering from its 
effects, and expected to be back in the 
trenches within a few days. The 25th 
Battalion was in the big drive made a 
few weeks ago and resulted in the 
capture of several German trenches. 
Corporal McKinley says that several 
Newfoundlanders were in his com­
pany and took part in the drive, and 
adds that they can be relied upon 
when the Germans “show their teeth."’ 
His letter also tells of a surprise at­
tack by the Huns- which was success­
fully repulsed by his men, and that 
he had been promoted to Sergeant, 
having charge of a trench with eight 
men. He says that the position was 
rather dangerous, but that “it is all 
in the game." Sergeant John McKin­
ley is a son of Mrs. Mary E. McKin­
ley, formerly a Miss Tilley, daughter 
of the late Mr. William Tilley, Light­
house keeper at Cape St. Francis for 
many years. He was born at Chelsea, 
Mass., and is a machinist by trade. 
He was a member of the Const. Ar­
tillery and shortly, after the outbreak 
of war he went to Halifax and enlist­
ed as a private in the 25th. When the 
war is over he expects to visit his 
relatives in this city. He is a nephew 
of Mr. and Mrs. Joseph Butler of 
Pleasant Street._____________

The Big Gale
When the Toronto weathei- prophet 

ordered the Marine and Fisheries De­
partment yesterday to hoist No. 4 
storm signal, indicating the probabil­
ity of a heavy gale from a westerly 
direction, he was so far right that the 
westerly gale which followed a few 
hours afterwards was the most violent 
felt in the city and suburbs for some 
time past. On the higher levels the 
gale raged at the rate of about eighty 
miles an hour, a couple of tlegraph 
poles were blown down and several 
houses in isolated places were threat­
ened with destruction. Fortunately, 
however, nothing of any account hap­
pened there in that respect, but many 
fences were blown down and barns 
sustained damage. One small house 
at the Upper Battery was blown down. 
The occupants, a woman and her two 
children, sought refuge at the police 
station for the night. Between 70 and 
80 feet of Bannerman Park fence was 
carried away. Also 100 feet of the 
Penitentiary fence was blown down 
and a portion of Mr. J. C. Crosble’s 
fence on Forest Road carried away.

Countrywards many trees were 
blown down and some property own­
ers In that section suffered severe 
damages to barns and fences.

Along the waterfront the gale was 
seen at its height. The wind blew 
iwth great violence in the harbour, ac- 
campanied by a heavy choppy sea. 
Shipping had to haul off from the dif­
ferent wharves. One old schooner, 
which was lying to anchor dragged 
her moorings and drifted outside the 
Narrows and sank. There was no one 
on board at the time. Another schr., 
the Shamrock, broke from her moor­
ings, crashed into another schooner 
in the harbour three different times 
and then drifted outside the heads. 
The crew barely had time to get out 
of her, being rescued by a launch. 
Other vessels in the harbour got in 
trouble but were assisted to places 
of anchorage and secured by tugs 
which were kept busy the entire even­
ing. The S. S. Cape Breton, coal 
laden, bound from Sydney to Claren- 
ville, found the storm too much for 
her and put in here for shelter. She 
had a rough passage. Last night she 
dragged her anchors ih tne harbour 
and was brought up near Chain Rock, 
after having a narrow escape from go­
ing ashore. It must have been a ter­
rible night at sea and vessels off the 
port got the full force of the gale. 
Several vessels were reported to have 
sheltered along the Southern Shore. 
The Fogota was unable to get nqrth 
and had to return, reaching here at 
5 p.m. The Senlac, which left here 
before the gale came on, was report­
ed by Cape Race to be off there in the 

th of the storm. She was getting 
led in the waves, she passed Cape 

Race at noon making for harbour. 
Much anxiety is felt for schooners 
which were due here from the West­
ward with cargoes of dry fish as well 
as for several northern crafts that 
left for home the night before last 
with supplies. It is to be hoped that 
all made harbours of safety.

Much damage to fishing property is 
reported between this port and Cape 
St. Francis. Even at the Southside 
of the harbour here some boats and 
fishing stages were damaged.

The gale was also severely felt 
along the railway line and the tele­
graph lines were interrupted in con­
sequences.

Qtr.-Million Victims
IN BATTLE OF CHAMPAGNE.

New York; Nov. 9.—-Alexander Pow­
ell, the war correspondent, who re­
turned from Europe to-day on the 
steamship Lafayette, told of remark­
able sights he had seen in the Cham­
pagne district. He said that the bat­
tlefield proper had been about the 
extent of Manhattan Island, and that 
he had seen thousands and thousands 
of bodies of soldiers on that ground.

“General Joffre," Mr. Powell said, 
“anxious to show the French that his 
army could do something, ordered a 
bombardment of the German trench­
es that would level them so that 
cavalry might charge across the field. 
To accomplish this he brought up 
3,000 guns with 2.000 shells for each, 
and dug fifty miles of special trench­
es. Then the battle of the big guns 
began, and for three days and nights 
the bombardment was so terrible and 
incessant that it was a continuous 
roar.

“They never let up for an instant. 
Every one had cotton in his ears, and 
we became tired standing on tip-toe 
to avoid the concussion, for it was 
continuous. At the end of three days 
the charge began and for the first 
time in this war, cavalry charged 
across an open field.

“Before the bombardment the field 
which was fifteen miles long and 
three wide was gashed with deep 
trenches. After three days It was al­
most a level plain. The victims of 
that battle numbered 250,000.

"The men who went after the Ger­
mans In that charge were strange 
looking objects. The French are 
wearing the steel shrapnel proof hel­
mets or casques. These come down 
over the back of the neck, and are a 
great protection. They wear the gas 
masks also, and every man is armed 
with a knife for close fighting.

“Make no mistake about the fight­
ing qualities of the German soldier. 
He is as good a fighter as the world 
can show, but he lacks the initiative 
of the French and the English. Give 
a body of German troops officers and 
they are superior to most soldiers, 
but kill the offipers and they do not 
seem to know what to do. With the 
Frenchman or the English it is differ­
ent. They can fight for themselves 
without officers, if necessary, and are 
often called upon to do so."

London, Nov. 6.—Joseph Reinach, 

the military historian, states that had 
the French guns been able to continue 
firing for another two hours in the 
Battle of Champagne the Geramn 
army would have been driven from 
France. The French staff, he says, 
possesses convincing evidence of this.

It is also learned that the German 
garrison at San Quentin was advised 
that the German line was about to 
break, that all military stores were 
removed and the German staff offi­
cers formally said farewell to the 
French families with whom they had 
been living.

Every road in the rear of the Ger­
man line from Lens to the Argonne, 
says Reinach, was packed with guns 
and military supplies being sent back 
to Belgium and Lemburg. But at 
the critical moment the French army 
was unable to follow up its advant­
age because the men dropped in ex­
haustion and the guns were red hot.

It had been 
stated, he continued, that women 
visited the headquarters in France 
and asked whether the Government 
defended their presence there. Peo­
ple are sending their sons out to 
fight under the direction of men, who, 
he declared, were living at headquar­
ters in vast numbers and could not 
go early to their offices because they 
were up late playing bridge. It is 
about time, said Lord St. Davids, that 
the men were given a fair chance. 
More than once troops have broken 
German lines but owing to the bad 
staff, many lives have been sacrificed 
owing to muddling in high places.

The Marquis of Crew replied to the 
allegations that success had been 
missed owing to the fault of bringing 
up reserves at the right time, was the 
subject of inquiry betwen the highest 
authorities that could be invoked.

Baron Newton said he was unable 
to disclose - the number of the British 
staff, and defended it as did also Vis­
count Haldane, former Secretary of 
War. Lord Haldane declared Lord 
St. Davids launched his attack with­
out adequate information. It is true, 
he said, the country suffered owing 
to the want of an organized general 
staff. Nevertheless there had been 
evoked a general staff of the highest 
order. To say that the work of the 
staff is faulty is to say something 
which is very far from the truth ; as 
for Field Marshal French, he is up at 
6 o’clock every morning. Marquis 
Crewe said from his knowledge of 
Field Marshal French, he thought it 
exceedingly unlikely he would submit 
to having persons forced upon his 
personal staff. Lord Crewe had no 
hesitation in saying that unless wo­
men had business at headquarters 
they ought not to go there.

LONDON, To-Day.

A despatch to the Vossiche Zeitung 
from Bucharest reports that 15 units 
of the Russian Black Sea fleet, includ­
ing 3 recently launched Dreadnoughts, 
have been cruising for two days off 
the Bulgarian coast.

FRENCH’S LATEST REPORT.
LONDON, To-Day.

An official communication from 
Field Marshal French says : Since 
my communication of November 10th 
the artillery on both sides have been 
active, especially south of Labasse 
Canal, east of Kemmel and east of 
Ypres.

LONDON, To-day. 
With increasing gravity from the 

Allies view point, the military situa­
tion in Serbia, the attitude of Greece 
towards the armies of the Efitente 
Powers has become a matter of deep 
est concern.

BON Ut LAW EXPLAINS LORD 
DERBY’S PLAN.

LONDON, To-Day.
With consent of Parliament. James 

Henry Thomas. Assistant General Sec­
retary of the Amalgamated Society of 
Railway Servants’ Labor, complained 
that Earl Derby’s circular conveyed 
the impression that conscription would 
be enforced after November 30th. That, 
he declared, would be a violation of 
the agreement with the Labor Party. 
He did not believe the Government 
would be able to force a Conscription 
Bill through, nor did he believe that 
voluntary enlistment had failed. An­
drew Bonar Law, Minister for the Col­
onies, said that while at the outset of 
the war he believed conscription to 
be the best system, he realized re­
course to it now might cost too much, 
since it would divide the nation. The 
whole question depended upon wheth­
er under the voluntary system all men 
necessary for war could be obtained. 
He co'ntended that they would if the 
voluntary system were given a fair 
chance. Bonar Law ridiculed the idea 
that Lord Derby intended to suggest 
that if every eligible unmarried man 
did not enlist those who stayed behind 
would be compelled to join the colors 
before married men were called on. 
What Lord Derby meant was that if 
there was a general shirkage among 
unmarried men then they would be 
made enlist.

PARIS, To-day.
An investigation by the Italian Gov­

ernment has disclosed that the sub­
marine which torpedoed the steamer

Editor Evening Telegram:
Dear Mr. Editor,—Now . that the 

Prohibition campaign has ended, our 
thoughts and attentions which had at 
least been partly diverted by the war­
fare against the liquor traffic have 
again returned to the great centre of 
attraction, I mean the great War. The 
stupendous struggle in which our Em­
pire in which we are engaged for our 
very existence. This fight for free­
dom and liberty, that we might con­
tinue to own ourselves, to think’ for 
ourselves, and to act for ourselves.

To win this war will be worth the 
sacrifice however great. Who 
amongst us is not burning with a 

i fervent desire to take a very active 
part in this Crusade.

The first impulse for the man is 
to serve in the Army or the Navy, for 
the woman to nurse. This privilege 
is only extended to the few, to the 
young, strong and healthy. Happy are 
they who are permitted to bear arms 
and fight for our righteous cause. To 
those who are not permitted to make 
the supreme sacrifiçe comes the de­
sire to work and pay, or to labour and 
give. Surely if some are cheerful 
and willing to give their all, their 
lives, is it unreasonable to expect 
from the remainder a large portion of 
their time and a considerable amount 
of their means.

We can learn a lesson from the old 
heathen Romans who lived hundreds 
of years before the Christian era. 
History records, and Macaulay ex­
presses their sentiments in the fol­
lowing lines: —

“For Romans in Rome’s quarrel 
Spared neither land nor gold,
Nor son, nor wife, nor limb nor life 
In the brave days of old.”

Our brave lads in the Army and 
Navy are not sparing themselves, 
some of our noble mothers and fathers 
are not sparing their sons, a great 
number of good people (men and wo­
men; are not sparing their time or 
money.

But the sad part that which we are 
loathe to admit, but is nevertheless 
true, that

1. A great number of our strong, 
healthy young men have not up to the 
present taken their stand, although 
the call is constantly ringing in their 
ears.

2. That a large portion of the other 
people jjave given very little of their 
money or devoted very little time, 
contributed very little to the various 
Patriotic Funds, or assisted the noble 
cause in any substantial way.

Unfortunately even now after fif­
teen months of this cruel War very 
many of our people do not realize the 
seriousness of our position, the con­
sequence of different results on the 
moral obligations imposed upon each 
and every one of ins.

One has often to take part in or 
listen to a conversation after this 
style : —

(Selfish Man)—Well, what war news 
to-day?

(The Other Man.) — Not much 
change in the situation on any 
Fronts, but the Allies are little more 
tharr—KoT3mg their own in most 
places.

(Selfish Man.)—Not very good. They 
don’t seem to be doing much. I wish 
this War was over. Everything is so 
dear. It is hard to live those days.
'* Notice : He does not wish the War 
over so that no more of our fine, 
brave men will be slain, or made 
cripples, so that no more children 
will be rendered vfatherless, wives 
made widows, parents childless or 
helpless ones murdered ^er starved. 
Oh, no, he only wishes the, War over 
so that he can .(he hopes) save five 
cents on a pound of tea or 50 cents 
on a barrel of flour.

I think we could be a much happier 
people if this spirit of selfishness and 
indifference was to a large extent

cording to their reports published 
from time to time have been doing 
excellent work since their formation, 
and to my mind St. John's has re­
sponded splendidly in men and 
money. But not so with many of the 
Outports. Branches of the Patriotic 
Association, or rather Committees 
were organized in many of the out­
ports about a year ago. After mak­
ing a collection for the Patriotic 
Fund most of the Committees be­
came dormant or not very active.

Consequently Funds like the Cot 
Fund, Trafalgar Day (Red Cross 
Fund), etc., have not been subscribed 
to as fully as they ought to have been, 
because there was no organization to 
look after the collecting. (My re­
marks do not apply to every outport, 
the published lists of donations is an 
informant of who’s who and from 
where).

I suggest that the Patriotic Asso­
ciation -in St. John’s be the fountain 
head or organizing medium, to form 
rules and regulations for the -organiz­
ing and conducting of Branch As­
sociations in every available settle­
ment in the country. In order to be­
come a member of the Branch each 
person pay an entrance fee of say 
$1.00, and to continue a member in 
good standing pay'a regular monthly 
due of 10, 20 or 25 cents, all fees and 
dues to go to the Patriotic Fund. The 
Branch Associationss to hold weekly 
meetings. The agenda paper of these 
meetings might consist of lectures, 
discussion on War situation informa­
tion sought imparted, papers read on 
Imperial History and General rou­
tine.

The *W. P. A. is well organized at 
the present time, but even tlieir efforts 
.might be stimulated if they saw the 
men organized as I suggest.

There are perhaps 62,000 men in 
Newfoundland over 18 years of age. 
(There is no reason why any lad of 13 
or 14 could not be a member of the 
Branch if he paid his dues), and if 
only 30,000 (less than half) became 
members and continued so for one 
year and paid, a monthly due of 20 
cents. The total amount of dues and 
fees ■ would be about $102,000.00, a 
nice addition to the Patriotic Fund.

There is still more to be said, but 
thanks for so much space at present.

Perhaps some person will think it 
worth while if not to agree with, 
critfze my suggestion, anything to 
stir up our Indifferent feelings.

Henry H Asquith pear, he is the least accessible Prime 
Minister that ever lived only a mile 
away in Downing Street. “Still, with 
all this. Mr. Asquith is a friendly, 
family, very human man.”

BRITAIN’S PREMIER.
The public ar.e less familiar with 

the details of Mr. Asquith’s career 
than with those of many other public 
men. The time for a full life is for­
tunately not yet, but the biography of 
the Prime Minister, which Mr. Harold 
Spender has written, supplies in very 
interesting and readable form person­
al facts which will be new to numbers 
who are fairly familiar with his pub­
lic life. A well-known story runs that 
a Ralliol man addressing Dr. Jowett, 
when Mr. Asquith left Oxford, put to 
him this question: “Will Asquith get 
on ?" To which the reply was : “Yes, 
he will get on; he is so direct.” That 
prophecy has been amply fulfilled.

Rut. while the “directness” is there, 
Mr. Asquith, we are assured, has a 
"soft and mild side.”

In private his wit is always kindly 
and often boyish in its merriment. 
"They don’t often catch you napping.” 
he said to the greatest of his Chief 
Whips when he found him dead asleep 
from fatigue. He loves to sport with 
his children, and he is. as a rule, with 
those near him a thoroughly genial 
and hearty companion. To his inti­
mates, indeed, he is rather the com­
rade than the Chief: to his family the 
fond and best beloved of fathers; to 
his secretaries the most loyal and tol­
erant of masters; to his Cabinets the 
best of friend’s—quick to praise, slow 
to blame, large, generous, appreci­
ative, helpful.

Yet always there is the feeling of 
power behind, and this, according to 
Mr, Asquith's latest biographer, is the 
secret of his mastery.

His Recreations.
Mr. Asquith loves recreation, al­

though one might hardly think it. Ac­
cording to the author:

He reads many novels—chiefly nov­
els of the old-fashioned type, for he is 
little in love with modernism and real­
ism iti fiction. He plays auction 
bridge. He is still as fond of the the­
atre as when he was a boy. Rather 
late in life he took to golf, and al­
though he does not aspire to be a 
mock-professional, he plays a good 
steady game. Although starved of 
sports in early life he still loves them 
with a true British devotion.

How, then, it is asked, explain his 
reputation for being a remote, rather 
austere figure?

The explanation, it is urged, lies 
partly in his habit of aleofness:

He goes rarely into the lobbies and 
smoke-rooms of the House, and then
passes rapidly, seeing few..............He
loathes the more vulgar aspects of 
party management and organization. 
It requires all the scourging of the 
Whips to bring him to the point of 
popularising himself. He is almost a 
Coriolanus in this matter of reserve. 
Being shy himself, he flatters others 
by believing that they too object to 
those readings of the soul which men 
call familiarity. So he flies from the 
Treasury Bench to his private room. 
He has, as far as I know, never been 
interviewed; he cultivates no Press 
following.

at some marshal’s 
orders. In 
Europe men are 
now preparing for 
months of freez­

ing and despairing; they’ll spend the 
winter in the trenches, while foes, 
with guns and monkey wrenches, 
make daily efforts to dislodge them, 
and they’ll be too blamed cold to 
dodge them. Oh, when you’re seated 
in your rocker, with trusty pipe and 
shilling shocker, with peace and com­
fort all around you, and hot a peril 
to confound you, think how your 
trans-Atlantic cousins are being shot 
up by the dozens. There are no com­
forts in the trenches ; no rocking 
chairs or padded benches; there are 
no sprightly evening papers, to tell 
the latest football capers. The men 
must stand in muddy water, and wield 
the musket and the swatter, and 
shiver in the biting blizzard, which 
freezes them from nose to gizzard. 
Gh, think of that while you are rock­
ing before the fire, and blithely talk­
ing of White House brides and income 
taxes—think of the swords and battle 
axes!

Athens, Nov. 4 (via Lohdon, Nov. 
5.—The trouble in the Chamber to­
day arose otfer a Bill for extra pay to 
officers during mobilization of war. A 
lively discussion ensued. Deputy 
Vlachos, a follower of M. Venizelos, 
criticized the Bill, and in somewhat 
unparliamentary language expressed 
surprise that it should have been in­
troduced by War Minister Yanakitsas, 
who, he said, was not even a deputy.

M. Vlaachos was called to order and 
offered to apologize, but Gen. Yana­
kitsas, ignoring the apology, angrily 
gathered up his papers and left the 
House, declaring that it was impos­
sible for him to remain.

The incident provoked a tumult and 
the sitting was suspended. The Min­
isters retired to confer in private on 
the situation.

On the resumption of the sitting, 
M. Vehizelos insisted that Gen. Yana­
kitsas owed the House an apology for 
his abrupt departure, and that unless 
he apologized the House would be un­
able to continue its sitting.

M. Zaimis then declared that the 
Government considered that no apol­
ogy was due from the War Minister, 
and demanded a vote of confidence on 
the question.

A long debate followed, in which 
all the leaders spoke, M. Venizelos de­
livering two long speeches, defending 
his policy and condemning that of the 
Government. The former Premier 
said he deplored the fact that Serbia 
was being left to be crushed by Bul­
garia, Greece’s hereditary enemy, who 
would not scruple later to fall on 
Greece herself.

Cabinet Alone Responsible. ,
Challenged by another deputy as to- 

whether’ he thought the King wished" 
the country’s destruction, M. Venize­
los said:

“I should have preferred not to drag 
the King’s name into the discussion, 
but since you ask I will say that in a 
constitutional Government the- Crown 
has no place in the responsibility. It 
is absurd to suppose that the King 
desires to destroy the country, but our 
State is a constitutional kingdom, or 
is rather a democracy presided over 
by a King, and the’ whole responsibil­
ity rests on the Cabinet. If you want 
a monarch, say so openly. But your 
efforts will, be unavailing because the 
country does not desire a change. It 
is not a question of patriotism, but of 
constitutional liberties.

“I know the King is a distinguished 
general, but he is not equally experi­
enced in things political. If I have 
tolerated the present Cabinet, it is be­
cause of the constitutional deadlock 
created by the Crown's action and the 
impossibility of holding elections in 
the present state of mobilization.

“You are mistaking this toleration 
for approval of your policy with which 
I disagree diametrically. Instead of 
new elections, you had better suspend 
the Constitution until the end of fjie 
war; then we may know exactly where 
the responsibilities lie.”

Several members of the Cabinet at­
tacked the policy of M. Venizelos. M. 
Gounaris, Minister of the Interior, 
maintained that the constitution con­
ferred upon the King the right to dis­
approve of a Government, and he 
sought to justify the Cabinet's refusal 
to assist Serbia.

• M. Venizelos again spoke at length 
in defence of his policy and the vote 
was then taketi, showing a lack of 
confidence in the Ministry.

The Patris, the organ of the Venize­
los party, prior to the debate, address­
ed a supreme appeal to the Govern­
ment to drop its neutrality and seize 
the opportunity to put an end to what 
it termed the Bulgarian terror, argu­
ing that, as in 1913, the Central Pow­
ers were using Bulgaria as a diplo­
matic tool against Serbia and Greece, 
and that aggrandizement for Bulgaria 
meant ruin for Greece.

One of the statements of M. Venize­
los which attracted especial attention 
was that Great Britain’s offer to cede 
the Island of Cyprus to Greece was 
independent of the result of the war, 
while other promises of concessions 
were conditional on the success of the 
Allies. Greece, he said, was to acquire 
part of the Vilayet of Brusa and Bul­
garian Thrace, while Bulgaria was to 
be shorn of the territory she gained 
as a result of the Balkan war

All this, he declared, would be ob­
tained by Greece at small cost, since 
the proposals of the Entente Powers 
required only the assistance of small­
er units of the Greek fleet.

Referring to the allegation that Ser­
bia had failed to send against the Bul­
garians 150,000 men in accordance 
with the provisions of the Treaty of 
Alliance, M. Venizelos said she actu­
ally had 130,000 troops opposed to the 
Bulgars. It Greece had taken the 
field, the former Premier asserted, her 
army to-day would have been within 
a short distance of Sofia, and Serbia 
could have devoted her energies to 
holding back the Austro-Germans, 
whose numbers were less than had 
been reported.
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The Late Pie.

Below we publish a copy of a letter 
from Surgeon-Major Macpherson to 
Mr. J. J. Murphy, of Buchanan Street, 
concerning his son, Private Walter L. 
Murphy, of the Newfoundland Regi­
ment, whose death was reported 
amongst the casualties received from 
the Dardanelles last month. The kind­
ness of the Surgeon-Major, whose 
message brings such consolation to 
the bereaved family, is very much 
appreciated by Mr. Murphy. The fol­
lowing is a copy of the letter: — 

Dardanelles, 
8jl0|15.

Mr. J. J. Murphy,
20 Buchanan Street,

St. John’s, Newfoundland.
Dear Sir,—

I very much regret to tell you that 
yoqr son Walter passed away two or 
three days after he dictated the let­
ter to you.

He was cheerful right up to the 
last, though I warned him that he was 
seriously ill. In fact he was feeling 
better and ate quite heartily of the 
light diet allowed him for his dinner. 
Just after dinner he had a sudden 
collapse and passed away.

Y’ou will be glad to know that I was' 
able to arrange for a R. C. Chaplain to 
visit him the day before his death, and 
he was with him also at the time of 
his death.

He is buried in the military ceme­
tery on the east side of the harbour 
of Mudros in the Island of Lemnos, 
with many another brave chap who 
has laid down his life for his country.

You and Mrs. Murphy have my very 
deepest sympathy in your bereave­
ment.

When the Kiel
Canal Chokes Up.

In this great world war canals are 
perhaps of more importance than 
railways—the Suez Canal to the Brit­
ish Government in' Egypt, and the 
Kiel Canal to the Germans with their 
skulking fleet. It is not generally 
known what enormous difficulties 
have to be faced in the endeavour to 
keep the canals clear.

The Germans have spent a gigantic 
sum on their Kiel Canal, which car­
ries, or rather did carry, their ships 
from the North Sea to the Baltic. 
Just before they plunged all Europe 
into war they had widened it at a 
cost of fifteen millions.

The ground through which- the can 
al is cut is nothing but rotten, slimy, 
black peat, which keeps on breaking 
up and falling into the canal.

Another difficulty the Germans, ex­
perience with their canal is when the 
bottom “bumps up,’* thus lowering 
the depth of the passage. Because of 
this the craft that use the Kiel Canal 
are forced to crawl along. It is said 
that if a cruiser were to make a dash 
through at top speed it would take 
a year and several millions of money 
to remedy the damage done by her 
stern wave.

It would prove disastrous to neglect 
a canal for even a year, for after that 
period it would no longer be fit for 
navigation. If a canal was left alone 
for five years at least, it would be 
impossible to paddle a small canoe 
from one side to the other.

Each canal has its own particular 
troubles. That of the Panama is 
dangerous landslides. During the 
process of construction many took 
place, and it is not beyond doubt that 
many more will have to be dealt with 
in coming years.
