BRITISH ADVANCE CONTINUES.

- LONDON. March 4.
Against stubborn German resistance 

British troops to-day advanced their 
line on the Ancre in France an ever- 
age of a quarter of a mile on a front 
of nearly five miles, says the official 
statement which follows: During the 
day onr troops made further progress 
north of Puisieux au Mont and east 
of Gommecourt. Our line has been 
advanced for an average distance of 
a quarter of a mile on a front of 
nearly live miles. The enemy offered 
stubborn resistance. A local German 
counter attack made against our ad­
vanced positions northeast of Guede- 
court last night was stopped by our 
artillery barrage and rifle fire. An 
enemy bombing attack forced our 
troops to evacuate a trench east of 
Sailly Saillisel this morning. An 
immediate counter attack was or­
ganized which regained the whole of 
the lost ground. The enemy rushed 
two of our posts last night northwest 
of Roye, and a few men are missing. 
Another strong enemy patrdï which 
attempted to approach our lines east 
of Givenchy and La Bessee this 
morning was stopped by our rifle fire. 
Successful trench reconnaissances 
were carried out by our airplanes 
during the day. One of our machines 
is missing.

The British troops in their forward 
movement in the Ancre area, France, 
made another advance east of Gom­
mecourt along a two mile front for 
about two-thtrfls of a mile, according 
to an official communication from 
headquarters to-night. Nearly two 
hundred prisoners were captured. The 
text reads: ■ “This morning we at­
tacked and captured an enemy front 
support east of Bouchavesnes on a 
front of twelve hundred yards, taking 
173 prisoners and three machine guns. 
During the day we repulsed with 
heavy enemy losses several counter­
attacks. East of Gommecourt the 
enemy continues to yield ground. In 
this neighborhood we advanced along 
a two mile front to an average depth 
of twelve hundred yards? Six prison­
ers were taken in a successful raid 
last night northeast a* Ablaincpurt. 
During the last 24 hours we have cap­
tured a total of 190 frisoners, five 
machine guns and two trench mortars.

RUSSIANS CAPTURE IMPORTANT 
CITY.
LONDON, March 4.

Hamadan, an important city near 
the Turkish border, has been captured 
by the Russians, says a Teheran de­
spatch received at Petrograd and 
transmitted by Reuter’s. The message 
adds that they arc pushing the-Turk­
ish troops who are retreating. The 
capture of Hamadan by the Russians 
may mean the Czar's troops will again 
attempt to advance into Mesopotamia 
from Persia to aid the British in their 
advance up the Tigris toward Bagdad 
Hamadan, which is 240 miles north­
east of Bagdad, has been the centre 
of much fighting between the Rus- 

: sians and the Turks. In April, 1915,
1 it was occupied by Turkish troops,
: but on December 17, 1915, it was tak- 
en by the Russians, who continued 

: their advance westward toward the 
! Turkish frontier, later capturing 
! Kermanshah and Khanikin on the 
, Persian border, 130 miles northeast of 
Bagdad. Following the capture of 
Kut-el-Amara by the Turks in April 
1916, the Russians were forced to re­
treat from the Persian border and 
were driven back through Kerman­
shah to Hamadan, which was evacua­
ted early in August, 1916. Since then 
there has been much fighting in the 
Hamadan region. Turkish despatch­
es in December and early in January 
said the Russians had been repulsed 
in their attacks near Hamadan, which 
has a population of 40,000."

WILSON POWERLESS TO ARM 
MERCHANT SHIPS.

x WASHINGTON, March 4.
Président Wilson informed the 

country in a statement that he is 
without power to arm merchant ships 
and take other steps to meet the Ger­
man submarine menace in the absence 
of authority from Congress, that'he 
was mistaken when he said in his re­
cent address he could act under broad 
constitutional authority. An extra 
session of Congress, he says, is re­
quired to clothq him with authority, 
but it is useless to- call one while the 
Senate works under present rules 
which allows a small minority to 
keep an overwhelming majority from 
acting. The President proposes, 
therefore, that the special session of 
the Senate which he has called to 
meet to-morrow, will revise the rules 
to supply the means of action to save 
the country from disaster. This lit­
tle group of men, he says, in this 
statement, representing no opinion 
but their own, have rendered the 
great Government of the United States 
helpless.

REPREHENSIBLE FILIBUSTERS.
WASHINGTON, March ,4. 

Twelve Senators, led by Senator 
Stone, the Democratic Chairman of

the Foreign Relations’ Committee, 
were denounced by President Wil­
son’s spokesman as the most repre­
hensible filibusters in the history of 
any civilized nation. The overwhelm­
ing majority of Congress up to the 
last minute to-day was denied the 
power of authorizing the President to 
arm merchant ships to meet the Ger­
man submarine menace by their un­
yielding attitude through twenty-six 
hours continuous session. La Fol­
lette and his small group of support­
ers refused a majority of their col­
leagues an opportunity to vote on the 
Armed Neutrality Bill, and have de­
cided with the expiry of the 64th Con­
gress at noon, to fix the responsibil­
ity before the country. Seve»ty-six 
Senators, thirty Republicans and 
forty-six Democrats signed a manifes: 
to that they favored the passage of the 
measure. This declaration referred 
to the fact that the House on Thurs­
day night had passed a similar bill by 
a vote of 403 to 13. The closing mo­
ments of the session were tense and 
impressive. Ten minutes before the 
end, Senator Hitchcock made his last 
appeal for unanimous consent. La 
Follette objected. The Nebraskan 
Senator’^ closing remarks dealing 
with President Wilson’s address to 
Congress asking for authority, said: 
It is unfortunate and deplorable that 

twelve mçn in the Senate of the Unit­
ed States have it in their power to de­
feat the will of 75 or 80 members by 
one of the most reprehensible fiilibus- 
térs ever recorded in the history of 
any civilized country.” Just as Sen­
ator Hitchcock uttered these words 
the hour of noon struck and the 64th 
Congress was ended. President Wil­
son issued a statement to-night de­
claring that through the action of a 
few Senators, it proved impossible 
to have passed legislation dealing 
with the present critical international 
situation and other bills of vast im­
portance to the nation. He said he 
believed at the special session of^ the 
Senate, already called for to-morrow, 
the rules should be amended so that 
action could be taken. He did not dis­
close his policy as to arming mer­
chant ships.

TURKISH LOSSES.

LONDON, March 4. 
The Admiralty announces that in 

the Mesopotamia operations three 
British gunboats passed the Turkish 
army retreating westward of Shum- 
rqn, on Feb. 26, and inflicted heavy 
losses on them, capturing or destroy­
ing four Turkish steamers and many 
barges filled with ammunition.

! many. This decision was submitted 
| to the President who refused to ap- 
! prove the cabinet’s action, saying 
sjich power rested entirely with him. 
Premier Tuan Chi Jui immediately 
resigned and left for Tien Tein, ac­
companied by several other members 
of the cabinet.

WASHINGTON, March 4.

The Sixty^fourth Congress ends to­
morrow with tlie control of tjie next 
House still in dispute as a result of 
the death of Representative Cox of 
New York. The Républicans appear 
to have the lead. They now have 215 
votes assured, it is conceded, while 
three newly elected Democrats are 
seriously ill. No successor to Mr. 
Conroy will be elected before next 
November, it is believed. Five mem­
bers of the incoming Congress are 
classed as “Independents,” hence it a 
special session of Congress is called 
before next November' it would ap­
pear that the Republicans would have 
the advantage.

CURTAILING OF TRAINS.
PARIS, March 3.

ZEPPELIN DESTROYED.
LONDON, March 3.

A new Zeppelin on its speed trials 
at Ghent, caught fire on Monday and 
was completely destroyed, according 
to reports from Berlin received by the 
Exchange Tel. Co., by way of Copen­
hagen. The despatch says that the 
crew of the Zeppelin perished with 
their airship,^and that two Belgians 
who witnessed the disaster were ar­
rested and taken to Germany.

AMERICAN LABOR TO MEET.
WASHINGTON, March 4.

Spokesmen of more than three mil­
lion American wage-earners have 
been called to meet in conference on 
March 21st to determine and an­
nounce the part labor shall claim in 
the formulation of the polices of pre­
paredness and the defence of the 
country and the nation. The call 
made public to-day was issued by 
Samuel Gompers, President of the 
American Federation of Labor, under, 
authority of the Federation’s Execu­
tive Council. There will be a prelim­
inary meeting of the executive council 
next Friday to arrange for the con­
ference, wRIch promises to be the 
most notable gathering American la­
bor representatives ever held.

'WILSON SIGNS BILL.
WASHINGTON, March 4.

President Wilson signed the Post 
Office Appropriation Bill containing 
the first “bone dry” prohibition legis­
lation ever enacted by a federal gov­
ernment. In fâct it is the first direct 
legislation by the Government pro­
hibiting the liquor traffic. At least 14 
States have prohibition laws, but do 
not prohibit the importation of cer­
tain quantities for personal die. These 
will be made “bone dry" by the new 
law, which prohibits the importation 
of liquor into any States that pro­
hibits its manufacture and sale. State 
legislation recently passed and about 
to become effective, will in the next 
few weeks increase the number of 
“bone dry” States to at least twenty- 
two. The same law prohibits the de­
livery in mails of any publication 
which will bring liquor advertising 
into States which by their own laws

HUN SUB. DESTROYED.
BERLIN, March 4.

Nine armed Russian steamers were 
captured by a German submarine 
which recently was sunk- near-Ham- 
merfest, accordfng to a Christiania de­
spatch to the Neue Zuriche Zeitung, 
as quoted by the Overseas News 
Agency. These vessels are said to 
have been purchased in South Ameri­
ca by Russia. It was reported from 
Christiania on Jan. 28th, that twenty- 
four men from a German submarine, 
which had foundered off the Norweg­
ian coast, had been landed near Harn- 
merfest.

THE WAR.
The present month, ex­
pected generally to mark 
the serious resumption of 
fighting, has seen It in­
stead already well under 

way. For the last three weeks the 
British have been making steady and 
consistent progress, which is the best 
earnest of future success,under cir­
cumstances which constitute it an 
agreeable surprise. Everyone should 
keep at hand a good map of the dis­
trict from Arras to Chaulnes. It will 
not show the topographical features of 
the country or give an idea of the real 
merits of the fighting, but it will make 
plain the large promise held out by the 
recent gains. It will show, for In­
stance, how the line through Gomme- 
court, which formerly ran straight 
south to Hamel, now breaks sharply 
east from the former place to Puisi- 
eux; and the enormous bulge the Al­
lies have made in the whole system of 
defences on the Somme will be appar­
ent at a glance. A new salient has 
been formed from Arras to Gomme- 
court, which, while not dangerous to 
the Germans through the cross fire of 
the British guns, will he a perilous 
handicap for them when the inévitable 
retreat begins. Note, too, that an ad­
vance is recorded east of Boucha- 
vesnes, not merely further endanger­
ing Peronne but eating into the flank 
of the new German line prepared be­
hind Bapaume. This sort of thing can­
not go on for long, a fact the Germans 
seem to realise from their increasing 
resistance.

The apology for their recent large 
retirement which was issued on Sat­
urday from Berlin is the most absurd 
sophistry. The British, it seems,, are 
really the losers by advancing into 
battered anti mud-filled trenches. We 
fancy they will be quite content with 
such a loss. They expected to find 
them battered : the more so the better1, 
since it encourages them to think of 
the battering that is going on in the 
next line. As for the muddy ^tate of 
the ground, it is the greatest tribute 
to the British guns that could be de­
sired, behind whose tremendous fire 
the infantry is able to advance unim­
peded by the clinging mud through 
which it has to wade. And the mud 
will soon be an unknown factor in any 
case, But the whole excuse is thin 
and need not be taken seriously. 
Doubtless the retreat was strategic; 
the same might be claimed for a re­
tirement to the Rhine itself. It is al­
ways good strategy to run away when 
standing still means being killed. And 
that was what the retention of the old 
German line meant once the British 
had taken Serre and Miraumont. We 
shall shortly see a strategic abandon­
ment of Bapaume. If our memory 
serves us, there was a strategic re­
treat after the battle of the Marne. 
It is a strange feature of this war that 
no one speaks of strategy until a re­
tirement has to be made, when it is 
always called into play, and when it is 
the monoply of the retiring ones. 
There is no strategy in advancing.

The news of the Russian activity in 
Persia is of great importance. Though 
they are widely separated, the British 
and the Russian forces can now co-v 
Operate with telling effect. Inde i* 
their separation is of positive value 
in preventing a concentration of the 
Turks; Either the latter in Persia 
are reduced in numbers or the Rus­
sians augmented—possibly both—for 
Hamad an to fall so easily, and the de­
fence of Bagdad will be distracted in­
to Jwo directions. We may confidently 
Took now for renewed activity in Ar­
menia, where the Russians will be 
able to achieve much merely by keep­
ing more Turks busy. The empire, 
huge in extent, but defended by a 
limited garrison, would then be at­
tacked by large forces at four dis­
tinct points, with cumulative chances 
of success at any one of them. We 
hear also of further reinforcing of the 
armies in Macedonia, In which we 
should not put too much faith. If, 
however, Italy can lend the needed aid, 
the drive through Serbia may at last 
take place. This will also directly 
affect Turkey and add to her burdens. 
Undoubtedly, if the Berlin-Constanti­
nople connections were severed Tur­
key would collapse very quickly, but 
she may do so before that very desir­
able event. There are more improb­
able contingencies than that the great 
numerical superiority of the Allies, 
brought to bear at last in concert, will 
first have its decisive effect upon the 
weakest member of the enemy cqra- 
bination, Turkey, and result in her 
complete elimination.

BULLETIN !

FORSEEING A GREAT NECESSITY FOR INCREASED HOME PRODUCTION OF POTATOES, and with the view of lessening 
the consumption of high-priced flour, the Agricultural Board in 1915, urged upon Agricultural Societies and 
all interested, thé necessity for planting as largely as possible in the following spring, and the result of its 

appeal has been very satisfactory. In the year past an increased acreage was planted, and the country has been 
blessed with the largest and best potato crop in its history, The value of this crop to the country has been very 
great especially as the Canadian and American crops have been poor, and importation will thus be impossible.

• ", *

The Board would be lacking in its duty if it failed to again warn of the more serious conditions that now 
threaten to develop with the coming of Spring, and that will affect our food supply. Owing to our insular position 
the inhuman methods of warfare employed by our enemies may make it impossible for us to import flour and other 
food stuffs in sufficient quantity for our needs, and as a shortage would entail serious consequences, it becomes the 
duty of every one of us to do his utmost to help increase home grown vegetables and forage crops.

V •

Potatoes in plenty can save us from the worst effects of a flour shortage; and a generous supply of other vege­
tables will add largely to their value. Hay apd Oats are bulky articles to import, but to ensure our local supply of 
fresh meats and milk and margarine we must have them. Our crops of all these products can be largely increased.
From our present acreage we can get, by increased cultivation, all that will be required to carry us safely through the threatened 
time of trial. A determined effort to utilize to the utmost the land that practically every family outside of St. John’s possesses in 
sufficient quantity should be made.

The Agricultural Societies throughout the country have well and wisely responded to the suggestion of the 
Board in the year past, and their sense of duty to their localities and the country will point to them the need for 
even greater effort the coming year.

Every man and evqry woman can help and those who plant but a gallon of potatoes will be public benefactors and practi­
cal helpers in the common cause.

Between now and Spring therefore let everyone who can do so, provide himself with the quantity of potatoes or other seeds 
that he can arrange to plant, and with the aid of a kindly Providence we shall reap such a measure of reward as will enable us to 
come safely through the time of stress that our enemies^ are preparing for us.

When Gen. Haig 
Strikes World 

Will Marvel.
The Great Spring Drive on the Wes­

tern Front Will Probably be the 
Deciding one of the War—Com­
mander and Men are Ready for the 
Supreme Effort.
London, Feb. 17.—The campaign of 

1917 is about to open with a great 
spring offensive that will perhaps be 
the decisive one of the war on the 
West front, the military observers are 
agreed. I have just returned from a 
visit to the Brit’sh lines in France, 
and I know box/ well prepared and 
how perfectly confident is every soh- 
dier, from General to Tommy.

The same condition is true through­
out the French army, which, after 
two and a half years of terrific strain 
and sacrifice, feels that it knows hoxv 
to beat the epemy.

Preparing for Struggle.
From neutral reports, from admis­

sions made by German prisoners and 
from much other information, the 
military students have reached a con­
census of. belief that General Hin- 
denburg expects and has prepared for 
the supreme struggle of the war in 
the west. Troops which have fought 
in Russia, others from Roumania, 
have recently arrived on the West 
front. The new divisions, and the 
fresh drafts also are concentrated 
thei'e. The bulk of the munitions 
and the supplies are being or have 
been sent there. The air service has 
been keyed up to frantic efforts to 
regain the superiority xvhich the Al­
lied flyers wrested from the Germans 
last summer. Hundreds of thousands 
of men hre digging feverishly ' to 
strengthen the lines, and in every 
other way possible preparation has 
been completed.

- The First Great Blow.
Where and .when the first great 

blow will fall are the questions 
which the experts and Generals are 
debating.

The Allies seems to be willing that 
the Germans should strike first, to let 
him break his battalions and expend 
his shells against their lines before 
they throw their reserves of both into 
a crushing attack.

A push by the -'Germans against

Russia seems hardly probable, nor Is 
there much expectation of a renewed 
campaign in Roumania. Macedonia 
is considered merely a sideshow, to be 
watched and carried on till the great 
battle develops. Italy is a poor 
battleground, especially for this sea­
son of the year.

General Hindenburg directs every­
thing, armies, na\7y, submarines, air­
craft and state craft for the Teutons 
now. He will use them all in his 
new campaign. 'For the Allies Russia 
remains the unknown quantity. Gen­
eral Brussiloff may exceed his feat of 
last year, and yet fall short of a vic­
tory that would cripple the Germans. 
General Hindenburg, as an "Eastern­
er”, would prefer to make his cam­
paign there, but he could not hold 
back the Allies while he struck.

On Land and Sea.
It may be liis plan to deal a heavy 

blow at France xvhile striking at Brit­
ain by means of the submarine at­
tacks on her mercantile marine, and 
at her navy by sending the Kiel fleet 
forth to battle, and at her critics by 
new Zeppelin raids. The Germans 
reason that France is much more 
xveaker in man power, food and 
money. So it is possible that the lat­
est thrust in the Champagne may be 
the first step in his operation. But it 
is much more probable that he is 
simply feinting to cover a stroke 
somewhere else.

The trenches ^Germany won are 
only the first of a series of defence 
built by the French before they began 
their Champagne offensive in Septem­
ber, 1915. This is the sector where 
the French penetrated nearly three 
miles before they found their front so 
narrowed that the Germans enfilading 
fire made further progress too costly. 
The jagged front has remained as the 
checking of that offensive léft it, with 
practically no change until the latest 
push.

Where Will Germans Hit?
Behind these lines the French con­

structed a wonderful system of rail­
ways before the beginning of the 1915 
campaign. As the Germans are well 
aware of this they are hardly expected

to make a serious drive there,'when 
there are other points offering greater 
inducements. However, their attack 
serves as a lesson to show how easily 
the first lines may be penetrated by 
either side after a heavy bombard­
ment. 1

If General Hindenburg plans to at­
tack the British, the question is where 
he will hit. For a month past he has 
been shelling the wreck of Ypres 
front his positions along the ridge to 
the southeast. This is the battlefield 
where the Kaiser threw away a quar­
ter of a million men in October, 1914, 
in his futile effort to break through to 
the seat at Calais. He sacrificed 
thousands upon thousands more the 
following spring, but failed èven to 
bend this, the sharpest salient in the 
British line. Here, however, both 
sides have made many trench raids 
lately, and it is just possible that the 
Germany will try again.

Further south, around Armentieres, 
the Boche has also attempted raid 
after raid recently, and his •■artillery 
has been constantly busy. All along 
the line, including Ypres and Arras, 
in fact, there is unceasing activity. 
At two points the topography of the 
country give Germany striking ad­
vantages. One of these is the Holle- 
beke Ridge, southeast of Ypres. The 
other is the' Vimy Ridge, northeast 
of Arras.

Fine. Fighting Country.
But the finest “fighting country" 

lies between Armentieres and La- 
Basse, nearer to the Belgian border, 
until a thaw turns the frozen earth 
of this sector into a sea of Flanders’ 
mud.

General Hindenburg may strike 
north of Ypres or south of Arras, 
along the Somme front, or he may 
strike at several points simultaneous­
ly, as there is no longer any advan­
tage to him in saving men—the war 
xvill 'be decided before another year’s 
armies can be formed. But he does 
need territory—some physical proof of 
victory, something that he can use to 
buoy up the hopes of his countrymen 
and improve the morale of his sold­
iers, something to give the nation and 
above all the armies the feeling that 
they are winning.

World Will Marvel.
Therefore it is natural to expect him 

to sélect the sectors where the na­
tural advantages will be in his favor 
at the start.

Where Sir Douglas Haig will strike, 
and when the blow will fall, it is im­
possible to speculate. But I venture 
to predict that xvhen he does strike 
the world will marvel at the power 
and intensity of the effort of the Brit­
ish army. , This young army has been 
schooled on the plains of Picardy and 
has learned the grim lesson of mod­
ern war well. It is now tried and 
true, ready for its supreme effort, and 
it xvill prove a tough customer to 
handle in the gigantic battles about 
to be fought.

Hooting the U-Boats.
(From the Providence Journal.)

Rear Adimral William S. Sims re­
cently appeared before the House 
Committee on Naval Affairs. He spoke 
regarding submarines as follows:

I dq not know whether you gentle- 
ment know how dangerous a sufficient 
number of patrol vessels can make it 
for submarines. To give you an idea 
of what the thing means, let me say 
this: Suppose this table is the Eng­
lish Channel. The channel is divided 
into sectors, and each * sector is in 
command of an officer, with a sort of 
central control for the whole business. 
They protect the channel against sub­
marines. The Channel is regularly 
patrolled, and that patrol is kept at 
xvork all the time. The chances for a 
submarine to get through that patrol 
are very small. Suppose, for instance 
a submarine was sighted here (illus­
trating). As soon as the patrolling 
vessel sees the submarine she has to 
go down. The commander of the pa­
trolling vessel immediately sends out 
a wireless saying the submarine was 
at such and such a point at such a 
time, say six o’clock in the morning. 
By seven the submarine will be in 
that area (illustrating), am? by eight 
o’clock it will be within this area 
(illustrating.)

The commander of the flotilla at 
this point (illustrating) will start dut 
his flotilla from this point (illustrat­
ing) and deploy on a line from there 
to there (illustrating) by eight o’clock, 
and if the submarine is there it will be 
seen. At the same time aeroplanes 
go out, and they begin to look for 
traces of the submarine, and look for 
the traces of the disturbance on the 
water caused by that body going 
through underneath the surface, for 
although the submarine may be down 
100 or 150 feet there will be a disturb­
ance on the surface. The waves are 
of a certain- regularity on top, and 
that regularity will be disturbed by 

vessel passing beneath the sur- 
As soon as the man in the 

aeroplane sees the disturbance on "the 
surface he will notify the destroyers, 
and a destroyer lowers a net iff-front 
of the submarine. This net is about 
300 yards long and about one hundred 
feet deep. It is made of wire rope not 
much bigger round than a match, and

the meshes are about tqn feet square, 
and when you bundle it up it makes a 
very- small bundle and you can put it 
in a small trough on the stern of a de­
stroyer. The submarine comes along 
here (illustrating), and this net is put 
out and It forms a barrier In front of 
the submarine. The submarine sticks 
Us nose through one of these meshes 
in the net and is caught. The floats 
of the net remain on the surface and 
the sumbarine cannot get away from 
it.

If a fleet is coming along, it has a 
line of scouts out here (illustrating) 
and another line here (illustrating), 
and any submarine that sees the line 
of scouts knows that the fleet is be­
hind, and it the submarine goes down 
the commander knows that by the 
time he gets to where the fleet is his 
ability to steam under the water will 
be gone.

The submarine "on the surface is 
like a powerful gasoline automobile ; 
it can run as long as its fuel lasts, but 
cannot use its oil engines when sub­
merged. As soon as the boa’, goes be­
low the surface it becomes an electric 
runabout, being propelled by its elec­
tric motors, and when the batteries 
are exhausted he has to come to the 
surface or go to the bottom. After he 
gets to the surface he has to stay un­
til he charges his batteries again.- 
Haiifax Chronicle.

Ships Damaged
. all in Vain

Washington Decided not to Use Them 
Even in War Time.

Washington, Feb. 6.—Every one of 
the seventeen war-bound German 
merehartt ships examined by Ameri­
can officials at Philippine ports since 
the break with Germany has been 
damaged by her crew so badly that 
sfx months or more would be re­
quired to make any of them sea­
worthy. An official report to-day 
that of the twenty-three vessels 
up in the islands all* but three 
been inspected, and none had 
found which could be put into con­
dition without a large expenditure of 
time and money.

So wiqespread and thorough has 
been the concerted disabling of Ger­
man ships in American ports that 
some officials think it could only be 
explained by a blanket order from 
Berlin. It is suggested that such in­
structions might have gone forward 
early in the war, to cover such an ex­
igency as now lias arisen. There has 
been no indication, however, that the 
American Government has authentic 
information on the subject.

As explained^ to-day, the policy of 
the Government is to make no use of 
these ships, even if war comes. It 
was said authoritatively that there 
had been no decision even to take 
over the ships in the event of war, 
much less use them.

Under the present intention of the 
Government, therefore, the net result 
of damage to the war-bound ships will 
be the expense and delay for repairs 
their owners must face before they 
can get into the rush for after-the- 
war trade.

Manna Loa Abandoned
CBBW SAFE.

Capt. William Davis, owner of the 
schooner Mauna Loa, received a mes­
sage yesterday from Capt. Cook in- 
îormieg him that his schooner had 
been abandoned at sea and the crew 
had ‘been rescued by a passing ship 
and landed at Barbados. The ill-fated 
schooner left here on January 20th 
bound for Gibraltar for orders, having 
on board 3,300 quintals of codfish from 
the Smith Co., Ltd. Both the cargo 
and the ship were fully covered by in­
surance. The Mauna Loa was built at 
Lunenburg in 1901 and was registered 
at 99 tons net. Her crew consisted of 
six, including the captain. Since the 
outbreak of hostilities we have lost 
over thirty-five foreign carriers, sev­
eral of which fell victims to the Hun 
underwater crafts.

(From the New York World.)

The Atlantic seaports of the United 
States are blockaded by German sub­
marines. The fact that those sub­
marines are operating 3,000 miles 
away does not change the character 
of the blockade or minimize its effect­
iveness. American ships dare not 
leave port lest they be sunk; the mer­
cantile marine of the United States is 
paralyzed ; the industrial activities of 
the country are checked. This may 
not be war; but if it is not war, what 
is it? In Hie meantime, American 
sailors are held as prisoners in Ger­
many, reports come from Berne that 
the American Minister to Belgium has 
been compelled to haul down the 
American flag and all American re­
lief workers, are held as prisoners. 
This too may not tie. war; but .if it is 
not war, what is it? Germany is 
maintaining the semblance of peace 
with the United States, but it is 
waging as much war against the 
United States as suits its temporary 
convenience and purpose. XVhen a 
larger measure of war accords with 
the Imperial plans, the larger meas­
ure wiy be forthcoming. Germany’s 
policy towards the United States is a 
continuous “overt act” and might as 
yell be recogSized as such. It is 
war, and no other name will make it 
anything else.

BARNSTORMING.
Barnstorming is a pastime of the 

crude a ltd unterrified amateur actor 
who draws whatever salary is left 
after paying car fare to the next 
town and who welcomes any kind of 
applause, .from fresh eggs to early 
vegetables.

Most of our barnstormers leap from 
the farm to tirs title role in “St. Elmo” 
with so much success that they are 
oiTen confused for the real artcle. 
They have a very complex and ex­
hausting life, as they are.obliged to 
get !ip at noon, dress carefully for^the 
para de, learn which side of the stage 
to co die ifl on, and strangle the Eng­
lish language throughout the evening 
performance.

There is quite a little acting con­
cealed on the barnstorming circuit. 
Some of it is concealed so successfully 
that the audience reomnstrates by de­
corating the drop curtain with floral 
tributes in the form of cabbage and 
pink carrots. Every barnstormer ex­
pects some day to make E. H. Sothern 
look like the end man in a home tal­
ent minstrel. To that end, he . me­
morizes Marc Antony's oration be­
tween meals and cultivates a stage 
stride which is a cross between the 
stilt-walking crane and a cripplevyith 
a club foot.

In some localities which never 
have a chance to see the drama except 
runs over a setting hen. the barn­
stormer is welcomed as a refreshing 
change from pitching quoits and' bet­
ting on tljç duration of the European 
war. It ill at be admitted, however, 
that not alt of the barnstorming now 
in progress takes place in the rural 
precints. A pretty fair imitation can 
occasionally be found in theatres 
which set .a man back $4 for the 
family circle. This tends to prove 
that true merit often goes unrecog­
nized, while a superior quality of 
nonchalant nerve gets the coin.
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The Inspector - General 
and Prohibition. TO-DAY’S

Messages,Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—A large section of the 

population, of St. John's and outports 
find it difficult to understand the re­
port published in the ‘Advocate’ a few 
evenings ago to the effect that the 
Executive split equally’' over three 
applicants for the position of Inspect­
or General of Police. I wish to point 
out to the Government the view held 
by many prohibitionists re this ap­
pointment.

In the first place the importance of 
the position cannot be overestimated. 
The Inspector General represents the 
Government in the ehforcement of the 
majority of the laws on our statute 
book and social life moral tone and 
the protection of the people depends 
on whether the Inspector General is 
aggressive, efficient, temperate, in fact 
a strong man. One who will inspire 
the confidence of the law abiding and 
the fear of the lawless.
. .He must command the respect of 
his men, that force which operates 
around the entire coast, for without 
respect there cannot be true discip­
line. Right here I would ask, do 
these three or any of the three appli­
cants fulfill the above cpnditions. If 
so v, .i ich?

Does anyone of these men stand out 
pre-eminently as temperate, efficient 
and successful? If not, then discard 
the three and look for another. I 
mention the qualification “temperate” 
seriously because since January 1st, 
1917, the prohibition act has become 
one of the most important acts on our 
statue book, chiefly because we are 
almost a crimeless people, and the 
chief duty of the I. G. will be the en­
forcement of the prohibition act, as 
owing to the closed saloon crime as we 
know it will almost cease. The police 
records of the last two months will 
prove this. But it will depend en­
tirely upon the enforcement of the act 
as to whether it Will be so or not. 
The next question is can men who 
have a record for gross intemperance 
be depended oq to carry out the prohi­
bition act?

Is it natural to expect it?
If the L G. is an anti-prohibitionist, 

he can shut his eyes to smuggling, etc., 
and prove to his satisfaction and to 
the satisfaction of all the people who 
fought against prohibition that “pro­
hibition does not prohibit, and the law 
become a farce. I cannot see how any 
government or any* high-minded citi­
zen can look with favor on the appli­
cation of such a man.

During the prohibition campaign 
the “biggest stick” used against the 
act, was "prohibition does not pro­
hibit,” and the experience of Sydney 
was held up to the voter to provd it. 
Thqt illustration was a good one and 
influenced many people.

In a nutshell the position is this: 
in Sydney the police are under the 
control of the Mayor. The Mayor is an 
antt-prohibitionist, the will of the 
people is defied and the police “look 
the other way" when passing the bars 
where the liquor is openly sold. The 
people are now aroused and are trying 
to depose the Mayor.

LONDON, To-day.

Again the British have advanced 
their front on the right and left wings 
of the Somme and Ancre regions fin 
France. On the left flank east of 
Gcmmrcourt the Germans gave ground 
over a front of two miles to an aver­
age depth of 1200 yards while on the 
: ight flank east of Bouchaveenes the 
attack gave the British terrain on a 
front of 1200 yards and 173 prisoners. 
According to London heavy casualties 
were inflicted on the Germans in sev­
eral counter attacks. The recent re­
ceding of ground by the Germans in 
the Ancre and Somme regions evident­
ly was not carried out. for strategic 
reasons but because of necessity. Ac­
cording to a Staff Correspondent of 
the Associated Press, a visit to various 
points of the line showed that the 
guns of the British had torn up the 
trenches and communication trenches 
and searched out- thoroughly the 
ground on a wide area behind the 
German line. In the Meuse district 
the Germans north of Eix in an attack 
preceded by a heavy bombardment 
succeeded in entering a French trench 
but were driven out by a counter at­
tack. Reciprocal bombardments es* 
pecially severe east of the Meuse in 
the Bois Couricres sector have taken 
place. Along the Russian front and 
in Roumania fighting of moment is 
taking place. In the Austro-Italian 
theatre an Austrian attempt to storm 
the Italian positions east of Gorizia 
was frustrated, according to Rome. 
Minor infantry operations and artil­
lery duels continue in other sectors 
of this front.

BERLIN, To-day.
While some at the German papers

However, 
those circles who have beén basing 
their hopes for the preservation of 
peace only on divided public opinion 
in the United States are now forced 
to deplore the turn things have taken, 
and to doubt the wisdom of the Ger­
man policy, which so far as Mexico 
is concerned may be stigmatized as 
bringing a lightened match in contact 
with a powder cask.
