There is perhaps nothing

more essential to a just

appreciation of the war,

with its multifarious pha-
ses and problems, than a true sense
of proportion. It is especially valu-
able at the present momegt, and to-
day’s news provides a good Dbject
lesson. Military and political events
have been lately of such *magx;itude
and have marched with such rapidlty
that they have almost monépolised at<
tention and interest. ‘In jhe midst of
such imposing company the woekly
summary of shipping lossés announ-
ces itself in a sort of unobtrusive and
half apologetic manner, as if it Telt
that the world had forgotten all’about
it. For a great part of the world this
istiprobably’ trize, but in the minds
of those who are not disfracted. by
every new event these losses st']ll oc-
cupy a first place. They, :are : more
important than anything that is going
on in Russia, more.  important even
than the campaign in Italy or the
great victory at, Passchendaele, so
finely described in allits full mean-
ing by the Canadian corfespondent
to-day.  For either Germany or her
enemies must win this war outright.
Germany cannot win it on land, what-
ever she may do in Italy or Russia.
Her last hope has long been, and still
is, in the submarine.

According to the census of 1911
there were in the colony about 13,000
males between 15 and 20, about 11,000
between '20 &amnd 25, and about 9,000
between:25 and 30; a total betiyeen 15
and 30.of about 33,000 men.  Guii off
6,600 as being under 18 years, and,
you have left 26,500. We have sent to
the. front altoxether, in army and na-
vv; mbout 6,000. Will there be any-
one»ln Newtoundland found to say that
out of 26,600 men’ we could not- get:
by a selective draft, 6,000 young men
physically fit, unmarried, and without
other dependents? We think not. In
the class from 15 to 20, practically
none will be married; in the class
from 20 to 25, not a great many; even
in the class from 25 to 30 not all, by
any means; for, on the authority of
the census,.there are only about 42,-
000 married men in the colony, takiu’
all ages together.

In other words, if we had the selec-
tive draft, the only logical system, the
only fair system, the only efféctive!
Bystem, ‘we could double ~ ‘our TOrces
without taking a apan whe was mar:
fied or had dépendents;i26,600 to draw
from, and only 6,000 drawn! Can

What follows from these figures,

Found Not Guilty.

The case of the King vs. Robert
Sthickland,who was charged with man-
slaughter, was heard before the fol-
lTowing special jury in the Supreme
Court this morning:—Michael J. Don-
nelly, W. F. Donnelly, Michael Healey,
Henry J. Wiseman, Wm. J. Jocelyn,
James C. Baird, Wm. H. Jacknian,
Michael Wadden, Joseph Halfyard,
drew Wright. The accused
aged fisherman named Ingram, on the
morning’ of September 13th, 1916, by
the skiff 6f which he was master, col-
liding with.a small boat in which the
deceased ‘was fishing, resulting in the
immediate death of the deceased. Mr.
C. E. Hunt, who acted as Crown pro-
secutor, called William Knot, of Isle
aux.

WAR SUMMARY.

In the hilly region from Tezze on
the Trentino frent eastward to Feltre,
a distance of 12 miles, the Italians
have fallen back before the enemy,
who also has gained additional vant-
age points on the Asiago Plateau and
Sette Communi.

Under the pressure of the
British the Ottoman forces have now
withdrawn their line from thirty to
fifty miles north of Tekrit, placing
them virtually 150 miles northwest of
Bagdad on the Tigris. In Palestine
the Turks have been forced back -an
additional seven miles. It is report-
ed that they have lost half their ef-
fectives in men killed and wounded or
prisoners since the operations began.
A British torpedo boat destroyer and
a small monitor have been sunk by an
enemy submarine while operating in
conjunction with the Palestine col-
umn. Thirty three men from the two
ships are missing. The internal situ-
ation in Russia still remains obscure,
although despatches sent out by the
Finnish Telegram Bureau assert that
Premier Kerensky again is in con-
trol in Petrograd. Other reports are
to the effect that he has set up his
Government in Moscow and that fight-
ing still continues in the capital. No
advices have been forthcoming from
Provisional Government sources.
