The vessels of the mercantile mar-
ine, registered as belonging to any of
the Dominions, fly the Red Ensign and
a special order under seal of the Ad-
miralty, in the case of Canada, dated
February 2nd, 1892, gives permission
and authorises that “the Red En-
sign of Her Majesty’s Fleet with the
Canadian Coat of Arms in the Fly is
to be used on board vessels register-
ed in the Dominion.”

Governors administering the Gov-
erment of British Dominions and De-
pendencies shall “fly the Union Jack
with the arms or badge of the Domin-
jon emblazoned ii the centre there-

of.”

It is quite safe to assume from the
'ahove, the authority for which is “Hu-
: lme’s Flags of the World,” that so far
ias the White, Blue and Red Ensigns
Inx'e concerned they are positively not
to be flown on shore: neither is the
Union Jack, surrounded with a white
: border, a flag for shore display, con-
sequently as no prohibitions are made
in the King’'s Regulations to the con-
trary, the plain Union Jack is to - all
intents and purposes the bann~r for
the use of the landsman.

On the Union of the Kingdom
of Great Britain with Ireland in
1801, a portion of the notice issued
by Royal Authority, consisted of tha
following: “And that the Union flag
shall be, Azure, the Crosses Saltire of
St. Andrew and St. Patrick quarterly,
per saltire counterchang2d Argent
and Gules: the letter firmbriated, of
the second, surmounted by the Cross
oi St. George of the third, fimbriated
as the Saltire.” Reduced io non-her-
aldic language this means that in the
new design the Scarlet Cross of St
George is equally fringed on either
side by the white border that repre-
sents the original white field on which
it was placed, with the additions of the
saltires of St. Andrew (White on
Blue) and that of St. Patrick (Red on
White) a combination which though a
compromise, is the most beautiful ond
eftective flag that unfolds itself t(he
round world over. This is the Jack
itself and everything suggests that it
should be the universal flag typifyiug
the Union of the kingdoms.

The White Ensign is the distin-
guishing flag of the Royal Navy. It is
hoisted at the peak of all vessels in
commission, or in such «ther con-
spicuous position ¢t honor ¢s thair rig
will permit. The King’s Regulations
specify that “All His Majesty’s Ships
of War in Commission shall bear a
White Ensign with the Red St. George
Cross, and the Union in <the Upper
Canton.” It is a rank offense for any
vessel to fly any ensign or pendant
similar to those used in the Royal
Navy, and the penalty for such offense
is a very heavy one. The Blue En-
sign is the flag of the Royal Naval Re-
serve and may be flown by any mer-
chant vessels that comply with Ad-
miralty conditiors respecting that sef-
vice.

RECORD OF MILITARY SERVICE.

The bestowal by H. M. the King of
the prefix “Royal” on the Newfound-
land Regiment, in recognition of its
services in Gallipoli, France, and
Flanders, has given the greatest sat-
isfaction throughout the Colony. The
distinction is one of which the regi-
ment may well be proud, and may
justly be regarded as a well-earned
recognition of fine achievement and
loyal sacrifice. The following figures,
dealing with Newfoundland’s man-
power contribution to the War, have
recently been compiled, and are  of
considerable interest. They cover the

period from the outbreak of hostili-|

ties to the end of last year. Enlist-
ments in the Newfoundland Regiment
total 4,195, and in the Newfoundland
Naval Reserve 1,807, while 446 joined ;
the Colony’s Forestry Battalion. ‘This |
total of 6,448 is ~ decidedly creditable |
in view of the fact that the entire pop- I
plation numbers only 250,000, and that
seven-eighths of these are fisher-folk.
The regiment was engaged in four
critical encounters on the Western |
Front—namely, at Beaumont Hamel |
and Gueudecourt, in 1916, and at Mon~
chy Le Preux and Cambrai.last year.!
The casualties suffered, including
those reported as “missing—probably
killed,” number 1,099. The Ilosses in
the Naval Reserve have been much
lighter, the total fatalities from all
causes being only 137. |

A NEW CHANNEL FOR EXPORTS. [

~-Last year’s Customs returns record
the export of pulp and paper, in con-|
siderable quantities from Newfound-
land to the United States. Owing to
the shortage of shipping for trans-
Atlantic purposes,..it became neces-
sary to find a market other than great |
Britain for the output of the Harms-
worth Mills, and a little investigation
disclosed a promising opening in Am-
erica, where the smaller newspapers
and publishes appeared to be urgent-
ly in need of material. A trial ship-
ment proved satisfactory, and the de-
mand so far increased as to cover the
entire output of the mills. Some 30,-
000 tons of material was shipped to
America during the latter half of last
year, and there is every reason to ex-
pect that this market will continue to
absorb all the pulp and paper New-
foundland can supply, for the dura-
tion of the War at any rate. Trans-
port was effected by means of Ameri-
can ‘and Canadian ships, many of
them en route for Boston and New
York from the Great Lakes via the
Canadian canals, and the cargoes thus
carried were distributed among the
smaller towns of the Eastern States.

PENETRATE BRITISH LINES.

LONDON, June 15.

The war office issued the following
statement concerning operations of
the British army in Italy: A heavy
bombardment by Austrian guns open-
ed along the entire front from the
sea to the Adige at three o’clock this
morning, followed by infantry as-
saults. Throughout the day four Aus-
trian divisions attacked the British
forces. On the right the attack fail-
ed completely, the enemy losing heaw
ily.

ROME, June 15.

The Austrians began a great of-
fensive at seven o’clock this morning
on the front from the Asiago plateau
to the sea.

The latest news which has reached
me summarizing the situation at one
o’clock is that our troops have offer-
ed magnificent resistance,” A mes-
sage sent from the front to the Pre-
mier concludes as follows: “A com-
parison of all reports received shows
that the offensive was pressed only in
the first zone of resistance, and not
even at a few points has it obtained
the effect which the enemy must have
hoped for from his powerful
bardment and the enormous effectives
launched, an attack against which
our troops are resisting magnificent-
1y.”

THIRD OFFENSIVE MASTERED.

PARIS, June 16.

The third of the enemy’s great of-
fensives has been mastered ever since
the third day, says an official com-
ment issued to-day. When one stops
to think that the Germans, electrified
by their success on the Marne, ex-
pected to overwhelm us and advance
along the road to Paris through Com-
peigne, which was their first objec-
tive, the importance of June 11th,
which obliged them to stop, can be
seen. For seven days the enemy was
able to make progress in the offensive
beginning March 21.

At the same
time the value of American co-
operation on achieving this result is
fully recognized. Not only did the
encmy fail to gain his objectives
while suffering sensible losses in ef-
fectives, but it is contended that the
repeated postponements of the prom-
ised victory must materially weaken
the confidence of his people home. In
recognizing, however, that the crisis
remains, the press is turning to specu-
lating as to what point the German
staff will choose for the next assault.
This, it is maintained, must be reveal-
ed soon, owing to the shortness 'of

The
overwhelming majority of the people
stand solidly for. th¢. prosecution of
the war to the last ounce until a de-

cisive victory for the Allies. “Ameri-

ca is now stripped for the fray,” stat-
ed Mr. Hughes. “I have seen thése’
men in thousands calmly preparing
for the battlefield, and they are com-
ing in their millions. We are going
to destroy militarism, root and branch
from the face of the earth.” Mr.
Hughes said he and his colleagues
had received a new impression of the
British Navy. that would last a life
time, The arrangements for policing
the Atlantic were marvellous.

PREMIER LLOYD ' INTERVIEWED.

LONDON, June 15.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—

Premier Lloyd of Newfoundland,
interviewed by the Daily Mail, said it
is impossible to imagine a people more
unanmous toward the prosecution of
the war than those of my country,
We got out of politics at the ctart.
Strongly behind the policy is our
Fishermen’s Union, over 25,000 strong,
chiefly well to do fishermen, many of
whom have their own craft. The
fisheries, our chief industry, are still
working, the gradual introduction of
motor craft having more than made
up for the loss of men who have gone
to the war. Like England, Newfound-
land depends on her shipping, and
owing to the risks our sailors (run, the
Government put them in the same
. category as naval reservists. The
United States, unable to get Norweg-
ian or Scottish fish, turned to New-
foundland and now the trade is grow-.
ing rapidly. A barrel of fish from
the Newfoundland nets brought, $6
last fall instead of $2 as before the
war, but we must have bait to keep
our fishing industry alive, and we
must have steamers to carry salt to
Newfoundland. Efforts are being
made to bring Newfoundland fish to
England. We have the fish, and the
cold storage plant, but the transpor-
tation question must be solved. We
can then get ahead. Our fisheries
might play an important part in the
Allies’ food problem.

If ‘your neck is in a very bad con-
lition a lace scarf or some unboned
and thin neck ‘covering may be weorn
until improvement begins, ' but re-
member, the first step toward any im-
provement is to release the throat
from any tight covering or restric-
tion.

The causes of a flabby neck aid in
making a flabby double chin. Tight
collars break down the muscles sup-
porting the flesh. Discolorations are
due to the same cause, for the con-

The high tight
collar restricts the carriage of the
head and ‘this causes wrinkles.

Now let us consider what we can
do to get rid of these unfortunate de-
fects.

FRENCH IMPROVE POSITIONS.

PARIS, ‘To-Day.

The French troops improved their
positions north and northwest of Hau-
tebraye, ,between the Oise and the
Aisne, in a local operation early yes-
terday. One hundred prisoners and
some machine guns were captured,
says the ofﬁc*al statement issued to-
day. German attacks were repulsed
in the Cavieres Wood and in the
Vosges.

In getting across the
Piave the Austrians paid a tremen-
dous sacrifice before the machine gun
fire of the Italian defenders of the
western bank, Counter attacks by
Italian infantry and artillery fire have
forced the enemy to retire from most
of his gains along the Piave. An or-
der found in the pocket of prisoners
was to the effect that the Austrirns
were’ to be at Praegnaziol, south of
Treviso, on Sunday.

THE SITUATION IN IRELAND.,

DUBLIN, To-Day (By the A. P.)

LONDON PRESS OPINION.

LONDON, To-day.

The outcome of the Austrian offen-
sive is viewed hopefully, even confi-
dently, by the newspapers here. This
view is based on the strong resistance
of the Allied defensive and the failure
of the enemy to make anything like a
big success in his initial advance. It
is admitted that some days must pass
before the results of fighting on such

{a great scale can correctly be judged,

but the conviction is firmly expressed
in several quarters that it will end in
failure for the cnemy. “Failure,” says
the Daily News, “on the first days of
these attacks as conducted on _the
modern German plan, has hitherto
been fatal, as in the case of Vimy
Ridge, and in the present case the fact
of failure can hardly be doubted. The
newspaper cites the opigion of its cor-
respondent on the Italian front that no
enemy offensive up to this time has be-
gun so badly, and adds there is
strong ground for believing that an-
other. failure is imminent. The opin-
ion is expressed hy several papers that
there is a direct connection between
the initiations of the offensive and in-
ternal conditions in Austria-Hunsgary.
The Daily Express describes it as “A

that the war has seen”; while the
Times declared, “it is a desperate at-
tempt to keep up the waning spirits
of such elements of the people as still
remain faithful to the established in-
stitutions of the Austro-Fungarian
State. The Daily Mail and other news-
papers say that an Austrian failure to
gain a decision will have serious in-
ternal effects. Germany’s hand fis
seen behind the work.

CHEERED ITALIAN SUCCESS.

ROME, To-day.

There were scenes of great enthus-
jasm in the Chamber of Deputies to-
day, when the Mfnister of War, Gen-
eral Zupelli, announced the success of
the Italian troops, and the repulse of
the encmy despite his numerical su-
periority on the greater part of the
front. The whole Chamber rose and
applauded. The War Minister said
that the capture of three thousand
prisoners was proof that the Italian
troops were truly heroic.

THE BATTLE BUT BEGUN.
ROME, To-day.

official note issued last night. It is
added that the great battle which
broke out Saturday has but begun.
Although having a strength of 60 di-
visions, the enemy attacking forces
have not succeeded in passing the
Italian advanced area at any point.

GOOD SALVAGE WORK.
LONDON, To-day.

From January, 1915, to the end of
May, 1916, 407 ships sunk by the Ger-
mans in British waters, have been sal-
vaged, according to details of the
work of the Admiralty Salvage De-
partment made public in the press to-
day. Up to December, 1917, 206 ships
were recovered. In the present year
to the end of May, 147 have been §a1—
vaged, the increase being due to im-
proved methods, and not to the great-
er activity of the U-boats. Among the
difficulties encountered has been the
emissions of poisonous gases from the
rotting cargoes of sunken ships, Wh!ch
sofetimes have caused loss of life.
One salvage ship was torpedoed while
working on a wreck, while sometimes
the work of weeks is destroyed by the
rough sea. Feats performed by the
Salvage Department include the rais-
ing of a large collier sunk in }welve
fathoms of water, and involving a
dead 1lift of 3,500 toms. Another ves-
sel was lifted fifteen fathoms by the
use of compressed air.

‘The Real British Officer

(From the Brockville Recorder.)

That the American soldiers should |

not judge the British officers by the
peculiarities of their manners and
speech, is the warning given to the
“Sammies” by Lieut. Macquarrie, of
the Royal Field Artillery, who adyises
the Americans not to be coarse in
any “joshing” lest, they be classed as
“rough-necks.” In “How to Live at
the front,” Macquarrie says:

“If you see on one of the platforms
a young officer wearing a monocle,
very smartly turned out, and looking
rather pleased with himself, the fact
that on the stage.in America you
have seen a similar fellow does not
pardon your calling him ‘Algy.’ No-
thing will happen to you for doing it,
because you will be able to dart back
among the others. On ‘the other
hand, it will have the effect of making
the said officer regard you as a bunch
of roughnecks, and his opinion of you
and your army will be prejudiced.
Latér, when you have been.  to the
front and seen a similar officer look-
ing precisely the same, just as well
turned out,- even with the monocle,
standing in precisely the same way in
the midst of great danger and heart-
ening his men in a well-bred voice,
your ideas will change. I met a New
Zealander in a hospital once who had

‘been driven mad while out on a fear-

ful patrol after the battle of Loos.
Puring this patrol, while he was
creeping along, quite close to the
Germans, he found two guard officers,
b&h wearing monocles. With their
corporals they were all that was left
of their platoons.  Standing in a big
shell-crater,

modulated tone, they were discussing
]t.he hunting of the year before. My
friend got down with them and ‘they
t offered lim some sardines. My friend
had to continue his patrol, but he
later heard that a few hours after the
incident the officers were both killed.
Perhaps such British officers may
appear to you to be fops and almost
effeminate, but I desire to remark
that you will find them very brave
men.”

'Holy Fire Ceremony

at Jerusalem.

A Tribute to British Order.

On May 4 there took place in the
Church of the Holy
Jerusalem, the annual ceremony of
the kindling of the Holy Fire.

In Turkish days it was the custom
to provide a guard of not less than
600 soldiers in order to keep peace be-
tween the Greeks and Armenians, as
disorders almost invariably occurred.
On this occasion there was no guard
of ‘auy kind other than the ordinary
police, and the ceremony took place
without any sign of disturbance.

The ceremony of the Holy Fire—at
which, it is held, flame comes by a mir-
acle from Heaven to kindle the lamps
ol the Holy Sepulchre—apparently be-
gan in the ninth century, and was
formerly attended by leading repre-
sentatives of all the churches. These
have long ago withdrawn from it, and
it.is now attended by members of the
Greek and Armenian Churches, most-
ly. -ignorant Pilgrims of Eastern
Christendom. Many enlightened mem-
bers of the Greek Church discouraged
thé ceremony, as the vast crowds of
frenzied people attending it had to be
kept-in some sort of order by Turkish
soldiers. At the appointed time a
bright flame of burning wood appears
through a hole in the Chapel of the
Holy Sepulchre, the rush to obtain
this new fire is overwhelming, and it
is handed on from taper to taper un-
til thousands of lights appear. A
mounted horseman takes a lighted
torch to'convey the sacrcd fire to the
lamp of the Greek Church in the Con-
vent at Bethlehem. In 1834 hundreds
of lives were lost in the violent pres-
sure of the -unruly crowd. — The
