The scale'of Newfoundland pensions

Upon reproseo tâtions 
being made to the Government 1t was 
decided that the scale, 'ha paid dur­
ing the past year, be continued until 
June SOth, 1923, thus obviating any 
reduction in the pensions scale.

Mr. President and Comrades,—

In sumbltting this report covering 
the activities of the Association dur­
ing the past year, I have prepared it 
as briefly as possible touching only 
on the principal events. The period 
under review witnessed important de­
velopments affecting the welfare and 
care of ex-service men, which de­
manded prompt action on the part of 
your Executive. For this reason, it is 
the intention to present salient facts 
with complete candour.

Candour, in this instance, however, 
does not mean pessimism or ré­
crimination. The record of achieve­
ment of the O.W.VA- during the year 
1922 requires neither apology nor 
defence.», The difficulties to be met 
wtthxin nn Organization such as ours 
and the remedies to be applied some­
times call forth criticism. This, how­
ever, ta Inevitable and if such criti­
cisms are based on accurate judge­
ment the lessons to be learnt are not 
forgotten. Our organization is young 
as yet and. every day brings forth 
new problems the disposition, of 
which is made in a manner as 
thought best. There is, however, 
ample evidence that the Q.W.VA.. has 
made progress during the past year 
as may he cited *by the fact that our 
membership has increased 66% over 
that of the preceding year. Interest 
is being re-awakened and it would 
net be too optimistic to say that the 
year 1928 will witness a revival of 
that interest which waa In evidence' 
when the Association was first inau­
gurated. This should go far towards 
having the G.W.VA. assume its 
rightful position in this Dominion.

For the purpose of this report, the 
work performed by the Association 
may be considered in five distinct 
phases, vie.. Organisation, Adjust­
ment Service, Assistance to ex-Ser­
vice men and dependents, Education 
and Legislation.

ORGANIZATION.
It is to be regretted that the time 

available at Dominion Headquarters 
did not allow a more thorough canvass 
of ex-Service men being, made With 
a view to their joining our Associa­
tion. The apparent inability of the 
Dominion Command in not devoting 
more time to propaganda work IS ex­
plained by the fact that the Staff 
available is limited and further our 
financial resources did not permit of 
such an outlay. This, however, Will 
be remedied in some measure during 
the present year when a determined 
effort will he made to establish Dis­
trict Commands in the Outporte 
which Will, in turn, enroll Branches 
Jiluch can he done in this direction 
by ex-eeffvice men who are prepared 
to live up to the spirit on which the 
G.W.V.A. was founded, viz.. Right And 
Justice, ShrVlce and Sacrifice. The 
number of local Branches at pres­
ent ie 16. Due to the .fact that many 
ex-service men are away from their 
homes during the summer StOhths 
and that their numbers are Spread 
over such a large area, it is difficult 
indeed to form hew branches. The 
Dominion Command, however, has 
the majority of those members Who 
cannot join branches oft its roll. A 
comparatively tew Branches have be­
come somewhat Inactive, but m all 
cases a nucleus has been maintained 
whereby meetings can be teftvefted 
When required on vital issue*.

The idea of the League of Nations 
was born hundreds of years ago. Long 
before the war the peoples understood 
the necessity of some organization to 
facilitate relations between the var­
ious states, and their co-operation in 
matters of common interest, the most 
important of which is without doubt 
the preservation of world peace.

This need became more than ever 
urgent after the war. The makers Of 
the peace treaties could not but 
realize this, and that is why they 
called into being the League of Na­
tions. » ,

How is the League organized How 
do its departments function? What 
has it accomplished since its creat- 
tion ? I will answer these questions 
as briefly as possible.

THE ORIGIN, CONSTRUCTION,
AND AIMS OF THE LEAGUE.

year by the General Session and the 
Council.

created by the formal contract con­
sisting of 26 articles, which preceded 
the Treaty of Peace signed at Ver­
sailles, June 28th, 1919. On the 10th of 
January in the following year the 
League began its work on the ratifica­
tion of the Treaty. , 4

The chief aim of the League Js to 
make impossible the outbreak otpiars 
by the establishment of lasting world- 
peace, while its other aim is the ac­
celeration of international co-opera­
tion in protecting the common in­
terests of humanity at large. The 
League of Nations acts chieây 
through three important sections, 
the General Session, the Council, and 
the General Secretariat. The General 
Session is the conference of all mem­
ber states of the League, in which 
each nation is represented by three 
delegates; they have, however, only 
<(ne vote, so that the number of dele­
gates is not important. As a rule all 
decisions of the session must be by 
unanimous vote of all members of 
the League represented in the meet­
ing.

The General Session has power to 
deal with problems having to do with 
world peace which fall within the 
scope of the League, or, by arrange­
ment, in any other place; at the first 
session it was decided to meet auto­
matically and regularly at least once 
each year on the first Monday in Sep- 
tomber.

The Council has ten members; the 
four Great Powèrs, Japan. Italy, 
France, and Great Britain, which are 
constant members, and *Slx other 
states, chosen at will by the Session, 
at present Belgium, Brazil, China. 
Sweden, Uruguay, and Spain, Each 
member of the League represented in 
the Council has one vote and one re­
presentative. Every member of the 
League not represented on the Coun­
cil will be invited to send a corres­
ponding representative whenever a
