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The New Tram Lines

In connection with the relay-
ing of the new tram lines the
suggestions have been made,
somewhat late,
the rails should be laid on one
side or the other of such streets
as Military Road, and that the
roadbed would be considerabiy
improved if the track were pav-
ed. The latter would be a mat-
ter. we believe, for the special
agreement between the Council
and the Company, but if the
former suggestion is practicable
at this stage, it would greatly
facilitate the handling of traf-
fic to have the middle of the
road left clear, and if it resulted
in the use of one pole instead of
two for suspending the trolley
wire, the appearance of the
streets woyld be considerably
improved.

It is the intention of the Com-
pany, we understand, to use one
line instead of two on Water
Street. As this will necessitate
tearing up and relaying most of
the paving, the time would
seem most opportune to give
consideration to the question
of improving the whole of the
road surface, and if it is eco-
nomically possible to cover the
street with tarvia or some simi-
lar = substance, which would
help to deaden the noise and fill
up the numerous cracks, the ap-
nearance of the thoroughfare
would be improved and the com-
fort of those working in ; the
stores and offices greatly . in-
creased.

Have No Jobs For
Canadians in Nfld.

Diserimination Shown by Petty Boss:
es In Humber. -
(From the Sydney Post)

Since the opening up of develop-
ment work at Cormer Brook, New-
foundland, stories of discrimination
against Canadians, particularly men
from Cape Breton, by the native New-
foundland officials of the Newfound-
land Power, Paper and Utilities .Cor-
poration, have beepn all too common.
Forgetful of the fact that for years,
Cape Brefon has been and still is to a
certain extent the mecca of a large
number of .Newfoundlanders, these
straw bosses and under officials, suf-
fering from an overdose of short-
sighted patriotism, have adopted the
slogan of "Newfoundlanfl for the New-
foundlanders,” and as far as lies in
their power to carry into effect, their
motto, “No Canadians need apply.”

Several local young men, just re-
turned from the ancient colony, in
discuasing conditions at Corner Brook
with a Post reporier last evening,
stated that while they found the Eng-
lish or Old Country officials excellent
men to work under, they could not say
the same for the native foremeén-and
superintendents, who persisted in
looking on all Canadians as interlop-
ers and never missed an oppertunity
to make things uncomfortable for
them. As a matter of fact one man
stated that unless a Canadian got a
job through an old country official his
chance of obtaining employment was
small. He cited his own case as an
example of the treatment handed out
to Canadians by the native Newfound-
lander who acts as chief employment
agent for the corporation.

This “patriot” on hearing his re-
quest for work, remarked, ‘‘you're a
Canadian, eh?” Receiving a reply in
the affirmative, he answered the re-
quest for employment by saying, “no,
we've got no work for you, 4f there
was & Newfoundlander and & Canadian
apply for the same job, the Canadian,
a skilled workman and the Newfound-
lander just knowing enough about the
work ‘to get by, I'd hire the New-
foundlander.”

The local man finally did \secure
employment through an Old Country
born official, and achieved rapid pro-
motion, until he happened to come
within the aegis of a Newfoundland
chief official of the department to
which he was promoted. Here he
found himself persona non grata. By
petty annoyances, and slurs he was
given to understand that Canadians
were not wanted. He stuck it out un-
til his vacation time came around and
now is deliberating whether he . will
return to Corner Brook or not. Al-
though holding a good position there,
he feels that he'd “rather stay in a
country where a British subject and
a war veteran is treated more like a
white man than a heathen chinee.”

through bills of lading to destina-

tion on the continent. They mention |

they frequently notice that the pack-
ages are made in such a way as to
invite ingvitable trouble. Pa.rtioular-
ly is this so with regard to the ab-
sence of an ingide lining hoop to
hold the head in position. This is
all the more necessary having re-
gard to the fact that frequefitly the
casks are ullaged (in other words
not completely filled), with the re-
sult that the whole weight of the
conténts in the -handling tends to
move -and thus loosen the heads.
Could it be possible to have ship-
ments of casks and drims of codfish
in containers made much stronger?
You as shippers are equally inter-
ested in the satisfactery arrival of
packages at destination, and we trust
that you will see the reasonableness
of this suggestion. We shall be glad
té hear from you if thig regard.
