The inventor of the salt evaporator, |
Samuel Platt, is now "beginning to real- |
ize some benefit from his invention,— |
Within the last twe weeks he has sold |
two royalties—one to the Goderich, or |
Old Salt- Company, and the other to an |
American Company, who will commence |
to sink a well as soon as a suitable place |
for operation can be found. It is expect- |
ed that they will purchase from Sheriff|
Macdonald as much beiter terms can be |
got from him than from the Canada
Company. Mr. Platt receives from the
0Old Salt Company, for a term of five
years, filteen per cent of the profits for the
uge df his patent evaporator, The Co’y
are now busy taking out the old kettles
to make room for the evaporator. It is
said that the American Company has
paid him (Platt) a handsome pile in gold
for the use of the evaporator for the
eame term of years ; but how much the
pile ie your correspondent has not been
able to learn. - In a short time two wells
will be in operation, using the evapora-
tor. Trade in the salt line is beginning
to look brighter. If the salt kings oounld
only get a protective duty, they think
all would be well, and certainly they
would feel so; but it would be & great
mistake were our Government to pass an
act by which some eight or nine com-
panies, representing a capital of about
$£100,000 in all, were to grow fat at the
expenee of the whole Dominion. Itis a

T'he late fair was fully an ayerage one,
and there were many good cattle on the
ground ; but the prices did not seem to
suit—§4 for 100 1bs live weight being
the highest offered ; and quite a number
of the best animals were again returned
to their sfhlls for an additional month’s
feed. Peter Smart sold four head for
$213 ; George Preston, three head, $133;
R. Richardson, one yoke steers, $75; W,
Boyd, one yoke of oxen, $84 ; George
Brambhill, one cow, §20; H. Suddaby,one
ox, $50 ; Wm. Robertson, ore steer, $35;
R. Caldwell, three head, $140 ; D. Mc—
Connachie, two heifers, $48 ; J. Thom-
son, one cow, $40 ; J. Davidson, yoke of
oxeu, $00; J. Johnston, two steers, $40 ;
J. P, Dunn, yoke of oxen,§100 ; — Purdy,
three head $160,50

Within a compass of four miles around
this village there are five sawmills in

| operation, and at each of these from

three to four thousand logs have been
laid down during the present winter,and
their number ‘will continue to increase
while the last vestige of snow remaing.
At the mill owned by Mr. Robinson,
which stands in the centre of the village
——a wreck amidst the rubbish of it may
be a thousand years’ accumulation—
there is being raised a pile of lumber suf~
ficient, one would almost imagine, to
meet the wants of the whole County of
Wellington. I don’t know where it has
come from. The mill does not appear to
be in ‘working order, and bat few logs
have as yet been taken toit. It wants
fixing, and Mr. Robinson, who only late-
ly came into pogsession, is the man to do
it. At the other mills there is also &
good stock of lumber.on hind. The
mills, with the exception of the first
mentioned, are all new, with steam
power suflicient to cut from seven to ten
thousand feet of lumber a day, and will,
notwithstanding ths fears entertained by
many that thev w.re becoming too nu-
merous in t! - [oculity, have more to do
then in any ) ‘cvicns season, when their
number was less and their capacity not
8o great. If the result should be a re—
duction in the prices, so much the better.
The demand for lumber is all the time
becoming greater. The miller will sell
more, obtain the cash more readily, and
the buyer will be able to build at a
cheaper rate. Meany of the logs men-
tioned have been taken into the mills by
farmers to be cut on shares--a circum-
stance which would seem toindicate that
our frame barns and dwelling-houses
are about to take the place of the primi-
tive structures now in use. That the
now ones can be made more attractive,
more commodious, and more comfortable,
there can be no doubt, although a good
log dwelling-house is not be despised,
and toone long aceustomed to bush life
there is something regretful in the fact
that they will soon disappear—but that
cannot be avoided. Old things, whether
for better or for worae, are continually
passing, and must  continue to pass
away,

There has again been good sleighing
between Lake Hurcn and Guelph for &
fortnight, and many have availed them-
selves of the opportunity thus atforded
them cof taking the balance of their
produce to the market ; but the rush has
not been go great as it would have been
had prices not go seriously declined.
Thoee who are not obliged to sel!, will
now hold on to what they have got, and
unless the value of grain takes an up-
ward tendency, the best business part of
the season may be said to be at an end,
and at best we have had nothing extra to
boast about. Saturday lest was the most
intensely cold day we have had during
present winter, and althcugh the
weather has' gomewhat wmoderated, the
frost still maintains its grasp and it is
yet disagreeably cold. The snow ave-
raged about ten feet in depth, and in
tbe side roads it is in many places over
the tops of the fences. A few more such
drifts as we had last week, and the out—
lets to the main roads would be complete-
ly blocked up. %

But most
of all, the interest is lessened and made
transitory by the fact that the spectator gen-
erally has no acquaintance with the individ-
uals who compose the mournful train, and
knows nothing of the tenant of the plumed
and sable hearse. All that he knows is that
it is a mortal like himself that is being borne
along to the last resting-place, just as he will
one day be carried, and attended by sorrow-
ing relatives and friends. He can guess that
there is the pain and grief of bereavement,
but he knows not of what kind, or how se-
vere. All to him is vague and indefinite,
and before he reaches the opening of the next
street the solemn matteér has passed away
from his thoughts.

In rural places thé result is very different.
In the hamlet or the glen a funeral is an im-

ortant and memorable event. The very

ay on yhich it occurs seems aday peculiar-
ly akin'to the Sabbath, and the preparations
for it are watched in deep and silent interest
by old and young. Hvery one had kaown
the deceased. For many years, perhaps,
he or she had gone about among them with
all the familiarity of rural life, Their his-
tory from first to [ast is as publicasday,and
all the circumstances which add pain to
grief, and bitterness to bereavement, are
made the topic of common conversation.
