Money Loss to Farmers of
Western Kansas Estimated
at Half Million

Fall Crops Go Unharvested Be-
cause of the Shortage in
Horseflesh

Topeka, Sept. 11.—More than four
thousand horses have died in Western
»| Kansas since the mysterious disease
broke out in that section of the state,
and it is estimated that the money loss
is around %2 miHion dollars,

The great mortality among the horses
has created a serious situation in that
section of the state, hundreds of farm-
ers being left without the animals to
do neoessary fall work in the fields.
Because of the practical certainty that
new horses would catch the disease
and die, the farmers are afrald to buy
other animals. - Meantime, fall rrops
are, going unharvested and very littl
plowing or planting of spring wheat
is belng done.

Fonty vet-
erinarians employed by the state and
the Kansas Agricultural College, be-
sides a dozen men living in the infected
counties, are working and réports re-
celved by them. today by J. H. Mercer,
state live stock sanitary commission-
er, showed neither cures nor abatement
in the spread of the disease.

Two additional veteninarians were
sent to Western Kansas today by the
live stock commissioner.

“We have reports of more than four
thousand horses having died from the
plague in the last three weeks,” said
Mr. Mercer ‘today. ‘“‘Some counties are
almost swept clean now. The veteri-
narians, in thelir reports to me by wire
today, say that the usual number of
horses were reported i1l .this morning
in the infected counties and about the
usual number of deaths were also re-
ported teoday.”

Reports were recelyed today of livery
horses dying on the road or just after
being ouf on cross country trips. It
is believed that these horses were
given water from a crook or pond and
caught the disease from this.. Private
horses that were taken out of pastures
-lwhen the first warning were sent out
_{and which have been fed only pure
food and given pure water have not
been infected and have shown no symp-
t|{toms of the disease. g
f Some farmers reported to Governor
Stubbs and Mr. Mercer today that they
had_taken their heorses from. the pas-
tures and even this did not stop the
disease spreading in their herds. It is
t believed here that there was careless-
t|{ness in feeding ' or watering these
Horses.

Mixed Chinese and foreign com-
panies will be granted concessions
throughout China proper for periods
of about 40 years after which time the
lines are to revert to China. :

Similar concessions are to be giv-
en to foreigners for the intermediate
districts, but the railroads in the
frontier provinces will be under ex-
clusively Chinese control, and will be
financed through foreign loans apart
from the other railways.

Dr. Sen’s proposals are to open the
whole of China to foreign enterprise
but to make foreigniers amenable to
Chinese laws for which special courts
are to be established. The govern-
ment has not sanctioned the last fea-
tures of the project, but Dr. Sen fully
expects that they will be approved.

The French, German and American
banks will participate with Lloyds’
bank in the new loam to China of
$50,000,000, the agreement for which
recently -was signed. ' The térms of
this agreement include the starting of
a bank having its Head office in Lon-
don. with a prominent English finan-
Tier as chairman of the board of dir-
ectors and a subardinate board ‘aty
Pekin.. The bank is to be capitalized
at -$10,000,000, half of which will be
subseribed by Chinese.

“In order that every. person:would
get & square 4 thdt thereswould
ax':g, ‘suspigion of underhand proceed-
ings, all meetings held were: open to.
‘the public, and all papers relating to
the investigation were laid on the table
open for inspection. Only one meeting
was private, and that wae for the dis-
cussion of the notes taken to be used
as a basis for the committee report.
To further safeguard the interests of
Mr. Child and the. commissioners, I
notified the city clerk by letter ‘that
as-soon .as he-reeeived the reports of
the examiners, Messrs. Ferguson and
Kelly, to furnish the engineer and com-
missioners each with a copy and ad-
vise them that the committee  would
meet at their pleasure to hear any evi-
dence in rebuttal.

“This was done, and Mr. Child =ail®
‘he had no evidence to offer. After the
report had been submitted to the
council, Mr. Child wrote the commiis-
sioners complaining  that he had mno
chance to.reply. I then, in company

_with the city clerk,/ealled on Mr. Child,

when he made the excuse to me that
he did not understand’ that we would
take evidence in rebuttal of the evi-
dence given by the different witnesses,
but submitted to me that he agreed
witlr the report of the examiners. Now
this being the case, Mr. Child has had
plenty of time to lay before the council
any evidence that he had to show that
he had received unfair treatment at
the hands of the committee, but up to
the present has never done o, ahd I
am free td say, on behalf of the com-
mittee, that could Mr. Child justify
himself before the council, they would
be glad 40 tender him the support and
confidence which we all known:is re-
quired by all public officers.

PARTIZANSHIP AND THE NAVY

Some gentlemen abiding in Winnipeg have
started some sort of a petition, which will be pre-
sented to the leaders of the two political parties in
the Dominion House, urging them to look upon
the naval question without any thought of party
yadvantage® and then every person: will -be happy
ever after. Ttis’‘a thatter of great regret that the
naval questionhas notalways been considered apart
from politics, but the patriotic persons from Win-
nipeg are along with their petitions just about five
‘years too late. There was a time when they could
havetacted with wisdom and perhaps with effect.
But they OQerlcoked the opportunity. when there
was'a chance to embarass the Laurier administra-
tion, Whether the Bordeq naval policy, provided
" that there'is ‘ever to be a Borden naval policy, sholl
meet with party opposition depends very much, no
doubt, upon the Borden naval policy.

The present government has no right to ask
the present opposition to hold its hand in the mat-
ter of opposing the Borden.naval policy, provided
again that there has been, is now or ever shall be
such a thing as a Borden naval policy. When the
Laurier government introduced its naval policy to
the consideratjon of the electors for the first time,

- the opposition, led by My. Borden, supported it.
In the house not a word was spoken against the
g« overnment resolution and not an adverse vote was
cast, though later, Mr. Monk declared that he was
under the barn during the entire discussion. After
the house had adjourned some Western politicians,
abiding in the very city where the souls of somc
men even now are harrowed by the thought of
partizan discussion upon so sacred a subject, saw
partisan possibilities in the naval squestion ‘and
started in upon organized and persistent opposi-
tion to tlle Laurier policy and were so aggressive
that they drove Mr. Borden to action and he be-
gan to oppose the Laurier policy. But these Win-
nipeg gentlemen who are so alarmed now and so
terrified at the thought :of different opinions upon
the navy question, sat by ‘and saw all these devel-
opments four or five years ago and were not
agitated audrbl) They made fio outéry’ when the
opposition was not only introducing partisanship
into the discussion, but in so doing was actually
violating its stand in the house.

After that not only did Mr. Borden deciine to
deal with the naval question upon.its merits apart
from party advantages, but he permitted, if he did
not actually encourage a campaign in opposition to

= the Laurier policy, which was not only unfair but
was actually dangerous to the well being of our
country. His supporters in Quebec condemned Sir
Wilfrid Laurier for yielding to British dominatio :
and his supporters in Ontario condemned him for
betraying British interegts. ' It will fot be sur-
prising then if the Liberals do not go very far out

_of their way to assist the, Conservatives out of the
hole, which the Conservatives made for them-
selves, and cersainly not unless the Borden naval
policy is similar or better and stronger than the
Laurier naval policy, which is very doubtful.

If government by party were merely a perpet-
ual scrap between the ins and the. otts, the cre
favoring and the-other opposing, which seemed to
be the case when the Conservatives were in opposi-
tion, a party could jump backward and forward
without much difficulty. If members of parliament
base their action upon broad and clear principles of
government, it is difficult to understand how par-
ties can violate these pridciples even at the request
of certain charming, though much alarmed Win-
nipeg gentl‘emen.‘ The Liberal party has a naval
policy, a clear, definite and reasonable Canadian
naval policy, which, we believe, is satisfactory to
the majority of the people of Canada, who may not

all have been satisfied with the rather spiritless
method of administering that policy.

If Mr. Borden adopts the principle of the Laur-
ier naval policy, as a reliable British paper says
that he is likely to do, he will without doubt suc-
ceed in taking the naval question out of party
polmcs. If he adds to that principle a little more
energy in organszation, and something- incidential
in the way of contribution, and even something in
the way of representation in British councils, it
doubtless will be accepted. But even though it is
desirable that the naval question should not be a
party question we cannot understand how the Lib-
eral party can accept any naval policy which does
not provide for a Canadian navy, thoroughly Cana-
dian, organized by Canada, supported by Canada,
manned by Canadians, and controlled entirely by
Canada in time of peace.

Directors of Calgary Livestock
Association Wil Meet
Fnday, Sept, 13

New Grand Stand and Exhibi-
tion Buildings Among Mat-
ters to be Dealt With

For the purpose of considering ways
and means for improving Victoria
Park the directors of the Aﬁbert;a Live.
stock association will meet next Fri-
day, Sept. 13, in the office of the
association in the administration build-
ing.

Among the important questions to
be considered will be that of providing
a new grand stand and additional
buildings for exhibition purposes.

Facilities at the park have not kept
pace with the growth of Calgary and
the surrounding country and it has
been found necessary to devise ways
and means to meet this rapid expansion
in order to keep the annual exhibition
up to the. standard that resources
merit, ¢

Several plans have been suggested
for the grand stand, ameng which is
one for constructipg a céncrete build-
ing, patterned A&long.most - modern
lines, capable of accommodating twice
the number that it now obtains .

The same suggestions have been
made as regards exhibition buildings,
the idea uppermost being the securing
of permanency coupled with artistic
merit. 3

At previous exhibitions inclement
weather has served to mar the pleasure
of those patronizing the grounds, and
to obviate this the question of drainage
facilities, elevated cross- walks and
other improvements will come up.

Just to what extent the improve-
ments will go has not been decided by
the directorate, and each and every
phase will be gone into and threshed
out at Friday's meeting.

ROOSEVELT  FRATERNIZES
WITH THE GOWBOYS

Medora Cowpunchers Ride Into
Miles City to Give Him .
Western Welcome -

Up in “Cow Country” Where
He Used to Live, Bull Moose
Almost Forgot Politics.

Helena, ‘Mont., Sept. 10. — Colonel
Roosevelt was in a' reminiscent mood
today. He thought more about the old
days on the Maltese Cross ranch -than
about politics. The -colonel was a
cowboy nearly thirty years ago on a
ranch at Medora, N. D.. He passed
through Medora -in the night, and as
the “boys” who still are left could not
see him there they came on to Miles
City, where they gave him a true
Western welcome this morning.

Others of his old friends he found
scattered all along the way across
Eastern Montana. There was “Big
Joe” Smith, who used to hunt cafttle
rustlers with the colonel when both
were deputy sheriffs. ‘“Big Joe,”’ now
a full-fledged sheriff, met his old com-
rade with an Indianswar whoop. “Big
George” Meyers was there and he
brought word that “Little George”
could not come. Sylvane Ferris, who
went to Chicago as a delegate to the
Republican national convention and
voted for the colonel, had worked on
the Maltese Cross with him and was
on hand today with a dozen others of
the “boys.”

Good to Be a Cowboy- Again

The younger generation of cowboys
was out in force. They rode in on
their ponies from the ranches, shout-
ing and firing their six shooters. It
delighted the colonel, who looked envi-
ously at them in their sombreros and
gay colored shirts, and remarked that
it would be “mighty good” to be a
cow puncher again. They rode their
horses on the tracks and @8 the train
pulled out dashed \wildly jover the ties
in pursuit, waving sombreros and
shouting until steam_ proved superior
to horse flesh and they were lost in
the distance.

“I've been on the hurricane deck of
a broncho a good many times myself,”
Colonel Roosevelt =said, ‘“but things
have changed since I came out here.
That was just at the end of thé buffalo
days.
tler.” .

Colonel Roosevelt made a dozen
speeches, most of them little talks
with crowds gathered to see him at
the settlements along the way. At
Billings the street in front of the rail-
way station was blocked, and at Liv-
ingston the populace was out in force
The largest crowq of the day greeted
him in Helena.

In the Home. of Amalgamated Copper

In his speechés the colonel attacked

the Amalgamated Copper Company,
saying that it was trying to “boss the
people.”
\“We've found out that we can boss
ourselves,” he ‘said. “You don‘t need
Amalgamated Copper to poss you. I
ask you ‘t6 stand with us against the
Amalgamated crowd. Their right is
to cast one vote each. I haven’'t any
grudge against these men, but they
must quit ‘governing us.”

Trusts Can Be Run Like Railroads

“A couple of days ago,” he said, “Mr.
‘Wilson._in. a _speech in New York, said
that.a body of men would not have the
wisdom necessary to enable them to
regulate the jndustrial processes of the
country. There is no more difficulty
in regulating the Standard Oil or the
Steel corporation than in regulating a
big railrcad. We have actually made
the interstate commerce law work.
We have found by ‘the test of actual
work that the way to control the rail-
roads is by increasing the power of
the Interstate commerce commission—
by regulating and controlling those
railroads and not by any development
of the anti-trust law,

“What I want to see done with our
industrial concerns is to see an inter-
state industrial commission and board
which can handle the Standard Oil,
the Steel trust, the Tobacco trust, and
every big trust through administrative
action, just as the interstate commerce
commission handles the railroads.and
with a power extended beyond that of
the interstate commerce commission.

“Mr. Wilson need not bother himself
finding men to administer such a law.
If he cannot find them, I will. I will
guarantee to find men who will be able
to understand and supervise and regu-
late the business of those great indue-
t¢rial corporations.

“Mr, Wilson's proposal is to continue
in exactly the same course that the
Taft administration now is continuing,
for the differences between the Repub-
lican and Democratic platforms on this
matter are merely differences of sound
and fury and not of sense. Mr. Wil-
son’s proposal is, to regulate competi-
tion by ‘dissolving’ trusts in the way
the Standard Oil and the Tobacco
trusts were ‘dissolved.’

“You know the prayer in Wall street
now is ‘Give ue another dissolution.’

“On the contrary, the proposal of
the Progressives {8 to put a stop to the
continuance of the Taft-Wilson pro-
gram of further legalization of monop-
oly under the guisé of a make-believe
assault ‘on" monopoly. °

“There is no Wall Street man en-
gaged in big business of the kind to
which our people object; there is not
a trust magnate who doesn’'t regard
with utter derision the talk of inter-
fering with monopolies along the lines
indicated by Mr. Wilson and his sup-
porters.

Taft and Wilson Same on Trusts..

“The sum of the matter, therefore,
is - this: Mr. Wilson, like Mr. Taft,
has nothing to propose in this matter
for the differences between the pro-
posals in the Republican and the
Democratic platforms on the trust
question merely are differences of dec-
lamation.. Both sets of proposals in-
dicate only a vague, puzzled and hope-
less. purpose feebly to continue the
present futile policy of attempting to
regulate the trusts by a mere succes-
sion of long drawn and ineffective law
sults.”

MINWTURE IFLE CLUBS SPRINGNG UP N
GREATNUMBERS AROUND ULSTER

Becoming Proficient With the
the Average Young Man
Nothing to Do W

P

(By Charles E. Hands)

4 E{elfast, Sept. 11.—This evening in a
field on the fringe of the city I watch-
ed some young men of Belfast at their
sports.

It was not a pleasant evening for
6utdoor games. - The field was sodden
with the long rains, and a cold drizzle
was sweeping down from the black
Antrim “hills. It needed a keen en-
thusiasm for sport and a strong pur-
pose behind it to overcome such dis-
agreeable conditions. But here were
young men from the shipbullding yards
practising rifle shooting. The ground
belonged to one of the miniature rifle
clubs that are springing up in great
nambers in Ulster. The young men
were only shooting on a miniature
range at miniature targets with minia-
ture bullets, but they were learning all
the same how to handle a rifle and
shoot straight. The rifles they were
using were ordinary rifles ‘‘stopped
down,” as the photographers say, to
the condltlons of shootlng at short
range.

To become proﬁcient in the use of a
service rifle requires a practice range
as big as a parish. The patriotic young
Englishman who desires to fit himself
for the defence of his country and joins
Lkis local Territorial corps can get a
little shooting practice, if not enough.
But in Ireland there is no Territorial
force, and the patriotic young Irish-
man joins a miniature rifle club, A
service Tifle, with its barrel replaced
by one of reduced bore, takes a tiny
cartridge with a tiny bullet; which
carries straight to jts mark, but carries
only one-tenth of the distance of a ser-
A target reduced in the
same ratip gives the measure of ac-
curacy of. full range shooting, so in a
field a hundred yards long the equiva-
lent of practice with a service weapon
at a thousand yards range may be ob-
tained. The same skill is required of
eye and hand, the same judgment of
light and wind variation. And prac-
tice has the same value and the same
interest. as range shcooting, and the
man who can handle a miniature rifle-
with precision will be able to handle a
service rifle effectively when one is

_placed in his hands.

So here were the young men, prac-
tiging in the evening for enjoyment in
the rain, They came up by tramway
car from the city fresh from their

day’s work, spread waterproof sheets

on the sodden ground, got their rifles
out of the cases, produced boxes of
cartridges, adjusted their ' scientific
sighting contrivances to 250 yards, and.
blazed away at tiny cardboard targets
five-and- -twenty yards away. A very
serious business it was—all the elabor-
ate and delibera® care that the cracks
at Bisley show. They were as earnest
about it as if it had been golf. M five
shote at one target one young ship-
builder made three bull’'s-eyes, and
scored forty-seven points out of a pos-
sible total of fifty, and then was dis-
satisfied with his performance.

This sport of rifle shooting is quite
a recent development in Ulster.
yvears ago the first miniature rifle club
was founded in Antrim, and each year
that has passed has seen a new club
founded. By February of the present
year there were ten clubs in existence
in the two counties of Antrim and
Down.  In eeven years ten clubs had
been started, of which four had over a
thousand members each. In the six
months that have since elapsed, twen-
ty-four new rifle clubs have come into
existence, most of them with member-
ship rolls of between a hundred ang a
hundred and fifty. In the last six
months more than twice as many clubs
have been formed as in the seven
years preceding. And now new clubs
are starting at a faster rate than ever.
By the end of the year dozens more
will have been added. The desire to
acquire the skill of the rifle has takem
hold of the youth of Ulster, and the
most remarkable feature of the rapid
growth of the new sport is that it is
entirely spontaneous. It has not been
organized. The political associations
have had nothing to do with it. The
Orange lodges and the Unionist clubs
have had nothing to do with {t. In-
cidentally it may be mentioned thai
although political or religious opinjons
are not among the qualifications for
membership, practically all the mem-
bers of the thirtyfour clubs are
Unionist and@ Protestant.

It would be idle to pretend that
there is no value or meaning to be at-
tached to this fierce enthusiasm for
marksmanship. Considered as a sport,
minjature rifle shooting at a target is
not altogether satisfying. The tiny
bullet which the rifle carries would
knock over a rabbit at a hundred yards
or more, but rabbits do ‘not frequent

Seven:
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used elsewhere. As g milltary arm for
offence and defence the miniature Lee-
Enfield or Martini is little more for-
midable than a bow and arrow. But
the significance of the movement is
the proof it affords of the desire of the
young men of this part of Ireland to
make themselves. competent to handle
a weapon. \

I do not profess to know what plans
the Ulster leaders have formed in the
event of certain contingencies; nor do
the young men who are flocking to
join the shooting clubs know. The re-
liance of: the neople upon their:natural
leaders is one of the signs of a con-
dition of national emergency. There is
a ready submission to discipline, the
signs of whielr are to be seen every-
where in Uister. Whatever instruc-
tions the leaders in Ulster politics give
are implicitly obeyed by the rank and
file of the organlzations. the Orange
lodg®s and the Unionist clubs. BEvery
lodge meeting ‘and club gathering sees
a full attendance of members.

A band was marching through the
sireets last night in connection with
some musical competition, and a crowd
joined up and followed it. They form-
ed themselves: in fours and marched
as_if by natural instinct in military *
style.. I have seen the programme of
sporte for a festival meeting' of a
Unionist club to be held this month.
It is a' military festival, comprising a
somewhat ambitious tactical exercise,
and ending with the assault of a forti=
fied position.
~Nobody orders these things, as no-
body orders the young men to prac-
tice marksmanship. They are spom- /
faneous manifestations of the presemt
mood and inclinations of the people.

However, the jntentions of the Ulster
Unionists have been made known. The
Ulstermen’s pledge will be of a three-
fold nature: X

(a) To refuse to acknowledge a par-

liament in Dublin.

(b) To refuse to .obey the laws it

may make.

(c) To refuse to pay any taxes it

‘' may impose.

The Ulstermen will make this solemn
covenant on September. 28. The act-
ual terms will be passed by delegates
of the Ulster Unionist council at Bel-
fast on September 23, and proclaimed
throughout the province. It is ex-
pected that the privy councillors pre-
sent ‘will first sign the covenant, and
that the covenanters who take the
pledge will number from g half to
three-quarters of a million.

A compulsory insurange against mo-
therhood is soon to come into force In
Sweden, when industrial married wo-
men workers will be compelled to
contribute towards a sick fund, A
complete scheme of maternity insur-
ance has been mapped out by a spec-
fal - commission which was called
upon to Iinvestigate' the need of ma-
ternity grants, but, owing to the ab-
sence of compulsory sickness insur-
ance in the country, it was found im-
possible to carry it through: The gov-
ernment, therefore; decided that the
best thing to do would be to subsi-
dize the sick funds, and to these it has
allocated the sum of nearly $16,000.
This small measure of insurance is
only “regarded as a fererunner of a

national scheme for sickness and ma-
ternity insura‘nce.

Heelless shoos never were made for
walking. Fo-~ centuries civilized na-
tions have worn shoes with heels.
Therefore, the fee:t of women have
changed from the flat soled tocti«in
savage shape to archod fasieps, narrow
re€lg, and gracefully shaped fect.
Bvery foot of a ov:mal human being
is arched bstween the tue and heel, at
JeAict an inch higit. If the heel is ul-
lowed to rest upon the ground, the
shaculders and back drop. Not only
an ungraceful carriage is the result,
but a backeche and sors leg muscles
as well.

Many women and even young girls
are suffering from broken arches. The
terms broken arches does not mean
that.any bone is broken, but the mus-
cles are strained to the breaking point
and the tissues are broken down.
Walking is then made difficult and
the feet are sore and tired all the time.
Steel arches are worn by some peo-
ple to support the instep and rest the
feet from' the weight of the body.
People should realize what a respon-
sibility is placed upon two such small
affairs as the feet and respect them.
Children should either wear no heels
at all from baby shoes up to woman-
hood, or they should wear one sized
heels all the time. When the heels are
too high, the whole weight of the body
is thrown upon the toes and instep,
causing enlarged joints and thick an-
kles.

When buyling shoes just a lttle time
and caution given to the freedom of
the toes and the height of the heel
will insure much comfort and health
for your feet. Surely the foot looks
better in a perfectly fitted, reasonaply

At the /approach of ‘winter, the: bear,
which has taken on a four-inch layer
of ‘fat, burrows a hole - In a river bank
and permits -himself to be covered by
snow, . Apparently the bear hibernates
without loss of energy, for in April,
when it leaves its hole, the fat is still
intact, However, in April and May
there is no food and the' bear grows
thin before. the herbs are obtainable
in June.

‘White Eskimos.

Dr. Anderson found pottery further
east than ever before known and also
grass baskets. Of the so-called white
Eskimosof  Coronation gulf, Stefann-
son said:

“They were tgller than the Green-
land Eskimos, but ‘not..so tall as- the
Alaska Eskimos. They spoke Eskimo
though I thought I detected some
Norse words, and they lived in the
typical Eskimo way. I visited 13 groups
of these people, who number probably
8000, and saw 1000 of them. Ten of
these groups pof tribes had mever come
in contact with white men and had not
even a tradition of them. Two tribes
had traditions of the Sir John Frank-
lin expedition. An old man in one tribe
had seen Richardson in 1848, and an old
man in another tribe had seen Collin-
son in 1863. The 13th tribe had been
visited by whalers,

“Between the country of the blonde

ren strip 300 miles wide which is never
crossed by Eskimos. The KEskifos
west of the strip have no knowledge
of Hskimos to the east. Those to the
east, know of the Eskimos in the west
but believe them to be cannibals.

. “Muskox, polar bears and seals are
abundant and the blonde Eskimos live
well. Many of them has eyes as blue
as my own, and very blonde eye-
brows are the rule.

“A great many of the men  have
sandy or red beards. They have no
tradition of their ancestry, On Vie-
torialand are a number of stone hous-
es, but the blonde Eskimos shunp them
saying they” were bulilt by spirits who
inhabited the country before men came.
I was unable to gather wstatistics of
blue eyes for when the blue-eyed per-
sons found I was seeking them, they
avoided me, not understanding what I
wished. However, I 'took cephalic
measurements of a large number of the
males, and I found that the facial in-
dex was the same as that of the Es-
kimo-Scandinavian ' ~half - bloods of
Greenland and not typically Eskimos,

“I made note .of the tribe visited by
Collinson in 1858. He wrote that it
numbered 200 persons. There are now
220 and all are in good. health.

“On the other hand, Dr. Richardson,
in 1848 ’found 2000 Eskimos between
the McKenzle river and Bailey  island.
These Eskimos have been in contact
with the whites, and.only 40 persons
survive, and these are diseased.”

Stefannson ascribes the success of
“his expedition td the fact that he took
no food supply but went into the coun-
try with his rifle. He livet as the
Eskimos and spent much of the time
among them. Hskimo womeén sewed
his garments but otherwise he needed
no ald from Eskimos,

Stefannson believes that - Hubert
Darrell, an Englishman of good fam-
ily, who disappeared while on the Arc-
tic shores east of the MacKenzie river,
is dead.

“In September, 1909,” said he, “Dar-
rell went to a whaling vessel that was
wintering at Balley ¥sland. Darrell was
alone and was pulling a sled. This
way of travelling was not so foolhardy
as It seems. A man alone in the
arctic is in peril only when he is over-
taken by accident or sickness. Then
he is helpless and must perish.

~ A Lone Traveller:

“On leaving the whaler, Darrell went
southwest to Liverpool bay, where his
camp was. HEskimos saw him when
he went back to his camp,~which was
some distance from the Eskimos' camp,
but they did not see him when he left
again and they do not know in what
direction he went, He told the Eski-
mos he would return the next year to
buy furs, This was his purpose of ex-
ploring the coast to learn of the trad-
ing possibilities.

“Darrell may have gone west ‘along
the coast or south up the Amnderson
river, toward Fort Good Hope. As it
was known he intended to go to Daw-
son, I think he went west toward Mc-
Pherson. %

“Last winier an HEskimo from Bailey
island went up Anderson river and
found a blazed tree with writing on

found and promised me that next year
he would cut down the tree and bring
the section containing the writing to
Balley Island. I think the writing was
that of an Indian and not Darrell. The
priests at Fort Good Hope have taught
the Indians to write.”

‘Without wishing to answer the ques-
tion with a direct yea or mnay, it mawn
be to the point to recapitulate a few
of the comments on modern Berlin

made to me the other day by a travel-
ed American, who had not revisited
the capital since before the Franco-
Prussian war.
“I find,” he sald, “that one of the
compliments that the modern Berliner
is most flattered to hear is that one
should find this capital ‘more wicked’
than Paris. The old discussion about
the' Brandenburg €ate is quite vieux
jeu, and as there is wicked and wicked,
and in some uses of the word ‘wicked’
does not mean anything extraordinar-
ily reprehensible, and as the adjective
‘gay’ is a Parisian monopoly, Berliners
are pleased when the y are told that
‘Berlin is just asg wicked as Paris’
And certainly they do a good deal to
tempt th eforeigner to say that it is
0. No night restaurant in Paris has
vet advertised as having its orchestra
in full swing until six o'clock in the
morning; and for two or three cabarets
in Montmartre that open only in time
for supper one may find twice or
three times as many in Berlin opening
their doors, and not merely jto venti-
late the rooms, a full two hours later.
“And then, too, the high jinks are
confined to no particular corner of the
vastness of ‘Great Britain’ A good
stretch of the Linden is just as ani-
mated as the boulevards from evening
until the ‘wee sma’ hours,” and vet a
third of a mile away Potsdamer Platz
keeps far later hours than either the
Place de ’Opera or the Place Pigalle;
and if the night bird wished to walk
off the effects of &0 much smoke and
laughter and so many waltz-times he
will find closely spaced posting siy-
tions for the reveller all the way from
Potsdamer Platz past Nollendorff
Platz until he comes to a luxurious
cafe restaurant, all agog until well
after dawn, néarly half eway up Kur-
furstendamm in Charlottenburg.

the Berliner’s character.”

When those remarks were made my
interlocutor had not heard of the case
of Michaelis, and had not read of the
recent upsets in the building trade due
to the most hazardous manipulation,
and, still more, he had not read any-
thing of what has since come to light
on these points. Nor had he followed
the recent  (unofficial) investigations
into the clandestine bokmakers’ in-
dustry, whi¢h led only the other day
to an extensive police raid. All these
facts, however, seem fo give support
to much of his argument. = Michaelis,
an undoubtedly able advocate, earning,
it 'is said, many thousand dollars a
vear, suddenly disappeared from Ber-
lin. Some of his friends soon discoy-
ered that, having lost too heavily at
the gaming tables in Berlin, he had
gone to those of a French watering
place to make one last effort to re-
trieve his fortunes. And once again
he had lest. His body was recovered
from the Seine several days later, and
since then many have been wonder-
ing how much of the money entrusted
to his safekeeping was involved in hie
downfall.

The resulting invéstigations into the
life of the gamblers in Berlin have
opened the eyes of many inhabitants.
They now know that the international
gambler who knows the tables at
Mone Carlo as well as thosé at Buda-
pest or at San Sebastian has often
sald that nowhere is there so much
gambling as in ‘Berlin, and that no-
where is so much money lost and won.,
A rough estimate — necessarily only
very approximate — gives the money
played in the twelve best known gam-
bling clubs in the course of the year
as little short of two million dollars.

Though there is some tradition in
the gambling tendency of Berlin—for
the very first club to be founded here
(in the eighteenth century) soon be-
came nothing more than a suite o¢
gaming rooms—the extent of the gam-
bling as it exists today, the number of
the clubs, and their luxury, are quite
modern features. Not very long ago
the Berlin gambler played as much in
the morning before luné¢heon as during
the rest of the day, but nowadays the
usual order is dinner ifirst and then
to the..gther. tablesy ﬂaven sof the
clubs are specially ren&wned—— e Ber-
olina, the “1895,” the “1900,” and oth-
ers.

He found that a new situ-
ation had developéd during the past
half = decade. Theological students
were no longer to be had for the ask-
ing. After several weeks hard hunt-
ing Dr. Woodworth has scarcely been
able to secure a score. He is now
on the ocean with his little band, the
members of which will havé ‘“circuits”
of vast circumference in consequence.

EW YORK, Sept. 10—Each
N of these days the corm
stalks of the mnation are;

$14,000,000.. - By the end of that
span of a 120,days ‘that lies-be-
tween June I and October 1
$1,750,000,000 of new wealth will
have been thus created. Just
now that greatest of crops, which
equals in value a combination of
its three nearest competitors, cot-

and the gold of its harvest is
nearing the time of precipitation.
Another month :and the task'of
this titan of the soil will be com-
pleted for the year'and the great-
est contribution to man’s com-
fort will have been received.

One -hundred standard freight cars
laden to their capacity would be Te-
quired to transport the $20 gold pieces
that represent the value of the nation’s
corn crop year by year. ' There is but
enough money, gold, silver and cur-
rency, in all the treasuries, panks,
pockets and stockings of the nation to
buy a two-year crop. The great allied
iron and steel industries of the nation
produce a wealth that is but 60 per
cent of that of the corn crep. All the
other cereals combined are worth but
three-fourths as much as the corn
ecrop alone. The corn crop for a singla
year would cancel the national debrt,
buy all the gold and silver mines in
the world and:leave a balance for
pocket money for the farmer. For
corn is the king ‘of crops, the most val-
uable plant the world has ever known,
the producer of more wealth than-any
other thing since time began.

Beggars Other Industries

The gold of the Incas and the Aztecs
was @ mere bagatelle in value when
compared with the gérm of the corn
crops of the future that were handed
down by the Indians that Columbus
discovered. The yellow metal that is
being laborigusly extracted from. the
mines -of the world is ynimportant
when compared with the yellow ¢orn
that the roots of the tasseled plant
that claims America for its own are
annually taking from the fertile earth
in the broad reaches of her farms. For
corn produces a wealth each year that
ranges from a:billlon’ and a half to
a billion and three-quarters of dollars,

+1and. that amount-of money-is so great
x | tHat the mind 18 incapable of grasping

it. - ‘For a billion and a half in gold
‘¢oin ~would ® weighi 5,520 ‘pounds, or
;2,760 tons. It  would: require 3,000
horses to pull it'in* the wagons that
haul the <corn. Four great freight
trains, such as haul-the coal from the
mines -of Pennsylvania, would need to
be laden with pure gold to make up
‘the value of the nation’s corn crop for
ra:8ingle year.

A realization of these stupendous
‘facts have been bearing down for the
“last few years upon the men of affairs
‘in the nation who take thought of its
‘welfare. Governmentally, corn has
gained a part of the recognition of
‘which it is entitled. Wise men who
weigh national prosperity in the bal-
‘ance and seek to so adjust the scales
a8 to keep the beam won the rise
have come to think much of corn. They
have studied the requirements of this
greatest of wealth producers. They
have taken thought of improving those
conditions. - They have met problems.
They have worked out solutions. They
have found methods of benefiting corn
in return for the good corn has done
them. They are ready to announce
their findings. Theéy say:

Science Takes a Hand

If the farmers of the nation will
select the obviously superior ears in
their barns- and use these in. plant-
ing the new crops the yield per acre

bushels.  On the 90,000,000 acres in
corn an additional 450,000,000 bushels
would be raised the first year and an
additional $225,000,000 in wealth, or $70
_to each family in the nation would re-
sult with no additional labor.

They show that this process of selec-
“tion in seed; 'if carried on year after
year, should result in an increase of
ten bushels to the acre, giving every
family in the nation an added wealth
of $140 a year.

The use of a check-rower that will
plant the, seeds in a hill a few inches
.apart instead of all together will in-
crease .the yleld of the nation’s corn
$90,000,000 a wyear.

An increased yleld of ten bushels of
corn. to the acre through the testing
of thé germination of seed corn hefore
puanting is easily possible.

BANKALSO WANTS AN AUDIT
OF CITY"S FNANGES -

of the sight-seeing car. This money

has been secured from funds loaned by

the bank on other general bylaws.
Claim System Saves Interest.

The reason given for this system of
interchange of funds secured by pledg-
ing general bylaws is that frequently
a _set of general bylaws is hy-
pothecated at the bank, or disposed of
on the market, and. the funds from
these placed on deposit. Then it may
happen that other general bylaws are
voted under which the necessity for
doing the work immediately may be
much greater than the first ones hypo-
thecated, and hdaving the money on
deposit for the first ones, it is used for
the.work on the ones last voted. By
this system, the money already de-
posited, on which the city is paying
no interest, can be used at once in-
stead . of Immediately pledging the
latter: bonds voted and beginning to
pay:interest upon them.

“The hitch in this eystem'occurs, as
at present, when difficulty is met with
in digposing of the debentures upon
the market. Then“the money borrowed
upon them is used up both for work
started under them and for new work
started under other bylaws voted, but
on which the.bank refuses to loan
money. That is precisely the situation
that confronts Calgary at this' time,
despite Mr. Woods’ recent assertion
that the city's finances were never in
a better condition than at present.

Expend Money Not Voted.

Another instance of .somewhat re-
markable ‘municipal financing is that
money has been expended under a by-
law which was voted down “by the
people. s This was none other than the
$405,000 bylaw for a filtration plant,
constructing a new intake for the city
gravity system, and improving the
present intake. It appears that $2,500
already has been expended upon the
present intake, énlarging it to provide
for a better flow in the gravity system.

City Commissioner @Graves, who 'is
now away on his vacation, told the
aldermen that in case the bylaw was
defeated, which it was, that the money
already -expended for improving the
present intake could be provided for in

B ——

emergency items in other general by-
laws heretofore passed.

The negotiations between the city
and the Bank of Montreal officials to
seture a loan of $3,000,000 on the by-
laws, general and local improvement,
have been in progress for weeks, and
all the while the cash sfringency has
been becoming more acute. Alderman
R. A. Brocklebank, chairman of the
city council finance committee; Mayor
Mitchell, City Clerk Miller, and. City
Treasurer Burns have been in almost
constant communication with Manager
Hogg of the local branch of the Bank
of Montreal. After long negotiations,
the bank had practically agreed to loan
the city about half of the sum asked, or
$1,600,000, when a new obstacle was
placed in the way yesterday, Exam-
ination of a number of the local im-
provement hylaws by the bank’s soliwi-
tor resulted in an opinion that a num-
ber were not regular. The legal
opinion was to. the effect that the
work under thése bylaws must be com-
pleted before the bank can accept them
as security, and that the work has not
vet been completed.

Bank Calls a Halt.

Inasmuch as the system of pledging
bylaws voted on the estimate of the
city engineer, but on which all the
work has not yet been completed has
been in vogue:for §6me time, it indi-
cates a decision on the part of the
bank to halt  its system of loaning
money to the city until better methods
of handling the finagfces are put in
vogue. Alderman Brocklebank de-
clared yesterday that the Iloan of
$1,500,060 was practically assured, but
others of the ¢ity offigials are not so
certain. The legal aspect will be taken
up today by City Solicitor D. 8. Mof-
fat with the bank’s representative.

As-a-matter of fact, it is said ‘that
this loan of .$1,600,000, if allowed, will
only cover expenditures already made,
and that the cash shortage is sure to
continue for some time to come, de-
spite the excellent' credit of the city
with its almost unlimited Tesources
and assets.

Seriously Burned; May Die.

Toronto, Sept. 11.—So seriously in-
jured that her recovery is deemed im-
probable, Mrs. Kemp, 17 years of age,
of Humber Bay, was taken to the Wes-
tern hospital this afternoon with her
face and neck severely burned. from a
coal oil explosion in her home at noon.
The young woman, who had only re-
cently been married, was preparing the
midday meal, and in order to hurry up
the fire,’ she poured coal oil on the
embers.

A large number of Americans have
visited Cumberland this segson to see
the great grapé vine, which is one of
the largest and most celebrated in the
kingdom, being even larger and finer
than the far-famed tree at Hampton
Court. The. tree yields between 500
and 600 buncheg of grapes, averaging
4 1b. to 51b. each, and some. even turn
the scale at 6 1b. The Vvine is 120 ft.
in length and 20 ft wide, and covers
a roof area of over 2,400 ft. It is
nearly 150 years old; and is still reck-
oned one of the hest in Europe.

Chicago Wheat

Chicago, Sept. 11.—Signs that Buro-
pean countries were preparing for re-
cord breaking imports heiped turn the
wheat market today from depression
to strength. The close wase unsettled
varying from a shade down to a shade
above last night’s figures. Latest
trading left corn 5-8 to 1 lower, Oats
5-8 off to a'like amount up.

Top figures for wheat today were
2¢ higher than Monday's low point.
Weakness early was due to fine wea-
ther northwest, promoting shipments
from’ the farms this side of the Cana-
dian line and favoring threshers, whose
operations  became general in- Mani-
toba.

Big flour sales at Minneapolis, how-
ever, checked the decline and made the
market responsive to news of huge
import requirements across the At-
lantic and of damage by heavy rain in
France and Germany.  Reports of a
squeeze in thp Sept. option at Kansas
City tended also to aid the bulls. On
the ensuing advance shorts in wheat
covered freely, but commission houses
‘were persistent sellers, - causing the
market-foFeact, but fiot altogethes lose
buoy;ncy. December *ranged from 90
3-8 to 91 5-8, closing a shade net
higher at 90 7-8 to 91.

Unexpected advancement shown by
samples of new corn from Illinois led
to a withdrawal of the industries from
the market for 0ld corn, and-left prices
weak. Less chance of frost acted also
against the bulls.

December swung between 52 1-4 and
53 1-4, with the close 52 1-4, a loss of
1 1-8 to 1-4 net.

In.the: South
alone there are this year 75,000 young-
sters handed together in ‘boy’s corn
clubs, and raising, in eompetition with
each other, an acre of corn under
scientific drection.

Boys Are Helping.

Their average crops - on land . on
which their fathers were growing 15
bushéls to the acre range from 50 to
100 hushels. Nearly every corn-rais-
Ing state in the North has developed a
similar ' organization. The coming
generation is being shown how to
‘multiply the nation's greatest crop,
and will soon Be applying that know-
‘ledge. Corn growing is being made
the basis of agricultural education.
The glory of corn in the past is but
the - promise of its future, for there
are the men and animals of the world
to be fed, and all eat corn or its pro-
|} ducts.

‘When the men of the department of
agriculture came to study corn, they
found that there had been no increase
in. the average yield in the past 50
years. The farmers had been working
a _little more intelligently, to be sure,
but the vitality of the soil had heen
sapped to a certain extent by the con-
tinued growing of the same crops year
after - year. No thought had heen
taken, and, as a consequence, NO pro-
gress had been made. :

After a survey of the field, the stu-
dents of the situation decided that the
first step toward improvement should
be in the use of improved seed.. .They
found that the farmer, when planting
time came, used for seed the corn that
was left over in his barn. The first
step toward improvement was to go to
this barn and select from the stock
found there only the hest ears of corn.
Under the old law of like breeding like
it was figured that the good ears would
breed good ears, while the indifferent
ones would also breed their kind.

Importance of Selected Sesod.

These selected ears were planted side
py side with the unselected seed.. The
result of the first crop harvested with
a“ yleld of Tive buehels to the acres
more from the selected seed than from
the common stock. So far, the taking
thought had paid magnificently, and
the added profit had come from the
game amount of cultivation as of old.
At first it was thought that this barn
selection was the only pains necessary.

PBut in the corn so produced, it was
noted that, while the ears were gen-
erally of a good grade, the stalks were
often inferior. Then the idea occurred
of selecting seed corn while it still
stodd in the field, and of considering
not only the ear but the stalk upon
which it stood. In this way not only
a better ear, but a better stalk was
reproduced. An additional twe bushels
were borne by each acre.

By this time a great deal of at-
tention was being paid to seed corn
and "new features began to develop,
It was found that in corn as in other
things, the strong parent did not al-
ways breed strong offspring. There
were a sufficient number of ears that
failed to breed true to bring down the
general average of the crop. An ef-
fort was begun to test each individual
ear.”

When the number of prize ears had
been selected from prize stalks, half
the corn from each ear was planted in
a given row and the balance was re-
talned. - In this way a record was
made of many ears’of corn represent-
ed in many rows. When harvest time
came, the test of yleld was applied to
‘the corn of given ears. Those that
had bred true were approved and
those that failed to produce, well were
discarded. The remaining half ears
of the proven stock were used in an
isolated patch, where only seed corn
was grown.

Seed Should Be Tested

Im the course of these experiments
many things were discovered in¢ident-
ally. For instance; it was found that
the vitality of corm mnot thoroughly
dried was greatly reduced. If given
amounts of the same corn were put
into a barn and allowed to heat and
eweat, as corn ordinarily does in a
barn,’ its vitality was reduced. The
same .corn, kept apart and dry, pro-
‘duced a stronger plant and yielded
more-corn to the acre the coming year.
In- this way the advisability of keep-
ing the seed corn separate and dry
was proven. Special racks in which
each ear might be stored and kept in
the ideal condition were devised, and
another step was made toward devel-
oping an ideal seed.

It pays “mightily to test each indi-
vidual ear of seed corn to prove
whether or not it germinates properly.
During the present year more than
90,000,000 acres were planted in the
United States and 15,000,000 bushels of
seed were used. Of ‘that quantity
3,000,000 bushels failed to grow be-
cause the seed was not right. A test
of the germination of the seed before
planting would have resulted in five
stalke growing where but four ap-
‘peared and, theoretically, in an in-
crease of 20 per cent. in the corn crop,
amounting to a grand total of $750,¢
000,000. At any rate every farmer
would have grown a much better crop
if he had tested his seed and the ex-
pense of the growing would have been
no greater.

The test for.germination should be
made six weeks before planting time.
Several folds of canton flannel should
be placed in the boffom of a shallow
box and the top o# of these should
beé checked into squares and numbered.
Then a half a dozen graine should be
taken from different portions of a
given ear and placed on the square of
thé same number. The cloth in the
botom of the box is moistened. The
whole, after the seeds are placed, is
covered with another damp cloth, then
. with a piece of glass or ollcloth. If
all the representative seeds from a
given ear sprout vigorgusly, the ear is
fit for séed. If any fail it should be
discarded.

The Tassel’s Wooing

At about this phase of the investiga-
tion the romance of the corn, the man-
ner in which the tassel woes the silk,
‘began to- come in for scientific study
and application. The botanists, of
course, knew of the relationship borne
by the silk that the ear of corn puts
,out as .it comes into the prime of its
yYoung .vigor to the tasel-that waves
at the top of the plant. The silks
are the maiden tresses of the plant.
They display their béauties modestly
améng the rows of stalks, haif hidden
by the leaves. The tassel is the male,

| bold'and upstanding, flinging his mane

aloft,” challenging the wind, the look-
out of the corn field, the Sir Chan-
tedleer of the grain world. The wind
is the Dan Cupid of the stalks.

With an understanding of these
‘things came the development of in-
dependent strains of corn. For gen-
eration after generation certain breed-
ers selected their corn and bred to-
wérd certain ends. 'Certain strains
were built up that would produce
more than other strains. There was
much ecompetition —among breeders.
The pedigree of a given ear of corn
came to be recognized as of vastly
more importance than the pedigree of
a horse that was breaking world rec-
ords. For the corn wgs producing
millions of wealth, where the horse
was merely gratifying the admiring
tastes of fanciers.

In Illinois, Kansas, Jowa, and many
‘other communities, were developed
certain strains that were superior to
- all others. These were owned by seed
men, who profited greatly by their
highly developed strains. And here,
again, did the department of agri-
culture find another mistake to set
right. The seed that produced most
in Illinois was advertised and- sold
all over the country. The department
tried it out in ‘Texas, Virginia and
Wisconsin, Perhaps it did well n
those comimunities. Most Hkely it did
not. ~ The ciimate and soil of Illinois
had gone for many generations into
the making of that corn. It was ex-
actly fitted for that climate and soil
It did not fit g different climate and
goil. . So it was found that the de-

eommunity could not solve the ques-
tion for the whole country. “A partic-
ular strain must be bred for many
years ' in @. given community .in order
to get the best possible results.

So the departmemt set out to de-
velop given strains in different sec-
tions, get them acclimated and into
use among the farmers. It used its
influence in inducing the seed men
and the farmers themselves to do the
game thing. Very rapidly inideed this
is being brought about. The South is
at present most in need of a developed
seed. Only in the last few years has
the South awakened to its corn pro-
ducing possibilities. It is handicapped
untol its seed develops. - The younsg-
sters in the boys’ corn clubs are doing
the best work along these lines. They
are selling the corn off of their plots
for $5 a bushel for seed.

Husky Hybrids

ties of very excellent seed, g new plan
for increasing the -acreage yield has
been developed by the scientific breg:d-
ers. It is a fact long recognized’in
breeding that a firstgeneration: hy-
brid is often more vigirous for that
generation than were either of: its
parents. In the last few years this
idea has been applied to corn. For
instance, two separate strains of well-
developed seed were cross bred.  The
seed resulting was planted and the
crop obtalend was far in excess of
the -erops of either parent growing
under the same conditions,  The in-
crease in yield from this first gen-
eration hybrid has ranged all the way
from 10 per cent. to 95 per cent.

The manner of the hybridization is
interesting. Two rows of corn are
planted side by side. One'row s of
one sort and the other is of another
sort. They grow up together. When
they are getting on toward maturity
“the tassels are cut off of the corn in
one ' rOwW. That row will then be
fertilized by pollen from the other
row. The seéd resulting 'will' be a
cross between. the fwo varieties. When
plarited it will ylela the large crop
guaranteed by the crossing  of’ the
strains. The.corn resulting from the
row from which the tassels were not
cut ‘will, of coyrse, pollenize itself and
the seed resulting will be the same as
the parent stock. = But by carrying
out this process onithe seed plot year
after year the’farmer may always
plant firet généretién hybrid seed and
always get thée consequently  large
yields, The mistake must not be
‘made, however, of replanting the seed
from this large yield and expecting
it to reproduce itself, for it will not do
go. In the second generation it re-
vents to the yielding capacity of the
parent stoeks, and to get the continued
large ‘'yields the hybridization must
be repeated every season,

The #cientific farmers have found
one great mistake in planting. Most
of the corn planters deposit all the
seed for a given hill in one place. The
plants all come up together. The hill
{s thinned to four plants. = The roots
of a good corn plant require a square
foot of soil, but where four plants
come from ‘the same point the roots of
each are greatly crowded. "The plants
may not grow straight from the
growing four good ears to the hill is
be coneequently weakened.

Four Ears to the Hill

Now all this may be corrected by
the use of a newly devised planter
which so distributes the seed in a hill
that the plants are four or six or
eight inches_apart. Then they grow
straight and strong, each having
