THE KHEDIVE'S DECREES,

ARABIS PROCESS OF DEPOSING THE
SULTAN ON SUNDAY.
——Aea T
De Lessep’s Telegraph Line Stopped—The
Preparations at the English War Office—
"!ome Advice from a Paris Editor. ™

ALEXANDRIA, Aug. 15.— On account of
the report that the regulars as well as the
Bedcuins were in the neighborhood of Fort
Meks, Gieneral Alison has reinforced the
British post by a detachwent of Highlanders
and some marine artillery.

RECONNUITERING PARTY PURSUED,

Col. Gerard of the mounted infantry,rode
before daybreak to-day on a reconnaissance
to within half a mile of the enemy’s second
line, The recouncitering party was pur-
sued by horsegf#h, of whom séveral were
killed.  Col.'Gerard states that he accom-
plished the object of the reconnaisance,

DEPOSING THE SULTAN,

Natives from Kafr-el. Dwar report that
Arabi on Sundsy called a meeting of the
Ulemas and obtained from them a fetwa de-
posing the sultan and naming the shereef
of Mecca as Caliph, Arabi, they also say, is
orgauizing the Bedouins and appointing
commanders for those at Charkis and at
Garbih in Upper Egypt.

THE KHEDIVE'S DECREE,

Two decrees of the khedive were promnl-
gated to-day. One authorizes the British
admiral and commander of the forces to oc-
cupy such poinis on the Suez Isthmus as
they consider useful for military operations
agamst the rebels and inviting the Egyp-
tian authorities to acquaint the inhabitants,
particularly the canal employes, with the
decree. The other decree aunthorizes the
British authorities to prevent the importa-
tion of coal and munitions of war along
the coast between Alexandria and Port
Said, and in the event of any contraven-
tion of this order to seize the prohibited

articles.

DeLesseps is impeding laying the tele-
graph line between Port Said and Suez.
Operations are consequently suspended.

The Duke of Connaught visited the
Khedive to-day. The departure of the life
guards and the horse guards for Ramleh
will be de'ayed until the troops on board
the transport Calabria arelanded. Another
heavy gun has been placed in position on
Water Crooks Hill.

THE SULTAN'S CALIPEATE DENIED,

CONSJANTINOPLE, Aug. 10—Osman,
ruler of the Borun state in the Soudan,
has sent’an emissary to Constantinople, with
a declaration that he refuses to recognize
the Sultan as Caliph, because of his pro-
posal to send troops to fight against the
Mohammedans under Arabi. It is said
the declaration of Osman has cauced a great
deal of anxiety tothe Porte. It is balicved
Osman’s action will be imitated by the
warriors of nearly all the other states along
the Nile.

HOW THE REPORT ORIGINATED,

One of the two Igyptians reported
arrested here yesterday on suspicion of
being secret agents of the Khedive is stated
to be the Khedive's aide-de-camp, They
have been requested to present themselves
at the palace and from this fact a report
originated of the arrest of secret agents of
the Khedive.

WAR PREPARATIONS,

LoNvoxN, Aug. 15—I¢t is stated that balf
the marines now stationed in Ireland will
proceed to Egypt as soen as })osnble. It
has been decided to send a balloon corps to
Alexandria,

It is asserted in semi-official quarters
that there is renewed activity and feeling
of concern at the war office to-day. It is
hinted that Gen. Wolseley has found the
British losses in Egypt more serious than
has been supposed. It is stated the war
office ordered 3000 additional trooga to get
ready and proceed to Egypt immediately to
take the place of the sick and wounded.

The suthorities refused to allow the or-
ganization of 2 railway corps in India for
service in Egypt.

The hospital arrangements are so com-
plete if the fourth of the British troops in
Egypt be invalide | there will be ample
medicai accommodation.

RUSSIAN INTRIGUES.

BerLIN, Aug 15—It is feared that the
Russian cabinet intends to take advantage
of the present troubles in Ezypt to renew
the old claims declined by the Berlin con-
gress,

ADVICES FROM PARIS,

interest to act with moderation in regard to

Lut from information he has
received he is induced tobelieve that there
has becn an undue election. Corrupt prac-
tices appear to have prevailed extensively.

The Science of Pork Packingin Chicago—
ssghorts” in August Bellvery of Wheat.
CHIcAGO, Aug. 15—Recent inspection

shows that a large amount of mess pork

here was packed exglusively from hard
sides. The rule regulating packing stipu-
lates the pork shall be packed from equal
parts of hard and soft sides. It is stated
the packers to avoid- discredit to their
brands are quietly buying the irregular
pork and putting it instrips which will be

used in place of short ribs. 4

The
yield in some places is thirty to forty bus-
hels per acre, and in oneinstance as high as
58 bushels, Two-thirds of the wheat crop
iu this section is of the Clawson variety.
Barley proves a large crop, and oats are
generally very heavy. Rye is light.
Potatoes are poor and fruit - prospeets,
especially in apples, are extremely poor.
Corn will fall below the average, although
showing much finer than anticipated two
weeks ago. The grass crop has proved
generally very heavy. Farmers are gen-
erally satisfied except in the matter of
prices,

AN ASSAnSIN OF CHARACIER PUNISHED,

THE DECLINE OF RELIGION.

There has been considerable comment of
late among the press in different parts of
the civilized world on the decay of the
great creeds of christianity and mohamet
anism, the one slowly being undermined by

!agnonﬁcitm and infidelity; the other on
' the eve of being torn asunder by factious
schisms. Minor beliefs tuch as Judaitm
and Buddhism seem to retain a firm grasp
upon their chosen votaries, but the two
great faiths of mankind are evidently losing
ground.

Islam is just at present in a most critical
condition. One of the fundamental bases
of its creed is_union . and.reverense to the

‘supreme temporal head.  This:< head
is  the Ottoman  caliph”  whose
power of late years has  ser-

jously weakened and is now giving every
evidence of approaching dissolution. Since
the great Wahabite insurrection in Arabia,
opposition to the established authority has

x become quite common, ‘ more particularly

among the Arab populations, who even from
Moroeco fo the Persian gulf are said to be
profoundly disaffected and ready at any
moment to recognize in one of the lineal
descendants of Mahomet at Mecca the law-
ful head of their religion, This is an ele-
ment which may at any time give rise to a
great internecine war destructive alike to
the Mohammedan religion and the Ottoman
caliphate. 7

The recent unaccountable quibbling
of Abdul Hamid may be thus ex-
plained - as an  illadvised attempt
to preserve the existing unity of the
Moslem faith by conciliating the Arab
race to his rule, It will probably be un--
successful and may only hasten the final
consummation of a series of events which
will end in the subversion or at leastin the
splitting and conscquent collapse of the faith
itself.

Christianity, although not now liable te
be wiolently shaken by internal factions,
is threatened by a subtier and even more
dangerous enemy in the apathy and unbe.
lief of those whoare supposed to be its fol-
lewers. The christian religion is menaced
by the danger of decay. This delerioration
is strikingly noticeable in Huropean coun-
tries which a century ago were remark-
able for the religious fervor of their
people. Germany, Holland, and Bel-
giom the lands of ‘martyred saints,
are now as noted for dissolute living and
infidelity as they were once for religious
zeal. In America, too, although the nomi-
nal membership is increasing, agnosticism
and skepticism are making greater strides,
The differences of sect are becoming Jess
and less distinet, and have almost entirely
ceased to affect political action, Divergen.
cies of doctrine are beiug overlooked in
order that the faith may be more strength-
ened againet its great enemy, Agnosticism
is proving the great bane of our religion as

dissension is that of Islam,

And
if Canadians had been contented with their
lot they would /scill be craven colonists
to-dxy. And if /we are to be consolidated
into a nation we/must consolidate ourselves
and not wait for England to do it for us, It
was not dreamers who brought to our use
and benefit the amount of liberty we enjny
to-day. On the contrary it was the prac-
tical men, the men of action who agitated
ard won, And  Mr., Chapleau, why
speak of us as a nation while bidding
us to be contented with our lot as
colonists. We cannot be bith at once
and the same time.

SiR: The instances of cruelty to worke
girls given in your correspondenee columns
are 80 extraordinary as almost to transcend
belief. It is well nigh inconceivable that
girls of 15 years, living in a province where
wlepride ourselves on education, should not
be aware that such threats of punishment

or discharge are wholly illegal, and if
roven render legal redress available.
There is-no law which will justify purchas-
ing the right to commit an assault. No
employer of labor can have any right over
the persons of his or her employees ; nor is
it legal to attach to a simple labor-contract
conditions which-are themselves illegal.
The marvel is that any girl of 15 conld be
found so ignorant, or so spiritless, as' to
submit to such bratality upon any terms,
The lady patronesses of some of our bene-
volent associations ought to make it their
business to inquire into the facts. If these
cau be proven the means for legal prosecu-
tion need not long be lacking, if you will
put a line in your paper stating how much
is required. It is already & moot-point
with many whether law should not protect
children and minors fromassault even on
the part of their parents ; and it is surely
time that every work girl knew the pro-
tection which law and society alike afford
her against assault from an employer,
How dare we preach or prate of the ‘‘dig-
ity of labor” so long as such “indignities
to the laborer are permitted to be infl'cted ?
‘How expect our vork girls to remain virtu-
"ous if even the women whom they serve
are allowed by such enforced degradation to
break down their self-resect.

jects of ours, In default of proper pro-
vision on the part of our public anthorities,
I respectfully beg to suggest, that a- ben-
evolent public, in their individual capacity
contribute a fund for procuring them some
of these little luxuries for which they
pine.  Surely it is hard thsy caunnot be
solaced with the poor comfort of smok-
ing tobacco that is tolerable in flwvor. I
will hold myself responsible for the sum of
five dullars, at any time that I am called
upon by any fficisl duly appointed to at-
tend to this benevolent endeavor ; and hope
my offer will be followed by many.

As most physicians, however, while
agreeing with the belief in the incurable
and loathsome character of the disease, they
leave to dissent from the opinion given in
the article referred to as to its origin
namely, that it ariss from th: use of a
salt-fish diet and intermairiages, Although
agreeing that neither one nor the other of
these is desirable, or commendable, 1 have
the means of knowing,- that the disease
arose from quite another cause, which has
been admitted in reliable medical publica-
tiors. Eurly in the present century, a  ship
