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With regard to a ocattle market for
Toronto several proposals have been
mooted, widely differing from each other,
but still having this in common—that they
are one and all designed to defeat the
_movement for securing, for the benefit of
the citizens, a cattle market convenient to
all the railways, and large enough to
accommodate all the business that may
offer. With sufficient space, and easy
access from all the railways, cattle from
all quarters would be offered here in large
supply, and meat would be made cheaper
to the people. But this appears to
be exactly what some people do not want
to see, and they are bound to prevent it at
all costs and hazards, if they can. One
plan is to keep the market where it is,
adding some of the ground now occupied as
s lumber yard, Another is to locate it
away out of the city altogether, where the
railway tracks have spread apart east,
north and ‘west, and where no site to
acdommodate all the roads can possibly be
found., And still amother is $o take the
brickysard site belonging to the Ontario
governmen$, and now worked by the Cen~
tral prison convicts, As we had to'remark

at the time, removing from one exhausted
brickyard to anether does not seem a very

wise procesding, yet this is what somebody
Interviewed by the Globe recommended.
What an exhansted brickyard for a cattle
market means the present sink hole of mnd
and mire very plainly tells, Again we

But why make a ‘bugbear of fifty
thousand dollars, even were that much
wanted ? A capacious new market, well
fixed up, and with all the railways running
into it, would amply pay itself, and would
really cost the ratepayers nothing at all,
because the fees collected annually would
be a good “deal more shan the interest of
the capital expended,

For the benefit of those who are so
anxious to save the people’s money, we
repeat our ‘“‘startling calculations” of a foew
weeks ago, Take the city’s population at
110,000, and say that the ayerage consump-
tion per head is 182} pounds per annum,
which would be at the rate of half a pound
per day; or 2% pounds—bones, waste and
all—for a family of five, Onecent a pound
saved on this would amount to two hundred
thousand dollars (§200,000). If only half a
cent per pound, the total saving would
be one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.)
Reduce the consumption to an average of
only one-quarter of a pound per day,-or 1}
pounds for a family of five, and_pat the
saving down at only half a cent per pound,
and still the citizens of Toronto would save
each and every year more than fitty thons-
and dollars.

Sir John’s Business in Eangland,
‘On Monday The World ventured the

following remarks :

Nor is it so wholly preposterous as some
people appear to think, to suppose that this
very buginess (reciprocity) bas muech to do
with 8ir John Macdonald’s presence in Lon
don at this time. True; the energies of Eng-
land’. statesmen, on both sides respectively,
have for the past month been mostly devosed
to the elections, But a large proportion of the
hard work of diplomacy is done, be it remem-
bered according to old established routine,
an { permanent servants of the crown, who
do not leave office because of ehanges of gov-
ernment. 1t need not be doubted that import-
ant correspondence has been passing between
London and W uhlugton during a.l these re-
cent weeks, while the three kingdoms were in
a blaze with the election excitement.

Yesterday the Globe published a letter
from its London correspondent, under date
of Deoc. 5, mostly devoted to the subject of
Sir John's visit, and giving an account of
an interview which the correspondent had
with him. We quote:

Tn London your premigr is staying, as vsual,
at Batt's hotel, Dover street, Piccadilly. There
Sir John yeswrday informed me, in the course
of an interview, that his main object in com-
ing to the old country was to gain a short rest.
A similar trip had benefitted his health on
previous occasions, and he hopea for much
good from the present change of -air and
scene, ‘‘after a very tryingyear.” 'During his
stay he hoped dglva attention to one or two
matters of Canadian interest, notably to the
fishery and reciprocity question with the |-
United States. As to this subject Sir John
expressed himself very hopefully. It was,
he admitted, by no means certain that
Preeldent Cleveland’s promised ‘proposil

Congress for the appointment of
aJoint commission would meet with accept-
ance, But he thought the outlook was favor-
able, as he considered that there was a much
stronger feeling in the United States in favor
of reciprocity than had g reviously existed.
Sir John apprehended no difficulty in coming
to any understanding that might be necessary
with the imperial government, whichever
arty might be in power. Liberals .and con-
servatives had alike shown the strongest de-
sire to meet ('anada’s wishes in such matters ;
and he feared no opposition to any reasonable

roposal that might be put before the author-
ties in Downing street. In reply to a remark
that the uncertainty g: the political situation
might involve some J or difficulty, Sir
John etated that he had no fears 'on that
&core, as & change of ministry was very un-
likely to involve any change of policy in re-
gard to such a question, oreover the per-
manent under-secretary for torw affairs (8ir
R, Herbert) was really responsi in a very
large measure for the carrying oﬁt of any pol-
icy that might be agreed upon.

We are therefore sustained in the view
that the election excitement in England
could not have very seriously interfered
with the actual conduot of -reciprocity
negotiations, after all. And we fanqy that,
with careful readers {of the Globe’s letter,
the impression will remain tkat reciprocity
is really Sir John's main business in Eng-
land, in spite of all that has been said to
the contrary. Another gnotation :

1 he premier does not lntend to remain long
m the old country. “I may,” he remarked,

“possibly spend my Christmas day on the At-
lantic, but if pessible I shail remain over the
18t of January. I must, howsver, return at
the beginning of next month at the latest, as
parliament will reassemble in Ott ywa towards
the end of January.” At present Sir John
has no public engagements in view whilst in
London. :

This does not harmonize with the rumor
to which we gave currency on Monday, to
the effect that parliament would .not as-
semble until Maroh, the delay being in«
tended to give time for bringing the ex-
pected new treaty before it ere the ad-
journment.
