A rumor was circulated yesterday that 
Mr. Wellington of New York, the expert en­
gaged to examine the new Boa* 
buildings, had handed in a report 
ing the structure.

chant She entered the convent at the early 
age of 18, and at tbs time of her death was 
but 80 years olA The illness which finally 
proved fatal waft brought on by a lung 
trouble contracted last February. The re­
mains were interned yesterday morning with 
all the imposing honors and ceremonies of 
the church. <

Miss Murray was a great favorite among 
all her school girl acquaintances at Que­
bec, for 'when the left Toronto to enter 
the convent she was little more -than 
a girl Her first tuition was received at 
the Abbey in the Ancient City, where she 
was considered » bright and promising 
scholar. Her parents offered no opposition 
to her chosen and sacred career and she war 
admitted into the convent about the year 
1878. After remaining there some six years, 
her health became so delicate that it was 
deemed advisable by her doctors to remove 
her to the Stanstead branch of the Ursulinee. 
The result of this change was not as satisfac­
tory as at first anticipated and a short time 
ago she was again removed to the convent 
at Quebec, accompanied by her sister-in-law, 
Mrs. William Murray, and Mr. Murray.

The devoted attention of the nuns and of 
her médical adviser, Dr. Hameaux, however, 
was unavailing, . Mr. W. T. Murray was 
present at the interment. Mass will be said 
for the deceased mm at St Michael’s Cathe­
dral some day next week.

Brussels, May».—The news is confirmed 
of the killing of Mr. Musy, commander of 
the French post at Bangui, on the Mobengl 
branch of the Congo. He is the second 
white mew who has been killed by the 
natives in the Congo basin. The first was 
the comrade of Capti Trivier in his 'trip 
last year across the continent. Musy was 
tilled with twelve men on his station on 
Jan. 8, He had left his post with many 
allies from the Botembl and Jacobi tribes to 
chastise the Tillage of Salanga for making 
slave raids upon villages that were in friend- 
1T relations with the French. During the 
fight which followed his arrival at Salanga 
all his allies deserted him, and he and the 
twelve men of his station were left alone, 
surrounded by the enemy in overpowering 

Musy kept the savages at bay 
until his ammunition was exhausted, when 
he was killed. All his men perished with 
him, and their bodies were eaten by the 
cannibals. The station at Bangui was re­
established twenty-four days after the death 
of its commander.

Ottawa, May ».—A motion for adoption 
of the report of the printing committee 
raised a discussion in the Commons this 
afternoon on the question of the amounts due 
by certain members for extra copies of their 
speeches which they bad printed at the 
Government buregn last session. It was 
brought out that these debts could not law­
fully be charged against their sessional in­
demnity as proposed.

Mr. Blake announced that he intended 
on the first day of next session 
to - move for a return showing 
the names of the defaulting members, as he 
thought Parliament was justified» adopting 
the wholesome practice followed in clubs at 
posting the names of members in arrears.

We 
contend that the exercise of their fishery 
right tends to prevent the proper develop- 
moot of both our mineral *nd agricultural 
resources. In securing an expression of 
sympathy from the Dominion we strengthen 
onr delegation to Great Britain and show the 
Imperial Government that we are not work­
ing single handed. Somewhat tne same 
course as this was pursued in 1867 by the 
people of Newfoundland under similar cir­
cumstances when they obtained a vote of 
sympathy from the legislatures of New- 
foundland and New Brunswick. These 
in a great measure tended to put an end to 
negotiations at that period. As regards 
main question, the present claim put for­
ward by the French to catch lobsters on our 
coasts and to erect factories on our island is 
entirely contrary to treaty rights and also 
to the expressed opinion of thelaw officers of 
the crown of Great Britain.”

Of these booses a certain 
number will be portraits of the bishops and 
other dignitaries of the diocese. The build­
ing consiste of chancel and choir, with choir 
aisles, one of which will be used for the 
organ chamber and vestry and the other tor 
a library, for which a large number of 
volumes have already been given. These 
arrangements are of course temporary. When 
the - whole building is complete a much 
larger room will be devoted to nooks. Between 
the choir and choir aisles are arcades of 
Ohio sandstone carried on marble columns 
Over the arches there is a false triforium of 
marble and stone with tile work to the re­
cesses, and over these are the windows. There 
is some talk of gifts of windows in stained 
glass, and one of these by a prominent citi­
zen, whose name, however, has not been 
made public. This window has been designed 
and is now being finished. The choir wUl be 
seated cathedral wise, with stalls for the 
canons, both clerical and lay. For these stalls 
handsome designs have been made. Two of 
them will be appropriated by the two arch­
deacons. The estimated cost of these has 
been already provided by Ven. Archdeacon 
Wilson and by the family of the late Arch­
deacon Palmer, these being the first occu­
pante of their respective archdeaconries.

The system upon which the cathedral es­
tablishment is to be arranged consists in one 
of its main features of 2ti parishes in the 
diocese, being named prebendial par­
ishes, the object of this 
ment being to mark the 
of the cathedral with all parte of the diocese 
and to give to each district in the diocese a 
recognised place in the cathedral

The cost of the present building, 
in all it* parte, will exceed $65,000. 
mate has as yet been made of the coat of the 
whole building. For this and the purchase of the 
land, subscriptions have been raised amount­
ing to nearly $80,000. The land attached to 
the cathedral is about 3X acres, consisting of 
one block surrounded by four streets. It is 
hoped that in time other buildings besides the 
cathedral and other houses of a diocesan char­
acter will be erected on this land. Probably the 
first which will be undertaken will be a 
school This the Bishop is very anxious to 
establish at as early a date aa may be practic-
