New York, Nov, 18,—George W. Smal-
lay cables: There is in a portion, and
a very important portion, of the English
press a very marked change of tone to-
ward’ Germany on' the one hand and
France on the other. The dismissal of
Chancellor von Caprivi by the German
Emperor has left a mark on English pub-
lic opinion. Not pue of the long and eir-
cumstantial accounts (for the motives for
that act given at the time was thought
satisfactory by students of German poli-
tics. Bomething was left untold; there
is a secret yet to come out. Whatever
it be the manner of the dismissal made
a bad impression.

Englishmen who ever since the dismissal
of Prince Biemarck had pinned their
faith to his successor seem reluctant to
accept the successor to Prince Bismarck's
successor,, and Eunglishmen who have
long hymued the praises of the Emperor
have suddenly become -silent or suspi-
cious. The note of adulation is no longur
heard; a note of alarm  is sounded in-
stead. There is a certain uneasiness
about the Emperor’s domestic " policy.
There is something that almost amonnts
to anxiety .about his foreign policy.

If his domestic policy concerns Ger-
many, primarily his foreign policy cen-
cerns all Europe, and England not least.
England thinks she has had but a shabby
return for her good will to @Germany and
for all the moral support she has lent
to the Triple Alliance. She is nmot like-
ly soon to forget the attitude of Ger-
many in the Congo business., It is now
believed that Germany and France then
acted together nd probably in direct
{iip:lumatic concert, to humiliate Eng-
and.

The rebuif of -the other day when Eng-
land suggested intervention between
China "and Japan was' thought wanton.
Lord Rosebery says there was no rebuff:
He is entitled to choose the word which
in his judgment best denotes the effect
of Germany’s refusal to have any part
or lot in the transaction upon which
England then, whether heedlessly or net,
entered. These and other evidences of
coolness are traceable, at any rate they
are traced to the German Emperor him-
sell. That is one reason why the cup now
offered to English iips is so bitter. Eng-
land has flattered this young Hohenzol-
lern who plays divine providence to Ger-
many in terms which were fitting only
for Divine Providence. He takes it all
as if it were his due, then turns
round and spurns those who burned all
this incense. He in his turn has flatter-
ed France, and he now flatters Russia,
and his language and conduct are such
as to leave it doubtful on which he
wishes to lean. What is not doubtiul is
his conviction that he can;do very well
without Englaud,

It is thought ominous that Prince Ho-
heulohe, the new Chaneellor, should visit
Prince Bismarck., Things must have gone
very far before the Emperor could be
willing to appeal to the statesmun who,
to use Prince Bismarck’s own words, he
kicked out of office. That, however, is a
matter of sentiment. As a matter of po-
litics Prince Bismarck is known to favor
a closetalliance with Russia, and if the
Emperor does not mean to shake hands
with Nicholas 1I. why is Prince Hohen-
lohe going to Varzin? It is almost
equally significant if the new Chancellor
wishes to consult the old about domestic
affairs, in other words, about socialism.
Low must have fallen the Emperor’s pride
if he is going to confess that his aliena-
tion from Prince Bismarck was a mis-
take, and to ask his discharged servant
to help him puf down the Socialists. One
thing will go with the other. If Prince
Bismarck triumphs at home he will %ri-
umph abroad. If his views about deal-
ing with Socialists prevail, is it likely
that his steadfast belief in Russia as the
necessary ally of Germany will not find
an Imperial convert ?

But if England finds berself no longer
on terms with Germany, she must turn
elsewhere. She ean't be left out in the
cold, Lord Rosebery has been conspicu-
ous as a friend of Prince Bismarck and
an advocaté of a close understanding
with Germany. The French long since
learned to regard him as hostile, and to
detest his policy as much as they admir-
ed his ability. The French press hates|
him. The French Foreign Minister has
lost no opportunity of being disagreeable
to him.; Both resented his Sheffield allu-
sion ta Agincourt. -They accepted grudg-
ingly his indirect apology for it at the
Guild Hall. How can he hold out the hand
to such men? But he does. He ostenta-
tiously renounced~— Madagasc# and dis-
claimed all British interest in Madagas-
car, ‘and now the one English journal
whose deliverances on foreign affairs have
weight abroad has deliberately and
elaborately relinquished every French
claim to interfere with ‘the French pro-
ceedings in Madagascar. The Times sum-
med up the question on Thutsday.

DR LANGTRY AND THE UNEMPLOYED

Rev, Unfolds & Seh

Which He Thinks Would Be

Thoroughly Workable.

The subject under discussion &t the
meeting of the Union for Practigal Pro-
gress yesterday afternoon was the ques-
tion of the unemployed.

Rev. Dr. Langtry of St, Luke’s Church
was the principal speaker of the day. As
a result of considerable study and re-
search, Dr. Langtry had formulated a plan
which he thought would to a great extent
solve the question of providing relief work
for the unemployed. He referred to the dif-
ferent olasses of unemployed, those who
would work and cannot get an opportunity
and those who appear to be hereditary pau-
pers, Te the latter class we are often too
harsh, and should regard them as we do
the weak and helpless, and do all we can
to enable them to get over their weak-
ness. ‘The plan of relief which he had to
suggest: was mpplicable only to the former,
those who were willing. The speaker then
came down %o & workable plan, In the
first place, the people must get to the
lsnd, How were they to accomplish this?
His idea was that the mumicipality of To-
ronto, the County Couneil, or private in-
dividusls should purchase. mnimproved
lands bordering near the municipality, such
lgnds being suitable to small farming or
¥aarket ' gardening. Divide the land into
emall parcels, say, of five acres each, and
upon these erect cottages, these ito be
rénted with the land for such & sum as
would pay 6 per ceat., on the investment.
From this land the worker could main-
tain himeelf and family in vegetables, and
could sell the surplus produacts to the near-
est market. The speaker had interviewed
the managers of the C. P. R. and G. T. R.
Suburban Railways, who stated that every
facility would be provided to carry peo-
ple to and from their homes at low rates,
and on this score little difficulty would
arise. But another factor, an opposing one,
must be reckoned with. He referred to Jand-
lords and employers. In ¢he first case
houses would become vacant; consequent-
ly rents would come down. In the latter
case, employers would find their em-
ployes becoming more independent. But
in time things would right themseives. La-
bor would be freer to exert itself, manhood
would, assert: its true position, and in thus
opening opportunities the unemployed
would find its best relief.

AUSTRALIAN FEDERATION.

A cable despatch from Sydney,
Australia, anpounces that the New South
Wales Assembly has adopted a motion,
offered by Sir Henry Parkessetting forth
that itis desirable negotiagions look-
ing to Australian federation shall be re-
sumed. It will bo remembered that such
negotiations ware in progress a few years
ago, when a tidal wave of depression,
panic and hard tiwaes rolled over Austral-
asia, putting a stop to everything save
the effort of seli-preservation.

The colonies of Australia stand about
as the 13 American -tolonies did before
the revolution. Their long-delayed fed-
eration is largely due to the English and
Scotch conservatism, those nationalifies
predominating in the population.

The continent of Australia, as large in
geographical area as the United States,
is separated into five colonies of Great |
Britain, having no political affiliation.
They are Queensland, New SBouth Wales,
Victoria,South and Western Australia. It
is not proposed to take New Zealand into
the federation, as it ¥es over 1000 miles
to the eastward, but little Tasmania,
which is about 100 milég’off the southern
coast, will be included=i.

In Australasia the miﬁoads and tele-
graph systerhs are owned by the Govern-
ments, and so exclusive has each colony
endeavored to remain that the railroads
belonging to them has each a diiferent
gauge. They meet at the 'border, but they
cannot run over each other's tracks.

The great stumbling block in the way
of federation has been the tariff, each
colony having a. different system.” New
South Wales §s free trade, while Victoria
impodes a high protective tariff. Asthe
native born Australidn increases“in power
and numbers he is insisting on more
progressive fnethods. ’ "

ANTITOXIN FOR DIPHTHERIA.

A clinical report of fivel cases of diph-
theria treated with antitoxin, or diph-
therine, the new cure for that disease,
is published-in last week’s issue of The
Medical News of Philadelphia. i Injec-
tions werd, made in: the presence of Drs.
Bemis and Carman, resident physicians
of the Municipal Hospital, and " Drs.
Frese and Kneass of the German Hos-
pital. Subsequently Dr. Louis Fischer
of New York visited the Hospital and
treated, three. more patients; in the pre-
sence of several physicians. The first
patient, & child two and a hali years
old, had been ill a little more than two
Ten cubic centi-
metres of antitoxin were idjected on the
day of admission. The child lingered
until last Saturday, ten days after ad-
mission, when death occurred. Ten
minutes after the first baby was treat-
ed, the second case, that of a little girl,
two years and eight months old, was
treated. On Nov. 5, three days after
the injection, the child’s condition re-
mained about the same as when the
injection was made. By Nov. 9 the
child had recovered from. diphtheria, but
had a mild attack’ of scarlatina.

The third case, that of a thirteen-
yeat-old colored child, was admitted Nov.
3, having been ill four days. The treat-
ment in this cases was successful, as was
that in the fourthrand fiith cases, child-
ren of five and eight years of age re-
spectively. In the latter cases the ex-
haustion was not so’ great as before thé
injections, and the children cdntinued to
take nourishment and to rest well. It
seems to be thejgeneral impression that
the new cure for diphtheria has come
to stay.

THE FAILURE OF THE NALI'HDNAL BANKS,

“ Free Silver and Cheap Money ” has
been for some years a battle cry in the
political wariare of several states of the
Pnion. The currency problem is one that
has engaged the attention of the ablest
financiers in the country aud the neces-
sity. of a reform was strongly emphasized
in the panic of 18¢8—a puunic the existence
of which was directly traceable to the
“ National Bank ” system which prevails
and one from which the country has not
yet 1'ecoverid.

And all the time, while the investors
Lof the Unitdd States were wildly trans-
ferring their cash from the National
Banks to the primitive hollow log, while
fanatical “ free silver” senators, to
many of whom the most potent argument
was the fact that they were interested
in silver mines, were setting forth the
white metal panacea for all financial
evils, Canadian people quietly watched
the monetary turmoil of their neighbors.
The storm of '93 did more to shake the
National Banks than the most- learned
arguments of currency experts, Many
distinguished financiers pointed to Can-
ada as an object lesson aud urged the
adoption of a similar system.

Noww a five per cent guarantee
fund as obtains in Canada is proposed
as a substitute for the bond deposit, and
this is supplemented by the Government’s
first lien upon all of the assets of the
bank to redeem all notes and the double
liability of stockholders, Every student of
finance believes that the banks are better
fitted than the Government to provide
the currency of the people. The money
of international commerce has for centur-
jes been provided by the bankers’ bill
of exchange It has been secure, elastic
and efficient, and it has done jts work
emoothly, because it circulates in a do-
main beyond the reach of political med-
dling. . The banker's = function may be
utilized as efficient in our domestic ex-
changé if permitted to play its natural

is credit ‘mongy. Yes, but it is a dollar

property in the bank’s possession, and re-
deemable out of that property or its
equivalent. The credit money of the
Government is issued against a vacuum.
The banks are custodians of property
available for the payment of its notes.
No notes go out unless some property
comes. in. The Government is a consum-
er of property, and when it has to : re-
deem its notes it cannot resort to the
property it has received for them, but
must Keep on using its credit. It is an
expensive, wasteful, unscientific process.

‘certificates shows how much we need an
elastic curreney in panics. The Cana-
dian experience is that for two months
out of thé 12 the currency suddenly in-
creases in volume 20 per cent., and then
as suddenly decreases. Under the tenser
conditions of American life we feel even
a sharper demand. The cotton crop ab-
sorbs great guantities of currency, and
then suddenly releases it. The wheat
and corn trope act up and down the samé
scale. Our system is - utterly without
elasticity now, and I cannot conceive
how a Government currency or & curren-
¢y tied to a bond deposit can ever e
elastic. In the panic of 1893 under the
Baltimore planp the backbone of the cur-
rency famine could have been broken in
10 days. The prejudice against banksin
this country is most unreasoming. If
the le did not need banks they would
not betised and would very speedily close
up. It is because the people want banks
that banks exist, We surely can make
as intelligent use of them as they do din
Canada, which is a gold standarg coun-
try, with no gold coin of her own) with-
out a mint, with no bother of a &ilver
or fiat money question, but with a cur-
yency system so flexible, elastic and cop-
venient that panics may rage within the
United States and money rates jump ruin-
ously high without so much as creating
a ripple in the whole Dominign. The day
is not distant when we will drop the
false notions born of a’legal tender green-
back jssue and of foglish experiments
with silver, and will reconstruct our
currency system along natural lines,
where it will serve the public in storm
as well as in sunshine, and will be - no
longer as our system is tq-day, mere fair
weather money.

Editor World: The proposals of Dr.
Barrick re quinquennial assessments are
rather of a one-sided character, and par-
ticularly so in’'favor of landowners and
speculavors. A close examination will,
I think, bear out this fact. Insubstance
here are the proposals made “ That
land values be assessed at an equitable
rate per foot, and should stand for a
period of five years. That no appeal
from assessmeut durjng that period upom
single lots would be entertained, un-
less it was clear that, owing to some
very exceptional circumstances, the val-
ue of such lot was perceptibly depreci-
ated below the adjoiniug ones.

That assessmeut upon buildings would,
as now, be made separately.

That so far as new bulidings are con-
cerned, or improvements added thereto,
such would be assessed according to their
value, and as permits have to be taken
out little difficulty would arise in com-
puting the amounts to be assessed.

That assessments upon personalty and
incomes would receive greater atten-
tion and be brought into harmony with
the general equalization of values.

Please note the equalization of advant-
ages.

Let me illustrate. Land values would
be assessed and stand for a period of
five years. Suppose a single lot- were
valued at $100 per foot, and.paid taxes
on that mmount. But during the five-
year period, owing to an increased de-
mand for available land, this same lot
was sold for $150 per foot. Under the
new assessment the increased value could
not be taxed wuntil the five-year limit
was up, while the difference between
$100 and $150 is Juietly pocketed by
the speculator, who inrdo way did any-
thing for what he received, and he would
be clearly eonfiscating a value which did
not belong to him, but which the com-
munity alone has a right to take and use
for community purposes. Under the new
order of things the spécujator silently
escapes with the unearned increment. 1
wonder if Dr. Barrick would make such
individuals disgorge their ill - gotten
gaint? The above illustrates what
would aetunally oceur if we entertained
Dr. Barrick’s proposals. Whilst the land
speculator may-reap the unearned incre-
ment, as he is at present permitted to
do, and is relieved of paying a just com-
tribution into the city treasury, he can,
il hia land has depreciated in‘value, ap-
peal tog the dsgessment board and claim
damages, and also haveihis assessment
reduced. Is not this' proposition too
absurd to consider for a moment ?

On the other hand, the poor beggar who
makes an attempt to build a structure
of some kind, or adds new improvements
where none before existed, is -to be
fined (taxed) every year for being pre-
sumptuous enough to employ labor in the
creation of more wealth, and for being
industrious in doing so. The same sort
of treatment §s to be meted out to the
business man, the manufacturer, the
clerk and others who are engaged in the
production and exchange of labor pro-
ducts. A nice way to encourage capital
and labor to exert their powers! And at
the same time landlordism is to be let
off .easy. I hardly think an intelligent
public. will sanction such a barefaced
scheme as is. proposed.

Come unto Me, all ye that labor and
are heavy laden and I will give you rest.

Take My yoke upon you, and learn of
Me; for{T am meek and lowly in ' héeart;
and ye shall find rest unto your souls.

For My yoke is easy and My burden
is light.

Then the preacher launched into his
subject. God never made a promise Xe
did not keep. Some are made condition-
ally, for example: ‘“No zood thinz will
God withhold from them that walk up-
rightly,” “If I rezard iniquity in ‘my
heart the Lord will not hear me.” All
hell and earth—devils and men combined
—cannot keep God from fulfilling His
promises if the conditions be observed.

Joshua, the old Hebrew hero, was .an
illustration. After beinz 40 years in the
Ezyptian brick kilns, 40 years in  1he
desert and 80 years in the Promised
Land’ his testimony was, “Not one thi
hath failed of all the good things which
the Lord promised.”

Why Theatres Are Crowded.

Turninz to the text, Mr. Moody said:

This
is why theatres and places of amusement
are nightly ecrowded. It is for this rest
that ‘men multiply their wealth. But it
cannot be found in the world; and, thank
God, the world cannot take true rest
away #rom the believing heart. SBolomon
tried pleasure and found bitter disap-
pointment} and down the ages has come
the bitter ery, “All is vanity.,” Manya
millionaire would gladly give a million
if he could buy rest, as he does his stocks
and shares. I would net 2o among the
upper ten, the bon ton, to see restini
people, Their worship of pleasure is
slavery. Nor would I go amonz the
honorables at Ottawa or Washington.
That is where you find ‘the troubled
ambitious crowd. Nor amonzst the halls
of learninz. “Much study is a weariness
to the flesh.”

Where True Rest Is Found.

All so far is negative. Now for some-
thinz positive. I would o successfully
to some 6he who had heard the sweet
voice of Jesus and had laid his burden
down at the Cross. There is rest, sweet
rest. Thousands could spring to their
feet in tHis hall and certify ‘to this
?lf]ssed fact. They could sing and truth-
ully: 65

I heard the voice of Jesus say,
“Come unto Me, and rest;

Lay down, thou weary one; lay down,
Thy head upon My breast.”

I came to Jesus as I was—
Weary, and worn, and sad;

I found in Him a restinz place,
And He has made me glad{)

Rest Cannot Be Earned or Bought.

It is one of the sweetest truthq in the
Bible that Jesus zives rest. He does not
sell it: it would be a poor outlook for
any of us if we had ta buyit. The in-
vitation is not to the goody-zoody, tc
church-zoers and praying people. It is
to all who are weary and heavy-laden—
a universal call, It would have been
blasphemy for patriarchs and prophets to
have promised rest. They could not find
it themselves. Do you think Abraham
had it when he was down in Ezypt
denyinz his wife? Or Moses when in
anger he smote the rock and called the
people rebels? Or Elijah when, under the
juniper tree, he was sick of life?

The Great Burd-n-Beéarer.

Many Christians think Jesus Christ is
a eplendid Saviour, but they do mnot
know Him as the great Burden-bearer.
Instead of rejoicing evermore they look
as though they had alb the cares of the
world on their shoujders. They dolefully
recite the troubles and trials and sor-
rows they have had. They look on the
dark gide at the present, and anticipate
more froubles than they will ever have.
At #he close of this meeting they’ll say,
“ Wasn’t it delightfully refreshing ?” and
as soon af they get home they’ll take
up the old burden again. And yet they
have the word, “Cast all your ‘cares
upon Him, for He careth for you.”

Then,
to her surprise, she found he was sick
of infidelity and was anxious tg become
a Christian. He was converted at Mr,
Moody’s meeting, and wile and husband
not only found rest themselves, but were
thet means of leading many others into
rest, ;

+ Another Btory was how an infidel fam-
ily in Edinburgh were converted through
one of the daughters attending  Mr.
Moody’s meetiugs., She was persecuted,

which made her pray all the more, The
answer came, and father, brother and
two sisters rejoiced to attend the wer -
vice they had so persistently ridiculed.

These incidents were the foundation
for Pathetic apipeais to wives and sisters
to *“go and do likewise.”’

Didn’t Leave Out the Children.

An equally effective story was of the
conversion of a boy in Chicago. He
wished Mr. Moody tp pray for his mother,
. who called the Bibﬁ, a puck of lies and

reachers cauting hypocrites, She heard

er boy praying, “God save my mother.”

The prayer was answered and the whole
family converted inside two = weeks,
{ (*“ Praise the Lord,”)

In conclusion Mr. Moody asked all tired,
weary souls to lay their heads on ‘the
Saviour breast. A great crowd fol-
lowed him into the enquiry room, where
many professed conversion.

It Was the Men's Turn.

As soon as the hymn had been sung,
““I1 Hear Thy Welcome Voice,” those in
the large hail left, Then there was a
great inward rush of men, and soon the
vast building was filled in every part.
There were five thousand present before
the service commegeed.

Charles Wesley’s immortal hymn, “O
for a Heart to Praise My God,” Openeti
the song service. Then & gem of Dean
Alford’s was sung :

Forward! be our watchwaord,
Steps and voices joined ;

Seek the things before us,
Not a look behind, -

Other well-known sacred songs made
the rafters ring: “Awake, Awake,”
“I1 Love to tell the Story of Unseen
Things above,” “The Sweet By and Bye,”
“Abide with Me.” Conductor Blight
sang as h. solo “Hiding in Thee.t Rev.
H. C. Dixon and Rev. Dr. McTavish of-
fered prayer. .

Suggestive of the Immortal Choir,

Mr. Moody thought the singing grand,
and wanted more of it. He gave out
“Oh, hear My Cry; bé gracious now to
Me,” and got the vast audience to sing
half a dozen times the chorus:

I've waigdérod far away o’er mountains
cold, :
I've wandered far away from home ;
Oh, t;uifi me now, and bring me to Thy
0 £
Come, Great Deliverer, come |

The refrain was not -well known at
first, but before they were through it
went with @ swing. And still the evan-
gelist was not content. It seemed as
though the great dramatist’s words were
present to him, “If music be the food
of love, play oh,” for he next gave out!
that gem of Thomas Moore’s :

Come, ye ‘disconsolate! where'er ye lan-
guis
Come to the mercy seat, fervently
kneel ; b
Here bring your wounded hearts, here
tell your anguish ;
Earth has no sorrow that heav'n can-
not heal.

“Splendid, splendid,” was the enthusi-
astic exclamation of Mr. Moody, and he
‘asked World reporter if he had ever
heard snything better, to which the reply
wae, in Seriptural language, “That thé
best had been kept till the last.”

Quoth he: I thank the choir and the
congregation for that magnificent sing-
ing. If ayman cannot preach after suth
singing he bught to go out of the preach-
ing line and do something else.

A Threefold Text.
Then he took for his text Romans x.:

9. If thou shalt confess with thy heart
the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thy
heart that God hath raised him from the
dead, thou shalt be saved.

10. For with the heart man believeth
unto righteousness, and with the mouth
confession is made unto salvation.

11. For the Scripture saith, Whosoever
believeth on Him shall not be ashamed.

The three points enforced in a most
effective Gospel discourse were (1) Be-
lieving in the heart; (2) confessing with
the mouth; (8) not being ashamed of
Christ. Each of these points was en-
forced with earnestness and pathos, and
illustrated by many touching incidents,
relieved by scintillations of humor,

Men, said he, are proud of false relig-
ions. He contrasted thd zeal of the Mor-
mons, the disciples of Confucius and that
of the Mohammedans with the half-heart+
edness of Christians. And yet Christ's
religibn was the only one that gave vic-
tory over passions and lust. In the act
of confessing Christ the full blessing came.
O, then, all who believe in' Him confess
Him mnow, "("Amens."?

Put on th~ Livery.

H we are going to serve the God df
heaven, we must put on the livery. Home-
ly illustrations of soldiers, policemen,
firemen, were given in this connection.

Chief Justice Maclean of the United
States Courts, when he got convested, re-
solved to confess Christ before his guests.
His wife thought it would do if he con-
fessed Christ before the household and
servants in the kitchen. “No,” said he,
“If Christ comes into my house, I will
have Him in the best room.” (Laughter:)

There's nothing like having backbone in
the Christian cause.

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QUEEN'S RUGBY MEN DEFEATED FOR

Three Thousand People Saw a Desperate-
1y Fought Contest— Queen's Kicked
With Sun and Wind in the First Half.
When Ottawa College Had the Best of
18, 5 to 3.

| Ottawa College defeatdd Qucen's at
Rosedale Saturday aftefnoon by the
smallest possible margin, 1 point. After
two halves of 45 minutes the score stvod
8 to 7 in the Capital City kickers'favor.
Queen’s won the toss and took the ap-
parent biz advantage 0f sun and wind.
Queen’s had all the advamtage in the
first half, yet were ontpolpted by B to
8. For 80 minutes of the first 46 Queen’s
foreed the play and for fully 20 minutes
the Kingston students were dallying near
the College line, and all for a paltry
threc points. Near the  close of
half Ottawsa took ithe ajzressive, the re-
sult beinz a try and a rouge. Play was
pretty even ont urning over, The breeze,
althouzh somewhat lessened, wus quite
noticeable and the bright suw was a
detriment to thé Queen’s men. Aund
azain, paradoxically, with the antagon-
istic elements Queen's had a majority of
points—four to three—that left them in
a bare minority when the whistle blew.

It was a desperately, fought contest,
as far as the individual players were con-
cerped. Little team play was attempt-
ed on either side, and none of Ottawa's
expected masse plays materialized. In
fact Father Falion explained that they
pever intended to make any. The su-
perb condition of the 30 men
was evident up to the close. All
the tackling Wwas most vigorous, and
every. man was on the ball Ottawa
gai invariably on the throw-in.

Stam-
boul, Chimes and Lavalard were up for
inspection, with four of their get rang-
“ing from 2 mo 5 years in age, as speci-
mens of their breeding (qualities,. Chimes
was accompanied by Fantasy, with s record
of 2.06, the fastest 4-year-old . trotter of
the season; Charming, Chimes who scored
£.18 1-2 at 3 years, and wore a blue rib-
bon for himself on Tuesday; Silvery Chimes,
5 years, with no record but the distinction
of having beaten hip sire in the ring two
days ago, and Princess Royal, a foal of
1890, who trotted in 2,20 at 2 years, Stam-
boul was represented by Pawnee, 5 years
old, with 8 mark of 2.26 1-2, and out of
the noted dam Minnehaha; Hilda ., a
lovely filly of 3 years, with a race record
of 2,19 1-4; Silverboul, (3 years old, and
Almaboul, 2 Yyears old, both prize winners
this week. Lavalard had among RJis four
only the one fast record of 2.19 1-4, held
by Prince Lavalard, and the others shown
with him were Havalard, Lightmoon and
Miss Martha. Of the three chiefs of these
broods, Stamboul was the only one that
was able to show any speed in the ring,
and his herd also caught the crowd, and
won applause in turn by their bold, rapid
way of going. Fantasy did not lead well,
but it was evident that her turf career
welghed heavily in favor of Chimes. The
result was that Chimes received the big-
gest prize of the week for his kind, as $5600
went with the blue rosette in this herd
competition, Stamboul was, of course, sec-
ond, and Lavalard third.

Immediately after this class, the special
exhibit of record breakers made a pleas-
ant diversion to the ordinary routine.

The Ben¢fit of the Newsapapers.

This minute in the press, which had been

The
situation favors higher prices. Very large
receipts aand clear, cold weather favored
lower prices for corn. Near-by deliveries
suffered. the most. The May was held fair-
ly steady by the strength in wheat. Pro-
visions again surprised the local trade by
the strength displayed in the face of such
large receipts\of hogs and light cash de-
mand for; product. Local traders, both bulls
and bears, sold freely early, and advanced
the market sharply the last half hour in
their efforts to pover, Packers were fair
sellers, and there svas no noticeable buy-
‘ing, but still the demand was more than
equal to the pfferings. There is no ques-
tion but that the undertone of strength all
this week is slue to the belief that hogs
are being hurried to market for various
reasons in different wections of the coun-
try, 4nd that this rush of supplies. will be
followed by & sharp falling off in receipts
and higher prices for product. The quality
of the hogs is good enough to indicate a
plentiful supply back dn the country. Still
2 good many pigs are being ‘marketed. We
cannot mdvise buying :except on good
breaks, although we do not expect prices
to go back to the level of the first of
this month,
