A farmer of Iowa has discovered
that the benefits which appear on
the surface as attached to the mail
order plans gometimes spell disaster,
and ‘has written a very interesting
story of his views in a farm paper.
Here is a part of his story:—

“We farmers have been awakened
to the fact that we have unmistak-
ably reached the period where we
must think and plan. I am one of the
slow farmers who had to be shown,
and T am now giving my experience
that others may profit, for knowledge
is more expensive now than it was
ten years ago. Twenty-nine years ago
I began my career; I had an old
"team and $50.00. Our furniture was
mostly ‘homemade chairs, cupboard
and lounge .made from dry goods
boxes, neatly covered with, ten-cent
cretonne by my girl wife.

I got all needed machinery
and groceries of our home merchants
on credit until fall e(ops were sold.

I regret to say that I was
the first in the county to make up a
neighborhood ‘bill and send it to a
mail order house. Though we got
bitten every once in a while we. got
in the habit of sending for stuff.

! that when we needed a holt quickly
| for machinery, or clothing for sick-
ness or death, we had to wait or
send away for it,, which wasn’t so

I went to each on dates of
promise and explained conditions,
paying as much as possible, and they
all carried the balance over another
year. They continded to accommodate
us until I was able to buy a forty

As soon  as I owned these forty
acres thé mail order houses began
sending me catalogues, and gradu-
ally I began sending my loose change
to them, letting my accounts stand in
my-home town, where I had gotten
my accommodation when'l needed it.
We then had one of the thriftiest
little villages in the state—a good
line of businesses and a town full of
people in all branches; merchants
.who were willing to help an honest
,\fellow over who came twice a week

Jnoved in.  Gradually our town has
gone down; we have no band, no lib-
rary or ball team. There is no busi-
ness done in town and therefore ns
| taxes to keep things up. Hotel is
closed for lack of travel. Go down
to the depot when the freight comes
in and you will see the sequel in
mail order packages.

Nine years ago my farm wawworth
$197 per acre; to-day I’d have a
hard 'time to sell it at $167 an acre.
It is too far from a five town, so
every farmer } said who wants to
buy. He wants a place near schools
and churches, where his children iean
haveé advantages. 1 have awakened to
the fact that in helping to pull the
town down. I dropped $5,600 in nine
years.”

ADVERTISING IS CAPITAL

“Twenty years ago one of the best
known names in national advertising
was James Pyle’s Pearline. The ad-
vertising had run continuously since
1873. In 1904 the appropriation for
that year amounted to $500,000.00,
which was a great deal of money in
those days. In 1907, the concern hav-
ing pasged intd the hands of an es-
tate, the trustees saw an opoprtunity
by which they could save (?) many
dollars by cutting out- the advertis-
ing. Pearline lost fayor rapdily, and
in 1914 tried to ‘come back. Several
hundred thousand dollars were svent,
which-amount would have made a
considerable dent on the market for
a new product, but Pearline was not
a new product. It was trying to come
back, which was infinitely more diffi-
cult.

“In~ 1915, according 'to our infer-
mation, Péarline was sold to a com-
petitor for just the cost of the ma-
chinery as junk and the stock on
hand as raw material.

“A merchant can build up a splen-
did business in his town if he will ad-
vertise constantly, and it will con-
tinue to grow as long as he adver-
tises.

“Advertisirg is the modern miracle
worker, but it must be done consist-
ently and constantly. You cannot
stop in the middle of the stream and
expect 'bo get across.”

PLAN
Washington, Nov. 13.—A step
<haracterized by one of Britain's

delegates as “pregnant with infinite
possibilities for good,” was proposed
by the United States Government
yesterday when Secretary of State
Hughes, head of the United Stn_tes
delegation, addressing the opening
gession of the disarmament confer-
ence, put forward the following
sweeping programme.

That there should be a naval holi-
day for not less than ten years.

That the United States scrap
thirty capital ships, built and build-
ing with a total tonnage of 845,740.

That Great Britain scrap nineteen
capital ships, built and building wi?h
a tonnage of 411,375; also certain
second line ships, making a total
British reduction of 583,375 tons.

That Japan scrap seven capital
and other ships for a total tonnage
reduction of 448,928.

In other words, that the powers
take ‘their first step from the race
in naval armaments, by wiping out
at one full swoop sixty-six ¢f taeir
monster ships, with a total of 1,-
878,043 tons.

N. H. L. GOVERNORS FIX NEW
PENALTY RULINGS

Toronto, Nov. 15—The new penal-
ty rule adopted by the governors of
the National Hockey League at their
meeting yesterday is the same as
that in effect in the O. H. A., with
the excep“ion that fouls are catalog-
ued and a definite penalty for each
provided.

This year in the N. H. L. circuit
each player who is penalized for a
foul of any description will serve his
term on the fefice and his team will
play shorthanded. It does not make
any difference how many players are
fenced, all will have to serve their
penalties as they are inflicted, and
the team will suffer. There will be no
deferring of penalties.

For minor offences players will be
ruled off for.three minutes, for major
fouls five minutes and for match
fouls which are imopsed for fighting
or deliberately striking a player or
an official with the stick, the penalty
is 20 minutes at least, and may be
banishment for the remainder of the
game. The system of fining players
for certain offences also remains in
force.

The rules were also changed so
that a pass from a goalkeeper to a
player within the nearest red line
will be considered an onside.

HOW FOREST GOT ITS NAME

Forest, a little town of 1,500 in-
habitants, situated on the main line
of the Grand Trunk Railway, about
22 miles east of Sarnia, is well nam-
ed. In summer it is a veritable “for-
est” of magnificient trees, principal-
ly maple which are a riot of color in
autumn. The name of Forest was
conferred on the station here by the
railway authorities because it was
situated in a dense bush. The people
were so well pleased with the name
that in response to their petition it
was conferred upon the post office,
which was opened the same year,
1859. Prior to the construction of
the Grand Trunk Railway in 1859
the place where Forest now stands
had not reached the medium between
the untrodden wilderness and the
cultivated farm, though there were
a few settlers in the vieinity. Today
this prosperous little town is in the
midst of one of the best agricultural
and fruit raising districts in the
province.

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FRENCH MARRIAGE MARKETS

A story is going the rounds of the
American press that the marriage
market is being revived in certain
parts of France, particularly in Poi-
tou and Vendee. The war left France
with many hundreds of thousands of
odd women, who in the ordinary
course of events could hardly be ex-
pected to become wives, their pros-
pective husbands having been lql‘rl
or mained. Morever, the burden of
taxation which the French people
have to shoulder has made the males
more cautious in venturing into
matrimony, for the idea that two
can live as cheaply as one . is not a
French proverb. The marriage mark-
et idea is not designed to strike a
balance between the sexes. A million
eligible men cannot be summoned
from their graves. The idea is to
encourage every available man to
take a wife, and this idea is said to
be workng out satisfactorily.

The marriage markets are becom-
ing an established feature of the life
of hundreds of villages and towns.
Usually they are held on the regular
weekly market day, but sometimes
there are spccial markets with noth-
ing on exhibiticn but the girls and
their admirers. The idea was promot-
ed, we suppose, partly for the pur-
pose of attracting young men from a
distance to the markets. It might be
supposed that the young men in any
particular neighborhood would have
plenty of opportunity of meeting
the young ladies in the same parish
and forming their own opinions as to
their value as wives. The marriage
market - gives the same opoprtunity
to young men from other parishes.
They have also the advantage of
knowing that the girls who display
themselves at the market are desir-
ous of getting married and are not
committed to somerunknown rival.
It must often happen that for many
reasons a girl would not make such
a strong appeal -to the yourng men
with whom she has grown up as to a
stranger who sees her for the first
time.

The girls are selected for the mar-
ket by men who are supopsed to be

" good judges of looks and who under-

stand thoroughly the sort of wire
a young Frenchman should have.
These experts travel about the coun-
try—at whose instance is not ex-
plained—and make a list of all the
marriageable girls in the neighbor-
hood. These are classified according
to age, and looks, and build, and
their various qualification are noted.
These items are set down on a card,
which is supplied to each girl, and
she is invited to present herself at
the next market, where a special
place is reserved for the contestants.
Each girl comes provided with a
large red parasol, which advertises
her quest, besides offering her pro-
tection against sun and rain. It also
serves the purpose of a small tent
when a prospective husband wishes
to make an examination at close
quarters, and even, as we are told,
help himself to a sample embrace.

For a casual kiss the girl merely
lowers her parasol to rend off the
eyes of the curious, Lut when the
investigator desires to refresh him-
self more copiously, she turns her
back upon the spectators and holds
the parasol in such a way that both
are shut off from public view. This
gesture with the parasol is usually a
signal for applause, because it is
supposed that the man and the girl
are strongly attracted and that a
marriage is likely to result. At the
close of the market there is a gener-
al jollification, and many of the
girls walk off with their new friends
to cqmplete the plans for their marr-
iage. It is usual, we are told, for a
girl to' receive at least one offer of
marriage in the course of a single
fair, and the more attractive, as a
rule, rece've several. When a girl
attends several fairs without being
appropriated, it is almost -certain
that she has unusually high stand--
ards, rather than that she ie sing-
ularly barren of attractions, -

likely to lead to happy and perman-
ent marriage ties are refuted by
statistics collected in the districts
where it is popular, which show that
there are fewer divorces and fewer
i!)legitimate children than elsewhere.

elsewhere which is a matter of prime
importance to the Government of
France. On this account the Govern-
ment is said to be watehing the ex-
periments with keen. interest. It is
also promoting beauty contests with
the hope of increasing the marriage
Tate, although one would think that

these contests, or even make a cred-
itable showmg in one of them,
would not lack admirers in her own
neighborhood.

THE HABIT OF READING

Mr. Sykes, Librarian of the Car-
negie Library at Ottawa, advocates
school libraries. The schools should
be supplied with collections of their
own and should be more closely
linked with the public libraries.
These are the people’s universities,
the only institution of the Kkind
which are available to the great
masses of the people. Only a small
percentage of our boys xnd girls at-
tend even the Collegiate Institutes;
and a still smaller percentage have a
university education. It -is, there-
fore, of the highest importance that
the habit of reading should be creaf-
ed in those who leave school in their
teens.

The teaching of reading in the
primary schools should go much far-
ther than the mere deciphering of
the printed page. It should mean
guiding young people among books,
gshowing them what to read and how
to read, how to find their w,
the classics and immortals.” Besides
this the habit of consulting encyclo-
pedias and works of reference should
be cultivated. Anyone who has con-
ducted a department of information
in a newspaper has had the exper-
ience of being asked questions which
could be answered by looking in a
an encyclopedia, a year book, or one
of the newspaper almanacs. Most of
us have heard people wrangling and
betting over points which could be
settled in the same way. The librar-
fans and their assistants are glad to
assist in such researches.

In the Toronto Public Library
there is a striking picture, or pair
of pictures. One shows a line of
people eager to grasp the hand of a
celebrity and hear from his lips the
golden message that he is pleased to
meet them. The other shows the
celebrities and immortals of the
ages offering, not a formal greeting,
but all the recorded results of their
genius and toil. Men have been
heard to express disappointment
with an address delivered by some-
one whose books have made him
famous. He hag put his best thoughts
into his books, which can be bought
for the price of a night’s entertain-
ment or borrowed or read at jeisure
in a public library. Books are- not
valued as they should be, perhaps
for the very reason that they are as
open to all as the sky or the sea.—
Globe.

HOW TIMES HAVE CHANGED

| CANADIAN EGGS AND CHEESE
IN GREAT BRITAIN

Interesting information regarding
the exhibit of Ontario produce at the
recent ‘Dairy Show at London, Eng-
land, has lately been received by the
Colonization and Immigration Branch
of the Provincial Department of Ag-
riculture, from Mr. William C. Nox-
on, agent-general for Ontario in
London. The Dairy Show, which is
organized by the British Dairy Far-
mers’ Association, is the largest and
most important agricultural show of
its kind held in Engtand.

As has already been reported, On-
tario acheived a signal triumph in the
1 cheese classes. Mr. Noxon says that it
was very interesting to see the On-
‘tario cheese on exhibition. and also
on the competition bench. The On-
tario consignment was badly knock-
ed about- in transit; many of the
cheese boxes were broken, and the
cheese was placed on the competition
benches without any preparation

seas entries had been scraped and
cleaned, and even polished with wax,
while the Ontario cheese .was very
rough in comparison. The four On-
tario cheeses which gained the first
prize were matured to a green tint
on the outside, and stood out in con-
trast to the highly polished cheeses
from South Africa and Australia.
However, so superior was the quality
of the Ontario cheese ( and, of course
quality -is everything in cheese),
that the judges had no hesitation in
awarding all the prizes to the entries
from Ontario. ra

In addition to the competitions,
Ontario had a very fine stand on
which was exhibited a representa®
tive collection of Ontario farm pro-
ducts. The only other stand to com-
pare with it was the South African
stand which is always of a very elab-
orate and ambitious nature, and had
cost some thousands of dollars. How-
ever, the Ontario stand did not suff-
er in the comparisons, because, while
South Africa confined its exhibit to
bacon, cheese, butter and eggs, On-
tario had a very much wider selec-
tion of products.

Good Eggs Well Packed /

Great interest was vaken by pro-
vision men in the exhibit of Ontario
eggs. An expert stated these eggs
were worth 30s, per hundred, which
is roughly 86 cents a dozen whole-
sale. It was also admitted by men i
the import business that the Ontario
cases and the packing were exactly
right. There is no doubt that Ontario
could build up a fine trade in eggs
in Great Britain if their was a suffi-
cient surplus of eggs to keep up a
constant export. This is where the
big exporters to the British market
like Australia and South Africa,
score, individual shipments from
these countries are seldom less than
a thousand cases, and they arrive
practically every week and are im-
mediately disposed of.
Mr. Noxon would like to point out
to Ontario farmers who are inter-
ested in the exports of Ontario pro-
ducts that the thousahds ‘of ‘cases of
eggs which regularly arrive in Lon-
don and other British ports from
Denmark, South Africa, Australia
and New Zealand, are all surplus
eggs. It often happens that
the city consumer in these
countries is paying more for his
eggs than the Londoner who buys
the eggs in England. At first sight
the Colonial consumer might consid-
er this a grievance, but with regard
to eggs and butter the farmers in
Australia and South Africa have
long been educated to the fact that
they cannot hope to dispose of
all their products in their own coun-
tries, and that if they attempted to
do so ‘their market would be glutted,
and great quantities of their perish-
able products would not find a coén-
sumer at all. They know that in the
British market a surplus is readily
disposed of to wholesalers who com-
pete keenly for supplies. If Ontario
wishes to build up a market for eggs
in Great Britain it could be done,
provided that the quality was main-
tained at a high standard, until it was
possible to buy Ontario eggs on the
reputation of the brand alone. How-
ever, the big men in the trade in
England wish to handle large quanti-
ties, and before such a trade could
be satisfactorily built up there would
have to be a large surplus for ex-
port available over at least the great-
er portion of the year. It is in the
A inter time that the prices for eggs
in England are at their highest.

{Milton, Ont.—The sequel to the
wholesale =~ slaughter of black and
gtey squirrels in the bush near Ever-
green Cemetery was the summoning
of William Main, of Trafalgar Town-
ship, to County Police Magistrate
Shield’s court at Oakville, where he
was first fined $50 and costs. When
Mr. Main explained that the squirrels
had eaten holes into his granary and
done a lot of damage to his grain,
the magistrate reduced the fine to
$80 and costs which totalled $49.

As the result of the game inspec-
or of Chatham granting farmers per-
mission to shoot the squirrels in that
district on account of the wholesale
destruction _done to their grain by
them, Mr. Main will likely ask the
provnicial game warden or the de-
partmnt . to refund the fine imposed
on him, as he claims he killed the
squirrels to save his crop, the same

PROTECTION OF PLANTS FOR
THE WINTER “

A little protection will often bring
plants safely through the winter,
when, if they are left exposed, they
may either be killed outright or bad-
ly ‘injured and, in the case of fruit,
the crop may be much reduced.
Plants are also protected from mice
in winter. The plants usually protect-
ed from the weather are strawberries
raspberries, grapes and roses. /
Strawberries

It has been found by experience
that although strawberries will often
go safely through the winter without
being ‘mulched ‘there are winters
when it pay$ well to have the plants
protected by a light mulch as in such
winters if the mulch is not there the
plants will be killed. In mulching
strawberries the plan is to wait until
hard frost or just before winter sets
in, and then spread a light covering
of loose straw over the plants. All
‘that is necessary in most placeés is
enough to prevent sudden thawing
ahd freezing, or just enough to
cover the plantsc A thick mulch may
do more harm than good. The clean-
er the straw the less work there will
be in eradicating weeds next sum-
mer. Marsh hay, where it can be

ively free of weed seeds and it will
not lie too compactly over the plants.
Raspberries
Where raspberries are injured in
the winter, they will be much pro-
tected and will, taking one year with
another, come through much beiter if
the canes are bent over just before
winter sets in and the tips held down
with soil. The snow will cover them
sooner than if they are not bent
down. Where there is very little
snow and the winters are very cold
it has been found desirable entirely
to cover the canes with soil.
Grapes
Except in districts where ‘the
grape tan be grown commercially. it
is necessary to. protect the vines to
insure a crop. A'few days before the
ground is expected to freeze up, the
vines, having been previously pruned
are bent down and covered with soil,
which is left on wuntil the following
May as it is spring frosts which may
cause the loss of the crop.
Roses
Roses must he protected in most
places*in Canada to help ensure thelr
coming through the winter alive, and
protection is not always successful.
The most reliable method of protez-
tion is to'cover the plant with soil.
Where this is not easy or possible, the
base .of the plant can be mounded up
with soil to a height of twelve inches
or more, and the top then bent over
and held down with soil. Then if
boughs of leaves are thrown over the
top to help collect the snow and give
greater protection it is desirable. In
the case of climbing roses, a good
plan is to cover them with a box fill-
ed with dry leaves, making the top
water tight so the leaves will keep
dry.
Keep Mice Away
Each winter many trees are injur-
ed beyond recovery in Canada by
mice, This can be prevented by wrap-
ping the trunks of the trees with
building paper just before winter
gets in, having the paper come close
to the ground and putting a little
earth about the lower end of the pa-
per so they will not get at the tree
from below. Mice will not usually
eat through the paper and, as in
most cases they are clcse to Lhe
ground, the paper need not be more
than eighteen inches to two feet
high. The paper should be tied after
wrapping so that it will not come
