GROWI THE HUBBARD SQUASH.

The following article on ‘“Hubbar
Squash” taken fromi the columns of|
an exchange should prove usefuli—

good for vines of any kind. As frost
comes early, 1 have the seed in the'
ground early. The ground is well
manured, plowed and harrowed, or if
pld ground it is manured after it is
ploughed, then harrowed until it is
smoothed down and soft, ready io !
the seed.

| The hills are made about eight feet
" cach way and about a pint of phos-
phate put in each hill.

BILL TO QUALIFY i
POLL TAXPAYERS TO VOTE

In the House of Assembly last week
Hon. Mr. Prysdale troduced a bill
to amend chapter 71 Revised Statutes
the Towns’ Incorporation ~ Act. He
said the bill was intended to increase
the number of people required to pro-
cure incorporation of towns in the
Province.

Mr. Tanner moved the second read-
ing of the bil to amend t%u- Towns’
Incorporation Act. He stated 1.hat the
object of the bill was to qualify poll
tax payers to vote for Mayor and
Councillors at town elections. At tl.\e
present  time there was a ccr.tmn
amount of confusion on the subgc?t,
The law was clear, when properly in-
terpreted, that poll tax payers could
not be registered but in some of the
towns they were put on the list and
voted, while in others they were not
put on. He proposed 1o put them all
on the same Jevel, and,. to enable
them to vote. Another reason for the
change was that under ajrecent amiend-
ment of the law, poll tax payers were
now liable to be taxed up to $, and
in some towns they were required to
pay %, and in others $3, and in
others $4. The result was that a poll
tax payer might now be required to
pay a larger tax than a man who was
rated in the ordinary way.

The bill was read a second time and
referred' to the committee on law
amendments.

KINGSTON AFTER THE EARTHQUAKB

Ferdinand F. French, of Boston, has
reccived the following letter from A,
H. Bowley, manager of the branch of
the Bank of Nova Scotia at Kingston.
This letter throws some further light

on the seriousness of the situation
after the earthquake.

“The dust is beginning. to settle and
we can see things more in their nor-
mal light, albeit the view does not
improve. From what people tell me
who have arrived herc since the disas-
ser 1 am perfectly sure that no per-
son ‘who has not visited.the scene can
grasp - the absolute demolition and
completeness of the destruction
wrought to about ninety per cent. of
the business arca of this city. It is
one of the occasions where the news-
paper capacity for exaggerattom fails
them, although many absurd and
ridiculous stories were put in print,
none of the accounts exceeded the re-
alization of the havoe wrought to
property and life. It may, however, be
called, to a certain extent, a rich
{man’s disaster, for whereas the hurri-
(cane of 1903 destroyed to a great ex-
|tent the growing crops and income of
the island for a considerable period,
jin this case the loss falls on a few in-
dividuals, comprising the merchant
‘rluss, and the earning power of the
{island is quite untouched. It is prob-

I ha\e|
asked a number of little ones, since
that time why they enjoy eating be-
tween meals, and if 1 could get at
the truth, it was that they were so|
continually reproved at the table.|
that their pleasure in eating- was|
spoiled, or that everybody was so|
cross that they really could not eat |
with any comfort, and almost with-
olt exception they spoke of their food |
choking them. Without knowing the|
reason why, their nerves were so up-
set that they had the lump in their |
throats, a condition which makes|
eating almost impossible. The best
medicine in the world for that lump |
is a good, hearty laugh, and high
spirits and plenty of fun at the table
are better dyspepsia cures than all
