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‘ ALTHOUGH I have often appeared before
the Public as a ariter, I never did. it with fo
much diffidence and anxiety as on the prefent

“occafion. This arifes from the peculiar nature
of the work in which I have now engaged. A
Narrative of the Life of Captain Cook muft
principally ¢onfift of the voyages and difcoveries
he made, and the difficulties and dangers to
which he was expofed. The private incidents
concerning him , though colleted with the
utmoft di!iger;ce , ‘can never compare , either in
“number or importance, with lgs public tranfac-

“tions. His public tranfactions are the things that

mark the man, that difplay his mind and his
character; and, thercfore , .they are the grand
objeds to which the attention of his biographer

muft be dire&ed. However, the right condu&
of  this bufinefs is a point of no fmall difficulty
and embarraffment. The queftion will frequently

arife, How far the detail fhould be extended 2.
fThere 1s a danger, on the one hand , of being
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carried to" an undue length, and of enlarging,
more than is needful, on fads which may be

"thought already fufficiently known; and, on the

other hand, of giving fuch a jejune account,
and fuch a flight enumeration, of important
events, as fhall difappoint the wifhes and expec-
tations of the reader. Of the two extremes , the
laft feems to be “that which fhould moft be
avoided ; for, unlefs what Captain Cook per-
formed , and what he encountered , be related
fomewhat at large, his Life would be imperfc&l)}
reprefented to the world. The proper medium
appears to be, to bring forward the things in
which he was perfonally -concerned , and to
pals flightly over other matters. Even here it
iqs'fcarcely poffible, nor would it be defirable,

to avoid the ingoduction of fome of the moft |

firiking circumftances which relate to the new
countries and inhabitants that were vifited by
our great Navigator; fince thefe conftitute a part
of the knowledge and benefit derived from his
undertakings. Whether 1 have been fo happy
as to preferve the due medium, I prefume not
todete‘rininc. 1 have been anxious to do it,
without always being. able fully to fatisfy my

_ own mind that 1 have fucceeded; on which

sl ot
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- account I fhall not be furprized if different opi-

nions fhould be formed on the fubje&. In that
cafe, all that I can offer in my own dcfence
will be, that I have acted to the beft of my
judgment. At any rate , 1 flatter myfelf with
the hope of having prefented to the Public, a
work not wholly uninterefting or unentertaining.
Thofe who are beft acquainted with Captain

CooK’s expeditions, may be pleafed with re-

viewing them in a more compendious form,
and with having his a&ions placed in a clofer
point of view, in confequence of their being
divefted of the minute nautical and other details,
which were effentially neceffary in the voyages
at large.. As to thofe perfons, if there be any,
‘who have hitherto obtained but an imperfect
knowledge of what was done and difcovered by
this illuftrious man, they will not be offended
with the length of the following narrative.

In various refpedts, new information will be
found in the prefent performance; and other

things, which were lefs perfectly known before,

are fet in aclearer and fuller light. This, I truft,

~will appear in the firft, third, fixth, and feventh

chapters. It may be obferved, Lkewife, that
the frefh matter now communicated is of the

& '\F
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moft authentic kind, and derived from the moff
sefpectable fources. My obligations of this na.
ture are, indeed, very great, and call for my
warmeft gratitude. The dates and facts relative
to Captain Cook’s different promotions are taken’
from the books of the Admiralty , by the direc-
tion of the noble Lord who is at the head of
that Bodrd, and the favour of Mr. Stephens. I
embrace with pleafure this opportunity of men-
tioning , that, in the courfe of my life, I have
experienced, in feveral inftances, LorD HOWE'S
condefcending - and favourable attention. To
MR. STBﬁ}@Ns I am indebted for other com-
munications: befides thofe which concern the
times of Captain Cook’s preferments, and for his
general readinefs in.forWarding the defign of the
prefent work. The EARL OF SANDWICH, the

CHAPTER THE FIRST.

The Hiftory of Captain Cook's Life previously to his
- firt Voyage round the World.

CAPTAIN James . Cock had no claim to
diftin@ion on account of the luftre of his birth,
~or the dignity of his anceftors. His father, James
Cook , who from his diale¢t is fuppofed to have
been a Northumbrian, was in the humble ftation
of a fervant in hufbandry, and married 2 woman
of the fame rank with himfelf, whofe chriftian
name was Grace. Both of them were noted in
their neighbourhood for their honefty , fobriety,
and diligence. They firlt lived at a village called
Morton, and then removed to Marton, another
- village in the North-riding of Yorkfhire, fitiated
in the high road from Gifbrough, in Cleveland,
to Stockton upon Tees, in the county of Dur-
ham , at the diftance of fix miles from each of
thefe towns. At Marton Captain Cook was
Vor.

born, on the 27th of O&ober, 1728 *; and,
agreeably to the cuftom of the Vicar of the
parifh, whofe practice it was to baptize infants
foon after their birth, he was baptized on the
3d of November following. He was one of nine
children, all of whom are now dead, excepting
a daughter, who married a fifherman at Redcar.
The firt rudiments of young Cook’s education
were received by him at Marton, where he was
taught to read by Dame Walker , the fchool-
miftrefs of the village. When he was eight years
of age, his father, in confequence of the charac-
ter he had obtained for induftry, frugality,
and fkill in hufbandry , had a lttle promotion
beftowed upan him, which was that of being
appoiated head fervant, or hind t+, to a farm
belonging to the late Thomas Skottow, Efq.
called Airy Holme, near Great Ayton. To this
place, therefore , he removed with his family t1;
and his fon James, at Mr. Skottow’s expence,
was put to a day {fchool in Ayton where he
was inftru®ed in writing, and in a few of the
firft rules of arithmetic.

Before he was thirteen years of age, he was Cu aPr.

bound an apprentice to Mr. William Sanderfon, L
"a haberdafher, or fhopkeeper, at Staiths, a con-
fiderable fithing town, -about ten miles north of
Whitby. This employment, however, ‘was very’
unfuitable to young Cook’s difpofition. The fea
was the objec of his inclination; and his paffion
for it could not avoid being ftrengthened by the
fituation of the town in which he was placed,
and the manner of life of the perfons with whom
he muft frequently converfe. Some difagreement
having happened between him and his mafter,
he obtained his difcharge, and foon after bound
himfelf for {feven years to Meflrs. John and
Henry Walker, of Whitby., Quakers by religious
profeflion , and principal owners, of the fhip
Free-love, and of another veflel, both of which
were conftantly employed in the coal trade. The
greatelt part of his apprenticefhip was {pent on
board the Free-love. After he was out of his
time he continued to ferve in the coal and other
branches of trade (though chiefly in the former)
in the capacity of a2 common failor; till, at
length, he was raifed to be mate of one of Mr.
John Walker’s fhips. During this period it is not
recolleted that he exhibited any thing very
peculiar, either in his abilities or his condugt;

- though there cin be no doubt but that he had
gained a confiderable degree of knowledge in
the practical part of navigation, and that his
attentive and fagacious mind was laying up’a

2 .
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C map ftore of obfervations which would be ufeful to

him in future life *.

In the {pring'of the year 1755, when hoftilities
broke out between England and France, and
there was a hot prefs for feamen, Mr. Cook
happened to be in the river Thames with the
fhip to which he belonged. At firlt he concealed
himfelf, to avoid being preffed; but reflecting
that it might be difficult, notwithftanding all

his vigilance, to elude difcovery or efcape pur-

fuit, he determined, upon farther confideration,
to enter voluntarily into his Majeftys fervice,
and ‘to take his future fortune in the Royal
Navy. Perhaps he had fome prefage in his own
mind , that by bis activity and exertions he
mi ght rife confiderably above his prefent fituation.
Accordingly , he went to a rendezvous at Wap-
ping, and entered with an officer of the Eagle
man of war, a fhip of fixty guns, at that timé
commanded by Captain Hamer. To this fhip
Captain (now Sir Hugh) Pallifer was appointed,
in the month of October, 1755; and when he
took the command, found in her James Cook,
whom he foon diftinguifhed to be an able, adtive,
and diligent , feaman. All the officers fpoke
highly in his favour, and the Captain was fo

well pleafed with his behaviour, that he gave

"him every encouragement which lay in his power. C 1 A r.
In the courfe of fome time, Captain Pallifer L

3 received a letter from Mr. Ofbaldefton, then
Member of Parliament for Scarborough, acquamt-
ing him that feveral neighbours of his had
folicited him to write in favour of one Cook,
on board the Captain’s fhip. They had heard
that Captain Pallifer had taken notice of him,
and they requefted, if he thought Cook deferv-
ing of it, that he would point out in what
manner Mr. Ofbaldefton might beft contribute
his affiftance towards forwarding the young man’s
promotion. The Captam, in his reply , did
juftice to Cook's merit; but, as he had been
only a fhort time in the Navy, informed V.

- ‘Ofbaldefton that he could not be promoted as
a commiffion officer. A Mafter'’s warrant, Cap-
tain Pallifer added, might perhaps be procured
for Mr. Cook, by which he would be raifed to
a ftation that he was well quahﬁed to difcharge
with ability and credit *,

Such a warrant he obtained on the .1oth of
May, 1759, for the Grampus floop; but the '
proper Mafter having unexpeétedly returned to
her, the appointment did not take place. Four
days after he was made Mafter of the Garland ,
when, upon enquiry, it was found that he could
not join her, as the fhip had already failed. On
the next day, the 15th of May, he was appoint-

appointments fhew that his intereft was ftrong,
and rhat the intention to ferve him was real and
effeual. )

The deftination of the Mercury was to North
America, where fhe joined the fleet under the
command of Sir Charles Saunders, which, in
conjunétion with the land forces. under General
Wolfe, was engaged in the famous fiege of
Quebec During that fiege, a difficult and danger-
ous fervice was neceffary to be performed. This

- was to take the foundings in the channel of the

river St. Lawrence, between the ifland of Orleans
and the north fhore, dire&ly in the front of the
French fortified camp at Montmorency and Beau-
port, in order to_enable the Admiral to place
thips againft the ehemy’s batteries, and to cover
our army on a general attack, which the heroic
Wolfe intended to make on the camp. Captain
Pallifer , in confequence of his acquaintance
with Mr. Cook’s fagacity and refolution, recom-
mended him to the fervice; and he performed
it in the moft complcte manner. In this bufinefs
he was employed during the nighttim=, for
feveral nights together. At length he was difco-
vered by the enemy , who colletted a great
number of Indians and canoes, in a wood near
the water-fide , which were launched in the
night, for the purpofe of furrounding him, and
cutting him off. On this occafion, he had a

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véry narrow efcape. He was obliged to run for Cua v,
it, and pufhed on fhore on the ifland of Orleans, I
near the guard of the Englifh hofpital. Some of
the Indians entered at the ftern of the boat, as
Mr. Cook leaped out at the bow; and the boat,
which was a barge belonging to one of the
fhips of war, was carried away in triumph. |
However , he furnifhed the Admiral with as
corre¢t and’ complete a draught of the channel
and foundings as could have been made after
our countrymen were in poffeflion of Quebec.
Sir - Hugh Pallifer has good reafon to believe,
that before this time IVIr. Coak had fcarcely ever
ufed a pepcil ;- and that he knew nothing of
drawing. But fuch was his- capacity , that he
fpeedily made himfelf -mafter of_every‘bbje‘& to
which he applied his attention.

Another important fervice. was performed by
Mr. Cook while the fleet continued in the river
of St. Lawrence. The navigation of that river 1s
exceedingly difficult and hazardous. It was par-
‘ticularly fo to the'Englifh, who were then in a
great meafure ftrangers to this part of North
‘America, “and who had no chart, on the cor-
rectnefs of which: they could depend. It was,
therefore, ordered by the: Admiral, that Mr,
Cook fhould be employed to furvey thofe parts
of the river, below Quebec, which navigators
had experienced’ to be attended with peculiar
difficulty and danger; and he executed the bufi-
nefs with the fame diligence and [kill of which
he had. already afforded fo happy a fpecimen.

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When he had finifhed the undertaking, his chart
of the river St. Lawrence was publifhed, with
foundings, and dire&ions for failing in that river.
f the accuracy and utility of this chart it is
fothicient to fay, that it hath never fince been
found neceflary to publith any other. One which
has appeared in France 1s only a copy of our

“author’s, on a reduced fcale.

After the expedition at Quebec, Mr. Cook,
by _warraat from Lord Colvill, was appointed,
on the 22d of September, Mafter of the Northum-
berland man of war., the fhip in which his lord-
fhip ftaid, in the following winter, as Commo-
dore , with the command of a fquadron at Halifax.
In this ftation Mr. Cook’s behaviour did not fail
to gain him the efteem and friendfhip of his com-
mander  During the leifure which the feafon of
winter afforded him, he employed his time in
the acquifition of fuch knowledge as eminently
qualified him for future fervice. It was at Halifax
that he firft read Euclid, and applied himfelf to
the ftudy of aftronomy and other branches of
{cience. The books of which he had the affiftance
were few in number ; but his induftry enabled
him to fupply many defects, and to make a pro-
grefs far fuperior to what could be expected from
the advantages he enjoyed *.

While Mr.' Cook was Mafter of the Northum-
berland under Lord Colvill, that fhip came to
Newfoundland, in September, 1763, to affilt in

the recapture of the ifland from the French, by Cw a».
the forces under the command of Licuteniat 1. .
Colonel Amherft. When the ifland was recovergd,
the Englifh fleet ftaid fome days at Placentia, in
order to put it ina more complcte {tate of defence.
During this time Mr. Cook manifefteda diligence
in furveying the harbour and heights of the
place, which arrefted the notice of Captain (now
Admiral) Graves, Commander of the Antelope,
‘and Governor of Newfoundland. The Governor
was hence induced to alk Cook a wvariety -of
queftions, from the anfwers to which he was led to
entertain a very favourable opinion of his abilities.
This opinion was increafed, the more he faw of
Mr. Cook’s conduét ; who, wherever they went,
continued to difplay the moft unremitting atten-
tion to every object that related to the knowledge
* of the coaft, and which was calculated to facilitate
the pradtice of navigation. The elteem which
Captain Graves had conceived for him, was con-
firmed by the teftimonies to his character that
were given by all the officers under whom he
ferved *.

In the latter end of 1762, Mr. Cook returned  1-s:.
to England; and, on the 21t of December, in 2t Pec
the fame year, married, at Barking in Effex,

Mifs Elizabeth Batts 4, an amiable and deferving
woman, who was juftly entitled to, and enjoyed

‘even though the Englifh Commander {hould not
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his tenderéft regard and affection. But his ftation . -

in life, and the hlgh duties ta which he was
called, did not permit him to partake of matri-
moniak felicity without many and very  long
mterruptlons
Early in the year of 1763, after the peace with

France and Spain was concluded, it was deter-
mined that Captain Graves fhould go out again,
as Goyernor of Newfoundland. As the country
was very valuable in a commercial view, and
had been an obje@ of great contention  between
the Englifh and the French , the Captain obtained
an eftablithment for the furvey of its coafts; which
however , "he procured with fome difficulty,
‘becaufe the matter was not fufficiently under(tood
by Government at home. In confidering the
execution of the plan, Mr Cook appeared to.
Captain Graves to be a proper perfon for the pur:”
pofe; and propofals were made to him, to which,
notwithftanding his recent marriage, he readily
and prudently acceded. Accordingly, he went
out with the Captain as furveyor; and was firft

employed to furvey IViiquelon and St. Pierre , - |

which had been ceded by the treaty .to the
French; who, by order of Adminiftration, were

happen to be afif¢ed in the country. When
Captain Graves had reached that part of the
world, he found there the Governor who had
been fent from France (Monf D’Anjac), with all

the fettlers and his own family, on board afrigate

anc

and fome tranfports. It was contrived, however,
_to keep them in that difagreeable fituation fora
whole month, which was the time taken by Mr.
Cook to complete his furvey. When the bufinefs
was finifhed, the French were put into poffeffion
of the two iflands, and left in the quiet enjoy-
ment of them, w1th every profeflion of civility*

At the end of the feafon, IMr. Cook returned
to England , but did not long continue at home.
In the beginning of the year 1764, his old and
conftant friend and patron, Sir Hugh Pallifer,

was appointed Governor and Commodore of"

Newfoundland and Labradore’; upon which occa-
¢ fion he was glad to take Mr. Cook with him,
- in the fame capacity that he had Tuftained under
Captain Graves. Indeed, no man could have
been found who was better qualified for finifhing
the defign which had been begun in the preced-
ing year. The charts of the coafts, in that part
of North America, were very erroneous; and it
was highly neceffary to the trade and navigation
of his Majefty’s fubje@s, that new ones fhould
be formed, which would be more corret and
ufeful. Accordingly, under the orders of Com-
modore Pallifer, Mr. Cook was appointed, on
the 18th of April, 1764, Marine Surveyor of
Newfoundland and Labradore ; and Jhe had a
veflel, the Grenville fchooner, to attend him for
that purpofe. How well he executed his commif-
fion is known to every man acquainted ith

18 April,
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navigation, ‘The charts which he afterwards

publifhed of the different furveys he had made,
reflected great credit on his abilities and character,
and the utility of them is univerfally acknowledg.
ed. It 1s underftood, that, fo far as Newfound-
land is concerned , they-were of confiderable fer-
vice to the King’s minifters, in fettling the terms
of the laft peace. IVIr. Cook explored the inland
parts of this ifland in a much completer manner
than had ever been done before. By penetrating
farther into the middle of the country ‘than any
man had hitherto attempted, he difcovered feveral
large lakes, whieh are indicated upon the general
chart* In thefe fervices Mr. Cook appears to
have been employed, with the intervals of occa-
fionally returning to England for the winter
feafon, till the year 1767, which was the laft
time that he went out upon his ftation of Marine
Surveyor of Newfoundland. It rhuft not be omit-
ted, that, while he occupied this poft, he had
an opportunity of exhibiting to the Royal Society
a proof of his progrefs in the ftudy of aftronomy.
A fhort paper was written by him, and inferted
in the fifty-feventh volume of the. Phllofophlcal
Tranfadions, entitled, “ An obfervation of an
« Eclipfe of the Sun at the Ifland of Newfound-
“ lancfp Augult 5, 1766, with the Longitude of
« the Place of Obfervation deduced fromit.” The
obfervation was made at one of the Burgeo iflands,
near Cape Ray, in latitude 47° 36 19°, on the

Cook’s paper having been communicated by Dr.

and thence computed the difference of longitude
refpecting the places of obfervation, making due
allowance for the effeét of parallax, and the pro-
Tate fpheroidal ﬁgure ofthe earth. It appears from

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CHAPTER THE SECOND.

i
I

Continuation of the Hiftory of Captain Cook’s Life, te
the End of his fir# Voyage round the World.

THERE is fcarcely any thing from which the
natural curiofity of man receives a higher grati-
fication, than from the accounts of diftant coun-
tries and nations. Nor is it curiofity only that is
gratified by fuch accounts; for the fphere of
human knowledge 15 hereby enlarged, and vari-
ous objed&s are brought into view, an acquaint-
ance with which greatly contributes to the im-
provement of life and the benefit of the world.
With regard to information of this kind, the
moderns have eminently the advantage over the
ancients. The ancients could neither purfue their
enquiries with the fame accuracy, nor carry them
on to the fame extent. Travelling by land was
much more inconvenient and dangerous than it
hath been in later times; and, as navigation was
principally confined to coafting, it muft neceflarily
have been circumlicribed - within very narrow
limits.

The invention of the compafs, feconded by
the ardent, and enterprizing {pirit of feveral able
men, was followed by wonderful difcoveries.
Valco di Gama doubled the Cape of Good Hope;;

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and a new way being thus found out to the Eaft
Indies, the countries in that part of the earth
became more accurately and extenfively known.

"Another world was difcovered by Columbus;

and, at length, Magalhaens accomplifhed  the
arduous and hitherto unattempted tafk of failing
round the globe. At different periods, he was
fucceeded by other circumnavigators, of whom
it is no part of the prefent narrative to give an
account. ¢ >

The {pirit of diﬁ{overy, which was fo vigorous
during the latter end of the fifteenth and through
the whole of the fixteenth centiry, began,
foon after the commencement of the feventeenth
century, to decline. Great navigations were only
occafionally undertaken , and more from the
immediate views of avarice or war, than from
any noble and generous principles. But of late
years they have been revived, with the enlarged
and benevolent defign of promoting the happi-
nefs of the human fpecies.

A beginning of this kind was made in the reign
of King George the Second , during which two
voyages were performed ; the firlt under the
command of Captain Middleton, and the next
under the direction of Captains Smith and VMoore,
in order to difcover a North - weft paffage,
through Hudfon’s Bay *. It was referved, how-
ever, for the glory of the prefent reign to carry

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the fpirit of difcovery to its height, and to
conduct it on the nobleft principles; not for the
purpofes of covetoufnefs or ambition; not to
plunder or deltroy the inhabitants of newly- -
explored countries; but to improve their condi-
tion, to inftru@ them in the arts of life, and to
extend the boundaries of fcience.

No fooner was peace reftored, in 1763, than
thefe laudable defigns engaged his Majefty’s pa-
tronage; and two voyages round the world had
been undertaken, before 'Mr. Cook fet out on
his firft command. The condu@ors of thefe
voyages were the Captains Byron, Wallis, and
Carteret *, by whom feveral difcoveries were
made, which cortributed, in no.fmall degree, to
increafe the knowledge of geography and naviga-
tion. Neverthelefs, as the purpofe for which they
were fent out appears to have had a principal
reference to a particular obje& in the South At-
lantic , the direct track they were obliged to
hold, on their way homeward by the Eaft Indies,
prevented them from doing.fo much as might
otherwife have been expected towards giving the
world a complete view of that immenfe expanfe
of Ocean which the South Pacific comprehends 1.

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aid before the King by the Earl of
Shelburne,( (now the Marquis of Landfdown)
one of the principal Secretaries of State, his
Majelty gtacioufly fignified his pleafure to the
Lords Commiffioners of the Admiralty , that
they fhould provide a fhip for carrying over fuch
obfervers as the Royal Society thould judge pro-
per to fend to the South Seas; and, on the 3d
of April, Mr. Stephens informed. the Society ,
that a bark had been taken up for the purpofe *,

The gentleman who had originally been fixed

. upon to take the dire@ion of the expedition, was

Alexander Dalrymple, Efq; an eminent member
of the Royal Society, and who, befides poffefi-
ing an dccurate knowledge of ‘aftronomy, had
diftinguifhed himfelf by his enquiries into . the
geography of the Southern Oceans, and by the
collection he had publithed of feveral voyages to
thofe parts of the world. Mr. Dalrymple being

Aenfible of the difficulty, or rather of the impofli-

- bility, of carrying a fhip through unknown feas,

the crew of which were not fubje@ to the mili-
tary difcipline of his Majefty’s Navy, he made
it the condition of his going, that he fhould
have a brevet commiffion as Captain of the

‘veflel , in the fame manner as fuch a commiffion

had been granted to Dr. Halley in his voyage
of difcovery. To this demand Sir Edward . -
Hawke , who was thep at the head of the

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Admiralty, and who poflefied more of the {pirit of
‘his profeffion than either of education or fcience,
abfolutely refufed to accede. He faid at the
board, that his confcience would not allow him
to truft any fhip of his Majefty’s to a perfon
who had not regularly been bred a feaman. On
being farther prefled upon the fubje&, Sir Ed-
ward declared , that he would fuffer his right
hand to be cut off, before he would fign any
fuch commiffion. In this he was, in fome degree,
juftified by the mutinous behaviour of Halley’s
crew , who refufed to acknowledge the legal
authority of their commander, and involved him
in a difpute which was attended with pernicious
confequences. Mr. Dalrymple, on the other hand,
was equally fteady in requiring a compliance
with the terms he had propofed. Such was the
ftute of things, when Mr. Stephens, Secretary to
the Admiralty , whofe difcrimination of the nu-
merous characters, with which by his ftation he is
converfant, reflets as much cgedit on his under-
ftanding , as his upright and able condu@ does
on the office he has filled, for fo many years,
and under fo many adminiftrations, with honour
to himfelf and advantage to the public, obferved
to the board, that, fince Sir Edward Hawke and
Mr. Dalrymple wete equally inflexible, no
method remained but that of finding out another
perfon capable of the fervice. He knew, le faid,

a Mr. Cook, who had been employed as Marine -

Surveyor of Newfoundland, who had been regu-
larly educated in the Navy, in which he was a
C2
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mafter, and whom he judged to be fully quali-
fied for the direction of the prefent undertaking.
M. Stephens, at the fame time, recommended
it to the Board, to take the opinion of Sir
Hugh Pallifer, who had lately been Governor
of Newfoundland, and was intimately acquainted
with Cook’s character. Sir Hugh rejoiced -in the
opportunity of ferving his friend. He ftrengthened
Mz. Stephen’s recommendation to the utmoft of
his power; and added many things in IMz. Cook’s

. favour, arifing from the particular kgowledge

which he had of his abilities and merit *. Ac-
cordingly, Mr. Cook was appointed to the
command of the expedition by the Lords of the
Admiralty ; and, on this ‘occafion, he was pro-
moted to the rank of a Lieutenant in the Royal
Navy, his commiffion bearing date on the twenty-
fifth of May, 1768. t.

When the appointment had taken place, the
firft object was to provide a velfel adapted to the
purpofes of the voyage. This bufinefs was com-
mitted to Sir Hugh Pallifer; who took Lieutenant
Cook to his affiftance, and they* examined toge-
ther a great number of the fhips which then lay
in the river Thames. At length, they fixed upon
one, of three hundred and feventy tons, to
which was given the name of the Endeavour tt.

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While preparations were making for Lieute- CH 4 P.
nant Cook’s expedition, Captain Wallis returned - 1L
from his voyage round the world. The Earl of 1768
Morton, Prefident of the Royal Society, had
recommended it to this gentleman, on his going
out, to fix upon a proper place for obferving
the tranfit of Venus. He kept, accordingly, the
obje& in view; and having difcovered, w the

~ courfe of his enterprife, an ifland, called by him
George’s Ifland, but which hath fince been found
to bear the name of Otaheite, he judged that
Port Royal harbour in this ifland would afford
an eligible fituation for the purpofe. Having,
immediately on his return to Englapd, fignified
his opinion to the Earl of Morton, the Captain’s
idea was adopted by the Society, and. an an{wer
conformable to it was fent to the Commiflioners
of the Admiralty, who had applied for directions
to what place the obfervers (hould be fent *.

Mr. Charles Green, a gentleman who had
long been affiftant to Dr. Bradley at the royal
obfervatory at Greenwich , was united with ,
Lieutenant Cook in conducting the aftronomical
part of the voyage; and, foon after their appoint-
ment, they received ample inftructions, from the
Council of the Royal Society, with regard to
the method of carrying on their enquiries t. The

The wind becoming fair on the 26th
of that month, our navigators got under fail,
and on the 13th of September anchored in Fun-
chiale Road, in the ifland of Madeira t.

While Lieutenant Cook and his company were
in this ifland, they were treated with the utmoft
kindnefs and liberality by Mr. Cheap, the Eng-
lith Conful there, and one of the moft confider-
able merchants in the town of Funchiale. He
infilted upon their faking pofleflion of his houfe,
and furnifhed them with ever%pomblc accom-
modation during their ftay at{Madeira. They
- received , likewife, great marks of attention and
civility from:Dr. Thomas Heberden, the prin-
cipal phyfician of the ifland, and brother to the
excellent and learned Dr. Willlam Heberden, .of
London.

and the anchors, cables, fails, and rigging of
the veffel much injured. By the courfe he 1
purfued , none of thefe inconveniences were §
{uffered. In fhort, Lieutenant Cook, by his own 3
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4 example in doubling Cape Horn, by his accurate
afcertainment of the latitude and Tongitude of
the places he came to, and by his inftructions
to future voyagers performed the moft effential
fervices to this part of navigation *.

It was on the 26th of January that the Endea-
vour took her departure from Cape Horn; and
it appeared, that, from that time to the 1ft of
March, during a run of fix hundred and fixty
leagues, there was no current which affected the
/4 thip. Hence it was highly probable that our
# navigators had been near no land of any confi-
%4 derable extent, currents being always found
? when land is not remote ¥*.

In the profecution of Lieutenant Cook’s voyage

% from Cape Horn to Otaheite feveral iflands were

difcovered, to which the names were given of

. Lagoon Ifland, Thrumb-cap , Bow Ifland, The

Groups, Bird Ifland, and Chain Ifland. It ap-
peared that moft of thefe iflands were inhabited;
and the verdure, and groves of palm-trees,
which were vifible upon fome of them, gave
them the afpe@ of a terreftrial paradife to men
who, excepting the dreary hills of Terra del
Fuego , had feen nothing for a long time but
fky and water t.

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One of the firft things that occupied the
Lieutenant’s attention , after his arrival at Ota-
heite, was to prepare for the execution of his
grand commiffion. For this purpofe, as in an
excurfion to the weftward, he had not found
any more corvenient harbour than that in which
the Endeavour lay, he determined to go on
thore and ix upon fome fpot, commanded by
the guns of the fhip, where he might throw
up a fmall fort for deferice, and get every
thing ready for making the aftronomical obfer-
vation. Accordingly , he took a party of
men, and landed, being accompanied by Mr.

Banks , Dr. Solander, and Mr. Green. They |

foon fixed upon a’ place very proper for their
defign, and which “was at a confiderable diftance
from any habitation of (the natives. "While the
gentlemen were marking out the ground which
they intended to occupy, and feeing a fmall tent
eredted that belonged to Mr. Banks, a great

‘number of the people of the country gathered

gradually around them, but with no hoftile
appearance, as there was not among the Indians
a fingle weapon of any kind. Mr. Cook, how-
ever, intimated that none of them were to come

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within the line he had drawn, excepting one,
who appeared to be a chief, and Owhaw, a
native who had attached himfelf to the Englith,
both in Captain Wallis’s expedition and in the
prefent voyage. The Lieutenant endeavoured to
make thefe two perfons underftand that the
ground which had been marked out was only
wanted to fleep upon for a certain yjumber of
nights, and that then it would be . quitted.
Whether his meaning was comprehended or not,
he could not cehainly determine; but the people
behaved with a deference and refpec that could
fcarcely have been expected, and which were
highly pleafing.  They fat down -without the
circle, peaceably aud uninterruptedly artending
to the progrefs of the bufinefs, which was
upwards -of two hours in completing.

This matter being finithed, and Mr. Cook
having appointed thirteen marines and a petty
officer to guard the tent, he and the gentlemen
with him fet out upon a little excurfion into the
woods of the country. They had not, however,
gone far, before they were brought back by.a
very difagreeable event. One of the Indians,
who remained about the tent after the Lieutenant
and his friends had left it, watched an oppor-
tunity of taking the centry at unawares, and
fnatched away his mufquet. Upon this, the petty
officer who commanded the party, and who was
a Midfhipman, ‘ordered the marines to fire. With
equal want of confideration, and, perhaps, with
equal inhumanity , the men inmediately difcharged
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their pieces among the thicket of the flying
crowd, who confilted of more than a hundred.
It being obferved that the thief did not fall, he

was purfued, and fhot dead. From fubfequent,

information it happily appeared, that none of
the natives befides were either killed or wounded.

Lieutenant Cook, who was highly difpleafed
with the condu@ of the petty officer, ufed every
method in his power to difpel the terrors-and
apprehenfions of the Indians, but not immediate-
ly with effe® The next morning but few of
the inhabitants were feen upon'the beach, and
not one of them came off to the fhip. What
“added particularly to the regret of the Englith
was that even Owhaw, who had hitherto been
fo conftant in his attachment,~and who the day
before had been remarkably a&tive in endeavour-
ing to renew the peace which had been broken,
did not now make his appearance. In the even-
ing, however, when the Lieutenant went on

fhore with only a ‘boat’s crew and fome of the

gentlemen, between thirty and forty of the natives
gathered around them, and trafticked with them,
in a friendly manner, for cocoa-nuts and other
fruit*.

On the 17th, Mr. Cook and Mr. Green fet
up a tent on fhore, and fpent the night there,
in order to obferve an Eclipfe of the firft fatellite
of Jupiter; but they met with a difappointment,
in confequence of the weather’s becoming cloudy.

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CHar The next day, the Lieutenant, with as many of ’
Il his people as could poffibly be fpared from the 7
1769. {hip, began to ere@ the fort. While the Englifh

were _employed in this bufinefs, many of the
Indians were fo far from hindering, that they
voluntarily affifted them, and with great alacrity
brought the pickets and fafcins from the wood
where they had been cut. Indeed, fo fcrupulous
. bad Mr. Cook been of iuvading their property,

~ that every ftake which was ufed was purchafed], ¥
and not a tree was cutdown till their confent had

firlt been obtained *. : E

2 On the 26th, the Lieutenant mounted fix fwivel
guns upon the fort, on which occafion he faw, N

with concern, that the natives were alarmed and
terrified.  Some fithermen, who lived upon the
point, removed to a greater diftance ; and Owhaw
informed the Englifh, by figns, of his expe@ation
that in four days they would fire their great
guns. ‘

April. The Lieutenant, on the fucceeding day, gave
a ftriking proof of his regard to juftice, and of
his care to preferve the inhabitants from injury
and violence, by the punifhment he inflicted on

Wf the Endeavour, who was accufed
" of hvigthreatened , or attempted, the life of
- a woman that was the wife of Tubourai Tomaide,
a chief remarkable for his attachment to our na-
vigators. The butcher wanted to purchafe of her
a ftone hatchet for a nail. To this bargain fiie

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abfolutely refufed to agcede; upon which the
fellow catched up the hatchet, and threw down
the nail ; threatening, at the fame time, that if
fhe made any refiltance,, he would cut her throat

with a reaping-hook whlch be had ‘in his hand. "

The charge was fo fully proved in the prefence
of Mr. Banks, and the butcher had fo little to
fay in exculpation of hmfelf, that not the leaft
doubt remained of his guilt. The affair being
reported by IVIr. Banks to Lieutenant Cook, he
took an opportunity, when the CHKief and his
women, with others of the natives, were on board
the fhip, to -call up the offender, and, after re-
capitulating the accufition and the proof of it,
to give orders for his immediate punifhment.
While the butcher was ftripped, and tied up to
the rigging , the Indians preferved a fixed atten-
tion, and waited for the event in filent fufpence.
But as foon as the firlt firoke was inflicted, fuch
was the humanity of thefe people, that they
interfered with great agitation,; and earneftly
mtreated that the relt of the punithment might
be remitted. To this, however, the Lieutenant,
for various reafons, could not grant his confent;
and, when they found that their interceflions
were ineffectual, they manifefted their compaffion
by tears*.

On the firft of May, the obfervatory was fet
op, and the aftroncmical quadrant, together with
fome other inftruments, was taken on fhore,

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When, on the next morning, Mr. Cook and
Mr. Green landed for the purpofe of fixing the
quadrant in a fituation for ufe, to their inexpref-
fible furprize.and concern it was not to be found.
It had been depofited in a tent referved for the
Lieutenant’s ufe, where no one had flept: it had
never been taken out of the packing-cafe, and
the whole was of confiderable weight: none of
the other inftruments were miffing; and a centinel
had been pofted the whole night within five yards
of the tent. Thefe circumflances induced a fufpi-
cion that.the robbery might have been committed
by fome of our own people, who bhaving feen a
deal box, and not knowing the contents, might
1magine that it contained nails, or other articles
for traftic with the natives. The moft diligent
fcarch, therefore, was made, and a large reward
was offered for the finding of the quadrant, but
with no degree of fuccefs. In this exigency, Mr.
Banks was of eminent fervice. As this gentleman
had more influence over the Indians than any
other perfon on board the Endeavour, and as
there could now be little doubt of the quadrant’s
having been conveyed away by fome of the na-
tives, he determined to go 1n fearch of it into-the
woods; and it was recovered in confequence of
his judicious and fpirited exertions. The pleafure
with which it was brought back was equal ta
the importance of the event; for the grand object
of the voyage could not otherwife have been
accomplifhed *,

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Another embarraffigent , though not of fo ferious
a nature, was occafioned, on the very fame
day, by one of our officers having inadvertently
taken into cuftody Tootahah, a chief who had
conneted himfelf in the moft friendly manner
with the Englifh. Lieutenant Cook, who had
given exprefs orders that none of the Indians
fhould be confined, and who, therefore, was
equally furprized and concerned at this tranfac.
tion, inftantly fet Tootahah at liberty. So ftrongly
had this Indian been poffefled with the notion
that it was intended to put him to death, that
he could not’be perfuaded to the contrary till
he was led out of the fort. His joy at his deli-
verance was fo great, that it difplayed itfelf in
a liberality which our people were very unwil-
ling to partake of, from a confcioufnefs that on
this occafion they had no claim to the reception
of favours. The impreflion, however, of the
confinement of the chief operated with fuch force
upon the minds of the natives, that few of them
appeared ; and the market was fo il fupplied,
that the Englifh were in want of neceffaries. At
length, by the prudent exertions of Licutenant
Cook , Mr. Banks, and Dr. Solander, the
friendfhip of Tootahah was completely recovered,
and the reconcihiation worked upon the Indians
like a charm; for it was no fooner known that
he bad gone voluntarily on board the Endeavour,
than bread-fruit, cocoa-nuts, and other provi-
fions, were brought to the fort in great plenty *.

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The Lieutenant and the reft of the gentlemen
had hitherto, with a laudable difcretion, bartered
only beads for the articles of food now mention-

. ed. But the market becoming flack, they were

obliged for the firft time, on the eighth of May,
to bring out their nails; and fuch was the effet
of this new commodity, that one of the fmalleft
fize, which was about four inches long, procured
twenty cocoa-nuts , and bread-fruit in proportion *.

1t was nct till the tenth of the month that our
voyagers learned that the Indian name of the
lﬂand was OTAHEITE, by which name it hath
fince been always dxﬁmguxfhed*

On Sunday the fourteenth, an inftance was
exhibited of the inattention of the natives to our
modes of religion. The Lieutenant had directed
that divine fervice fhould be performed at the
fort; and he ‘was defirous that fome of the prin-
cipal Indians fhould be prefent. IMr. Banks
fecured -the attendance of Tubourai Tamaide
and his wife Tomio, hoping that it would give
occafion to fome enquiries on their part, and to
fome inftruction in return. During the whole
{fervice , theyr very attentively obferved IMr.
Banks’s behaviour, and ftood, fat, or kneeled,
as they faw him do; and they appeared to bc
fenfible that it was a ferious and important em-
ployment in which the Englith were engaged.
But when the worfhip was ended, neither of

B The anxjety for fuch weather as“would be
avourable to the fuccefs of the experiment, was

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powerfully felt by all the parties concerned.
They could not fleep in peace the preceding §
night : but their apprehenfions were happily S
removed by the fun’s rifing, on the morning of 3§
the third of June, without a cloud. The weather -
continued with equal clearnefs through the whole
of the day; fo that the obfervation was fuccefs-
fully made in every quarter. At the fort, where
Eieutenant Cook, V. Green, and Dr. Solander
were ftationed , the whole paffage of the planet
Venus over the fun’s difk was obferved with
great advantage. The magnififing power of Dr.
Solander’s telefcope was fuperior to that of thofe
which belonged to the Lieutenant and to Mr.
Green.  They all faw an atmofplere or dulky
cloud round the body of the planet; which
much difturbed the times of contad, and efpe-
cially of the internal ones; and, in their accounts 3§

of difcipline. Complamt havmg been made to
him, by certain of the natives, that two of the

feamen bad taken from them feveral bows and
arrows , and fome firings of plated hair, and the
charge being fully fupported, he punifhed each
of the criminals which two dozen of lafhes.

On the fame day it was difcovered , that
Otahelte like other countries in a certain penod
of fociety, has its bards and its minftrels. Mr.
Banks, in his morning’s walk, had met with a

number of natives , who appeared, upon enquiry, 3
to be traveHing muficians; and having learned
where they were to be at night, all the gentle- 3
men of ‘the Endeavour repaired to the place. 3§
The band confifted of two flutes and three 4§
drums; and the drummers accompanied the mufic 3§
with their voices. To the furprize of the Englith 3
gentlemen , they found that themfelves werc 48
generally the fubje&t of the fong, which was §
unpremeditated. ‘Thefe minfirels were continually 3
going about from place to place; and they were '3
~ rewarded, by the mafter of the houfe and the 1

audience, with fuch things as they wanted.

when a confiderable robbery had been committed,

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failling canoes of the inhabitants came in with a

fupply of fith. Upon thefe Lieutenant Cook imme-
diately feized, and, having brought them into the
river behind the fort, gave notice, that unlefs
the things which had been ftolen were returned,
the canoes fhould be burnt. This menace, without
defigning to put it into execution, he ventured
to publith, from a full conviction that, as refti-
tution was thus made a common caufe, the ftolen
goods would all of them fpeedily be brought
back. In this, however, he was miftaken. An
iron coal-rake, indeed, was reftored; upon
which great folicitation was' made for the releafe
of the canoes; but he {till infifted on his original
condition. ‘'When the next day came, he was
much furprized to find that nothing farther had
been returned; and, as the people were in the
utmoft diftrefs for "the fith, which would in a
fhort time be fpoilt, he was reduced to the
difagreeable alternative, either of releafing the
canoes, contrary to what he had folemnly. and
publicly declared, or of detaining them, to the
great damage of thofe who were innocent. As a
temporary expedient, he permitted the natives
to take the fifh, but fill detained the canoes. So
far was this meafure from being attended with
advantage, that it was produéhve of new confu-
fion and injury; for as it was not eafy at once
to diftinguilh to what particular perfons the

feveral lots of fith belonged, the canoes were 3

plundered by thofe who had no right to any
part of their -cargo. At length, moft prefling

2B the canoes, and Lieutenant Cook having reafon 1L

to believe, either that the things for which he 1764

The Lieutenant having
ent a boat on fhore to get. ballaft for the fhip,
the officer, not immediately finding ftones fuitable

28 to the purpofe, began to pull down fome part
B of an inclofure in which the inhabitants had

depofited the bones of their dead. This acion
a_number of the natives violently oppofed ; and
a meflenger came down to the tents, to acquaint

the gentlemen that no fuch thing would be
o fuffered. Mr. Banks dire@ly repaired to the
.28 place,, and foon put an amicable end to the
i conteft, by fending the boat’s crew to the river,

where a fufficient quantity of ftones might be
gathered without a poffibility of giving offence.
Thefe Indians appeared to be much more alarmed
at any injury which they apprehended to be done

to the dead than to the living. This was the only

meafure in which they ventured to oppofe the

Englifh: and the only infult that was ever offered -
to any individual belonging to the Endeavour
was upon a fimilar occafion*. It fhould undoubt-
edly be the concern of all voyagers, to abftain
from wantonly offending the religious prejudices

f the people among whom they come.

To extend the knowledge of navigation and
the fphere of difcovery, obje&ts which we need
not fay that Lieutenant Cook kept always flead-
ily in view, he fet out, in the pinnace, on

-the twenty-fixth of June, accompanied by Mr.

Banks, to make the circuit of the ifland. The
particulars of this circuit; in which the Lieutenant
and his companions were once thrown into great
alarm by the apprebended lofs of the boat, are

fully related i Dr. Hawkefworth’s Narratxve By "
this expedition Mr. Cook obtained an acquaint- 3
ance with the feveral diftri®s of Otaheite, the #

chiefs who prefided over them, and a variety of
curious circumftances rcfpe&mg the manners and

‘cuftoms of the inhabitants. On the firft of July,

he got back to the fort at Matavai, having found
the circuit of the ifland , including the two
peninfulas of which it conﬁfted , to be about
thirty leagues +.

The cxrcumnavxgatlon of Otaheite was fol-
lowed by an expedition of Mr. Banks’s to trace

the
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the river up the valley from which it iffues,
and examine how far its banks were inhabited.
During this excurfion, he difcerned many traces
of fubterraneous fire. The ftones, like thofe of
Madeira, difplayed evident tokens of having
been burnt; and the very clay upon the hills had
the fame appearance.

Another valuable employment of Mr. Banks

was the planting of a great quantity of the feeds

of water-melons, oranges, lemons, limes, and
other plants and trees which he had colleGted at
Rio de Janeiro. For thefe he prepared ground on
each fide of the fort , and felected as many
i varieties ‘of foil as could be found. He gave,
% alfo, liberally of thefe feeds to the natives, and
planted ‘many of them in the woods *
Lieutenant Cook now began to prepare for his
departure. On the feventh of July, the carpenters
were. employed in taking down the gates and
pallifadoes of the fortification; and it was con-
tinued to be difmantled during the two follow-
ing days. Our Commander and the 1éft of the
gentlemen were in hopes that they fhould quit
Otaheite without giving or receiving any farther
offence; but in this relpe@® they were unfortun-
ately difappointed. The Lieutenant had prudently
overlooked a difpute of a fmaller nature between
a couple of foreign feamen and fome of the
Indians, when he was immediately involved in
a quarrel which he greatly regretted, and which

yet it was totally out of his power to avoid. In
the middle of the night, between the eighth and
the ninth, Clement Webb and Samuel Gibfon,
two of the marines, went privately from the
fort. As they were not to be found in the
morning , Mr. Cook was apprehenfive that they

‘intended to ftay behind; but, being unwilling

to endanger the harmony and good-will which
at prefent fubfifted between our people and the
natives, he determined to wait a day for the
chance of the men’s return. As, to the great
concern of the Lieutenant, the marines were not
come back on the morning of the tenth, enquiry
was made after them of the Indians, 'who ac-
knowledged that each of them had taken a wife,
and bad refolved. to become inhabitants of the
country. After fome deliberation, two of the
natives undertook to conduc fuch perfons to the
place of the deferters’ retreat as Mr. Cook fhould
think proper to fend; and accordingly he dif-
patched with the guides a petty officer, and.the
ccrporal of the marines. As it'was of the utmoft
importance to recover the men, and to do it
fpeedily , it was ‘intimated to feveral of the
chiefs who were in the fort with the women,
among whom were Tubourai Tomaide, Tdnio,

and Oberea, that they would not be permitted -

to leave it till the fugitives were returned; and
the Lieutenant had the pleafure of obferving that
they received the intimation with very little
indications of alarm, and with aflurances that his
people fhould be fecured and fent back as foon as

poflible. While this tranfaction took place at the
fort, our Commander fent Mr. Hicks in the
pinnace to fetch Tootahah on board the fhip.
Mr. Cook had reafon to expec, if the Indian
guides proved faithful, that the deferters, and
thofe who went in fearch of them, would return
before the evening. Being difappointed, his fuf-
picicns increafed, and thinking it not fafe, when
the night approached, to let the perfons whom
he had detained as hoftages continue at the fort,
he ordered Tubourai Tomaide, Oberea, and
fome others, to be taken on board the Endea-
vour; a circumftance which excited fo general
an alarm, that feveral of them, and efpecially
the women, expreffed their apprehenfions with
great emotion and many tears. Webb, about
nine oclock, was brought back by fome of the
natives, who declared that Gibfon, and the petty
officer and cerporal, would not be reftored till
Tootahah fhould be fet at liberty. Lieutenant
Cook now found that the tables were turned
upon him; but, baving proceeded too far to
retreat, he immediately difpatched Mr. Hicks in
the long-boat, with a ftrong party of men, to
refcue the prifoners. Tootahah was, at the fame
time , informed, that it behoved him to fend

- fome of his people with them, for the purpofe

of affording them effectual affiftance. With “this
injunction he readily complied, and the prifoners
were teftored without the leaft oppofition. On
the next .day they were brought back to the
fhip, upon which thie chiofs were. releafed from

their confinement. Thus ended an affair which
had given the Lieutenant a' great deal of trouble
and concern. It appears , however, that the
meafure which he purfued was the refult of an
abfolute neceflity ; - fince it was only by the
feizure of the chiefs that he could have recovered
his men. Love was the feducer of the two mari-
nes. So ftrong was the attachment which they
had formed to a couple of girls, that it was
their defign to conceal themfelves till the thip
had failed, and to take up their reflidence in the

“1ftand *.

Tupia was -one of the natives who had fo
particularly devoted himfelf to the Englith, that
he had fcarcely ever been abfent from them
during the whole of their ftay at Otaheite. He
had been Oberea’s firft minifter , while fhe was
in the height of her power; and he was alfo
chief prieft of the country. To his knowledge
of the religious principles and ceremonies of the
Indians, he added great experience in navigation,
and a particular acquaintance with the- number
and fituation of the neighbouring iflands. Tkis
man had often exprefled a defire to go With our
navigators, and when they were ready to depart,
he came on board, with a boy about thirteen
years of age, and intreated that he might be
permitted to proceed with them on their voyage.
To have fuch a perfon in the Endeavour, was
defirable on. many accounts; and, therefore,
Lieutenant Cook gladly acceded to hls propofal.

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On the thirteenth of July, the Englifh weighed Cu a ».
anchor; and as foon as the fhip was under fail, IL
the Indians on board took their leaves , and 1769.
wept, with a decent and filent forrow, in which 13July.
there was fomething very ftriking and tender.
Tupia fuftained himfelf in this fcene with a truly
admirable firmnefs and refolution; 'for, though
he wept, the effort he made to conceal his tears
concurred , with them, to do him honour. i

The ftay of our voyagers at Otaheite was three

months , the greater part of which time was
fpent in the moft cordial friendfhip with the
inhabitants , and a perpetual reciprocation of -
good offices. That any differences fhould hap-
pen , was greatly regretted on the part of
Lieutenant Cook and his friends, who were
ftudious to avoid them as much as poffible. The
principal caufes of them refulted from the pecu-
lar fituation and circumfances of the Englith
and the Indians, 4nd efpecially from the difpo-
fition of the latter to theft. The effedts of this
difpofition could not always be fubmitted to or
prevented. It was happy, however, that there
was only a fingle inftance in which the differen-
- ces that arefe were attended with any fatal
- confequence; and by that accident the Lieuten-
ant was inftruted to take the moft effectual
meafures for the future prevention of fimilar
‘events. He ‘had nothing fo much at heart, as
that in no cafe the mtercourfc of his people
with the natives fhould be produdive of blood-
fhed, .

Es
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The traffic with the inhabitants for provifions
and refrefhments, which was chiefly under the
management of Mr. Banks, was carried on with
as much order as in any well regulated market
in Europe. Axes, hatchets, fpikes, large hails,
looking-glaffes , knives, and beads, were found
to be the beft articles to deal in; and for fome
of thefe, every thing which the inhabitants
poffeffed might be procured. They were, indeed,
fond of fine linen cloth , whether white or
printed ; but an axe, worth half a crown, would
fetch more than a piece of cloth of the value of
twenty fhillings *.

It would deviate from the plan of this narra-
tive, to enter into a minute account of the
nature, productions, inhabitants, cuftoths, and
manners of the countries which were difcovered
or vifited by Mr. Cook; or to give a particular
detail of every nautical , geographical , and
altronomical obfervation. Thefe things muft be
fought for in the voyages at large which have

- been publifhed by authority. It will be fufficient

here to take notice, that our Commander did
not depart from Otaheite without accumulating
a ftore of information and inftru&ion for the
nlargement of knowledge and the benefit of
navigation.

While the Endeavour proceeded on her
voyage under an eafy fail, Tupia’ informed

Lieutenant Cook, that, at four of the neigh-

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bouring iflands, which he diftinguifhed by the
names of HuaugiNe, ULiETEA, OTAHA, and
Borarora, hogs, fowls, and other refrefhments,
which had latterly been fparingly fupplied at
Otaheite , might be procured in great plenty.
The Ligenant, however, was defirous of firlt ex-
amining an ifland that lay to the northward, and
was called TETHUROA. Accordingly, he came
near it; but having found it to be only a fmall
low ifland, and being told, at the fame time,
that it had no fettled inhabitants, he determined
to drop any farther examina:ion of it, and to go
in fearch of Huaheine and Ulietea, which were
defcribed to be well peopled, and as large as
* Otaheite.

On the fifteenth of July, the weather bemg
hazy, with light breezes and calms fucceeding
each other, fo that no land could be feen, and
little way was made, Tupia afforded an amuﬁng
proof that, in the exercife of his prieftly charac-
ter, he knew how to unite fome degree of art
with his fuperftition. He often prayed for a
wind to his god Tane, and as often boafted
of his fuccefs. This, indeed, he took a moft
effetual method to fecure; for he never began
his addrefs to his DlVll]lty, till he percelved the
breeze to be fo near, that he knew it muft
approach the fhip before his fupplications could
‘well be brought to a conclufion *.

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The Endeavour, on the fixteenth, being clofe
in ‘with the north-weft part of Huaheme fome
canoes foon came off, in one of which was the
King of the ifland and his wife. At firft the
people feemed afraid; but, upon feeing Tupia,
their apprehenfiovs were in part dnfperfed s
and, at length , in confequence of frequent and
carneftly-repeated affurances of friendfhip, their
Mayefties and feveral others ventured on board
the fhip. Their aftonifhment at every thing
which was fhewn them was very great; and yet
their curloﬁty did not extend to any objeds but
what were partlcularly pointed out to their
notice. When they had become more familiar,
Mr. Cook was given to underftand , that the
King was called OREE, and that he: propofed,

~as a mark of amity, their making an exchange

of their names. To this our Commander readily
confented; and, during the remainder of their
being together, the Lieutenant was Oree, and
his-Majelty was Cookee. In the afternoon, the
Endeavour having come to an anchor, in a
{mall but excellent harbour on the. weft fide of
the ifland, the pame of which was OWHARRE,
Mr. Cook accompanigd by NMr. Banks, Dr.
Solander , I\’Ir Mouokhoufe, Tupia, and the
natives who had béen, on board ever fince the

‘morning , immediately went on fhore. The Eng-

lilh gentlemen repe'lted their excurfions on the
two following days ; in the courfe of which
they found that the people of Huaheine had a.
very near-refemblance to thofe of Otaheite, in
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@perfon, drefs, language, and every other cir- CHa r.
cumftance ; and that the productions of the IL
ountry were exactly fimilar. 1769.
In trafficking with our people, the inhabitants

of Huaheine difplayed a caution and hefitation

vhich rendered the dealing with them flow and
edious. On the nineteenth, therefore, the Eng- 1 Juy

Among other prefents made to Oree, were fome

7and particularly the plate, he promifed carefully

thought to be as lafting a teftimony as any he

could well provide, that the Englith had firft
difcovered the ifland ; and having difmiffed his
viﬁter_s , who were highly pleafed with the
treatment they had met with, he failed for

Ulietea, in a good harbour of which he anchored -
the next day * 7

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. The time which the carpenters had taken up
in ftopping the leak of the fhip, having detained
our voyagers longer at Ulietea than they would
otherwife have ftaid, Lieutenant Cook deter-
mined to give up the defign of going on fhore at
Bolabola, efpecially as it appeared to be difficult
of accefs. The principal iflands, about which
the Englifh had now fpent fomewhat more than
three weeks , were fix in number; Ulietea, 3
Otaha, Bolabola, Huaheine, Tubai, and Mau- 3§
rua*  As they lie contiguous to each other, the
Lieutenant gave them the general appellation of
SociETy IsLaxps: but did not think proper
to diftinguifh them feparately by any other
names than thofe by \Vhlch they were called by
the nauves.

On the ninth of Auguft, the Ieak of the veflel
having -been ftopped, and the frefh ftock that
had been purchafed being brought on board, our
Commander took the opportunity of a breeze
which fprang up at eaft, and failed out of the
harbour. As he was failing away, Tupia ftrongly
urged him to fire a fhot towards Bolabola; and,

~ though that ifland was at feven leagues diftance,

the Lieutenant obliged him by complying with

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his requeft. Tupia’s views probably were, to
difplay a mark of his refentment, and to fhew
the power of his new allies *.

Our voyagers purfued their courfe, without
meeting with any event worthy of notice, till
the thirteenth, when land was difcovered bearing
fouth-eaft , and which Tupia informed them to be
an ifland called OHETEROA. On the next day, Mr.
Cook fent Mr. Gore, one of his Lieutenants, in
the pinnace, with orders that he fhould endeavour
to get on fhore, and Rarn from the natives whe-
ther there was anchorage, in a bay then in fight
and- what land lay farther to the fouthward.

" Mr. Gore was accompanied in this expedition

by Mr. Banks, Dr. Solander, and Tupia, 'who
ufed every method, but in vain, to conciliate the
mind of the inhabitants, and to engage them in
a friendly intercourfe. As, upon making the
circuit of the ifland neither harbour nor anchorage
could be found upon it, and, at the fame time,
the difpofition of the people was fo hoftile, that
landicg would be rendered impradicable without
bloodthed, Mr. Cook determined, with equal
wifdom and humanity, not to attempt it, having
no motive that could juftify the riik of life t.

From Tupia our navigators learned that there
were various iflands lying at different diftances and
in different direGtions from Obheteroa, between
the fouth and the northweft; and that to the

" north-eaft there ‘was an ifland called Manua,

Bird Hland. This he reprefented as being at the.
diftance of three days fail; but he feemed moft
defirous that Lieutenant Cook fhould proceed to .
the weftward, and defcribed feveral iflands in that
fituation, which he faid he had vifited. It ap-

- peared, from his defcription of them, that thefe

were prghably Bofcawen and .Keppel's iflands,
which were difcovered by Captain Wallis. The
fartheft  iftand that Tupia knew of to the fouth-
ward , "]ay, he faid, at the diftance of about
two days fail from Oheteroa, and was called
Movutovu. But he added, that his father had
informed him of there being iflands flill more. to
the fouth.  Upon- the . whole', - our ‘Commander
determined to ftand fouthward in fearch of a con-
tinent, and to lofe no time in attempting to dif-
cover any other iflands than fuch as he might
happen to fall in with during his courfe t.

On the fifteenth of Auguft, our voyagers fail-

"ed from Obheteroa; and on the .twenty-fifth of

the fame month was celebrated the anniverfary
of their departure from England. The comet
was feen on the thirtieth. It was a little above
the horizon, in the eaftern part of the heavens,
at one in the morning ; and at about halfan hour

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after four it paffed the meridian, and its tail

~ {fubtended an angle of forty-two degrees *. Tupia,

who was among othcrs that oblerved the comet,
inftantly cried out, that as foon as it fhould be
feen by the people of Bolabola, they would
attack the mhabntants of Ulietea, who would
be obliged to endeavour to prefervc their lives
by fleeing with the utmoft precipitation to the
mountaibs. ’

On the {ixth of O&ober land was difcovered,
which appeared to be large. When, on the next
day, it was more diftinétly vifib'e, it affamed a
ftill larger appearance, and difplayed four or five
ranges of hills, fifing one over the other, abové
all which was a chain of mountains of an enorm-
ous height. This land naturally became the
fubje& of much eager converfation; and the ge.
neral opinion of the gentlemen on board the En-
deavour was, that they had found the Terra
auftralis incognita. In fa@, it was a part of New
Zealand, where the firft adventures the Englith
met with were very.unpleafant; on account of
the hoflile difpofition of the inhabitants.

Lieutenant Cook, having anchored, on the
eighth, in a bay, at the entrance of a fmall river,
went on fhore in the evening, with the¢ pinnace
and yawl, accompanied by Mr. Banks and Dr:
Solander, and attended with a patty of mem
Being defirous of converfing with fome nativés

the river from that on which he had landed, he
ordered the yawl in, to carry himfelf and his
companions over, and left the pinnace at the
entrance. When they came near the place where
the Indians were aflembled, the latter 21l ran
away; and the gentlemen, having left four
boys to take care of the yawl, walked up to
feveral huts which were about two or. three
hundred yards from the water-fide. They had
not gone very far, when four men, armed with
long lances, rufhed out of the woods, and run-
ning up to attack the boat would certainly have -
cut her off, if they had not beengdifcovered by
the people in the pinnace, who called to the boys
to drop down the fiream. The boys inftantly
obeyed; but being clofely purfued by the na-
tives, the cockfwain of the pinnace, to whom
the charge of the boats was committed, fired a
mufquet over their heads. At this they ftopped
and looked around them; but their alarm fpee-
dily fubfiding, they brandifhed their lances in a
threatening manner, and ¢in a few minutes re-
newed the purfuit. The firing of a fecond muf-
quet over their heads did not draw from them
any kind of notice. At laft, one of them having
Iifted up his fpear to dart it-at the boat, “another
piece was fired, by which he was fhot dead.
At the fall'of their aflociate, the three remaining
Indians ftood for a while motionlefs, and feem-
ed petrified with aftonifhment. No fooner had
they recovered themfelves, than they went back,

dragging after them the dead body, which, Cu avr.
however, they were obliged to leave, that it il
~might not" retard their flight. Lieutenant Cook 1469.
and his friends , who had ftraggled to a little
diftance from each other, wecre drawn together
upon the report of the firlt mufquet, and returned
fpeedily to the boat, in which having crofled the
river, they foon beheld the Indian lying dead
upon the ground. After their return to the fhip,
they could hear the people on fhore talking
with great earneftnefs, in a very loud tone of
voice *, )
Notwithftanding this difafter, the Lieutenant; - .,
being defirous of eftablifhing an intercourfe with
the natives, ordered , on the following day, o2
three boats to be manned with feamen and
marines , and proceeded towards the fhore,
accompanied by Mr. Banks, Dr. Solander, the
other gentlemen, and Tupia. About fifty of the ¢
“inbabitants feemed to wait for their landing,
having feated themfelves upon the ground., on
the oppofite fide of the river. This being regard-
ed as a fign of fear, Mr. Cook, with only Mr.
Banks , Dr. Solander, and Tupia, advanced -
 towards them; but they had not gone many
paces before all the Indnans ftarted-up, and every
man produced - either a long pike, or a fmall
weapon of green talk.| Thouzh Tupia called
to them in the ]anguagle of Otaheite, they only
anfwered by ﬂounﬂumg their weapons, and

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making figns for the gentlemen to depart. On a
mufquet’s being fired wide of them, they defifted
from their threats ; and our Commander, who
had prudently retreated till the marines could be
landed , again advanced towards them , with
Mr. Banks, Dr. Solander, and Tupia, to whom
were now added Mr. Green and Mr. Monk-
houfe. Tupia was a fecond time directed to fpeak
to them, and it was perceived with great pleafure -
that he was perfectly underftood, his and their
language being the fame, excepting only in
a diverlity of diale®t He informed them
that our voyagers only wanted provifion and
water, in exchange for iron, the properties of
which he explained as far as he was able.
Though the natives feemed willing to trade,
Tupia was fenfible , during the courfe of his
converfation with them, that their intentions

~were unfriendly ; and of this he repeatedly

warned the Englith gentlemen. At length |
twenty or thirty of the Indians were induced to
crofs the river, upon which prefents were made
them of iron and beads. On thefe they appear-
ed to fet little value, and particularly on the
iron, not having the lealt conception of its ufe,

{o that nothing was obtained in return excepting
.a few feathers. Their arms, indeed, they offered
“to exchange for thofe of our voyagers, and this

being refufed, they made various attempts to
foatch them out of their hands. Tupia was now
inftructed to acquaint the Indians, that our
gentlemen  would be obliged to kill them, if
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they proceeded to any farther Vviolence; notwith-
ftanding which, one of them, while Mr. Green
“ happened to turn about, felzed Jhis hanger, and
_retired to’ a little diftance, with a fhout of
exultation. The others, at the fame tyme, began
to be extremely infolent, and more of the na-ives
were feen coming to join them from the oppofite
fide of the river. It being, therefore, neceflary
to reprefs them’, Mr. Banks fired, with fmall
fhot, at the diltance of about fifteen yards, upon
the man who had taken the hanger. Though
he was ftruck, he did not return the hanger,
but continued to wave it round his head, while
he flowly made his retreat. Mt Monkhoufe
then fired at him with ball, and he inftantly
dropped. So far, however, were the Indians
. from being fuﬂicxent]y terrified , that the main
body of them, who, upon the firft difcharge,
"had retired to a rock in the middle of the river,

began to return, and it was with no {mall -

difficulty that Mr. Monkhoufe fecured the hang-

er. The whole number of them continuing to

advance, three of the Englith party dxfcharged
their pieces at ther, loaded only with fmall

. fhot, upon which they fwam back for the fhore, -

and it appeared , upon their landing, that two

or three of them were waounded. While they

retired flowly up the country, Lieutenant Cook
and his companions reimbarked in their boats.
As the Lieutenant had unhappily experienced
that nothing, at this place, could be done with
thefe people » and fourid that the water in the
Fj

[y
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& C H ar. miver was falt, he proceeded in the boats, round

the head of the bay, in fearch of frefh water.
Befide this, he had formed a defign of furprizing
fome of the natives, and taking them on board, -
that, by kind treatment and prefents, he might.
obtain their friendfhip , and render them the
inftruments of eftablithing for him an amicable
intercourfe with their countrymen. While, upon
account of a damgerous furf which every where
“beat upon the fhore, the boats were prevented
from landing , our Commander faw two canoes
coming in from the fea, one under fail ,» and the
other worked with paddles. This he thought to-
be a favourable opportunity for executing his
' p{lrpofe. Accordingly , the boats were difpofed
in fugh a manner as appeared moft likely to be
fuccefsful in intercepting the canoes. Notwith-
ftanding this, the Indians, in the canoe which was
paddled, exerted themfelves with fo much vigour,
at the firft apprehenfion of danger, that they efcap-
ed to the neareft land. The other canoe failed on
without difcerning the Englith, till fhe was in
the midft of them; butno fooner had fhe difcover-
~ed them than the people on board ftruck their
fail, and plied their paddles fo brifkly as to outrun
the boat by which they were purfued. Being
within hearing, Tupia called to them to come
alongfide, with affurances that they fhould not
-in any degree be hurt or injured. They trufted,
however , more to their own paddles, than to
Tupia’s promifes, and continued to flee from
eur. navigators with all their power. Mr. Cook,
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as the leaft exceptionable expedient of accomplifh-
ing his defign, ordered a mufquet to be fired
over their heads. 'This, he hoped would either
make them furrender or leap into the water, but
it produced a contrary effet. The Indians ,

who were feven in number, immediately formed
a refolution not to fly, but to fight. When

therefore, the boat came up, they began the

attack with their paddles, and with ftones and -

other offenfive weapons; and they carried it on
with fo much vigour and violence, that the

Englith thought themfelves obliged to fire upon

them in their own defence; the confequence of
which was, that four were unhappily killed.
The other three, who were boys, the eldeft
about nineteen, and the youngeft abcut eleven,

inflantly leaped into the water, and endeavoured

to make their efcape; but being with fome
difficulty overpowered by our people they were
brought into the boat *.

It 1s impoffible to reflet upon this part of
Lieutenant Cook’s conduc@ with any degree of
fatsfaction. He, himfelf, upon a calm review,
did not approve of it; and he was fenfible that
it would be ceanfured by the feelings of every
reader of humanity. It is probable that his mind
was fo far irritated by the difagreeable preceding
events of this unfortunate day, and by the
unexpected violence of the Indians in the canoe,
as to lofe fomewhat of that felf-poffeflion by

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which his chara®er in general was cminemly
diltinguifhed. Candour, however, requires that

1

fhould relate what he hath offered in extenua-

tion, not in defence, of the tranfaction; and
this fhall be done in his own words, as thcy are

given us by Dr. Hawkefworth. “ Thefe people

certainly did not deferve death for nat chool-
ing to confide in my promifes, or not confent-
ing to come on board my boat, even if they
had apprehended no danger. But the nature
of my fervice rcquired me to obtain a
knowicdge of their country , which I could
no otherwife effect than by forcmg my way
into it in a hoftile manner, or gainiug admiffion
through the confidence and good-will. of the
people. I had already tried the power of
prefents without ecffet; and I was now
prompted, by my deﬁre to avoid farther
hoftilitics , to get fome of them. on board ,

the only mcthod left of convincing them tb:-.t
we intended them no harm, and had it in our
power to contribute to their gratification and
convenience. Thus far my intentions certainly
were not criminal; and though in the conteft,
which I had not the lealt reafon to expe&,
our victory might have bcen complete without
fo great an expence of life; yet in fuch fitua-
tions, when the command to fire has been
given , no man can reftrain 1ts excefs , or
prefcribe its effect *, *

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Our voyagers were fuccefsful in conciliating
the minds of the threc boys, to which Tupia
particularly contributed. When their fears were
allayed , and their chearfuluefs returned , they
fang a fong with a degree of tafte that furprized
the Englifh gentlemen. The tune, like thofe of
our pfalms, was folemn and flow , containing
many notes and femitones.

Some farther attempts were made to eftablifh
an intercourfc with the natives, and Mr, Cook
and his friends, on the tenth, went on fhore for
his purpofe ; but being unfuccefsful in thcir
& ndeavours, they refolved to re-imbark, left their

oft more of the Indians their lives. On the next
ay, the Licutenant weighed anchor, and flood
hway from this unfortunate and inhofpitable
lace. As it had not afforded a fingle article
hat was wanted, excepting wood ," he gave it
he name of PoverTv Bay.

few things which mark Mr. Cook’s perfonal §
condud&, and relate to his intercourfe with the
natives. ;

The good ufagc the three boys had met with, 2
and the friendly and generous manner in whlch
they were difmiffed to their own homes, had
fome effe@ in foftcning the difpofitions of the
neighbouring Indians. Several of them, who had:
come on board while the fhip lay becalmed in;
the afternoon, manifefted every fign of friendfhip,
and cordially invitdd the Englifh to go back tof
their old bay, or to a cove which was not quite}
fo far off. But Lieutenant Cook chofe rather tof
profecute his difcoveries, baving reafon to hop§
that he fhould find a better harbour than any he

While the fhip was hauling round to the foutl§
end of a fmall ifland, which the Lieutenant hac

named Portland*, from its very great refemblanc§ a4
to Portland in the Britith Channel, the fuddenly 3 |
fell into fhoal water and broken ground. Thigg .
foundings were never twice the fame, jumpin§

at once from feven fathom to eleven. However,}

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a fhort time the Endeavour got clear of danger,
and again failed in deep water. While the fhip
'was in apparent diftrefs, the inhabitants of the
Hland, who, in vaft numbers, fat on its white
cliffs, and could not avoid perceiving fome ap-
pearance of confufion on board, and fomé irregu-
larity in the working of the veflel, were defirous
of taking advantage of her critical fituation. Ac-
W cordingly ¢ five canoes, full of men, and well
Marmed, were put off with the utmoft expedition;

ifpofition, by fhouting, brandifhing their lances,
nd ufing threatening geftures, that ‘the Lieu-
enant was in pain for his fmall boat, which was
ftill employed in founding. By a mufquet, which
he ordered to be fired over them, they were
rather provoked than intimidated. The firing of
a four-pounder, loaded with grape-fhot, though
purpofely difcharged wide of them, produced a
better effet. Upon the report of the piece, the
Indians all rofe up and fhouted; but, inftead of
 continuing the chace, they colle@ed - themfelves
together, and, after a fhort confultation, went
quietly away.

having hoifted out his pinnace and long-boat to
fearch for water, juft as they were about to fet
off, feveral boats, full of the New Zealand people,
were feen coming from the fhore.

On the fourteenth of October, Lieutenant Cook 14 0a.
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- the inftance, however, of Tupia, the people of
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fhip; and four more followed at no great'diftance,

as if to fultain the attack. When the firft five E
- had gotten within about a hundred yards of the

Endeavour, they began to fing their war fong,
and, brandifhing their pikes, prepared for an
engagement. As the Lieutenant was extremely
defirous of avoiding the unhappy neceflity of
ufing fire-arms againft the natives, Tupia was
ordered to acquaint them , that our voyagers had
weapons which, like thunder, would deftroy -
them in a moment; that they would immediately 3
convince them of their power by direéing their
effe® fo that they fhould not be hurt; but that

if they perfifted in any hoftile attempt, they

would be expofed to the dire& attack of thefe

formidable weapons. A four-pounder, loaded 3

with grape-fhot, was then fired wide of them;
and this expedient was fortunately attended with
fuccefs. The report, the flafh, and, above all,
the fhot, which fpread very far in the water,
terrified the Indians to fuch a degree, that they
began to paddle away with all their might. At

one of the boats were induced to lay afide their §
arms, and:to come under the ftern of the En-
deavour; in confequcnce of which they received
avariety of prefents,

On the next day a circumftance occurred ,
which fhewed how ready one of the mhabxtants
of New Zealand was to take an advantage of our
navigators. In a large armed canoe, which came
boldly alongfide of the fhip, was a man who had

a black [kin thrown over him, fomewhat like
that of a bear. Mr. Cook being defirous of
knowing to what animal it originally belonged,
offered the Iudian for it a piece of red baize.
With this bargain he fecmed to be greatly pleafed,
immediately pulling off the fkin, and holding it
up in the boat. He would not, however, part
with & till he had the cloth in his pofleflion;
and as there could be no transfer of property, if
equal caution fhould be exercifed on both fides,

the Lieutenant ordered the baize to be delivered -

into his hands. Upon this, inftead of fending up
the (kin, he began, with amazing coojnefs to
pack up both that and the clgth, which he had

- F- received as the purchafe of it, in a balket: nor
. did he pay the leaft regard to Mr. Cook’s demand

or remonftrances, but foon after put off from the
Englifh veffel. Our Commander was too generous
to reﬁxge this infult by any a& of feverity.
. During the courfe of a traffic which was carry-
ing on for fome filh, litle Tayeto, Tupia’s boy,
was placed among others over the fhip’'s fide, to
- hand up what was purchafed. While he was thus
employed , one of the New Zealanders, watch-
ing his opportunity, fuddenly feized him, aud
dragged him into a cafioe. Two of the natives
then held him down in the fore part™ of it, and
the others, with great "a&ivity, paddled her

B off with all poflible celerity. An action fo violent

rendered it indifpenfably neceffary that the ma-
rines, who were in arms upon the deck, fhould
be ordered to fire. Though the fhot was directed

v >
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to that part of the canoe which was fartheft from
the boy, and fomewhat wide of her,it being
thought preferable rather to mifs the rowers than
to run the hazard of hurting Tayeto, it happened

-that one man dropped. This occafioned the Indi-

ans to quit their hold of the youth, who inftantly
Jeaped into. the water, and fwam towards the |
{hip. In the mean while, thé largeflt of the canoes |
pulled round and followed him; and' till fome
mufquets and a great gun were fired at her, did
not def3lt from the purfuit. The fhip being
broughbt to, a boat was lowered, and the poor
boy was taken up unhurt. Some of the gentlemen,
who with their glaffes traced the canoes to [hore,
agreed in aflerting, that they faw three men
carried up the beach, who appeared to be either
dead or wholly difabled’ by’ their wounds*

- While, on the eighteenth, the Endeavour lay °
a-breaft of a peninfula within Portland Ifland, |
called TERAKAKO, two of the natives, who were

" judged to.ge chlcfa,. placed an extraordinary

degree of confidence in Mr. Cook: They were
fo well pleafed ‘with the kindnefs which had been
fthewn them in # vifit to the fhip, that they deter-

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minéd not to go on fhore till the next morning.
“This was a circumftance, by no means agreeable
to the Lieutenant, and he remonfirated againft
it; but-as t/}y perﬁﬁed in their refolution, he

agreed to gomply with it, provided their fervants -

alfo were taken on board, and their canoe hoifted
into the fhip. The countenance of one of -thefe
two chiefs was the. moft open and ingenuous that
Qur CQmmander had ever feen, fo’ that he foon

gave p every fufpicion of hxs entertaining any

finifter defign. When the guefts were put on (hore
the next morning, “the$ exprefled fome furprize
at feeing themfelvesifo far from their- habitations.

On Monday the. fiwenty-third, while the thip
was in Tegadoo Bay, Lleutcna_nt Cook went on

fhore to examine the watering-place, and found

every thing agreeable to his wifhes. The boat
landed in the cove, without the leaft furf; the

water was excellent, and conveniently fitvated ; -

there was plenty of wood clofe to the high water
mark; and the difpofition of the people was as
favourable in all refpects as ccould be defired *.
Early the next morning, our Commander fent
Lieutenant Gore to fﬁpenmend the cutting of

As the fhot happened to ftrike the water, and to
rife feveral times at a great diftance beyond the
canoes, the Indians were fo myich terrified . that,

without once looking behind them they paddled
away as faft as they were able; -

In ftanding weftward from a fmall ifland called
Mowtohora, the Endeavour fuddenly fhoaled
her water from feventeen to ten fathom. As the
Lieutenant knew that the wag: not far from fome
fmall iflands and rocks which shad been feen
before it was dark, and wHhich he had intended
to have paffed tbat evening , he theught it more
prudent to tack, and to fpend the night under
Mowtohora, where he was certain that there
was.no danger. It was happy for him(elf and for:
all our voyagers thdt he formed this’ réfolution,

While Mr. Cook was near an ifland which he
‘called the IMAYOR, the inhabitants of the neigh-
bouring coaft difplayed many inftances of hoftility,
and, in their traffic with our navigators, com-
mitted various ads of fraud and robbery. As
the Lieutenant intended to coatinue in the place
five or fix days, in order to make an obfervation
of the tranfit of Mercury, it ‘was‘abfolute]y
* neceflary, for the prevention of future mifchief,
to convince ‘thefe people that the Englith were
not to be ill-treated with impunity. Accordingly,
fome fmall fhot were fired at a thief of uncommon
infolence , and a mufquet-ball’ was difcharged
4hrough the bottom of his boat. Upon this it
was paddled to about a hundred yards diftance;
and, to the furprize of Mr. Cook and his friends,
" the Indians. in the other- canoes took not the
~leaft notice. of their wounded compa_nion, though
he bled very much, but returned to the fhip,
and continued to trade with the moft perfe®
indifference and unconcern. For a confiderable
time they dealt fairly. At laft, however. one of
them thought fit to move off wih two different
pieces of cloth which had been given for the

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fame - weapon. When he had gotten to fuch a
diltance that he thought himfelf fecure—of his
prizes, a mufquet was fired after him, which
fortunately ftruck the boat juft at the water’s
edge, aud made two holes in her fide.. This
excited fuch an alarm, that not only the people
who_:were fhot at,. but all the reft of the
canoes, mide off with the utmoft expedition.

As the laf¥ "proof of fuperiority, our commander’

ordered a round fhot to be fired over them,
and net a boat ftopped till they got t» land.
After an early breakfalt on the.ninth of No-
vember, Lieutenant Cook went on fhore, with
Mr. Green, and proper mftruments, to obferve
the tranfit of Mercury. Mr. Banks "and Dr. So-
lander were- of . the party. The weather had for
fome time been very thick, with much rain;
but this day proved fo favourable, that not a
cloud mtervened during the whole tranfit. The
obfervation of the ingrefls was made by Mr.
Green alone ;¥ Mr. Cook being employed in
takmg the fun’s alutude to afcertam the time *

holding the cloth in his hand, and fhot Him
dead. When the Indian fell, all the canoes put.
off to fome diftance , but continued to keep
together in fuch a manner that it was-apprehended
they might ftill meditate an attack. To fecure,
thegefore , a {afe. paffage for the boat of the
Endeavour, which was wanted on fhore, a
‘round - fhot, was fired with fo much effe¢t over
their heads, as to make them all flee with the
utmoft precipitation. It was matter of regret to
Lieutenant Cook that Mr. Gore had not, in the
cafe of the offending Indian, tried the experiment
of a few fmall' fhot, which had been fuccefsful
in former inftances of robbery. _

On Friday, the tenth, our Commander, ac-
companied by Mr. Banks and the other gentle-
men , went with.two boats, to examine a large
river that empties itfelf into the head of Mercury
Bay. As the fituation they svere now in abounded
with_conveniences, the Lieutenant has taken care
to point them out for the benefit of future navi-
gators. «If ‘any occafion fhould ever render it
neceflary for a fhip either to- winter here, or to
“ftay for a confiderable length of time, tents
might be built on a high point or peninfula in

this place , upon ground Tufficiently ious_for
the purpofe; and they might eafily be made
impregnable to th& whole force of the ountry.

Indeed-, the moft fkiul engineer in Europe
could not choofe a fituation better adapted to
enable a fmall number to defend themfelves
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againft a greater.. Among other accommodations
which the Endeavour’s company-met with in
Mercury Bay, they derived an agreeable refrefh-
ment from fome oyfter ‘beds, which they had
fortunately difcovered. The oyfters, which were
as good as ever came from Colchefter, and about
the fame fize, were fo plentiful, that not the
boat only, but the Ihnp itfelf, might have been
loaded in one tide *

On Wednefday , the fifteenth, Lieutenant
Cook failed out of IVIERCURY BAY This name
had been given to it on account of the obferva-
tion which had there been made of the tranfit
of that planet over the funt. The river where
oylters had been fo plentifully found, he called
Ovsi1ex River. There is-another river, at the
head of the bay, which is the beft and fafeft
place for a fhip that wants to ftay any length of
time. From the number of mangrove§ about it,
the Lieutenant named it IMANGRQVE R-lv\i;R.

In feveral parts of Mercury Bay, our voyagefs.

faw, thrown upon the fhore , great quantities
of iron fand, which is brought down by every
lictle rlvulet of frefh water’ that finds its way
from the country. This is a demonftration that
there is ore of that metal not far inland; and yet
none of the inhabitants of New Zealdind who
had yet been feen knew the -ufe of iron, or fet

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. upon it the leaft degree of value. Theyl had alt
. of them preferred the moft worthlefs and ufelefs

trifle, not only to a nail, but to any tool of
that metal. Before the Endeavour left the bay,

‘the fhip’s name and that of the Commander

were cut upon one of the trees near the watering
place, together with the-date of the year and
month when our navigators’ were there. Befides
this, IMr. Cook, after difplaying the Englifh

~ colours, took formal pofleflion of the place in

12 Nov. .

the name of his Britannic Majefty , King George
the Third *. . , L

In the range from Mercury Bay , feveral
canoes, on the eightcenth, put off from different
places, and advanced “towards the Endeavour.
When two of them,  in which there might be
about fixty men, came within the reach of the
human ‘voice:, the Indians fung thei}; war fong;
but feeing that little notice was taken of them,
they threw a few ftones at the Englifh, and
then rowed off towards the fhofe. In a fhort
time , however , ' they returned , as if with a
fixed -refolution to- provoke our voyagers to.a

battle’, animating themfelves by their fong as -

they had done before. Tupia, without any
dire&ions from the gentlemen of the Endeavour,
began to expoftulate with the natives, and told
them that aur people had weapons which could
deftroy them' in a moment " Their anfwer to -
this expoftulation was, in their own language,

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¢ come on fhore, and we will kill vou all.”
“ Well, replied Tupia, but why fhould you
“ molelt us while we are at fea? As we do
“ not wifh to fight, we fhall not accept your
“ challenge to come on fhore; and-here there
is no pretence for a quarrel, the fe# being no
more your property than the fhip.” This
«loquence, which greatly furprized Lieutenant
Cock and his friends, as they had not fuggefted
to Tupia any of the arguments he made ufe of,
produced no effect upon the minds of the Indians,
who foon renewed their attack. The oratory of
a'mufquet, which was fired through one of their
boats , quelled their courage, and fent them
inftantly away. -

While our Commander was in the Bay of
Iflands , he had a favourable opportunity of
examining the interior part of the country and
its produce. At day break, therefore, on the
twentieth of the ‘month, he fet out in the pinnace
and long- boat , accompanied by Mr. Banks, Dr.
Solander, and Tupia, and found the mlet at
which they entered end in a river, about nine
miles above the ‘fhip. Up this river to which
was given the name of the Thames they pro-
ceeded till near noon, when they were fourteen
miles within its entrance. As the gentlemen then
found the face of the country to ;ﬁntinue nearly

the fame, without any alteration\in the courle
of the fiream, and had no hope of tracing it o
its fource, they landed on the weft fide, to take
a view of the lofty trees which every where

\ N
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adorned “its' banks. The trees were of a kind
which they had feen before, both in Poverty
Bay and Hawke’s Bay, though only at a diftance.
They had nat walked a hundred yards into the
woods, when they met with one of the trees,
which , at the helght of fix feet above the
ground , was nineteen feet eight inches in the
girt. Lieutenant Cook , having a quadrant with
him, meafured its height from the root to the
firft branch and found it to be eighty-nine feet:
It was as ﬁ(an: as an arrow, and tapered but

very little in proportion to-its height; fo that, '

in ‘the Lieutenant’s judgment, there muft have
been three hundred and fifty-lix feet of folid
timber in it, -exclufive of the branches. As the
party advanced, they faw many other trees,
which were ftill larger. A young one they cut
dawn , the wood of ‘which was heavy and
folid, not fit for mafts,. but fuch as would make

_ the fineft plank in the world. The carpenter of

the fhip, who was with the party, faid that the
timber refembled that of the pitch.pine, which

15 lightened by tapping. If it fhould _appear that
~ fome fuch method would be fuccefsful in lightening

thefe trees, they would then furnifh mafts {uperior
to thofe of any country in Europe. As the wood
was fwampy, the gentlemen could not range far;
but they found many flout trees of other kinds,
with which they were totally unacquainted, and
fpecimens of which they brought away.

On the twenty-fecond, another inftance
occurred, in which the commanding: officer left

. o
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- on board did not know how to exercife his
power with the good fenfe and moderation of
Mr. Cook. While fome of the natives were in
the fhip below with Mr. Banks, a young man
"~ who was upon the deck ftole a half-minute glafs,
and was detected juft as he-was carrying it off.
Mr. Hicks, in his indignation againft the offender,
was pleafed to order that he fhould be punifhed

by giving him twelve lafhes’ with a cat-o’nine
tails. When the other Indians who were on board
faw him feized for this purpofe, they attempted
to refcue him; and being refifted , they called
for their arms, which were handed from: the

canocs. At the fame time, the people of one

of the canoes attempted to come up the fide of
the Endeavour. The tumult having called up
Mr. Banks and Tupia, the natives ran to the
latter, and folicited his interpofition. All, how-
ever, wblch he could do, as Mr. Hicks contmued
' mexorable, was to affure them that nothmg was
intended againft the life of their companion, and

- _that it was neceffary that he fhould fuffer fome

punifhment for his offence. With this explanation
they appeared to be fatisfied ; and when the
punifhment had been mﬂxc’ted “an old man
among the fpe&ators, who was fupp’ofed to be
the criminal’s father, gave him |a fevere beating,
and fent him down mt)a'\&ls noe. Notwith-
ftanding thig, the:Indjans Awere from being
reconciled LWCM which their country-

man had receiveds—T heir chearful confidence was

parture, to return with fome fifk, the Englith
faw them no more *. ,

On the twenty-ninth of November, Lieutenant
Cook, Mr. Banks, Dr. Solander, and others
with them, were in a fituation fomewhat critical
and alarming. Having landéd upon an ifland in
the neighbourhood of Cape Bret, they were in
a few.qnnutes furrounded by two or three hun-
dred people. Though the Indians were all armed,
they came on in fo confufed and ﬂrazolmg a
manner, that it did not" appear that any injury
was intended by them ; and the Englifh gentlemen
. were determined tHat boPalmes fhould not begin
on their part. At firlt the matives continued quiet;
but their weapons were held ready to firive,
and they fcemed to be rather irrefolute tban
peaceable. While sthe Lieutenant and his friends-
remained in this ftate'6f fufpence; another party
of Indxans came up; and the bolddefs °0f the
whole body being increafed by the augmentation
of ‘their numbers , they began the dance and.
fong, which are thelr preludes to a battle. An
attempt that was made by a number of them,
to feize the two boats which had brought our
voyagers to land, appeared to be the fignal for
a general attack. It now became neceffary for
Mr. Cook to exert himfelf with vigour. Accord-
ingly , he_difcharged his mufquet, which was

of the affailants, and Mr. Banks and two of our
men fired immediately afterwards. Though this

made the natives fall back in fome confufion,

neverthelefs , one of the chiets, who was at
the diftance of about twenty yards, had -the

courage to rally them, and, calling loudly to

his companions, led them on to the charge- Dr.
Solander inftantly difcharged his- piece at this
champion » who, upon feeling the fhot, ftopped
thort, and then ran away with the reft of his
countrymen. Still, however, they did not dif-

perfe, but got upon rifing ground, and feemed

only to want fome leader of refolution to renew

“their affanle. As they were now gotten beyond

’

the reach of fmall fhot, the Englifh fired with
ball, none’ of which taking place, the Indians
continued together in a body. While our people
were 1n this doubtful fituation , which lafted
about a quarter of an hour, the Ihip, from
which a much greater number of ‘natives were

{feen than could be difcovered on fhore, brought

her broad-fide to bear, and entirely difperfed
them, by firing a few fhot over their heads. In
this Tkirmifh , only two of them,were hurt with
the fmall (hot, and not a fingle life was loft; a
cafe which would not have happened if Lieuten-
ant Cook had not reftrained his men, who,
cither from fear or the love of mifchief, fhewed
as much impatience to deftroy the Indians as a
fporifman to kill his game. Such was the difference
between the difpofition of the common feamen

and s4marines , and that of their'humanc and
Judlcmm Commander* -

On the fame day Mr. Cook difplayed a very
exemplary ac¢t of difcipline. Some of the fhip’s
people, who , when the natives were to be
punifhed for a fraud, afflumed the inexorable
juftice of a Lycurgus, thought fit to break into
one of their plantations, and to dig.dp a quantity
of potatoes. For this the Lieutenant ordered each
of them to receive twelve lafhes, after which
two of them were difcharged. But the third,
in a ﬁngular ftrain of ‘morality, infifted upon 1|:
that.it was no crime in an Englithman to plunder’
an Indian plantation. The method taken by our,
Commander to refute his cafuiftry , was to fend"
him back to his confinement, and not'to permit
him to be releafed till he had been pumﬂled with
fix lafhes more.

The Endeavour, on the fifth of December,

~ was in the moft imminent hazard of being wrecked.

At four o'clock in the moriing of that day, our
voyagers weighed,- with a light breeze; 'but it
being variable with frequent calms, they made
little way. From that time till the afternoon,
they kept turning out of the bay, and about
ten at night were fuddenly becalmed, fo that
the fhip could neither wear nor exactly keep her
ftation. The tide or current fetting firong, fhe
drove toward land fo faft, that before any
meafures could be taken for her fecurity, fhe

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was within a cable’s length of the breakers.
Though our people had thirteen fathom water,
the ground was fo foul, that they did not dare
to drop their anchor. In this crifis, the pinnace
being immediately hoifted out to take the fhip
'in tow, and the men, fenfible of their danger,
exerting themfelves to the utmoft, a faint breeze
fprang up off the land, and our navigators per-
ceived with unfpeakable joy that the veflel made
headway. So near was fhe to the fhore, that
Tupia, who was ignorant of the hair’s breadth
efcape the company had experienced, was at
“" this very time converﬁng with the Indians upon
the beach, whofe voices were diftinétly heard,

notwithftanding the- roar of the breakers. Mr.
Cook and his friends now thought that all
danger was over; but about an hour afterwards,
juft as ‘the man in the chains had cried « feven-
“ teen fathom,” the fhip firuck. The fhock
threw them into the utmoft confternation; and
almoft in&antly the man in the chain cried out
“ five fathom.” By this time, the rock on which
the ﬂnp had ftruck belng to the windward , fhe
went off without having received the lea& da-
mage; and the water very foon deepening to
twenty fathom, fhe again failed in fecurity.

The inhabitants in the Bay of Iflands were
found to be far more numerous than in any
other part of New Zealand which Lieutenant
Cook had hitherto vifited. It did not appear
that they were united under one head; and,

CHaAPr
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though their towns were fortified, they feemed
to hve together in perfe@ amity.

The Endeavour, on the ninth of December,
lying becalmed in DousTLEss Bay, an oppor-
tunity was taken to enquire of the natives con-
cerning their country ; and our navigators learned
from them, by the help of Tupia, that at.the
diftance of three days rowing in their canoes,
at a place called MOORE-WHENNUA, the land
would take a fhort turn to the fouthward, and
thence extend no moere to the weft. This place
the Englith gentlemen concluded to be the land

. difcovered by Tafman, and which had . been

named by him CaPe MaRrisa van Diemew.
The Lieutenant , - finding the inhabitants fo
intelligent , enquired farther, if they knew of
any country befides their own. To this they
anfwered , that they had never vifited an
other; but that their anceftors had told them
that there was. a country of great extent, to
the north-weft by north, or north-north-weft,
called ULiMAROA, to which fome people had

~ . failed, in a very large canoe; and that only a

part of them bad returned, who reported , that
after. a paffage of a month, they had feen a
country where the people eat hogs. P
- On the thirtieth of December, our navigators
faw the land, which they judged to be Cape
Maria van Diemen, and which correfponded
with the account that had been given of it by
the Indians. The next day, from the appearance
of Mount Camel , they had a demonftration
. .~ that,
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that , where they now were , the breadth of Cnma =,

New Zealand could not be mdre ithan two or
three miles from fea to fea. During this part
_of the navigation, two particulars® occurred
which are very remarkable. In latitude 35°
fouth, and in the midft of fummer, Lieutenant
Cook met with.a gale of wind, which, from
its ftrength and continuvance , was fuch as he
had fcarcely ever been in before; and he was
three weeks in getting ten leagues to the weft-
ward , and five weeks in getting fifty leagues;
for at this time, being the firft of January,
1770, it was fo long fince he had paffed Cape
Bret. While the gale lafted, our veyagers were
happily at a confiderable diftance from the
land; fince otherwife it was highly probalyle’ that
they would never have returned to relate their
adventures *,

The fhore at Queen Charlotte’s Sound , where
the Englif' had arrived on the fourteenth of
January, feemed to form feveral bays, into one
of which the Lieutenant propofed to carry -the
thip , which was now become very foul , in
order to careen her, to repair fome defeds,-and
to obtain a recruit of wood arid water. At day-
break the next morning, he ftood in for an

mlet, and at eight got within the entrance. At
/ nine o’clock , there being little wind , and what

there was bemg variable ; - the Endeavoar was

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carried by the tide or current within two cables’
length ‘of the north-weft fhore, where fhe had
fifty-four fathom water. By the help of the boats

e was gotten clear; and about two our people
anchored: in a very fafe'and convenient cove.

Soon after , Caook , with moft of the -

gentlemen , landed‘ uﬁm the coaft, where they

found a fine fiream of exccllent} water, and .

wood in the greateft plenty. Indeed the land,
in this part of the country, was one foreft, of
vaft-extent. As the gentlemen had brought the
feine with them, it was hauled once or twice;

‘and with fuch fuccefs, that different forts of ﬁ’h ‘

were caught, amounting nearly to three hundred
weight. The equal diftribation of thefe among
the fhip’s company, furnifhed them with a very
agreeable refrefhment.

When Lieutenant Cook , Mr. Banks, Dr.
Solander, Tupia, and fome others, landed on
the fixteenth, they met with an lndlan family ,
among whom they found horrid and mdlfpumble
proofs of the cuftom of eating huwan flefh. Not
to refume fo difagreeable a fubje, it may here

be obferved once for all, that evidences of the’

fame cuftom appeared on various occafions.

On the next day a delightful objec engagea

the attention of our voyagers. The fhip lying at -

the diftance of fomewhat lefs than a quarter of
a mile from the fhore, they were awakened by

" the finging of an incfedible number of birds,

who feemed to ftrain their throats in emulation
of each other. This wild melody was infinitely

.
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fuperior to any they had ever heard of the fame
kind, and-feemed to be like fmall bells, moft
exquifitely tuned. It is probable that the diftance,
and the water between, might be of no fmall
advantage to the found. Upon enquiry, the
gentlemen were informed that the birds here
always began to fing about two hours after
midnight; and that, continuing their mufic till
fun-rife, they were filent the reft of the day.
In this laﬁ refpe&, they refemble the mghtmqales
of.our own country.

On the enghteenth, LxeutEnant Cook went'

out in the pinnace to take a view of the bay
in which the fhip was now at anchor; and found
it to be of great extent, confifting of numberlefs
fmall harbours and coves, in every direction.
The Lieutenant confined his excurfion to the
weftern fide , and the coaft where he landed
being an xmpeqetrdble foreft, nothing could be
feen worthy of notice. As our Commander and
his friends were retummg » they faw a fingle
man in a canoe fithing " rowing up to kim, to
their great furprize he took not.the leaft notice

.of them; and even when they were alongfide

of him, continued to follow his occupation,
thhout adverting to them any more than if
.. they had been invifible. This behaviour was
‘not, however, the refult either of fullennefs or
&upldltv, for upon: being reque&it}/raw up

" his net, that it might be examined, Me readily

eomphcd He fhewed, likewife, Hour people
. - 2
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his mode of fithing, Wthh was fimple and
ingenious.

When, on the mnetcenth the armourer’s
forge was fet up, and all hands on board were
bufy n careemng, and in other neceffary opera-
tions about the veflel, fome Indians, who had
brought plenty of ﬁ[h exchanged them for
nails, of which they had now begun to perceive
the ufe and value. “This may be confidered as
one inftance in which they were- enlightened
and benefited by t.heu' intercourfe with our
navigators. '

‘While, on the twenty-fécond Mr. -Banks and
Dr. Solander employed themfelves in botanizing
near the beach, our Commander, taking a fea-
man with him, afcended one of the hills of the

country. Upon reaching its fummit, he found
the view of the inlet, the head of which he had -
a little befdre in vain attempted to difcover in
the pinnace, intercepted by hills ftill higher than
that on which he ftood, and which were ren-
dered nacceflible by 1mpenetrab}e woods. He

" was , however, amply rewarded for his labour;

for he faw the fea on the eaftern fide of the
country, and a pe;%?ge leading from it to that
on the weft, a little to the eaftward of the
entrance of the inlet-where the fhip lay. The
main land, which was on the fouth-eaft fide of
this inlet, appeared to be a narrow ridge of very
high lnlls, and to form part of the fouth-w:?/ ~
fide of the ftreight. On the oppofite fide, t

.land trended ‘away eaft as far as the eye cou]d
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teach; and to the fouth-eaft there was difcerned C HAP
an opecing to the fea, which wafhed the eaftern 1L
coalt. The Lieutenant faw, alfo, on the eaft 1770,
fide of the inlet, fome iflands.which he had

before taken to'be part of the main land. In )

" returning to the fhip ,’he examined the harbours -
and coves that lie behind the iflands which he

had feen from the hills. The next day was 23 January.
employed by him in farther furveys and dif--
coveries.

During a vifit to the Indians, on the twenty-
fourth, Tupia being of the party, they wereobfer-  *®
ved to be continually talking of guns and fhoot-
ing people.” For this fubject of their converfation,
the Englifh gentlemen could not at all account.

But, after perplexing themfelves with various
conjectures, they at length learned, that, on the
twenty-firt , one of our officers, under the pre-
tence of going out, to fith, had rowed up to a
hippah, or village, on the coat. When he had
done fo, two or three canoes coming off towards
his boat, his fears fuggefted that an attack was
. mtended’, in confequerce of which three mufquets
were fired, one with fmall fhot, and two with
ball, at the Indians, who retired with the utmoft
precipitation. It is highly probable that they had
come out with friendly intentions; for fuch in-
tentions were exprefled by their behaviour, both
‘before and afterwards. This action of the officer
exhibited a frefh inftance how little fome of the
people under Lieutenant Cook hadHimbibed of
= 3

-
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the wife, difcreet, and humane fpirit of their

‘Commander.

On the morning of the twenty-fixth, the Lieu-
tenant. went again out in the boat, with Mr.

- Banks and DrASolander, and entered one of the

bays, which lie on the ealt fide of the inlet, in
order to obtain another fight of the ftreight which
pafled between the eaftern and weftern feas. Hav-
ing landed, for this purpofe, at a convenient
place, they climbed a hill of very confiderable
height, from which they had a full view of the
fireight , -with the land on the oppofite fhore,
which they “judged to be about four leagues
diftant. As it was hazy in the horizon, they
could not fee far to the fouth-eaft; but Mr.
Cook faw enough to determine him to fearch
the paffage with the fhip, as foon as he fhould
put to fea. The gentlemen found, on the top

‘of the hill, a parcel of loofe ftones, with which

they erected a pyramid, and left in it. fome mhuf-
quet balls, fmall fhot, beads, and fuch other
things, which they happened tohave about them,
as were likely to ftand the teft of time. Thefe,
not being of Indian workmanfhip, would con-
vince any European who fhonld come to the place
and pull it down, that natives of Europe had

been'there before. Afterthis, the Lieutenantand -

his friends went to a town of which the Indians
had informed them, and which, like one they -
had already feen, was built- upon a fmall ifland
or rock, fo dxfﬁcu]t of accefs , that they gratified
their curiofity at the rifk of thlelr lives. . Here,
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as had been the cafe in former vifits to the inha-
‘bitants of that part of the country near which
the (hip now lay, they were received with open
arms, carried through the whole of the place,
and fhewn all that it contained. The town con-
fifted of between eighty and a hundred -houfes,
~and had only one fighting-ftage. Mr. Cook,
Mr. Banks, and Dr. Solander, happened to have
with them a few nails and nbbandc, and fome
paper, with which the pcople were fo highly
gratified, that when the gentlemea went away,
~they filled the Englith boat with dried fith, of
which it appeared that they had laid up large
quantities.

A report was fpread that one of the men that
had been fo rafhly fired upon by the offieer who
had vifited the hippah, under the pretence of
fihing, was dead of bhis wounds. But, on the twen-
tyxnnth the Lieutenant had the great confcla-
tion of difcovering that this report was ground-
lefs. - On the fame day he went again on fhore
upon the weltern point of the inlet, and, froma
hill of confiderable height, had a view of the coaft
.to the northweft. The fartheft land he could fce
in that qm{ter was an ifland at the diftance of
about ten leaguesy Iymg not far from the main.
Between this ifland and the place -where he ftoed,
he difcovered, clofe under the fhore, feveral other
iflands, foi”ming many" bays, in which there ap-
peared to’be good anchorage for fhipping. After
he had fet off the different points for his furvey,
he erected another pile of ftones, in which he

: . H 4
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left a piece of filver coin, with fome enufket-balls
and beads, and a fragment of an old pendant
flying at. the top.

On the thirtieth of January , the ceremony was
performed of giving name to the inlet where our
voyagers now lay, and of erecting 2 memorial
of the vifit which ‘they had made to this place.
The carpenter having prepared two pofts for the
purpofe, our Commander ordéred them to be
infcribed with:the fhip’s name, and the dates of

- the year and the month. One of thefe he fet up

at the watering-place, hoifting the union-flag .
upon the top of it; and the other he carried over |
to the ifland that lies neareft the fea, and which
1s called by the natives MoTuArRA. He Went firlt,
accomrpanied by Mr. Monkhoufe ar? Tupia, to
the neighbouring village or hippah, where he
met with an old man, who had maintained a
friendly intercourfe with the Englith, To this old
man, and feveral Indians befides , the Lieutenant,
by means of Tupia, explained his defign, which
he informed them was to erect #mark upon the
ifland , in order to fhew to any other fhip which
fhould happen to come thither, that our navigat-
ors had been there before. To thxs the inhabitants
readlly confented, and promifec fbat they would
never pull it down: He then gave fomethmg to
every one prefent, and to the old man a filver

threepence, and fome fpike-nails, with the king’s

broad arrow cut deep upon them, Thefe were
things which My, Cook thought were the moft

likely to be longwenzgd After this he cop.
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veyed the poft to the highelt part efthe ifland ;-

~ and, havmg fixed it firmly in the ground, hoifted

upon it the unionflag, and honoured the inlet
with the name of QUEEN CHARLOTTE’S SOUND.
" At the fame tifme, he took formal poffeffion of

- this and the adjacent country, in the name and

for the ufe of his Majefty King Geprge the Third,
The ceremony was concluded by the gentle-
men’s drinking a bottle of wine to her Majefty’s
health; and. the bottle being given to the old
man who had attended them up the hill, he was
highly delighted with +his prefent*.

what ground Lieutenant Cook could take formal
pofTefﬁon of this part of New Zealand, in the

ame and for the ufe of the king of Great Britain,
when the country was already inhabited, and of
courfe belonged to thofe by whom it was occu-
pied, and whofe anceftors might have refided in it
for many preceding ages. To this the beft anfwer
{eems to be, that the Lieutenant, in the ceremony
performed by him, had no reference to”the ori.
ginal inhabitants, or any. intention to deprive
them of their natural rights, but only to preclude
the claims of future European navigators , who,
.under, the aufpices, and for-the benefit of, theiy
refpeéhve ftates or kingdoms, might form preten-
fions to which they were not entitled by prior
-difcovery.

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On the thirty-firlt, our voyagers having com-
pleted their wooding, and filled their water-calks,
Mr. Cook fent out two parties, one to cutand
make brooms, and another to catch fith. In the
evening there was a [trong gale from the north-
weft, with fuch a heavy rain that the little wild
muficians on fhore fufpended their fong, which
till now had been conftantly heard during the
night, with a pleafure that it was impoffible to
lofe without regret. The gale, on the firft of
February, encreafed to a ftorm, with heavy gults
from the high land, one of Whlch broke the
hawfer that had been faﬂ:cned to the fhore, and
induced the neceflity of letting go another anchor.

Though, towards midnight, the gale became

more moderate, the rain continued with fo much
violence that the brook which fupplied the fhip]
with water overflowed its banks ; in confequence
of which ten fmall cafks, that had been filled the
day before, were carned away, and, notwith-
ftanding the moft diligent fearch for them could
not be recovered.

The - Endeavour, on Monday the fifth, got
under fail; but the wind foon failing', our Com
mander was obliged again to come to an anchor,
a little above Motuara. As he was defirous of
making ftill farther enquiries whether any memory
of Talman had been preferved in New Zealand,
he dire@ted Tupia to alk of the old man before
mentioned, who had come on board to take his
leave of the Englith gentlemen, whether he had
ever heard that fuch a veffel as theirs had before
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vifited the country. To - this he replied in the
negative ; but faid that his anceftors had told him
that there once had arrived a fmall veflel from a
ditant land, called ULimaARrOA, in which were
four men, who upon their reaching the fhore
were all killed. On being afked where this country
lay , he pointed to the northward. Of Ulimaroa
Lientenant Cook had heard fomething before,
from the people about the Bay of Iflands, who
faid that it had been vifited by their anceftors.
Tupia had alfo fome confufed traditionary notions
concerning it; but no certain conclufion ceuld be
drawn either from his account or that Qf the old
Indian.

Soon after the fhip came to anchog the fecond
time, Mr. Banks and Dr. Solander, who had
gone on fhore to fee if any gleanings of natural
knowledge remained, fell in/, by accident, with
the moft agreeable.Indianfamily they had yet
feen, and which afforded them a better oppor-
tunity of rémarking the perfonal fubordination

‘among the natives than had before offered. The

whole behaviour of this family was affable, obli-
ging, and unfufpicious. It was matter- of fincere
regret to thé two gentlemen that they had not
fooner met with thefe people, as a better acquaint-
ance with' the manners and difpofition of the
inhabitants of the country might hence have been
obtained in a day, thin had been acquired during.
the whole. ay of the Englith upon the coaft. -

When, on the fixth of February, Lieutenant
Cook had gotten out of the found, he ftood over
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CH A p. to the eaftward, in order to get the ftreight well

open before the tide of ebb approached. At feven
in the evening, two fmall iflands which lie off
Cape Koamaroo, at the fouth-eaft head of Queen
Charlotte’s Sound bore ealt, at the diftance of
about four miles. It was nearYy ‘calm, and the
tide of ebb fetting out, the Endeavour, in a

very fhort time, was carried by the rapidity of

the fiream clofe upon one of the iflands, which
was a rock rifing almoft perpendicularly out of

‘the fea. The danger encreafed every moment,

and there was but one expedient to prevent the
thip’s being dafhed to pieces, the fuccefs of which
a few. moments would determine. She was now
within little more than a cable’s length of the
rock, and had above feventy-five fathom water.
But, upon dropping an anchor, and veering about
orie hundred and fifty fathom of cable, fhe was
happily brought up. This, however, would not
have faved our navigators, if the tide, which
fet fouth by eaft, bad not, upog meeting with
the ifland, changed its direGtion to fouth-eaft,
and carried them beyond the firft point. In this
fituation they were not above two cables’ length

~from the rocks; and here they remained in the
" ftrength of the tide, which fet to the fouth-eaft

 after the rate of at lea& five miles an hour, from

a little after feven till midnight, when the tide

- abated , and the veffel began to heave. By three

in the morning, a light breeze at north-weft hav-
Jng {prung up, our voyagers failed for the eaftern
fhore; though they made but little way, in con-
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fequence of the tide being againft them. The wind
however, having afterwards frefhened , and come
to north and - north-eaft, with this,. and the tide
of ebb, they were in a fhort time hurried through
the narroweft part of the ﬁ'relght and then ftood

“away for the fouthermoft land they had in pro-

fpe&. There appeared over this land a mountain
of ftupendous height, which was covered with
fnow. The narroweft part of the ftreight, through
which the Endeavour had been driven with fuch

rapidity , lies between Cape Tierawrtte, on the

coaft of Eaheinomauwe ,- and Cape Koamaroo ;
the diftance between whichour Commander judg-
ed to be four or five leagues. Not\vxth&andmg
the difficulties arifing from this tide, now its

firength is known, the ftreight may be paffed
" without danger.

Some of the officers ftarted a notion that
Eaheinomauwe was not an ifland, and that the
land might firetch away to the fouth-eaft, from
between Cape Turnagain and Cape Pallifer, there
being a fpace of hetween twelve and-fifteen
leagues which had net yet been feen. Though
Licutenant Cook, from what he had obférved the
firlt time he dxfcovered the ftreight, and from
many other concurrent circumftances; had the
firongeft conviction that they were miftaken, he,
neverthelefs, refolved to leave no poffibility of
doubt with refpe& to an obje& of fo much im.
portance. For this purpofe he gave fugh a diree-
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_courfe of two days, he called’ the officers upon
deek, and afked them, whether they were not
now fatisfied that Eaheinomauwe was an ifland.
To this queltion they readily anfwered in the
affirmative ; and all doubts being removed, the
Lieutenant procceded to farther refearches*.
During Mr. Cook’s long and minute examina-
tion of the coaft of New Zealand, he gave names to
the bays, capes , promontories, iflands and rivers’,
and other places which were feen or vifited by
himg excepting in thofe cafes where their original
appellations were learned from the natives. The
names he fixed upon were either derived from
certain charaeriftic or adventitious circumf{tances,
or were conferred in honour of his friends and
acquaintance , chiefly thofe of the naval line.

Such of the readers of the prefent work as defire .

to be particularly informed concerning them, will
naturally have recourfe to the hiftory of the
voyage at large, or, at leaft, to the indications
of them in the feveral maps on wluch they are
defcribed.

The afcertaining of New Zealand to be an
ifland did mot conclude Lieutenant Cook’s exami-
nation of the nature, fituation, and extent-of
the country. After this, he completed his cir-
cum-navigation, by ranging from Cape Turn-
again fouthward along the eaftern coalt of ‘Poen-

~ammoo, round Cape South, and back to the
weftern entrance of the Rrelg‘bt he had paffed, and

which was very properly named Cook’s Streight.
This range, which commenced on the ninth of
February, I fhall not minutely.and regularly
purfue; but contest myfelf, as in the former
courfe, with mentioning fuch circumftances as are
more directly adapted to my immediate defign.
In the afternoon of the fourteenth, when Mr.
Banks was out in the boat a-(hootmg, our voya-
gers faw, with ‘their glafles, four double canoes
put off from the fhore towards him, having on
board fifty-feven men. The Lxeutcnant being
alarmed for the fafety of his friend ,. lmmedxately
ordered fignals to be made for his return; but
he was prevented from feeing them by the fitua-
tion of the fun with regard to the fhip. How-
ever, it was foon with pleafure obferved that
his boat was in motion; and he was taken on
board before the Indians, who perhaps had not
difcerned him, came up. Their attention feemed
to be wholly fixed upon the fhip. They came
within about a ftone’s caft of her, and then ftop-
ped, gazing at the Englifh with a look of vacant
aftonifhment. Tupia in vain exerted his eloquence
to prevail upon them to make a nearer approach.
After furveying our navigators fome time, they
left them, and made towards the f_hore The
gentlemen could not help remarking, on this oc-
cafion, the different difpofitions .and ‘behaviour
of the different inhabitants of the country, at
the firft fight of the Endeavour. The people
now feen kept aloof with a mixture of timidity
and wonder; others had immediately commenced
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. hoftilities; the man who was found filhing alone

in his canoe appeared to regard our voyagers as
totally unworthy of notice; and fome had come
on board almoft without invitation, and with an
air of perfe& confidence and good will.  From
the condu@ of the laft vifiters, Lieutenant Cook
gave the land from which they bad put off, and
which had the appearance of an ifland, the name

- of LOOKERS-ON.

When an ifland, which lnes about five leagues
from the coaft of Tovy-Poenammoo, and which
was named Banks’s Ifland, was firft difcovered

‘in the direction of fouth by weft fome perfons on

board were of opinion that they faw land bearing
fouth-fouth-eaft, and fouth-eaft by eaft. Our Com-
mander, who was himfelf upon the deck at the
time, told them, that in his judgment it was no
more than a cloud ‘which as the fun rofe would
difflipate and vmxih Being however determined
to leave no fubje for difputation which experi-
ment could remove, he ordered the ftip to fteer
in the dire@tion which the fuppofed country was
faid to bear. Having gone in_this direcion
eight-and - twenty miles , withdht difcovering
any figns of land, the endeavour refumed her
intended courfe to the fouthward, it being the
particular view of the Lieutenant to afcertain
whether Poenammoo was an xﬂand or a con-
tinent *,

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In paffing fome rocks on the ninth of March,
in the night, it appeared in the morning that the
thip had been in the moft imminent danger Her
efcape was indeed critical in the higheflt degree.
To thefe rocks, therefore, which, from their
fituation, are fo well adapted to catch unwary
ftrangers, Mr. Cook gave the name of the TRAPS.
On the fame day he reached a point of land
which he called the SoutH CaPE, and which he
fuppofed, as proved in fat to be the cafe, the
fouthern extremity of the country t.

In failing, on Wednefday the fourteenth, the
Endeavour paffed a fmall narrow opening in
the land, where there feemed to be a very fave
and convenient harbour, formed by an ifland,
which lay eaftward in the middle of .the open-
ing. On the land behind the opening are
mountains, the fummits of which were covered
with fnow, that appeared to have recently fal-
- len. Indeed our voyagers, for two days paft,
had found the weather extremely cold. On each
fide the entrance of the opening, the land rifes

almoft perpendicularly from thé fea to a ftupend-

ous height. For this reafon Lieutenant Cook did
not choofe to carry the fhip into the harbour.
He was fenfible that no wind could blow there
but right in or right out; and he did not think
it by any means advifable to put into a place
whence be could not have gotten but.but with
a wind which experience had taught him did not

1 South Cape lies in latitude 47° 19’ fouth, and in
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blow more than one day in a month. Sagacious
as this determination of our Commander was. it
did not give univerfal fatisfactiod. He aced in
it contrary to the opmlon of fome perfons on
board, who exprefled in ftrong terms their defire
of coming to harbour; not fufficiently counfidering,
that prefent convenience ought not to be pur-
chafed at the expeuce of incurring great future
difadvantages ™

By the twenty-feventb of March, Mr. Cook
had circumnavigated the whole countryof Tovy-
Poenammoo , and arrived within fight of the
ifland formerly mentioned, which lies at the dif-

tance of nine leagues from the ertrance of Queen

Charlotte’s Sound. Having - at this time thirty
tons of empty water - calks on board, it was ne-
ceffary to fill them before he finally proceeded

‘on his voyage. For this purpofe he hauled round

the ifland, and entered a bay, fituated between
that and Queen Charlotte’s Sound , and to which
the name was given of ADMIRALTY Bay.

The bufinefs of wooding and watering having
been completed on the thirtieth; and the fhi
being ready for the fea the point now to be de-
termined was, what route fhould be purfued in
returning home that would be of moft advantage
to the public fervice. Upon this fubject the Lieu-
tenant thought proper to take the opinion.of his
officers. He had himfelf a firong defire to return
by Cape Hom, becaufe that would have enabled

him to determine, whether theré is or is not 4
fouthern continent. But againft this fcheme it
was a fufficient ObJC&IOIl that our navigators
muft have kept in a high fouthern latitude, in

the very depth of winter, and in a veffel which -

* was not thought to be in a condition fit for the
undertaking.. The fame reafan was urged, with
ftill greater fofce, aganft their proceeding direct-
ly for the €ape of Good Hope, becaufe no dif-
¢overy of moment could be expedted in that
route. It was, therefore, refolved that they fhould
return by the Eaft Indies;-and that with this
" wiew they fhould fteer weftward, till they fhoald
fall in with the ealt coaft of New Holland ,:and
then follow the direétion of that coaft to the north-
ward, till they fhould arrive at its northern ex-
tremity. If that fhould be $ound impracticable, it
was farther refolved that they fhould endeavour
to fall in with the'land, or iflands, faid to have
been dilcovered by Quiros *.

In the fix months which Lieutenant Cook had
‘fpent in the examination of New Zealand, he
made very large additions to the knowledge of
-geography and navigation. That country was
firft difcovered in the year 1642; by Abel Janfen
Tafman, a Dutch navigator. He traverfed the
‘eiftern coaft from latitude 34° 43/, dntd entered

the ftreight now called Cook’s Streight; but
" being attacked’ by the natives foon after he came
to 4n ancho", in the place which he nained

iz
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Murderer’s Bay, he never went on fhore. Never-
thelefs, he afflumed a kind of claim to the country,
by calling it STAATEN LaND, or the Land of the
States, in honour of the States-General. It is now
ufually diftinguifhed in maps and charts by the name
of New ZEaLanp. The whole of the country, ex:
cepting that part of the coalt which was feen by
Tafman from on board his fhip, continued from
his time, to the voyage of the Endeavour, alto-
gether unknown. By many perfons it hag
been fuppofed to conftitute a part of a fouthern
continent; but it was now afcertained by Mr.
Cook to confift of two large iflands, divided from
each other by a ftreight or paffage, which is
about four or five leagues .brosd. Thefe iflands
are fituated between the latitudes of 34° and 48°
fouth, and between the longitudes of 1819 and
194° weft; a matter which IMr. Green deter-
mined with uncommon exactnefs from innumer-
able obfervations of the fun and moon, and one
of the tranfits of Mercury. The northermoft
of thefe iflands is called by the natives Eaheino-
mauwe, and the fouthermoft- Tovy, or Tavai
Poenammoo. It is not, however, certain, whe-
ther the whole fouthern ifland . or only part of
it, is comprehended under the latter name.

Tovy Poenammoo is principally a mountain-
ous. and to all appearance a barren country. -
The only inhabitants. and figns of inhabitants,
that were difcovered upon all the fland, were
the people whom mNoyagers faw in Queen
‘Charlotte’s Sound, fome that came off to t.hem

O
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under’ the foowy mountains, and feveral fires
which were difcerned to the weft of Cape Saun-
ders. Eaheinomauwe has 2 much beétker appear-
ance. Though it 1s notonly hilly but moun-
tainous, even the hills and mountains are co-
vered with wood, and every valley has a rivulet
of water. The foil in thefe- vallies, and in the
- plains , many of which are not overgrown with
wood, is in general light, but fertile. It was
the opxmon of Mr. Banks and Dr. Solander, as
well as of the other gentlemen on board, that
all kinds of Europeart’ grain, plants, and fruit,
would flourifh here in the utmoft luxunance

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There is reafon to conclude, from the vegetables.

which our navigators fourid in Eaheinomauwe,
that the winters are milder than thofe in England;
and the fummer was experienced not to be hot-
ter, though it was more equally warm. If this
country, therefore, fhould be fettled by people
from Europe ; they’ might with' a tittle indufiry
very ‘foon be fupplied, in great ‘a’bund:mce, not
‘merely with the neceffanes but even with the
luxuries of life. ‘ o A

"In Eaheinomauwe there are’ no quadrupeds
but .dogs ard rats. At leaft, no other were
feen by our voyagers; and the rats are fo fearce,’
that they wholly efcaped the notice of many, on
board. Of birds the fpecies are’ not ‘numerous ;

and of thefe no one kind, excepting perhaps the' -

gannet, is exaltly the fame wicth thofe of Eu-
rope. Infed@s are not in greater plemty than birds.

The fea makes abundant recompenfe "for this -

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fcarcity of animals upon the land. Every creek
fwarms with i:fh, which are not only wholefome,
but equally delicious with thofe in our part of
the world. The Endeavour feldom auchored in
any ftation, or with a.light ‘gale paffed any
place, that dl& not afford enough, with hook
and line, to fetve the whole fhip’s company,
If the feine was made ufe of, it feldom failed of

~producing -a ftill more ample fupply. The high:

eft luxury of this kind, with which the E nglil
were gratified; was th; lobfter, or fea cray-fifh.
Among the Vggetable produc‘hons of the coun-

© try, the trees.claim a principal place; there being

forefls - of vaft extent, full of the firaiteft, the

cleaneft, . and the largeRt timber- Mr. Cook and

his frxends ‘had. ever feen. Mr. Banks and Dr.
Solander. were gratlﬁed by: thie- novelty , if not
by the wvariety, of the plants, Out of about four
bundred fpecies. there were.not many which had
}ntherto been defcribed by..botanifts. " There is
one planb that ferves the natives inftead of hemp

and flax,’ and ‘which éxcels all that arejapplied ta .

the' fame purpofes in other countries.

If the fettling of New Zealand. ﬂzoulci evét be

deemed an’obje& deﬁrvmg the attention of Greas
Britain, our Commander thoug,ht thqt the belt place
for eflablifhing a- colony would either. be on .the

-banks of the T hames, orin the territory ad_, ing .
to the Bay. of flands. Each of thefe, places poffefles

the advanta,ge of an excellent ha,rbpur By means
of the river, fettlements might be extended, and,

a copmunication eftablithed \wth the mland
R .
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parts of the country. Veffels might, likewife,
be built of the fine timber which is every where
to be met with, at very lictle trouble and ex-
pence *.

But I am in danger of forgetting myfelf, and
of running into a detail which ‘may be thought
rather to exceed the intentions of the prefent nar-
rative. It is difficult to reftrain the pen, when
fuch a variety of curious and entertaining matter
lies before it; and I mult entreat the indulgence of
my readers while I mention two or three farther
“Particulars. One circumftance peculiarly worthy of
notice, is the perfe@ and uninterrupted health of

.. the inhab:tants of New Zealand. In all the vifits

made to their towns, where old and young, men
- and women , crouded about our voyagers,  they
never- obferved a fingle perfon who appeared to
have any bodily complaint, nor among the num-
bers.that were feen naked, was once perceived
the flighteft eruption upon the fkin, or the
Jeaft mark which indicated that fuch an eruption
had formerly exifted. Another proof of the
health of thefe people is the facility with-which
the wounds they at any time receive are healed.
In the-man who had been (hot with a mufquet-
ball through the flefhy part of his arm, the
. wound feemed to be fo well digefted, and in To
fair 2 way of being perfectly healed, that if Mn
Cook had not known that no application had
been made to it, he declared that he fhould cer-

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tainly have enqmred ‘with a very mtereﬂed cu-
riofity,, after the wvulnerary' “herbs and furgical
art of the country. An additional evidence of
human nature’s being untainted with difeafe in
New Zcaland, is the great number of old men
with whom it abounds. Many of them, by the
lofs of their hair and teeth, appeared to be very.
ancient, and yet none of them. were decrcpi{i

- Although they were not equal to the young in

mufcular ftrength, they did not come in the
leaft behind them with regard to ichearfulnefs and
vivacity. Water, as far as our navigators could
difcover, 1s the univerfal and only liquor of the
New Zealanders *. It 1s greatly to be withed,
that their happinefs in this refpe& may never be
deﬁ;royed by fuch a connection with the Euro-
pean nations, as fhall introduce that fondnefs for
fpiritous liquors which hath been fo fatal to the
Indians of North America. '
From the obfervations which Lieutenant. Cook

and his friends made on the jpeople of New

Zealand, and from the fimilitude which was
difcerned between them and the inhabitants of
the South Sea Iflands, a firong proof arofe that
both’ of them had one common origin; and this
proof was rendered indubitable by the conformity”

“of their language. When Tupia addreffed him-

felf to the natives of Eaheinomauwe and Poe-
nammoo, he was perfedly underftood. Indeed,
it did not appear that the language of Otahen:c

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iffered more from that of New Zealand , than
the language of the two iflands, into which it
is divided, did from each other *.

Hitherto the navigation of Lieutenant Cook
had been unfavéurable to the notion of a fouth.

ern continent ; having fwept away at leaft

three-fourths of the pofitions upon which that
notion had been founded. The track of. the
Endeavour had demonfirated that the land feen
by Tafman, Juan Fernandes, Hermite, the com.
mander of a Dutch fquadron, Quiros, and
Roggewein , was not, as they had fuppofed,
part of fuch a continent. It hid alo totally
deftroyed the theoretical arguments in favour of
a fouthern continent, which had been drawn

from the neceflity of it to prcfcrve an equilibrium’

between the two hemifpheres. however,
Mr. Cook’s difcoveries, fo far as he kad already
proceeded , extended Qn]y to” the northward of
forty degrees , fouth latitude , he could not,
therefore, give an opinion concerning what land
might lie farther to the fouthward. This was a
matter, therefore, which he earneftly wifhed to
be examined t; and to him was, at length,
referved the honour, as we fhall herea.ftcr fee, of
putting z final énd to the queftion.

On Saturday the thirty-firt of March, our
Commander failed from Cape Farewell in Ncw

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Zealand * and purfued his voyage to the welt-
ward. New Holland, or as it is now called’,
New South Wales, came in fight on the nine-
teenth of April ; and on the twenty-eighth of
that month the fhip anchored in Borany Bay.
On the priceding day, in confequence of its
falling calm when the veflel was not more than

"a mile and a half from the fhore , and within

fome breakers, our navigators had been in a

- very difagreeable fituation ; but happily a light

breeze had fprung from ‘the land, and carried

them out of danger.

In the.afternoon the boats were manned ; and
JLieutenant Cook and his friends, having Tupia
of their . party , fet out from thé Endeavour.

- They intended to land where they had feen fome

Indians, and began to hope, that as thefe Indians
had paid no regard to the fhip when fthe came
into the bay, they would be as inattentive to
the advances of the Englith towards the fhore.
In this, however, the gentlemen were difappoint-
ed; for as foon as they approached the rocks,
two of the men came down upon’ them to
difpute their landing, and the reft ran away.
Thefe champions, who were armed with lances
about ten feet long, called to our navigators in
a very loud tone, and in a harth diffonant
language, of which even Tupia did not under-
fland a fingle word. At the fame time , they

brandifhed their wecapons, and feemed refolved
to defend their coalt to the utmoft, though they
were but two to forty. The Lleutenant who
could not but admire their courage, and who

was unwilling that hoftilities fhould commence-

with fuch inequality of force on their fide,
ordered his boat to lie upon her oars. He and
the other gentlemen then parlied with them by
figns; and, to obtain their good-will, he threw
them nails, beads, and feveral trifles befides,
with which they appeared to be well pleafed.
After this our Commander endeavoured to make
them underftand” that he wanted water, and’ at-
tempted to convince them, by all the methods
in his power, that he had no injurious defign
againft them. Being willing to interpret the
waving of their hands as an invitation to pro-
ceed, the boat put in to the fhore; but no fooner

was this perceived, than it was oppofed by the

two Indians, one of whom feemed to be a youth
about nmeteen or twenty years old, and the
other a man of middle age. “The only refource
now left for Mr. Cook was to fire a mufquet
between them which being done, the youngeft
of them dropped -a bundle of lances on the rock,
but recolleé’tmg iumfe]fm an inftant, he fnatched

CHacPr
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them up again in great hafte. A fione was then

thrown at the Englith, upon which the Lieuten-
ant . ordered a - mul'quet to be ﬁred wnﬁ {mall-
fhot. This ﬂruck ‘the eldeft upon the legs, and
he immediately ran to one of the houfes, which
was' at about.-a. hundred yards diftance. Mr.
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Cook, who now hoped that the conteft was
over, inftantly landed with his party; but they
had fcarcely quitted the boat when the Indian
returned, having only left the rock to fetch a
fhield cr target for his defence. As foon as-he
came up, he and his comrade threw each of
them a lance in the midft of our people, but
bappily without hurting a fingle perfon. At the
firing of a third mufquet, one of the two men
darted another lance, and then both of them ran
away. After this the gentlemen repaired to the
huts, and threw into the houfe where the chil-
dren were, fome beads, ribbons, pieces of cloth,
and other prefents. Thefe they hoped would
procure them the goed will of the inhabitants.
When, however, the Lieutenant and his com-

panions returned the next day, they had the
tsmomﬁcauon of finding that the beads and -

ribbons which they had left the night before,
had not been removed from their places, and
that not an Indian was to be feen *. :
“Several of the natives of the country came in
fight on the thirtieth, but they could not be
engaged to begin an mtercourfe with our people.
They approached within a certain diftance of

_ them, and after fhouting feveral times went back

into the woods. Having done this once more,
Mr. Cook followed them hlmrelf , alone and
unarmed, a-confiderable way along the. Ihorea

but without prevailing upon ‘them to ftop t.-

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On the firt of May, he reflolved to“make an
excurlion into the country. Accordingly, our
Commander , Mr. Banks, Dr Solander, and
feven othera, all of them properly accoutred

for the expedition, fet out, and repaired firft

to the huts near the watering place, whither
fome of the Indians continued every day to
refort.  Though the little prefents which had
been left there before had not yet been taken
away, our gentlemen added others of flill greater
value, confifting of cloth, beads, combs, and
looking glaffes. After this they went up into
the couuntry, the face of which is finely diverfi-
fied by wood and lawn. The foil they found
to be either fwamp or light fand t.

In cultivating the ground there would be no

~ obftruion from the trees, which are tall, firait,

and without underwood, and ftand at a fufﬁcient
diftance from each other. Between the trees,
the land is abundantly covered with grafs. Our
voyagers faw many houfes of the inhabitants,
but met with only one of the people, who ran
away as foon as he difcovered the Englifh. At
every place where they went they left prefents,
hoping that at length they might procure the

confidence and good' will of the Indians. - They'

little within " the fouth entrance of the bay, which gave
the latitude 34° fouth.

1 In a part of the country that was afterwards examined ,
the foil was. found to be much richer ; being a deep black
mold , which the Licutenant thought very fit for the pro-
duction of grain of any kind.
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€ H ar. perceived fome traces of animals; and the trees

over their heéads abounded with birds of various
kinds, among which were many of exquifite
beauty. Loriquets and cockatoos. in particular,
were fo numerous, that they flew in flocks of
feveral fcores together

While the Lieutenant and his fucnds were
upon this excurfion, Mr. Gore, who had been
fent out in the morning to dredge for oyfters,
having performed that fervice , difmiffed his
boat, and taking a mldﬂnpman with hlm fet
out to join the waterers by land. In his way he
fell in with a body of two and twenty Indians,
who followed him, and weie often at no greater
diftance than that of twenty yards. When he
perceived them fo near, he ftopped , and faced
about, upon-which they likewife ftopped; and
when he went on again, they continued their
purfiit. But though they were all armed with
lances , they did not attack Mr. Gore; fo that
he and the midmhipman got in fafety to the
watering- place. When the natives came in fight
of the main body of the Englifh, they halted
at about the ditance of a quarter of a mile, and
flood ftill. By this Mr. Monkhouife and wo
or three of the waterers were encouraged to
march up to them; but feeing the Indians keep
their ground, they were feized with a fudden
fear, which is not uncommon to the rafth and
foolhardy , 'and made a hafty retreat. This
ftep increafed the danger which it was intended
to avoid. Four of the Indians immediately ran
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forward , and difcharged their lances at the
fugitives, with fuch force that they went beyond
them. - OGur people, recovering their {pirits,
ftopped to colle¢t the lances, upon which the
natives, in their turn. began to retire. At this
time Mr. Cook came up, with IMr. Banks, Dr.
Solander, and Tupia ; and being defirous of
convincing the Indians that they were neither
afraid of them , nor defigned to do them any
injury, they advanced towards them, endeavour-
ing , by figns of expoftulation and entreaty,
to engage them to an intercourfe, but without
cffe&t. : o
From the boldnefs which the natives difco-
vered on the firlt landing of our voyagers, and
the terror that afterwards feized them at the
fight of the Englifh, it appears that they were
fufficiently intimidated by our- fire-arms. There
was not, indeed, the leaft reafon to believe

‘that any of them had been much hurt by the

fmall fhot which had been fired at them when
they attacked our people on their coming ‘out
of the boat. Neverthelefs, they had probably

~ feen, from their lurking places, the effecs which

the mufquets had upon birds. Tupia, who was

 become a good markfman, frequently firayed

abroad to fhoot parrots; and while he was thus
employed, he once met with nine Indians, who,
as foon as. they perceived that he fiw them, ran
from him, in great alarm and confufion.

While, on the third of May, anks was

- gathering plants near the watering-place) Lieuten-
D . N ’
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ant Cook went with Dr. Solander and Mr.
Monkhoufe to the bead of the bay, for the
purpofe of examining that part of the country,
and of making farther attempts to form fome
connedions with the natives. In this excurfion
they acquired additional knowledge councerning
the nature of the foil, and its capacities for cul-
tivation, but had no fuccefs in their endeavours
to engage the inhabitants in coming to a friendly

.intercourfe. Several parties that were. fent into

the country, 6n the next day , with the fame
view, were equally unfuccefsful. In the afternoon
our Commander hymfelf, with a number of attend-
ants, made an ‘txcurfion to the north fhore,
which he found to be without wood, and to
refemble, in fome degree, our moors in England.
The furface of the ground was, however, co-
vered with a thin brufh of plants, rifing to abput
the height of the knee. Near the coaft the hills
are low, but theré are others behind them, which
gradually afcend to a confiderable diftance, and
are interfected with marfhes and moraffes. Among
the articles of fith which, at different times, were
caught, were large ftingrays. One of them, when

his entrails were taken out, weighed three hund-

red and thirty-fix pounds.

It was upon account of the great quantity of
plants which Mr. Banks and Dr. Solander col-
le@ed in this place, that Lieutenant Cook was
induced to give it the name of Borany Bay. It
1s fituated in the latitude of 24° fouth, and in
the longitude of 208" 37/ weft; and affords a

capacious,
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capacious fafe, and convenient fhelter for thip- Cr ar.

ping. The Endecavour anchored near the fouth
fhore, about a mile within the entrance, for the
convenience of failing with a foutherly wind,
and becaufe the Lieutenant thought it the belt
fituation for watering. But afterwards he found
a very fine ftream on the north fhore, where
there was a fandy cove, in which a fhip might lie
almoft land-locked, and procure wood and water
in the greateft abundance Though wood is
every where plentiful, our Commander faw
only two fpecies of it that could be confidered
as timber. Not only the inhabitants who were
firft difcovered, but all who afterwards came in
fight, were entirely naked.’Of their mode of
life our voyagers could know but little, as not
the lealt connexion could be formed with
them; but it did not appear that they were
numerous, or that they lived in focieties. They

feemed, like other animals, to be fcattered about

along the coaft, and in the woods. Not a fingle
article was touched by them of all that were
lefc at their huts, or at the places which they
frequented fo little fenfe had they of thofe fmall
copveniences and ornaments which are’ ‘generally
eky alluring to the uncivilized tribes of the
be. During Mr.'Cook’s ftay at this place, he
cauldd{the Englith colours to be difplayed every
ore , and took care that the fhip's
nd the date of the year, fhould be
Vor. L K
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infcribed upon one of the trees near the
watering-place *. o
At day-break, on Sunday the fixth of May,
our navigators failed from Botany Bay; and as
they proceeded on their voyage, the Lieutenant
gave the names that are indicated ,upon the map
to the bays, capes, points, and remarkable hills
which fucceffively appeared in fight. /On the
fourteenth, as the Endeavour advance’d to the
northward, being then in latitude 3e° 22/ fouth,
and longitude 206° 39/ weft, the land gradually
increafed in height, fo that it may be called a
hilly country. Between. this - latitude and Botany
Bay, it exhibits a pleafing variety of ridges,
hills, valleys, ‘and plains, all clothed with wood,
of the fame appearance with that which has
been mentioned before. The land near the fhore
is in general low and fandy , excepting the
points , which are racky, and over many of
which are high bills, that, at their firft rifing
out of the water, have the femblance of iflands.
On the next day, the veffel being about a
league from the fhore, our voyagers difcovered
fmoke in many places, and having recourfe to
their glaffes, they faw about twenty of the
natives, who had each of them a large bundle
upon his back. The bundles our people ‘con-

~jectured to be palm leaves for covering the

houfes of the Indians, and continued to ob-
ferve them above an hour, during which they

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walked upon the beach, and up a path that Cmae.

led over a hill of gentle afcent. It was remark-
able, that not one of them was feen to flop
and look towards the Endeavour. They marched
along without the lealt apparent emotion either

*of curiofity or furprize, though it was impoffi-

ble that they fhould not have difcerned the fhip
by fome cafual glance as they went along the
fhore, and though fhe muft have been the moft
ﬁupendous “and “unaccountable object they had
ever beheld *.

While , on the. feventeenth s+ OUr Navigators

-were in a bay, to which Lieutenant Cook had

given the name of Moreton’s Bay **, and at
a place where the land was not at that time
vifible, fome on board, havmg obferved that.
the fea looked paler than ufual, were of opinion
that the bottom of the bay opened into a river.

. The Lieutenant was fenfible that there was no
real ground for this fuppofition. As the Endea-

vour had here thirty-four fathom water, and a
fine fandy bottom , thefe circumftances alone
were {ufficient to produce the change which had
been noticed in the colour of the fea. Nor was
it by any means ncceflary to fuppofe a river,
in order to account for the land at the bottom
of the bay not being vifible. }f the land there
was as low as it had been experienced to be in a

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hundred other parts of the coaft; it would-be
impoflible to fee it from the ftation of the fhip~
Our Commander would, however, have brought
the matter to the teft of experiment , if the wind
had been favourable to fuch a purpofe. Should

any future navigator be difpofed to determine

the queftion, whether there is or is not a river
.n this place, IMr. Cook has taken care to leave
the beft dire@ions for finding its fitmation.

"~ On the twenty-fecond, as our voyagers were

purfuing their courfe-from HarvEY'S Bay, they -

difcovered with their glaffes that the land was
covered with palm-nut trees, which they had
not feen from the time of their leaving the
iflands within the tropic. They faw alfo two
men walking along the fhore, who paid them
as little attention as they had met with on
former occafions. At eight o’clock in the evzning
of this day, the fhip came to an anchot in five
fathom , with a fine fandy bottom. Farly in

the morning of the next day, the Lieutenant,

accompanied by IMr. Banks, Dr. Solander, the
other gentlemen, Tupia, and a party of men,
weot on fhore, in order to examine the country.

The wind Blew frefh, and the weather was fo

cold , that, being at a confiderable diftance
from land, they took their cloaks as a neceflary
equipment for the voyage. When they landed,
they found a channel leading into a large lagoon.
Both the channel and"the lagoon were “examined
hy our Commander with his ufual accuracy.

There. is in the place a fmall river of “frefh-
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water, and room for a few fhips to lie in great
fecurity. Near the lagoon grows the true man-
grove, fuch as exifts in the Weft India iflands,
and the firlt of the kind that had been yet met
with by our mavigators. Among the fhoals and
fand banks of the coaft, they faw many large
birds, and fome in particular of the fame kind

which they had feen in Botany Bay. Thefe they

judged to be pélicans, but they were fo fhy as
never to come within reach of a mufquet. On
the fhore was found a fpecies of the buftard,
" one of which was fhot that was equal in fize
to a turkey, weighing feventeen pounds and a
half, All the gentlemen agreed that this was
the beft bird they had eaten fince they left

England; and in honour of it they called the - A

“inlet BusTARD BaY *. Upon the mud banks,
.and under the mangroves, were innumerable
oyfters of various kinds, and among others' the
hammer oyfter, with a large proportion of fmall
pearl-oyfters. If in deeper water there fhould be
equal plenty of fuch oyfters at their full growth,
Mr. Cook was of opinion that a pearl filhery
might be - eftablifbed here to very great advan-
tage t. .
The people who were left on board the fhip

afferted , that, while the gentlemen were in the

woods, about twenty of the natives came down

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to the beach, a-breaft of the Endeavour, and
after having looked at her for fomeé time, went
away. Not a fingle Indian was feen by the
gentlemen themfelves, though they found vari-
ous proofs, in fmoak, fires, and the fragments
of recent meals, that the country was inhabited.
The place feemed to be much trodden, and

yet not a houfe, or the remains of-a houfe, -

could be difcerned. Hence the Lieutenant and
his friends were difpofed to believe that the

people were deftitute of dwellings, as well as .
of clothes; and that, like the other commoners

of nature, they fpent their nights in the open

-air. Thpia himfelf was firuck with their appar-

ently ughappy condition; and fhaking his head,
with andir of fuperiority and compaffion, faid
that they were Taata Enos, © poor wmretches *. ”
On the twenty-fifth, our voyagers, at the
diftance of one mile from the land’, were a-breaft
of a point which Mr. Cook found to lie directly

under the tropic of Capricorn ; and for this feafon -

he called it CsPE CaPRICORN t. In the night of
the next day, when the fhip had anchored at a
place which was diftant four leagues from Cape
Capricorn, the tide rofe and fell near feven feet;
and the flood fet to the weftward, and the ebb to
the eaft ward. This circumftance was juft the reverfe

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of what had been jexperienced when the Endea-
vouf was at anchor to the eaftward of Buftard
Bay.

While our people were under fail, on the
twenty-fixth, and were furrounded with iflands,
which lay at different diftances from the main
land , they fuddenly fell into three fathom of
water. Upon this the Lieufenant anchored, and
fent away the mafter to found a channel which
lay between the northermgft ifland and the main.
“Though the channel appeared to have a confi-
derable breadth, our Commander fufpected it to
be fhallow, and fuck ‘was in fa&t the cafe. The
mafter reported at his return, that he had only
two fathom and a half in many places; and where the
veflel lay atanchor fhe had only fixteen feet, which
was not two feet more than fhe drew. Mr. Banks,
who; while the mafter was founding the channel,
tried to fifh from the cabin window with hook and

line, was fuccefsful in catching two forts of crabs, °

bogh of them fuch as our navigators had not
feen before. One of them was adorngd with a
moft beautiful blue, in every refpedt equal to
the ultramarine. With this blue all his claws and
joints were deeply tinged; while the under part
‘of him was white, and fo o_exquifitely ‘polithed
that in colour and brightnefs it bore an exac
reiemblance to the white of old china. The

other crab was alfo marked, though fomewhat

more fparingly , with the ultramarine on his
joints and his toes; and on his back were three
‘brown fpots of a fingular appearance.
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Early the next morning, Lieutenant Cook ,
having found a paffagé between the if.inds,
failed to the northward, and on the evening“ of
the fucceeding day anchored at about two mileS
diftance from the main. At this time a great num-
ber of iflands, lying a long way without the fhip,
were in fight. On the twenty-ninth, the Lieu-

~tenant fent away the mafter with two boats to

found the entrance of an .inlet which lay to the
weft, and into whiah he intended to go with
the veflel, that he might wait a few days for
the moon’s encreafe, and have an-opportunity*
of examining the country. As the tide-was obs
ferved to ebb and flow conﬁderably, when thq
Endeavour had "anchored within the inlet, our
Commander judged it to be a river that might -
run pretty far up into land.- Thinking that this
might afford a commodious fituation for laying
the fhip . afhore, and clcamng her bottom, he
landed with the mafter, in fearch of a proper
place for the purpofe, He was accompanied in -
the excurfion by Mr. Banks and Dr. Solander;

and they found walking exceedingly troublefome, |

in confequence of the ground’s being covered =

with a kind of grafs, the feeds of which were
very fharp and bearded. Whenever thefe feeds
ftuck into their clothes, which happened at every
ftep , they worked forward by means of the
beard, till they got at the flesth. Another difa-
greeable circumftance was, that the gentlemen
were inceflantl “with the ftings of a
(;lpudf‘of"'iifufquitos. They foon met with feveral

L
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places where the fhip might conveniently be laid
‘afhore; but were much difappointed in not being
able to find any frefh water. In proceeding up
the country , they found gum trees, the gum
upon which exifted only in very fmall quanti-
ties. Gum trees of a fimilar kind, and as little
produ&ive , had occurred in other parts of
the Coaft of New - South Wales. Upon . the
branches of the trees were ants nefts, made of
clay, as big as a bulhel. The ants themfelves,
by which the nefts were inhabited, were fmall,
and their bodies white. Upon another fpecies
of the gum tree, was found a fmall black ant,
which perforated all the twigs, and, having
worked qut the pith, occupied the pipe in which
it had been contained. Notwithftanding this,
the parts in which thefe infeds, to an amazing
number, had formed a lodgment, bore leaves
"and flowers, and appeared to be entirely in a
‘flourifhing ftate. Butterflies were found in fuch
multitudes that the account of them feems almoft
to be incredible. The air was fo crowded with
them , for the fpace of three or four acres, that
mllllons might be feen in every direcion; and

Cuar
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the branches and twigs of the trees were at the

fame time covered ‘with others that were not
upon the wing, A fmall fifh of a fingular kind
was likewife met with in.this place. lts fize was
about that of a minaow , and it had two very
firong breaft-fins. It was found in places which

were quite dry, and where it might-be fuppofed -

- that it had-been left by the tide; and yet it did
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not appear to have become languid from that
circumftance : for when it was approached , it
leaped away as nimbly as a frog. Indeed it did
not feem to prefer water to land.

Though the curiofity of Mr. Cook and his-

friends was gratified by the fight of thefe various
objeds, they were difappointed in the attainment
of their main purpofe, the difcovery of frefh

water; and a fecond excurfion, which was made -

by them on the afternoon of the fame day, was

equally unfuccefsful. This failure of the Lieuten- -

ant’s hopes determined him to make but a fhort
ftay in the place, Having, however, obferved
from an eminence that the inlet penetrated a con-
fiderable way ipto the country ; he formed a
refolution of tracing it in the morning. Accord-

ingly, at fun-rife, on Wednefday the thirtieth of

May, he went on fhore, and took a view of

the coaft and the iflands that lie off it, with their -

bearings. For this purpofe he had with him an
azimuth compafs; but he found that the needle
differed very confiderably in its pofition, even

" to thirty degrees, the variation being in fome

places more, in others lefs. Once the needle
varied from itfelf no lefs than two points in the
diftance of fourteen feet.'IMl. Cook having taken
up fome of the loofe ftones which lay upon the
ground, applied them to the needle, but they pro-
duced no effet ; whence he concluded thatin the
hills there was iron ore, traces.of which-he had

remarked both here and in the neighbouring
parts. After he had made his obfervations upan
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- the hill, he proceeded with Dr. Solander up

the inlet. He fet out with the firflt of the flood ,
and had advanced above eight leagues long beforé
it was highwater. The brcadth of the inlet thus

- far was from two to five mlles upon a direGtion

fouth-weft by fouth; but here it opened every
way, and formed a large lake, which to the
north-wet® communicated with the fea. Our
Commander not only faw the fea in this direétion,
but found the tide of flood coming ftrongly in
from that point. He obferved, alfo, an arm of
this lake extending to the eaftward. Hence he
thought it not improbable that it might com-
municate with the fea in the bottom of the bay,
which lies to the weftward of the cape that on

‘the chart is defignated by the name of Cu'l:_
TOWNSHEND. On the fouth fide of the lake is a

ridge of hills which the Lieutenant was very
defirous of climbing. As, however, it was high-
water, and the day was far fpent; and as the
weather, in particular, was dark and rainy, he
was afraid of being bewildered among the fhoals
in the night, and therefore was obliged to give
up his inclination, and to make the beft of his

way to the fhip. Two people only were feen by -

him, who followed the boat along the fhore a
good way at fome diftance; but he could not
prudently wait for them, as the tide ran ftrongly
in his favour. Several fires in one dire&ion, and
fmoke in another,” exhibited farther proofs of the
country’s being in a certain degree inhabited.
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While Mr. Cook, with Dr. Solander, was
tracing the inlet, Mr. Banks and a party with
him engaged in a feparate excurfion, in which
they had not proceeded far within land , before
their courfe was obftructed by a fwamp, covered
with mangroves. This, however), they determin-
ed to pafs; and having done it with great dif-

“ficulty , they came up to a place whefk there had

been four fmall fires, near to which lay fome
fhells and bones of filh that had been roafted.
Heaps of grafs were alfo. found lying together,
on which four or five people appeared to have
flept. Mr. Gore, in another place, obferved the
track of a large animal. Some buftards were like-
wife feen, but not any other bird, excepting a
few beautiful loriquets, of the fame kind with
thofe which had been noticed in Botany Bay.
The country in general, in this part of New
South Wales, appeared fandy and barren , and
deftitute of the accommodations which could fit
it for being pofleffed by fettled inhabitants. From

the ill fuccefs that attended the fearching for frefh

water, Lieutemant Cook called the inlet in which
the fhip lay THiRsrY SounD *. No refrefhment
of any other fort was here procured by our
voyagers t.

Our Commander, not having a fingle induce-

ment to {tay longer in this place, weighed anchor =

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in the morning of the thirty-firlt, and put to fea. Cu 4 ».
In the profecution of the voyage, when the En-  IL
deavour was clofe under CApE UPsTART, the 1940,
variation of the needle, at fun-fet, om the fourth
of Juhe, was ¢° eaft, and at fun-rife the next day, , juge.
it was no more than 5° 35’. Hence the Lieutenant 5.
concluded that it had been influenced by iron ore,
or by fome other magnetical matter contained
under the furface of the earth. In the afternoon
of the feventh, our navigators faw upon one of
the iflands what had the appearance of cocoa-nus
trees; and as a few nuts would at this time have
been very acceptable, Mr. Cook fent Lieutenant
Hicks - athore, to fee if he could procure any
refrefhment. He was accompanied by Mr. Banks:
and Dr. Solander; and in the evening the gentle-
men returned, with an account that what had
been taken for cocoa-nut trees were a fmall kind
of cabbage palm, and that, excepting about
fourteen or fifteen plants, nothing could be ob-
tained which was worth bringing away. -On the s.
—-eighth, when the Endeavour was in the mid{t of
a clufter of fmall iflands, our voyagers difcerned,
with their glaffes, upon one of the neareft of ' -
thefe iflands, about thirty of the natives, men, 3
women, and children, all ftanding together, and i
lookmrr wnth great attention at the fhip. This was'
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ed among the pcople of thc country The pre~
fent Indian fpectators were entirely naked. Their
hair was fhort , and their complexion the fame
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with that of fuch of the inhabitants as had been
feen before *.

In navigating the coaft of New South Wales,
where the fea in all parts conceals fhoals which
fuddenly proje&t from the fhore, and rocks that
rife abruptly like a pyramid from the bottom, our
Commander had- hitherto conducted his veflel in
fafety, for an extent of two and twenty degrees
of latitude, being more than one theufand three
hundred miles. But, on the tenth of June, as he
was purfuing his courle from a bay to which he
bad given the name of TRINITY Bay, the En-
deavour fell into a fituation as critical and dan-
gerous as any that is recorded in the hiftory of
navigation; a hiftory which abounds with perilous
adventures , and almoft miraculous efcapes. Our
voyagers were now near the latitude affigned to
the iflands that were difcovered by Quiros, and
which, without fufficient reafon, fome geograph-

_ers have thought proper to join to this land.

The fhip had the advantage of a fine breeze,
and a clear moonlight night; and in ftanding off
from fix till near nine o’clock, the had deepened
her water from fourteen to twenty-onhe fathom.
But.while our navigators were at fupper it fud-
denly fhoaled, and they fell into“twelve, ten and
eight fathom , within the compafs of a few mi-
nutes. IMr. Cook immediately ordered every man
to his ftation, and all was ready to put about and
come to an anchor, when deep water being met

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with again at the next caft of the lead, it was
eoncluded that the veffzl had gone over the tail
of the fhoals which had been feen at funfet, and
that the danger was now over. This idea of fe-
curity was confirmed by the water’s continuing
to deepen to twenty and twenty - one fathom, fo
that the gentlemen left the deck in great tran-
quillity, and went to bed.” However, a little
before eleven, the water fhoaled at once from
twenty to feventeen fathom ; and before the lead
could be caft again, the fhip ftruck, and remain-
ed immoveable , excepting fo far as fhe was
influenced by the heaving of the furge, that beat

her againft the crags of the rock upon which the

lay. A few moments brought every perfon upon

deck, with countenances fuited to the horrors of
the fituation. As our people knew , from the
breeze which they had in the evening, that they
could not be very near the fhore, there was too
much reafon to conclude that they were upon a
rock of coral, which, on account of the fharpnefs
of its points, and the roughnefs of its furface, is
. more -fatal than any other. On examining the
depth of water round the fhip, it was fpeedily
1difcovered that the misfortune of our voyagers

was equal to their apprehenfions. Fhe veflel had’

been lifted over a ledge of the rock, and lay in
a hollow within it, in fome places of which
hollow there were from three to four fathom ,
and in others not fo many feet of water. To
complete the fcene of diftrefs, it appeared, from
the light of the moon, that the {heathing boards.
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Cn Ar. from the bottom of the fhip were floating away

all round her. and at laflt her falfe keel; fo that
every moment was making way for the whole
company’s being fwallowed up by the rufhing
in of the fea. There was now no chance but to
lighten her, and the opportunity had unhappily
been loft of doing it to the beft advantage; for
as the Endeavourghad gone afhore juft at high-
water , and by this- time it had confiderably fallen,
fhe would , when lightened, be but in the fame
fituation as at firft. The only alleviation of this
circumftance was, that as theé tide ebbed, the
veffel fettled to the rocks, and was not beaten
againft them with fo much violence. Our people
had, indeed, fome hope from the next tide,
though it was doubtful whether the fhip would
hold together fo long, efpecially as the rock kept
grating part of her bottom with fuch force as to
be heard in the fore ftore-room. No effort, how-
ever, was remitted from defpair of fuccefs. That
no time might be loft, t.he water was immediately
ftarted in the hold, and pumped up; fix guns,

bemg all that were upon the deck, a quantity of
iron and ftone ballaft, calks, hoop ftaves, oil
jars, decayed fores, apd a variety of things
befides, were thrown overboard with the utmoft
expedition. Evcry one exe-ted himfelf, not only

¢ without murmuring and difcontent, but even with

an alacrity which almo& approacbed to chearful-
nefs. So fenfible, at the fame time, were the
men of the awefulnefs of their fituation, that not
an oath was heard among them she deteﬁab}c
habit

habit of profane fwearing being inftantly fubdued
by the dread of incurring guilt when a fpcedy
death was in view.

While Lieutenant Cook and all the people
about him were thus employed, the opening of
the morning of the eleventh of June prefented
them with a fuller profpe& of their danger. The

land was Jfeen by them at about eight leagues -

diftance, without any:ifland in the intemmediate
fpace, upon which , if the fhip had gone to
pieces, they might have been fet a-thore by the
boats, and carried thence by _different turns to
the main. Gradually, however, the wind died

- away, and early in the forenoon it became a dead
calm; a circumftance this, peculiarly happy n

the order of Divine Providence; for if it had
blown hard. the veffel muft me\utably have been
deftroyed. ILgh water being expeed at eleven
in the morning, and every thing being made
ready to heave her off if {he {hould float, to the
mexpreflible furpnize and c¢oncern of our navi-
gators,, fo much did the day-tide fall fhort of that
of the night, that though they had lightened
the fhip nearly fifty ton, fhe did not float by a
foot and a half. Hence it became neceflary to
lighten her ftill more, and every thing was thrown
overboard that could poffibly be {pared. Hitherto
the Endeavour had not admitted much water; but

as the tide fell, it rufhed in fo faft, that fle cou—]-l )

fcarcely be kept free, though two pumps were
inceflantly worked. There were now no hopes

but from the' tide at midnigh-; to prepare fos

taking the advantage of which the moft vigorous
efforts were exerted. About five o’clock in the
afternoon the tide began to rife, but, at the
fame time, the léak increafed to a moft alarming
degree. Two more pumps, therefore, were
manned, . one of which unhappily would not
work.- Threc pumps, however, were kept going,
and at nine o'clock the fhip righted. Neverthe-

- lefs, the leak had gained fo confiderably upon

her, that it was imagined that fhe muft go to
the bottom as foon as fhe ceafed to be fupported
by the rock. It was, indeed, a dreadful circum-

~ftance to our Commander and his people, that
. they ‘were obliged to anticipate the floating of

the veflel not as an earneft of their deliverance,
but as an event which probably would precipi-
tate their deftru&tion. They knew that their
boats were not capable of carrying the whole of
them on fhore and that when the<dreadful criﬁe
being at an end, a conteft for .preferenq:e tmgbc
be expe&ed’, which would increafe even the hor-
rors of fhipwreck, and turn ‘their rage agaioft each
other. Some of them were fenfible that if they
fhould efcape to the main land., they were likely
to fuffer more upon the whole than thofe who

" would be left on board to perifh in the waves.

be ‘expofed to inftant
death ; whereas the former, hey got on
fhore, would have no lafting or effectual de
againft the natives, in a part of the country
where even: nets and fire-arms could fcarccly
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furnifh them with food. But fuppefing that they
fhould find the means of fubfiftence, how hor-
rible muft be their ftate, to be condemned to
languifh out the remainder of their lives in a
defolate wildernefs, without the pofleffion or
hope of domeftic comfort, and to be cut off from
all commerce with mankind, excepting that of
the naked favages who prowl the defert, and
who perhaps are fome of the moft rude and un-
civilized inhabitants of the earth!

The dreadful moment which was to determine
the fate of our voyagers now drew on; and

every one faw, in the countenances of his com- .
panions , the picture of his own fenfations. Not,.

however, giving way to defpair, the Lieutenant
ordered the capftan and windlace to be manned
with as many hands as could be fpared from the
pumps, and the, fhip having floated about twenty
minutes after ten o'clock, the grand effort was
made, and fhe was heaved into deep water. It
was no fmall confolafion to find that (he did not
now admit of more water than fhe had done
when upon the rock. By the gaining, indeed,
of the leak upon the pumps, three feet and nine
mnches of water were in the hold; notwith-
ftanding which; the men did not relinquiﬂl their
labdur. Thus they beld the water as it were at
 bay: but having endured exceffive fatigue of
body, and agitation of mind, for more than

twenty-four h(mrs, and all this being attended .

with little hope of final fuccefs, they began, at
“length, to flag. None of them could work at
'L 2
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Cu a p.. the pump above five or fix minutes together,
1. after which, being totally exhaufted, they threw
1770. themfelves down upon the degk , - though a
: firecam. of water, between three ob four inches
deep, was running over it from the pumps.
When thofe who fucceeded them had worked °
their time, and in their turn were exhaufted,
they threw themfelves down in the fame man-
ner, and the others ftarted up again, to renew
their labour. While thus they were employed
~in reli€ving each other, an accident was very
nearly putting an immediate end to all their
- efforts. The planking which lines the fhip’s bot-
tom is called the cicling, between which and the
" outfide planking there is a fpace of about eighteen
>  inches. From this cieling only, the man who
) had hitherto attended the well had takeén the .
depth of the.water, and had given the meafure
accordingly,) But, upon his being relieved, the
perfon who came in his room reckoned the depth
to the outfide p]ankmg, which had the appearance
of the leak’s havmg gained upon the pumps h
eighteen inches in a few -minutes. The miftake,
however ; was foon detc&ed, and the accident,
which in its commencement was very formldablc
to them, became, in fac, highly advantageous.
Such was the joy which every man felt at find-
ing his fituation bettér than his fears had fug-
gefted, that it operated with wonderful energy,
and_ feemed to poffefs him with a ftrong perfua-
fion that fcarcely any real danger remained. New
confidence and new hope infpired frefh vigour;

and the efforts of the men were exerted with fo
much alacrity and {pirit, that before eight o’clock
in the morning the pumps had gained confider-
ably upon the leak. All the converfation now

turned upon carrying the fhip into fome harbour, .

as a thing not to be daubted; and as hands could
be fpared from the pumps, they were employed
n getting up the anchors. It being found imgpof-
fible to fave the little bower anchor, it v?ﬁ cut
away at a whole cable, and the cable of the
ftream anchor was loft among the rocks; but in

the fituation of our people thefe were trifles

which fcarcely attracted their notice. The fore-
- topmaft and fore-yard were next erected, and
there being a breeze from the fea, the Endeavoumn
at eleven o'clock, got ance more under fail, and
ftood for the land. . ]

Notwithftanding thefe favourable circumftan-
ces, our voyagers were ftill very far from being
in a ftate of fafety. It was not poflible long to
continue the labour by which the pumps had
been made to gain upon the lcak ; and as
the exact place of it could not be ddfcovered
there was no hope of ftopping it within. At
this crifis, Mr. Monkhoufe , one of the midfhip-
men, .came to Lieutenant Cook, and propefed
an expedient he ‘had once feen ufed on board
a merchant fhip which had fprung a leak that
admitted more than four feet water in an hour,
~and which by this means had been fafely brought
from Virginia to London. To Mr. Monkhoufe,
thcrefore the care of the expedient, which is
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Cua . called fothering the thip, was, with proper affilt-
—— —I. - ance, committed; and his method of proceeding
==o. was as follows. He took a lower ftudding fail,

" and having mixed together a large quantity of
 oakham and wool, he ftitched it down, as light-
ly as poffible, in handfuls upon the fail, and
fpread over it the dung of the fheep of the veflel,
and other filth. The fail being thus prepared,
it was hauled under the fhip’s bottom by ropes,
which kept it extended. When it came under the
leak , the fudion that carried in the water, carried
in with it the oakham and wool from the furface of
the fail. In other parts the water was not fuffici-
ently agitated to wafh off the oakham and the
wool. The fuccels of ‘Jthe expedient was anfwer-
able to the warmeft expectations; for hereby the ’
leak was fo far reduced, that, inftead of gaining
upon three pumps, it was eafily kept under
with one. Here was fuch a new fource of con-
fidence and comfort, that our people could fcarce-
ly have exprefled more joy if they had been
already in port. It had latery been the utfnoft
obje@ of their hope, to run the fhip afhore in
fome harbour, either of an ifland or the main,
and to build a veflel out of her materials, to
carry them to the Eaft Indies. Nothing, how-
ever, was now thought of but to range along the
coaft in fearch of a convenient place to Tepair
the damage the Endsavour had fuftained, and
then to profecuie the voyage upcn the fame
plan, as if no impediment had happened. In
juftice aid gratitude to the fhip’s company, and
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the gentlemen on board, Mr. Cook has recorded, C n A r.
that although in the midRt of their diftrefs all of 1L
them feemed to have a jult fenfe of their danget, - 1770
o man gave way to paffionate exclamations,
or frantic geftures.  Every one appeared to
% have the perfect poffeffion of his mind, and eve-
- % ry one exerted himfelf to the uttermoft, with
% a quiet and patient perfeverance, equally dift-
« ant from the tumultuous violence of terror,
« and the gloomy inacivity of defpair *.”
Though the Lieutenant hath' faid nothing of
himfelf, it is well known that his own com-
pofure, fortitude, and actiyity were equal to the
greatnefs of the occafion. . .
To complete the hiftory of this wonderful
prefervation, it is neceffary to bring forward a
circamftance, which could notbe difcovered till
the fhip was' laid down to be repaired. It was
then found that one of her holes, which was
large enough to have funk our navigators, ifthey
had had eight pumps inftead of four, and had
" been able to keep them inceffantly - going, was
in a great meafure filled up by a%ragment of the
rock, upon which the Endeavour bad ftruck.
To thisfingular event, therefore it was owing, -
that the water did not pour in with a violence
which muft fpeedily bhave involved the Endea-
vour and all her company in inevitable deftruc-
tion 1.
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Hitherto none of the nameés, by which our
Commander had diftinguifhed the feveral parts of
the country feen by him were mewmorials of dif
trefs, But the anxiety and danger which he and
his people had now experienced, induced him
to call a point in fight, which lay to the north-
ward, CaPE TRIBULATION t.

The next object after this event was to look
out for a hartbour where the defe@s of the fhip
might be  repaired, and the veffel’ put into pro-
per order for. future navigation. On the four-
teenth, a fmall-harbour was happily difcovered ,
which was excellently adapted -to. the purpofe.
It was, indeed, remarkable, that, during the
whole eourfe of the voyage, our people had
feen no place which, in their prefent circumftan-
‘ces, could have: aff5rded them the fame relief.
They could not, however, immediately get into
it; and in the -midit of all their joy for their
unexpeced deliverance, they had not forgotten
that there -was nothing but a lock. of wool be-
tween them and:deftruction, - .-

At this time, ‘the fcurvy , with. many formi-
dable. f{ymptoms, began to make its appearance

among our navigators; Tupia, 1n particular,

was fo grievoully affeted with the difeafe, that

.all the remedies. prefcribed’ by thefurgeon could

not retard its progrefs, Mr. Green, the aftrano-

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mer, was alfo upon the decline. Khefe and CH ar.
other circumftances embittered the delay which 1L
prevented our Commander and his companions 1770.
from getting on fhore. In the morning of the
feventeenth, though the wind was fiill frefh, - 17 June.
_ the Lieutenant ventured to weigh, and to put
in for the harbour, the entrance into which was
by a very narrow channel. In making the at-
tempt the thip was twice run aground. At the
firft time fhe went off without any trouble, but
the fecond time fhe ftuck faft. Neverthelefs, by
proper exertions, in conjunctiog with the rifing
of the tide, fhe floated about one o’clock in the
afternoon. and was foon warped into the har-
bour. The fucceeding day was employedin ered '
ing two tents, in landing the .provifions -and
ftores, and in making every preparation for re-
" pairing the damages which the Endeavour had
fuftained. In the mean while, Mr. Cook, who
had afcended ong of the higheft hilld that over-
looked the harbour, was by no means entertain-
ed with a comfortable profpect; the low land”
near the river being wholly-overrun with man-
groves, among which the filt-water flows at
every tide, and the high.land appearing to be
altogether ftony and barren. Mr. Banks alfo
took: a walk up the country, and met with the
frames of feveral old lndian houfes, and places
where the natives,  though not recently, had
dreffed fhellfith. The boat, which had this day -
‘been difpatched to haul the feine, with a view
of procuring fome filh for the refrefhment of the
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fick, returned without fuccefs. T upia was more
fortunate Having employed himfelf in angling,
and living entirely upon what he .caught, he
recovered in a furprizing degree. Mr. Green,
to the regret of his friends, " exhibited no fymp-
toms of returning health.

On the nineteenth,; M. Banks croffed the river
to take a farther view of the country, which he
found to confift principally of fand-hills. Some
Indian houfes were feen by him, that appeared
to have been very lately ufhabxted, and in his
walk he met with large flocks of pigeons and:
crows. The pigeons were exceedingly beau-
tiful. Of thefe he fhot feveral; but the crows,
which were exadly like thofe in England, were
fo fhy that t.hey never came within the reach of
his gun. !

It was not till the twenty-fecond that the tide
fo far left the Endeavour, as to give our people
an opportumty of examining her leak. In the
place where it was found, the rocks had made
their way through four planks, and even into
the timbérs. Three more planks were greatly
damaged, and there was fomething very extra-
ordinary in the appearances of the breaches. Not
a fplinter was to be feen, but all. was as fmooth

- as if the whole had been cut away by an inftru-

ment. It was a peculiarly happy circumftance
that the timbers were here” very clofe, fince
otherwife the fhip could not poffibly have been
faved. Now alfo it was that the fragment of

the rock was difcovered, which, by ficking in

the leak of the veffel, had been fuch a provid-
ential inftrument of her prefervation. '

On the fame day, fome of the people who had
been fent to fhoot pigeons for the fick, and who
had difcovered many Indian houfes, and a fine
fiream of frefh water, reported at their return,

_that they had feen an animal as large as a grey-

hound, of a flender make, of a moufe cqlour,
and extremely fwift. As the Lieutenant. was
walking, on the morning of the twenty-fourth,
at a little diftance from the fhip, he had an op-
portunity of feeing an animal of the. fame kind.
From the defcnptlon he gave of it, and from

-an imperfe@ view which occurred to Mr. Banks ,

the latter gentleman was of opinion that its
fpecies was hitherto unknown.

The pofitioh of the veffe], while fhe was refit-
ting for fea was very near depnvmg the world
of that botanical knowledge, which Mr. Banks
had procured.at the expeénce of fo much labour,
and fuch various perils. .For the greater fecurity
of the curious collection of plants which he had

made during the whole voyage, he had re-
moved them into the bread room. This room
is in the after part of the fhip, the head of which,
for the purpofe of repairing her, was laid much
higher than the ftern. No one having thought

of the danger to which this circymftance might -

expofe the plants, they were fofid to be under
water. However, by the exercife of unremit-

ting care and attention, the larger part of them

were rcftored to a ftate of prefervation. -
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On the twenty-ninth of June, at two o'clock
in the morning, Mr. Cook, in conjunéion with
Mr. Green, obferved an emerfion of Jupiter's
firft fatellite. The time here was 20 13/ 53”
which gave the longltude of the place at 214
42/ 30" weft: its latitude is 15° 26/ fouth. The

‘next morning the Lieutenant fent fome of the

young gentlemen.to take a plan of the harbour,
whillt he bimfelf afcended a hill, that he might
gain a full profpe& of the fea: and it was a
profpeét which prefented him with a lively view
of the difficulties of his fituation. To his great
concern he faw innumerable fand-banks and fhoals,
lying in every dire@ion of the coaft. Some of

them extended as far as he could difcern with

his glafs, and many of them did but juft rife
above water. To the northward there was ‘an
appearance of a paflage, and this was the only
dire&ion in which our Commander could hope
to get clear, in the profecution of his voyage;
for as the wmd blew conftantly from the fouth-
ealt, to return by the fouthward would have
been extremely difficult, if not abfolutely impof-
fible. On this, and the preceding day, our
people had been very fuccefsful in hauling the
feine. The fupply of fith was fo great, that the
Lieutenant was now. able té diftribute two
pounds and a half to each.-man. A quantity of
greens having likewife been gathered, he ‘or-
dered them to be bojled with the peas. Hence

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refrcfhment to the whole of the thip’s com-
pany *.

karly in the morning of the fecond ofJuly, Lieu-
tenant Cook fent the mafter out of the harbour,

in the pinnace, to found about the fhoals, and to.

fearch for a channel to the northward. A fecond
attempt, which was made this day to heave off the
thip, was as unfuccefsful as a former one had been.
The next day the mafter returned, and reported
that he had found a paffage out to fea, between
the fhoals. On one of thefe fhoals, which con-
fifted of coral rocks, many of which were dry
at low’, water, he had landed, and found there
cockles®, of fo enormous a fize, that a fingle
cockle was more than two men could eat. At
the fame place, he met with a great variety of
other fhelf-ﬁ[h and brought back with him a
plentiful fupply for the ufe of his fellow voyagers.

At high- -water, - this day, another effort was
made to foat the fhip,, which happily fucceeded ;

but 1t b°mg found that fhe had fprung a plank
between. decks, it became neceffary to lay her
athore a fecond time.

Lie
Though he met with undoubted proofs that obt
feveral of the natives were at no great diftance, mif
nonc of them came within fight. Having found, fof
‘upon the whole, that the country did- not pro- E
mife much advantage from a farther fearch, he hac
wit

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and his party reimbarked in their boat, and
returned, on the eighth, to the fhip. During
their excurfion, they had flept upon the ground
in perfe& fecunty, and without once refle@ing
upon the danger they would have incurred,
if in that {ituation they had been difcovered by
the Indians. ,

Lieutenant Cook had not been fatisfied with
the account which- the mafter had given -of his
bavigg traced a paffage, between the fhoals,
into the fea. He fent him out, therefore, a
fecond time, upon the fame buﬁnefs, and, on.
his return, he made a different report. Havmg.
been feven leagues out to fea, the mafter was
now of - opinion that there was no fuch paflage
as he had before imagined. His expedition,
howzver, though in this refpe@ unfuccefsful,
was not wholly without its advantage. On the
very rock where he had feen the large cockles,
" he ‘met with a great number of turtle ; and
though he had no better an inftrument .than a
boat-hook, three of them were caught, which
together weighed feven hundred and nirety-one
pounds. An attempt, which, by order of the
Lieutenant , was made the next ‘morning to
obtain fome more turtle , failed through the
mifconduct of the fame officer, who had been
fo fortunate on the preceding day.

Hitherto the natives of this part of the country
bad eageriy avoided holding any -intercourfe
with our people: but at length their minds,
through the good managemcnt of Mr. Cook,
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became more favourably difpofed. Four of them
having appeared, on the tenth, in a fmail canoe,
and feeming to be bufily employed in ftriking
fith, fome of the fhip’s company were for going
over to them in a boat. This, however, the
Lieutenant would not permit, repeated experi-
ence having convinced him that it was more
likely to prevent than to procure an interview.
He determined to purfue a contrary method, and
to try what could be done by letting them alone;
and not appearing to make them, in the lecaft

~degrec, the objeéts of his notice. So fuccefsful

was this plan, that , after fome preparatory

intercourfe , they came along-fide the fhip,

without exprefling any fear or diftruft. The
conference was carried on, by figns, with the

vgutmoft cordiality till dimner-time, when, being

invited by our people to go with them and par-

take. of their provifioa , they declined .it, and
went away in their canoe.” One of thefe Indians
was fomewhat above the middlé age; the thrce
others were young. Their ftature was of the
common fize, but their limbs were remarkably
fmall. The colour of their fkin was a dark
chocolate. Their hair was black, but not woolly;

and their features were far from being difagree-

able. They had lxvcly cyes, and their teeth were
cven and white: The tones of their voices were
foft_and mufical, and t‘xcrc -was a flexibility 1
their organs of fpeech, 'which enabled them to
repeat, ynth great facility, many of the words
pronounced by the Ennmh ‘ :

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On the néxt morning, our voyagers had ano- Ca a ».
ther vifit from four of the natives. Three of them 1. .
were the fame who had appeared the day before, * 1770. :
- but the fourth was & ftranger, to whom hxs/ 1 Juye v

was diftinguithed by a very peculiar ornament. ' 7
This was the bone of a bird, nearly as thick as
a man’s finger, and five or fix inches long, ;
which he had thruft into a hole, made in the i
‘griftle that divides the noftrils. An inftance of i
the like kind, and only one, had been feen in

New Zealand. It was found however , that *
" among all thefe people the fame part of the 3

nofe was perforated; thit they had holes in their

ears ; and that they had bracelets , made of
plaited hair, upon. the upper part of thelr arms.

Thus the lovc of ornament takes place among J

them , though they arc abfolutely deftitute of B

apparel. ,

" Three Indians , on the twelfth, ventured 12
down to Tupia’s tent, and were fo well pleafed

with their reception , that one of them went

with ‘his canoe to fetch two others, who had ' )
never been feen by the Englifh. On. his retutn,

he introduced the ftrangers by name, a ‘ceremony
which was never omitted upon fuch occafions,
From a farther acquaintance with thé natives,

it was found that the colour of their fkins was

not fo dark as had at firft been apprehended,

and that all of them were remarkably clean

limbed , and extremely active and nimble. Their

" of the Iflanders in the South fea.

On the fourteenth, Mr. Gore had the good
fortune to kill one of the animals before men-
tioned , and which had been the fubje& of much

‘ fpec'ulation. It is called by the natives Kanguroo ;

and when dreffed .proved moft excellent meat,
Indeed, our navigators might now be faid to
fare fumptuoufly every day ; for they had turtle
i great plenty, and it was agreed that ‘thefe
were far fuperior to any which our people had
ever tafted in England. This the gentlemen
jullly imputed to their being eaten frefh from
the fea, before their natural fat had been walted,
or their juices changed, by the fituation and
diet they are expofed to when kept in tubs.
Moft of the turtle here caught were of the kind
called green turtle, and their weight was from

_ two to three hundred pounds.

In the morning of the fixteenth, while the
men were engaged in their ufual employment of
getting the fhip ready for the fea, our Com-
mander climbed one of the heights on the north
fidg of the river, and obtained from it an exten-
five view of the inland country, which he found
‘agreeably «diverfified by hills, valleys, and large
plains, that in many places were richly covered
with wood. This evening, the Lieutenant and
Mr. Green obferved an emerfion of the firft

fatellite of Jupiter, which gave 214 53’ 45"/ of

longitude. The obfervation taken on the twenty-
ninth of June had given 214" 438’ 30/; and the
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mean was 214" 48’ 7/, bemg the longitude of
the place weft of Greenwich.

On the feventeenth , Mr. Cook fent the mafter
‘and one of the mates in ‘the pinnace, to fearch
for a channel to the northwax;d ; after which,
- accompanied by Mr. Banks and Dr. Solander,
* he went into the woods on the other fide of
the water. In this excurfion the gentlemen™ had
a farther opportunity of improving their acquaint-
ance with the Indians, who by degrees became
fo familiar, that feveral of them the next day
ventured on board the fhip. There the Lieuten-
ant left them , apparently much entertained,
that he might go with Mr. Banks to take a,
farther furvey of the country, and efpecially to
indulge an anxious curiofity they had of looking
round about them upon the fea; of which they

- earneftly wifhed, but fcarcely’ dared to hope,

‘that they might obtain a favourable and encour-

aging profpe®. When, after haying walked -

along the fhore feven or eight miles to the
northward , they afcended a very high hill, the’
view which prefenfed itfelf to them infpired
nothigg but melancholy apprehenfions. In every
direction , they faw rocks and fhoals without
fumber ; and .there appeared to be no paflage
out to fea, but through the winding channels
between them, the navigation of which could
not be accomplifhed without the utmoft degree
of difficulty and danger. The fpirits of the two
~gentlemen were not raifed by this excurfion.
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Cunae On the mmcteenth -our voyagers were vifited
I by ten of the natives; and fix or feven more
1770.  were feen at a diftance, chiefly women, who
19July.  were as naked as the male inhabitants of the
country. There being at that time a number of

turtles on the deck of the fhip, the Indians who

came on board were desermined to get one of

them ; and exprefled great difappointment and
anger, when our people refufed to comply with

- thelr wifhes. Several attempts were made by
them to fecure what they wanted by force; but

all their | efforts proving unfuccefsful, they fud-

denly leaped into their canoé in a tranfport of

. Tage, and paddled towards the fhore. The Lieuten-

ant; with Mr. Banks, and five or fix of the

fhip’s ¢ ew, 1mmed1ately went .into the boat,

and got afhore, where many of the Englih

were engaged in various employments. As foon

~as the natives reached the land , they feized

their arms, which had been laid up’in a tree

and havmg fnatched a brand from under a pxtch-

kettle that -was boiling, made a circuit-to the
windward of the few things our people had on

fhore, and with furprlzmg quicknefs and déxgrity

fer fire to the grafs in their way. The’ grafs;
 which was as dry as ftubble, and five or fix
feet high, burnt with furprizing fury; and a

tent of Mr. Banks’s would have been deftroyed,

if that gentleman had not immediately got fome
. of the men-to fave it, by hauling it down upon
e . the beach. Every part of the fmith’s forge that
would burn was confumed. This tranfaction was
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followed by another of the fame nature. In fpite Cra P

of threats and entreati¢s;, the Indians went to a
different place, where feveral of the Endeavour’s
crew were wathing,r and where the feine, thc
other nets, and a large quantxty of linen’ were'
laid out to dry, and again fetfire to the grafs.
The audacity of this frefh attack rendered it
neceflary that a mufket, loaded with fmall fhot,
. {ltould be difcharged. at one of them; who bemg
"wounded , at the diftance of about forty yards,
they all betook th mfelves to flight. In the lalt
inftance the fire was extinguifhed before it had-
- made any confiderable progrefs; but where it
had firlt begun it fpread far into the woods. The
natives being full in fight, Mr. Cook, to con-
vince them that they had not yet gotten out of
his reach, fired
abreaft of them| among the mangroves, upon
~ which they quickeped their pace, and were foon
out of view. Wwas now expe&ed that they
would have gl en our navngatora no f?rther
trouble; but in| a little time their voices were
heard in the wpods, and it was perceived that
they came neager and nearer. The Lieutenant,
therefore, togdther with Mr. Banks, and three
or four more perfons, fet out to meet them; and
the refult of the interview, in confequence of
the prudent ‘and lenient condu& of our Com—
mander and hjs friends, was a complete recon-’
ciliation. Soon: after the Indians went away,
the woods were feen to be on fire at the diftance
of about two miles. This accident, if it had
M 3
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happened a little fooner, might have produced
dreadful effe@s; for the powder had been but
a few days on board, and it was not many
hours that the ftore tent, with all the valuable
things contained in it, had been removed. From
the fury with which the grafs would burn in
this hot climate, and the difficulty of extinguifh-
ing the fire, our voyagers determined never to
expofe themfelves to the like danger, but to
clear the ground around them, if ever again
they fhould be under a neceffity of pltchmg their
tents in fuch a fituation. '

In the evening of this day, when every thing
was gotten on board the fhip, and fhe was
nearly ready forfailing, the mafter returned with

_ the difagreeable account that there was no pa(fagc

for her to the northward. The next morning
the Lieutenant himfelf founded and buoyed the
bar. At this time all the hills for many miles
round were on fire, and the appearance they
affumed at night was eminently firiking’ “and
fplendid.

In an excurfion which was made by Mr. Banks,
on the twenty-third, to gather plants, he found -
the greateft part of the cloth that had been given
to the Indians lying in a heap-together. This,
as well as the trinkets which were beftowed
upon_them, they probably regarded as ufelefs
lumber. Indeed, they feemed to fet little value
on any thing pofleffed by our people, excepting

‘their turtle; and that was a commodlty which

could not be fpared.
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As Lieutenant Cook was prevented by blowing C u a ».
weather from attempting to get out t6 fea, Mr. 1L
Banks and Dr. Solafider feized another oppor- 1970.
tunity,, on the tyenty-fourth, of purfuing their
botanical refearchés. Having traverfed the woods 24 July.
the greater part of) the day without fuccefs, as
they were returniffg through a deep valley, they
. difcovered lying upon the ground feveral marking
nuts , the dnacardium orientale. Animated with :
the hope of meeting  with the tree that bore
them, a tree which perhaps no European botanift
had ever feen, they fought for it with great
diligence and labour, but to no purpofe. While
Mr. Banks was again gleaning the country, on
the twenty-fixth, to enlarge his treafure 6f natu-
ral hiftory , he had the good fortune to take an -
animal of the OpofJum tribe, together with two -
young ones. It was a female, and, though not
cxadtly of the fame fpecxes, much refembled the
remarkable animal which Monf. de Buffon hath
defcribed by theename of phalanger.

On the morning of the twenty-ninth, the
weather becoming calm, and a light breeze
having fprung up by land, Lieutenant Cook fent
a-boat to fee what water was-upon the bar, and
all things were made ready for -putting to fea.
But, on the return of the boat, the officer
reported that there. were only thxrte‘en feet of
water on the bar. As the fhip drew thirteen
feet fix inches, and the fea breeze fet in again in
the evening, all hope of failing on that day was
given up. The weather being more moderate
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on the thirty-firft,” the Lieutenant had thoughts '
- of trying to warp the veflel out of the harbour;

but upon going out himfelf in the boat, he
found that the wind flill blew fo fre(h, that it
would not be proper to make the attempt. A
difagreeable piece of intelligence occurred on the
fucceeding day. * The carpenter, who had ex-

. amined the pumps, reported that they were all

of them in a ftate of decay. One of them was
fo rotten, ‘that, when haifted up, it dropped to
pieces, and the reft were not in 2 much better
condition.  The chief confidence, therefore, of
our navigators was now in the foundnefs of the
fhip; aund it was a happy circumftance that fhe
did not admit more than one inch of water in
an hour. ‘

Early on the third of Auguft, another unfuc-
cefsful attempt was made to Jvarp the veffel out
of the harbour: but in the morning 6f the next
day. the efforts of our voyagers -were morg
profperous, and the Endeavoup got once more

under fail, with a light air from the land, which .

foon died away, and was followed by fea

breezes from fouth-eat by fouth. With thefe,

breezes the.fhip ftood off to fea, eaft by north,
having the pinonace a-head, which was ‘ordered
to keep founding without intermiffion. " A little
before noon the Licutenant anchored in fifteen

- fathom water, with a fandy bottom; the reafon

of which was, that he did not think it fafe to

‘yun in among the fhoals, till, by taking a view

of them from the maft-head, at low-water, he
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might be able to form fome judgment which way
it would be proper for him to fteer. This was
a matter of nice and arduous determination. As
yet Mr. Cook was in doubt whether he fhould
beat back to the fouthward , round all the
fhoals, or feek a paffage to the ealtward or the
northward : nor was it poffible..to fay whether

each of thefe courfes might not be attended with:

equal difficulty and danger *.

The impartiality and humanity of Lieutenant

Cook’s conduct in the diftribution of provifions
ought not to pafs unnoticed. Whatever turtle
or other fith were caught, they were always
equally divided among the whole fhip’s crew,
the mecaneft perfon on board having the fame
fhare with the Lieutenant himfelf. He hath
jultly obferved, that this is a rule which every
commander will find it his interelt to follow, in
any voyage of a fimilar nature.

CHAP
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Great difficulties. Qccurred in the navigation

from ‘the Endeavour river. On the fifth of
Auguft, the Lieutenant had not kept his courfe
long , before fhoals were difeovered in ‘every
quarter, which obliged him, as night approacbed
to come to an anchor. In the morning of the
fixth there was fo ftrong a gale, that our
voyagers were prcvented from weighing: When
3t was low-water , . Cook , with feveral of
his officers kept a look out at the maft- head,

to fee if any paITage could be difcovered be~

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tween the fhoals—Nothing , however , was in
view excepting breakers, which extended from
the fouth round by the eaft as far as to the

north-weft, and reached out to fea, beyond the

fight of any of the gentlemen. It did not appear
that thefe breakers were caufed by one . continu-
ed fhoal, but by everal, which lay detached
from each other. On that which was fartheft to
the caftward the fea broke very high, fo that the
Lieutenant was induced to think that it was the
outermoft fhoal. He was now convinced that there
was no paffage to fea, but through the labyrinth
formed by thefe {hoak and. at the fame time,
he was wholly at a lof> what courfe to fteer,
when the weather fhould permit the veffel to fzx'il.
The malter’s opinion was , that our navigators
fhould beat back the way they came; but, as
the wind blew ftrongly , and almoft without
intermiffion, from that quarter, this would have

. been an endlefa labour : and yet, ifa paffage could

not be found to the northward, there was no

other alternative. Amidft thefe anxious delibera- .

tions, the gale increafed, and continued , with
little remiffion , till the morning of the tenth,
when, the weather becoming more moderate,
our Commander. weighed, and ftood in for the
land. He bad now come to a final determination
of fecking a pa[fage a]ong the fhore to the
northward *.

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In purfuance of this refolution, the Endeavour
proceeded. in her courfe , and at noon came
between the farthermoft headland that lay in
fight, and u{rec iflands which were four or five
leagues to the north of it, out at fea. Here our
navigators thought that they faw a clear opening
before them, afid began to hope that they were
orce mgfe out of danger. Of this hope, how-
ever, they were foon deprived; on which account
the Liehtenant gave to the headland the name
of CapE FLATTERY * After he had fteered
fome time along the fhore, for what was believed

to be the open channel, the petty officer at the -

maft-head cried aloud that he faw land a-head,

which extended quite round to the three iﬂands,
and that between the fhip and them there was a
large reef. Mr. Cook upon this ran up the maft-

"-head MBofelf, and plainly difcerned the reef,

which was fo far to the windward that it could
not be weathered. As to the land which the
petty officer had fuppofed to ba the main, our
Commander was of opinion that it was only a
clufterd of fmall iflands. The mafter and fome
others, who went up the maft-head alter the
Lieutenant, were entirely of a different opmron

All of them were pofitive that the land in fight

did not confift of iflands, but that it was a part
of the main; and they renderéd their report ftill
more alarming, by adding, that they faw breakers

around them on every fide. In a fituation fo-

critical and doubtful, Mr. Cook thought proper

.to come to an anchor, under a high point, which "

he immediately afcended’, that he might have a

farther view of the fea and the country. The

profpe he had from this place, which he called
PoINT LOOK-OUT, clearly confirmed him in his
former opinion; the juftnefs of which™ difplayed
one of the mumerous inRlances wherein™it was
manifeft how much he exceeded . thé- people
about him in the fagacity of his judgment con-
cerning matters of navigation.

The Lieutedant,, being anxious to difcover
more diftinctly the fituation of the fhoals, and
the channel between them, determined to vifit
the northermoft and large& of the three iflands
before mentioned; which, from its height, and
its lying five leagues out to fea, was’peculiarly
adapted to his purpofe. Accordingly, in company
with Mr. Banks, whofe fortitude and curiofity
ftimulated him to take a fhare in every under-
taking, he fet out -in the pinnace, on the
morning of the eleventh, upon this expedition.
He fent, at the fame time, the mafter in the

yawl, to found between the low iflands and the

main land. Aboit one o’clock, the géntlemen
reached the place of their deftination; and
immediately, with a mixture of hope and fear,
proportioned to the importance of the buﬁnefs

‘and the uncertainty of the event, afcended the -

v,,ﬂ.—-.hxghe& hill they* could find. When the Licu-

tenant took a furvey of t.he profpc& around hxm,
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he difcovered, on the - outlide of the fﬂands,
and at the diftance of two or three leagues
from them, a reef of rocks, upon which the
fea broke in a dreadful furf, and which extended
farther than his fight could reach. Hence, how-
ever , he colle@ted that there were no fhoals

beyond them ; and, as. he perceived feveral

breaks or openings in the reef, and deep water
between that and the iflands , he entertained
hopes of getting without the rocks. But though
he fat reafon to indulge, in fome degree, this
expectation , the hazinefs of the weather pre-
vented him from. obtaining that fatisfaltory
intelligence which he ardently defired. He de-
termined , therefore, by flaying all night upon
" -the ifland, to try whether thé next day would
not afford him "2 more diftin&t and comprehen-
five profpec. Accordingly , the gentlemen took
up their lodging under the fhelter of a bufh
which . grew upon the beach. Not many hours
were devoted.by thém to fleep; for at three in

the morning Mr. Cook mounted the hill a

fecond time, but had the mortification of finding
the weather much meore hazy than it had been
on the preceding day. He had early fent the
pinnace, with pne of the mates, to found between
the ifland and reefs, and to examine what ap-

in confequence of its blowing hard, did not dare
to venture into the channel, which he reported

While the Lieutemant was engaged in’ hlS
durvey , Mr. Banks, always attentive to the

great obje@ of natural hiftory , célle@ted fome. N

plants which he I#d*never met* with before. No
animals were perceived upon the place excepting
lizards , for which reafon the gentlemen gave it
the name of Lizarp IsLanp. In their return to
the fhip, they landed on a low fandy ifland that
had trees upon it, and which abounded withan
incredible number of birds, principally” fga-fowl.
Here they found the neft of an eagle, and the
neft of fome other bird, of what fpecies ,they
could not diftinguith ; but'it muft certainly be
one of the largeft kinds that exifts. This was
apparent from the enormous fize of the neft,

which was built with Ricks upon the ground,

and was no lefs than fix and twenty feet in
c1rcumference, and two feet eight inches in
height *. The fpot whith the gentlemen were .
now upon, they called EAGLE ISLAND.

When Tieutenant Cook ~got on*board, he
entered into a very ferious deliberation concern-
ing the courfe he fhould purfue. After confidering
what he had feen ‘himfelf , and, the mafter’s
report, he was of opinion that by keeping in
with the main land , he fhould run the rifk of

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compelled at lat to return back in fearch of
. another paffage. By the delay that wdtld hence
be occafioned , our navigators would almoft .
certainly be prevented from getting in time to.
the Eaft Indies, which was a matter -of the

ceffity ; for they had now not much more than
three months provifion on board ; at fhort allow-
ance. The judgment the Lleutenant had formed,

whith it was grounded, he ftated to his officers,
by whom it was unanimoufly agreed, that the
beft thing they could do would be to quit the
coaft entirely, till they could approach it again
with lefs danger.

In purfuance of this refotution,” the Endeavour,

fail, and fuccefsfully paffed through one of the

in a few minutés inevitably perith. They had
failed three hundred and fixty leagues, without.
. once, .even for a moment, having a man dut
- ‘of the chains heaving the lead This was a cir-
cumftance which perhaps had never happened to
any other veflel. But now, our navigators found
themfelves in' an open fea, with’ deep water;
and ‘the joy they experienced was proportioned
- to, their late danger, -and their prefent fecurity.
Neverthelefs, the very waves; which proved by
their fwell that our people had no rocks  or
fhoals to fear, convinced them, at the fame
time, that tbeyf could not put a confidence in
the fhip equal to what they had done before
fhe figuck. So far were her leaks widened by
the blows fhe received from the waves, that (he
admitted no lefs than nine inches of water in
an hour. If the company had’ not been lately in
fo much more imminent dinger, this fa@, confi-
dering the ftate of the pumps, and the navigation
which was ftill in v1ew, would have been a
matter of very {erious concern. .

The paffage or channel, through which' the
Endeavour paffed into the open fea beyond the

- reef, lies in latitude 14° 32/ fouth. It may always

be known by the three high iflands within it,
to which, on accournt of the ufe they may bc

t was not a long time that our, navigators
epjoyed the fatusfaction of being free from the
alarm of danger. As they”" were- purfuing their
courfe in the mght of the fifteenth, they founded
freqmently, but had no bottom with one hundred
“and forty fathom, nor any ground with the fame
length of line. Neverthelefs, at four i in the morn-
ing of the fixteedth, they plaioly heard the
roaring of .the furf, and at break of day faw it

foammg to a vaft height, at not more than the

diftance of a mile. The waves which rolled in
upon the reef carried the veflel.towards it with
great rapidity ; and, at the fame Wme, our
people could reach no ground with an anchor,
and had not a breath of wind for the fail. In a
fituation fo dreadful, there was no refource but
in the boats; and, moft unhappily, the pinnace
was under repair. By the help , however, of the
long-boat and the yawl, -which were fent ahead
to tow, the fhip’s head was got round to the
northward, a circumftance which might delay,
if it could not prevent deftruction. Thls was not
effected till fix o’clock, and our voyagers were
not then a hundred yards from the rock, upon
which the fame billow that wathed the iixde of
the veflel broke to a tremendous height the very
next time it rofe. There was only, therefore, a
dreary valley between the Englifh and deftruc-
tion; a valley no wider than the bafe of ene
Vor. L. N
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wave, while the fea under them was unfathom-
able. The carpenter, in the méan while, having
haftily-patched up the pinnace, fhe was hoifted
out , and fent ahead to tow , in aid of the
other boats.” But all thefe efforts would have
been ineffectual, if a light air of wind had not
fprung up, jult at the crifis of our people’s fate. -
It was fo light an air, that at any-other time
it would not have been obferved: but it was
futhicient to turn the fcale in-favour of our navi-
gators; -and, in cdn)um‘hon with the_ affiftance
which was afforded by the boats, it gave the
fhxp a perceptxble motlon oblique ely.. from the

but i lefs than ten tes a dead calm fuc-
ceeded; and d-re’vﬁu\:‘:: agan—driven towards
the breakers, which were not at the diftance of
two hundred yards.

During this time, a fmall opening,
about a quarter of a mile diftant, was difcovered
in the reef; upon which, Mr. Cosk immediately
fent one of the mates to examine it, who re-
ported that its. breadth was not more than the
length of the fhip, but that within it there was
fmooth water. This difcovery prefented the pro-

{pect of a poflibility of efcape, by pulhing the

veflel through the openmg Accordingly , the
attempt was made, but it failed of fuccefs; for
when' our people, by the joint affiftance of -their.
boats and the breeze, had reached the opening,

were fo much affifted in towmcr,fher by the tide
of ‘ebb,  that at noon fhe had gained the diftance
- of neady two miles. Howcver, there was yet
too mucli.reafon to ‘defpair of deliverance. For 1
- even if the breeze, which had now died away, ot
~ had revived, our ‘navigagors were {till embayed 5
in the reef: and the tide of ebb being fpent, .
the tide of flood, notwithftandidg their utmoft - 8
efforts, drove the fhip back again into her former
perilous fituation. Happily , about this time ,,
another opening was perceived, nearly -a mile
to the weltward. Our Commander 1mmed1ately
fent Mr. Hicks, the firft lieutenant, to examine
-it; and.in the mean while the Endeavour Pcrug-
gled hard with the flood, fometimes gaining
and fometimes lofing ground During this fevere
fervice, every man did his duty with as much
calmnefs and regularity as if no danger had been
near. At.length, Mr. Hicks returned with the
" intelligence that the opening , though narrow - -
_ and hazardous, was capable of being paffed. The .
bare poflibility of pafling it was, encouragement
fufficient to make the attempt; and indeed all
danger was lefs “to be dreaded by our people
N a
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than that of cor.ltmumg in their prefent fituation.
A light breeze having fortunately fprung up,
this, in conjuncion with the aid of the boats,
and the very tide of flood that would otherwife
have been their deftruction, enabled them to
enter the opening , through which they were
hurried with amazing rapidity. Such was the
force of the torrent by which they were carried
along, that they were kept from driving againft
either fide of the channel, which .in breadth
was not more than a quarter of a mile. While
they were fhooting this gulph, their foundings
were remarkably irregular, varying from thirty
to feven fathom, and.the ground at bottom
was foul o

As foon as our navigators had gotten within
the reef, they came to an anchor; and their
joy was exceedingly great at having regained a
fituation which three days before they had quitted
with thesutmoft pleafure and tranfport. Rocks
and fhoals , which are always dangerous to the
mariner even when they are previouﬂy'knoxvn
and marked, are peculiarly dangerous in feas
which- h#e never been navigated before; and
in this part of the globe they are more perilous
than’ in any other. Here they confilt of reefs of
coral rock, which rife like a wall almoft perpendi-
cularly out.of the deep, and are always overflow-
ed at high-water. Here, too, the -enormous waves
of the vaft fouthern ocean, meeting with. fo
abrupt a refiftance, break, with inconceivable
violence, in a furf which cannot be produced by
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any rocks or Ttorms in the northern hemifphere.
A crazy fhip, fhortnefs of provifion, and a want

of évery neceflary, greatly increafed the danger

to our prefent voyagers of navigating in this
ocean. Neverthelefs, fuch is the ardour of the

human mind, and fo flattering is the diftinction -

of a firft difcoverer, that Lieutenant Cook and
his companions chearfully encountered every
peril , and fubmitted to every inconvenience.
They chofe rather to incur the charge of impru-
dence and temerity, than to leave a country
unexplored” which they had difcovered, or to
afford the leaft colour for its being faid, that they
were deficient in perfeverance and fortitude *.
It fcarcely needs to be added, that it was the
high and magnanimoug{pizit of our Commander,
in particular, which infpired his people with fo
much refolution and vigour.

The Lieutenant, having ndy gotten within
- the reef, determined, whateyér might be -the
confequence , to keep the #hain land, on board
in his future route to the northward. His reafon
for this determination was’; that, if he had gone
without the reef again, he might have been
carried by it fo far from the coaft, as to preveut
his being able to afcertain whether’ this country
did, or did not, join to New. Guinea; a queftion
which he had fixed upon refolving, from the
firft moment that he had tome within fight of

land. To the opening through which the En-

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deavour had paffed, our Commander, with a
proper, fenfe of gratitude to the fupreme Being,
gave the name of PROVIDENTIAL CHANNEL. In
the morning of the feventeenth, the boats had
been fent out, to fee what refrefhments could
be procured ; and returned in the afternoon
with two hundred and ‘forty pounds of the
meat of fhellfith, chiefly” of cockles. Some of

- the cockles were as much as two men could

move, and contained twenty pounds of good
meat. Mr. Banks, who had gone out in his
little boat, accompanied by Dr. Solander, brought
back a variety of curious fhells, and many fpecies
of corals. )

In the profecution of the voyage, our people,
on the nineteen\fﬁ, were encompafied on every
fide with rocks and fhoals: but, as they had
lately been expofed to much greater danger,
and thefe obje@s were now become familiar,
they began to regard them® comparatively with
little concern:™On the twenty-firft, there being
two points in view, between which our navi-

gators could fee no land, they conceived hopes

of having at laft found a paffage into the Indian
fea.” Mr. Cook , however, that he might be

.able to determine the matter with greater cer-

téinty, refolved to land upon an ifland which

lies at the fouth-eaft point of the paffage. Accord-

ingly, he went into the boat, with a party. of
men, accompanied by Mr. Banks and Dr. So-
lander. As they were getting to fhore, fome of
the natives fuemed inclined to oppofe their land-
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ing, but foon walked leifurely away. The gentle-
men immediately climbed the higheft hill, from
which no land could be feen between the fouth-
weft and 'weflt-fouth-welt; fo that the Lieutenant
“had not the leat doubt of finding a channel
through which he could-pafs to New Guinea. As

he was now about to quit the coaft of New Hol-

land, which he had traced from latitude thirty-
eight to this place, and which he was ceértain no
European had ever feen. before, he omge rogre
hoifted Englifh colours. He had , indeed, already
taken pofleflion of feveral particular parts- of
_the country. -But he now took pofleflion of the
whole eaftern coaft, with all the bays, harbours,
rivers, and iflands fituated upon 1t, from lati-
tude 38° to latitude 10° i/ fouth, in right of His
Majefty King George the Third , and by the
name of New SourH Wares. The party then

fired three vollies of fmall arms, which were |

anfwered by the fame ynumber from the fhip.
When the gentlemen had performed this cere-
mony upon the ifland, which -they called Pos-
szss10N IsLAND, they reimbarked in their boat,
and, in confequence of'a rapid ebb tide, had
a very difficult and tedious return to the veffel.
On the twenty-third, the.s#ind had come round
to the fouth-weft; and'though it was but a gentle
breeze, yet it was accompanied by a fwell from
the fame quarter, which, in conjundion with
other circumftances, confirmed NMr. Cook in his
opinion that he had arrived to the northern extre-
mity of New Holland , and that he had now an

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open fea to*-the weftward. Thefe circumftances
afforded him peculiar fatisfaction , not only

becaufe the dangers and fatigues of the voyage.

were drawiiig to a conclufion., but becaufe it

could no Jonger be doubted whether New Hol- ]

. land and New Guinca were two feparate iflands.
" The north-eaft entrance of the ftreight lies in the

latitude of 10° 39’ fouth, and in the longitude

of 218" 36’ welt; and the paffage is formed by
the main land, and by a congeries of iflands,
to the north-weft, called by the Lieutenant the
PriNcE oF WaLES’s IsLaNDs, and which may

_probably extend as far as to New Guinea. Their

difference is very great both in height and circuit,
and many feemed to--be well covered with

herbage and wood: nor was there any doubt
. of their being inhabited. Our Commander was

perfuaded , that among thefe iflands as goad

’paffages' might be found as that through which

the veffel came, and the accefs to which might
be lefs perilous. The determination of this matter
he would not have left to future navigators,
if he had been lefs harraffed by danger and

fatigue, and had poffeffed a fhip in better con--

dition for the purpofe. To the channel through

. jhich he paffed, he gave the name of ENDEA-

OUR STREIGHTS *. S

New Holland, or, as the eafltern part of it
was called by Lxeutenant "Cook , New Scuth
Wales, is the largeft country in the known

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world which does not bear the name of a con-
tinent. The length of coaft along which our
people failed , when reduced to a ftrait line,
-was no lefs than twenty-feven degrees of latitude,
amounting nearly to two thoufand miles. In fa&,
the fquare furface of the ifland is much more
than equal to the whole of Europe. For a
particular -account of the natural and animal pro-
ductions of the country, and a minute defcription
of its inhabitants, we muft refer to the voyage
at large. In general we may obferve, with
regard to the natives, that their® npmber bears
no proportion to the extent of their territory.
So many as thirty of them .had never been feen
together but once, and that was at Botdny
Bay. Even when they appeared determined to
engage the Englifh, they could not mufter above
fousteen or fifteen ﬁghtmg men ; and it ‘was
u;\l.f}ll that their fheds and houfes did not lie
o clole together, as to be capable of accom-
modating a larger party. Indeed our. navigators
faw jonly the fea-coaft on the eaftern fide; be-
tween which and the wefltern -fhore there is an
- immenfe tract of land that is wholly unexplored.
But it-is evident, from the totally uncultivated
ftate of the country which was feen by our
people, that this immenfe trat muft either bes
altogether defolate, or at'leaf®more- thmly inha-
bited than the parts which weré Vificed. Of traffic
‘the natives had no idea, nor could any be com-
municated to them. The things which wefe
given them they received,, but did not appear

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to underftand the figns of the Eng ifh. requiring
a return. There. was no reafon believe that
they eat animal food raw. As they have no
veflel in which water ean be boiled, they either
broil their meat upon the coals, or bake it in a
hole by the help of hot fiones, agreeably to
the cuftom of the inhabitants of the South Sea
iflands. Fire is produced by them with great

~fac1llty, and they fpread T in a furprizing man-

ner. For producmg. it they take two- picces of
foft wood, one of which is a ftick about eight

. or nine inches’long, while-the other piece is flat.

The ftick they fhape into an obtufe point at one

end, and prefling it upon the flat “wood , turn it

mmb]y by holding it between both their hands.
In doing this, they often fhift ‘their hands up and

~ then move them down . witha view of increafing

the preflure as much as poffible. By this procels
they obtain fire in lefs thar two minutes, and
from the fmalleft fpark they carry it to any height
or extent with great fpeed and dexterity.

It was not poflible, confidering the limited
intercourfe which our navigators had with the
natives of New South Wales, that much could
be learned with regard to their- language.
Neverthelefs ; as this is an obje& of no {mall
curiofity to the learned, and is, indeed, of
peculiar 1mportarfe n fearchmg into the origin

- of the various nations that have been dlfcovered

Mr. Cook and his friends. took fome pains to
colle fuch a fpecimen of it as might, in a

//,'cerAta.in degree, anfwer the purpofe. Our Com-
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mander did not quit the country without making Cuar.
fuch obfervations, relative to the currents and  1I,

tides upon the coalt, as, while they increafe 1970,

the genexgl knowledge of navigation, may be '

of fervice to future voyagers. The 1rregular1ty

of the tides is an obje& worthy of notice *.

From the coaft of New South Wales the
Licutcnant fteered, on the twenty-third of Auguft, 23 Mgt
for the coaft of New Guinea, and on the twenty-
fifth fell upon a dangerous fhoal. The fhip was .
in, fix fathom, but {fcarcely two were found,

}bn founding round her, at the diftance of half
a cable’s length. This fhoal was of fuch an
extent , reachmg from the eaft round by ‘the
north and weft to the fouth-weft, that there was
no mecthod for the veflel to- get clear of it, but
by her going back the way in which fhe came.
Here was another hair’s-breadth efcape; for it
was nearly high-water, and there ran a fhort
cockling fea, which if the fhip had firuck muft
very - foon haye bulged her. So.dangerous was,
her fituation, that if her direction had been half’
a cable’s length more either_to the right or left,
e muft have ftruck before the hgnal for the
fhoal could have been made.

It had been Licutenant Cook’s intention to
fteer north-weft till he had made the fouth coalt
of New Guinpea, and it was his purpofe to touch

upon' it, if that could be found practicable. But

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in confequence of the fhoals he met with, he
altered his courfe, in the hope of finding a clearer
channel, and deeper water. His hope was agree-
ably venﬁed for by noon, on the twenty-fixth,
_the. depth of water was gradually mncreafed to
feventeen fathom*. On the twenty- -eighth , our
voyagers found the fea to be in many places
covered with a brown fcum, fuch as the failors
ufually call fpawn. When th¢ Lieutenant firft
faw it he was alarmed, fearing that the fhip was
again among fhoals; but the depth of water,

upon foundmg, was difcovered to be equakto _
what it was in other places. The fame appearance

had been obferved upon the coafts of Brazil and
New Holland, in-which cafes it was at no great
diftance from the fhore. . Mr. Banks and Dr.
Solander examined the fcum , but -could not
determine what it was, any farther than as they
faw reafon to fuppofe that it belenged to the
vegetable kingdom. The failors, - -upon. meeting

with more of it, gave up the notion of its’

being {pawn, and finding a new name for it,
ca]led it fea-fawduft.

At day-break, on the third of September, our |

mnavigators came in fight of New Guinea, and

-~ ftood in for it, with a frefh gale, till nine o’clock,

'when they brought to, being in three fathom

‘water, and within ab_out three or four miles of
land. Upon this the pinnace was hoifted, and

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the Lieutenant fet off from the fhip with the
boat’s crew, accompanied by IMr. Banks, Dr.
Solander, and Mr. Banks’s fervants, being in all
twelve perfons well armed. As foon as they came
afhore , they difcovered the prints of human feet,
which could, not long have been impreffed upon
the fand. Concluding, therefore, that the natives
were at no great diftante, and there being a
thick” Wood which reached to within a hundred
yards “of the water, the gentlemen  thought it
neceflary to proceed with caution, left their
- retreat to the boat Ihould be cut off. \Vhen they
had walked fome way along the [kirts of the
wood, they came to d"grove of cocoa-nut trees,

at the fruit of which they looked very wifhfully;
but not thinking it fafe to climb , they were
obliged to leave it without tafting a fingle nut.
After they bhad advanced about a quarter of a
mile from the boat, three Indians rufhed out of
the wood with a hideous fhout, and as they
ran towards the Englith , the foremoft threw
fomething -out, of his hand, which flew on one
fide of him, and burned exactly like gunpowder,

other natives having at the fame inftant difcharged
their arrows, the Lieutenant and his party were
under a neceflity of firing, fir with fmall fhot,
and a {econd time with ball. Upon this, the
three “Indians ran away with great aglhty As
Mr. Cook had no difpofition forcibly to invade
this country , either to gratify the appetites or
the curiofity of his people, and was convinced

that nothing as to be done upon friendly terms,
he and his companions returned with all expe-
dition towards their boat. When they were
aboard, they rowed abreaft of the natives, who
bhad come down to the fhore in aid of their
countrymen, and whofe number now amounted
to between fixty and a hundred. Their appear-
ance was much the ‘fame as that of the New
Hollanders : they nearly refembled them in

" ftature, and’'in having their hair fhort and crop-

ped. Like them , allo, they were abfolutely
naked ; but the colour of their fkin did not feem
quite fo dark, which, however, might be owing

to their belng lefs dlrty Wh]le the Englifh

gentlemen were viewing them, they were fhout-
ing defiance, and letting off thelr fires by four
or five at a time. Our people could not imagine
what thefe fires were, or what purpofes they
were intended to anfwer. Thofe who difcharged
them had in their hands a fhort piece of ftick,
which they fwung fide-ways from them , and
immediately there Mued fire and fmoke, exactly

refembling thofe of a mufquet, and of as fhort

a duration. The men on board the fhip who
obferved this furprizing phenomenen , were fo
far deceived by it as to believe that the Indians

- had fire-arms. To the perfons in the boat it had

the ‘appearance of the firing of volhes without
a report.

The place where this tranfaction happened lies
it the latitude of 6° 15/ fouth, and is about fixty-
five leagues to the north-caft of Port Saint Au-

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guftine, or Walche Caep, and is near wBat 1s
called in the charts C. de la Colta de St. Bona-
ventura. In every part of the coaft, the land is
covered with a vaft luxuriance of wood and her-’
bage. The cocoa-nut, the bread-fruit, and the
plantain-tree, flourifh here in the higheft perfec-
tion; befides which the country abounds with
‘moft of the trees, fhrubs, and plants, that are

mon to the South Sea iflands, New Zealand,
z%:w Holland *.

after Mr. Cook and his party had return-
ed to the fhip, our voyagers made fail to the
wefltward, the Lieutenant having refolved
fpend no morj time upon_this coaft; a refolutlon

- which was greatly to the fatisfaction of a very!

confiderable majority of his people. Some of the
officers indeed were particularly urgent that a
 number of men might befent afhore, to cut down
the " cocoa-nut trees for the fake of their fruit.
This, however, our Commander abfolutely refu-
fed, as equally unjuft and cruel. It was morally
certain , from the preceding behaviour of the
natives, that if their property had been invaded
they would have made a vigorous effort to de-
fend it; in which cafe the lives of many of them
muft have been facrificed ; and perhaps, too,
{feveral of the Englith would have fallen in the
conteft. The neceflity of a quarrel with: the In-
dians 'would have been regretted by the Lieuten-
ant, even if he had been impelled to it by a

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¢ ar. want of the neceffaries of life; but to engage in
T IL it for the tranfient gratification that would arife
' 1770, “from obtaining two or three hundred green cocoa-
nuts, appeared in his view highly criminal. The
fame .calamity, atleaft with regard to the natives,
would probably havecoccurred, if he had fought
for any other place on the coqﬁ to the north-
ward and weftward, where the {hlp might have
lain fo near the fhore as to cover his people with
the guns when they had landed. Befides, there was
. caufe to believe, that, before fuch a place could
have been found, our navigators would have been
carried fo far to the wefltward as to be obliged
to go to Batavia, on the north fide 6f Java.
Tl’llb, in Mr. Cook’s opinion, would not have
been fo fafe a paffage, as that to the fouth of
Java , through the fireights of Sunda. Another
reafon for hlS making the beft of his way to
Batavia, was the leakinefs of the veflel, which
rendered it doubtful whether it would not be
neceflary to heave her down when fhe arrived
at that port. Our Commander’s refolution was
farther confirmed by the confideration, that no
difcovery could be expeded in feas which had
already been navigated , and where the coaft had
been fufficiently defcribed both-by_Spanifh and
Dutch geographers, and efpecially by the latter.
The only merit claimed by the Lieutenant, in
this part of his voyage, was the having eftablifh-
: ed it as a fa&'bevond all controverfy-, that New
: Holland and New Guinea are two diftin& coun-
tr1és.
- o Without
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Wnthdut ftaying , therefore, on the coaft of
New Guinea, the Endeavour, on the fame day,
directed her courfe to the weftw: ard, in purfuing
which Mr. Cook had an opportumty of rectify;
mg the errors of former navigators. Very earfy
in the morning of the fixth of September, our
voyagers paffed a fmall iffand which lay to the

north-north-weft ; and at day-break they difc
~ ed another low ifland , extending from th quar-
iflanc

ter to north-north-eaft. = Upon- the la

~which appeared to be of confiderable extent, thc
Lleutenant would have landed to examine its
pl‘OdliCC, if the wind had not blown fo frefh as
to render his defign impracicable.. Unlefs thefe
two iflands belong to’ the Arrou iflands, they.
have no place in the charts; and if tfey do be-
long to the Arrou iflands, they are laid down
at too great a diftance from New Guinea *.. Some

other land which was feen this day ought:, by its -

diftance from New Guinea, to have been part
of the Arrou iflands ; but if any dependence can
be placed on former charts, it hes a degree far-
ther to the fouth. 1

"On the feventh, when the ﬂnp was in latitnde
9° 30 Touth, and longltude 229° 34’ weft, our

people ought to have been in fight of the Weafel
ifles, which in the charts are laid down at the

~ diftance of twenty or twenty-five leagues from

the coaft of New Holland. But as our Comman
a

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er faw nothing of them, he concluded that they
muft have been p]aced erroneouﬂy Nor will
this be deemed furprizing, whenit is confidered
that not only thefe iflands, but the coaft which
bounds this fea, have been explored "at different
times, and by different perfons, who had not all

* the requifites for keeping accurate journals which

are now poflefled; and whofe various difcoveries
have been delineated upon charts by others, per-
haps at the diftance of more than a century after
fuch difcoveries had been made.

In purfuing their courfe, our navigators paffed

. the iflands of Timor, Tlmor-lavet Rotte, and

Seman. While they were near the two latter if-

lands, they obferved about ten o’clock at night,

on the fixtgenth of the month, a phenomenon in
the heavens, which in many particulars refembled
the Aurora Borealis, though in others it was
very different. It confifted of a dull reddifh light,
which reached about twenty degrees above the
horizon; and though its extent, at times, varied
much, it never ‘comprehended lefs than eight or
ten points of the compafs. Through, and out:
ofthe general appearance, there paffed rays of
light of a brighter colour , which vanifhed, and
were renewed nearly in the fame manner as thofe
of the Aurora Borealis, but entirely without the
tremulous or vibratory motion which is feen in
that phenomenon. The body of this light bore
fouth-fouth-eaft from the fhip, and continued ,
without any diminution of its brightnefs, till
twelve o’clock, aud probably a longer time, as
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the gentlemen were prevented from obferving it Cu a r.

farther, by their retiring to fleep.
By the fixteenth, Lieutenant Cook had gotten

clear of all the iflands which had then been laid -

down in the maps as fituated between Timor and

Java, and did not expect to meet with any other -
in that quarter. But the next morning anifland was "

feen bearing weltfouth-weft, and at firft he be-
lieved that he had made a new difcovery As foon
as our voyagers had come clofe in with the north
fide of it, they had the pleafing profpect of houfes
and cocoa-nut trees, and of what ftill more agree-

ably furprized them numerous. flocks of fheep..

Many of the pco;}le on board were at this time
in a bad ftate of health, and no fmall number of
them had been difl‘ausﬁed with the Lieutenant for

not having touched at Timor. He readily embra- °

ced , therefore, the opportunity of landing at a
place which appeared fo well calculated to fupply

the neceflities of the company, and to remove
" both the ficknefs and the difcontent which had
fpread among themr®. 'This place proved to be
the ifland of SavU, where a fettlement had lacely
been made by the Dutch.

The great defign of our Commander was to
_ obtain provifions, which, after fome difficulty,

and fome jealoufy on the part of Mr. Lange, the

Dutch Refident, were procuted. Thefe provifi-

‘ons were nine’ buffaloes, fix fheep, three hogs,
thirty dozen of fowls, many dozens of eggs,

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fome cocoa-nuts, a few limes, a little garlic,
and feveral hundred gallons of palm-fyrup. In
obtaining thefe refrefhments at a reafonable price,
the Englith were not a little affifted by an old
Indian, who appeared to be a perfon of confider-
able auth')rity under ¥he king of the country.
The Lieutenant and his friends were one day
very hofpitably entertained by the king himfelf,
though the royal etiquette did not permit hlS
majefty to partake of the banquet *.

So little, in general, had the ifland of Savu
been Lnown, that Mr. Cook had never feen a

"map or chart in which it is clearly or accurately

laid down. The middle of it .lies in about the
latitrde of 10° 35/ fouth, and longitude 237° 30/
weft; and from the fhip it prefented a profpect
than which nothing can be more beautiful. This
profpec’t from the verdure and culture of the
country,, from the hills, richly clothed, which
rife in a gentle and regular afcent, and- from the
Ratelinefs and beauty of the trees, is delightful
to a degree, that can fcarcely be conceived by
the moft hvely imagination. With regard to the
productions and natives of the ifland, the account
which our navxgators were enabled to gnve of
them, and which is copious and entertaining,

-was, in a great meafure, derived from the in.

formation of Mr. Lange. .
An extraordipary relation is given of the mo-

: ;als of the people of ths‘xﬂand and which, if

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true, muft fill every virtuous mind with pleafure.
71 heir’ chara®ers and_condu& are reprefented as
irreproachable , even upon the principles of
Chriftianity. Though no man 13 permitted to
have more than one wife, an illicit. commerce
between the fexes is fcarcely known among them.
Inftances of theft are very rare; and fo far are
they from revenging a fippofed injury by mur-
der, that when any difference arifes between

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them, they immediately and implicitly refer it -

to the determination of their king. They will
not fo much as make it the fubje of private
debate, left they fhould hence be provoked to
refentment and illxwill, Their delicacy and
cleanlinefs are fuited to the purity of their mo-
rals. From the fpecimen which is given of the
language of Savu, it appears to have fome affi-
nity with that of the South Sea Iftands. Many
of the words are exadtly the fame, and the terms
of numbers are derived from the famc origin *.

On the twenty - firlt of September, our pavi-
gators got under fail, and having purfued their
voyage till the firft of O&ober, on that day
they came within fight of the ifland of Java.
During their: courfe from Savu, Lieutenant
Cook allowed twenty minutes a day for the
welterly current, which he concluded muft run
ftrong at this time, efpecially on the coaft of

Cook has-embraced this occafion of earneftly re.

_ commending fimilar ‘chains to every thip; and
hath expreffed his hope that all who read his
narrative will be warned againft bavmg an iron

fpindle at the maft-head.
The Eoghth gentlemen had taken up their

“"Todging and boarding at a hotel, or kind of inn,

kept by the order of Government. Here they
met with thofe impofitions, in point of expence
and treatment, which are too common to admit
of much furprize. It was not long, however,
that they fubmitted to ill ufage. By a farther

dcquaintance with the manner of dealing with’

their holt, and by fpirited remonftrances, they
procured a better turnifhed table. IMr. Banks

hlm a few days, hired a fmall houfe for hlmfelf
‘and his party; and as foon as he was fettled in

his new habitation, fent for Tupia, who had
hitherto continued on board on account of fick-
nefs. When he quitted the fhip, .and after he

came- into the boat; he was exceedingly lifelefs

and dejected 5 but no fooner did he enter the
town than hg appeared to be infpired with an-

other foul. A {cene fo entirely new and extra-

ordinary filled him,with amazement The hou-
fes, carriages, fireets, people. and a multiplicity

of other objed&s, rufhing upon him at once, pro- -

duced an effect fimilar to what is'afcribed to en-
chantment. His boy, Tayeto, exprefled his won-
der and delight in a ftill more rapturous manner.
He daaced along the fireets in a kind of extafy,
examining every obje® with a reftlefs and eager
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curiofity ; which was excited and gratified every
- moment. Tupia’s attention was particularly ex-
cited by the various drefles of the paffing mul-
titude; and when he was informed that at Batavia
every one wore the drefs of his own country,
he exprefled his defire of appearing in the garb
of Otaheite. Accordingly, South Sea cloth being
fent for from the fhip, he equipped himfelf with
great_expedition and dexterity.

Lieutenant Cook imagined that at Batavia he
fhould find it eafy to take up what money he
might want for repairing and refitting the Endea-
vour; but in this he was miftaken. No private

inclination to furnifh the fum which was necef-
ary. In this exigency, the Lieutenant had
receurf¢, by a written requeft, to the Governor,
from whom he obtained an order for being fup-
plied out of the Dutch company’s treafury.
When our voyagers had been only nine days

worfe and worfe; and Tayeto was feized with

it alhore had a tent ere&ed for him on Coopers
Ifland, to which he was accompanied by Mr.

Banks, who attended this poor landian with the
greateft humanity, till-he was rendered incapable
of doing it, by the violent ‘increafe of his own
diforder. On the fifth of November, Mr. Monk-.
houfe, the furgeon of the fhip, a fenfible, {kilful
man, whofe lofs was not a little aggravated by
the fituation of the Englifh, fell the firft facrifice
to this fatal counfty. Tayeto died on the ninth,

and Tupia, who loved him with the tendernefc
of a parent, funk at once after the lofs -of the
boy, and furvived him only a few days. The

- diforders of Mr. Banks and Dr. Solander grew

to fuch a height, that the phyfician declared they
had no chance of prefervirg their lives but by
removing into the country. Accordingly , a
houfe was hircd for them at the diftance of about
two miles from the town; where, in confequence
of enjoying a purer air, and being better nurfed
by two Malayan women , whom they had
bought , they recovered by flow degrees. At
length, Lieutenant Cook was himfelf ta‘cen il ;
and out of the whole fhip’s company, not more
than ten were able to do duty.

In the midft of thefe diftrefles, our Commander
was diligently. and vigoroufly attentive to the
repair of his veffel. When her bottom came to
be examined, fhe was found to be in a worfe
condition than had been apprehended. Her falfe
keel and main keel were beth of them greatly
injured; a large quantity of the fheathing was
»
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torn off; and among feveral planl\e whxch were
much damaged, two of them, and the half of a
third, were fo worn for the length of fix feet,
that they were not above théeighth part of an
ich in.thicknefs: and here the wortis.had made
way quite into the timbers. In this ftite the

Endeavour had failed many hundred - leagues, n
’ a quarter ‘of the globe where navigation is dan-
- gerous in the higheft degree. It was happy for
’ our voyagers that they were ignorant of their
k3 perilous fituation; for it muft have deeply affec-
2 ed them, to have known that a confiderable
e B part of the bottom of the veflel was thinner
= W than the fole of a fhoe, and that all their lives
y B depended upon fo flight and fragile a barrier
y Wl between them and the unfathomable ocean.
a The repair of the Endeavour was carried on
1t [ very much to Mr. Cook’s fatisfattion. In juftice
e @ to the Dutch officers and workmen, he hath
:d W declared that , in his opinion, there is not a
-d @l marine yard in the world, where a fhip can be
at W laid with more convenience, fafety, and difpatch,
1; § or repaired with greater diligence and fkill. He
re ll was particularly pleafed with the manner of
heaving down by two mafts, and -gives it a
er Wl decided preference to the method which had
he @ hitherto been pra&tifed by the -Englifh.

dy § and expenence
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By. the eighth of December, the Endeavour
was perfeitly refitted. From that time to the
twenty - fourth, our people were employed in
completing her ftock of water, provifions, and
ftores, in ere@ing fome new pumps, and in
various other neceffary operations. All this
bufinefs would have been effected much f{ooner,
if it bad not been retarded by the general ficknefs

of the men.

An the afternoon of the twenty-fourth , our
Commander took leave of ‘the Governor of
Batavia, and of feveral other gentlemen belonging
to the place, with ‘whom he had formed con-
nexions , and to whom he had been greatly
obliged for their civilities and affitance. In the
mean while , an accident intervened , which
might have bgen attended with difagreeable
effedts. A feaman, who had run away from one
of the Dutch fhips in the road, entered on board
the Endeavour. Upon his being reclaimed as a
fubje& of Holland , Mr. Cook, who was on
fhore, declared, ‘that, if the man appeared to
be 2 Dutchman, he fhould certainly be delivered
up. When, however, the order was carried to
Mr. Hicks, who cemmanded on board , he
refufed to furrendér the feaman, alleging, that he
was a fubje@ of Great Britain, born in Ireland.

In this condu& Mr,  Hicks ‘a&ted in perfed

conformity to the Lieutenant’s intention and
dire&ions. The captain of the Dutch veffel, in the
next place, by a meflage from the Governor Gene-
ral, demanded the man as a fubje@& of Denmark.
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“To this Mr. Cook replied, that there muft be
fome mygft:ke in the General’s meffage , fince he
would ‘rever demand of him a Danifh feaman,
whofe ‘ouly crime was that of preferring the
Englith td the Dutch fervice. At the fame time
the Lieuterant added, that to fhew the fincerity
of his defire to avoid difputes, if the man was
a Dane he fhould be delivered up as a courtefy;
but that if he appeared to be an\Englifh fubjet,
he fhould be kept at all events. Soon after, a
letter was brought from IMr. Hicks, containing
indubitable proofs. that the feaman in queftion
was a fubje of his Britannic majefty. This
letter Mr. Cook fent to the Governor, with an
affurance to his Excellency that he would not
part with the man on any terms. A condu&
fo firm and decifive produced the defired effe&,
no more bemg heard of the affair.

In the evening of the twenty-fifth,” our Com-
mander went on board, together with Mr. Banks
and the reft of the gentlemen who had refided

confiderably better; were far from being perfectly
recovered. At this time, the fick perfons in the
fhip amounted to forty, and the reft of the
company were in a very feeble condition. It
was remarkable, that every individual had been
ill excepting the fail-maker, who was an old
man between feventy and eighty years of age,
and who was drunk every day, during the
refidence of our people at Batavia. Three feamen,
and M. Green’s fervant, died, befides the fur-
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geon , Tupia, and Tayeto. Tupia did not
entirely fall a facrifice to the unwholefome,
ftagnant, and putrid air of the country. As he
had been accuftomed, from his birth, to fubfift
chiefly upon vegetable food, and particularly on
tipe fruit, he foon contracted the diforders which
are incident to a fea life, and would probably

have funk under them, before the voyage of the

Englifh could have been completed, even if they
had not been obliged to go to Batavia to refit
their veffel *,

Our navxgators did not flay at this placet

without gaining an extenfive acquaintance with
the producions of the ¢country, and the manners
and cuftoms of the inhabitants, “The information
which was obtained on thefe heads is detailed
at large in Dr. Hawkefworth’s narrative,  and
will be found to conftitute a very valuable addi-
tion to what was heretofore known upon the
fubjec.

On Thur{day the twenty-feventh of December,
the Endeavour ftood out to fea; and on the fifth
of January, 1771, fhe came tp an anchor, under
the fouth-eaft fide of Prince’s ifladd. “The defign
of this was to obtain a recruit of wood and
water , and to procure fome rcfreﬁlmexits for the
fick, many of whom had become much worfe
than they were when they left Batavia. As

foon as the veffel was fecured, the Lieutenant,
Mr. Banks, and Dr. Solander went on fhore, |

with, to a perfon who was reprefented “to be

the kmg of the country. After exchanging a
few compliments with his majefty, the gentlemen

-proceeded to bufinefs, but could not immediately

come to a fettlement with -him, in refpec to the
price of turde. They were more" fuccefsful in
their fearch of a watering-place, having found
water conveniently fituated, and which they had
reafon to believe would prove good. As they

were going off, fome of the natives fold them

three turtles, under a promife that the king fhould
not be informed of the tranfa&ion. ,

On the next day, a traffic was eftablifhed
with the Indians, uponfuch terms as were offered

- by the Englifh ; fo that by night our people

had plenty of turtle. The three which had been
purchafed the evening before, were in the mean

time . dreffed for the fhip’s company, who, ex-

cepting on the preceding day , had- not, for
nearly the {pace of four months, been once ferved
with falt provnﬁons Mr. Banks, in the evening,
paid his refpects to the king at hlS palace, which

was fituated in the: middle of a rice field. His

~majelty was bufily employed in drefling his own

Iupper but this did not prevent him from
receiving his vifitant in-a very gracious manner.
During the following days, the commerce with
the natives for provifions was continued; in the
courfe of which they brought down to the trad-

. 1:}3; place, not only a quantity of turtle, but

On the evening of the eleventh, when Mr.
Cook went on fhore to. fee how thofe of his
people conducted their bufinefs who were em-
ployed in wooding and watering , he was
informed that an axe had been ftolen. As it
was a matter of confequence to prevent others
from being encouraged to commit thefts of the
like kind, he refolved not to pafs over the

‘offence , but to mnfift upon redrefs from the

king. Accordingly, after fome altercation, his
majefty promifed that the axe fhould be reftored

~ in the ‘morning, and the promife was faithfully

1s.

performed.

On the fifteenth, our Commander v&exghed
and ftood out for fea *. Prince’s ifland, where
he lay about ten days, was formerly muéh fre-
quented by the India fhips of many nations, and
efpecially thofe of England; but it had lately
been forfaken, on account of fthe fuppofed bad-
nefs of its water. This fupppﬁuou, however,
arofe from a want of duly examining the brook
by which the water is fupplied. It is, indeed,
brackih at the lower part of the brook, but
higher up it will be found excellent. The Lieu-
tenant, therefore, was clearly of opinion, that
Prince’s ifland is a more eligiblq place for fhips

to
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to touch at, than either at North Ifland or New
Bay; from neither of which places any confiders
able quantity of other refrefhments can be pro-
cured.

As the Endeavour proceeded on her voyage
to the Cape of Good Hope, the feeds of difeafs
which had been received at Batavia, appeared
‘with the moft threatenmg fymptoms, and re-
duced our navigators to a “very melancholy
fitnatipn. The fhip was, in fac, nothing better
than an holfpital, in which thofe who could
go about were not fufficient for a due attendance

. . upon thofe who were fick. Left tht water which

had been taken in at Prince’s Ifland fhould have
had any fhare in adding to the diforder of the
men, the Lieutenant ordered it to be purified,
wlth lime; and as a farther remedy againft infec-
tion, he directed all the parts of the veflel be-
tween the decks to be wathed with vinegar. The
malady had taken too deep root to be {peedily
eradicated. Mr. Banks was reduced fo low by
it, that for fome time ther= was no hope of his
life; and fo fatal was the difeafe to many others,
that almoft every night a dead body was com-
mitted to the fea. There were buried, in about
the courie of fix weeks, Mr. Spormg, a gentle-
man who was one of Mr. Banks’s affiftants,
Mr. Parkinfon, his natygal hiftory pamter, Mr.
Green the aftronomer.*, the boatfwain,® the

fiderable farmér, and a freeholder of the county) was

~born in the year 1935. The principal part of his educa-

tion he derived from his eldeft brother, the Rev. John

Green, late of Denmark Street, Scho.

Mr. John Green

was mafter of a fchool in that place, and, after fome
time, took in his brother Charles, as an affiftant teacher.
In this fituation , he made fuch aprogrefs in aftronomical
knowledge , that in the latter end of the year 1760,
he became afﬁﬁ:ant to Dr. Bradley, at the Royal Obfer-

vatory , at Greenwich. This was upon

the occafion of

Mr. Charles Mafon’s having quitted that office, to go to
the Cape of Good Hope, for the purpofe of ebferving the
tranfit of Venus, in 1961. With Dr. Bradley Mr. Green
remained at the obfervatory , till the Door’s death , which
happened in 1762. Upon Mr .Blifs’s appointment to the place
of Aftronomer Royal, Mr. Green continued to be affiftant
to that gentlernan. As Mr. Blifs’s health was very precarious ,
and his refidence chiefly at Oxford, the principal care of -
the obfervations devolved on Mr. Green. Indeed, he was
fo ufeful to Mr. BlW#, that when, in 1763, in conjunc-
tion with Dr. Mafkelyne, he was appointed by the Com-
miffioners of the Board of Longitude to go to Barbadoes,
to make obfervations for the trial of Mr. Harrifon's time-

keeper , it was agreed thaf a temporary afliftant only
fhould be provided at Greenwich, till his return. Accord-
ingly, he remained at the obfervatory till the death of
Mr. Blifs, in Septembre ,.1764, and the appointment of
Dr. Mafkelyne ; in the fpring following. After this, he was

.. employed by a "number of gentlemen, who had formed a

fcheme of bringing water from fome part of the river

Coln ® below Uxbridge, to Marybone,

But Mr. Green

havmg proved , by his furvey, that there would be a

corporal of the marines, two of the carpenter’s

being taken above them , the defign dropped. Mr. Green’s
appointment , by the Royal Society, to obferve, together
with Lieutenant Cook, the tranfit of Venus in 1769,
having already 'been related in the courfe of this work, it
is fufficient to add, that he fell a martyr to the unwhole-
{fome air of Batavia; for, though he lived to quit that
place, he died twelve days afterwards, of a dyfentery,
on the 29th of January, 1771.

Mr. Green was telerably well verfed in- moft branches
of the mathematics, and had a tincture of various other
fciences. Metaphylfical enquiries were his favourite purfuits ;
and he was more fond of difplaying his knowledge in this
refpe@ than was conducive to his advantage. Though he
loved his friend much, he fometimes fhewed that he loved

his jeft better, by which he made himfelf enemies. He

was a moft excellent obferver. Of this Dr. Mafkelyne was
fo well convinced, that,:though they had difagreed at
Barbadoes, and were not afterwards on terms of friendfhip,
the Doctor not only propofed him to the Royal Society,
as the moft proper perfon to obferve the tranfic of Venus,
but fupported his intereft with great ecarneftnefs, againft
fome others of the Society, who wifhed to fend out a
- different perfon. The obfervations of Mr. Green which par-
ticularly related to the trantit of Venus, were pripted in
conjunction with thofe of Licutenant Cook. His remaining
ones, which are pretty numerous, are now preparing for
publication, under the direction of the Commiflioners of
Longitude. Mr. Green was engaged for a time, in con-
cert with Dr. Scott, the prefent ReQor of Simonburn,
Mr. Falconer, the aunthor of the Shipwreck, and fome
other perfons, in writing a dictionary of arts and fcien-
ces ; but ﬁc did not continue his afliftance through
‘more than half the work. Mr. Green, as a reward for his
going to Barb.ldoes, had been appomted purﬂtr of the Au-
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crew, and nine feamen. In all, the lofs amounted
to three and twenty perfons, befides the feven
who died at Batavia *. "It is probable that thefe
calamitous events , which could not fail of
making a powerful impreflion on the mind of
Licutenant Cook, might give occafion to his
turning his thoughts more zealoufly to thole
methods of preferving the health of feamen,
which he afterwards ‘purfued Wlth fuch remark-
able fuccefs.

On Friday the fifteenth of March ‘the En-
deavour arrived off the Cape of Good Hope ;
and-as foon as.fhe was brought to an anchor,
our Commander waited upon the Governor, from
whom he received affurances that he fhould be

furnifhed with every fupply which the country

could afford. His firft care was to provide a
proper place for the fick, whofe number was
not fmall ; and ‘a houfe was fpeedily found,
where it was agreed that they fhould beslodged
and boarded at the rate of two fhillings a day
for each perfon.

The Cape of Good Hope .had been fo often
defcribed before our people ftopped there, that
even if it had entered into my plan to give a

ants, 1 fhould have omitted what Dr. Hawkef-
worth hath related concerning the place. It 1s
fufficient, therefore, to fay, that the Lieutenant, .
haviog lain at the Cape to recover the fick, to 1s Ap:it.

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with indignation. According to our Commander’s
reprefentation , while every kind of labour is

performed by them, they are not furnifhed either
with horfes or with any of the various machines
which™ art has invented to facilitate their tafk.

Carts might conveniently be ufed in fome parts,

and where the ground is too fteep for them,
wheelbarrows might be employed to great
advantage ; and yet there is not a wheelbarrow
in the whole ifland. Though every thing which
is conveyed from place to place is done by
flaves alone, they have not the ﬁmple con-
venience of a porter's knot, Hhut Carry their
byrden upon their heads. Thcy appeared to be a
miferable race, worn out by the united opera-
tion of exceffive labour and ill ufage; and Mr.

Cook was forry to obferve, and 50 fay , that
inftances of wanton cruelty were much more
frequent among his countrymen at St. ‘Helena,
than. among ‘the Dutch , who are generally
reproached with want of humanity , both at
Batavia and the Cape of Good#Hope *, It is
xmpofﬁble for a feeling mind to avoid, . being
concerned that fuch an account fhould be given
of the condu@ of any who are entitled to the
name of Britons. The Lieutenant’s reproof, if

giving way. Neverthelefs, our Commaander pur-
fued his courfe in fafety ; and on the tenth of
June, land, which proved to be the Lizard, was
difcovered by Nicholas Young, the boy who
had firft feen New Zealand. Oa the eleventh,
the Lieutenant ran up the channel. At fix the
next morning he paffed Beachy Head ; and in the
afternoon of the fame day he came to an anchor

in the Downs, and went on fhore at Deal *.

Thus ended Mr® Cook’s firft voyage round
the' world, in which he had gone through fo
many dangers, explored fo many countries, and
cxhibited the firongeft proofs of his poflefling an
eminently fagacious and a&ive mind; a:mind that
was equal to every perilous enterprize, and to
the boldeft and moft fuccefsful efforts of naviga-
tion and djfcovery

THE manner in which Lietitenant Cock kad
performed his circumnavigation of the globe ,
juftly entitled him to the protection of Govern-
ment, and the favour of hLis Soversign. Accord-

ingly , he was promoted to be a Commander in

his Majefty’s navy, by commiffion bearing date
on the twenty-ninth of Auguft, 1771 * DMr.
Cook, on this occafion, from a certain confci-
oufnefs of his -own merit, wifhed to have been
appeinted a Poft Captain. But the Earl of Sand-
wich, who was now at the head of the Admi-
ralty Board, though he had the greatelt regard
for our navigator, could not concede to his
requeft, becaufe a compliance with it would have
been inconfiftent with the order of the naval
fewvice. The difference was in point of rank only,
and not of advantage. A Commander has the
fame pay as a Poft Captain, and his authority
is. the fame when he is in acual employment,
The diftinction is a neceffary ftep in the progrefs
to-the higher honours of the profeffion t.

1¢ cannot be doubted, but that the Prefiden
and Council- of the Royal Society were highly
fatisfied with the manner in which the tranfit of
Venus had been obferved. The papers of M-
Cook and Mr. Green, relative to this fubje&,
were put into_the hands of the Aftronomer Royal,

to be by him digefted, and that he might deduce
-from them the important confequences to fcience

which refulted from the obfervation. This
was done by him with an accuracy and ability
becoming his high knowledge and character. On

the twenty-firt of May, 1772, Captam Cook |,
. communitated to the Royal Society, in a letter

addreffed to Dr. Mafkelyne, an “account of the
“ flowing of the tides in the South Sea, as ob-
« ferved on board His Ma]ePcys bark, the En-
« deavour *.”

The reputation our navxgator had acquired
by his late voyage was defervedly great;°and
the defire of the public to be acquainted with the
new -fcenes and new objects which were now
brought to light, was ardently excited. It is not
furprizing , therefore, that different attempts were
made to fatisfy the general curiofity. There foon
appeared a publication , entitled, “ a Journal of a
« Voyage round the World.” This was the praduc-
tion of fome perfon who had been upon the expedi-
tion; and, though his account was dry and im-

perfed, it ferved, in a certain degree, to relieve

the eagernefs of enquiry. The journal of Sydney

whem it belonged by ample purchafe, was like-

“wife printed, from a copy furreptitioufly obtain-

ed ; but an injunéion from the Court of Chance-
ry: for fome time prevented its appearance.

~ This work, though difhoneftly given to the

world , was recommended by its plates. But it
was Dr. Hawkefworth’s account of Lieutenant
Cook’s voyage which completely gratified the
public curiofity. This account, which was writ-

* ten by authority, was drawn up from the journal

of the Lieutenant, and the papers of Sir Jofeph
Banks; and, befides the merit of the compofition,
derived an extraordinary advantage from the
number and excellence of its charts and engrav-

Government. The large price given by the book-
fellers for this work, and the avidity with which
it was read, dlfplayed in the ftrongeft light,

in every thing that belonged to the late naviga.
tion and difcoveries.

Captam Cook, durmg his voyage, had failed

- over the Pacific Ocean in many of thofe latitudes

in which a fouthern continent had been expected
to lie. He had afcertained that neither New
Zealand nor New Holland were parts of fuch a
continent. But the gencral queftion concerning
its exiftence had not been determined by him,
nor did he go out for that purpofe, . though
fome of the reafons on which the notion of it
had been adopted wezre difpelled in the ‘courfe

ings , which= were furnifhed at the expence of .

the anxiety of the nation to be fully informed

o CHAP®
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of his navigation. It is well known how fondly
the idea of a Terra Auftralis incognita had for
nearly two centuries been entertained. [Many
plaufible philofophical arguments had been urged
in its fupport, and many fadts alleged in its

- favour. The writer of this narrative fully remem-

bers how much his imagination was captivated,
in the more early part of his life, with the
hypothefis of a fouthern continent. He has often
dwelt upon it with rapture, and been highly
delighted with the authors’ who contended for
its exiftence, and difplayed the mighty confequen-
ces which would refult from its being difcovered.
Though his knowledge was infinitely exceeded by
that of fome able men who had paid a particular
attention to the fubje&t, he did not come behind

.them in the fanguinenefs of his hopes and expe&a-

tion. Every thing however, which relates to {ci-
ence muft be feparated from fancy, and brought to
the telt of experiment: and here was an experiment
richly deferving to be tried. The object, indeed,
was of peculiar magnitude , and worthy to be
purfued by a great prince, and a great nation.
Happily . the period was arrived in Britain for
the execution of the . moft important fcientific
defigns. A regard to matters of this kind, though
fo honourable to crowned heads, had\hcretoforc
been too much negleded even by fome of the
beft of our princes. Our prefent Sovereign had
already diftinguifhed his reign by his patronage
of fcience and literature ; but the beginnings
which had hitherto been made were only the
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pledges of future munificence. With refpe to
the-obje& now in view, the gracious difpofitions
of His Majelty were ardently feconded by the

noble Lord who bhad been: placed at the head.

of the Board of Admiralty. The Earl of Sand-

wich was pofleffed ‘of a mind which was capable-

of comprchending and encouraging the moft
enlarged views and fchemes with regard_to navi-
gation and difcovery. Accgrdingly, it was by
his particular recommendation that a refolution
was formed for the appointment of an expedition,

fmally to determine the queftion cancerning the

exiftence of a fouthern continent *. Quiros feems
to have been the firft perfon who had any idea
that fuch a continent exifted, and he was the
firlt that was fent out for the fole purpofe of
afcertaining the fa@. He did not fucceed in the
attempt ; and the attempts of various navigators,
down to the’ prefent century , were equally
unfuccefsful *, -
When the defign of accamplithing this great
obje& was refolved upon, it did not admit of
any hefitation by whom it was to be carried
into execution. No perfon was efteemed equally
qualified with Captain Cook., for conduting

and round the World, p. xi. , .
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an enterprize the view of which was to give
the utmoft poffible extept to-the geography of
the globe, and the knowledge of navigation.
For the greater advantage of the undertaking,
it was determined that two fhips fhould be
employed; and much attention was paid to the
choice of them, and to their equipment for the
fervice. After mature deliberation by the Navy
Board, during which particular regard was had
to the Captain’s wifdom and experience, it was
agreed, that no veflels were fo proper for dif-
coveries in diftant unknown parts, as thofe which
were conftru@ed like the Endeavour. This opi-
nion corcurring with that of the Earl of Sand-
wich, the Admiralty-came to a refolution, that
two Ihlps fhould be provaded of a fimilar con-
firu@ion. Accordingly, two veflels, both of

which had beerr built at Whitby, by the fame’

perfon who built the Endeavour, were purchafed
of Captain William Hammond, of Hull. They
were about fourteen or ﬁxteen months old at
the time when they- were bought, and, in
Captain Cook’s judgment, were as well adapted
to the intended fervice as if they had been ex-
prefsly conftructed for that purpofe. The largeft
of the two, which confifted of four hundred
and fixty two tons burthen, was named the
Refolution. To the other, which was three
hundred and thirty-fix tons burthen, was given
the name of the Adventure. On the twenty-

" eighth of November, 1775, Captain Cook was

appointed to the command of the former; and,

-
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about the fame time, IMr. Tobias Furneaux was
promoted to the command of the latter. The
complement of the Refolution, including officers
and men, was fixed at-a hundred and twelve
perfons; and that of thc Adventure, at cighty-
one. In the equipment of thefe fhips, every
circumftance was attended to that could contri-
bute to the comfort and fuccefs of the voyage.
They were fitted in the moft complete manner,
and fupplied with every extraordinary article
which was fuggefted to be neceffary or ufeful.
Lord Sandwich , whofe zeal was mdefatlgable
upon this occaﬁon vifited the veffels from time
to time, to be afTured that the whole equipment
was agreeable to his wilhes, and to the fatis-
faction of thofe who were to engage in the
expedition. Nor were the Navy and Vi&ualling
Boards wanting in procuring for the fhips the
very .beft of ftores and provifions, with fome
alterations in the fpecies of them , that were
adapted to the nature of ‘the enterpnze befides
which, there was an ample fupply of antifcor-
butic amcle: fuch as malt, four krout, falted
cabbage, portab’le broth , faloup, ,muﬁard , mar-

. malade of carrots, and infpiffated juice of wort

and beer. Co-

No lefs attention was paid to thé caufe of
fcience in general. The Admiralty engaged Mr.
William Hodges an exce]lent landfcape pamter
to embark in the voyage , in order to make
drawings and paintings of fuch objeds as could
not fo well be comprehended from written

Cuaar.
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defcriptions. Mr. John Reinhold Forfter and his
fon were fixed ‘upon to explore and collect the
natural hiftory of the countries which might be
vifited, and an ample fum was granted by par-
hament for the purpofe. That nothing might be
wanting to -accomplifh the fcientfic wiews of
the expedition, the Board of Longitude agreed
with Mr. William Wales and Mr.! Willam
Baylev, to make aftronomical obfervations. Mr.
Wales was ftationed in the Refolution, and Mr.
Bayley in the Adventure. By the fame Board
they were furnifhed with the beft of inftruments,
and particularly with four time-pieces, three
conftru¢ted by Mr. Arnold, and one by Mr.
Kendul on Mr. Harrifon’s principles *.

Though Captain Cook had been appointed
to the command of the Refolution on the twenty-
eighth of November, 1771, fuch were the pre-
-parations ncceffary for fo- long and important a
voyage, and the impediments which occafionally

and unavoidably occurred, that the fhip did not -

fail from Deptford till the ninth of April follow-
ing, nor did fhe leave long Reach till the tenth
of May. In plying down the river, it was found
neceflary to put into Sheernefs, in order to make
fome alterations in her upper works. Thefe the
officers of the yard were direted immediately
to take in hand; and Lord Sandwich and Sir
Hugh Pallifer came down to fee them executed
in the moft. effectual manner. The fhip being

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again completed for fea by the twenty-fecond
of June, Captain Cook on that day failed from
Sheernefs, and, on the third of July, joined the
Adventure in Plymouth Sound. Lord Sandwich,
in his return from a vifit to the dock-yards,
having met the Refolwsion on "the preceding
evening, his Lordfhip and Sir Hugh Palliﬁr gave .
the laft mark of their great attention Ao the
obje of the voyage, by coming on board, t

- aflure themfelves that every thing- was, done
which was agreeable to our Commander’s wifhes,
and that his wveffel was equipped entirely to his
fatisfaction.

At Plymouth Captain Cook received hif in-
ftra&tions; with regard to which, without enter-
ing mto a minute detail of them, it is fufficient
to fay, that he was fent out upon the moft en-
larged plan of difcovery that 1s known in the
hiftory of navxgauon He was inftrudted not
only to c;rcumnav:gate the whole globe, but to
circumnavigate it in high fouthern Iatitudes,
making fuch traverfes, from time to- umc, into
every corner of the Pacific Ocean not befdre
examined, as might finally and effectually re-
folve the much agitated queftion about the ex-
iftence of a fouthern continefit, in any part of '
the fouthern hemifphere to which accels could .
be had by the efforts of the boldeft and moft .
{kilful navigators *. —

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CHAPTER THE FOURTH

The Hifiory of Captain Cook’s Life during his fecond
Voyage round the World.

O the ehirteenth of July, Captain Cook failed

from Plymouth, and on the twenty -ninth of the

_fame month anchored in Funchizale Road, in the
ifland of Madeira. Having obtained 2 fupply of

water, wine, and other neceffaries at that ifland,
be le‘t it on the firlk of Augult, and failed to
the fouthward. As he proceeded 1n his voyage,
he made three puncheons of beer of the infpiffated
juice of malt) and the Iquor produced was very
brifk and drthkable. The heat of the weather,
and the agitation of the fhip, had hitherto with-
{tcod all the endeavours of our people to prevent
this juice fram being in a high ftate of fermenta-
tion. If it could be kept from fermenting , it
would be 2 moft valu’{% -artigle at fea.

The Captain® having Tound that his ftock of
water would not laft to the Cape of Good Hope,
without putting his men to a fcanty allewance,
refplved to ftop at St. Jago, one—of the Cape de
Verd iflands, for a‘fupply. ~ At Port Praya. in
this ifland, ‘he anchored on the tenth of Auguft,

and by thé- fourteenth had completed his water,
_%nd procurkd fome other refrefbments; upon

which he fet fail, and profecuted his courfe. He

[
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~ embraced the occafion, which his touching at St.
Jago afforded him, of giving fuch a delineation
and defcription of Port Praya, and of the fup-
plies there to be obtained, as might be of fervice
to future navigators.

On the twentieth of the month the rain pour-
ed down upon our voyagers, not in drops, but
in ftreams; and the wind, at the fame time, being
variable and rough, the people were obliged to
attend fo conftantly upon the decks, that few of
them efcaped being completely foaked. This
circumftance is mentioned to fhew the method
that was taken by Captain Cook to preferve his
men from the evil confequences of the wet to
which they had been expofed. He had every
thing to fear from the rain, which is a great
promoter of ficknefs in hot climates. But to
guard againft this effet, he purfued fome hints
that had been fuggefted to him by Sir Hugh Pal-
lifer and Captain Campbell, and took care that
the fhip fhould be aired and dried with fires
made between the decks, and that the damp
places of the veflel fhould be fmoked; befide
which, the people were oideied to air their
bedding, and to wath and dry their clothes,
whenever there was an opportunity.  The refult
of thefe precautions was, that there was not one
fick perfon on board the Refolution.

Captain Cook, on the eighth of September
croffed the line in the longitude of 8° weft, and
proceeded, without meeting any thing remark
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24™ 12%, by Mr. Kendal's watch, the m()éﬁ rofe
about four digits eclipfed, foon after which the
gentlemen prepared to obferve the end of the
eclipfe. The obfervers were, the Captain him-

fclf, and Mr. Forfter, Mr. Wales, Mr. Pickerf-

~ gill, Mr. Gilbert, and Mr. Harvey.

23 O&ober.

Our Commander had been informed, before
he left England that, he failed at an improper
fealon of the year, and that he fhould meet with
much calm weather, near and under the Tine.
But though fuch weather may happen in fome
years, it is not always, or even generally, to
be expe@ed. So far was it from being -the cafe
with Captain Ccok, that he had a brilk fouth-
weft wind 1n thofe very latitudes wheré the
calms had been predied: nor was he expofed
to any of the tornadoes, which are fo-much fpok-
en of by other navigators. On the twenty-
ninth of the menth, between eight’ and nine

- o’clock at night, when our voyagers were near

the Cape of Good Hope, the whole fea, within
the compafs of their fight, became at onee, as
it were, illuminated. The Captain had ~been

- formerly convinced, by Mr. Banks and Dr.

Solander, that fuch appearances in the ocean
were occafioned by infeds. IMr. Forfter, how-
ever, feemed difpofed to adopt a different opini-
on. To determine the queftion, our Commander
ordered fome buckets of water to be drawn up
from along-fide the fhip, which were found
full of an innumerable quantity of fmall globular
infecs, -about the fize of a common pin’s head,
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and qu1te tranfparent. Though no life Jwas per- CHA P.
ceived in them,  there could be no doubt of 1V.
their being livi‘ng animals, when in their own 1772
proper element; and Mr. Forfter became now -
well fatisfied that they were the caufe of the

fea’s illumination *. —
On the thirtieth, the Refolutiorand Adven- 30
ture anchored in F ay; foon after which

Captain Cook went on Ihore ‘and, accompanied
'by Captain Furneaux, and the two Mr. Forfters,
waited on Baron Plettenbetg, the Governor of
the Cape of Good Hope, who received the
gentlemen with great politenefls, and promifed
them every afliftance the place could afford.
From him our Commander learned that two
French fhips from ‘the Mauritius, abou: eight
months before, had difcovered land, in the lati-
tude of 48° fouth, along which’ they failed forty
miles, till they came to a bay, into which they
were upon the point of entering, when they
were driven off and feparated in a hard gale of
wind. - Previoufly to this misfortune, they had
loft fome of their boats and people, that had
been fent to found the bay. Captain Cook was
alfo informed by Baron Plettenberg, thatin the
month of March, two other French fhips from
the ifland of IMauritius, had touched at the Cape
in their way to the South Pacific Oceans
where they were going to make difcoveries,
‘under the command of M. Marion.

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From ghe healthy condition of the crews both
of the Refolution and Adventure, it was ima-
gined by the Captain that his ftay at the Capc
would be very fhort. But the neceflity of wait-
ing till the requifite provifions could be pre.

' pared and collected, "kept him more than three

22 Xov.

wecks at this place; which time was improved
by him in ordering both the fhips to be caulked
and painted, and in taking care that, in every
relpet, their condition fhould be as good as
when 'they left England.

On the twenty-fecond of November, our Com-

. mander failed from the Cape of Good Hope, and

& Dee.

proceeded on his voyage, in fearch of a fouth-
ern continent. Having gotten clear of the land,
he dire&ed his courfe for Cape Circumcifion; and
judging that cold weather would foon approach,
he ordered ﬂops to be ferved to fuch of the peo-
ple as were in want of them, and gave to each
man the fear-nought jacket and trowfers allowed
by the Admiralty. On the twenty-ninth, the
wind, which was welt-north-weft, increafed
to a ftorm, that continued, with fome few in-
tervals of moderate weather, till the fixth ¢F
Dccember *. By this gale, which was atteaded
with hzil and rain, and which .blew at times
with fuch violence that the fhips could carry no
f21ls, our voyagers were driven far to the eaft-
ward of their intended courfe, and no hopes

of the principal part of the ive ftock on board, 1772,
confifting of fheep, hogs, and -geefe. At the
fame .time, the fudden tranfition from warm,
mild weather, to weather which was extremely
cold and wet, was fo feverely felt by our people,
that it was neceITary to make fome addition to
their allowance of fpirits, by giving ‘each of
them a dram on particular occafions. ; _
Our navigators, on the tenth of December, i0Dec
began to meet with iflands of icet. One of
thefe iflands was fo much concealed from them
by the hazinefs of the weather, accompanied
with foow and fleet, that they were {teering
. dire@ly towards it, and did rot fee 1t till it was
. at a lefs diftance than that of a mile. Captain
Cook judged it to be about fifty feet high, and
‘half a mile in circuit. It was flat at the top,
and its fides rofe in a perpendtcular dire&ion,
againft which the fea broke to a great height.
The weather.continuing to be hazy, the Captain,
on account of the ice iflands, was obliged to
proceed with the utmoft caution. Six of them v2.
were paffed on the twelfth, fome of which were
nearly two miles in circuit, and fixty feet high:
_'neverthelefs, fuch were the force and height of .
the waves, that the fea broke quite over them-
Hence was exhibited a view that for a few mo-

feized upon the ®mind, from the profpec of dan-
ger. For if a fhip fhould be fo unfortunate as to
get on the weather fide of one of thefe iflands,
fliec would be dafhed to pieces in a moment.
The veflels, on the fourteenth , were ftopped

by an immenfe field of low ice, to which no
~end could be feen, either to the eaft, welt, or

fouth. In ditferent parts of this field, were
iflands or hills of ice, like thofe which our voy-
agers had found floating in the fea, and twenty
of which had prefented themfelves to view the
day before. Some of the people on board imagin-

" ed that they faw land over the ice , and Captain

Cook himfelf at firlt entertained the fame fenti-
ment. But upon more narrowly examining thefe

“ice hills, and the -various appearances they made

when feen through the haze, he was induced to
change his opmlon On the eighteenth, though
in the morning our navigators' had been: quite
;mbayed they were, notwnhﬁandmg, at length
enabled to get clear’ of the field of ice. They
were , however, at the fame time, carried in
among the ice iflands, which perpetually fuc-
ceeded one another; which were almoft equally
dangerous; and the avoiding of which was a
matter of the greateft difficulty. But perilous as -
it is to fail in a thick fog, among thefe floating
rocks, as cur Commander properly called them;

" this s preferable to the being entangled with

iinmenfe fields of ice underthe fame circumftances. '

L]

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In this latter cafe the great danger to be appre-
hended, is the getting faft in the ice; a fituation
which would be alarming in the higheft degree *.

It had been a generally received opinion, that
fuch ice as hath now been defcribed , is formed
in bays and rivers. Agreeably to this fuppoﬂuon,
our voyagers were led to believe that land was
not far diftant, and that it lay te the fouthward
behind the ice. As, therefore, they bad failed
above thirty leagues along the edge of the ice,
without finding a paffage to the fouth, Captain
Cook determined to run thirty or forty leagues
to the eaft, and afterwards to endeavour to get
to the fouthward. If in this attempt he met
with no land or other impediment, his defign
was to ftretch behind the ice, and thus to bring
the matter to a decifion. The weather, at this
time, affe®ed the fenfes with a feeling of cold
much greater than that which was pointed out
by the thermometer +, fo that the whole crew
complained. In order the better to enable them
to fuftain the feverity of the cold, the Captain
directed the fleeves of their jackets to be length-
ened with baize, and had a cap made for each
man of .the fame ftuff, firengthened with canvafs.
Thefe precautions greatly contributed to their
comfort and advantage. It is worthy}of obferva-
tion, that ajthough the weather was as fharp, on

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the twenty-fifth of December, as might have been
expe&ted, in the fame month of the year, in any
part of England, this was the middle of {fummer
with our navigators. Some of the people now
appearing to have fymptoms of the fcurvy, freth
wort was given them every day, prepared ,
under the dire®tion of the furgeons, from the

‘malt which bad been provided for the purpofe.

By the twenty.niath, it became fufficiently
afcertained, from the courfe our Commander had
purfued, that the field of ice, along which the
thips had failed, did not join to any land, as
had been come&ured *. At this time, Captam

. Cook came to a refolution, provided he met

with no impediment, to run as far weft as the
meridian of Cape Circumcifion. While he was
profecuting this defign , a gale arofe, on the
thirty-firt, which brought with it fuch a fea as
rendered 1t very dangerous for the veflels to
remain among the ice; and the danger was
increafed by difcovering an immenfe field to the
north, which extended farther than. the eye could
reach. As our voyagers were not above two or
three_miles from this field, and were furrounded
by loofe ice, there was no time to deliberate.

They hauled to the fouth: and though .they.

happily got clear, it was not till the fhips had
received feveral hard knocks from the loofe

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pieces, which were of the largeft kind. OnFriday Cw a p.
the firlt of Jmuary, 1773, the gale abated; and, Iv.

on the next day in the afternoon, our pcople 1773.

had the felicity of enjoying the fight of the 1Ja= ’
moon, the face of which had been feen by

them but once fince they had departed from the A '
Cape® of Good Hope. Hence a judgment may
be formed of the fort of weather they had been
expofed to, from the time of ‘their leaving that
place. The prefent opportunity’ was eagerly
feized, for making feveral obfervations of the
fun and moon *

Captain Con.\ was now nearly in the fame,
longitude which is affigned to Cape Circum-
cifion, and about ninet y-ﬁ»e leagues to the fouth
| of the latitude in which it is faid to-lie. At the
fame time, the weather was fo clear, that land
might have been feen at the diftance of fourteen
or fifteen leagues. He concluded it, therefore,
to be very .probable, that what Bouvet took
for land was nothing but mountains of ice, fur-
“rounded by loofe or field ice. Our prefent navi-
gators had naturally been led into a fimilar mif-
take. The conje®ture, that fuch ice as had lately
been feen wis joined to land, was a very plau-
fible one, though not founded on fa& Upon
the whole, there was good reafon to.believe,
that no land was to be met with, under this

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meridian, between the latitude of fifty -five and
fifty -nine, where fome had been fuppofud to
exift.

Amidft the obftrucions Captain Cook was
expofed to, from the ice iflands which. perpetu-
ally fucceeded each other, he derived one advan-
tage from them, and that was, a fupply of frefh
water. - Though the me]tmg and ftowing away
the ice takes up fome time, and is, indeed, rather
tedious , this method of watering is otherwife
the moft expeditious cur Commander had ever
known. The water produced was perfectly Aweet
and well tafted. Upon the ice iflands penguins,
albatroffes, and other birds were frequently feen.
Tt had hitherto been the received opinion, that
fuch birds never go far from land, and that the
fight of them is a fure indication of its vicinity.
That this opinion is not well founded, at leaft
where ice iflands exift, was now evmced by
multiplied experience. .

By Sunday the feventeenth of January, Captain
Cook reached the latitude of 67° 15/ fouth, when
he could advance no farther. At this time the ice
was entirely clofed to the fouth, in the whole
extent from eaft to weft-fouth-welt, without the
lealt appearance of any opening. The- Captain,
therefore,, thought it no longer prudent to per-
fevere in failing fouthward ; efpecially as the
fummer was already half fpent , and there was
little reafon to hope that it would be found prac-
ticable to get round the ice. Having taken this
refolution, he determined to proceed diredtly in
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fearch of the land which had lately been difco-
vered by the French; and as, in purfuing his
purpofe , the weather was clear at intervals, he
fpréad the fhips a-brealt four miles from each
other, in order the better to inveftigate any thing
that mighe lie in their way. On the firft of Fe-
bruary, our voyagers were in the latitude of 48°
3-'. fouth, and in longitude 58° 7/ eaft, nearly
in the meridian of the ifland of St. Mauritius.
This was the fituation in which the land faid to
have been difcovered by the French was to be ex-
pected ; but asno figns of it had appeared. our Com-
mander bore away to the eaft. Captain Furneaux,
on the fame day, informed Captain Cook that he
‘had juft feen a large float of fea or rock weed,

were certain {igns of the vicinity of land, though
whether it lay to the eaft or weft could not
poflibly. be known. Our Commander, therefore ,
formed the defign of proceeding in his prefent
latitude four or five degrees of longitude to the
weft of the meridian he was now in, and then
to purfue his refearches eaftward. The weft. and
north-weflt winds, which had continued for fome

into execution. However , he was convinced,
from the perpetual high fea he had lately met
with, that there could be no great extent of land
to the weft. :

While Captain Cook, on the next day, ‘was
fteering eaftward*, Captain Furneaux told him

days, prevented him from carrying this purpefe -
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that he thought the land was to the north-weft
of them ; as he had, at one time, obferved the
fea to be fmooth \vhcn the wind blew in that
direction. This ebfervation was by no mecans
conformable to the remarks which had been made
by our Commander himfelf. Neverthelefs, fuch
was his readinefs to attend to every fuggeﬂ;xon
that he refolved to clcar up the point, if the
wind would admit of his getting to the weft in
any reafonable time. The wind, by veering to
the north, did admit of his purfuing the fearch;
and the refult of 1t was, his conviction thatif

any land was near, it could only be an ifland of

no confiderable extent.

Captain Cook and his philofophical fnends .

while they were traverfing this part of the fouth-
ern ocean, paid particular attention to the

* variation of the comp1f~, which they found to

be from 27° 50/, to 30° 26’ weft. Probably the
mean of the two extremes, viz. 29° 4/, was the
neareft the truth,-as 1t comncided with the varia-
tion obferved on board the Adventure. One
unagcountable ‘circumftance 1s worthy of notice,
though it did not now occur for the firft time.
It is, thatc-when the fun was on the ftarboard of
the fhip, the variation was the leaft; and when
on the larboard fide, the greateft.

On the ecighth, our Commander, m confe-
quence of no fignals having been anfwered by
the Adventure , had reafon to apprehend that a
feparation had taken place. After waiting two
days, during which guns were kept difcharging,

4~
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and falfe fires were burnt m the night, the fa® Cuavr
was contirmed; fo that the Refolution was obhged 1v.
to proceed alone in her voyage. As fhe purfued i--3.
her courfe, penguins and other birds, from time
to time, appeared in great numbers; the meeting
with which gave our navigators fome hopes of
finding land, and occafioned various fpeculations
with regard to its fituation. Experience, how-
ever, convinced them that no ftrefs was to be
laid onfuch hopes. They were fo often deceived,
that they could no longer look upon any of the
oceanic birds, which frequent high latitudes , as
fure figns of the vicinity of land. .

In the morning of the feventeenth, between 17 Feh
.midnight and three o'clock, lights were feen in
the heavens, fimilar to thofe which are known
in *the northern hemifphere, by the name of the
Aurora Boréalis. Captain Cook had never heard
that an Aurora Auftralis had been feen before.
The officer of the watch obferved that it fome-
times broke out in fpiral rays, and in a circular
form; at which time its light was very ftrong ,.
and its appearance beautiful. It was not perceived
to have any particular dire@ion. On the contrary
at various times, it was confpicuous in different
parts of the heavens, and diffufed its light
throughout the wholé atmofphere -

On the twentieth’, our navigators imagined 2
that they faw. land to the fouth-weft. Their
convidion of its real exitence was fo ftrong,
that they had no doubt of the matter; and accord-
ingly they endeavoured to work up to it, in
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doing which the weather was favourable to
their purpofe. However, what had been taken
for land proved only to be clouds, that in the
evening entlrely difappeared , and left a clear
horizon ," in which nothing could be difcerned
buc ice iflands. At night the Aurora Auftralis
was again feen; and the appearance it affumed

was very brilliant and luminous. It firlt difcovered
itfelf in the eaft, and in a fhort time fpread over

the whole heavens.

In the night of the twenty-third, when the ﬂnp

was in" latitude 61° 52/ fouth,

2/ eaft, the weather being exceedmg]y ftormy ,

and longitude 95°

thick , and hazy, with fleet and {fnow, our voy- -

‘agers were on every. ﬁde furrounded with danger.
In fuch a fituation, it was natural for them to wifh
for day-light: but day-light, when it came, ferved
only to encreafe their apprehcnﬁons, by e},hlbltmg
thofe huge mountains of ice to their view, which

the darknefs had prevented them from feeing.

Thefe unfavourable circumftances, at fo advanced
a feafon of the year, dlfcouraged Captain Cook
from putting in execution a refolution he had

formed of once more croffing the antardic circle.

Accordingly, early in the morning of the twenty-
fourth, he ftood to'the north, with a very hard
gale, an=d a very high fea, whxch made great
deftru&tion among the ice iflands. But fo far was
" this incident from being of any advantage to our
‘ navxgators , that it greatly encreafed the number
‘of pieces they had to avoid. The large pieces
whxch broké from the ice iflands, were found to
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be miich more dangerous than the iflands them-
felves. While the latter rofe fo high out of the
water, that they could generally be feen, unlefs
the weather was very thick and hazy , before
our people nearly approached them , the others

could ngt be difcerned , in the night, till they.

were under the fhip’s bows. Thefe dangers, how-
ever; were now become fo familiar to the Captam

Cuar.
Iv.
1773:

and h15~c any, that the apprehenfions they

caufed were hever of long duration; and a com.
penfation was in fome degree, made for them,
by the feafonab!e fupplies of frefh water which
the ice iflands afforded, and by their very ro-
mantic appearance. The foaming and dafhing of
the waves into the curious holes and caverns
which were formed in many of them, greatly
beightened the fcenie; and the whole exhibited a
“view that at once filled the mind with admiration
and horror, and could only be defcribgd by the
band of an able painter. .

In failing from the twenty-fifth to the twenty-
eighth, the wind was accompanied with a large
hollow fed, which rendered Captain Cook certain
that no land, of any confiderable extent, could
lie within a hundred or a hundred and fifty
leagues from eaft to fouth-weft.” Though this

" was ftill the fammer feafon in that part of the
world, and the weather was become fomewhat
warmer than it had been before, yet fuch were
the effeds of the cold, that a fow having far-
rowed nine pigs in the. morning, all of them,
notwithftanding the utmoft care to prevent it,
" VoL L R
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were killed before four o’clack in the afternoon.
From the fame caufe J«hc*Ga’/am'”‘him{elf and
feveral of his people had their fingers and toes
" chilblained. For fome days afterward, the cold
confiderably abated; but ftill it could not be faid
that there was fummer weather, according to
our Commander’s ideas of fummer in the northérn

- hemifphere as far as fixty degrees of latitude,

which was nearly as far as he had then been.

As he proceeded on his voyage, from the
twenty-eighth of February to the eleventh of
March,.he had ample reafon tq conclude, from
the fwell of the fea and other ci umﬂ;ances that
there could be no land to the Touth, but what
muft lie at a great diftance.

The weather having been clear on the thir-
teenth and fourteenth, Mr. Wales had an oppor-
tunity of getting fome obfervations of the fun and
moon; the refults: of which, reduced to noon,
when the latitude was 58° 22/ fouth, gave 136"
22! eaft longitude. Mr. Kendal’s and Mr. Arnold’s
watches gave each of them 134" 42’; and this
was the firft and only time in which they had
pointed out the fame longitude fince the fhips
had departed from England. The greateft dif
ference , however, between them , fince our
‘voyagers had left the Cape, had not much
exceeded two dégrees.

en a few degrees of latitude

" From the moderate, and what migh S
. be called. pleafant weather, whlch had eccurred
for two or three days ok began to
WIﬁi that he bhad d
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farther fouth ; and he was even tempted to
incline his courfe that way. But he foon met
with weather which convinced him that he had
proceeded full far enough; and that the time was
approaching when thefe feas could not be navi.
gated without enduring intenfe cold. As he
advanced in his courfe , he became perfedtly
-affured, from repeated proofs, that he had left
no land behind him in  the dire®ion of weft.
fouth-weft ; and that no land lay to the fouth
on this fide fixty degrees of latitude. He came,
therefore, to a refulution, on the feventeenth *,
to quit the high fouthern latitudes, and to pro-
ceed to New Zealand, with a view of looking
for the Adventure, and of refrefhing his people.

He had, alfo, fome thoughts, and even a defire
of vxﬁtmg t.he ealt coalt of Van Diemen’s Land,

in order to fatisfy himfelf whether it joined the

coalt of New South Wales. The wind , how:

ever, not permitting him to execute this part
of his dcﬁgn, he fhaped his courfe for New
Zealand, ‘ in fight of which he arrived on the

twenty-fifth, and where he came to anchor on’

the day following, in Dulky Bay. He had now
been a hundred and feventeen days at fea, during
which time he had failed three thoufand fix

hundred and fixty leagues, without having once
come within fight of land.

After fo long a voyage, in a bxgh fouthern

latitude, it might reafonably have been expected

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that many of Captain.Cook’s people would be
ill of the fcurvy. This, however, was 1ot the
cafe. So falutary were the effects of the fweet
wort , and feveral articles of provifion, and
efpecially of the frequent airing -and fweetening
of the fhip, that there. was only one man on
board who could be faid to be much afflicted

with the difeafe; and even in that'man, it was

chiefly occafioned by a bad habit of body, and
a complication of other diforders *

-As our Commander did not like the place in
which he had anchored, he fent Lieutenant Pickerf-
gill over to the fouth-eaft fide of the bay, in
fearch of a better; and the Lieutenant fucceeded
in finding a harbour that was in every refped
defirable. In the mean while, the fifhing-boat
was very fuccefsful , returning with fifh fufficient

" for the whole crew’s fupper; and in the morning
~ of the next day, as' many were caught as ferved '

a7 Marche

for dinner. Hence were derived certain hopes of
being plenufully fupplied with this article. Ner
did the fhores ‘and woods appear lefs deftitute of
wild-fowl; fo that our people had the profpect
of enjoying, with eafe, what, in their fituation,
might be called the luxuries of life. Thefe agree-
able circumftances determined Captain Cook to
ftay fome time in the bay, in order to examine it
thoroughly; as no one had ever landed. before
on any of the fouthern parts of New Zealand.
On the twenty-feventh , the ﬂup entered

had firft been difcovered. Here wood, for fuel 1773. 7
and other : purpofes , was immediately at hand;
and a fine ftream of frefh-water was not above
a hundred yards from the ftern of the veffel. Our
voyagers, being thus advantageoufly fituated, -
began vigoroufly to’ prepare for their neceflary
‘occupations, by clearing places in. the woods,
in order to fet up the aftronomer’s obfervatory,
and the forge for the iron work, and to erect
tents for the fail-makers and coopers. They
applied “themfelves , alfo, to the brewing of
beer from the branches or leaves of a tree which
greatly refembled the American black fpruce.
Captain Cook was perfuaded, from the know-
ledge which he had of this tree, and from the
fimilarity it bore to the fpruce, that’, with the
addition of infpiffated juice of wort and melafles™
it would make a very whdlefome hquor, and .
fupply the want of vegetables, of which the’
country was deftitute. It appeared, by the evens
that he was not miftaken in his judgment, oo
Several of the natives were feen on the twenty- 25 March
eighth, who took little notice of the Englifh,
and were ~very fhy of accefs; and the Captain
"did'not choofe to force an intercourfe with them,
as he had been infiru&ted , by former experience,
- that the beft method of obtaining it was to lcave
the time and place to themfelves. While our,
Commander continued in his prefent fituation, -
he took every opportunity of examining the bay.
‘ R
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As he was profecuting his furvey of it, on the
fixth of April, his attention was direCted to the
north fide, where he difcovered a fine capacious
cove, in the bottom of which is a frefh-water
river. On the weft fide are’ feveral beautiful
cafcades ; and the fhores are fo fteep, that water
might dire&ly be conveyed from them into the
fhip. Fourteen ducks, befides other birds, having
been fhot in this p]ace, he gave it the name of
Duck Cove. When he was returning in the
evening , he met with three of the natives, one

_ man and two women , whofe fears he foon

I3

diffipated , and whom he engaged in a conver-
fation, that was little underftood on either fide.
‘The youngeft of the women had a volubility of
tongue that could not be exceeded ; and fhe
entertained Captain Cook , and the gentlemen
who accompanied him, w1t.h a dance.

By degrees, our" Commander obtained the
good-will and confidence of the Indians. His
prefents, however, were at firft reeeived with
much indifference, hatchets and fpike-nails ex-
cepted. At a vifit, on the twelfth, from a family
of the natives, the Captain, perceiving that they .
approached ‘the fhip with great caution , met
them in a boat, which he quitted when he came
near them, and went 1nto their canoes After all,
he could not prevail upon them to go on board
the Refolution; but at length they put on fhore
in a little creek, and feating themfelves a-breaft
of the Englilh wveffel , entered into familiar
converfation with feveral of the officers and

N

’
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feamen,‘ in which they paid a much greater
regard to fome, whom they probably miftook
for females, than to others. So well, indeed,
were they now reconciled to our voyagers,
that they took up their quarters nearly within
" the diftance of a hundred yards from the fhip’s
watering-place. Captain Cook, in his interview
with them, had caufed the bagpipes and fife to
play, and the drum to beat. The two former
they heard with apparent infenﬁbility', but the

latter excited in them a certain degree of at-

tention.

On the eighteenth, a Chief, with whom fome
connexions had already been formed, was in-
duced , together with his daughter to- come on
board the Refolution. Previoufly to his doing
it, he prefented the Captain with a piece of
.cloth and a green talk hatchet. He gave alfo a
piece of cloth to IVIr. Forfter; and the girl gave
another to IMr. Hodges. Though this cuftom

of making prefents, before any are received, is -
common with the natives of the South Sea Ifles,

our Commander had never till now feen it
pradifed in New Zealand. Another thing per-

formed by the Chief before he went on board,

was the taking of a fmall green branch in his

* hand, with which he ftruck the fhip’s fide feveral

times, repeatmg a fpeech or prayer. This man-
ner, as it were, of making peace is likewife
prevalent among all the nations of the South

Seas. When the Chief was carried into the:

cabin, he v:ewed every part of it with fome
R 4
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degree of furprize; but it was not poflible to
fix his attention to any one obje@ for a fingle
moment. The works of art appeared to him in
the fame light as thofe of nature , and were
equally diftant from his powers of comprehen-
fion. He and his daughter feemed to be the moft

firuck with the number of the decks, and other -

parts of the fhip.

As Captain Cook proceeded in examining
Dufky Bay, he occafionally met with fome few
more of the natives, with regard to whom he
ufed every mode of conciliation. On the twen.
tieth’, the Chief and his family, who had been
more intimate with our navigators than any of
the reft of the Indians, went away, and never
returned again. This was the more extraordinary,
as in all his vifits he had been gratified with
prefents. From different perfons, he had gotten

-nine or ten hatchets, and three or four times
that number of large fpike-nails, befides a variety -

of other articles. So far as thefe things might be
deemed riches in New Zealand, he was undoubt-
edly become by far the moft wea.lthy man -in
the whole country.

One employment of our voyagers, while in

Dulky Bay confifted in feal-hunting, an animal
which was found ferviceable for three purpofes. ,
The (kins were made ufe of for rigging, the fat
afforded oil for the lamps, and’ the flefh was

eaten. On the twenty-fourtﬁ the Captain, bhaving

five geefe remainivg of thofe he had brought
with him from the Cape of Good Hope, went
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and Jeft them at place to which he gave the Cuar.
name of Goose CovE. This place he fixed upon  IV.,
for two reafons; firft, becaufe there ‘were ng, 1773-
inhabitants to difturb them, and fecondly, be-
caufe here was the greateft fupply of proper
food; fo that he had no doubt of their breeding,.
and hoped that in time they might fpread ovep
‘the whole country, to its eminent advantage. .
Some days afterward, when every thing belong.
_ing to the fhip had been removed from the
fhore, he fet fire to the topwood, in order to -
dry a piece of ground, which he dug up, and
fowed with feveral forts of garden feeds.  The
foil, indeed, was not fuch as to promife much
fuccefs to the planter; but it was the beft that .
could be difcovered. : .
The twenty-fifth of Aprll was the eighth falr 25 Aprik.

day our people had fucceflively enjoyed; and

there was reafon to believe that fuch a circums-

ftance ,was very uncommon in the place where

they now lay, and at that feafon of the year.

This favourable weather afforded them the

opportunity of more fpeedily completing thieir .

wood and water, and of putting the fhip into

a condition, for fea. On the evening of the

twenty-fifth, it began to rain; and the weather

was afterward extremely variable, being, at

times, in a high degree wet, cold, and ftormy.
Nothing , however , *prevented CaptainpCook

from profecuting, with his ufual fagacity and

diligence, his fearch into every part of Dulky

Bay; and, as there are few places in New Zea~

5
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plentifully obtained as in this bay, he hath taken

care to give fuch a defcription of it, and of .

the adjacent country,- as may be of fervice to
fucceeding navigators. Although this country
lies far remote from what is now the trading part

- of .the world, yet, as he juftly obferves, we

can by no means tell what ufe future ages
may derive from the difcoveries made in the
prefent.

The various anchormg places are delineated
on our Commander’s chart, and the moft con-
venient of them he has particularly defcribed.
Not only about Dufky Bay, but through all the
fouthern part of the weftern coaft of Tavai-

- poenammoo, the country is exceedingly moun-

tainous. A profpe® more rude and craggy is
rarely to be met with; for inland there are only
to. be feen the® fummits of mountains of a
tremendous height, and confifting: of rocks that

are totally barren and naked. excepting where .
they are covered with fnow. But the land which

borders on the fea coaft is thickly clothed with
wood, almoft down to the water’s edge; and
this is the cafe with regard to all the adjoining
iflands. The trees are of yarious kinds, and are
fit for almoft every poffible ufe. Excepung in
the river Thames, Captain Cook had not found

finer timber in all New Zealand; the moft confi-

derable fpecies of which is the fpruce-tree; for
that name he had given it from the fimilarity
of its foliage to the American fpruce, though

!
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‘the wood is more ponderous, and bears a greater
refemblance to the pitch pine. Many of thefe
trees are fo large, that they would be able to
furnifh main- mafts for fifty gun fhips. Amidft the
variety of aromatic trees and fhrubs which this
pait of New Zealand produced, there were none
which bore fruit fit to be eaten. But for a
farther account of the foils, vegetable produc-
tions, and animals of the coaft, I muft refer to
~ the Captain’s own narrative; -only taking notice,

t the country was not found fo deftitute of
.qua rupeds as was formerly imagined.

As Dulky Bay prefented many advantages to
our navigators, fo it was attended with fome
difagreeable circumftances. There were great

numbers of fmall black fand flies, which were °

troublefome to a degree that our Commander had
never experienced before. Another evil arofe from
the continual quantity of rain that occurred in
the bay. This might, indeed, in part proceed
from the feafon of the year: but it is probable
- that the country muft g)t' all times be {ubje& to
much wet weather, in\ confequence of the vaft
height, and vicinity of the mountains. It was
remarkable that the rain, though our people were
perpetually expofed to it, was not produdive
of any evil confequences, On the contrary, fuch
of the men as were fick and complaining when
they entered the bay, recovered daily, and the
whole crew foon. became ftrong and vigorous.
So happy a circumftance could only be attributed

to the healthinefs- of the place and the frefh pro.

L3
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vifions it afforded; among which, the beer was
a very material article.

The/nhabitants of Dulky Bay ‘are of the fame
race with the other natives of New Zealand,
fpeak the fame language, and adhere nearly to
the fame cuftoms. Their mode of life appears to
be 2 wandering one; and though they are few
in number, no traces were remarked of their
families being conneced together in any clofe
bonds"of union or friendfhip.

" While_ the Refolution lay in the bay, Mr. Wales

made a variety of fcientific obfervations, relative
to latitude and longitude*, the variation of the
compafs, and the diverfities of the tides; a fhort
account of which Captain Cook has given in
his voyage, for the inftrudion and benefit of
the publict.

'~ When Captain Cook left Dufky Bay, he di.
reted his courfe for Queen Charlotte’s Sound,
where he expected to find the Adventure. This
was on the eleventh of May, and nothing remark-
able occurred till the feventeenth , when the
wind at once flattened to a calm, the {ky became
fuddenly obfcured by dark denfe clouds, and
there was every prognoftication of a tempeft.
Soon after, fix water-[pouts were feen, four of
which rofe and fpent themfelves between the

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thip and the la’nd; the fifth was at a confiderable

diftance on the other fide of the veflel; and the °

fixth, the progreflive motion of which was not
in a ftrait, but in a crooked line , paffed with-
in fifty yards of the ftern of the Refolution,
without producing any evil effect. As the Captain
had been informed that the firing of a gun would
diffipate water-fpouts, he was forry that he had
not_tried the experiment. , But, though he was
near enough, and had a gun ready for the pur-
pofe, his mind was fo deeply engaged in viewing
thefe extraordinary meteors, that he forgot to
give the neceflary directions.

On the next day, the Refolution came within
fight of Queen Charlotte’s Sound, where Captam
Cook had the fati-faction of difcovering the Ad-
venture; and both fhips felt uncommon joy at
thus meeting again, after an abfence of fourteen
weeks. As the events which happened to Captain
Furneaux, during the feparation of the twe
veflels, do not fall within the immediate defign
+ of the prefent narrative, it may be fufficient to

obferve, that he bad an opportunity of examin- .

ing, w1th fomewhat more accuracy than had
hitherto been done, Van Diemen’s Land; and
his 0pm|on was, that there are no ftraights be-
tween this land and New Holland, but a very
deep bay. He met, likewife, with {Art.her -proofs
that the natives of New Zealand are eaters of
human flefh *.

The.morning after Captain Cook’s arrival in

Queen Charlotte’s Sound, he went himfelf, at.
day-break, to look for fcurvy-grafs, celery, and
other vegetables; and he had the good fortune

to return with a boatload, in a very-fhort fpace

of time. Having found that a fufficient quantity
of thefe articles might be obtained for the crews

of both the fhips, he gave orders that they fhould
" be boiled, with wheat and portable broth, every

day for breakfaﬁ and with peaferand broth for
dinner. Experience had taught him that the
vegetables now mentioned, when thus dreffed,

‘are extremely beneficial to feamen, In removing

the various fcorbutic complamts to whick they
are fubject.

Our Commander had entertained a defire of
vifiting Van Diemen’s Land , in order to inform
himfelf whether it made a _part of New Holland.
But as this point had been, in a great meafure,

 cleared up by Captain Furneaux he came to a
‘refolution to continue his refearchee to the ealt,

between the latitudes of 41° and 46°; and he
dire¢ted accordingly, that the fhips fhould be

‘gotten ready for putting, to fea as foon as poffible.

On the twentieth, he fent on fhore the only ewe
and ram that remamed of thofe which, with the
intention of leaving them in this -country, he
had brought from the Cape of Good Hope. Soon
after he vifited feveral gardens, that by order of
Captain- Furneaux had been made and planted

“with various articles; all of which were in fuch
a flourifhing fate that, if duly attended to, they

-
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promifed to be of great utility to the natives. Cu a r.
The next day , Captain Cook himfelf fet fome 1IV.
men to work to form a garden on Long Ifland, 137;.
which he ftocked with different feeds, and par. 21May
ticularly with the roots of turnips, carrots, parf- /,
nips, and potatoes. Thefe were the vegetables
that would be of the moft real ufe to the Indians
"and of thefe it was ealy to give them an idea,
by comparing them with fuch roots as they them-
. felves knew. On the twentyfecond; Captain
" Cook received the unpleafant intelligence that the
. ewe and ram, which with fo much care and
trouble he had brought to this place, were both
-of them found dead. It was fuppofed that they
had eaten fome poifonous plant; and by this
accident all the Captain’s hopes of ftocking New
Zealand with a breed of fheep were inflantly
blafted.

" The intercourfe whxch our great -navigator
bad with the inhabitants of the country, during
this his fecond vifit to Queen Charlotte’s Sound,
was of a friendly nature. Two or three families
took up their abode near the fhips, and employ-
ed themfelves daily in fithing, and in fupplying
the Englith with the fruits of their labour. Np
“fmall advantage hence accrued to our people,
who were by no means fuch’ expert fithers as the

natives, nor were any of our methods of fifhing
equal to theirs. Thus in almoft every ftate of
fociety particular arts of life are carried to per-
fection; and there is fomething which the moft

»
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polithed nations may learn from the moft bar-

barous.

On the fecond of June, when ‘the Refolution
and Adventure were almo[’c ready to put to fea,
Captain Cook fent on fhore, on the eaft fide of
the found, two goats, a male and a female; and
Captam Furneau‘( left ,, near Cannibal Cove. a
boar and two breedmg fows. The gentlemen
had little doubt but that the country would, in
time, be ftocked “with thefe animals, provided
they were not deftroyed by the Indians before
they became wild. Afterwards there would be no

- danger; and as the natives knew nothing of their

being left behind, it was hoped that it might be
{ome time before they wcould be difgovered.

It'is remarkable that, during Captain Cook’s
fecond vi{it to Charlotte’s Sound, he was not able
to recolle the face of any one perfon whom he

had feen there three years before. Nor did it

once appear; that even a fingle Indian had the
leaft knowledge of our Commander, or of any
of our people who had been with him i in his laft

~ voyage. Hence he thought it highly probable, that
‘the gre*tcﬂ: part of the natives who inhabited this

foynd in the beginning of the year 1770, had
either fince been driven out of it, or-had remov-
ed, of their own accord, to fome other fitua-
tion. Not -one third of the inhabitants were

there now, that had been feen at that time.

Their ftrong hold on the Point of Motuara was

deferted, and in every part of the found many

forfaken habitations' were difcovered. In the
Captams

"y
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Captain’s opinion, there was not any .reafon to
believe that the place had ever been very popu-
lous. From comparing the two voyages together,
it may be collected, that the Indians of Eahei-

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nomauwe are in fomewhat of a more improved .

flate of fociety than thofe of Tavai-poenammoo.

Part, of the fourth of June was employed by
Captain Cook in vifiting a Chief and a whole
tribe of the natives, confifting of between ninety
and a hundred perfons, including men, women,
and children. After the Captain had diftributed
fome prefents among thefe people, and (hewn to
the Chief the gardens which had been made, he
returned on boird, and fpent the remainder of
the day in the celebration of his Royal Mafter’s
nativity. Captain Furneaux and all his officers

‘were invited upon the occafion; and the feamen’

were enabled, by a double allowance, to partake
of the general joy.

As fome might think it an extraordmary ftep
in our Commander to proceed in difcoveries fo
far fouth as forty-ﬁx degrees of lautude, in the
very depth of winter, he has recorded his mo-
tives for this part of his condu&t. Winter, he

acknowledges, is' by no means favourable for

difcoveries. Neverthelefs, it appeared to him
to be neceffary that fomething fhould be done
in that feafon, in order to leffen the work in
which he was engaged; and left he fhould not
be able to finifh the difcovery of the fouthern
part of the South Pacific Ocean in the- enfuing
fummer. Befides, if be thould difcove any land
Vor L S
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Cuavr. in his route to the eaft, he. would be ready to
Iv.  begin to explore it, as foon as ever the feafon
1773. fhould’ be favourable. Independently of all thefe
confiderations, he had little to fearj bhaving

two/ good fhips well provided, and both the

crexvs being healthy, Where then could he bet-

tef employ his time ? If he did nothing more, he

was at lealt in hopes of being enabled ito point

Zut to pofterity, that thefe feas may be navigated,

/and ahat it is pradticable te purfue difccveries,

even in the depth of winter. Such was ithe ard-,

his voyage, in circumftances which would have
induced moft men to ac a more cautious part!
VA During Captain .Cook’s ftay in the Sound, he

/’ our of our navigator for profecuting the ends of

/ had obferved that the fecond vifit to this country.

' / had not mended .the morals of the natives of

~cither fex. He had always looked upon the
females of New Zealand as more chafte than the
generality of Indian women. Whatever favour

a few of them might have granted to the pecple

in the Endeavour, fuch mtercourfes ufually took
place in a private mannery and did not. ap-
pear to be emcouraged by the mes. But now
the Captain was told that the male Indians were

the chief psomoters of a fhameful traffic, and

that, for a ipikenail, or any other thing they
valued, they would oblige the women to profti-
tute themfelves, whether it were agreeable or
contrary to their inclinations. At the fame time,
no regard was paid to the privacy which decen-
¢y required. “ The account of this fa& mult be

» I
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vread with concern by every well-wifher to the
" good order and happinefs of fociety, even
without adverting to confiderations of a higher
nature *. -

On the feventh of June, Captain Cook put to
fea from Queen Charlotte’s Sound, with the
Adventure in company. For the nautical part of
the route from New ZeaJand to Otaheite, which

continued till the fifteenth of Auguft, I fhall refer

my readers to the Captain’s voyage; and fhatl
only fele& fuch circumftances as are more imme-
diately fuitable to the defign of the prefent nar-
rative. It was found, on the twenty-ninth of
July, that the crew of the Adventure were in a
fickly ftate. Her cook was dead, and about
twenty of her beft men were rendered incapable
~of duty by the fcurvy and flux. At this time,
no moffe than three men were on the fick Lift on
board the Refolution; and only one of thefe was
attacked with the fcurvy. Some others, how-
ever, began to difcover the fymptoms of it; and,
accordingly, recourfe was had to wort, marma-
lade of carrots, and the rob of lemons and oran-
ges, with the .vfual fuccefs.

Captain Cook could not account for the pre-
valence of the fcurvy being fo much greater in
the Adventure than in the Refolution, -unlefs it
was owing to the crew of the former’s being
more {corbutic when they arrived in New Zea-
Jand than the crew of the latter, and to theig

Queen Charlotte’s Sound. = This arofe partly
from their want of knowing the right forts; and

. partly from the diflike which feamen have to.

the introdu&ion of a new diet. Their averfion to

~any unufual change of food is fo great, that it

can only ‘be overcome by the fteady and perfe-
vering example and authority of a commander.
Many of Captain Cook’s people, officers as well
as common failors, difliked the boxlmg of celery,
fcurvy-grafs, and other greens with the peas
and wheat; and by fome the provifion, thus
prepared , . was refufed to be eaten. But, as this
had no effe® ‘on the Captain’s condu&, their -
prejudice gradually fubfided: they began to like
their diet as much as the reft of their compani-
ens; and, . dt length, there was hardly a man in
the: fhip who did not attribute the freedom of the
crew from the fcurvy, to the beer and veget-
ables which had been made ufe of at New Zea
land. Henceforward, whenever the f:tamen came
to a place where vegetables could be obtained,

‘our Commander feldom found it neceffary to

order them to be gathered; and, if they were
fcarce, happy was the perfon who could lay hold
on them ﬁri '
On the firft of Augu{’c when the fhips were
in the latitude of 25° 1/, and the longuude of
134" 6', weft, they were nearly in the fame
ﬁtuanon with that which -is affigned by Captain
Carteret for Pitcairn’s Ifland , -difcovered by him
in 1767. For this ifland,; therdorc our voyagers
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diligehdy looked, but faw nothing. According

~ to the longitude in which he had placed it,
Captain Cook muft have paffed it fifteen leagues
to the weft. (But as this was uncertain, he did
not think it prudent to lofe any time in fearching
for it, .as the fickly ftate of the Adventure’s peo-
ple rcqulrcd as fpeedy an arrival as poflible at a
place of refrelbment. A fight of it, however,

would have been of ufe in verifying, or corre@:
ing, not only the longitude of Pitcairn’s Ifland,

bat of the others difcovered by Captain Carteret
-in that neighbourhood. It is a diminution of
the value of that gentleman’s voyage, that his

longitude was not confirmed by altronomical -
obfervations, and that hence it was liable to-
errors, the correction of which. Was out of his

_power.
As Captain Cook had now gottcn to the

northward of Captain.Carteret’s tracks, he no °

longer entertained any hopes of difcovering a
‘continent. - Iflands were all that he could expe&t
'to find, until he-returned again to the. fouth.
In this and his former voyage, he.had croffed

the ocean in the latitude of 40™and upwards,.

without .meeting’ any thing which could, -in the
lealt ', induce him to believe that'he fhould
attain the great object of his purfuit' Every cir-
cumftance concurred to convince him that, be-
tween the meridian of America and New Zealand
there is no fouthern continent; and "that there is
no continent farther to the fouth, unléefs in a
very high latitude. Thxs, however, was a point
. S 3
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too important to be lcft to opinions and conjec-
tures. It was to be determined by fa@s; and the
afcertainment of it was appointed, by our Com-
mander , for the employment of thc enfumg
fummer. - .

It was the fixth of Auguflt beforz the fhips
had the xdvantage of the trade wind *. This

"they got at-fouth-eaft, being at that time in the

latitude of 19° 36’ fouth, aad the longitude of
131° 32’ welt. As Captain Cook had obtained

the fouth-eaft trade wind, he dire@ed his courfe

to the weft-north-weft; not only with a view of
keeping in with the ftrength of the xind, but
alfo to get to the north of the iflands di feovered
in his former voyage, that he might have a
chance of meeting with any.other iflands which
might lie in the way. It was in the track which
had been purfued by M. de Bougainville that
our Commander now proceeded. I%Ie was fo

‘that he could not fpare time to fail to the north

* of this track; but at prefent, on account of the

fickly ftate of the Adventure’s crew , the arriving
at a place where refrefhments could be procured,
was an objed fuperior to that of difcovery. To
four of the iflands which were paffed by Captam

Cook, he gave the names of Refolution Hland,

- ‘Doubtful Iftand, Furneaux Ifland, and Adven.

ture Ifland t. They are fuppofed to be the fame

the night.t.

Early in.the mormng , on the. fifteenth of
Auguft, the fhips came within fight of Ofnaburg
Ifland, or Maitea, which had been difcovered
by Captain Wallis. Soon after, Captam Cook
acquainted Captain Furneaux that it was his
intention to put into ©aiti-ptha Bay, near the
fouth-eaft end of Otaheite, for the purpofe of
procuring what refrefhments he could from,that
part of the ifland, before he. went down to Ma-
tavai. At fix in the evening the ifland was feen
‘bearing weft; and our people conuuued to ad-
vance towards it till mxdmght when they brought
to till- four o’clock in the morning; after which

‘they failed in for the land with a fine breeze at -

eaft. At day-break, they found themfelves within

‘the diftance of half a league from the reef; and,
at the fame time, the breeze began to fail them,

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and was at laft fucceeded by a calm. It now
became neceffary for the boats to be hoifted out,

in order to tow off the fhips; but all the efforts .
‘of our voyagers, to keep them from being carried

near the reef, were infufficient for the purpofe.
As the calm continued , the fitnation of the

veflels became ftill more dangerous Captain Cook, -

however , entertained hopes of getting - round
the weltern point of the reef, and into the “bay.
But, about two o'elock in thc afternoon, when
he came before an opening or break of the reef,
through which he had flattered himfelf that he

might get with the fhips, he found, on fending
to examine it, that there was not a fuffigient .

depth of water. Neverthelefs, this opening caufed
fuch an indraught of the tide of flood through

-it, as was very near -proving fatal to the Refo.
lution; for as foon as the veflels got into the

ftream, they were carried towards the reef with

. great impetubfity, -The momént the Captain

perceived this, he otdered one of the warping
machines, which was held in readinefs, to be
carried out “with about four hundred fathoms of

“‘rope; but it did not produce the lealt effe@;

and our navigators had now 'in profpe& the
horvors of fhipwreck. They were not more than
two cables length from the breakers; and,
though it was the only probable method wluch
was left of faving the fhips, they could find no
bottom to anchor. An- anchor, however, they

did drop ; but before igtook hold and brought

. them up, the Refolution was in lefs than three
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fathom water, and ftruck at every fall of the
fea, which broke clofe under her ftern in a
dreadful furf , and threatened her crew cvery
moment with deftruion. Happily, the Adven-
ture brought up witheut firiking. Prefently, the
Refolution’s people. carried out two kedge-
anchors, with hawfers to each; and thefe found
ground a little without the bower. By heaving
upon them, and cutting away the bower anchor,
the fhip was gotten afioat, where Captain Cook
and his men lay for fome time in the greateft
anxiety, expecting every minute that either the
kedges would come home, or the hawfers be
cut in two by the rocks. At length, the tide
ceafed to act in the fame direction’; upon svhich
the Captain ordered all the boats to try to tow
off the veflel. Having found this to be pra@icable,

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the two kedges were hoved up; and at that
moment a lighMir came off from the land, by
which the boats were fo much affilted, that the

Refolution foon got clear of all danger. Our
Commander then ordered all the boats b affift
the Adventure; but. before they reached her,

fhe was under fail with the land breeze, and in _

a little time joined her companion, leayving be-
hind her. three anchors, her coafting cable, and
two hawfers, which were never recovered: Thus
were our voyagers once more fafe at fea, after
narrowly efcaping being wrecked on the very
ifland at which, but a few days before, they
had moft ardently wifhed to" arrive. It was a
_pefuliarly happy circumftance, that the calm
L .




Cuar continued, after bringing the fhips into fo danger-

1v. ous a ftate. For if’ the-fea breeze, as is ufmlly
1773.  the cafe, had fet in, the Refolution tuft inevi-
tably thC been loft, and probably the Adventure
likewife. . )
During the time in which the Englith were in
this -critical fitnation, a number .of the natives
" ~were either on board or neat the veflels in their
canoes. Neverthelefs, they feemed to be infenfible -
of our peoples danger, fhewing not the leaft’
- furprize , joy, or fear, .when the fhips were
ftriking ; and they went away a little before
funfet, quite unconcerped. Though moft of them
knew Captain Cook again, and many enquired
for Mr. Banks and others who had been with
~ the Captain before, it was remarkable that not
one' of them afked for Tupia.

17 Augn,  On the feventeenth, the Refolution and Ad-
venturg anchored in Oam-plha Bay, immediately
upon which they were crowded with the inhabit-
ants of the country, who brought with them
cocoa-nuts , plaintains, bananoes, apples, yams
and other roots, which were exchanged for nails
and beads. To fome who called themfelves
Chiefs; our-Commander madeppréfents of fhirts,
axes, and feveral articles befide, in return for
which they promifed to bring him-hogs and
fowls, a promife which they did not perform, .
and which, as might be judged from their con-
‘du@, they had never had the leaft intention of
performing. Tn the afternoon of the fame day,
Laptam Cook landed in company wlth Captam
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Furneaux, for the purpofe of viewing the water- Cu i .
ing-place, and of founding™ the difpofition of the  IV.
natives. The article of water, which was now 17
much wanted on board, he found might conveni-
cntly be obtained, and-the inhabitants behaved
with great civility. Notwithftanding this civility,
nothing was brought to market, .the next day,
but fruit and roots, thongh it was faid that many :
hogs were feen about the houfes in the neigh- - - ' £~
bourhood. The cry was, that they belonged to
Waheatoua the Earee de hi, or king; who had
not yet appeared, nor,’indeeds, any other chief
of note. Among the Indians that came.on board
the Refolution; andeno fmall number of whom

_did not fcruple to call themfelves Earces, there
was one of this Tort, who had been-entertained
in the cabin meft of the day, and- to all of
whofe friends Captain Cook had made prefents,
as well as liberally to himfelf. At length, how-
ever, he was caught taking things whijch did
not belong to him, and handing them out of the
quarter gallery. Various complaints of the"like
nature being, at the fame time, made’againft
the natives who were on deck, our Commander -
turned them zll out of the thip. His cabin gueft
“was very rapid in his retreat; and the Captain
was fo exafperated at his behaviour, that after -
the ‘Faree had gotten to fome diftance from the
Refolution, he fired two mufquets over hts hcad,
by which he was fo terrified, that he quitted

“his canoe, and took to the water. Captain Cook -
then fent a boat to take the canoc; but when
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the boat approached the fhore, the people on
land began to pelt her with ftones. The Captain,.
therefore, being in fome pain for her fafety, as

CHuaAP
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to prote& her, and ordered a great gun, loaded

ade all the Indians retire from the fhore, and

hhe was fuffered to bring away two canocs with-
out the leaft fhew of oppofition. In a few hours
" peace was reftored, and the canoés were returned

to -the firlt perfon who came for them.
It was not till the evening of this day that

‘any one enquired after Tupia, and then the

enqmry was made by only. two .or three of the
-natives. When they learned the- caufe of his
death, they were perfedly fatisfied; nor did it

- appear to our Comimander that they would have

fclt a moment’s uneafinefs , if Tupia’s- deceafe

_had proceeded from any other caufe than ficknefs.
They were as little ¢oncerned about Aotourou,"

the man who had gone a¥ay with M. de Bou-
gainville. But they were continually afking for
Mr. Banks, and‘for feveral others who had ac-

compamed Captam Cook in his former voyage. .

Since that voyage, very confiderable changes

“had happened in the country. Toutaha, the.

regent of the greater peninfula of Otaheite, had
been killed in a battle which was fought between
the two kingdoms about five months before the
Refolution’s arrival ; aad Qtoo was now the
.reigning prince. Tuboural famalde, and feveral
more of the prmcnpal fnends to. the Engll(h had -

fhe was unarmed, went himfelf in another boat"

ith ball, to be fired along the’ coaft, which .
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fallen in this battle, together with a large number C u a #.

On the twentieth, one of the natives camed 30 Auguft.
off 2 mufquet belonging to the guard on Ibore ,
Captain Cook, who was himfelf a witnefs -of s
the tranfaé'tlon, fent fome of his people after~

him; but this would have been to very little

purpofe, if the thief had not been intercepted

by feveral of his own countrymen, who purfued - %
him' voluntarily, knocked him down, and re-- ' B
turned the mufquet to the Englifh.. This act, of :
Jjuftice prevented our’ Commander from bemg

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placed in-a difagreeable fituation. If the natives ok
" had not given their immediate affiftance, it would : % %
.fearcely have been in his power to have recovered . e

- the mufquet, by ‘any gontle means whatever; : .
and if he had been obliged to have recourfe to
other methods, he was fure of lofing more than
“ten times its value
The fraud of one who appearedm a Chxef
15, perhaps, not unworthy of notice. This man,
" in a vifit to Captain Cook, prefented him with
a quantity of fruit; among whlcb were a number
_ of cocoa-nuts that had already been exhaufted
of their liquor by our people, and afterwards
thrown overboard. Thefe the Chief had picked
up, and tied fo artfully in bundles, that at firft
~ the deception was not perceived. When he
~ was informed of it, without betraying the leaft .
emotion, and aﬁ'eéhng a total Jgnorance of thc
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23 Auguft.

N

.xpatter , he‘bpene‘cl two or three  of the nuts
himfelf, fignified that he was fatistied of the fact,

.and then went on Ihore and fent off a quantity,.
.of plaintains and bananoes. The ingenuity and

the imprudence of fraud are not {olely:the produc~ :
tions of polifhed fociety.

Captam Cook, on the twenty-third, had an
interview with \Vaheatoua, the refult of which
was, that our* havigators - -obtained this day as
much pork as furnified a meal to the crews of

~both the veflels. In the Captain’s laft voyage,

Waheatoua, who was then little more than a:
boy, was called Tearee; but having fucceeded
to his father’s authorlty, he had afflumed hxs
father’s name.

The~ fruits which were procured. at Oam-plha.'
Bay contributed greatly to the recovery of the
fick people bglanging to the Adventure. Many .
of them, who ha ! been fo ill as to be incapable
of moving without affiftance , were, in .the

"compafs of a few days, fo far recovered that

they were able to walk about of themfelves.
When the Refolutlon entered the bay, fhe- had
but one fcorbutic man on board, a marine
who had long been fick, and who died, the
fecond day after her arrival, of a comphcauon
of diforders, which had not the leaft mixture
of the {curvy. ’ 7 . _

On the twenty-fourth, the fhips put to fea,
and arrived the next evening in Matavai Bay.

" Before they could come to an anchor, the decks

‘were crowded with’ the natives, many of whom
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Captain Cook knew, ind by moft' of whom he
was well remembered. Among a large multitude
of .pcople, who were colleted together upon

the.dhore, was Otoo the king of the ifland. Our .

Commander paid himsa vifit on the following”
day, at Oparree, the place of his refidence ; and
found him to'be a fine, perfonable, well -made
man, fix feet high, and about thirty years of
age.” The qualities of his mind were not corref-
pondent to his external -appearaice , for when
_ Captain Cook endeavoured to obtain from him
~ the promife of a vifit on board, he acknowledved
that he was afraid of the guns, and, mdecd
manifefted in all his aions that he was a prince
" of a timorous -difpofition. -

Upon the Captain’s return- from Oparree, he

found the tents, and the aftronemer’s obfervato-"

ries, fet up, on the fame fpot from which the

tranfit of Vénus had been obferved in 1769.
" The fick, being twenty in numbeér from the
Adventure, and one from the Refolution, all of
whom were ill of the fcurvy, he ordered to be
-landed ; and he appointed a guard eof marines

‘on fhore, ‘vnder the command of Lieutenant

Edgcumbe

On the twenty-feventh, Otoo was prevailed
upon, with fome degree of réludtance, to pay
our Commander a vifit. Me came attended with
a numerous train, and brought with kim fruits,
a hog, two large fifh, and a guantity of cloth;
for which he and all his retinue were gratified

with fuitable prefents. When. Captain” Cook .

conveyed his guefts to land, he was met by a

i
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venerable lady, the mother of the late Toutaha,
who feized him by .both hands, and burft into
a flood of tears, faying Toutakig Tiyo no Toutce
matty Toutaha; that is, * Toutaha, your friend,
« or the friend of Cook, is dead.” He was fo
much affected with her-behaviour, that it*would

have been impoflible for him to have réfrained

from mingling his. tears with her’s, had not
Otoo, who was difpleafed “with the interview,
taken him from her.” It was with difficalty that

the Captain could obtain permiffion to fee her -
- again, when he gave her an axc and fome other

articles. Captain Furneaux, at this time, pre-
fented the king with two fine goats, which, if

multiply. ;

-

Several days had pafi’ed.ih a friendly intércourfe -

with the natives, and-in the procuring of pro-
vifions , "when, in the evening of the .thirtieth .
the gentlemen on. board the Refolution were al-
armed with the cry of murder, and with a great
noife on fhore, near the bottom of the bay and

at a diftance from the Englifh éncampment. Upon -
this, Captain Cook, who fufpeted that fome of.

his own- men were concerned in the affair, im-
mediately difpatched an.armed boat, to know the
caufe of the difturbance, and to bring off fuch
of his people as fhould be found in tHe place.. He
fent, alfo, to the Adventure, and to the poft on

fhore; to learn who were miffing; for none but.

tirofe who were upon. duty were abfent from
the Refolutien. The boats fpeedily returned with

three marines and a feaman. Some others, likel
wife, were taken, bclonging to the Atventure ;
and all of them being put under confinement, our
Commander., the next morning, ordered them to

be punifhed according to their deferts. He did

not, find that any mifchief had been done, and

the'men would confefs nothing. Some hberties
-« which they had taken with the women bad pro-
" «bably given occafion to the difturbance.- To

whatever caufe it was owing, the natives were

fo much alarmed, that they fled from their ha-
bitations in the dead of night; and the alarm
was fpread many miles along the-coaft. In the
morning, when Captain Cook went to vifit Otoo,
by appointment, he found that he had removed,

or rather fled, to a great diftance from the ufual

)‘phce of his abode After 1rriving' where_he was,

it was fome hours before the Captain could be
admitted to the fight of him; and then he com-
plained of the riot of the precedmg evening.
The fick being néarly recovered ; the water
completed, and the neceffary repairs of the fhips
finifhed, Captain Cook determined to pﬁ; to fea
without delay. Accordingly, on the firffof Sep-
tember , he ordered every thing to.be removed
from the fhore, and the veffels to be unmoored,
in which employment his people were engaged
the greater part of the day. In the afternoon of.
the fame day, Lieutenant Pickerfgill returned

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from Attahourou, to which place he bad been '

. expedition, the Lieutenant had fecn the celzbrat-

ed Oberea, who has been fo much thé object of
poetical fancy. Her fituation was very humble,
compared with what it had ‘formerly been. She
was not only altered much for the worfe in her
perfon, But appeared te be poor, and of little
or no confequence or authority in the ifland. In
the evening a favourable wind having fprung up,
our Commander put ‘to fea; on which occafion
he was obliged to difmifs his Otaheite friends
fooner than they wifhed to depart; but well
fatisfied . with his kind and liberal treatment *.
From Matavai Bay Capta‘in Cook dire&ed his
courfe for the ifland of Huaheine, where he in-
tended to touch., This ifland he reached the next
day, and, ea.]y in the -morning of the third of
Septembcr made fail for the harbour of Owharre,

venture, jpot happening to turn into the harbour
with equal facility, got afhore on the north fide
of* the "channel ; but, by the timely affiftance
which Captain Cook had previoufly provided,
in cafe- fuch an accident fhould occur, fhe was
gotten off again, without receiving any damage.
As foon as both the fhips were in fafety, our
Commander , together with Captam Furneaux,
landed upon the ifland, and was received by the
natives with the utmoﬂ: cordiality. A trade im-

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'Mth frefh pork and fO\’V]w, which, to people in Crso

their fituation, was a very defirable circumftance.
On the fourr.h, Lieutenant Pickerfzill failed with
the cutter, on a trading party, toward the fouth
end of the ifle. Another trading party was alfo
fent on fhore near the fhips, which party Captain
Cook attended himfelf, to fee that the bufinefs
was properly conducted at the firft fetting out,
this being a point of no {mall importance. Every
-thing being fettled to his mind, he went, ac:

companied by Captain Furneaux and M. Forfter, :

to pay a vifit to his old_friend Oree, the Chief
of the ifland. This vifit was preceded by many
preparatory ceremonies. Among other things,

the Chief fent to' our Commander the infcription

engraved on a fmall piece of pewter, which he
had left with him in July 1769. It was in the.

bag that Captain Cook had made for it, together
“with a piece of counterfeit Engllfh coin, and a~
few beads, which had been put in at the fame
time ; 'whqnce it was evident what particular care
had been taken of the whole. After the previous
ccremonies had been difcharged, the Captgin
wanted to go to the king, but he was infornred
that the ng would come. to him. Accordingly,

Oree went up to our Commander, and fell on
his neck, and embraced him; nor was it a cere.
“monious embrace, for thc tears which trickled
down the venerable old man’s cheeks, fufficiently
befpoke the language of his heart, The prefents
which Captain Cook madg-to the Chief on this
occafion, confifted of the mof} yaluable articles
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he had ; for he regarded himas a father. Oree, in
return , gave the Captain a hog, and a qpantity
of cloth promifing that all the wants of the Eng-
lilh fhould be fupplied; and it was a promife
to which he faithfully adhered. Indeed, he car-
ricd his kindnefs to Captain Cook fo far, as
not to fail fending bim every ddy, for his table,

‘a plentiful fupply of the very belt of ready-dreffed

§ Sept.

fruit and roots. o, ‘
Hitherto all things had gone on in the molt

agreeable manner; but on Monday the fixth,

feveral circumftances occurred, which rendered
it an unpleafant and troublefome day. When
our Commander went to the trading-place, he
was informed that one of the inhabitants had
behaved with remarkable infolence. The man
was completely equipped in the war habit, had
a club in each hand, and feemed bent upon
mifchief,’ Captain Cook took, therefore, the
clubs from him , broke them before his eyes,
and, with fome difficulty, compelled him to
retire. About the fame time, Mr.. Sparrman,
who had imprudently gone out alone to botanize,
was affaulted by two men, who ftripped him
of every thing which he had about him, except-
ing his trowfers, and ftruck him again and again
with his own hanger, though happily without
doing him any harm. When they had accom-
plifbed theit purpofe, they made off; after which
another of the natives brought a piece of cloth -
to cover. him, and- condu@ed him to the trading-
place, where the inhabitants, in a large number,

—
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were affembled. The inftant that Mr. Sparrman Cwua v

appeared in the condition now defcribed, they »

allfled with the vtmoft’ precipitation. Captam
Cook, havmg recalled a few of the Indians, and
convmced them that he fhould take no flep to
injure thofe who were innocent, went to Oree
to complain of the outrage. When the Chicf had
heard the whole affair related, he wept aloud,

and many other of the mhabltants did the fame.

Atfter the firft tranfports of his grief had fubﬁdqd

he began to expoftulate with his peOple tellingn
them (for fo his language was underftood by the

- Englifh) hew well Captain Cook had treated

them, both in this and his former voyage, and'

how bafe it was in them to commit fuch actions.

He then took a minute account of the things of
which Mr. Sparrman’ had been robbed, and,

after having promifed to ufe his utmoft endea- |
vours for the recovery of them, defired to gointo .~

the Captain’s boat. At this, the natives, appre-
henfive doubtlefs for the fafety of their prince,
exprefled the utmoft alarm, and ufed every argu-

ment to diffuade him from forafha meafure. All ‘

their remonftrances, howeyer, were in vain. He
haftened into the boat and as foon as they faw that
their beloved Chief was wholly in our Command-
. er's power, they fet up a great outcry. Indeed,
their grief was inexpreffible: they praved en-

treated , nay", attempted to pull him aut of the

boat; and every face was bedewed with tears.

Even Captain Cook himfelf was fo moved by

their diftrefs, that he united  his entreaties with
. T 3
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C'tptams coming into the boat, which was no
fooner done than he ordered it to be put off. His
filter was the oaly perfon among the Indians who
behaved with a becoming magnanimity on this
occafion ; for, with a fpirit equal to that of her
royal brother , fhe alone did not oppofe his going.

Tt was his defign, in coming into the boat of the

Englith, to proceed with them in fearch of the

robbers. Accordingly , he went with Captain

Cook, as far as it was convenient, by water,
when they landed, entered the country, and
travelled fome miles inland ; in doing which the

- Chief led the way, and enquired after the crimi-

nals of every perfon whom he faw. In this fearch
he would have gone to the very extremity of
the ifland, if our Commander, who;did not
think the objeé't worthy of fo labonous a purfuit,
had not refufed to proceed. any farther. Befides,
as he intended to fail the ‘next morning, and all

‘manner of trade was ftopped in confequence of

the alarm of the  natives, it becams the more
neceflary for him to return, that he might reftore
things tQ their former ftate. It was with great
reluctance that-Oree was prevailed upon to dif-
continue the fearch, and to content himfelf with
fending, at Captam Cook’s requeft, fome of his
people for the things which had been carried . off:
When -he and the 'Captain had gotten "back to
the boat, they found t{mre the Chief’s fifter, and
feveral other perfons, who had travelled by land
to the place. The Englifh gentlemen immediately

theirs , ‘butall to no purpofe: Oree infifted upop the
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ftepped into their boat, in order to return on
board, without fo much as afking Oree to accom-
pany them; notwithftanding which, he infiftéd
upon doing it; nor could the oppofition and
entreaties of thofe who were about him induce
him to defift from his purpofe. His fifter followed
his example, uninfluenced, on this occafion, by
the fupplications and -tears of her daughter. Cap-
tain Cook- amply rewarded. the Chief and his
fifter for the confidence they had placed in him;

and, after dinner, conveyed them both on fhore, .
wherq fome hundreds of people waited to receive

them, many of whom embraced Oree with tears
of joy. All was now peace and gladnefs: the
inhabitants crowded in from every part, with
fuch a plentiful fupply of hogs, fowls, and ve-
getable productions, that the Englifh prefently
filled two boats; and the Chief himfelf prefented
the Captain with a large hog and a quantity of

fruit. IMr. Sparrman’s hanger, the only thing of

" value which he had.loft, was brought back ,
_together with part of his coat; and_our navigat-
ors were told, thathe remaining articles fhould

be reftored the next day. Some things which

bad been fiolen from a party of officers, who
had gone outa fhooting, were returned in like
manner.

The tranfaéhons of thlS day have been the
more particularly related, as they thew the high
.opinion which ‘thé Chxef had formed of our
Commander, and the unreferved confidence that
e placed i his mtegrlty and honour. Oree had

entered into a folemn. friendfhip with Captain

Cook , accordmg to all the forms which were
cuflomary in the country; and he fecmed 'to
think that this friendfhip could not be broken

" by the aé& of any other perfons. It is juftly

obferved by the Ciptain, that another Chief
may never be found, who, under fimifar circum-
ftances , will a& in the fame manner. Cree,
indeed, had nothing to fear: for it was not

-our Commander’s intention to hurt a hair of his

head, or to detain him a momeat longer than
was agreeaﬂple to his own defire. But of this
how could he and lns people be affured ? They

were not ignorant, that when he was once in

Captain Cook’s power, the whole fdrce ofthe
ifland would not be fufficient to recover him,

and that they muft have’ complied with any -

demands, however great, for his ranfom. The
apprebcnﬁons , therefore,.of the inhabitants, for
their Chief’s and their own fafety, had a reafon.

- able_ foundatlon

Early on the {eventh while the fhlp‘» were
unmogring, the Captain went to pay his farewell
vifit to Oree, and wok with him fuch prefents
as had not only a fancied value , but a. real
utility. He lefc, alfo, with the Ghicf the"infrip-

- tion plate that had before been in his -pofleffion,

-and another- fmall copper plate, on which were
engraved . thefe words:  “ Anchored here, his

« Britannic Majefty’s fhips, Refolution and Ad.

« venture , September,  1773. 7 Thele plates
.together with fome medals wese put up in a
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bag; of which Oree promfed to take care, and
- to produce them to the firft fhip or ﬂnps that
fhould arrive at the ifland. Having', in return,
given a hog to Captain Cook, and loaded his
boat with frmt ‘they took leave of each other,

when the good old Chief embraced our Com-

mander with tears in his eyes. Nothmg was
mentiofied , at this interview, concerning the
remainder of Mr. Sp“irrmans property. As it
was early in the morning, the Captain Judgcd
that it had not been brought in, and he was not
willing to fpeak of it to Oree, left he fhould give
him pain about things which there had not been
~ time to recover. The robbers having foon after-
wards been taken, Oree came on board again,
to requeft that our Co’mmander would go oa
thore, either to punifh them, or to be prefent
at their punifhment, but thlS not bemO' conve-

pient to him, he left them to the correéhon of .

their own Chlef. It was-from the Hfland of Hua-
heine that Captain Furneaux received into his

fhip a young man named Omai,. a native of -

Ulietea., of whom fo much hath fince been
known and written. This choice Captain Cook
at firlt d;fapproved as thipking that the youth

was. not "a. proper:fample of the inhabitants of
the Society Iflands; being inferior to many of.

them in birth and acqulred rank, and not having
any peculiar advantage in pomt of fhape, figure,
or complexion. The Captain afterwards found

reafon to be better fausfied with Omial’s haww{ ~

accompanied our navigators to }ingland

-
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" During the fhort ftay of the ve[Tels at Hua-
heme, our people were very fuccefsful in obtain-
ing fupplies of provifions, No lefs than three
hundred hogs, befides fowls and fruit; were
procured ; and had the fhips continued longer at
the place, the quantity might have been greatly"
increafed. Such was the fertility of this fmall

ifland, that none of thefe articles of refrefhment |

were feemingly diminifhed, but appeared to be
as plentiful as ever *.

From Huaheine our navigators failed for Ulie-
tea, where trade was carried on in the ufual
manner, and a moft friendly intercourfe renewed

- between Captain Cook and Oreo, the Chief of

the ifland. Here Tupia was enquired after with
particular eagernefs , and the enquirers- were
perfedtly fatisfied with the account which was
given of the occaftons of that Indian’s deceafe.

On the morning of the fifteenth, the Englith
» were furprized at finding that nope.of the inha-

bitants of Ulietea came off to the fhips, as had

- hitherto been cuftomary. As two men belongmg

to the Adventure had ftayed on fhore all* night, ’
contrary to -orders, Captain Cook’s firft conjec-
tures were; that the natives had ftripped them,
and were afraid of the revenge which would be
taken of the infult. This, however, was not the *

cafe. The men -had been treated with greae'

civility, and could affign no caufe for.the preci-

pitate flight of the Indians. All that the Captain

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could learn was, that feveral were killed, and
others wounded, by the guns of the Enghﬂ)

-They had been repreﬁ:nted
as ready , without exception, to grant the laft
favour to any man who would come up to their

by nolmeans the cafe.” The favours both of the
married women and, of the unmarried, of the,
better fort, were asedifficult to be -obtainéd in
the Soczety Iflands as in any other country what-
ever. Even with refpet to the unmarried
females of the lower clafs, the charge was not-
indifcriminately true. There were many . of
thefe who would not admit of mndecent familiari-
ties. The fetting this fubjec in “a proper hght,

a fubject upon whxch Dr. Hawkefworth had” en-

larged more than wifdom feemed to require,;
muft be confidered as one of the :&greeable effedts.

This voyage enabled -our Commander” to' gain
fome farther knowledge concerning the geogra-

~ phy of the Society Ifles; and he found it highly

probable, that Otaheite i is of greater extent than

“he had computed it in-his former eftimation *.

.. On the feventeenth of September, Capmn
Cook failed from Ulietea, dire@ing his courfe to
the weft, with an inclination to the fouth. Land

was difcovered on the, twenty-third of the 7
month, to which he gavc &he name of Harvey’s

Iﬁand* On the firt of O&ober, he reached
the iflands of Middleburg. While he was looking

about for a’landing - place, two canoes, each of-

them condud&ed by two or three men, came
boldly along-fide the fhip, and fome of the
people entered it without hefitation. THhi
of -confidence infpired our Commandey with fo
good an opinion of the inhabitants, that he de-

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he did the next da‘yr.» Séarcely had the veflels

gotten to an anchor before they were furrounded

by a great number of canoes, full of the natives,
who brought with them cloth, and various

curiofities, which they exchanged for nails, and .

fuch other articles as were adapted to’ their fancy.
Among thofe who came on board, was a Chief,
named Tioony , whofe friendfhip Captam Cook
lmmedlately gained by proper prefents, confift:
ing principally .of a hatchet and fome fpike-
nails A party of our navigators, with the
Captain at the head of them, having embarked
in two boats, proceeded to Ihore, where they
found an immenfe croud of people, who wel-
comed them to the ifland with loud acclama-
tions. There was not fo much as a ftick, or
any other weapon, in the hands of a fingle na-
tive, fo pacific were their difpofitions and inten-
tions.” They feemed to be more defirous. of giv-
ing than receiving; and many of them, who
could not approach near to the boats, threw
into them, over the heads of others, whole bales
of cloth, and then retired, without either. alking
or waiting for any thing in return. The whole

day was {pent by our- navigators in the moft-

agreeable manner. When they returned on board
in the evening, every one exprefled how much
he was delighted with the country, and the very
obliging behaviour of the inhabitants, who feem-
ed to vie with each other in their endeavours
to give pleafure to our people. All this conduc
appeared ta be the refult of the moft pure good-
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nature, perhaps without being éccompamed with

~ much fentiment or feeling; for when Captain

Cook fignified to the Chief his intention’ of quit-
ting the ifland, he did not feem to be in the
lealt moved. Among other articles prefented by
the Captain to Tioony, he left him an affort-
ment of garden -feeds, which, if properly ufed,
might be of great future benefit to the country.

From Middleburg the fhips failed down to
Amfterdam, the natives of which ifland were
equally ready with thofe of the former place to

_ maintain a friendly intercourfe with the Englifh.

Like the people of Middleburg, they brought
nothing with them but cloth, matting, and fuch
other articles as -could be of little fervice ;
and for thefe our feamen were fo fimple as to
barter away their clothes. “To put a ftop, there-

fore, to fo injurious a traffic, and to obtain the

neceflary. refrefhments, the Captain gave orders
that no fort of curiofities fhould be purchafed
by any perfon whatever. This injunction pro-
duced the defired effe@. When the inhabitants
faw that the Englifh would deal with them for
nothing but eatables, they brought off bananoes
and cocoa-nuts in abundance, together with
fome fowls and pigs; all of whlch they exchang-
ed for fmall- nails and pieces of cloth. Ewven a
few old rags were fufficient for the purchafe of a
pig or a fowl.

. The method of carrymg on trade being fettled

. and proper officers having been appointed to

prevent. dxfputes, our Commanaex S next Objea ;
W 15
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was to obtain as complete a knowledge as poffi-
. ble of the ifland of Amfterdam. In this he was
much facilitated by a friendthip which he, had
formed with Attago, one of the Chiefs of the
country. Captam Cook was ftruck with admira-
tion, when hef{urveyed -the beauty and cultivation

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_ of the ifland. He thought himfelf tranfported .

into the moft fertile plains of Europe. There

was not an inch of wafte ground. The roads

occupied no larger a fpace than was abfolutely
neceffary , and the fences did not take up above
four inches each. Even fuch a fmall portion of
“ground was not wholly loft; for many, of the
fences themfelves contained ufeful trees or plants.
The fcene ywas every where the fame; and na-
ture, aflited by a little art, no where affumes
a more fplendid appearance than in this ifland.
Friendly as were the natives of Amfterdam,
" they were not entirely free from the thievith
difpofition which hath fo often been remarked in
the Iflanders of the Southern Ocean. The inftan-
ces, however, of this kind, which occurred,
were not of fuch a nature as to produce any
\extraordmary degree of trouble, or to involve
- our people in a quarrel with.the inhabitants.
Captain Cook’s introduction to the king of the
ifland afforded a fcene fomewhat remarkable.
His majefty was feated with fo much fullen and
ftupid gravity , that the Captain took him for
an idiat, whom the Indians, from fome fuper-
flitious reafons, were ready to worfhip. When
our Commander faluted and fpoke to him, he
Vor. L
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) ) ]
neither anfwered, nor took the leaft notice of

“him; nor did he alter a fingle feature of his

countenance. Even the prefents which were made
to him could not induce him to refign a bit of
his gravity, or to fpeak one word, or to turn
his head either to the right hand or to the left.
As he was i the prime of life, it is poflible
that a falfe fenfe of dignity might engage him to
affume fo-folemn a ftupidity of appearance. In
the hiftory of mankind, inftances might probably
be found which would confirm this fuppofition *.

For a general aefcription of the two iflands of
Middleburg and Amfterdam, and an account of
the cultivation, cuftoms, and manners of the
inhabitants , recourfe muft be had to Captain
Cook’s Voyage. In flightly touching upon a
few particulars, 1 fhall hope to obtain the forgive-
nefs of fome of my readers.:

"It is obfervable, that thefe two iflands are

guarded from the fea by a reef of coral rocks,

which extend out from the fhore. about one
hundred fathoms. On this reef the ‘force of the
fea is fpent before it reaches the land. The fame,
indeed, 1s, in a great meafure, the fituation of
all the tropical ifles which our Commander had

feen in that part of the glbbe; and hence arifes -

an evidence of the wif{dom and goodnefs of Pro-
vidence; as by fuch a provifion, nature has
effeually fecured them from the encroachments

_of the fea, though many of them are merc points

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when compared with the vaft ocean by which
they are furrounded +t.

In Amfterdam, Mr. Forfter not only found
the fame plants that are at. Otaheite and the -neigh.
bouring iflands, but {feveral others which are
not to be met with in thofe places. Captain
Cook took care , by a proper affortment of
garden-feeds and pulfe, to increafe the vegetable
ftock of the inhabitants.

Hogs and fowls were the only domeftic ani-
mals that were feen in’ thefe iflands. The former
are of the fame fort with thofe which had been
met with in other parts of the Southern Ocean ;
but the latter are far fuperior, bemg as large as
any in Europe, and equal, if not preferable,
with refpe@ to the goodnefs of their flefh.

Both the men and women are of a common
fize with Europeans. Their' colour is that of a

lightifh copper, and with a greater uniformity-
‘than occurs among the natives of Otaheite and

the Society Ifles. Some of the Englifh gentlemen
were of opinion, that the inhabitants of Mid-
dleburg and Amfterdam were a much handfomer

-race; while others, with whom Captain Cook

concurred , maintained a contrary fentiment.
However this may be, their fhape is good,
their features regular, and they are active, brilk,
and lively. The women, in particular, are.he

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merrieft creatures our Commander had ever met
with; and, provided any perfon feemed pleafed
with them, they would keep chattering by his
fide , without the leaft invitation, or confidering
whether they were underftood. They appeared
in general to be modeft , though there were
feveral amongf{t them of a different character. As
there were yet on board fome complaints of a
certain diforder, the Captain took all pofible
care to prevent its communication. Our navi-
gators were frequently entertained by the women
with fongs, and this in a‘'manner which was by
no means difagreeable.” They had a method of
keeping time, by fnapping their fingers. Their
mufic was harmonious as well as their voices,
and there was a confiderable degree of compafs
in their notes. . _
A fingular cuftom was found to prevail ‘in
thefe iflands.- The greater part of the people
were obferved to have loft one or both of their
little fingers; and this was not peculiar to rank,
age, or fex; nor was the amputation reftricted
to any fpecific period - of life. Our navigators
endeavoured in vain to difcover the reafon of
fo extraordinary a practice.

A very extenfive knowledge of the language

" of Middleburg and Amfterdam could not be

oW¥iined during the fhort ftay which was ;made
there by theEnglilh. However, the more they
enquired into it, the more they found that it
was, in general , the fame with that which is

fpoken at Otaheite and the Society Ifles.” The
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difference is not greater than what frequently
occurs -betwixt the moft northcrn and weftern
parts of England *.

On the feventh of Ocober, Captain Cook
proceeded on his voyage. His intention was to
fail dire@ly to Queen Charlotte’s Sound in New
Zealand, for the purpofe of taking in wood and
water, after which he was to purfue his- difco-

veries to the fouth and the eaft. The day after -

he quitted Amfterdam, he paffed the ifland of

Pilftart; an ifland whlch had been difcovered by
‘Tafman +.

-On the twenty-ﬁrﬂ: he made the land of New
Zealand, at the diftance of eight or ten leagues
from Table Cape. As our Commander was very
defirous of leaving in the country fuch an aflort-
ment of animals and vegetables as might greatly
contribute to the future benefit of the-inhabitants,
one of the firft things which ‘he did was to give
to a Chief, who had come off in a canoe, two
boars, two fows, four hens, and two c_ocks,

together with’ a quantity of feeds. The feeds

were of the moft ufeful ‘kind; fuch as wheat,
french and kidney beans, pea.fe, cabbage, tur-
nips , onions, carrots, parfnips, and yams. The
man to whom thefe feveral articles were pre-
fented, though he was  much more enraptured

" ficient, in a due courfe of time, to ftock the

whole ifland.
It was the third of November before Captain -

. €ook brought the Refolution into Ship Cove, in

Queen Charlotte’s Sound. He had been beatmg

- about the ifland from the twenty-firft of O&ober,

Hdﬂnng which time his veflel. was expofed to a

variety of tempeftuous weather. In one inftance
he had beé¢n driven off the land by a furious
ftorm, which lafted two days, and which would
have been dangerous in the higheft degree, had
it not “fortunately happened that it was fair
overhead, and that there was no reafon to be

‘apprehenfive of a lee- fhore. In the courfe of the

bad weather which fucceeded this ftorm | the Ad-
venture was feparated from the Refol:utldn and
was never feen or heard of ‘through - the whole

'remamder of the voyage.

" The firlt obje& of our Commander’s attention,
terhis arrival in Queén Charlotte’s Sound ,
was to prov1de for the repair of his fhip, whlch
had fuffered in various refpeds, and-efpecially in
her fails and ,Tigging. Another matter which
called for his notice, was the ftate of the bread

~ belonging to the veflel; and he had the morti-

fication of finding that a large quantity of it was
damaged. To repair this lofs in the beft manner
he was able, he ordered all the. calks ‘to be’
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opened, the bread to be picked, andfuch parcels
of it to be baked, in the copper oven,- as coiild
by that means be recovered. Notwithftanding
this care, four thoufand two hundred and ninety-
two pounds were found totally unfit for ufe; and

about three thoufand pounds more could only

be eaten by peoplc i the fituation of our
Ravigators.

Captam Cook was earlvam his enquiries con-
cerning the animals ‘which had béen left at New
Zealand, in the former part of his voyage. He
faw the youngeft of the two fows that Captaid
" Furneaux had put on fhore in Cannibal Cove.
She was in good condition, and very tame. The
‘boar and other fow, if our Commander was

rightly informed, were taken away and feparated’,

but not killed. He was told that the two goats,
which he had landed up the Sound, had been

:deftroyed by a rafcally native, of the name of
Goubiah; fo that the Captain. had the grief of

difcovering that all his benevolent endeavours to
ftotk the country with ufeful animals were
likely to.be fruftrated by the very people’ whom
he was anxious to ferve. The gardens had Tmet
with a better fate. Every thing in them, except-
ing potatoes, the inhabitants had left entirely ta

nature, who had fo well performed her part,
that moft of the articles were in a flourifhing

‘condition. -

Notwnth&andmg the inattention and folly of
~the New Zealanders, Captain Cook ftill continued
his zeal for their benefit. ‘To the inhabitants wha

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C aar refided at the Cove he gave a boar 2 young
1Iv. fow, two cocks, and two hens, whlch had
1773, ,been brought from the Society Iflands. At the

" bottom of the Weft Bay, he ordered to be

landed, without the knowledge of the Indians,

four hogs , being three fows and one boar,
together, with two cocks and two hens. They

were: carried a little way into the woods, and as

much food was left them as would ferve them

for ten or twelve days; which was done to

prevent their coming down to the fhore in.fedrch

ef fuftenance , and by that means being difcovered

by the natives. ‘The Captain was defirous of

* replacing” the two  goats which Goubiah was— -

underftood tg have killed , by leavin ind him
__the only two that yet remained-ini his poffeffion.
‘But hé had the misfortutie, foon after his arrival
at Queen otte’s Sound, to lofe the ram;
and this 1n a manner for which it was not eafy
~to affign the caufe. Whether it was owing to
“apy ‘thing he had eaten, or to his being ftung
with- nettles, which were very plentiful in the
place,, he was feized with fits that bordered upon
madnefs. In one of thefe fits, he was fuppofed
to-have run into the fea , and to have been
drowned: and thus every method, which our
- Commander had taken to ftock the country with
‘fheep and goats, proved ineffectual: He hoped -
to be more fuccefsful with refpe@ to the boars
and fows, and the cocks and hens, which he lefe
in the 1ﬂand

men were employed in cutting broom, fome of

them ftole fcvcral “things from a private hut of.

the natives, in which was depofited moft of the
treafure they had received from the Englifh, as

Iv.

wel] as property of their own. Complaint beging |

made by the Indians to Captain Cook, and a
particular man of the boatfwain’s party having
been pointed dut to the Captain as the perfon
who had committed the theft, he ordered him to
be punithed in their prefence. With this they
went awaj feemingly fatisfied, although they
did not recover any of the articles which they
had loft. It was always a maxim with our
Commander, to punifh the leaft crimes which any
of his people were guilty of with regard to
uncivilized nations. Their robbing us with im-.
punity he by no means confidered as a reafon

for our treating them in the fame manner. Ad-

dicted as the New Zealanders were, in a certain
degree, to ftealing , a difpofition which muft
have been very much encreafed by the novelty
and allurement’ of the obje&s prefented to their
view , they had ,, neverthelefs , when ‘injured
themfelves, ‘fuch a fenfe of jultice,- as to apply
to Captain Cook for redrefs. . The beft method,

. in his opinion, of preferving a good underftanding

with the inhabitants of countries in this ftate of
fociety, is, firlt, to convince them of the fupe-
riority we have over them in confequence of our
fire-arms, and then to be- always upon our

guard. Such a condu@, united with ftri& honefty

o e
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.-and gentle treatment, will convince them that it

is their intereft not to difturb us, and prevent
them from forming any general plan of attack.
- In this fecond vifit of our navigators to New

~ Zealand, they met with indubitable- evidence

that the natives were eaters of human ﬂe[h The
proofs of this fat had a moft powerful influence

_on the mind of Oedidee, a youth of Bolabola, *

whom Captain Cook’ had brought in the Refo-
lution from Ulietea. He was fo affected that he
became perfe@ly motionlefs , and exhibited fuch
a’piure of horror, that it would have been
impoflible for art to defcribe that paffion with
half the - force with which it appeared in his
countenance. When he was rouzed from this.
ftate by fome of the Englifh, he burft into
tears; continued to weep and feold by turns;

told the New Zealanders that they were V11e,
men; and affured them that he would not
be any longer their friend. He would not fo
much as permit them to come near him; and he
refufed to accept; or even to touch the knife by
which fome human flefh had been cut off. Such
‘was Oedidee’s indignation againft the abominable
cuftom ; and our Commander has juftly remarked
that it was an indignation worthy to be imitated -
by every rational being. The condu& of this
young man upon the prefent occafion, ftrongly

points out the difference which had taken place,
'in the progrefs of civilization, between the

1ﬁ’habxtants of the Soc1ety Iflands and thofe of

. New Zealand. - It was our ,Cqmm_a.nders firm
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opinion, that the only human fleth which was

. eaten by thefe people was that of their enemies

who‘ha® been flain in battle.

Durmg thé¢ flay of our voyagers in Queen
Charlotte’s, Sound, they were plentifully fupplied
with filh, procured from the natives at a very eafy
rate ; and, befides the vegetables afforded by their
own gardens, they every where found plenty of

fcurvy-grals and celesy. Thefe Captain Cook

ordered to-be drefled every day for all his hands,
By the attention which he paid to his men in

the article of provifions., they bhad for three
“months lived principally on a frefh diet, and, at

this time, there was not a fick or fcorbutic perfon
on -board.

- The morning before the Captain. failed, he

wrote 2 gemorandum, containing fuch mforma.
tion as he thought neceffary for Captain Fur-
neaux, in cafe he thould put into the Sound. This
memorandum was buried in a bottle under the
root of a tree in the garden; and in fuch a man-
ner that it could not avoid being difcovered, if

- . either Captain Furneaux or any other European

fhould chance to arrive.at the Cove. ,

Our Commander did not leave New Zealand
without making fuch remarks on the coaft be-
tween Cape Teerawhitte and Cape Pallifer as
may be of fervice to future navigators. It being
now the unanimous opinion, that'the Adventure
was no where upon the ifland, Captain Cook
gave up all expeQations of feeing her any mere
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€ u a p. during the voyage. This circumftance, however,

did not difcourage him from fully exploring the
fouthern parts of the Pacific Ocean, in the doing
of which he intended to employ the whole of
the enfuing feafon. When he quitted the coaft,

he had the fatisfadtion to find that not a man of
the orew was dejetted , or thought that the
dangers they had yet to go through, were in the
leaft augmented by their being alone. Such was

‘the confidence they placed in their Commander,

that they were as ready to proceed chearfully to
the fouth, or wherever he might :lead them, as
if the "Adventure, or even a larger ,number of
fhips had been in company *

On the twenty-fixth of November, Captain.

Cook failed from New Zealand in fearch of a

continent, and feered to the fouth, inclining to-

the eaft. Some days after this, our navigators
reckoned themfelves to be antipodes to their
friends in London, and confequently were at as

'great a diftance from them as poffible. . The firft

ice ifland was feen on the twelfth of December 1,

-farther fouth than the firft ice which had been

met with after leaving the Cape of Good Hope
in the preceding year. In the progrefs of the
voyage, ice iffands continually occurred, and the
navigation became more and more difficult and
dangerdus. When our people were in the latitude

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of 67° 5’ fouth they all at once got within fucha
clufter of thefe iflands, together with a large quanti-
ty cf loofe pieces, that to keep clear of them was
a matter of the utmoft difficulty. On the twenty-
fecond of the month’; the Refolution was in the
higheft latitude fhe had yet reached *, and cir-

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cumftances now became fo unfavourable , that

our Commander -thought of returning more to
the north. Here there wasno probability of finding
any land, or a poffibility of getting farther fouth.
To have proceeded, therefore, to the eaft in
this latitude , muft have been improper , not

“only on account of the ice, but becaufe a ‘vaft

{pace of fea to.the north muft have been left
unexplored , in which. there might lie a large
tra&t of country. It was only by vifiting thofe
parts that it could be determined whether fuch

a fuppofition was wep founded. As our navigat-

‘ors advanced to the north-ealt on the twenty-

fourth , the ice iflands encreafed fo faft upon
them, - that at noon, they could fee nearly a

hundred around them, befides an immenfe number - -

of fmall pieces. In this fituation they fpent Chrift-:

mas‘day, much in the fame manner as they had
done in the former year. Happily our people had
continual day-light, and clear weather; for had

it been as foggy as it was on fome preceding -

days , nothing ‘lefs than a miracle could have
faved them from being dafhed to pieces.
While the Refolution was in the high latitudes,

1773. ever, yielded to the fimpleft remedies, and was
generally removed in a few days. On the fifth
of January, 1774, the fhip not being then in
much more than fifty degrees of latitude, there
were only one er two perfons on the fick lift.
