My Decr Friend,~You are now entering upon the
important work of Sunday Scheol teaching; allowme
to ask you a few plain but serious questions, which |
trust you will conisder and weigh in your miod, aud
1 do most seriously bope and pray that they may lead
you to that deep veflection which is necessary ere
you engage yourself in such an undertaking. * Read,
merk, learn, and iswardly digest”’ thesp things, and
msy GGod iu bis mercy bless them to your present
sanctification and futare usefulness, that you msy not
be found wanting in those qualifications which con-
stitute the very essence of fitness for such & boly em-

What are the motives by which you .are actusted?

This iy a most important question; for by what
means do youhope forsuccess? Is it {rom tbe num-
ber of lessons you may teach the children, or the as
mount of actual exertion you 4ra enabled to make?
“ Paul may plant ard Apolius mav water,” but all
isin' vain without the Hory Seimit’s sanctilying in-
fluences, you niay tail Sunday alterSunday, and won-
der why you male so little progress in promoting
their best interests; unless God is plessed to reoder
you that assistance which yau so much need,your ef-
forts will provein vain.

Pause, ond say unto your soul, Soul, why art thon
in this work, and what is the end thou hast in view ?
Liet the work of ealf oxamination be immediately and
faithfully performed; retire and pray, and open your
heart befure God in secret, and see what is the main
spring of every action, it is impossible you may find
something Jurking there you would not like .to ac-
knowledge. The best of men have cause to weep
before God for thesin which attaches to their best
services.

But if you know something of the Spirit’s teaching,
and you are a devoted fullower of the Saviour, it s
well; you are aliveto that dreadfulsituatior in which
every unregenerate and unrenewed soulis placed, and
you are anxious to snatch them as brands from the
fire —you see a suitableness in the grest work of sal-
vation —you have expesrienced its benefit—and you
are anxious that the rising generation should partake
of its blessings.

¥ou desire todevote yourself to Him who bas done
so much far you; you sre anxious, in fleeing from

There will
be much important work devolve upon you; it is not
a mere secular employment, which, whea the ordi-
oary rouline is over, is at! an end; no, there is much
heart-work connected with it, that cannot be dispers-
ed with; let us then turn to the very rvot of the mat-
ter, for it is God’s work,and there are duties that rest
between him and our own souls.

for arich and abundant increase of every. spiritusl
blessing, that iv recommending the Saviour you may
tell what you have felt of the power and value of the
word of Jife. Strive with the Spirit of God continv-
ally, that be muy water the seed that is sown, and
make you see that vour lubors are in accordunce with
his will, and aided by his love.

MISSIONARY INTELLIGENCE.

Extracted from the Bristol Report of that District
Committee, of the Socioty for the Propogation of the
Gospel in Foreign Paris. )

North America—The church in British Nosth
America received assistance from the Scciety; -in the
year 1838, to the amount of more than £13,000.~
This sum was contributed towards the suoport of
ninety-nine Missionaries, besides Catechist> and
School-masters, sllotted to the Lioceses of Nova
Scotia and Quebec. 1n cddition to thess thete ara
thirty-eight Missionaries in Upper Canada, and twen.
ty-eight in Nova Scotia,-originally appointed by the
Society, who receive assistance either from locai re.
sources, or parliamentsry grants, which will cease
entirely with their lives.

The Wegt Indies.—During the last year the So.
ciety expended a sum exceering £21,000'in tbe Bri-
tish West Indies, the greater part of which, amount-
ing to nearly £14,000 wss contributed towsirds the
erection and. enlargement of Churches, Chapéls, and
School-houses; and the remainder, about £7,000, to-
wards the support of forty-two. Clergrmen, and.a
large bady of Teachers engaged in the education and
religious instruction of the Negroes in the Diocesés
of Jamaica and Barbadoes.

two ordainesd Missiogaries at the Cape of Good Hope.
One of these, who was sent out in the early partof
last year, has written home an interesting account of
the prospects of his Mission. '

The East Indies.—The outlay of the Society in
the East Indies ic 1898, including the expenses of
Bishop’s College, Caslcutta, amounts to more than
£15,000. Ths number of its Missionaries is twenty-
two, a very small number considering the vast extent
and population of British fndia. —Yet the prospects
of the Society in this quarter of the globe are very
cheering.

Australia.—Th' sty Missionsries have been sent ott
during the last two years; and the expenditure of the
Socijety under this head, which Iast year exczeded
£6,000, will this year be greaily increased. The
account which the Bishop gives of the teligious pros.
pects of the Colony is encouraging. He obserres
thet * wkerever Churches are provided; there iz
strong and-vory -gratifying disposition shown on the
part of the inhabitants to attend them, and to partake
of the Holy Ordinances which are there administer-
ed; nor can I doubt, that uoder such a dispensatiss
of the means of grace, a gradual but certain improve.
ment -of the moral and religious condition of thein
babitants is taking place.” .

THOMAS A KEMPI1S.

*¢ This Thomas was called ¢ Kempis from a litle
village of that name in the diocese of Cologne, where
he was born in the year of our Lord 1373, his pa-
rentage and fortune were mean : at 13 years old be
hegan his studies, and abuut 19 betook himself o a
Monastery of Augustin’s Monks.  About five and
twventy he tock the habit of that house and order;
there he continued for the space of seventy years,par.
ticularly eminent for his piety, humility, diligent stu-
dy of the Holy Scriptures, anxiety of life, moving
eloquence of discourse, und eatraordinary zeal in
prayer. in his person, he was of wmiddle stature, of
a strong brown complexion, a lively piercing eye, and
a sight so good that though he laboured much under
infirmities of old age, yet he wsas never reduced to
the use of spectaci-s. He died July 23th, 1471, in
the uinety second year of bis age.”
