Now, we wish to advise all concerned
that the Supervislug Medical Examiner
mpervises all certificates as early as
poesible after receiving them, and
forwards same with his approval or
disapproval to the Grand Secretary,
who immediately sends the reguiar

stion and supervision thereof is the
moet important part of the Associa-
tion's work—the part upon which its
yermanency depends—it is advisable
that great care be exercised, and suf-

this work hurriedly or carelessly done ;

“ Tho Protestants {mitate this Pagan
usage. They cannot keep down the
natural craving to do something for
the dead. The humane heart is
broader than their religious doctrines.
The same fgeling prompts them to
make their cemeterles earthly para-
dises. But this is only an un-Chris~
tian endeavor to rob death of its
tecrors. Catholics try to keep their
cemeteries, in a decent manuer, but
they should not imitats Protestants in
their Pagan tributes to the dead, when
thoy have such powerfal means at com-
mabd to help their departed friends.

Thoe oxcursion scason Is now upon
us, aud many of,oar Branches must
wrostle with the momentous problem to
decide which point affords pleasaro
seckers & maximum of onjoyment at &
minimum of oxpense.

{nformation as to the conveniencics and
priviloges to bo had st various places.
At present we parposesaying a fow
words about Niagara Falls, in order to

slons still provalent in many places
owing to the unsavory reputation
which the Falls had acquired prior to'
the establishment of the public park by ‘
the Ontario Government which is now l
officially known as the Queen Victoria
Niagara Falls Park.

This park contsins 154 acres, and
extends two miles along the river from
the uppaxr Suspension Bridge, onwards
past tho Americhn and Canadian Falls,
and including at its southern oxtrem-
ity the charming scenery in the vicin-
ity of the Dufferin Islanvds. The im-
provements made under the govern-
mental management have effected a
wondorful transformation in ite sur-
roundings, and secured for it the well:
merited title of the Paradise of Canada.
Excellent gravelled driveways and
lovely shaded onathways lead in all
directions through the grounds. A
profusion of flowering shrubs and of
the more rare and valuable flowers
feast the eye with thelr beauty and
reunder the air radolent with their fra.
grance. Owing to the action of the
immense volume of water faliing over
the precipices there is usually a fresh
invigorating breeze, especially in the
viclaity of Table Rock and the picnic
grounds which are located close to the
Horse-shoe Falls, and adjoining the
large building formerly used as a
museum but now devoted to the pur-
pose of a restaurant and a public ball
where shelter is sfforded visitors and
‘excursionists in the event of unfavor-
able weather.

This restaurant offors first <lass accom-
odations at rcasonable rates: aud the
proprietor also lceps a cheap luach
counter in the excursion halladjeining.
We have said in ref senco to the
‘grounds and the accommodations sup-
plied visitors, that there iIs no charge
made by tho park authoritics. There
is, bowevor, a charge exacted from
persons riding in carriages- over the
{slands above the Falls; but this toll
does not affest ordinary visitors who
walk or take the electric cars which

f'of the charge for cab hire.

Tuis is most
conveniently reached by the electric
cars from the Horse-shoe Falls ; and in -
this case excursion parties can also
make favoralle rates in advance with
Zyback & Co. Our information would
bs very incomplete and misleading to
our readers without alluding to the
groat aftractions snd advantages
afforded visitors to the Falls by the
Niagara Falls Park Elettric Railway.

This road was bulit and equipped hy
a Company in 1893 ; and is operated
under lesse from tho Park commis-
sioners. It is fourteen miles in length
extending along the top of the river
bank from Navy Island above Chip—
paws,swhera it meets the steamers from
Buffalo, to the dock at Quesnstown
where it wmakes connection with
steamers from Hamilton, Toronto and
other points on Lake Ontario.
