edness of about $36o,ooo equipment bonds, a
floating debt of about $2,000,000 & a 2nd
mortgage of $î.,ooo-ooo, made to extinguish
liabîlities, but only partly issued. There was
a liability of $900,ooo a year for leased lines,
many of which were unproductive & traffic
balances Of $400,ooo due to the G.T.R. The
C.V. Co. being practically bankrupt, it was

decided to put it into the hands of receivers
as explained in the notice of the meeting.
In Jan., 1897, there was default on the
bonds & foreclosure followed. Negotia-
tions with the bondholders followed, a
new company was chartered & took over the
line on May i, making with the G.T. Co. the
agreement tindcr consideration. The G T.
Co. bas a majority of the stock & a controlling
influence in the new company. Several of the
unproductive leased lines have been surrend-
ered, reducing the system to about 470 miles.
The main line bias a few branches, some of
which have been acquired by purchase by
means of issue of bonds. Three small lines,

aggregating 77 miles, for which $go,-
ooo a year rental was paid, have been
s1.ecured for $ ,00, ooo, saving $so,ooo
ayear. Judging by resuits while in

J the. receivers' hands it is estimated
there will be a very considerable sur-
plus over the fixed charges, admit-
i ing, it is hoped, of something mater-
ial for the common stock. The uine
had been worked in interests which

* agaînst $309,555 for 1897. The net
earnings were $146,341, against
$148,o88 for 1897, to which is added
$1,013 for interest earned, making
total net earnings $147,354. After
paying $85,1î66 for interest on prior
lien bonds & writing off $5,863 for
settlement of some old dlaims, there
remains a net balance Of $56,325,
which, added to the $13,45o brought

forward from 1897, makes an available balance
of $69,775, out of wvhich a dividend of iï% lias
been declared on the income bonds, leaving a
balance to carry over of $ 12,203. The per-
centage of working expenses was 69.24,
against 69.64 for 1897. The decrease in the
gross earnings was due mostly to the falling
off in the lumber traffic to the U. S. It was
known at the close of 1896 that on July, 1897,
there would be a duty of $2 upon every ,000
ft. of lumber sent to the States from Canada,
& the consequence was that owners sent
every ton they could during the first 6 înonths
Of 1897.

nionths of 1898 compared uîîfavorably w;th
the correspondîîîg period Of 1897. il îs satis-
factory to kîîow tlîat from .-X.gtîst onw~ards,
when the traffie coîipared with whiat may be
called the normal traffic, increases were again
shown. T'he Manager says that generally,
with the exception of lumber shipments to the
tu. S., btusinîess has been good, trade in a
lîealthy condition, & the prospects for the
future encouraging. He has sent a telegram
announcing the earnings Up to the end of
May this year, which were $168,112, an in-
crease over the corresponding period Of $29,-

069. The net earnings for the sanie period
were $5o,824, an increase over those of the
corresponding period of $8, î68. He ends his
telegram by saying, 'The outlook is good.'"-

The report was adopted, & the retiring
directors, other than the Provincial Govern-
ment one, were re-elected. Special mieetings
of the prior lien bondholders, income bond-
holders & sharehiolders were afterwards held
to approve the Act obtained from the Quebec
Legislature for the purpose of rearranging
the bonded debt of the Co.

ThePresidentstated that bytheAct theprior
lien bonds would be repayable at par Feb. t,

190o8, and that it authorized the creation of first
debenture stock bearing interest not exceed-
ing 4% per annum, the total interest upon which
shallflot exceed an annual SUM Of £2o,o0o.
It was proposed 10 offer now t0 the holders
for their 5% prior lien bonds 4'/,'îst debenture
stock at par, exchangeable Up to Aug. i, 1899,
& 10 pay in cash £3 as a bonus, besides £2,-

îos. for the 12 yearlv coupon due on that
date. For the pasîtIwo years the net revenue
of the Co. had exceeded £3o,ooo a year,
being £îo,ooo or 5o'/ more than the interest
on the total amount of ist debenture stock
which the directors were enabled by the Act
t0 issue. Assuming that the future net
revenue coîîtinued at the present rate of
t30,OOO, there should be a surplus of about
£i 5,ooo, or sufficient to pay increased inter-
est on the income bonds. Týhe directors were
authorized t0 exercise the power conferred
by the Act.

General Manager Grundy states that the
shipments of dairy produce over the Uine are
increasing rapidly. The shipments of butter
& cheese for export t0 Great Britain
amounted in 18,98 to neariy 3,800 tons, an
increase Of 400 tons over 1897. The ship-
ments of asbestos show an increase, white
those of chroine ore show a reduction of some
6oo tons.

Traffic receipts for May, $42,127-44; in-
crease over May, '98, $358,92. Receipts
Jan. i to May 31, $168,51 î.6o ; increase over
corresponding period $9,825.,53. There îs a
variation between these figures & those at-
tributed to the Chairman above, which is
probably owing to an error in reporting.

Michigan Central Railway.

The annual report of this Co. 's subsidiary,
the Canada Southern, for 1898, just issued,
shows that the Co. has 457.30 miles of ist
track, 97.56 of 2nd track & 238.o6 miles of
sidings, wlîich does not include the 15 miles
of the London & Port Stanley, over whichi its
trains run between St. Thonmas & London,
Ont.

In 1883 hie became Generah
Passenger Agent of the Credit Valuey, To-
ronto, Grey & Bruce, & Ontario & Quebec
Rys., & hie retained this position when these
lines becanie amalgamated with the C.P.R
In 1885 lhe was removed to Montreal & became
the Generau Passenger Agent of ail the ines
of the C. P. R. east ot Port Arthur.

Russia, according to
a recent report, had in 1897 about 25,000
miles of railroad in operation, against our
16,ooo miles, & there were in 1898, according
to the journal de St. Petersbuîrg, in course of
construction & authorized to be commenced
shortly, over 8,ooo miles. 0f Ibis total, addi-
tions to over 2o existing lines of over 3,700
miles are actually under construction. In
Canada we are not building more than 200 or
300 miles of new railway per annum. Russia,
therefore, with only 5o/. more railway in 1897,
is building at more than îo times the rate of
Canada. There is, perhaps, not much value
in comparing two countries, one witb 5,000,-
ooo people, & the other with over îoo,ooo,ooo,
but territorially there is certainly some room
for comparisons. Clearly we need more rail-
wavs, more inland ships, & on entirely new
models, quicker transportation at sea, deeper
canaIs, better terminal facilities at our sea-
ports. If wemwere carrying our own products
10 the European countries where they are
consumed, these needs wvould still exist, but
they would not be s0 pressing, their absence
svould not be !ýo much in the nature of a na-
tional shame,'
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Passenger Trafflc Matters.

That there shall be no discrimination against
trackmen for being members of the Order of
Railroad Trackmen, & when called to serve
on boards of adjustment they shall be relieved
without unnecessary delay for such purpose,
but only on request of the Chairman of their
Executive Committee.

During the strike the men, with very few
exceptions, behaved in a most orderly way ;
some demonstrations took place but they were
most likely got up by indiscreet sympathisers.
On Saturday, June 3, as the result of confer-
ences between General Manager Hays & two
members of Parliament, Messrs. Taylor &
Powell, the men's committee called the strike
off & told the men to report on Monday, June
5, for work. On going to resume work the
men were told they were out of the Co.'s ser-
vice & would have to make formal application
for re-employment. This they contended was
a breach of faith & most of thepn resumed the
strike which continued until June 19, when as
the result of negotiations between J. Suther-
land, M. P., representing the Dominion Premier
& Mr. Hays they resumed work, the arrange-
ment being that within 30 days Mr. Hays
would discuss the whole question with a com-
mittee of 5 representing the trackmen, that
none of the strikers be refused employment
unless they had been guilty of acts of violence
or of having used menacing language towards
the new men or the foremen & others who re-
fused to go out. During the strike the oper-
ating department did splendid work, trains
being run on time & there being nothing to
show that things were not going on in the
usual way.

Railway Operating Matters.

It is said the Wabash will oil its road bed
between Detroit & Buffalo.

Coke made in Halifax is being used experi-
mentally on locomotives on the Dartmouth
branch of the I.C.R., also between Halifax &
Truro.

Negotiations are going on between the
G.T. R. locomotive drivers & the management
in regard to an increase in wages & some
other matters.

The C.P.R. has been experimenting with
an automatic mail catcher on its main line
near Ottawa, with a view to use it on the
Imperial Limited.

Negotiations in regard to the running of
the C.P.R. trains over the I.C.R. between St.
John, N.B., & Halifax appear to be at a stand-
still; at all events no progress has been made
public.

A handsome set of the Acton Burrows Co.'s
enamelled iron signs is now being used at
Winnipeg station as sign boards to show the
destinations of the various trains departing
from the station.

Dominion Railway Legislation.

A bill introduced in the House of Commons
by the Minister of Railways to amend the
general Railway Act, proposes to amend sec-
tion 90, relating to general powers of railway
companies; to add as sec. 192a. a section
providing that power under a special act to
construct & use a bridge shall be exercised,
subject to the provisions of the section to be
added ; and to substitute new provisions for

sec. 273, subsections 2 and 3, relating to tres-
passes, damages, etc. The most important
features of the bill are the two last clauses.

One of these provides that if it appears to
the Railway Committee of the Privy Council
that for the public convenience a station
should be located at any point on a railway
subsidized by the Parliament of Canada or of
any province in which the railway is con-
structed, the Committee (with the approval of
the Governor-in-Council) may order the Co.
to erect, maintain & operate a station at that
point, & may define the accommodation to be
provided in connection therewith, & the Co.
shall obey every such order whether there be
or be not any covenant on the subject in any
agreement relating to the subsidy.

The last clause provides that the Railway
Committee may, from time to time, make
rules & regulations, not inconsistent with the
Railway Act, for the operating of all or anyof the railways subject to the jurisdiction of
Parliament, & such rules & regulations shall
supersede all previous rules & regulations
made by the Co. operating any of such rail-
ways in so far as they differ therefrom. It
will be remembered that the new rules
framed by the G.T.R. on the basis of the
rules of the American Railway Association
were approved by the Government last year,
but subsequently the Minister of Railways
requested the management to defer putting
them in force. It is now probable that theywill not go into effect, but that their place will
be taken by rules to be framed by the Rail-
way Committee.

Vancouver Island Railway Projects.

Several schemes are on foot to give Van-
couver Island, or more properly speaking the
city of Victoria, improved connection with
the mainland & connection with more rail-
ways. The matter is occupying the attention
of a committee of 50 citizens, numerous meet-
ings have been held, & the local press is de-
votng much space to the subject. One pro-
posal comes from the Port Angeles Eastern
Ry., which is projected from Port Angeles,
Wash., on the Strait of Juan de Fuca. It
was at first intended to build to a connection
with the Port Townsend Southern Ry., which
runs from Port Townsend southerly 27 miles
& is owned by the Pacific Coast Co., but the
projectors now talk of building to Olympia,
Wash., i i rimiles, where connection can be
made with the Northern Pacific. The estim-
ated cost of the line is $2,250,ooo. Port An-
geles is aiding the project to the extent of
$5o,ooo, including land, & through the Squim
Valley the Co. will receive timber grants. A
survey of a portion of the route has been
made & some six miles have been built. The
promoters claim that Port Angeles has excep-
tional advantages as a port, being 8o miles
nearer the Pacific than Seattle & 120 miles
nearer than Tacoma, being naturally the ist
port of call from the Orient & having a splen-
did harbor. The promoters want to secure
connection with Victoria, B.C., across the
Strait, the distance from dock to dock being
between 18 & 19 miles. They propose to op-
erate a twin screw ferryboat witi a capacity
of îo loaded freight cars, or 6 to 8 passenger
coaches, with accommodation for broken
freight, making one or more trips a day at
the rate of about 9 miles an hour, also to op-
erate a steel passenger steamer, to also
carry fast freight & express matter, with a
speed of 18 knots, to provide the necessary
wharves & other accommodation for the traf-
fic, & to give Victoria transcontinental con-
nection at Olympia, for which the Co. asks
a bonus of $35o,ooo from the city of Victoria.

The Esquimalt & Nanaimo Ry. has also
made a proposition to the city to operate a
steam freight & passenger ferry between
Vancouver & some point on the E. & N. line
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most suitable for connection with the C. P.R.
transfcrring freight to & from Victoria in the
original cars, the service to be ist class,
freight to be handled promptly & at a saving
of $i a ton on wharfage charges. For pas-
senger service 2 round trips daily 6 days a
week, each trip to be made in 3Y hours, &
one trip by a relief steamer on the other day.
The E. & N. management says the scheme
would require a large outlay ta provide facili-
ties for transferring cars at Vancouver & at a
point on its line, steam ferry, relief steamer,
additional railway equipment, terminal build-
ings, &c., & asks the city for $700,000 in
cash & to secure about 19 acres of land situ-
ate on the Indian reserve at Victoria for ter-
minal grounds, with exemption from taxation
for 15 years, also to secure permission for the
construction of a bridge across the harbor
from the Indian reserve to the outer wharf,
the Co. to convey its present terminal
grounds & bridge to the city.

Other schemes are for the route advocated
by the late Premier DeCosmos via Swartz
Bay to the nearest point on the mainland, &
for the utilizing of the Victoria & Sidney Rail-
way as a link in the chain of communication.

Canadian Paclflc Btterments, &c.
Mattawaînkeag to Prineeton. - Uncon-

flrmed reports say that surveys are being
made fora connecting line from the Co.'s main
line at Mattawamkeag, Me., some 50 miles
southeast to Princeton, Me., to connect with
the St. Croix & Penobscot.

Windsor St. Station, Montreal.-The
plans for the extension of this building havebeen practically settled on, & work is expect-
ed to start very shortly. (May, pg. 138.)

Owen Sound Branl.-Surveys are being
made by H. W. D. Armstrong, C.E., on
which to base estimates for the improvement
of the tiorthern portion of this branch. Between
Rockford & Flesherton, some 28 miles, some of
the present gradients are as muchi as îo)6 ft. to
the mile, & it is the intention to reduce them to
43 ft. The line must necessarily cross the
ridges of the country, the summit at Dundalk
being ,050 ft. above the track at Owen
Sound station. To reach this summit in cross-
ing these ridges the gradient cannot be re-
duced without deviations from the present
alignment, unless by extensive excavationis &
filling. To overcome the present expense of
haulage of freight, it is proposed to make
some detours by building pieces of new line
at different points, which will reduce the
gradients to 43 ft. per mile. With the present
gradient in places a consolidated locomotive

will not haul more than 400 to 450 tons,
whereas with the proposed reduction of gradi-
ents it wiil be possible to haul i,ooo tons.

The Fort Williami Round House, recently
destroyed by fire, is to be replaced by a much
larger solid structure, which is likely to be
located near the Co. 's coal wharves there.

Bonnet Lake Branch. - A survey is being
made for this proposed branch from Tyndall,
29 miles east of Winnipeg, some 40 miles to
Bonnet Portages, on the Winnipeg River a
little north of Bonnet Lake. The decision of
the Co. to build an hotel in Winnipeg is likely
to hasten the construction of this branch, as
there is magnificent dlay on its route from
which the brick for the hotel could be manu-
factured to great advantage. (May, pg. 139).

Winnipeg Terininals.-XVe are officially
informed that the Co. has decided on expen-
ditures on its terminaIs at Winnipeg which
wili aggregate about $85o,ooo. At present
the tracks at the station are laid on P>oint
Douglas Avenue, which is owned by the city,
s0 that it is impossible to close them in, &
there is not sufficient track accommodation
for the business, there being but 2 main
tracks & 2 sidings. The present station
building will be taken down & a number of
tracks laid on its site, the whole to be covered
in by a train shed. Imimediately south of this
a building for station purposes, divisional
offices, etc., will be erected, then immediately
south again will be reared a magnificent hotel
structure which will far eclipse the Manitoba
hotel destroyed by fire last winter & wilI have
rooms for 250 guests. The western front of
the hotel will be on Main St. & the southi front
(in Fonseca St., along which it will ruui some
300 ft. Sir Wm. Van Homne has very kindly
shown us a perspective view & floor plans of
the hotel & station buildings which wiIl be of
Renaissance architecture.

The Winnipeg stock yards are to be entirely
roofed over & provided with floors.

WVinnipeg Cenetery Spur. -The Winnipeg
City Council is endeavoring ta get the Co. ta
build a spur from its main line ta Brookside
Cemetery & to run funeral trains.

Stonewali Braneh.-It is not probable that
any extension ivill be made this year beyond
Teulon, to whicht point the branch was extend-
ed last year. The Parliamentary Railway
Committee at Ottawa recently refused an
application of the Co. for power to build from
a point on this branch near Foxton ta Sifton's
Landing, on the east side of Lake Manitoba,
on the ground that it would interfere with the
Canadian Northern Ry., which has acquired
the charter of the Winnipeg & Hudson's Bay
Ry.

Snowflake Braneh.-The Ca. bas let a C"
tract for the construction of a short line fr001
La Riviere, on its Pembina Mountain Braflchi
1 12 miles southwest of Winnipeg, a distance
of same 20 miles southerly ta the Snowflak-e
,district. The southern terminus of the brald
will be very near the International Boundall'

Delorsstne to Wabikada. The Ca. is apPlY'
ing to the Manitoba Legislature for power tO
build a line froni or near Deloraine southe'Iy
& westerly, in townships 1, 2 & 3, ta the wve5t'
ern boundary of the province. This line wauld
pass through the Waskada district,1 & mucb,
if not aIl, of the right of way bas already bee"
secured. (May, pg. 139.)

The application of the G. N. W.C. Co. for an
extension of lime for going on with the con-
struction of ils uine from ils present western
ternminus at Hamiota caused a big fight in the
Railway Committee and in the House of Conu-
mons. A clause was added to the bill in com-
mittee providing that not less than $2o,ooo be
spent on extension work weslward from
Hamniota Ibis year & subsequently President
Sbaughnessy of the C.P.R. stated that 20
miles would be built this year. The G.N.
W.C. bas passed mbt the bauds of T. G.
Sbaugbnessy, R. B. Angus and G. M. Clarke
in tbe interests of the C. P. R. (May, pg. 134-)

istereolonala.-Of the $445,o00 in the Do-
minion estimates for increased accommoda-

tion aI St. John, N.B., $200,000 lias already
been spent, $ ,00,000 beîng for the purchasc'
of the long wharf property. The estinuated
total cost of the wharf, siding & warehouse
for the deep water terminus is $698, 156. A
large force is clearing away the rock prepar-
ing the site for the elevator. Work is nol
progressing very rapidly on the elevator aI
Halifax, but it is said il will be completed
Ihis year. (May, pg. 134).

Interproviinelal Bridge. -Work hias been
nearly completed on the piers of the bridge
which is being built by the Pontiac Pacific
Jct. & the Ottawa & Gatineau Rys., between
Ottawa & Hull.

Inverness & Richîîîioi.-Mackenzie, Mann
& Co., who control this Co., have contracted
witb the Nova Scotia Govertument to build the
first 57 miles from the Strait of Canso to
Broad Cove Mines, receiving therefor a Pro-
vincial subsidy Of $4,ooo a mile. The Ce. will
also get $3,200 a mile fromn the Dominion &
$î,ooo a mile from municipalities. The cou-
tract for grading, track laying, & ballasting
hias been Iet 10 Ryan & Macdonald, Soulanges
Canal contractors. It is stated that 30 miles
will be constructed this year, & a good start
made on the remainder of the work. Some
15 miles from the Straits of Canso north were
partially graded some time ago, & the Co.
hias had a number of men at work since July
last to conîply witb the Act. The line is ulti-
mately to be extended to Cbeticamp, about
xoo miles from the Strait of Canso. (May,
pg. 134)-

James Bay.-A. J. Sinclair, C.E., acting
for Mackenzie, Mann & Co., bas made a sur-
vey of the 4 miles Of proposed line to connect
the Q.A. & P.S. Ry. with Parry Sound, &
which will ultimately be used as part of the
James Bay Ry. (May, pg. 137).

Kingston & Penîibroke.-All the large open-
ings are being shortened up, wvooden struc-
tures being replaced by steel bridges on
masonry. Those now being done are

Kootenay Ry. & Navigation Co.-We were
officially informed recenîly tbat construction
was being pushed ail alcng the line fromn Bon-
ners Ferry, Idaho, to Kuskanook, B.C., at
the head of Kootenay Lake. Between Bon-
tiers Ferry & the International Boundary the
line is being built under the charter of the
Koolenai Valley Ry., & from tbe International
Boundary to Kuskanook the charter of the
Bedlington & Nelson Ry. is being used. The
bridge across Kootenay River is completed,
& it is hoped the road will be in operation
about the mniddle of Aug. (May, pg. 134).

Lake Erie & Detroit River.-Considerable
improvements will be made this year, includ-
ing a steel bridge over the Thames River at
Chatham, the construction of ship docks at
Sarnia & Rondeau Harbor, ballasting 30 miles
of the Erie & Huron division, fencing 20 miles
of the Erie & Huron division, erecting round-
bouses at Sarnia & Rondeau, stations at XVaI-
lacehurg, Eberts, Watson and Blenbeim & 12
tool bouses, painting & repairs on main line of
tbe Erie & Huron division, renewals & repairs
to culverts, allerations & repairs to engine
bouse & shops at Walkerville.

The Michigan Central is vigorously oppos-
ing the proposed extension of the L. E. & D. R.
Co. 's hune from Ridgetown to St. Thomnas &
is trying to force the L.E. & D.R. to use the
M.C.R. tracks insîead. The M.C.R. is
behind the attacks on the by-laws granting
bonuses to the L.E. & D.R., & bas hiad a de-
putation lobbying at Ottawa.
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Manitoba & Soutbeastern. - Construction
from La Broquerie, last years termintis, to-
wards the International Boundary was delay-
ed in the spring by wet, but is now progress-
ing satisfactorily. W. Mackenzie states that
this line, and its connection, the Minnesota &
Manitoba R.R., will be completed to Rainy
River this season, & that be expects the con-
nection between Rainy River & Thunder Bay,
the Ontario & Rainy River Ry., will be finish-
ed in time to carry wbeat of the 1901 crop.
(May, pg. 134-)

Naiialiio-Albern.-It is said that a start
has beeîî made on the construction of a line
to connect tbese two places on Vancouver Is-
land.

Northern Paclft.-Early in june it was
announced tbat the Co. bad decided not to
rebuild the Manitoba Hotel in Winnipeg, but
simply to re-erect the sta'ion & divisional
offices, the reason given being that the Co.
bad failed to come to an agreement witb the
Provincial Government as to the extension of its
lines in the province. It bas sirîce been stated
that, as the result of further negotiations, an
arrangement bas been arrived at with tbe Gov-
ernment, but it is hardly likely tbat the bote!
will be rebuilt in view of the decision of tbe
C. P.R. to build a large hotel, most of the busi-
ness of the Manitoba Hotel having beenderived
from C. P. R. passengers. No announcement
bas been made as to the terms of the arrange-
ment with the Government, but it is believed
that a branch will be built from Portage la
Prairie northerly to Clandeboye B3ay or sonie
other point on tbe cast side of Lake Manitoba,
& anotber brancb fromn Portage la Prairie
westerly towards Hamiota, with a spur to
Brandon, & tbat the Government will guar-
antee bonds to the extent of $8,ooo a mile.
Tbe Co. lias applied for power to build a line
from its main line at Morris, east or soutbeast-
erly to the International Boundary, & it is
tbouîght that this is witb a view of getting an
air line to Dulutb. (May, pg. 135-)

Ontario' & Ralny River.- The number of
men employed on construction bas been
largely increased, & several additional con-
tracts bave been let. W. Mackenzie states

that it is expected to bave the liue completed
by tbe fa!! of 1901. It is considered certain
that the Dominion Parliament will increase
the bonus to $6,400 a mile irrespective of'
tbe cost of construction. In giving tbc Co.
power to secure the Port Arthur, Duluth &
Western Ry., Parliament lias protected tbe
town of Port Artbur, whicb gave $25,000
bonus for the sbops of the P. A. D. & W.
being located there. (May, pg. 136.)

Ottawa & Gatineau Vailey.-No definite
information is obtainable as to wbether the
proposed extension from tbe present terminus
at Gracefield, 6o miles fromn Ottawa, to Mani-
waki, 28 miles, will be gone on with this year.
Settlers bcyond Maniwaki bave petitioned
for a further extension nortb to Eagle Bay
on Great Victoria Lake. (May, pg. 136.)

Rutland & Noyau.-This Co. bas been
cbartered by tbe Dominion Parliament to
build some 3 or 4 miles of track to connect tbe
Rutland witb tbe Canada Atlantic. The con-
nection will be made from Alburg, Vt., the
portion of tbe lune on tbe Canadian side to be
built under the R. & N. cbarter.

Witlbà.@h.-lt is said the Co. bas bonded
somne farni property in tbe east end of St.
Thomnas, Ont., with a view to the erection of
sbops. At present mucb of the repairing work
of the Canadian Division bas to be sent to tbe
works at Fort Wayne, Ind.

Thse Tllsonburg, Lake Erie & Pacifie now
runs from Port Burwell, Ont., to Tilsonburg,
2o miles, connecting at the latter place witb
the G.T.R., M.C.R., &the Wabasb. The Co.
wants to extend to Woodstock, & is endeavor-
ing to secure a Government subsidy.

W hite Pass & Yukon.-On june 12 we were
officially advised as follows: " Construction
is now actively in progress between tbe sum-
mit of tbe White Pass & Lake Bennett ;1
miles of roadbed from Lake Bennett souther-
ly towards the sunimit is completed up to
the foot of Middle Lake, ready for tbe laying
of rails, leaving about 5y2 miles of rock work
along Sumnmit & Middle Lakes to conîplete;
wben track laying will be commenced, & con-
tinued to Lake Bennett, to whicb point it is
boped to have rails laid by July 10 at latest,

when train service will be immediately start-
ed the whole way from Skagway 10 Lake
Bennett." (May, pg. 137.)

It is reported that as soon as the rails are
laid froni Skagwav to Lake Bennett, construc-
tion îvill be commenced on the line from the
latter place to White Horse- Rapids, with th'e
intention of ultimately going to Fort Selkirk, at
the mouth of Lewis River. AIl the first r
veys of this extension have been made & sur-
veyors & construction engineers are said tO
be now in the field gettitig ready for thîe grad-
ing.

Capt. W. Langley is said to have complet'
ed arrangements to build a narrow-gauge line
from Taku City to Atlin, N.W.T., in conflec-
tion witb the W. P. & Y. Tiie road is to be
about 3 miles long. This information sone
what conflicts with the information about the
Atlin Short Line Ry. & Navigation Co. 011
pg. '75. ______

G.T.R. Clearing House.-A prominent Chi'
cago railway man writes, with reference tO
the recent meeting of the Association of Rail'
way Accountants in Monitreal, that it Nça5

then stated that although the association Was
established in 1 888, it was onlv this year that
the New York Central created a cleairi1n
house for its tbrouglh freiglbt. He points Ot
that as far back as 1882 the G.T.R. institutedl
this metbod of arriving at the proportion due
to the several companies it did business with,
as far as possible.

'lle Maîritiîme Btoard of* leade. at a ineet
ing to be held ini St. John, N.B., Aug. 16,
will, among other things, discuss the devel-
opmient of the ironl & steel industries; the
proposed increase ini marine insurance rates
in connection with Canadian ports on the At-
lantic coast; tourist travel & the develop-
ment of accommodations for sunîmer visitors,
& their attraction to points of interest ; en-
couragement of trade relations between Can-
ada & the West Inidies.

'l'lie Hudson's Bay Co. bas had a most
successful year, the directors having recom-
miended a dividend Of 13s. a share, a bonus
Of 7s. a share, & the setting aside of £io,oeo
out of the profits of the year towards a provi-
dent fund for the employes of the Co., leaving
to be carried forward £41,968, as against
£26, 372 last year. The dividend above men-
tioned is the highest paid since 1883-4 when il
was 22s. a share,but the capital then consisted
of shares of £14, while now they are Of £13.
The up-to-date business methods introduced
mbt the management of the Co. by Commis-
sioner Chipman are proving thoroughly suc-
cessful.

Canaia Attant.-In the appeal case or
this Co. vs. Henderson, recently heard by the
Sîîpreme Court ini Ottawa, the action was
brought against the Co. to recover compensa-
tion for injuries sustained by Dr. Henderson
in consequence of bis horse being frightened
by a train approaching the crossing at Elgin
Street, in Stewarton. The jury found that no
bell was rung, & the signaiman did flot give
warning. Counsel for the Co. contended that
the statute did not require the bell to be rung
by engines shîînting in a yard & less than 8o
rods from a crossing, & also that the evidence
did not warrant the findings, & that there
should be a new triai. The court dismissed
the appeal with costs.

Yukon Ra1iway.-The Premier, Sir Wil-
frid Laurier, recently announced that, pend-
ing the settiement of the Alaska boundary
question, no more charters will be granted
by the Dominion Parliament for railways mbt
the Yukon whicb start from points on the
coast now in possession of & claimed by the
U. S. Most of the charters applied for at this
session were for lines to run froni Pyramid
Harbor, along the Dalton trail to Dawson.
Pyramid Harbor is in disputed berritory. By
allowing one of these uines to be built, a U.S.
city would be built up at Pyramid Harbor, as
lias been done at Skagway by the building of
the White Pass & VYukon Ry. The influience
of such a city would be against Canada in the
settiement of the dispute Should it be de-
termined by arbitration that Pyramid Harbor
does beiong to the U.S., the policy of the
Dominion Government will be to get access
10 the Yukon not hy the Lynn Canal, but by
railways from the Yukon to where there is
indisputable Canadian coast water, probably
to Observatory Inlet.

Canadiait Press Amstx-lattoni.-The memi-
bers will start Aug. 1 0on a trip to the Paci-
fic coast, leaving in two sections, one from
Montreal via C. P. R., the other from Toronto
via G.T.R., comnbining at North Bay, from
which point they will travel by special train,
consisbing of sleeping, dining, & baggage
cars. The Toronto section wiîl make a few
hours' stop aI some Muskoka point, from
which the Muskoka Navigation Co. will take
the members for a short lake trip.1 Stops of a
day each wiil be made at Port Arthur, Rat
Portage, 2 days at Winnipeg & various short
stops at prairie points, & from 3 to 4 days in
the mountains. The trip to Vancouver will
be made by the main line, & the returui by
%vay of Kootenay district & the Crow's Nest
Pass Ry. Toronto & Montreai will be reach-

ed on the return journey on Aug. 27 & 28.
Free railway transportation will be provided,
the members of the partv merely paying tor
sleeping cars & meals. The Minister of
Marine bas placed the Government steamier
Quadra at the disposaI of the party for a
few days cruise on the Pacific coast.

G.T.R. Suit about Pasmsw-The Co. lias filed
its defence to the action brought by the Nia-
gara Falls Suspension Bridge Co. & the Nia-
gara Falls International Bridge Co. to compel
the G. T. R. to secure passes for the directors &
officiais of the bridge companies from ail the
railways using the bridge. The G.T. stabes
that the plaintiffs have not at any limie de-
manded these tickets. The agreenment of
Feb. 27, 1875, bebween plaintiffs & the G. W. R.
is referred 10 as providing for the release of'
the G.T. from every demand except that of
the annual rent. Therefore, defendant says,
it is not obliged to make plaintiffs any further
or other compensation for the use of the
bridge. The statement adds that the bridge
companies are not under obligation to pay the
rates or fanes of their own directors & officiais
when travelling for pleasure or on their own
business, & that the bridge companies can
suifer no loss by reason of their directors not
having such free tickets. The defendant then
says that if il was bound at ail to give free
tickets it was only on requisition from the
bridge companies from tlune to time, as re-
quined. Lastly, the G.T. says that these
directors or officials gave no consideration for
any such free transportation, & that it was not
called upon to pay for the saine.

A Great Railway's Progress.

With the establishment of a limited flyen
across the continent the C. P. R. gives another
proof of a determinabion to keep abreast of the
demands of the tnaffic and 10 expand with the
growth of the Dominion. This is a piece of
most commendable enterprise & is in keeping
with the policy that bas been pursued by the
road since its construction was first under-
taken. The new flyer shortens the trip from
ocean to ocean by 24 hours, which, consider-
ing the speed of the ordinary service, is a
marked achievement in railway operation.
The " Imperial Limited " leaves Montreal
every morning at 9.30 and reaches Vancouver
on the afternoon of the 4 th day thereafter at
r. 15, reducing the lime 10 a little over 4 days.
The east-bound flyen leaves Vancouven at 1. 15
in the aftennoon, reaching Montreal at 6 p. m.
on the 4 th day thereafter. In contempiabing
this achievement it is bard 10 realize that but
13 years have elapsed since the first thnough
train left Montreal for the Pacific terminus.
In 1 886, when the first transcontinental train
wvas started, the total length of aIl the Co. s
lines was 4,500 miles. During the interval
the railway bas expanded witb the Dominion
tilI to-day the Co. operates a system, includ-
ing ieased lines, of 9,600 miles. Equipment
bas kept pace with the extension of the sys-
tem operated. The nurnber of engines bas
increased from 33610o644, & passenger & bag-
gage cars from 289 10 622. In freight & caIlle
cars there bas been an increase from 7,858 10
16,942, & in ail essentials of operation &
maintenance there bas been the same rapid
expansion.

Growth & development have been even
more remarkabie in the marine deparbment of
the service. The traffic of the Pacific Ocean
bas been served lby splendid lines of steami-
ships, the " three white Empresses " being re-
garded as the best passenger ships afloat.
These lines reach out from the railway ter-
minus at Vancouver 10 China, Japan & Vladi-
vostock, they turn south 10 I-awaii, 10 Fiji &
Australia, & cover the newly-established
traffic to 'the golden Klondike. In addi-
tion to the three Empresses, the Tartar
& the Athenian on the Pacific routes,
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the company has the Alberta, Athabasca
& Manitoba on the upper lakes, two
great ferry steamers on the Detroit River,
more than a score of freight & passenger
steamers & many adjuncts to the service on
the inland waters of southern British Colunm-
bia. Some interesting figures as to the growth
of" the road & its business siîîce the initial
through train was despatched in 1886 are
given ini the Montreal Star. At that tîrne 3
tracks sufficed for the Co. at Montreal, but
now there are 13 at the Place Viger & 7 at
Windsor station. In that year the railway
carried 1,809,319 passengers & 2,046,195S tons
of freight, the mnmber of passengers carried
i mile being 150,466,149, & the number of
tons of freight bauled i mile being 555,438,-
1,59. Last year the number of passengers car-
ried reached 3,674,502, the number carried i
muile being 430,493,139. The freight traffic in-
creased to 5,588,038 tons handled, or 2,148,-
319,867 tons carried i mile. This expansion
lias beeti accompanied by a reduction of rates,
the earnings per mile having decreased from
2. 10 tri 1. 52 on each passenger, &t from i. io
to 0.75 cent on each ton of freight. The earn-
ings increased from $10,018,803 to $26,138,-
977, & the operating expenses from $6,378,-
317 to $i5,663,605.

In 1886 the Co. commenced tbe erection of
its first hotel at Banff Springs, in the Rockies.
That line of enterprise has kept pace with the
general development, until now the hotel at
Baiff is but one in a comnplete chain extending
along the Canadian highway. These hotels
include the Chateau Frontenac at Quebec,
the Kaministiqua at Fort William, the Mount
Stephen House at Field, the Glacier House,
the Revelstoke, the Fraser Canyon House &
the Hotel Vancouver. In the spirit ot' enter-
prise that neyer fags the Co. is now planning
the erection of a palatial hotel at Winnipeg
that wiIl equal or surpass any of its present
magnificent hostelries. In addition to tbese
enterprises the Co. bas developed a telegraph
service across the continent, with wide rami-
fications. It owns and operates its own ex-
press system, & bas also an extensive grain
elevator business. It builds its own cars &
locomotives, bas its own sleeping car ser-
vice, & employs a force of men estimated at
close on 30,000. AIl this has been the devel-
opmnent of 13 years from a line between
Quebec & Port Moody at the head of Burrard
Inlet, built as a necessity to the new political
organization of the Dominion. The first
trans-continental train over the new road
required 136 hours to make the trip, which
time bas been reduced by the Imperial Lim-
ited to 99 hours 45 minutes. This brings
London within i0 days of Vancouver & within
21 days of japan, drawing the Dominion still
closer to the mother land, & increasing our
importance as a link in world-circling trafflc.

Questions About Locomotives.

At the recent annual meeting of the Ameni-
can Ry. Master Mechanics' Association at old
Point Comfort, in the discussion on the ques-
tion, " Can the ordinary marine salinometer
be used to advantage in districts wbere alkali
water lias to be used, in order to avoid exces-
sive concentration & damage to firebox ?- R.
Atkinson, Mechanical Superintendent C. P. R.,
said : I"The possibility of a salinometer was
brought to nîy attention by having a piece of
firebox plate sent in whicb was cracked &
apparently burned, with no indication of scale
having formed, & as we know that wben the
steam is distilled from the water in the boiler
the saîts remain bebind, tbey must concen-
trate. Suppose a locomotive boiler holds

,000 gaIs. of water. In the course of one
division, running 120 miles, it is refilled about
6 times, & therefore the contents Of 7,000 gais.
are concentrated into i,ooo gais., & doubled
on the returning trip; so that if tbe water
contailîs 20 grains per gallon of impurities we
have 13 times that amount at the end of the
retunn trip. If this is soluble impurity, tbe
water necessarily is mucb more dense than it
was previously, & its boiling point raised, &
possibly the firebox sheets may be injured by
the increased beat necessary tri evaporate
watcr from that solution."

In the discussion on the best method of apply-
ing stay boîts to locomotive boilers, including
making the boîts & preparing the stay-bolt
holes, Mr. Atkinson said : IlI put niyself on
record as not being in favor of drilling or
punching stay boîts. It appears to me wrong
in principle-that the point where the stay-
boîts fail most is near the outside sheet. It is
misieading to have anyone think they could
rely on getting a certain result from them,
wben they would f111 up with scale & leave us
in the dark as to the condition of the box."

When it is remnembered tbat the reports l
sued by the large railway corporations of this
continent each year, detailing the receipts &
expenditure of vast sumns of money, & record-
ing the particulars of aIl imiportant events &
transactions occurring in connection With
their respective comipanies during the twelve
nmontbs, usually çontain from 2,5 to 50 page'
of closely printed matter, the reader will tIl'
derstand the diticulty expcrienced ini recoul't'
ing in anything like an intelligible form, in' a
paper of this kind, the history of the G.T.R'
Co. fromi its inception inî 1852 up to the prCS'
ent time. If reference be miade to lines iii
existence prior to tbe building of the G.T.,1
but now incorporated in that Go. 's systen, %we
must go back to 1832, when the Champlain &
St. Lawrence Ry. Co. received its charte,
bearing the royal assent of Williamn IV.

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ficable in the direction of New York, & the
result was the construction of the railway
under the name, Champlain & St. Law-
rence, from Laprairie to St. Johns, Que. The
line'.was opened for traffic in 1836, being laid

with wooden rails & worked by horse-power
durng the first year of its existence. But
,ne winter's experience satisfied the promo-
ters that these two features of the undertaking
Would have to be improved upon by the sub-
Stitution of sonething more substantial, & in
the following year the wooden flanges, as the
rails were termed in the act of incorporation,
Were replaced by iron, & the horse supplanted
by the more enduring steam-motor.

The line was shortly atterwards extended
from1 St. John's to Rouse's Point, N.Y., & in
connection with this it may not be out of place
tO mantion that in an early edition of the Bio-
graphical Directory of Railway Officials-a
semi-official publication- appears a sketch of
the late Jay Gould's career in which it is stated
that his first experience in railway work was
as asurveyor in the location of this line. The
Political disturbances during 1837 & 1838, to-
gether with business depression, put a damper,
however, on further Canadian railway con-
struction, & there is no record of any railway
charter being granted or applied for until
1845. In that year the Atlantic & the St.
arence Ry. Co. obtained incorporation for

the purpose of building a line from Portland,
Me., running west through that state, New
. ampshire & Vermont, to a connection at the
international boundary with the St. Lawrence
& Atlantic Ry., also organized the same year.

The Great Western Ry. Co. was also incor-
POrated in that year under the name of the
'lamilton & Sandwich Ry., for the purpose of
securing connjection between Hamilton &
betroit. In the following year, 1846, the
. ontreal & Lachine Ry. Co. was organized &
Incorporated, & the next year saw its line
between the two points mentioned an accom-
Plished fact. It also established a ferry serv-
'ce between Lachine & Caughnawaga in
Quebec, & at the latter place connected with
a Short railway chartered as the Lake St.
Louis & Province Line Ry., running from
Caughnawaga, opposite Lachine, south-east-
erly to the International Boundary Line.
Another important line known as the Toronto,
Sincoe & Lake Huron secured incorporation
as a company in 1849 & commenced the con-
struction of a railway from Toronto northward
to Collingwood. Its name was subsequently
changed to Ontario, Simcoe and Huron, &
again to that of the Northern Ry., being like
al the other companies just mentioned, finally
'Yerged in the G.T. System.

On Aug. io, î85o, the Quebec & Richmond
4. Co. was incorporated with power to con-

struct a line from Richmond to Point Levis via
Chaudiere Junction, & twelve months after
the Toronto & Guelph Ry. Co. was granted
aluthority to build between these points. On

e 1t. r following the St. Lawrence & Atlantic
Co.'s line was opened from Longueuil to Rich-
n'Iond, & the Champlain & St. Lawrence Co.
carried its road from LaPrairie to St. Lambert
'in the early months of 1852. Charters were
als 0 obtained in 1852 for the construction of arailway from Chaudiere Junction to Trois
Pistoles by the G.T.R. Co. of Canada East;
One from Montreal to Toronto, & this was
really the parent sten, by the G.T.R.; & a
third from Toronto to Hamilton by the Toronto
& Hamilton Ry. Co. In the meantime the
Principal lines under construction, viz., The
Great Western, The Northern & the St. Law-
rence & Atlantic were struggling under finan-
Cial difficulties owing to the want of capital.
Canada was then very young & but thinly
POpulated. Owing to improvement in the in-land
a-n navigation the cost of transportation had
een materially lessened, but the closing of

navigation during the winter months made it
ecessary on the part of the Government of
e day to find a remedy, & it was deemed an

important measure of public policy to secure
access to the sea-board at all periods of the
year.

It was believed that there would be suffici-
ent Canadian traffic to maintain a line of rail-
way connecting the principal cities & towns
of the old Province of Canada, now Ontario
& Quebec. Their policy being quite in accord
with public opinion, the Government deter-
mined on aiding the railway companies, & an
Act (12 Victoria, cap. 29, 1849) was passed
affording Government assistance in the shape
of loans to railways of not less thlan 75 miles
in length. The conditions of this Act were
found to be in some respects unworkable, &
too onerous, & further legislation of a more
liberal character was passed in 1851 (14 Vic-
toria, cap. 73). This Act was entitled "An
Act to make provision for the construction of
a main trunk line of railway throughout the
whole length of this Province." In the first
section of the Act it is declared that " Where-
as it is of the highest importance to the pro-
gress & welfare of this Province that a main
trunk line of railway should be made through-
out the length thereof, & from the eastern
frontier thereof, through the provinces of New
Brunswick & Nova Scotia to the city & fort
of Halifax : It is, therefore, expedient that
every effort should be made to secure the
construction of such railway," etc. Briefly,
the Act provided for three eventualities. ist,
The construction of an intercolonial road fron
Halifax to Quebec, in conjunction with the
provinces of New Brunswick and Nova Scotia,
on a loan under Imperial guarantee, or from
funds advanced by the British Government.
2nd, That if the Imperial guarantee was ob-
tained, the road should be continued as part
of the main trunk line to Hanilton or some
other point on the Great Western ; but failing
the Imperial guarantee the road was to be
constructed jointly by the Province of Canada
(now Ontario & Quebec) & the Municipal
Corporations, which should subscribe for half
the cost-the whole to be completed & man-
aged as a provincial public work. 3rd, If
neither of these projects proved practicable,
the work might be undertaken by chartered
companies, which would be entitled to the
provincial aid in a guarantee extended from
the interest to the principal on loans amount-
ing to one-half of the cost of the railway.

SHIPPING MATTERS.

The Teslin Lake Route.

The report of the Chief Engineer of the
Public Works Department, L. Coste, was re-
cently submitted to Parliament. The first
report was dated July 10, 1898, & in it lie says
he lias learned that the Stikine is navigable
for powerful boats from its mouth to Glenora,
about 140 miles. The river is tolerably free
from snags, but at sharp bends there are
heavy currents. Lake Teslin is navigable for
vessels of light draught, not more than 3Yz
ft. Teslin River can be. navigated by snall
river steamers. Lewes River is navigable to
its confluence with the Yukon, but great difli-
culty is experienced in running the Five Finger
rapids. The Yukon, while shallow, is navig-
able for small river boats. On Apl. 25, he re-
ports, after having examined the mouth of the
Stikine, "I believe the Stikine route will be
the cheapest & best inlet into the Yukon terri-
tory for all provisions & mining supplies re-
quired in that country during the summer
season." He suggests building a wharf at
Wrangel, although it is in U. S. territory.

On December 7, he reports very fully on
the Skagway route, saying : "The Skagway
route is bound to remain for years yet the
favorite route into the Yukon country, & inas-
much as it is almost entirely in Canadian
territory, I feel justified in recommending

these improvements to the earnest attention
of the Minister." Following are the improve-
ments recommended :

On December 9, he reports on the inlets on

the Pacific coast, & the Stikine River. Of
this he says: " After a most careful examina-
tion of the Stikine River I concluded that it
was not necessary to make a thorough survey
of that river, owing to the ever-changing
course of the navigable channel & the fact
that I realized that a survey would cost at
least $25,000. On the whole, while the Stikine
River is navigable for three months in the
year by powerful steamers of light draught, it
is evidest that if the proposed railway between
Glenora & Teslin Lake had been built, the
Stikne River would only have served tem-
porarily as the first link in this route, & that
it would have been necessary to extend the
railway in a southerly direction to a point on
the Pacific in Canadian territory."

List of Lights & Fog Signais.

The Department of Marine has issued a
list of lights & fog signais on the coasts, riv-
ers & lakes of the Dominion, corrected to
Apr. r, 1899. The lights in the Bay of Fundy
& on the southern & eastern coasts of Nova
Scotia, those required for the winter passage
of either steamers or ice boats to Prince Ed-
ward Island, & ail the lights in British Colum-
bia, are exhibited ail the year round. Ail
other lights under the control of the depart-
ment are maintained in operation whenever
the navigation in the vicinity is open. Lights
used solely as harbor lights are not exhibited
when the harbor is closed, although the gen-
eral navigation may remain open. Fishing
lights are maintained only during the fishing
season. In any case where there is reason-
able doubt whether the light is required it is
kept in operation. Ail the lightships in the
River St. Lawrence below Quebec leave Que-
bec each spring for their stations as early as
ice will permit. The Red Island & White Is-
land lightships leave their stations for winter
quarters on Nov. i5 annually. Ail the gas
buoys in the River St. Lawrence are set out
as soon as possible after May i i each spring,
& taken up as soon as convenient after Nov.
10 each autumn, when they are replaced by
wooden can buoys. Ail buoys in the River
St. Lawrence below Quebec are renoved after
Nov. 14, excepting those replacing the gas
buoys at each end of the Beaujeu Bank & at
the Channel Patch, one at the west end of
Middle Batik, & one at St. Roch, East Point,
in the Traverse, which are left when possible
until the last ocean vessel has passed out.

The following points are emphasized: The
intrinsic power of a light should always be
considered when expecting to make it in thick
weather. A weak light is easily obscured by
haze, & no dependence can be placed on its
being seen. Coloured lights are also inferior
in power to bright or white liglhts, & are more
quickly lost under unfavorable circumstances.
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ln some conditions of the atiniosphere, white
iights may have a reddish hue. The mariner
should not trust solely to color where thiere
are sectors, but verify the position by taking
a bearing of the light. On eitlîer side of tlhe
line of demarcation, between white & red, &
also between white & green, there is always
a sinaîl arc of rîncertain color.

llaving ini view the varying distances at
wvhich a fog signal cati be heard at sea, & the
frequent occurrence of fog near to, but not
observable from, a fog signal station, marin-
ers are cautioned that, whilst they are entitled
to assume that every endeavor will he nmade
to start fog-signals as soon as possible after
signs of fog have been observed, they shouild
not, when approaching the land in a fog, rely
implicitly upon these fog-signals, but should
always use the lead, which, in rîearly aIl cases,
will give sufficient warning. Mariners are
strongly cautioned that they must not judge
their distance f rom a fog-signal by the power
of the sound. Under certain conditions of
the atmosphere the sound may be lost at a
verv short distance from the station, & these
conditions may vary at the sainîe station with-
in very short intervals of tinie. The expres-
sion 1'foggy weather " means that the state
of the atmnosphere.is such as to niake objects
indistinct.

R. G. Reid states that 2 of the steamships
coîîstructed for the Newfoundland service will
be conîpleted this year, the remaining 5 to
follow next year.

The Plant Steamnshlp Line.

The passenger traffic between the Maritime
Provinces & the New England States bas as-
sumed sncb proportions that tbe Plant Co.
bas placed on the route its miagnificent 5,000
ton steamsbip La Grande Duchesse. She
made ber first trip on the route in the middle
of june, running from Boston light to Mea-
bers Beach ligbt, near Halifax, in 21 hrs. 45
minutes, tlhe previous best record being the
S.S. Olivette's, 23 hrs. 40 mins. For the bal-
ance of the season she will run direct between
Boston & Halifax, calling aIse at Hawkes-
bury, N.S., &Chîarlottetown, P.E.I.

La Grande Duchesse, wbich was built at
Newport News in 1896, is fitted with every
modemn appliance known to the art of ship-
building, including electric lights, searchlight,
" telephone connection between staterooms
& the pursers office. Her furnishings, from
staterooms en suite, with bath, to the bertbs
in the cabin, are in perfect taste. Her
dining & main saloons are equally attractive,
& ber immense sîze is a guarantee of plenty
of deck room even for ber full quota of pas-
sengers. She is built entirely of steel, & is of
the following dimensions: 404 ft. long over
aIl, 380 ft. between perpendicîîlars, 47 ft. 9
i. beam, 37 ft. 4 i. deep from top of deck
to base line, & is fitted witb 2 steel masts fore-
and-aitt igged. She bas a water bottom ex-
tending from ber stuffing box bulkhead to ber
collision bulkbead, aIse numerous steel decks;
ail the bouses are of steel. The stern &
rudder frames are made of cast steel, & the
rudder stock of fluid compressed steel, the
steering gear consists of a steel apparatus
operated by a telemotor; also heavy Napier
steering gear. The vessel is fitted with a
steam windlass & capstan & boisting engines
for handling cargo, & bas steam elevators in
twvo of the hatches.

On the main deck forward is the dining sa-
loon, with seating capacity for 125. This is
bandsomelv fitted up & decorated in white &
gold. Forward of the dining room is a ne-
ception room, forward of wbich are sleeping
accommodations for passengers. In the after
enîd of the dining saloon is a grand stairway
leading to the social hall above, On the main
deck aft of tbe dining saloon is the pantny, &
aft of this is the large gallery. On this deck
are located cold storage for provisions, offi-
cers' mess roomi, baker & porter shop, tele-
phone excbange room, stewardess' room & a
numben of statereois abreast of the boilers &
engine liatches for oilers, water tenders, etc.
Aft ot the machineny is the main saloon with 2

tiers of staterooms on eacb side ; in the for-
ward end of this saloon is the grand stairway
leading to the social hall above. Immediately
aft of the main saloon are toilets, bathrooms
etc., for ladies and gentlemen. In the for-
ward end of the upper or promenade deck is
a social hall for 2nd class passengers, with a
stairway leading te the dining room. This
social hall bas quite a number of stateroonms
for ist class passengers. On the piIot-house
deck forward is the pilot-house, aft of which
is the captains room & 2 tiers of state roonis
continuing to the smoke stack. Over the
social hall aft is a large steel bouse fitted up
as a ladies' observatory. The 2nd class social
hall & reception room are finished in quarter-
ed oak.

The vessel is equipped with 12 life boats, 6
life rafts & the necessary life preservers, etc.
There is a complete ventilating system con-
nected te evei'y compariment & statenoom in
the vessel ; she is also fitted wvitb a complete
tine alarm system, & is ligbted by electricity,
wbicb is furnislied by 2 genenaters direct

driven, also search ligbt, etc. The machiner%'
consists Of 2 inverted, direct acting service
condensing, quadruple expansion engines,
driving twin screws; wbeels made of manga-
nese bronze. The total horse-power of the
engines is 7,000. Steami is supplied by 8 boil-
ers built for a working pressure Of 250 lbs. of
steami, fitted with t smoke stack. In addition
there are numerous punips for ballast, bilge,
sanitary fire & feed purposes. Unusual pre-
caution bas been used in every part in the con-
struction for the satèîy, & conifort of passen-
gers, having accommodations for 500o1ist class
& 200 2nd class. The vessel bas also been
designed in cempliance with U.S. gevernment
requirements for auxiliary cruisers.

Since the Mascotte was built in 1885, the
Plant line bas steadily extended ils service.
From the system about the Florida ceast, &
between Port Tampa, Cuba & Jamaica, cater-
ing in botels & steam communication te winter
touries & travellers, the line a few years ago
extended ils service eastward & absorbed the
Canada Atlantic Steamsbip Ce., witb ils
ocean str. Halifax, plying between Boston &
Halifax, & also the Old Colonial line between
Boston, Halifax, the Strait of Canso & Char-
lottetown, witb ils stns. Carroll & Worces-
ter, wbich were retired or broken up, the
service being iînproved in summer by the
Olivette or Florida, the latter aIso another
large addition te the ine. This eastern busi-
ness bas develeped very extensively, witb
denîands by suînmer tourists oflen exceeding
accommodations.

Uslng OUIt n Stormy Wealher.

A circular on Ibis subject recently issued by
Lieut. W. J. Wilson, nautical expert in charge
of the Branch Hydrographic office at Chicago,
is attracting a good deal cf attention. It
reads : " Masters of vessels cannot be re-
minded too often cf the use of oil in stermy
weatber. Its importance is well illustrated
by the fact that il is now recognized in stand-
ard books on seamansbip. The international
marine conference at Washington recom-
mended that the several governments require
aIl their seageing vessels to carry a suficient
quantity of animal or vegetable oul for the
purpose of calming the sea in reugh weatlier,
together with suitable means of applying it.
Thick & heavy oils are the best. MineraI
euls are not se effective as animal or vegetable
oils. Raw pet roleum bas given favorable e-
sults, but net se good wben il is refined. Cer-
tain oils, like cecoanut cil & some kinds of fish
oil, cengeal in celd weatber, & are therefore
useless, but miay be mixed with minenal cils
te advantage.

" As a general rule, probably the best way
te use cil is by filling the wash bowls fer-
wand witb oakum & oul, letting the cil drip
eut slowly tbrougb the waste pipes. Anethen
simple & easy way te distribute oil is by means
of canvas bags about i ft. long, filîed wvith
oakum & oul, pierced witb boles by means of
a coarse sail needle & held by a lanyard.
Running befere a gale, use oil fnom bags at
the cathead or frem forwand waste pipes ; if
yawning badly & threatening te bnoach to, use
cil forwand & abaft the beam on botb sides.
'Lying te, distribute oil frem the weather. bow.
With a bigb beami sea, use oil bags at'regulan
intervals along the weatber side. In a beavy
cross sea, bave bags along botb sides. Steamn-
ing into a beavy sea, use oil tbneugh ferwand
waste pipes. There are many other cases
wbere oil may be used te advantage, sucb as
lowering & hcisting boats, riding te a sea an-
chon, crossing rollens or surf on a bar & from
lifeboats & stranded vessels."

Lieut. Wilson further says: " If captains
could be made tç understand the many ad-
vantages offered h the propen use cf oul in
reugli weatben & in case cf accidents, there
wo'uld not be a boat leave port without a sîîp-
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ply of ail & the necessary equipnîent. The
application of the fluid ta qtuiet the waves is
no langer an experrnent. It is a positive suc-
cess. Within a few years aIl captains will, 1
think, tise ail as a safeguard. The cast is
comparatively small, & there is no reason why
it shatîld nat came ia general tise on the
lakes. 1 could recaîl a dozen cases where
the timelv use of ait saved boats & their
crews. Trhe effect of ail dripped fron- a boat
in a raugh sea is uiat generally understoad by
landsmen. Some people seem ta think that
huge niauntains of ivater should be instantly
calmed by the application of ail. 0f course,
t hat is flot expected. The ail quiets the waves
ta a certain extent & prevents them fram
breaking over the craft. When ail is used
the waves, instead of crashing over the deck,
& in extreme cases tearing away the cabin,
demolishing the hatches & flaading the boiter-
room, came in long swells & are thus render-
ed less harimful."

Shlpbullding In Nova Scotia.

P. T. McGrath, in writing from St. John's,
Nfid., abouît the propased operations of the
Dominion Steel & Iran Co., says :-" The
plans af the syndicate comprehend nothing
less vast & ambitionîs than the creation of a
second Clyde bàtik or Belfast at the Sydney
inlet, in Cape Breton, for the construction of
iran steamers for commercial & maybe for
ivarlike purpases. The erection of an im-
mense shipbuilding plant in that region might
be regarded at first sight as a visionary
scheme, but the practical, business-like char-
acter of the nmen identified wiih the movement
warrants the belief that they will make it a
financial success. Thaugh the U.S. possesses
same dockyards alang the Atlantic caast, need
of a commercial shipbuilding plant has been
greatly deplored, & the conditions under
which the Whitney syndicale cao produce the
inaterials for stîch an industry encouîrage them
ini the hope that they can defy campetition
f rom any quarter wbatever.

'«The essentials ta the attainment of this end
are an unlimited supply of iran are suficiently
rich in quality, an abundance of cheap labor,
coal & limestone in close proximity, & tran-
shipping facilities & watercarriage ta camipre-
hiend the varied phases of a large shipyard.
The iran deposits of Newfoundland & the low
rate of wages prevailing here enabled the
flrst 2 conditions ta be nmet here ; the coal &
limestone abound in Cape Breton, & North
Sydney forms ane of the finest harbors in the
îvorld, with foreshore conditions niost advan-
tageaus for the purpose had in view by these
enterprising capitalists.-

North Sydrney has offerecl a free site for the
erection of the plant & exemption from city
taxes, etc.; ini fact, there is spirited hidding
among aIl the Cape Breton tawns flor the
establishnîent of such a prosperity-promoter
amang thenm. It is estimated that the variotîs
tîndertakings ini cannection with stîch an enter-
prise-steamer crews, 'longshoremen, labor-

ers, smelters, coal miners & shipbuilders
eventually-will cati for the empicyment of
quite an army of men, sanie thousands at
least, & it is not difficult ta imagine the bene-
fit which wiIl react upan the Dominion & on
the various other industries associated with it,
directly or otherwi se. -Globe.

Canadian Shipping Statlstlcs.

The repart on shipping just issued by the
Dominion Department af Marine shows that
the number of vessets remaining an the regis-
ter books of the Dominion an Dec. 31, 1898,
including aid & new vessels, sailing vessels,
steamers & barges, was 6,643, measuring
693,782 tans register tonnage, a decrease of
41 vessels & Of 37,972 tons register from 1897.
The number of steamers on the registry books
on the same date was ,909, with a grass
tonnage of 267,237 tans. Assuming the
average value ta be $30 a ton, the value of
the registered tonnage of Canada, on Dec.
31 last, was $20,813,46o.

Great Lakes Insurance Policies.

On the 2nd class vessels insurance formerly
expired at noon of Nov. 30, & Judge Swan,
District Court of Detroit, Mich., some lime ago
based a decision on the fact, & called that hour
the close of navigation on the Great Lakes.
Since that time it has held as a precedent in law
suits. But since that decision the insurance
syndicate have made a concession to the 2nd
class boats by calling Dec. i, or the midnight
of Nov. 30, the hour of ending their policies.
If these vessels happen to be out at that time
they are given an insurance extension, but the
rate is much greater than charged the Aî
boats. With the ist class vessels the insur-
ance expires, if they are in port, on the mid-
night of Dec. iî. If the vessel happens to be
on the lake with a cargo contract, departure
having been made prior to the expiration of
the insurance, her insurance policy is extended

sels are the same. Their keels are 500 ft.
long, their length over all or from knight-
heads to taffrail being about 520 ft., their
beam 6o ft. & their depth 36 ft., with a reg-
istered tonnage of îo,ooo tons. The engines
are of the triple expansion type, 2 sets in
each ship driving twin screws.

Additions to the Allan Line.

The following circular has been issued by
the Allan Line:-

The S.S. Bavarian, 1o,ooo tons, twin screw,
was successfully launched from the yards of
Denny & Co., Dumbarton, on the Clyde, on
May ii. The Bavarian is the largest of 6o6
vessels built by this firm, and is the 12th built
by them for the Allan Line. She is in all re-
spects a duplicate of the S.S. Tunisian, now
under construction by another Clyde ship-
building firm, Alexander Stephens & Son, of
Linthouse, near Glasgow. The Bavarian &
Tunisian were ordered in Oct., 1897, & their
keels were laid down shortly after. Neither
time, skill nor money has been spared to pro-
duce in these two vessels the finest types of
their kind. The specifications for both ves-

has reached a stage of perfection undreamt of
" by those who went down to the sea in ships"
a quarter of a century ago. The brightest
light then was a parafine candle or an oil lamp.

Cast-Welded Joints.

F. L. 'Wanklyîî, Manager & Chief Engineer
Montreal St. lRv. Co., lias, in response 10 an
enquiry, given us the following information
respect ing Ihese joints :-" Last auîîîmni ,o0o
joints of Ibis kirîd were made by us in differ-
cnt parts of otîr tracks, sorte tr paved areas
& some wlîere the roadbed is siînply mnac-
adanu, the percentage of failures, dite 10 ex-
pansion & contraction, being very small-less
than ý 2 of t & Ihese ot.curred entirely in
that portion of tlhe track running in macadam-
ized strèets. We consider the expeimetît so
satisfactory that w~e are iiow puîîîmîg 5,000
joints in. 'F'lic effeet of Iliese joints on îracks
which have been ini service for sotue years is
most gralifying, as il entirely overcomes tlhe
low-joint trouble, wvFich gives sii mîmh botlier
in street-railway systemis, & 1 have no douibt
that the introducetioni of casl-welded. joints, if
properly made, will inîaerialiy increase the
life o.f the rails. Electmicaluy as wvell as tie-

chanically we find the joints aIl that could be
desired, the resistance being no greater than
that of the solid rail ; so that by using il it is
possible to dispense with the usual copper
bond. We have at present one furnace at
%vork, with which we make 75 joints per nighit
on an av'erage. On construction work, where
tliere is no interference from traffic, the num-
ber 0f joints fromn one furnace per day should
be at least ioo.

T'he Montreal Star thus describes the work
Fornmcrly plates were used aI the ends of

the rails to make the connection. Il is dlaim-
cd, however, that there is a loss of power or
voltage by tItis arrangement. H-ence the Co.,1
to save the pow~er thus lost, is making a solid
joint or weld by placing a mould around the
cutIs of the rails, & pouring in molten nietal.
Tbis can onlv be done vhere the streets are
paved. A huige portable furnace is brought
near the place whiere the joints are to be
nmade. A %vire is throvni over the ordinary
street car wvire, & power is thus obtainied to
operale a fan which soon redîîces the cast
irotu thrown into the furnace together wvith
coal to a liquid state. Thîis is mu onot of tlhe
spout into large metal buckets whiclî are car-
ried, everyone by 4 nmen, 10 where the joint is
to be mnade. It takes just about a bucket ot
unetal to fill tlhe nould arounld each joint. The.
intense heat of the molten iron affects the
ends of the rails, & tlie whole niakes a perfect
%veld. An ashestos covering is used over.the
mîould, & through a iole in this covering the
îîîetal is poured into the mould. A fewv minuîtes
aller tlhe iron is poured in the mould is pried
off & thîe red hot mass allowed to cool.'

He ex-
plained it was the desire af the pramaters ta
cable ta the directors meeting in London that
the Counicil was favorabiy inclined ta the
granting of the franchise, and that it wouid
submnit a by-iaw ta the ratepayers authorizing
the granting of the charter. If sncb a resa-
lution was passed he said that the Co. would
feel warranted in undertaking a great deal of
the preliîninary wvork at once, & 50 soon as
the ratepayers consented ta the granting of
the franchise wark wouild be praceeded with
vigorously, & cars would be running as soon
as possible. The Ca. desired a charter far 35
years & exemption from taxation upon its pro-
perty. Mr. Macdonald expiaiined that the
British Electric Traction Co. would be the
parent company af the comipany ta be incor-
porated in B.C., & as an evidence of its
strength he said that it already controlled
about 40 différent tramway lines in Great Brit-

Quebec Electric Railways.

The Hull Electrie Ry. Co. has met its third
defeat since 1896 in its attempt to secure
power to bridge the Ottawa River & extend
its railway from Hull to Ottawa. On May 16
the Railway Committee of Parliament rejected
the Co.'s bill empowering it to build a bridge
from Hull to Kent Street, Ottawa. The bill
was supported by the Ottawa City Corpora-
tion & opposed ly the Ottawa Electric Ry.
Co. & the Beemer interests.

Montreal Island Beit Une Ry.-After a
protracted fight between this Co. & the Mon-
treal St. Ry. Co., the Railway Committee of
the Privy Council has granted the.M. I. B. L.
Co.'s application to cross the Montreal St.
Ry. Co.'s tracks on St. Catherine & Notre
Dame Sts. in order to build a ine to the
Dominion Cotton Mills. The M. S. R. Co.
wanted the M. I. B. L. Co. restricted to the
carrying of freight on this line, but permission
to carry passengers was also given. The
road, which will be known as the Davidson
St. line, is already under construction.

Montreal Park & Island Ry.-M. Conolley,
contractor, has taken action against H. S.
Holt, Hon. A. A. Thibaudeau, W. Strachan,
D. Morrice, A. Brunet & L. S. Beaubien
directors of this Co. He says that in 1894 he
bought 22 of the Co.'s ist mortgage bonds of
$î,ooo each. The interest warrants upon the
bonds were regularly paid until Jan., 1898,
when default was made, & has continued
since. He alleges the directors informed
him that neither the principal nor the interest
of the bonds would be paid, as the issue of
which they formed part was defective & did
not carry any mortgage upon the property of
the Co., & that the Co. was insolvent & un-
able to meet these unsecured liabilities. The
declaration sets forth that the defendants, to
further their own private interests, have frau-
dulently hypothecated the property of the Co.
with new encumbrances for the express pur-
pose of creating a charge that should have
priority over plaintiffs claim & make his re-
course against the Co. valueless. The Co.
having been authorized to further increase its
bonded obligation, the defendants, in 1887,
issued certain bonds purporting a ist charge.
& declaring them free & clear of previous en-
cumbrance. To carry out the completion of
the road a Co. has been organized called the
Montreal Construction Co., which entered into
a contract for the construction of the railway
& covenanted to receive in part payment
bonds of the railway company for $25,ooo a
mile. The directors of the Montreal Construc.
tion Co. were directors of the M. P. & I. Ry.
Co., the President of the M.,P.& I.R.Co. was
President of the Montreal Construction Co.,
the Secretary was also Secretary of the other
company, & the defendants were the chief

proprietors & shareholders of the Construction
Co. The issue of bonds at the rate of $25,-
ooo a mile is alleged to have been excessive,
& calculated to render the railway company
unable to neet any other liability, &, in fact,
rendered it virtually insolvent.

The Co. has voluntarily increased the pay
of motormen & conductors, who have been in
its service for two years & over, to 15c. an
hour. Those who have been 5 years & over
will get free uniforms. The Co. has also de-
cided to insure all its operating department &
workshop employes in an accident insurance
company for $i,ooo each, in case of death
from accidents either on or off duty ; $5oo for
total disablement, & $5 weekly indemnity for
disablement through injuries or specified dis-
eases. Hitherto employes have had to pay
their own insurance.

The Co. has decided to double-track the
Verdun extension out to Queen's Park, to
vestibule all cars front & rear, & to build 3 car
sheds with a combined capacity of 224 cars.

Superintendent Mc Donald, who recently re-
turned from visiting a number of U.S. cities,
said he had been investigating the fender
question particularly, & would prepare a re-
port on it. His opinion is that a combination
fender, which will unite the best points of
several of those now in use, will eventually be
adopted. In a recent conference with the
City Surveyor of Montreal, Manager Wank-
lyn said the Co. would subject to a thorough
trial all the fenders submitted to it, & would
adopt for all its cars the one proved by the
tests to be the best for the public protection.
The present fender was adopted after thor-
ough trial & mature consideration, because
the management considered it the best avail-
able. Mr. Wanklyn considers it has done its
work well, for it has saved many lives. Most
of the accidents which have occurred could
not have been prevented by any possible kind
of fender.

The action of the Railway Committee of the
Privy Council in giving the Montreal Island
Belt Line Ry. Co. access into the city for pas-
sengers, as well as freight, has dispelled the
idea that the Montreal St. Ry. Co. has a
monopoly, & has somewhat depressed the
stock lately. The $ioo shares were up to
$335 early in May, but went down to $312,
since which they have been climbing up
again. It is said the Co. is trying to absorb
the Montreal Park & Island Ry. Co., which
has exclusive franchises from a number of
suburbs. It reaches Montreal by 4 different
points, & enters by a friendly arrangement
over the M. S. Ry. Co.'s rails. But it is in a
bad condition financially, & it is obvious that
a-change in the management might rupture
this friendly arrangement. It is understood
that it has been offered $8oo,ooo for all
its property & franchises, but it is said to be
holding out for a round million. Such a pur-
chase would dispose of a good slice of the
new stock of the M. S. R. Co., which at the
last sesssion of the Legislature was given per-
mission to increase its capital from $5,000,000
to $îo,ooo,ooo for the purposes of extensions
but has not yet found an opening for the extra
capital.

Capt. Burrowe, who
wvon considerable reputation as a Rough Rider
in the recent war, is General Manager of the
system, having been placed in charge shortly
after the purchase by the syndicates. He bas
been introducing American nîethods as t'ar as
possible, but it bas been decided to wait unil
faîl, after the rainy season, bef'ore beginning
the work of equpping the road for electricity.
The roads, even under the old methods, have
been paying good dividends, & Capt. Burrowe
believes that, with the adoption of electricitv,
the Havana street railways will be among the
best paying invest ments in Cuba.-Street Rail-
way Review.

A recent report that W. Mackenzie & other
Torontonians had secured the street railwav
franchise in Havana, & that the New York
syndicate, in which Montreal capitalists are
interested, had lost it on the production of
proof of bribery, is denied by Hanson Bros.,
representatives of the syndicate wbich holds
the franchise, who says the report is abso-
Iutely untrue. They operate the street rail-
way at the present lime, & they give an cmi-
phatic denial to the statement of briberv. No
suchi action as that described could be taken
before such a charge was investigated lw the
courts, & at present there are no courts sitting.

TELEGRAPlIS & CABLES.

The Yukon Telegraph Une.

On May 22 Sir Adolphe Caron, J.H.Tîîrner,
ex-premier of British Columbia, directors ; W.
V. Laugh, M. P., & Aldermnan Barker, trustees
of the debenture stock of the Canadian, Brit-
ish Columbian & Dawson City Telegraph Co.
had a long interview ini London, Eng., with
Lord Strathcona & Mount Royal, High Coni-
missioner for Canada, in respect to the breach
of the charter by the Dominion Governmnent.
It is understood that Lord Strathcona was
strongly impressed b>' the representations
made by the deputation, especially in regard
to the importance of the governiment keeping
faith with investing capitalists under char-
tered rights. He prnmised the deputation to
forward a full statemient of the Co. 's dlaim to
Ottawa.

A petition addressed to the Governor-Gen-
eral-in-Council states that an act was passed
b>' the Dominion Parliament in 1898 incorpor-
ating the Co., & sets forth as follows : '"On
Dec. 9, 1898, an English joint stock comrpany,
entitled the Canadian, British Columbian &
Dawson City Telegrapli Co., Ltd., was or-
ganized at great expense to carry out the oh-
jects of the above mentioned charter & sub-
scriptions for debentures were opened to the
English public. On Dec. 16, 1898, the Co.
proceeded to allotment, baving arranged with
the contractor to construct the line of tele-
graph as detailed in the prospectus, and as
provided in the construction contract. Att
the foregoing arrangements & contracts have
been seriously prejudiced, & it is apprebended

wilt be rendered nuit & void by the announce-
ment that the Canadian government bas de-
cided to construct a telegraph line to connect
the Yukon territory witb British Columbia, &
that the franchise for a telegraph line to Daw-
son is too v'aluable a one, & too important
troîn the standipoint of national safety to be
allowed to go into any but government hands.
The route selected by the governmeîît is said
to be practically the same as that provided by
the aforesaid act. Vour l)etitioners therefore
vray that government work on the telegraph
line bc stopl)«cd forthwith & abandoned, & any
authority permitting construction witbdrawn.
In the alternative, it is submitted that ade-
quate & proper compensation to botb com-
panies, viz.: The Canadian, British Columbian
& Dawson City Telegraph Co. & The Daw-
son City & Victoria Telegraph Co. sbould be
awarded."-

This is just what we predicted would hap-
tien wben the Government decided to build
the line.

About the middle of May', J. B. Charleson,
who is in charge of construction of the Do-
minion Government telegraph hune from Ben-
nett Lake to Dawson City, sent a message
from Skagway to Vancouver by steamer to
be wired ta the Minister of Public W orks at
Ottawa, stating that the line had been built
from Bennett City to Tagish, S2 miles, making
with the White Pass & Yukon Ry. Co. 's line
from Skagway to Bennett, a total distance of
97 miles from the coast. Mr. Charleson
stated he expected the line woulrl be com-
pteted to Dawson City by the end of Nov.

nay as it may desire. There was consider-
able objection to giving a blanket charter, &
the bill w~as greatly anîended. Authority was
given to connect with or selI out to the Spo-
kane Northern Telegraph Co.

Construction bas been started on the Do-
minion Governinent telegraph line from At-
berni 10 Cape Beale, B.C., 38 mites. It is to
foltow the coast line as closely as possible, a
trait being eut the entire distance, & the no. 6
standard Government gauge wire being
stretched on potes att the distance, except
w~here it skirts Nikasmus Bay, where it will
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run on iron brackets fixed in the solid rock.
The new Uine will make, with the existing
Government wire to Aiberni, an alternate loop
line, to relieve the pressure on the Carmanah
wire, & ensure a connection from the danger
points on the West Cc ast when they are most
in demand. It is expected ta have the work
completed by midstimmer.

The Bell Telephone Company.

Tbis Co's. new exchange building in Que-*
bec, which fro nts on 3 streets, is 3 stories
high, including basement. The whole of the
exterior is of granite. The foundation wall
up to the base course is of a dark grey, pick-
faced granite; the ground floor is a dark
grey rock-faced rustic granite ; the rest of the
building above the string course at the ist
floor level being of rose-tinted, pick-faced
coursed granite. The whole of the interior is
carried out on a slow burning principle ; the
joists being carried by steel columns & girders.

The main entrance, wbich is on St. John St.,
gives the publie access ta the Stores Depart-
ment, the Long Distance & Toîl Line Depart-
ment, the General Office & the Manager's
office. At the rear of the building on this
floor is placed the rooin which contains the
main distributing frame & power plant. The
whole of the ist or top floor is taken Up by
the operating roam, the opergtor's retiring &
cloak roams, etc. In the basement are, room
for stores department, furnace room & coal
cellars, lineman's & inspectors' rooms & their
store room. The building is heated by bot
water; the plumbing is of a high quality & a
special system of iliterior ventilation is applied
which keeps the whole building supplied with
fresh air. It is lighted with combination gas
& electric light fixtures.

The telephone wires enter the building un-
derground by means of Iead-covered cables;
each cable containing 150 pairs of wires.
These cibles are equipped with rubber caver-
ed wire ends, which are connected ta the
main distributing rack. On each rack are

placed the strong current protectors, consist-
ing of carbon air gap irrester & a heat coil
for sneak currents. In the saine room are the
storage batteries used in connection with the
switchboard, & the dynamos for charging
thein. The charging machines are belted ta
several small induction motors. The wires
from the main distributing frame & the lower
plant are carried up through the ceiling into
the operating room at a point sitîîated under
the switchboard, thence they are distributed
to the proper points on the switchboard, which
is of a type known as the branch terminal
self-restoring drap switchboard, the same as
in use in Montreal, Toronto & very many
large cities in the United States & elsewhere.
