When bones are burned the most
valuable part of them is lost; thlq is
the nitrogen contained in the gelatine
of them, The ash left has, however,
all the phosphoric noid of the bones,
and thissis valuable as far as it goes.
Theo best way to make a bone fertilizer
is to put tho bonesin a pit with quick-
lime and unleached wood ashes with
them in alternate layers, then to wet
the whole with enough water to slake
the lime ; the bones are thus sq(tened
go that they may be orushed with the
back of a shovel, and with the ashes
will make a valuable fertilizer for all
orops.: It is mnot desirable, in
fact, it is dangerous, for any person
not experienced to uso acid for redue-
ing bones. The acid is n most danger-
ous thing to meddle with, Better
take the above way.

————

of the hone, and is not cxmse{i by
worm in the tail, ag is Jsomelimes
thought by those not well taught
about these things. It ie due to
imperfect feeding, for which bran is &
good remedy, ay the common food
may be doficient in bone-making
material, Sometimes liming the land
has wholly removed the trouble from
a farm, ag this enriches the grass and
other crops in this necesgary bone-
making material, There is no good
done by cutting the tail, except,
perhaps, to ev.te nubrition in the
part and strengthen it somewhat.
The beet remedy is to apply some
active liniment to do this, rather than
make & wound that may not heal
readily, and to give plenty of bran to
the animals,

It will be a useful thing when the
hay is stacked to figure out how much
more it costs ip this way than to store
it in & safe barn or shed, Taking 600
oubic feet of good meadow grass hay
a8 A ton, a shed 20 feet square and 15
feet high will hold ten tons. This is
about the weight of the new hay from
the field, which will settle down one-
fifth, It is a simple matter to build a
shed of this size, or & row of them, or
a long one to hold the hay aafely from
the weather, at a coat of not more
than $2 for every ton space. A mere
barracks, with open sides, and & roof
supported on the four posts, will cost
not over $1 a ton. This will soon be
repaid in the saving of hn{ otherwise
spoiled by the exposure to the weather.

Wein this country do not begin to
realize the full scope for economy in
matters of the farm. In the manure,
for instance, we not only expose it to
the wasteful el ts, to the ing
ot the rain and the drying heat of the
sun, and in a ghort time thus loose
half or more of its value, but we omit
all those economical means of adding
to its bulk and value by the use of
other waste matters easily saved, but
which now go to make the atmosphere
impure and imperil health,

The art and practice of making
composts are far too much neglected
by Canadisn farmers, who spend
money for fertilizers instead of avail-
ing themselves of the ready means of
supplying themselves with a much
cheaper substitute in the form of
weeds and other waste materials that
might be gathered and made useful
with a little well-spent labor only.

There is much misinformation in
regard to the behavior of plaster
(stlphate of lime) in the soil when
used as fertilizer, It is supposed that
it exeroises s destructive effect on the
ammonia existing in manure or in the
soil in decomposing organic matter;
that the ammonia evolved from its

pounds—-ochiefly with i
acid, as carbonate of ammonia—is
lost when it comes in contact with the
plaster, and that if plaster is mixed
with poultry manure, for insiance, the
chief value of the manure is lost, It
is supposed, tco, that it gathers
ammonia from the air and fixes it as

Iphate of ia, changing itself
to mere carbonato of lime,  Itis easily
sean that these beliefs are conflioting,
and that both cannot occur. The
trath is, that plaster is a neutral com-
pound of sulpburic acid and lime, and
that it is inerl, and haa neither of
these alleged results in the mixtures
mentioned.

Captain Stagh Oljsholm is Nmbered With
tho ead.

Aftor threo monthe of o lingering
illness, an old and respeoted rosident
of Meaford in tho pergon of Captain

Hugh Chiskolm passed nway r y
Hisg partacr oand helpmate 1n
life preceded him to the tomb
little more than one month ago.
and the double bereavement faliing
upon tihe two sons and one daugh-
ter in so short a space of time has
deeply moved tho hearts of the com-
munity. To be bereft of father and
mothor within tho poriod of five
woeks is a trying afltiction whioh only
those who pass through it are enabled
to understand. But while the bereaved
onea mourn the loss of those who in
lifv were the nearcst and doearcst to
them, thoy have the congolation of
knowing that they can rige with their
burden of zrief and call their parents
Llegsed : for while Mr. and Mra.
Chisliolm have gone to their roward
they have left to their cluldren a her-
1tage of virtue, honesty and upright-
ness of oharacter seldom excelled in
the history of any family. i

Captain Chisholm was born in To-
ronto township, on the centre road,
four miles from Brampton, in the
year 1824, nnd was consequently 72
pears of age at the timo of his death.
He was a brother of K. Ohisholn,
Esq., ox-M.P., Brampton, now Regis-
trar of Peel Courty. OCaptain Chis
holm came to Meaford in 1867, and
for almost a quarter of a contury
carried on an extensive mercantile,
grain and forwarding business. For
over ten years he was lesseo of the
Meaford wharf and storehouse, in
connection with which he d&id a lake
trado.

The decensed was one of the pioneer
ship builders and navigators of Cana-
da, having served his apprenticeship
with Rodney Caulkins, a leading
ship-bwlder of Cleveland, Ohio.
Leaving Cloveland he built at Port
Credit the first contrevoard vessel con.
structed on the North Shore of Lake
Ontario, called tho Credit Ohief.

Captain Chisholm was part owner
and master of the steamship Her
Majesty, which for two years ran
regular trips between Toronto and
Halifax, N.S. She was tho firs:
steamship to make regular trips be-
tween Ontario and Nova Scotia ports
and was the pioneer in the inter-pro-
vincial trade. The last steamer the
deceased built was the Favorite for the
Meaford T'ransporation Co., now called
the Qity of Parry Sound of the N.S.
', Co., and plymg between Colling.
wood and North Shore ports,

In polities Mr, Chisholm was a pro-
wounced Conservative and alwaystook
an active part in forwarding the inter-
ests of his party. In religion he was
a Roman Catholic, faithfully observ.
ing the practices and teachings of the
Church and had & warm regard for
Scotland and her traditions, Of a
quiet, unagsuming digposition, he na-
turally lead a retired life.  As a citizon
and a man Mr. Chisholm wag held in
the highest esteem, and it is safe to
say he had not an enemy living. Like
other men eungaged in mercantile
pursuitg, he had hia ups and downs in
the world, but with that indomitable
push and energy ao characteristic of
his nature he managed to pull through
it all and to haud down to hig children
a noble example of a father’s industry,
honesty and self reliance. The name
of Captain Hugh Olmsholm, associated
a8 it 18 with the early mercantile and
marine advancement of Meaford, will
not soon be forgotten by the people of
that town, who realize the loss his
family and the community have sus-
tained by his death.

The deceased leaves to mourn the
loss of a kind and effeotionate father,
two sons—A. J. end Noblo—and one
