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CARMEL AND LORETTO.

His Grace Archvishop Walsh, ever solicitous for the spivitual
welfare of his tiock, is nolly currying on the work commenced by
his illustrious predecessor in providing, through the medium of
the Carmelite Hospice and Loretto Convent, every facility for
devotion and prayer at that most sublimme and grand work of
nature, Niagara Falls.  Of the establishmenc there of these in-
stitutions the late Archbishop Lynch wrote :

On being appointed by the Holy See Bishop of Torontc. it was
our first care to secure on the Canada side of Niagara Falls a
large tract of land on which to erect religious establishments,
where God would be worshipped with perfect homage of sacrifice
and praise, and where the Church would be fittingly represented.

It was at the commencement of the American civil war. Our
heart was moved with sorrow at the loss of many lives and the
prospect of so many souls going before God in judgment, some,
it is to be feared, but ill prepared.

SANCTITY OF THI ROMAN CHURCH.
By Hev, J. Spencer Nertheote, DD, in  Fourjold Difficulties of
Anglicanmsm,*’
V1.

Havise said thus wech on the subject of Uiy, we neat come to
the consideration of Sancuity, us the secomd test ot the true Chureh,
and this I feel to be a harder tash, buth because it 18 & powt ou which
comparisolt 15 ote v idions, and because the test sself, from isyvery
nature, 15 wore diflicule of appacation . and yeb 1 cannot cousent to
puss st by unnotieed, becnnse i testinony butne i favour of the
Chureh Cathulie, by the hives of her saints, appears to me at unee the
most witttuug and the west cutnancing that can be adduced . and 1t1s,
moreover, to tus note of His Chutch e especindly, that vur Lurd
Himself seems o dircet owr attention .- =+ By thar fraits se shall
know them.”

In clatming tus note of sancuty, however, as the exclusive pos
seszion of the Roman Chuich, 1 do not, of course, menn that there 1s
nothing wlich nught be called by that pame w be feund i the Chareh
of England . sumctity, anbihe unity, adunts of degrees, and 1 should
suppose that there 1s no budy of Chirstians among whom does not
exsst sutething wisiels, at least, sceins anin to 1t But what 1 do mean
is thus, that theie 1s i the Roman Chureh o living energy, bursung
forth from tune to tune 1 words of power and wouderfal teeds | wan-
ifesting itself 1ow au tns wan, now m that, by the hervie eacrese of
supernaturai virtues , now darting tpwaids to the very throne ot Gud,
now spending 1tsetfl 1 sume cuterprise fur the good ot wan , ety -
wg atsell mall vanieties of vatward form, as ages roll alung wnd eres
cumstances change, but always essentially the same, always tvng,
plastie, and cieative. aud this s what we mean when we speai of
sanctity.

Now I appeal to yourseif o yudge, whether a spint such as thus has
ever found a permanent hote w the Chueh of England, or whether
ber very excellencies have not burne altogethier a diflerent charaster, 4
character cold and comnon-piace 1 comparison, aud, +f 1 inay venture
to say 1t. ** of the carih, carthly.  Bui sinee tns must seem to yon
an mvidious sayig, 1 had rathier vorrow the language of one ot your
own brethren. which, 1 the i, expresses what 1 mean,  * Qursis
the Churelr of Walton ana Herbert, nut of Athanasius and Ambrose ;
and traly we have been vorn mtoabeanufal ishenitance.  Our fathers
have bequeathied to us the appreciation of a kindly and a holy spint;
a spirit of affectionate unobtrusive meckness, of considerate friend.
liness, of calm cheerfulness ; and these are in their measure not only
appreciated but reahized amongstus.  3ut not content with thankful-
ness, we luve been bozstiul o this grace of ours; we have spoken of
1 as af 1t were the only 1o of Canstian love, as if no man could
have any othet lme of action than to Le frank and amable, to nirry
and uring up a fanaly, to be sughbourly 10 Ins equals, and active m
relieving want, dc., whereas there ave a whole class of eapressions
in the New Testament, whiclh, though surely they do not condemn the
Lnghsh Charch, yet seem somchiow not to have recaved their natural
development o it, We seem afrund of these.  We are annions judi-
ciously fo point out that m these days, when Chnstity as rich, men
of large possessions are not called on to self aif they have; when 1t1s
established, to lenve fathiers and wives | that when sty s pro-
tected from injury, there 15 no expediency 1 renvumng single ; when
it 1s triwmphant, no teason why we should uot faugh now.  Witiun
our own Church, we are carefut to suothe euthusmsm. and sormewhat
helpless in direcuing at.’

TIng account of the Fughsin Chureh s confirmed by the fact, that,
whenever a spint mure sthan to that of the Roman Samts has for a
moment shot forth within her, it has been gazed at or shrunk from, as
a portent strange and futl of uanger . amd 1t has eiher died out atonce
for want of mlment, or tias buunt s way throngh her enclosures, de-
vastating as 1t went. and has spend itself as lust among the thorns
the wilderness.  Louh at tue story of the manv seeessions from her
bosom ; liow often have they heen ongimated by some ardent nnnd,
full of zeal for God. which, 113t had found w her & mother s sympathy
and a mother's gentte discipline, would have fearnt to temper all that
was extravagant, and to condense enthusistic feenng into devoted
service; bul wineh, nuamg mstead of such sympathy and gudance
pothing but cold rebuke aud utter uncongemality, has harst forth,
breaking all bonds. and su 1ts energies hiave ran to waste, working for
the most part evil rather than good.  Even at the present day, does
1L not grieve one to the heart to see the munense religious power, so
to speak, awake and encrgizang m Uns conntry, and yet accomphshing
notlung, aud worse tuan notinmyg, hike gant strength, without eye-
sight to direct 10?2 Remember the carty siruggles of Wesley ; or, con-
fining your view o the present tune, cunsider how many of the fan-
atical sects daily springing up in this Luad have really been engendered

Ly a sense of spietual misery, and a longing for something more veal
und intense—for sometlnng of inward devoteduess aud outward ser-.
vice, more worthy of the Christian cuilng,  And us is especinlly
traoof the poor, if they are nwakened to any weate sense of the realities
of eternity, whera do they fly for symputhy and succonr? Notto the
Church of Englana ; but almost iuvariably to some rolygious ussovintion
out of her nale, wlero they find more to satisfy themw cravings.,  You.
can hardly deny that the spiritual Jife wlnch exists umong our pusr
hus been kept alive mainly by the exettions of the dissenters, und thut
among them if anywhere h Protestantism, we must seek for o sparit
of zeal and self devotion akin to that of the Catholic suiuts.  Akin to
it, [ say, innsmuch as it is a zeal for God : but yet how different in its
character ! Zeal, m the Catholic Churcli, though cherished with tho
tenderest sympathy, and nursed up to its fullest development, yot in
s cutward workiug 18 sabject to striet rule, und esarciged in « cou-
tinual diseipline, not only of authority and sulf restraint, but also of
Lhunnlivy and obedience , the Churels cianns ag entire submission from
hier most @ifted ws from her menneost cluldren, and how benwtiful &
chasucter of steadiness and refinement is thus wrought into the minds
of the ardent and mfluential you need only read the lives of her smntg
to discover.  You kuow how seldomn the two qualities of really burn-
ing zeal and hvmble obedience are found together in the Church of
Englund; and even when they do extst thus blended, still in some
way or other we cannot but feel that something is still lucking of the
splendour and compieteness of Catholic sanctity. .
The fuct that there is 2 12al difference in spirit between Rome. and
England is one, which, even wlile I was an Enghsh Churchman, 1
felt [ could not deny : and it is trcely adkoowledged by muny who are
still in your Commuuion. indeed, I cannot believe that any unpreju-
diced person, wlho has really studied the religions biography of Eng-
land and Rome respectively, of the last three Lundred years, can have
any doubt upon the subject. It is sometimes, however, objected, that
the Catholic and Anghecan standurde of holiness being confessedly
different, itis not fair to try the holy men of one communion by the
standard of the other ; for that. if, instead of the Catholic, we take the
Anglican rule as our measure, Hooker, Andrewes, and Ken are to be
preferred to St. Charles Borromeo, St. Francis de Sales, or St. Vincent
de Paul. In answer %o this suguestion, I can only express my convic-
tion, that, whichever of the various qualities enumerated in Holy
Writ, consecrated by our Lord's example, or exhibited in primitive
practice, you may select as tokens of sanctity, the Romau Church will
be fuand to possess them both far more abundantly, and in greater
splendour than the English.  Wkhether you look to the contemplative
life of Mury, or the more active service of Martha ;—whether your
type of Christian sauctity be the missionary zeal of the Apostle of the
Gentiles, or the love of Christ which burned in the breast of Peter ;—
the purity of him who leaned on Ins Lord’s bosom, or the penitencs of
her who bathed His feet with tears ;—the ansterity of the Holy-Baptiat.
or the charity of the Son of Consolation ;—be 1t which it may of all
these, you must now seek its trunscript elsewhero than at home. For
which of her missionaries can the Church of Eugland pretend to com-
pare with St. Francis Xavier, or the noble fathers of Paraguay?
Which of them have sealed their testimony with their blood, like the
heroic preachers of the faith, who won the crown of martyrdown during
the tremendous persecution of the 17th century in Japan ? or thoge
thousunds who even during the last few years have passed from fearful
tortures in Cochin Chuna, to join the white-robed army in heaven ?
Whicl: of the very lioliest of hier children can we conceive “ rapt to:a
Serapl,” and brought into mysterions communion with the Passion,
like St. Francis of Assisium ?  Which of her specimens of youthful
prety belongs to at all the sume order of spiritual life with the angelic
purity of 5t. Aloysius or St. Stanislaus ? In gusterity and penitential
discipling, she would not even challenge a comparison ; for that 1s, ds
you know, oue of the points on which she considers the Cz}thol_ic
temper of mind to be morbid aud overstrained, striving ¢ to wind it-
self too lugh, for sinful man beneath the sky ;" and yot the saints of
the first four centuries (to which period she professes to appeal as a
standard), exceeded, if possible, in severity of penance, those of the
medieval Church. L.
1t 1s, I suppose, in practical love to man, that is, in the various
branchies of Christian alins.giviug, that you would be most disposed to
claim equality with the Roman Chuich; bug, on this point, without
pursumng the comparison Letween individuals, or insisling on ‘that
pecuitar character, which, as I think, distinguishes the plnlam.hmp_y
of the Catholic Sant from that of other men, jnst i the same indes.
cribable way that heroism is distingmshed from ordinary valgur,—“n
13 suflicient to take a muore general view, and to look at the numbers,
both of men and women, whom the Catholic Church gresents to us,
not singly, but grouped as it were in masses, cach under the shade ‘of
some holy institute, wholly consecrated by vow, and for life, to works
of mercy. And here a comparison naturally suggests itself, bat\yeey
the Churches of Rome and England, which, I fear, will sound invi-
dirns, but which strikes my own mind so forcibly, that I cannot for-
bear calling your attention to1t; I mean, as to the principles whick
they respecuvely assume as the basis of their calculations: in organ-
izing any extensive plan of beneficeres, the Catholic Church, in such
casos, appeals to self-devotion, the Prolestant to self-interest. To
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explain myself: although it is fair to say, that the sums collected in
England for charitable purposes are spoken of with admiration even
among Catholics, and though very many individuals voluntarily devote
to ¢’ ..able omployments ull the time they can commauvil, yet the
Protestant Church dures not reckon on absorbing, for n permanence,
tho twchole time and energy of any but paid agents,—while the Catholic
Church, on the other haud, rockons on indefinile numbers, eager to
spend and be spent in her service, and ouly waitiug for hier to point
out to them a fitting object for their zeal.

. For instance: youremember the great muvemeunl made u few yeurs
ago, by s)me excellent individuals, in the Nutional Education Soéiety ;
one object-of which was the establishment of schiools for the training
of parochial schoolmusters; you must hnve heard it prophesied, that
the scheme would fail after all, b:cause young men educated on the
geale proposed, would be ubie to obtain much more lucrasive situatious
m other depurtments than they could as schoolmasters, and therefure
1t would not be ** worth their winie ™" to adlhiere to their onginal des-
tination. How tlns difficulty hus been met, I do not know , but s
having been so generally felt 18 an exemplification of what I wmean,
When a parallel movement took place in the Roman Catisolic Cliurcls,
towards the end of the 17th century, tu moet the need thew fell of mure
extended maclinery for Christian education, it issued in the foundiug
of 8 new rehgious urder, the Freres des Ecoles Chreucunes, whizh at
the time of the French Revolution numbered 121 houses, and con-
tinues 1n vigoraus operation to the present day.  Aud thus it has ever
been : besides the great Orders so well known throughout Christendom,
whose services to the cause of hterature and science, and indeed of
mprovement generally, during the middle ages, ate now universally
recognized,—those of St. EFraucis, St. Dominie, St. Augustine, aud
the most ancient and fraitful of then all, the noble order of St. Bea-
edict, there were almost couutless associations, all formed on the same
basis of- self-devotion, called 1nto bemg by the passing esigencies of
the tunes ; some of which. therefure, have passed away, now that their
work 13 done, wlale others sull remam.  You canuot glance ever su
superficially at the lnstory of the wedieval Charch, without finding
t 18t ag.one want arose after another in that age of strugyle aud pry
gregsive cvilization, it was thus met.  Formstance . when that dread-
ful hisease, called St. Anthon+'s fire, first broke out in Europe in the
11th century, a nobleman of Dauphine, whose son had been attacked
by 1t, and, as he beheved. miraculously restored to health, founded the
Order of St. Anthony, for the purpose of tending those who were saf
tering under 1t. The ravages of leprosy, i like manner, called wto
birih the Knights of St. Lazarus; from the persceations endured by
the Christians 1n the East, arose the Military Orders. A nuble pil-
grint, returning one duy from the shuine of St. James in Gallicm, fell
amone bandits, on the height of a desolate mountain in Auvergue ,
he escaped from them unhurt, and in {ulfi w.e it of & vow made iu the
pour vt peril, wsututed an assoctation for the protection of future
pilgiims.

The father shall be divided
agaiust the son and the son agminst the fathor, the mother against
the daughter and the dauglter azainst the wminther; the mother in-
law agaumst the daughter infaw, and the daugliter in-law against her
mother inJaw. St. Luke 12: 51.

Ouce more says the God of love, m words that cound not like words
of love, « 1f any man comie to me and hate not his father and mother,
and wife and children, aud brothers and sisiers, yeu, and his own
lite also, he cannot be my discipie.”™ e who bids us love our enemies,
who gives as an old ¢ mmandment made new by it« fresh force, «“ to
love one another.” does He bid us Aate father and mother ® Yes;
when father or mothier, or husbaud, or children stand between you
and heaven, staud between yeu and the Catliolic Chinreli, then with
loviug heart, hating your own Uf . the happmess of which is wrecked,
act as il you hated them, a lwing hatred, an enmily most tender.
If they stand between you and God they are your fues; treat them
as your foes; and with firmn will, thoagh yo'rr heart bleed aud break,
put them from your path and go straight to the heart of God.

To cut off our 1ight hand, to pluck out our right eye, in other
words to put asile our warmest affections, and cast from us those
whom we love the best, for the sihe of the kingilom of heav.n. for the
sahkeof the trath of God, is a teaching so hard to human nature that
men wi'l scarcely believe it to be the plain teacling of Christ. «1
fancy th.s Catholic Church may be right,” says one, * but T will not
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mquire 1 will not read their books nor go to their churches, because it
will vex my parents so; and it cannct be right to vex parents,”
* From all I ean see, the Cuatholie Church s surely the vight one,”
gays another: “but you see, it will brenk my mother's heart, so L
will wuit awlale.” 1 darve not; my husbund would make such a
piece of work abont it he'd half murder e, Udo behieve.”  « Well!
Catholies are a very good sort; nud certainty people do he about
them most shamefully ; but you see my fanuly, and the mothers, tuo,’
linve always been stuunch Protestants, so I had better let the matter
rest.”  Sueh are the excuses whieh ure either openly made or which
secretly aet upon tho minds of many, and those who make them
genrcely seem o think that Chrast has told us most clearly thae 1t
would be su, and that Hoe eapeets ns to brave it all; to face the hus-
band’s anger or the father's pumshment, or the still harder triul of «
mother's puing griel. It 1s, m fuct, the cowmmon, ordinary, every-duy
trial by wlich our Lord proves those who really love hun ; a trial on
which our salvation must of necessity hang. It we choose our rela-
tions instead of God on earth, 1t 15 but the stmplest justico that we
should have to chiouse our relations msteud of God ut the judgiment
seat, 1f God and our relations are on the opposite sides, we clearly
cannot have both.  If for your husband’s sake you will not give yourself
to God, and foilow His truth, is it common sense to hope that God
will give Himself to you?

We have shown how planly Our Blesse? Lord has warned us of
this trial ; but as 1t 1s so common, and one through which nearly all
of us have more or less to pass, He seems n all ways, by word and
by example to have pressed the thought of it upon us; and there still
remain wmany words of Iis to quote.

In St. Mathew, x. 21. we are bid to expect, not simple angry snd
harsh usage from our own funily, such as inuy happen to us now in
Ameriea, but persecutton even to death * The brother shall deliver
up the brother to death, and the father the child, and the childven
shall rise up against their pareuts, and enuse them to be pug to death.”
Or, again, in St. Luke, ani. 16— Ye shull be betrayed both by parents
and Lrethren, and hinsfolk and friends, and some of you shall they
cause to be put to death.”  Our Lord warns us of these things, but
never for 1 mo ment does He say, ** Because of these I will excuse you
from following and professing My name and My trath. 1If the child
knows that thefuther will deliver nm up to death, he need not become
a Christian.”  On the contrary, « He tha endureth all these things
to the end, he shall be saved.’

“ \Whosoever shall confess Me hefore men, him also will I confess
before My Father which is i Heaven; but whosoever shall deny Me
before men, hun will Lalso deny before My Father winch ism Heaven.”

This must we do. when it is even o case of losing life; how much
when we have only to dread the worry of a disturbed housebold, the
teasing of vexed relations !

« I have married a wife. and therefore I cannot come " ( St. Luke,
Xiv.20 ), says the man in the parable, and the palnceof God was filled
with the poor whose poverty gave them God for their only joy, while
he who chose lns wife instead of God :* shall never taste of My Supper.”
And immediately after our Lord adds that i we come to Him we inust
be ready to- *Zate futher and mother, wife and children, and
sisters ;"™ and he: bids us to act hke the builder who would build a tower,
a king who would make war, and “ count the cost ** of coming to Him
before we come; but 1if we do come to Him, *whosoever he be of you
that foresaketh not all that he hath, he cannot be My disciple.”

This giving up of those whom we Jove best is the strongest proof
we cau give of our choovsing God, equal almost to the giving up of life.
Our hearts canuot do more than love God so much better than the
creatures we love best, as to be willing to give up that dearly loved one,
entireiy if need be, and turn its love fur us into bitter hatred, if ouly
we lose not God.  And thereiore our Liord spurs us on to such saeri-
fice by strongest promise. * Ivery one that huth forsaken houses,
or brethren, or sisters or mother, or wife or children or lands for My
name’s sake, shall inherit everlasting hfe.” ( St. Math. xix. 29).

More strougly still, if pessible does He teach ns by example. We
read (St Lauke, ix. 59) He said to 2 man, ** Follow Me,” and he was
witling to follow. He asked not to be excused the following: he was
ready for the contempt, and the poverty. and the slander: only he
pleaded for a shost delay: I will follow I will become a christtan, but
not to day. My father ties dead at home. I loved him, and it would
seem hard and stern not to follow him to the grave. ¢ Lord, suffer
me first to go and bury my futher.”  Surely never was request moie
natural, more likely to stir pity. put up to chie tenderest of learts.
What does the God of love reply ?  An answer loving, for it is His,
but with a strange stern love.  *¢ Let the dead bury the dead. but go
thon and preach the kingdom of God.” What wust men have said,
as the funeral procesion went ont, and that strange son followed 10t
the bier!  How many words of blame were flung at him. Cruel and
unmatural so to neglect a father's body Iying dead.  Could he not have
paused awlile 2 Could lie not have waited till the funeral was over ?
\Was this the tune to be following the new religion ®  Was the life no
sonner out of his father’s body than he must choose 2 faith which his
father never had 2  So spoke men then ; so speak they now. Yet the
commard was clear, * Choose God and not your father.”

And another also said, ** Lord I will follow Theo ; bui let me first

go bid them farewell which are at homo in my house " He did not
agk for the long delay needed to bury a futher, only for u few moments
just to run in and say good bye. just to tell them where he was, and what
e wng gomg to do. But no; his own soul was his first duty ; there
wus temptation at home, there was the sobbing mother bidding him
uot to lenve her in her old age, there was the fauther charging him
with pride and obstinucy for following the * gluttun and the wine-
bibber,"” the Subbach breaker, the pretender to fulse miracles, whom
all the wisest and most learned, ail the holiest und ost severe, the
Pharisee aud the Scribe had condemned.  Who was le that he should
put himself ngainst the Pharisee 2 ‘Ihero were the brothers and sisters
perhance mocking him, if the Christ. the King who was to rule the land,
was & Galilean and son of a carpenter. And so even to this humble
pleading for & fow moments, for one kiss to the mother, one good-bye to
the futher, came the stern answer back : * No man having put his
hand to the plough and looking back is fit for the kingdom of God."
Their duty then is our duty now. Still when we feel drawn to look
into Catholic doctrines, to go into the Catholic Charch, when you
find out the strunge slanders told of Catholic men ani of Catholie
teaching the hidden hohiness of which you never so much us dreamed,
it is Christ calling to you, « Follow Me." \When you hear the call,
stay not to * bury the dead,” turn not aside to bid your houseliold
farewell say not.** [ have married wife or husband. and therefore I
canuot come™; fear not the brotber or the father who will deliver you
to poverty or cave, if not now to death ; but nise up as the three Kings
rose, und follow the Star right on till yon come into the hious where
you can fling yourself upon the Heart of God.—Catholic American.

MARSHAL MacMAHON.

It is not generally known that each of the two Nupoleona who
succeeded in becoming Ewmperors had, us his intimate frieud und ad-
viser, an Irishman by blood and descent. The great Nupolecin valued
the services of Henry Clarke so highly that hie made him Duke of
Feltra, and ir 1807 gave him full control of the Muustry of War—a
post which he held with credit to himself and advantage to the cause
hie espoused, till the downfall of the * Little Corporal ™ 1n 1814,
Clarke, throughout these seven years, was the recipient of most of the
confidence of his impdrial master.

In the same way Murshal MucMahon shared the confidence of
Napoleon Il who rewarded the oflicer's devotion to France by be-
stowing on him the title of Duke of Magenta on the field of that nume,
where the tricolor was suved from disaster by that mdoimtable Franco-
Irishman. . _ .

It was at the height of the Paris Exhibition of 1878 that I saw
MacMahon for the first time. As he rode through tlie Faubourg;
Saint Honore, on his way to the Champ de Mars, accompanied by the
military governor of the Elysee and an aide-de-camp, he certainly
looked every iuch the soldier that he really was—wearing his mur- ¢+
shal’s hat and ¢ uniform resplendent with many inedals and decora-
tions. The ribbon of the Order of St. Maurice, given him by Sar-
dinia; the arand cordon of the Legion of Huaour, presented him-by
the Jate Emperor, and the Nischan of Tunis wero among thoe most
conspicuous of the well merited insignia.

The Marshal, who is over the medium height, is slender of frame,
but the chest is very large and the shoulders massive. His head is
dectdedly handsome, and his white bair, which 1s rather thin over the
forehead, is closely cropped. Beneath over hanging brows are the
dark grey eyes of the typical Celt, shining lustrously from their deeply
embedded sockets. He had a shghtly aquiline nose and a military,
snow-white moustache and imperinl. His fuce, bronzed us it is by
the Algerian sunshine of bygone days, is almost as ascetic as that
of Cardinat Manning. On the whole, it may be said of ham in the
words of M. Daudet, the novelist, that - like those Irish kings and
chieftains whose blood courses through his veins, 3acMahon ‘hag a
frame of onk und sinews of iron,” a true representutive, in iact, of a
race that produced such heroes as Finn aud lus followers.

The branch of the MacMahons to which the Marshal belongs owned
estates on the borders of the connties of Clare und Limerick. Cling-
ing, as many ther Irish families did. to the cause of the Stuarts, the
MacMahions paid the penalty of their devotion in exilo and in pro:
scription.

His great-grandfathier, who took part in the defence of Limerick,
left Ireland with Sarsfield and bis troops. Settling down in France,
he adopted the medical profession, and a few years subsequently
married the only child of a French nobl», who owned the chateau of
Scully and landed estates at Autun in the dapartment of the Saone
and Loire. ‘Lhe doctor’s son having on his father's death fallan into
the possession of this property. was created a Count by Louis XV.,
and his her, the Marshal’s futhier, was raised to the peerage by Louis
XVIIL. The chatesu of Sully, where the Marshal was born on the
18th of June, 1808, suffer~d considerably during the revolutionary cata-
clysm ot 1798 ; and most of the property attached to it was wreated
frsom the fam:ly. This MacMahon was not, therefore, in easy circum.-
stances—particularly as his wife had borne him seventeen children, of
whom the future Marshal was the sixteenth.

Marle Patrick Maurice de MacMahon, the subject of this sketch,
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was in early life intended for the priesthood. With that objectin
view he was sent to the Seminnry of Autun, the institution. by tho by,
1n which Talleyrand, who ufterward abandoned his bishopric for states-
munghip, began his ecclesinstical stuties. Young MacMahon, dis-
covering that he had no vocation for the clerical state, left tho college,
and was shortly afterwards digpatched to the Military Academy of St.
Cyr. whero his carcer wus & particulurly brilliunt one.

His military career began in 1829, just sixty-two years ngo. Leav-
ing St. Cyr in thecapaeity of undor-licutenant, he was sent to Algiers,
a country whero he was destined to spend mnay years of Ins after hfe.
His baptism of fire took placo in 1880, at the sene of Algiers, where
he distinguished himsolf by Ins courage and intrepidity. Reculled to
France in the same year, he took part in the Belgium campnign of
mdependence, and won golden opinions from his superiors at the seige
of Antwerp. In 1838 he obtnmed the brevet of capta, and entered
successively the Chasseurs-a pied and the Foreign Legion. He won
the epaulettes of Colonel in April, 1845, and those of brigadier-gen-
oral in 1848, and became general of division shortly after the estab-
lishuent of the Second Empire. He moreover held the post of Gov-
ernor of Algiors fiom 1864 to 1870.

When the Crimean Waur broke out, and England, France and
Turkey entered the lists against Russia, MacMahon took part in the
conflict. Posted a3 he was with his trcops near Malakoft, n tower
held by the Ruscians, ho was ordered by the commanding Gen-ral
to stovin it. The tusk was a difficult and = very dangerous one to
accomplish. Yet MucMahou's division was cliefly composed of the
Zouaves of Afriza, who kvew and trusted their General so well that
they would gladly follow him to deuth if necessary. ‘Lewring through
the grape shot und shell ot the enemy, MacMahon led his troops up
to the walls uf tho tower, shouting . * Let us enier 1t, dead or ahive !
Many of the Zouaves were mowed down by his side, but, accompaned
by tite survivors, he scaled the walls und captured the tower. Here
the devoted band was subjected for an hour or so to the rakmg fire ot
the Russixn artillery from the fortifications of Sabastopool, and men
were falting at his feet by the hundred. It looked at one ume as if
he should sbafiden the tower or consent to the total anmilnlation of
himself and his followers. At this juncture the generahissimo sent
bim word that he should abandon the tower if he thought he could
no. keep it.  * Tell the generalissimo,” suid MacMshon to the envoy,
« that here Lam, and here I stay—j" y suis, j* y reste””  All the wat-
nesses, friend and foo of this noble stand of s comcided m the
opinion that it was mpossible to have stood more nobly under tire
than MacMahon did on that eventful day. The result was that the
Russians gave up the fight in despair and the Franco-lrishman re-
mained master of the situation.

The 4th of June, 1859, was another ved-letter duy in the calendar
of MaucMahon. “The battle of Mugenta wac being fought between the
Austrians on one side and the French and the Italions on the other.
After several lours' fighting thie Austnans found themselves on the
eve of victory. What nught have been a second Waterloo was turned
into # grand and complete victory by the presence of mind and activity
of MacMahon. Napoleon IIL. stood pale and tronbled in the mndst
of Ins staff. He knew that at that moment Ius throne was trembling
in thebalance. Knowing MacMahou's mihitary resources in moments
of dunger, he turned appealingly to the hiero of Malakoff, who, by the
sudden rapidity of lns warch through a hailstorm of shot and shell,
not only saved the French Army from destruction, but also routed the
Austrians bag and baggage. The soldier’s rewards on this occasion
were a Marshal's baton and the ducal coronet of Magenta.

His countrymen at howmo in Ireland beheld with no small amount
of admiration the mulitury success of MaeMahon ; and when the
Nation newspaper started a fund with the object of presenting a sword
to the newly created Marshal, the country responded heartily to the
call, a sum of $4,000 having been collected for that purpose. Mr.
Fitzpatrick, an lrish artist, suppliad a handsome design for the sword,
the workmanship of which was entrusted to Mr. Patrick Donegan,
goldsmith and jeweller of Dame Street, Dublin.  The blade bore the
inscription in French on one side, and in Irish on the other: * Op-
pressed Ireland to the brave soldier, Patrick Maurice MucMalon,
descendant of her ancient kings.” A deputation, consisting ot Mr.
. D. Sullivan, the late Mr. P. J. Smyth, and others, left Ireland to
present the Marshal with the sword at the camp of Chalons. On
Sunday. Sept. 9, 1860, the presentation took place beforethe Marshal's
staff and a gallant array of officers, three of whom wero Generals of
Irish origin. )

« Gentlemen,' szid MacMahon in reply, I am exceedingly touched
by the sentiments which yon have addressed to me, and I request you
to say to the lrishmen whom you represent how grateful I feel for the
testimony of esteem and sympathy which you offer men in their name.
1 nis.testimony, by its spontaneous character, hus proved to me that
the verdant Erin (la verte Erin) has preserved those chivalrous idaas
and that veracity and warmth of heart, which have at all times dis-
tinguished her. I shall one day leave to my oldest son, Patrick, this
magnificent sword. It shall be for him, as itis for me, a new pledge
of the close ties which onght to unite him forever to the noble coun-
try of bis ancestors.” This graceful speech was followed by a dejeuncr,

in tho courso of which the Green Flag and the Tricolor were toasted
in bumpers of the sparkling Moselle.

When France declured war on Germany, MacMalion was summoned
from Algiors, and was appointed the commander-in-chief of cue of
the divisions that marched on the Rhine. The army of Napoleon I11.,
as everybody knows, was moave of u paper army than nuything else.
France could only in reality muster at the tinie 800,000 truined troops
aguinst the regular mvading army of Germany, which numbered
1,216,000. lu addition to this difliculty, MacMalion, mstead of be-
ing first, was second in commund, Bazaine having been appointed
generalissimo of all the Freuch forees by Nap leon IHL. If MacMahon
wer  his own master he would never have made that fatal march of
his to Sedan, and France might probably have been spared the loss
of her provinces. Ile was wounded with a jagwed splinter 1 the
hip at the opening of the battle of Sedan, and was borne i an un.
conscious state from the field. By order of the EKmperor, the white
flug was raised over the City lall, and the surrender immediately
afterward took place. MacMahon's eutire army having been made
prisoners of war on this occasion, Macdahon himself nobly refused
the offer of liberty mnade him. Duangerously ill though he was, he
preferred to be tnken captive to Germany with the soldiers whom he
loved so well. When the Commune unfurled the red flag, and the
Freneh troops were released from the Prussian fortress, Thiers ap-
pointed MacMuhon generalissimo of the army at Versailles; and in a
few wecks the insurrection was suppressed by the Marshal,

On the 24th of Muy, 1873, the Marshal was rused to the lnghest
post in the State by the National Assembly. e remained President
of the Republic till 1879, when be resigned. During his presidency
he was chiefly instrumental in organizing the uriny and perfecting the
military defences and resources ol rance.  1is entertainments at the
Llysee were as sumptuous as those which formerly tosk pluace in the
T'uleries undar thie Napoleonic regane. The Marshal was on more
occustons than one accused of having monarchial sympathies, aud 1t
is probable that he was, as his ancestors were, & Royalist by tradivon
if not by'conviction: hut as Jony as he was the guardian of the Republie,
he neknowledged no pretender and refused tv sanction or tolerate any
conspiracy for the revival of either the empire or the monarchy. e
sternly refused to be a party, directly or indirectly, to any such plots.
e was entrusted with the sufety of the Republic, and thes safety was
ensuved in the hands of this loyal man aud cluvalrous soldier. It is
but the candid truth, however, to say that the Marshal was not a
success as a politician.  Few great soldiers find themselves at home
in the Lusy wire-puling world of parlinmentry intrigue. Diplomatic

sinesse MaedMuhon undoubtedly had, but lie had also the soldier’s

straightforward answer to any question put lum, and the honest man’s
incapacity to look upon language ns w mask for his thoughts. In
other words, the Marshal was to much of g soldier to be an astute or
a far-seeing statesman.

MaeMuhion hus hived in almost complete retirement with niis family
since 1879. lle spent the winter in Paris and the sumraer in bis
chetean near Autun. Though now alnost a patriarch in years, Ins
form is stiil unbent and his step is brisk aud light.  As an officer, he
was n conscientious and just disciplicavian.  He brooked no infringe-
ment of his orders, and yet bis soldiers actually adored him. In
private life he is courteous and yet dignified, and reveals a character
worthy of the most chivalrous kimght of the Middle Ages. His motto,
o Fuis ce que je dois advienne que ponrra,” —[ do that which is my
duty, come what may,” is a key to the real chavacter of the Marshal.
On one oceasion, at a dinner in the Elysee, when some of the guests
were commenting on a passage n the “ Memows of Marmont,” in
which it was said that a man never endures such cruel angnish as
when he has got to make a choice between duty and honour, the
Marshal exclaimed : ¢« Marmont is mistaken. There is not—there
canuot be—any contradiction between duty and honour. 'To do one'’s
duty ie to be faithful to one’s honour.”

Another noble charactenstic in MacMabion was his devation to
the land of his forefathers. His entire sympathies are with the cause
of Irish independence. During the Irish fawine of 1879, I saw his
wife, the Duchess of Magenta, collect subscriptions for the poor of
Irelund in the Madelcine Church on the occassion of a sermon preached
there by Pere Monsabre. On the whole, I cannot mors appro-
priately conclude this articie thun by the followiug graphic pen-and-
ink portrait of MacMuahon, written by one who knew him well :—

+ His body all steel and iron, is made for the maveh, for the camp,
for the charge. His countenance is caln and mild as the green
valleys of his own ancestral island. Ilis eyes are well set, his
glance is bright and thoughtful, his moustache falls carelessly over
his lips after the fushion common umong the old Chasseurs @’
Afrique. His face is open and frank, his attitude 15 at once noble
and modest ; there is about him that indescribable air of aristocratic
carelessness that bespeaks the gentleman who has grown old in the
camp. He loves not the world of politics he cares little for politics,
and [ believe he would svoner mount to the assault of a battery than
ascead the parlinmentary tribune. His tribune you will find in the
tower of Malakofl, fromn whence he speaks to the Russians from the
rifla's mouth, or at Kabyl. from whenco he chases the Arab ambush.”,
~=Eugene Davis, in Boston Pilot.

mdeed, performed by Protestants is valid if administered in the right -

way, and with the right intentions: but these are very often wanting.

Mumbers of Protestant minristers do not believe any longer that
Clirist is the Son of God. If such people. in beilf of the laity, go
through with what is external in Baptism, but do not believe in the
Holy ‘rinity or in the effects of Baptism, they can hardly have the
right intention - then their Baptism 1s no Sucrament, and hence the
child has no share in the redemption of our Saviour. That Catholic
who, heing married to a Protestant, agrees that the children shall be
brought up in the Pratestant communion, undeigoes, consequently,
the risk of having his or her children baptized invalidly, and Jhere-
fore the risk of no¢ bavirg them made Christians before God. Out-
side of tho fact that the Protestant himself must doubt whether he

was baptized vahdly or not, there is no doubt that he misses an im.

menso benefit for life and death, namely, the Sicraments of Penanco
and the Altar.

The Protestants have no priest beeause they do not believe in the
Sacrament of Ordination. Qulya Bishop, as a successor of the Apos-
tles, can ordain priests. Ordination bestows on the priest a super-
natural power which no man, who is not a priest, can exeroise : I
mean the power to absolve & repentant sinner. Tho Suviour said to
His Apostles: * Whose sins you shall forgive, they are forgiven them ,
and whose sing you shall retain, they are retained.” This powor is
exercised every day in the Confessionnl. The Protestant doea not
know whero to go when he has sinned grievously : his minister is no
better able to give him a valid absolution from his sins than the wife
or the maid-servant of the minister. It is the will and the command
of God that the sinner shall go to s duly ordained priest to accuce
himself and repent if he wishes to receive absolution from his sins.
‘The Cutholic who permits his chiidren to be educaled as Protestants
deprives them of this Sacrament. The most terrible threat which our
Lord made agninst those Jews who refused to have anything to do
with Him was: ¢ You shall die in your sins.** If, then, your children
die in their sins, 1t is your own fault, because you permitted themn to
become Protestants, and, consequently.

Gead has selected Mary,,
and bestowed on her the greatest mercy which He can bestow un a
created being, since she is free from all stain of sin, and perfect 1n all
victue.  Aud if we call on her for intercession, we muy be confident
that the Mother of mercy, by her iutercession, will give more effect
to our prayers, and that God will hear us the sconer. Innumerable
and even miraculous aids have been bestowed on Catholics in all ages
and in all places, who, with confidence, huve implored assistance of
the Mother of God. But, in their miserable infatuation, Protestants
have been led by the so-called reformers into a refusal to honour ahd
invoke the Mother of the Saviour. She, enlightened by the Holy
Ghost, ouce said: ** From henceforth all nations shall call me blessed. -

Whoever, then, kills fate faith destroys the life of
the soul, and takes away the conditions for eternal beatitude. It1s
a terrifyirg thought, as terrifving as a gust from the sulphuric depth
of hell, and one, therefore, that ought to make every Catholic shrink
with horror from ever ugrzemg to have their children brought up
Protestants, that: **As often as I lcok at my Protestant cluldren,
and am mindful of my rehgon, so often do I fuel the reproach that it
was through my tault that they have been robbed of their inheritunce
the Catholic religion, and that their souls are without life, because
deprived of the nourishment of Christian doctrine and grace. The very
sight of my children will not only give me no pleasure, but will be as
a goad to my conscience, if that conscience of mine be nov already
dead.”
_ Every sin comuitted by mun is especially grievous: (1) Ifit affects
the religion and spirituul welfure of others. (2) If it is committed with
foll knowledge and after full dehberation. (8) If the motive is vile and
wicked.

In everv one of these three respects the consent of a Citholic to
the Protestant e lucation of his children isa ferful grievous sin.  You
commit an outrage both against God and against your children.
Were u person to murder his child, he would only kill the body and
tuke away earthly life; bus you rob your children of the source of sin-
remission, the Holy Sucraments, and you turn themout of their mother
Church, as it were, into the arid desert, since the more feithless their
future minister, the more probable it 1s that the souls of your children
will be lost. You may read papers amd books intentionally written
against the Catholic faith: you may read novels, poems, frequent
theatres and gay companies, and thus you may more and wmore sufle
your conscience. But among the sins against the Holy Ghost 1s this:
To have u heart hardened against salutary admonitions. Such a hard-
ened heart hey possess, who, despite the warnings of their conscience,
yet consent that their children be cast off from the rock of the Catho.
lic Church iuto the cold and tempestuous waters of Protestantism,

THE CANADIAN PARLIAMENT AND TRE VENERATION
OF SAINTS.

Tue Orange press and party in Ontario are grievously scandulized-
The tender skin of their piety has been sorely lacerated, and their
religious flesh bleeds. A new Popish outrage has been conmnitted
against loyalty and true religion, and Protestants long too tolerant, of
ramapant idolatry and superstition are called upon to stand up for their
national and religious righis. The Feast of Sts. Peter and Paul has
been bonoured as a holiday by the Parlinment of Canada, Jinc illc
lacrymer.  Just think of 1t, the veneration of Saints recognized by the
Parliament at Ottawa, and by Orangemen tou, even the grand master
among the rest.

It has been the custom all alung, through courtesy to the Catholic
members, to adjourn the House on Catholic holidays, and how this
custom was never discovered to be a mistake 1i’] now is strange. The
discovery may be s foreboding of additional annoyance to the new
Premiier for the complaint comes from his own party. Clarke Wallaco
is boand to have a similar honour conferrel on William of Orange on
the 12th, and the language in which some of the Toronto press speaks
of the Apostles is gross, and to suy the lesst of it strange, as coming
from persons, and for a readiug public professing Christiamty in any

shape. If theso terms and this language re-ochoes in any way publie
sentiment of Tororto, then it must be concluded that theru is very
little esteem there for Sts. Peter and Paul, or for Cheist Him-
gelf, whose choson friends and inspired Apostles they were. This is
not tho time nor the oceasion for a dissertation on the actual honour
which we poy to the saints as the fiiends of God, but we may mention
that the principle of snint worship is held even by people who do not
accept tha Catholic church as their teacher.

That principle is, that saints have merit, and merit is to be horoured
wherever it exists. This is a brond, and, in some senso a democratic
principle, innsmuch asit overlooks all the distinctions of bivth, race,
rank, wealth or position, to fix the regard on real moral worth. The
church has canonized kings. nobles, military oflicers of Ingh rank, pri.
vate soldiers hamble shepherds, poor peasants and duy Inbourers. The
principle of saint worship is admitted, and the worship to some extent 1s
practically rendered even by those who pretend that the saint worghip
practised by Cutholics is idolatry and superstition. Even now people
are honouring the memory of SirJelin A. Mucdonald, and very justly so.
Meetings have been held to take the preliminary steps to erect 1 monu.
ment to his memory.  We have read of memorial services having been
held in some churches in his honour. Whetlier it was meant by these
memorial services to venerate him as a saint or to relieve s soul which
may be still detained in purgatory on account of some of his vemal
faults, and purify it for heaven, we cannot suy. We really do not know
what Protestants mean by such services, and though we have often
acked the question of themselves, we never could get a satisfactory
answer. They ridicule similar services in the Catholic Church,
though the latter from their point of view can give a very intelligile
reasc«s for this practice.

But, if Protestante by these services merely wish to honour the
human virtues of Sir John, still by so downg they recognize the funda-
mental principle on which saint worship rests, und differ from us only
in its development und application. This merely goes to show that
the principle of saint worskip is active in the hearts of our Protestant
friends, and it is a principle that does honour to human nature. Some
time ngo Dr. Spurgeon, delivering & sermon on Luther, had to the
rear of him a large picture of the so-called veformer. He told his
sudience that by looking on the pieture they wounld be reminded of
what he had done. Suppose that had been u picture of Christ, or of
St. Peter or St. Paul, and suppose that instead of Dr. Spurgeon it had
been a Catholic priest, our Protestant friends would have character-
ized the incident as idolatrous. How consistent they ave, to be sure.

tut why are Protestants so jealous of Cutholic saints? Why not
cunonize a few saints of their own, and then insist on a day for their
honour by the Canadian parlinment. Clarke Wallace wants the
lionours of a saint for his hero, William of Orange. It 1s to be ‘eared
that the popular vote in his favour would not be unanimous, as many
ardent Prateatants regard with disfavour the Orange element, as being
neither ornamental nor useful.

The Catholic Church was not one hundred years old when she
could ccunt her saints and martyrs by cens of thousands, and thoagh
Protestantism is considerably over three hundred years old, ske has
not a single saint on her calendar except thoso she has borrowed from
old Mothier Church.  What is nceded is a few past Reforumution
genuine Protestant saints.  Some. for example, who Lad subsctibed to
the Thirty-Nive Articles, ortolthe Confession of Faithiunrens ed dutan
or who was a memberof the Methodist Conference.  We would exdlude
from even candidature, Unitarians, foc though they are svund Protes.
tants, having carried their principle of protesting to its logicul result,
yet, as they deny the doctrine of the Trinity and the Divinity of Clirist,
thay really are not Christians, and should not in decency be honoured
as samts. Bt objection has been made m tins crusade oun Sts. Peter
and Paul, against dead saints and dead bones in general. Well, by
all meuns let us have a batch of live ones. There 1s no lack of candi.
dates, men whose holy lives, whose spirit of charty, holy mortification,
and penance is os edifymg as thew preaching 1s acceptable. There 1s
Dr. Wild, for exumple. Why the process of s beatification has al.
ready been ciurried by that powerful and ahinost infallible Protestant
organ the Mar! newspaper. The remaining part of the process of his
canonizati-n would be quite ssmple. Call a meeting ol the citizens
of Toronto to arrange the preliminaries, bave a good committee of
management, some orators of persuasive eloquence to present s
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cluims, and the thing will go on smoothly. Of course the devil's
advoeate will liave something to say, but thut aidl ouly brug the Loly
doctor’s shining virtues out 1 bold relief and make lns trmph th-o
greater.

Then we have Dr. Potts and Dr. Fulton, and 2 host of otlier holy
doctors, enough to make a litany—how unctuous and how devout will
Le the new litany- Dr. Wild pray for us. e, Potts pray for us, ete.
All ye holy saints and doctors make intercession for us. One or
more could be svlected from each of the leading religions denom-
inations for canonization, and this would partly do away with that
bigotry and jealousy so unbecoming in persons professig to be
religious.

But Protestants should not on principle object to the honourmg ol
Sts. Peter and Panl.  They cluim that their religion has to a large
extent been derived from a proper understanding of the inspired writ-
ings of these Apostles and certuin events of their Jives.  For example,
«‘Thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will bwld my Church and the
gates of hiell shall not prevail against her.  To thee [ pive the keys of
the kingdomn of heaven. Feed my lambs, feed my sheep.  Whatever
thou shiall bind on earth shall be bound in heaven, and whatever thou
shalt lcose on eurth shall be lcosed in heaven.” Iu former tunes,
and away down through the dark ages, it was erronecusly believed
that Christ, by these expressions, instituted a visible Chureh, of which
he meant to make Peter, as it were, the foundution stone, that that
Church built on a rock could withstand storms, that the expression
abiout keys loosing and binding, and feeding the flock, meant some ex-
travrdinary faculties conferred on St. Peter by our Lord. But the
progress of science and modern Biblical research has thrown ad-
ditional hight on this, as well as othcr portions of the holy Scriptures,
and made it appear that these texts mean the vers contrary of what
they scem to anply.  Sothat when Christ talks of Juosing and bind-
ing aud feeding lambs and sheep, it is quite clear thae He meant to
withhold all such power, and t¢ warn future generations agamnst all
pretentions of Papal aggression.  In hke manner when St. Paul speaks
of  one Lord, one funth,” cte., and when He warns people agaiust
sects and divisions, modern Biblical rescarch makes it appear beyond
a deubt that He spoke ironieally, and meant to free the human inel-
leet, as Dr. Wild has beautifully expressed it, from all restraints of
uniformity in doctrine and dogmatic teaching. In fact He meant
that cach one was to be his own teacher and believe us he thought
fit. Still the Dr. continues 0 teach. We sincerely hope that this
vexed question of sant worship will be settled when each denomma-
tion will be fuirly represented, and that the saints will enjoy before
Parliament the same equal rights that they do in heaven.

In armnging the new calendar of rotestant swints, ~hich will be
different altogether from ** Fox's Book of Martyrs,” we shall cheer-
fully give all the assistance we can consistently render, and the result
o our long experience in matters pertaining to the lives of saints.
We cannot, however, give to any of thein a place in our own calendar,
net even ina feast of the second class.  But we shall not feel in the
least jealous af the Parliament of Canada thould show the same zeal
to promote the honvur and glery and worship of our mnedern Cana.
dian or Protesiaut saints as the Pachament of England has done to
promote and foster and estallish by law the Protestant religion in
Great Britain and Ireland.  No doubt we sheuld object to the means
that were used at that memorable period, even though it would bring
us now, as it did then, hosts of saints and martyrs. But to the zeal
that would promote trie sanctity, if such were possible, outzide of the
true Church of Christ. we could not, ana would not, alject.

New York, June 19, 1391

Tur appearance of the Encrclical was awaited with some anxiety
in laber circles.  Here agitation has been rife for a long time.  Just
at present there isa Iull, but not a healthy one. It 15 an enforced
and miserable mactivity due to the disastrous failure of several strikes.
The cagerness with which the Holy Father's communicatian was ¢x-
pected is Justified by the ground it covers.  Oppressing the wage-cam-
ers. denviug them the ight to combine, disconrsging state awd for the
needy, denying the nght of private ownership in land—these are shafis
which, however universal the appiication of the Encyelical, fiy direct to
the New World. Much of the agitation hasrun pretty closely onthe
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line ot all current manifestations of discontent, towards socislism. The
masses wWho are wage earners aro greatly hunpered 1 thur efforts to
Letter themselves. Owne painful cireumstance makes competition
among them very destructive.  We stand right in the gateway of im-
migzation.  Much of the effect of organizing is annulled by the con-
tinnous influx ot stevugers who flood the labor marvkel. Instead of
gomy further west numoers of them offer their services immediatoly
upon lunding with the disastrous result of keeping wages down to
starvation figures. ‘I'be toleranee shown by the native workingmen
at this importation s0 hostily to their own interests 13 heroic.

This is also the home of the George school, who would baunigh
poverty by confiscating to the state all land rents, thus destroying
private owpership. 1listheories may now be said to be defunct ; their
demise dating from May 15th last : place, Rame.  There 13 great con-
fusion in the canp of the Sucinlists. But many of the illusions that
obscured the workingman's day ave destroyed.  Many doubtless think
that reliel from therr misery can only be “btained hy somne social up-
heaval, but they will presently reshize that under any system what-
socver, as long as greed and competition are factors, thers will be
oppression and wretchedness.  “Fhe faunlt is not iu the social fubric,
but in the uncultivat~ natare of man.  When he is educated to an
appreciation of generosity, when he is elevated to n seuse and love of
charity he can live happily under any system.

There has bteen a convulsive shaking up in the offices of the big
dailies. [t brouasht hone, on care nstice, editrr Pulitzee of the
World, who had b-en s-reely c-uising on the Mediterranean, and
James Gordon Bennett. who had been doing gay Paris. It was all
cuused by 2 new paper; and, strangely enough, no: by its success but
by 1ts failure.  Che undoubted prosperity of all the big papers induced
u brace of millionaires to embark in the business; and onememing when
the town awoke all the dead walls and every available space in the city
and suburbs, were covered with laudatory notices of ¢ The Recorder.”
Money was lavished on it, and forawhile it flouri<hed.  Butits wealthy
owgers soon discovered that money without brams would not makea
newspaper. It was prepuring to snuff out, when Mr. L. A. Turuer,
manager of the IWorld, and one of Mr. Pulitzer’s most powerful aides,
bought it and left the Woerll. A few years ago, when the World was
moving on to victory, o fast dying paper. the Star, was resuscitated by
mllionaire C. L. Huntingdon with theapparentintention, judging from
the venemous warfare it waged, of destroving the World, Then. oo,
did wealth finl for after confessedly sinking $600,000.4.0 in the venture
the paper was sold.  In the general shakinz up theother day thispaper
was bought by Mr. Cockernill, late chief editor of the World, whoso
agaressivencess in the editing of that paper earned for him the titlo of
* Julius Civesar ** Cockerill.

The defection of Messrs. Turner and Cockerill is a scrious loss to
Mr. Pubitzer, and a cause of rejoicing to the rest of the profession.
For the trivmvirate raled the journalistic world with an tron haud.
But Mr. Palitzer is not a man to be borne dvwn by diflicultics. His
whole career crowned by housing his paper as is now done is proof of
this ; and the day he came home hie wrote + The indispensable man s
not numerous.” There 1s 2 rowance 1n this connection illustrative
of liis perseverance.  Wien helanded in New York, a pour Hungarian
boy, he suught lodging at French's Hotel and was refused. He lias
since Yad the satisfact:on, if satisfaction it was, of razing the hotel to
the ground. and erectixy va the same site Ins paper’s preseat patatial
home.

When our peasants re-
ceive a gratuitous pamphlet they are pleased,
firstly, becuuse it i= directed to them personaliy
and, secondly, because it gives them something
to read without any cost to themselves, and
so they read it. The idea is excellent.  If all
Frenclimen could be penetrated with the seiat
of these womlerful pages, a much clearer siotion
of daty in all soctal classes would be the result.”

...The progress of the Church in India is re-
markable and gouifving. A veteran mission-
ary in Madura, writing to a friend, gives an
account of the visitation of the Bishop to Pud-
upatti.

All the different
original claimants were represented.  he So-
ciety of Jesus still exists. The present King
of Portugal is the ncarest descendant of Joln
1V, and the Repubiic of Brazil represents the
Government of the old dynasty. Gold is not
so plentiful in Ko but that the - find has
made a great noise, end there will be much
litigation before matters are finally seided.”

..In 1825, saysa London writer, the late Duke
of Brunswick married a young English lady of
noble rank, of the Colville family, in Loudon.
A daughter was born of this marriage on July
5, 182G, at the Castle of Windessen, aud was
baptized Elizabeth Wilhelmina. She wastreat-
ed as a princess from her birth, baptized with
almost royal pomp in presence of the great
ofiicers of the crown, and with the suvercigu as
honorary sponsor, and the heir apparent ss
actual god-father.

Av “teend of three roonthis the
grace of God had conquerered this chiosen soul,
and slic becamga Cathiolic. The Duke's reply
was prompt and decisive. The beloved daughter
was cast off; and alter twenty-five years of in-
flexible hostility, the Duke dying left by will,

a3 was anuounced in the papersat the time the
whole of his vast fortune to the city of Geneva,
Such is the true history of this curious legacy,
and the will 15 ut present being contested by
the children of the Ducliess of Colmar, Count-
exs of Bar and Civey, who was no other than
Elizabeth Wilhelmina of Bruuswick, the con-
vert of Lacorduire.

... The Stundard teferring to the usture of the
speech from the throne delivered by the Ger.
wan  Emperor in his capacity as King of
Prussis, when clusing the session of the Land-
tag recently, says that the most signilicant
passage m 1 was* that in which he referrred,
with much solemnity and sigmficance of tone,
to the blessings of peace-- *a peace,’ ilis
Majesty concluded, ¢ which I have no reason
to appreliend 1s mmperitied, and the mainten-
ance of wluel is the ohject of my constant en-
deavour.”

national concord. Henco the main portions
of the Emperor’s ad-ress had reference to the
reforms in taxation andl i commercial govern-
ment, and to the complete re-establhishment of
religious peace, which have been the cluef
matters under constderation of the Prassian
iet dunng the session now closell.  The resu-
tution to the Cutholic hierurchy and ther
clergy of the stipends the payment of which
was suspended during the payment of the Kal-
tur Kampl represents the final healing of that
breach between Charch and State which ran
so counter to the aditions and ideal of the
Prussian Monarchy.  So long as active power
remains in the hauds of u Sovereign, it is ob

vious that he cannot represent one class or oue
creed in the commumity, to the derogation or
offence of nnother class or creed, without fail.
ing in his mission of making the Crown the
embodunent and micro-osm of the whole
body of national sentiment. A quarrel be-
tween Church and State is in every commun-
ity an cmbarrassment aud a scandal ; but mma
State where the manarch plays a leading part
in 1te political life it smounts almest to a con-
fession that the Crown has failed in one of its
most important functions. 1t 1s greatly to tha
credit of Germaun statesmanstup that this para.
doxical controversy has been brought to =z
friendly and satisfactory termination.  But
the Emperor evident:y feels that it is lus pecu.
lar nussion to putan end to all wipespread
and dangerous feuds in his dominion: and,
with chamctenstic courage, lie is eager to uc-
cept his share of the responsibility of endeav-
ouring tu distribute, with as near an approach
to impartiality and fairuess us is hamanly
possible, the ncidence of taxation among the
various members and seclions of las people.
There is 1o wore difficult task, more cspecaally
in a populace, heterogencoas, and in lustri -us
community, that clings to the teuets anl fiscal
arrangements of Protection. But Germany,
apparently, has no mtention of cutling the
cconomic Gordian Knot by tne adoption of
Free Trade, and hence the Crown and the
Legislature have to occupy themselves with
ingenious and claborate adjustments of taxa.
tion which may recommend themselves to the
general sense of equity of those by whom the
taxes have to be paid.”

There was a lavge congregation, wany
persons being obliged to stuned all the time.
In his sermaon, which was in French, Myr.
Tsa explained the mission which had bronght
him to this conutey. It was to obtain assist.
ance in the great work of uniting the people of
Chaldea, nud of bringing the blessings of civili-
zation amd eueation toa larzo vortion of them.
Amongst the Chaldeans, lie satd, there were
410,000 Catholics and 600,000 Nestorians.
The nation had been divided mto Catholics
uand Nestorians since the year 130, and now
the Nestorians, who were 12 a dense state of
ignorance, had called upon therr Catholis fel.
low-couutryuen to tuke steps to reunite them
and to educate nnd mstruct them in the arts
and usages of civilization. There was a good
gronud for the hope that their petition would
be responded to.  They all spoke the same
lunguage, the Syro-Chaldaie, the language
which the Saviour Hunself spoke; they had
the sawe lans, the saute relgion, the same
rites. The Nestorians were 1solated and separ.
ated from thetes of the world by almost iuc.
cessible mountams, and 1t was a remarhable,
as well as a pathetie, circumstapee that zi-
thougl in ancient times Chaldea foutided the
first umversity in the world, and was covered
witis convents and colleges when there were
few of them elsewhere, to-day mast of its people
were ignorant and, to a great extent, uncvil-
zed. lts Instory dated back over 3000 B.C.,
and it was tise first natioz to found an empire.
Lat ;v onat was the first toembrace Christiamty.
1L could point to the records of twenty-five
archiepiscopal scesand 250 bishoprics.  Monu
ments had recently been discovered, not only
in the country itselt, Lut in Chima. buaring
Chaldean  inscriptions  dating back to the
seventh and  eghih centuries, thus bearmg
testimon ¥ to the efforis it bad made o spread
a knowludge of tae gospel abroad. It was not
merely a ssionary but a learnel church.
Haviug given a sawber of interesting detals
as 10 thie habits and cust 1ns of the people and
thur pecuhiar relyaons nite, amd qunted a pass-
age from the G eek historian, Thestosas, con.
cerning them, Myr Tsa then went on to say
that their condition had been very wjn-iously
affected by the opemny of the Suez (wnal,
wlich turned away from s ports a consider-
able amount of traflicc. No harvest had been
gathiered for the lust two years.  All wark was
done by the hand, there beiug no implements
like thuse in use iu civilized countries. The
Nestorians were to day the mnost wretched and
the mest ignoraut people in the East.  Last
November their chief saolemnly called upon the
Cathiolies to rescute them from theie deplomble
lot, and it was in responsc to this appeal that
he (the preachers had come to this country,
in orcer to collec: funds to establish cduca-
tional, art and technical colleges and schools
amongst them. It was a patristic aud a hu.
mauiarian, as well as a Christian work, and
hc hinped the faithful wonld cantcibute gerer-
ously towards its accomplishent.

A collection was then taken ap. Mgr.
Tsa will preach in 5t. Patrick’s charch next
Sunday.

...The death is announced of Sister Rose de
Marie, nee Parmelee (' Bricn, dit Durochier, at
Langucnil.  Sce bielouged to the Convent at
Hocliclagm and had gone to Longueml to recruit
hier health.  She was thirty-cight years of age
and had been eightcen vearsin theorder.

...The at acks upon the mission stations in
Cliinn 1 ru sutd to be the work of u secret society,
which secks to keep ulive the doctrines aud the
funaticul spirit of the leepmgs.  We are very
sorey to heur that the Frenclr admiral on the
Clina station  hms threatened to bombard
Nuukin in reprisal for these outrages. Freuch
activity of this martial kind has done more to
retard than to promote thoe progress of our
missionsg in the East.

...According to the last.rendered report of
thevicurinte of Northern Jupun, u division of
whicl is now confided to Mousignor Lerlios. had
86 BEuropean missionaries, 8 clerics and 68 na-
tive catechists. Italso possessed 1 seminury,
college, 8 female acadennes, 8 mdustrial schools
8 orphian asylms and 1 Jeper staticn, in charge
of Reverend Father Testevuida. The Mar-
ianite priests, the Sisters of the Infunt Jesus
and those of St. Paul de Charties are engaged
in missionary work in this vicariate, and the
Catliolio populatiun is estimated at about 13,

...Pilgrimages to the Canadian shrine of Ste,
Anne de Beaupre, near Quebec, have already
commenced from the U.S. and the proba-
hilities are thut u great number of Cathotics,
chiefly of French-Canudian birth or decent.
w1l visit this hallowed spot this year than ever
before. Ste. Anne de Beaupre is one of the
most favoured and frequented shrines on this
continent, and the best tine to visit it is in
the summer mounths. It is estimated that fuliy
100,000 pilgrims annually visit the spot, nearly
all of whowm confess and comununicate, and a
number of supernatural cures are yearly report-
ed as occuring at the shrine.

...Catholicity is evidently making good head-
way in Japan when the Holy See finds it neces-
sary to erect another episcopal district in that
country. It istwenty-five years ago now since
the first vicariute.napostolic was created in
Japan, Monsigoor Pettijean being then charged
with the episcopal supervision of the entire
country. In 1877 the southern district was
aloof from the north, aud anew vicariate made
in the latter, witis Bishop Osouf who has visited
th:s country in behalfof the Japanese Catholic,
in charge. Lauter still Monsignor Midon was
made vicar apostalic of Cential Jupan, aud now
Mousignor Berlios gets a slice of Bishop Osouf’s

-<¢cast Japan.

...In reply to the appeal made to the Catholics
of France by Monseignenr Richinrd, Archbishop
of Parie. 8 commiitee of twenty members has
been forme2 under the title of Umon de la
France Chretienne.  Last Fraday tlus commnt.
tee hield its first sitting, under the presudency
of the Cardinal Archbishep, to eleet the
officers of the associativn, and o dmwup a
manifesto to the conntre. M. Chesnclong was
named president ; M. Keller, Baron de Mackau,
Comte Albert de Mun. and M. a'Herlclot were
.nominatedvice-presidents; winle M. Ferdmand
Riant was appomnted treasurer, and M. Barth.
clemny Terrat seeretary.  In tharmamiesto the
members of this commistice demand the support
of all Chinistians, without distinction of political
opinion, in their defence and v thar demand
for civil, social, and religious hibertics, of wh.ch
they say they have been and are still bang <.
spoiled. They beseech all Christians to rally
round then.

...On Monday 29th was the cighteenth aniver-
sary of the consccration of Right Rev. Charles
J. Seghersas the secona prelate of Vancouver's
Island. Dr. Seghers, whose tragic death in
Alaska ig well remembered, retnained in Briush
Columbia for five years alter hiis consceration,
when he was promoted to the archbishopric of
Oregon Gity. Visiting Rome in 1884 as the
ordinary of thatarhidincese. the Pope expressed

to hun the difficulty he experienced m finding
a successor for Bishop Brondel, whom he had
transferred from Vancouver's {staud to Helena,
Moni.  The archashop thercupon offered to
returned to Vietoria, and Ins generous offer
wus accepted by the Pope, who, to testify lus
apprecintion of Dr. Segtiers” suenfice, ordered
hun to retun his arclaepscopal utle and to
be kuown thenceforths as the archbishop-bishop
of Vancouver's [sland.

«..The Irish national church  Rome, dedica
ted to St Patrick, was formally opened some
time ago by Archbishup Walsl, of Dublm.
Collections for the building were tnhen up sl
over the world, wherever the cliuldien of Evmn
have found homes. Pope Leo XILUL was the
first comtributor, giving 4000 lire to the
Augasuntans,  He appealed to the Irish mce
with the result that the corner-stone was luid
on August 1, 1858, and that the formul open-
g has been made, although the budding will
uot be completed for several mewths. Over
the windows of the ediice will be the coats of
arms of the Insh sees, aud the statue of an
Irish saine will rest m cach niche.

In form tue edifice wul be a basitica, with
theeenaves.  Steps wnl lead 1o the floor, which
will be seven feet wbuve tee level of the strect.
The belfry or campamlle will rise at the nght
hami side, where the apse aud nave will meet.
In furm the apse will be semn-vetagonal, and
its horizontal divisions will hsrmonize with
thuse of the front and sides. It will have win.
dows simiiar to thuse of the sides.  In height
the facade will be 122 feet, and 1 breadin 92
fret.  The distance from the ground to e top
of shie Lelfry will be 158 feet.  In length the
cdifice will be 199 feet. This includes the
apse, whichis 17 feet deep.  The entire breadth
of the church will be 76 feet. Each of the
laterl naves will be iilf as wide as the centeal
nave. Eighty-nine feet will be the hetght of
the central nave, and 19 feet that of the lateral
naves. Two rows of columns will mark the
divisions of the naves.  In each row will be
four monolith columns of Biella gramte.  The
columns, including the capitals, will be 34 fect
Ingh each.

‘T'lie entire area of the cliurch, sacnisty, and
other places of worship connccted with the
buildmy will be 21,740 fect.
