A MERMAID INTERVIEWRD,

In the olden time, when sailors were not familiar with the
appeamnee and babits of the seal, it was sometimes taken for
the mythical mermaid by the simple-minded seamen, its latge
brown cyes and short, round face, as it swam with head eleva-
ted above the surfice, suggesting the idea of something femin-
ine amd semi-human, It is not at all unlikely that we owe
the numerons fables connected with mermaids to the appear-
ance presented to the eyes of the sailors by this plump denizen
of the waters,  Qne of the most amusing and circumstantial
narratives regarding mennaids is contained in an old work on
Newfonudiand, written by Captaio Richard Whitbourne, in
the reign of James I, and recently reprinted in London. This
zallant old seaman, whoe first visited Newioundland in 1615,
velates in this volume aninterview he had with 2 a strange
ereature—a metmaid 7 as he verily believed, in the harbour
of 8t, Johu's.  He tells how carly one merning, as he stood by
the side of the harbour, he saw ¢ a stmnge creatare, which
very swiftly came swimming towards e, looking  cheorfully
v my fave, as it had been a woman - by the face, nose, mouth,
chin, vars, neck and forchead, it scemed 1o be so beantiful,
andd in those parts so well proportivned, haviug round about

SEETCHES OF THE MARITIME
VINCES.

PRO-

No. 1.—Tue Nrrisiguir Bivea, Nsw
Brouxswick.

The Nipiriguit River from its mouth near
Bathurst to the Grand Falls, a distance of
tweuty-onv miles, {5 unsurpassed for wild
rugged primitive beauty by any other river in
America, Beyond this point it ceases to be
interesting to the gporteman, as the falls pre-
sent an wosurmountable barrier to the further
progress of that dexterous gymnast, the sal-
mon, and his half-brother, the sea trout, up
stream, which find the deep eshady pools,
gravelly beds, and miniature cascades of thia
enchanting river a fitting place to deposit
their ovas As an angler’s resort it bas a world-
wide reputation, and never fails to repay those
who travel thousands of miles in search of
sport or the pleturesque, The chief points of
interest we will briefly sketeh.

The first we come upon on ascending the

river in a canoe is the ‘“rough waters,” three
miles from its mouth, It is a series of granite
ledges over which in freshet season the walers
rush, a aheet of silvery foam hoiling, hissing,

and dashing hither and thither with a cense- -

less thundering roar.  Thig cextends over a

mile, with & breadth of about oue thousand

feet.

We portage round this terrible rapid, and
proceed pulling upward about  four miles,
when the < Rapid of the Round Rocks” causes
a haul-up and general discharge of rods, reels,
tin.pans and tent poler, aud other miscel-

lancous wares consequent on camp life, not

forgetting the. demi-jokn. ‘This portage is
named from the numerous water-worn round-
headed boulders, which rise abruptly from
the bed of the river. Near by the ludians
had an encampment and small reserve, so
that in spite of law and fishing wardens the
ruthiess spear of the dusky Mic-mac did its
fell work of destruction in the pools among
these curious bald deposita of the glacial
period. -Up to this point small farms of ex-
cetlent land. have broken the wilderness with
their « green sunny slopes.”

FINE ARTS IN THE YOREST.

Here civilization ceases, and the shores on
cither gide are thickly wooded with scrubby
spruce and Labrador pine. Wild meadows
with a fringe of maple occasionally relicve
with their cmerald brightness the sombre
tones of the evergreens.

Pabineau Fallys, cight miles from the start-
ing point, is a favourite resting-place for the
prince of fishes. Nature here appears in a
very wild and fantastic garb; water and
rocks in inextricable confusion striving for
mastery. Falls, rapids, whirlpools, pots and

never took his whiskey watered. Everyone
vigited Dick, and he took their measure as
gentlemen from the quantity of firewater they
carried for their cruigse.

Natural ice wells can be found amocyg its
clefts and rents all through the year. We
turn an elhow, and before us springs with a
sudden roar the Grand Falls of the Nipisiguit,
Taken az a ‘*tout ensemble,” it is allowed to
be the queen of cascades on this Continent,
Had the author of Minne-ba-ha viewed this
Fall previous to writing up his * Laughing
Waters,” be certainly would bave changed his
base, for the Minne-ba-ha is but a mill sluice
compared to the Nipisiquit in poiutof roman-
tic beauty. .

Read-t if ever you should visit the Nipi-
siquit, and fish the pools at the Grand Falls,
endeavour to pot your seventeen salmon in
one day, for it was done by a well known Eng-
lish sportsman when the writer was on the
river, The Falls have three leaps,and a total
perpendicular of nearly one hundred feet.

Pro-
visions have to be sent twelve montks in ad-
vance, and placed in “ear houses, or strong .
buildings secure against the attack of burly
Bruin. The nearest camp is seventy-five or
eighty miles from Bathurst. The Nipisiquit
has suffered much from unlawful netting and
spearing. The fishing privileges are now
leased, and efticient care taken of the spawan-
ing grounds, so that it cannot fail but recupe-
rate, and occupy its former well-deserved

opularity.

In sonie nocthern countrivs there exists uoctstom for brides,
on their wedding day, to present a pair of gloves of their awn
wannfacture to each invited gaest:; and woe betide the un-
teky bride who neglects o single one, for his or her revenge

Black gloves should only be worn in mourning, and never
at any other time under any pretext whatever, Ladies who
are forced Lo stndy cconomy may select useful dark shades for
gloves, but never black, black gloves. being exclusively  re-
served for monrning, It was- Count d’Orsay, I think, who
used o say that the sight of black gloves mude him shudder.
Apropos of Count 'Orgay, it is also said that he used to regu-
larly wenr four paies of new gloves a day, of different quality
and colonur, according to different times and places.  Indecsl
it is a popular belief on the continent that cvery. English
gentieman wears at least three prirs of new gloves a day. 1
must here confess my ignorance on this point, therefore can
neither affivm nor deny it; should it be correct, however, 1
shonld say that it must make a tolerably unpleasant inroad
into many a restricted income.

As a rule, gloves should always be a shade lighter than the
dress with which they are worn, never darker—dnrk gloves
with light dress are most offensive to the eye.

To return to black gloves for A moment, I must here remark
that abrowd, where rules respecting mourning are much more
strict than in England, black kid gloves are not allowed
during the first stage of mourning.  Black kid is shining, and
deep mourning shonld avoid all that shiues; thus black wool-
Ten gloves nire nlone allowed under these circumstances. At
the Burgundian Court, gloves were not allowed at all during
mourning. 1t would appear by that that gloves were considered
entirely as objects of vanity, like powder and rouge, which
likewise were proliibited during mourning.

For genvral wear, neutral tints are the best for gloves, and,
sbove all, the Swedizh kid glove in its natural tan-colour.
There ts no glove like it for usefulness, clegance and economy.
They may be worn at all honurs, and with all dresses, except-
ing evening dress,

In the event of embroidered gloves or mittens returning
into fiushion, it will be as well to remark here that embroidery
should always correspond with the patural shape of the hand
—Howers and symbols, such as two hands united, should be
scruputously avoided.  Lines and arabesques are the most
appropriate patterns for glove emmbroidery—lines tend to make
the hand look narrow, and therefore are preferred to any other
styh: of working. ’

The first requisite for a glove is that it should fit well, there-
fore it ought to be cut according to the hand ; in fact, the
hands should be measured for gloves as the fect are for boots.,
In Franve it has long been cnstomary to measure for gloves,
and there are now a few establishments in London which adopt
# similar fashion,

The art of eatting out a glove is one especially excelled in
by the Freneh, and is moest difficalt in execntion.  Indeet
there is an old provert which says that it takes three king-
doms 1o make one glove: Spain to provide the kid, France to
cut it out, and Eugland w sew it, The French have a parti-
cular art in cconemical cntting, and can cut three pairs of
vloves ont of the same quantity of Kid that an Englishman
can searcely cut two, Consegquently French gloves ought to
o oheapoer than English, but they are not.  The Germans,
though their Kid i rapidly rivalling Spanish kid, and though
they sew as-well as the English, are quite ignorant of the art
of eutting, vonsequently they are as yet unable to make good
"_;lu\‘l'.\“
