Warrraker, of Jarvis, Ont., boot and
shoe dealer, is locally credited with more of
bonesty and persistence than worldly wisdom.
Some years Jago when interest was high he
mortgaged his real estate o a lonn compaiy,
and this has proved a heavy drain upoen his
profits. - Last fall, in common with many other
dealers in his line, bhe bought rather largely,
and business, meantime, proving dull, and col-
lections slow, he found himself’ al length un-
able to pay his way, and consequently assigned
in. trust.  The mortgage contains a clause
which will necessitale some specinl arrange-
ments if' the estate is to be adjnsted economi-
cally. Apart from this the assets, in the shape of
stock and good book debts, compare fuvornbly
with the linbilities, which are not very large.

Tor vaiLure of MeKenzie, Whidden & Co.,
Antigonish, N.S., deanlers iu groceries and
general produce, affowls another example of

-the result ‘of business incapacity combined

with insufficient and borrowed “eapital. The
senior partner cannot have caused much sur-
prise, he having liquidated twice before he
commenced business in Avtigonish ; heve he
was joined in April, 1882, by Whidden, who
bronght $800 of borrowed money, making the
capital of the firm about $6,000, the rest being
book delis and stock. The result of less thau
two years’ business is that last month the firm
assigned in trust to Horlan Fulton of Hulifax,
with liabilities of not less than $16,000 and
nominal assets $14;270. . The assets will, how-
over, be greatly veduced, as five olaims
(amounting to $6,000) are worthless, and the
balunee-(about 1,500 small claims) are subject
to wn unusually heavy discount, if ‘indeed the
bulk of themr can be collected at all.

attributable to real cstate investments. In
fivorable times the property in his name was
estimated  worth  $50,000, but at present it
would senrcely realize more than the mortgnge
upon it—some $24,000.  His linbilities are
about §38,000, including mortgage, to meet
which he shows stock in trade and furniture
valued b $9,000, which may bring $5,000,—
besides the real property réferred to, He
assigned on the 6th inst, to Garlund W.

A coreespoNpENT asks why the Grand Trank
Railway Co. should not enjoy the sawme free-
dom as otlier employers, to determine what
wages it can afford to pay its hands. This is some-
thing evidently beyond the comjrehension of

individuals who  have no experience in such
cupacity. The receipts of the Grand Trunk for
the week ending March 22 were $311,524,
against $342,175 for the same  time in 1883,
thus showing a decrease of $30,651. The
number of passengers carried for that pe-
riod was 77,193, being 274 less than the cor-
responding period of last year. The num-
ber of miles of track open was 29023,
being an nerease of 140} over- the same
time in 1883. The following is the aggregate
traflic for the past twelve weeks :—Puassengers
in 1884, 863,870; 1883, 840,871, aun incrense of
22,999 ; total receipts, 1884, $3,598,254, and for

PROVINCIAL AUTONOMY.

It is deeply to be regretted by all
friends of the present fTederal system
that the antagonism between the Domin-
ion Government and the Government and
Legislatuve of the most populous Province,
in the Confederation should be gradu-
ally  becoming more- pronounced.  We.
trust that there is reasonable ground for.
hope that the license guestion may be,
amicably settled, but the debate on Mr,
Pardee's vesolutions, which we insert,
indicates that there is serious danger of
prolonged misunderstanding on . a ques-
tion of great importance. It is affrmed
in the second of these resolutions that |
exclusive authority in the Legislature of
each Province' in relation to Provineial
raiiways and other local works o7 under.
takings is an essential part of our federal
system of (rovernment, 1t is now nearly
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under Provincial control,

asking  Parliament  to
Province of Quebec a subsidy for the line
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17 years since Confederation, and during
that period it has been generally under-
stood that all such works as connect one
Province of the Dominion with another,
should ‘be chartered by the Dominion
Parliament, while, on the other hand, those
strictly local should be chariered by the
Local Legislatures. Accordingly, a num-
ber of railways of a strictly local char-
acter, have notonly been chartered by
‘the Province of Ontario, but have obtained
loans or subsidies from ithe Legislature of

that Province, and also from various

municipalities within its limits.

In the year 1883 ihe Government of
the Dominion introduced a Bill declaring
all main lines of railway in the Pi'ovi'nce,
and “each and evéry branch line of rail-
Y way now or hereafter connecting with or
“crossing the said lines of railway, or any
“one of them, to be worked for the
“ general advantage of Canada,” and en-
acting that “ hereafter the same shall be
“subject to the Jegislative authority
“of the Parliament of Canada,’ There
is no reason fo suppose thal any com-
munication was made .to the Provincial

‘Legislatures prior to the passage of the

Act referred to, and il has evidently

caused great irvitation in the Province of .

Ontario. It appears from Mr. Pardee’s
speech that the advances to the Ontario
railroads ont of Provineinl funds, have
been about six millions of doll(ns, while
the municipalities have given nearly
eight millions, or, in all, about fourteen
millions of dollars.” It is argued, and we

own with apparent fairness, that this aid .

was guaranteed on the faith and under-
standing that the roads would remain
The Minister
added that the Province . and the muni-
cipalities have a just and equitable claim
to be recouped the moheys thai they have
expended. If, said Mr. Pardee, these roads
are, as declared, “for the general advan.
tage of Canada * why should the Provinces

" be called upon to build them? o illus-
* trate the soundness of his view, Mr. Pardee

quoted from a speech of Sir Charles
Tupper delivered during the present
session, in which he argucd, as areason for
grant to the

between Ottawa and Quebec, that it could

“not be demanded from the Local Govern-

ments of which the Confederation is com-
posed, that they should “deplete their
“ resources by building a national line of
“railway for any portion of this country.”

The surest guar-
antee, he said, of the Confederation, is
the avoidance of undue interference with
the rights of the members of the Union.
We should think that there ought to be
no difficulty in adjusting what at present
seems to be a very serious cause of con-
troversy. We can imagine that it may be
desirable that some rules common to all
railroads -in the Dominion should, be
established, and which would not in the
least interfere with the right of control
which the Provincial Legislatures should
possess over railroads chartered and sub-
sidized by them. It is highly improbable
that any Provincial Government would
object to sach rules, and we cannol
imagine that there would be any difliculty
in arviving at united action. 1t says but
little for our federal system that in the
few years that have elapsed since ‘Con-
federation we have had so many instances
of alleged encroachments by the Dominion
Government and Parlinment on Provineial
rights, while, in’ the adjoining Republic,

during more than acentury, the instances’
" have been rare of collision between the

Stafes and *the Federal authority. Mr.
Pardee’s vesolutions, with a clause added
by Mr. Hardy, laying down the principles,
on which railways under Trovincial con-
trol should be admitted to I'ederal con-
trol, were carried by a majority of 15, the
division having been a stricily party oue.

THE NEWFOUNDLAND IMBROGLIO.

1t appears by late 1"0'p01'bs that the New-

foundland Government and Legislature
have decided on the adoption of a policy
of retaliation, owing to what they con-
ceive to be injuries inflicted by Canada on
their trade. It is & serious matter, and
the subject should receive much more
attention than has yet been given to it.

The export trade of the Dominion to

Newfoundland in the last fiscal year was
greater than that to France, Germany,
Spain, Portugal, Italy, Holland and Bel-
gium combined. Tt was, moreover, nearly
three times the amount of our own im-
ports from that Island. - The grievances

of which the Newfoundlanders complain -

are: lst, The: compulsory ingpection of

their fish. It is hardly probable that New- -

foundland herrings would be purchased
in our markets without inspection, but
this, it is contended, ought to be a matter
to be.determined by the buyer and seller,
and not by the Goverment, Tnany discus-
gion .that may ‘arise it is not probable

‘that the views of' the wholesale grocery

trade will be igrored, a§ there. are nong
able to speak with more experience on
the subject. There ought to be 4
more thorough discussion on this question
of inspection between these (the jobbers)
and the consignees. Both have had much
cause for complaint ; and those of the
latter resident here are not supposed to
have been altogether ignorant of the pro-

posed action of the Newfoundland
Government, 2nd. Imitating the policy
which was so - loudly complained

of by us- when the United States
levied duties on the lobster cans; the fish
being free, a duty has been placed on thé
barrels in which oil, a duty free article,
is contained. We are not aware whether
any correspondence has' taken' place be-
tween the Government of Canada and
Newfoundland on-the subject of the com-
plaints of the latter, but, if not, the latter
cannot be held blameless for adopting,
without notice, the retaliatory policy, the
adoption of which has' just been an-
nounced. The retaliation which has been
agreed to in Newloundland, according to
a'report which seems to be based on a
letter from the -Secxetmy of the Board of
Trade at St. John, to a commereial firm,
is a duty of 100 per cent upon all pack-
ages containing merchandise imported
into Newfoundland,. which is to apply to
importations from countries which shall
levy a tax on packages exported from
Newfoundland, or in which inspection of
packages is made compulsory.

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THE BANK STATEMENTS.

The bank statements, the usual summa.
ry of which will be found below, do not
caull for much comment. There is a slight
decrease in the aggregate linbilities and
deposits, which, at this period of the year,
is to be expected. The balances in the
hands of British and foreign agents have
been reduced by ratherover two millions.
Some curiosity has been excited by the
returns of a new Bank, styled * the Bank
of London in Canada,’” which has a sub-
scribed capital of $1,000,000, of which

$108,185 is paid up, and which, though
only just commencing business, reports
g reserve fund " of $50,000. This cer.
tainly calls for some explanation, which
should be promptly given in the interest
of the bank, as we are aware that there
have been surmises as to the probability of
this Reserve Fund, which cannot by pos-
sibility be a bond fide one, having been re-
ported for speculative purposes. The
bank has nearly $100,000 in depgsit with
other banks and $20,000 in loans -on
stocks. It has already got a circulation
and deposits exceedingits paid-up capital:

THE ST. LAWRENCE IMPROVE- .
MENTS,

A most incomprehensible misrepre-
sentation of the improvements in the St.
Lawrence was recently made at a meeting
of the Halifax Chamber of Commerce, by
Mr. J. 8. Maclean, who, we are bound in
charity to suppose, has never been in
Montreal, and has never given any
attention to the state of the navigation
of the St. Lawrence. The misrepresen~
tation was that the St. Lawrence between
Quebec and Montreal is gradually filling
up, and that it cannot be dredged suf-
ficiently for large steamers to load ab
Montreal. We could not have believed,
had we not seen the report of Mr. Mac-
lean's speech, that any individual in
Halifax, occupying the position which that
gentleman does, could have displayed
such gross ignorance. We find in the
columns of a morning contemporary a
letter from Mr. Thomas Cramp, which we
shall reproduce, as it completely.,dis-
poses in a short space of the rash state-
ment, obviously made with the view of
injuring the trade of Montreal :

Sir,~—From the published report of o recent
meeting of the Halifax Chamber of Commerce
I extract the following :—

“Mr. J. 8. Maclenn thought it most advis-
able to work with Quebee, though he did not
altogether hold the views of Mr. Joues. He, a3
a good Presbyterian, believed in fore-ordine-
tion and predestination, and considered that
Hulifax was predestined to become the great
Atlnntic port of the Dominjon. It was most
advisuble to co-operate with Quebec, as a
bridge, it was almost certain, would be built
there, and consequently Halifax must benefit
in winter by the advantages accorded Quebec
in summer. The river from Quebec’ to Mon-
treal was gradually filling ap, so that soon
it could not be dredged sufficiently for large
ocean steamers to load at Montreal. They
would consequently . have to load at Quebee
in summner, and the bridge could be of no
other use in winter than' to benefit Halifax,
He therefore urged co-operation with Quebec.

Montreal merchants will, T am sure, now,
as always Lerctofore, rejoiee over any improve-
ment in the business prospects of Halifax, Que-
bee, or any other city of the Dominion, but as
it is wholly at variance with established frcts,
officially published, to state that “the river
from Quebec to Montreal was gradually. filling
up, so that soon it could .not be dredged suffi-
ciently for large steamers to load at Montreal,”
aund as such an assertion is calculated to injure
the reputation of our St. Lawrence route at
home and abroad, I cannot doubt Mr. Mac-

lean will be glad to. have it noticed and cor- -

rected. The operations for improving the ship

_ channel between Montreal and Quebec have

now been continuously prosecuted for many

years, with steady and progressive resulis.

Twenty feet, 224 feet nnd 25 feet at lowest
water has been successively reached, and the
Harbor Oommissioners are now engnged in
deepening to 27} feet at lowest water, which
means & much greater depth’ during a large
portion of each season,.and one specinl feature
of the works is that no_difficulty whatever has

and the avernge tonnage of our ocean steam-

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. THE CONSPIRACY.

The Western papers are full of the de-
tails of a very disreputable transaction
which has recently taken place in Toronto.
We can afford but brief space to a sub-
ject of such o character, but we should
not feel justitied in passing it over with-
out nolice or without joining in the
general condemnation of the act. Ithas
been clearly established that $1,800 was
gent in two parcels to members of the
Ontario Legislature, and ‘that atiempts
were made by persons opposed to the
administration of Mr. Mowat to induce
some of his supporters to go into oppo-
sition. Twoof the individuals who seem
to be chiefly mixed up in the matter
have been committed to gaol, and a pro-
tracted enquiry has taken place before
the sitting Magistrate, with a view to their
committal for trial on a charge of con-
spiracy. As usual on such oceasions,
there has been a great deal of exagger-
ation by both political parties, or rather
by their recognized organs. The Conser-
‘vative lenders have condemned in terms
sufliciently strong, the attempt made by
one or more of their partizans to seduce
members of the reform party from its
ranks by offers of money, but then they
stigmatize as criminal the conduct - of
those members who reported to their
chiefs the attempts made to decoy them,
and who afterwards, acting under advice,
endeavored to expose the conspiracy.
The Liberal organs have perhaps been too
much inclined to believe that the con-
spiracy was really set on foot by the

Dominion Government, the only founda-
tion for such an opinion being an offer of .

office, in writing, made by Senator Mac-
pherson to Mr. Wilkinson, the individual
particularly implicated. Mr. Wilkinson
seems to have been for some years a
zealous and trusted member of the Con-
servative party, but it cannot now be
denied that his zeal has. outrun his dis-
cretion. The intervention of an Ameri-
can lumber dealer, who was  inclined to
- spend money in lobbying a Bill for his
own personal advantage, was probably an
accidental circumstance. The Ontario
Government had refused his application
for a timber license, and hence his desire
to overthrow it. 1t would be far from
creditable if the speculator in question
had had any reason to anticipate-that he
would be dealt with more liberally by one
administration than another.
sume that there is little, if any doubt,
that Senator Macpherson's letter, offering
the office of Registrar of Edmonton to
Mr. Wilkinson, was used by that indivi-
dual to convince those with whom he was
" tampering, that he had sufficient influence

On the whole, we have no doubt that the
exposure will materially strengthen the
Government of Mr, Mowat, as members
will be afraid to show any sign of falling
away from their party, lest they should be
believed to be under the influence of
those who have no scruples as to the
mode of obtaining converts,

FIRE INSURANCE TARIFF FOR THE
PROVINCE OF QUEBEC.

That the- fire insurance companies
fully expected the tarifl' lately framed for
Ontario to be speedily exlended to this
Province is manifest from the title given
to the Association which was not the
“ Ontario” but the ¥ Cunadian Fire
Underwriters Association ;" and, further,
that a taviff is needed for Quebec quite
as much if not more than it was for
Ontario we believe evéry insurance mana-
ger willingly admits—some of the rates on
certain risks in the city of Montreal being
simply absurd. It is not easy to
understand how the mere establish-
ment of rates can be ofany practical utility
in this city, unless something be donse to
check or control the brokerage sytem.
It must be patent to everyone—the utter
uselessness of raising premiums, say five
per cent, so long as anyone bringing a
risk to a company can call himselfa
broker, and charge ten per cent off' the
rate, the whole or part ‘of which per cent-
age he can return to the insured, suffer-
ing the latter “ not to be himself,” which
is'not unfrequently the case. A“reform
of this kind can only be compared to the
Jnggling  feats of a Tuarkish finance
minister, who would persuade his sultan
that he is enriching his exchequer by the
increase of taxation, while, at the same

time, the said financier pays the collectors’

of taxes as much or more than such in-
crease |

Turning to the question of rates, the
feeling of the offices’ respecting this
Province does not differ from that evinced
in framing the tariff for Ontario, namely :
—that there should be no serious ad-
vance excepbing on some special hazards
and a few other risks now witten at

“ridiculously low figures, but.that the en-

deavor will be to steady existing rates
and.stop further demoralization; and in
this we think goed judgment is displayed,

the aim being to’secure fair, not exorbi--

tant profits, sothat there canbe no cause
for the public toé complain.
This applies rather to Montreal, where

low.rates and . extensive brokerage pre-
vail, ‘but we understand the city " of

Quebec is engaging the attention of tke

companies, a movement being on font to

reduce the rates there in coxisidembipn
of the contract for the new main being
signed, and the pipes réady to be laid.
Former experience of Quebec goes to
show that the wiser and safer course to
follow is to wait for the completion of the
promised new water-works, and. the re-
moval of the obnoxious and unjust insur-.
ance tax before considering any reduction.
The complaint that a large quantity of
the business is now being taken by un-
licensed companies from the States, at
rates below the present tariff, only proves.
two points: First, that the insurance
law in Canada is defective to permit of
such business being curried on with im-
punity ; and, Secondly, that there are

always some who, with no experience =

know infinitely better than those possess-
ing it. ’

As regards other towns in the Province
there is little doubt these will be equit-
ably dealt with, should the tariff come into
force, in order that those places which
charge a tax on the insurance companies
may be treated as in Ontario.

INSOLVENCY DISTRIBUTION.

“An order of distribution is, in effect,
an order of confiscation.” Such was the
recent deliverance of a prominent Queen's
Counsel, in reply to the suggestion that
an execution might be counteracted by
invoking the antiquated laws of this
Province .in commercial matters. = The
candor of the Queen’s Counsel was not at
all palatable to his professional brethren,
who hinted at discipline before the Bar;
but the very effectual manner in which
the deliverance could have been vindi-
cated, and the overwhelming testimony
from defrauded’ creditors, which could

~have been invoked, made the grumbling

advocates think better of it; -and, no -
doubl, they exercised a wise discretion, in
not adding to the outspoken dissatisfac- -
tion prevailing in regard to the man-
ner in which creditors are fleeced of their
meéans, under the cloak of *distributing
assets.”” 'The offending brother hit on an -
appropriate term in styling the process
confiscation, because, except to the law-
yers in the form of costs, nothing is to be
looked for from the sheriff under an order
of distribution, ” This state of thing necds
not “to be dwelt on; every creditor
knows it to his cost, and he is likely to
know a little more of it before many
months, judging from the present out-
look. - : ‘

Another of the exasperations arising
out of the existing condition of the law is
the facility it affords for legal plunder, even
in spite of the efforls of the debtorand the
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chief body ofhis creditors to achieve an
equitable distribution of his estate. A
morning contemporary comments upon &
bailift’s seizure being upheld as against
the trustees to whom a bankrupt had as-
signed his estate for the benefit of all his
creditors. The pity is that the press has
not given more prominence to that state
of the law; it has been all along per-
fectly well-known to creditors and to
those who may have had dealings with
insolvent estates since the repeal of the
Insolvent law, The wrecking of valuable
estates for want of forbearance on the
part of one or two inconsiderate creditors
is a thing of common occurrence, and one
that ought to be seriously brought under
the notice of the Legislature that has in
charge matters relating to bankraptey,
but which avoids dealing with a subject
#o important. And why ? Is it because
there are no insolvents that the eyes of
Parliament ave so provokingly blind and
their ears so persistently dull to the com-
plaints of the commercial community ?
Is it because times are ‘ booming’ and
nothing but the sunshine of prosperity in
prospect, that justice to creditors is so
long ignored ? The little patching that
Parliament has done to the laws on this
subject is of a very crude sort. Joint
stock ‘companies and banks have been
favored with legislation to be invoked in
the event of insolvency. It is difficult
to understand why an equal number of
men trading under the Joint Stock Com-
panies’ Act should be subject to laws dif-
ferent o what would have been appli-
cable had the business been constructed
as an ordinary co-partnevship enterprise.
Then the lines on which these laws are
framed are hard to accountfor; the share.
holders—thatis the bankrupts—are every-
thing, and the creditors are awarded the
position of spectators, while their debtors
are placed in positions of control upon

. the estates they have succeeded in bring-
ing to grief. '

One looks in vain through the two
measures relating to insolvent trading
companies for any loap-hole where a
credilor might get in to assert his rights;
every avenue is eftfectually stopped by
constantly recurring ‘ contributor,” who
crops up in each clanse and seclion,
while his victim is ignored so completely
as to create the idea’ that he is in effect
the villain of the piece,—shul out beyond
the pale of relief. Oue special feature of
these bills is the ubiquity of the Court in-
everything that is to be done in the wind-
ing up of an estate ;—from the potilion for
a winding-up order to the end of the
liquidation, those in charge are shackled

by endless petitions to the court, which.

cannot fail to be disastrous to the interest
of creditors; and to what good? Does any
one imagine that when liquidators present
a petition to be authorized to compound
with one debtor, or to sue another, that
the judge is going into the merits of the
question ? Were he to attempt it he
had best to remove to the liguidator's
desk, and assume the latter's position at
once.. The truth is, liquidators occupy,
for the time being, the positions of man-
agers of the means ol creditors whose
trust turns out to have been misplaced,
as regards the original debtors, and it is
just as absurd to fetier the managera in
such a case with expensive formalities as
it would be to act in a similar manner in
the case of administrators charged with
the realization of the assets of the estates
of deceased persons. To relieve the
estate of the endless expense, the liquida-
tors of the Tixchange Bank applied in
general terms for authority to do the
several things which the Act provides
they may do with the sanction of the
court. What will be authorized in detail
the court has seen fit to refuse to santion
al once. ' That will make no difference
in the result exceptin the daily vecurring
expense, and it will be well for creditors
if the liquidators do not become weary of
the never-ending preparation of petitions,
which are nothing but lumber when
granted. Inshort, the legislation on in-
solvency, as regards companies and
banks, is ineflicient,—not comprehensive
in its provisions, defective in many im-
portant particulars, and extravagant in its
operation as regards law costs to a degree
that fairly lays it open to the imputation
of being framed more in the interest of
the lawyevs thanof the creditors.

All this is the opposite of creditable to
those who are responsible for the absence
of sufficient and comprehensive legis-
lation on the question of insolvenecy, and
there does not appear to be any fair rea-
son for the prolonged neglect. The
measure prepared by the Boards of Trade,
and which is now before Pwliament, is
well caleulated to meet the wants of the
mercantile conimunity.
subject so important is not statesman-
like, and may prove tobe & grave error;
in the meantime much injustice is being
done : the credit of Canadians in foreign
markets is impaired, the welfare of im-
porters and their- power to pay duties
is crippled, and one looks in vain to
discover any compensation to the com-
merce of the country for the injuries done
toit by a masterly inactivity which is not
new, and which appears to be regardless
of the losses that are being unnecessarily
sustained.
