It is
probable that the steady depreciation
of silver, in spite of the large pur-
shortly lead to a discontinuance of
these purchases altogether, and then—
look out below. The approaching re-
sumption of specie payments in Aus-
trin is compelling that Government to
borrow about 100 million dollars in
gold—and as Loundon must supply a
large proportion of the amount, the
drain 'must still further inercase the
disparity between silver and gold—or,
in other words, further depreciate the
value of silver. It is provided hy Act
of Parlinment of Great Britain that
there shall be £934.103 in 20 1. weight
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txfoy of standard gold, onc-twelfth be-
ing alloy; and that there shall be GG
shillings ‘to every Ibh, troy weight of
standard silver, three parts in 40 be-
ing alloy. In other words, there are
22 carats fine gold and 2 carats of
alloy in o 1b, troy welght of standard
gold; and every 1b, weight tro.y of
standmrd silver shall be of the fineness
of 11 oz and 2 pennyweights of fine
silver and 18 pennyweights of alloy—
there bLeing 12 oz to the 1b. troy.
British silver coins are exchangeable for
gold; in countrics having a bi-metallic
gtandard they are not.

The work of colnage was formerly
performed in the Tower of London; in
1810 ‘the mint was transferred :lo
Tower IIill, near the Bank of ¥ngland.
Trom this mint is supplied the coinage
for the whole of the Empire except
Australia, which, with the East Indies,
is .supplicd from the branch mints at
Sydney and Mcelbourne and the mints of
Caleuttn and Bombay., The mint in
London strikes gold coins of the value
of $2 for Newfoundland, silver coins of
the various current denominations for
Nowfoundland sand Cunada and nickel
penee, ’h:ilfpcncu and farthings for the
West Indies, The Bank of England is
bound by law to purchase at the rate
of £8 17s 9d, or about $19.40, an oz.
any gold bullion of the legal standard
that the public may bring for sale.
Silver bullion is purchased by the bank
only at the market value, In 1871 thig
was sixty and five-sixteenths pence per
oz ; ‘ten years later it had fallen ‘to
52 pence. Coinnge machinery is very
expensive, being  thus  practically o
guarantee against imitation,

of Greal DBritain, while those of the
Tnited States have more alloy but
weigh slightly more than the Canadian

INCREASED RATES AND CO-INSUR-
ANCE,

In. the last dssue of the * Baltimore
Underwriter ” we lind the views we
have always advocated regarding the
increase of rates in fire Iosurance
coupled with co-insurance well upheld
and illustrated by Mr, Geo. E. Wagner,
President of the Philadelphia Fire Un-
derwriters’ Association, in a corres-
pondence between him and the Trades
League of the same city.

My, Wagner points out to the effeet
that rates were raised Dbecause the
former rates did not pay, and then
proceeds to explain the equity, wor
“even-nanded justice’ as he ealls it,
of the co-insurance elause, demonstrat-

“ing that, without such clause, the in-

surer who only carries twenty-five per
cent of insurance as compared nvith
value, should pay twice, or three times,
as much as he, who insures to the ex-
tent of onc hundred per ecent, This
must be so as long as partinl losscs
occur, whiel is casily proved by the
following e¢xample :—

A, B. a merchant takes out a _policy
for $2,500 on goods, in storage, worth
$10,000, while C. D. has another policy
for $10,000 upon similar property of
the like value. The rate we will say
is 1 per ceni, so that A. B. pays the
Company $25 and C. D. $100, (ex-
actly four times ns much) yet, in the
absence of the co-insurance elause, no
one will be rash cunough to say that
the Company's linbility is four times
as great under the larger poliey as it
is under the smaller, heeause let any
loss oceur up to the amount of $2,500
and the liability is precisely equal, and
that relative liability only inéreases on
C. D.’s poliey in the proportion as the
loss is above §2,500, being double when
the damage reaches $5,000 and only
Beeoming quadruple that of A, BJs
poliey when the loss is absolutely total,
This being the ense, the rate charged
iy aantfestly either too much on the
one policy or too little on the other,
but with the co-insurance elause this
inequality Is at onee wiped ount, inas-
mueh as whatever the loss might be
A. B. would only reecive on fourth of
the amount to which €. D. would be
entitled, being in the proportion of the
premium paid by each.

But there is another reason why the
introducetion of the co-insuranee clause
beeame a neeessayy adjunet to the in-
crease of rates in large cities well pro-
vided with fire proteetion, and this is,
that it was found that a large élass
ol insurers cul.culnting anything ke a
total loss to Le quite the exception re-

duced the amount of their insurance
80 as to make their annual premiums
the same as before the advance in rates,
thus practically nullifying any advant-
age to the insurance companies from
the said advace, in this manner :(—A
property owner formerly insured $100,-
000 at ¥ per cent costing him $500
in premium, but on the rate . being
raised to GO cents per cent instead of
paying ‘$G00 he only insures $80,000
at o cost of $480, so that the income
to the companies remains about the
same and their losses, without the co-
insurance clause, are not materially re-
duced,

We have endeavoured to give an ex-
planation 'of the co-insurance eclause,
both as rcg‘m-i]s its equity betaveen one
insurer and another and its action
upon rates, which besides being our own
views shall be thoroughly comprehen-
sible ito the public at large, and we
shall look with interest to {the paper
on ‘this subject to be read at the an-
nual tmeeting of the Northwest Iire
Underwriters Association in Chicago on
27th and 28th instant by Mr, 1. F.
Beddall of the Royal Insurance ‘Com-
pany, a gentleman well qualified to
speak upon insurance matters.

WHAT PEOPLI DRINK,

The last published veport of Com-
missioner of Inland Revenue, Miall,
shows that out of a total of 175 sam-
ples of liquors ana]yzed during the {is-
cal year ended 30th June, 1891, the
aumber of 151 was genuine, 13 adul-
terated and 11 doubtiul.

CANADIAN APPLES.

The fact that a well planned and
cm‘cfﬁlly managed orchard is a valu-
able adjunet to the farm, is becoming
more recognized every year, while in

many parts of the -west there are

apple districts where the raising of

this fruit is almost the chief source of
profit. In ‘view of the magnitude .of

our export trade it is gratifying to-

note that the outlook is favorable and
that the progressive farmer, who thinks
of gomething else besides grain, roots
and cattle, will reap his reward, Graft-
ing inferior sorts or replacing the old
trees is receiving ‘more attention of
late years, and the poor quality of
apple which was unfit to be eaten raw
is ‘Deeoming ‘searcer.

In 1891-92 the shipments from Mont-
real alone
while ‘there were large exports jrom
Nova Seotia and a considerable’ quan-
tity of our apples were forwarded by
way of Portland and Boston. In 1890-
91 Montreal exported 182,000 bar-
rels, but this was a comparatively
poor season. The value of the crop in
n good average year may be roughly
estimated at a million dollars. A
Liyverpool cablegram, just reccived, re-
ports o strong demand for the good
varities, and recent prices ranged irom
18s, to 20s. The sender added the fol-
lowing : — ¢ The steamship Labrador
salls on the 21st, She is an excellent
vessel for carrying apples and we think
a few hard apples on her would meet
o good market and do well,” Mail ad-
vices 1ell us that the arrivals at Liver-
pool for the week ended 10th instant,
were 4,261 barrels, including three
small Canadian shipments, The pre-
vious arrivals for the season were 3,-
201 barrcls. American apples landed

in good condition and made fair prices

for colored iruit, but green -varicties
were meglected. A few Canadians,
Duchess and Golden sweets, landed in
poor form, Lhere is an inereasing de-
mand for good colored fruit. The fol-
lowing prices were realized for tight
and slack parveels :—American Kings,
per brl,, 14s.

A great deal has been written, bhoth
for and agninst the automntic sprink-
ler, and as ig often the ense amid the
heat ol argument, the real point at
issue has now and then been lost sight
of. The fact is that the
aprinkler, like any other applianee for

automatic

proleclion agninst fire, must he kept
Both hosce and bhuck-
ety are excellent in thebr way, but if

in perfect order,

the hose hag burst, and the buckets
are empty neither are of any ddvant-
age to the insured or the insurer. So
with automati¢ sprinklers, whieh re-
quire the same regular and perlodieal
inspeetion that other applinnees do,
after which it is folly to deny thelr
utility, sinee statistics give overwhelm-
ing cvidence that the contrary is the
truth, No doubt it is casy to over-
estimate the henefit to be derived from
mny system of fire protection, but the
ratio of loss on the sprinkled risks
written by the New TEagland Mutuals,
goes to prove thatl the automatie is
the means of snving millions of doll-
ars annually from destruction., Wealso
believe that on similar risks in Can-
ada, of which & large proportion :of
the insuranee is in the snld Mutuals,
and the mills therefore subjeet to those
companies’ inspeelion, the losg ratio ex-
tending ‘of more than ten years has
been infinfessimal or say between one
and davoe per eent! As the contraet-
ing engineer Mr, John (. Thomas ob-
served in his paper read at the aunual
meeting of the Millers’ Nalional Asso-
c¢lalion held in Chieago ““a  sprinkler
equipment Is of use just in proportion
that it receives proper care.” x-

THE BANK STATEMENTS TOR
AUGUST.

The circulation shows a slight ad-
vance during the month., The princi-
pal features in the liabilitics are the
fulling off in public deposits on demand
by about $1,720,000, and the advance
in deposits after notice by $4,24:0,000,
the Iatter being now close on 100 i_nill-
ions, or nearly double the figure of ten
vears ago, It is élear that there jis
a large amounl: of money being stored
away, money for which there is no pro-
mising investment at present. The
total liabilities, it may be seen, have
inereased some 2 millions, or more than

. the amount advanced in July,

In the assets there is .a slight fall-

ing off in specie, and a greater onc in
Dominion notes, about $670,000, The
small sum opposite balance due from
banks in daily exchanges shows the ad-
vantages of the Clearing system in our
large citics, Call loans advanced about
$1,620,000 owing largely to the
greater activity in cotton and other
stocks, The midsummer dullness in
trade is relleeted by the reduction un-
der the head of Current Loans and Dis-
counts, from $189,513,000 to $18G,-
312,000. ‘“Directors’ Habilities” on
the o'ther hand have somewhat \in‘
creased, It were well, in order to avoid
public misapprehension, and for pur-

guoted the experiments of Mr. H. B.
Baker, made to find whether moisture
is necessary for the combustion of ear-
bon and phosphorus in oxygen. The
carbon, consisting of finely-powdered
charcoul, was carcfully dried and
scaled up in hard glass tubes contain-
ing dried oxygen., Similar s:uhplcs of
carbon nwere sealed up in tubes con-
luining oxygen saturated with water.
When the tubes were placed in a Bun-
sen flame, the carbon in the moist
oxygen burnt with scintillating flashes,
but no apparent combustion took
phce in the tube containing dried oxy-
gen, though it was heated to bright
redness, The effeet of molsture on the
behaviour of carbonic oxide with oxy-
gen is even more remarkable.

Cuble advices regarding the Buro-
pean markets are somewbat conilicting re-
garding the probable yield, but uniform in
noting slow and hesitant buying. The Ger-
man market was recently cabled 10 marks
lower and wunfavorably affected by the
cholera. The English price was easjer at
100% to 120s. for new goods of home
growth. .

Several of our country readers have re-
cently requested us to give particulars ag
to the condition of crops and business
clsewlere, and we accordingly summerise
afew of the chief reports. The Water-
ville, N. Y. “Times,” says: “With regard
to aetunl buying and selling there is none,
and there is consequently no market here.
All scem to De waiting to see what the
future will bring forth when they got their
hops boled and ready to sell. Since the
selling of the carly varieties there has heen
no husiness to speak of. Tlhe crop has
been menrly all picked in this vicinity, and
only the largest growers are still in the
yords. It is pretty certnin that ynrds of
that varviety that are not picked this week
will hardly be worth further labor next
week. This complaint is quite general. In
regard to the yield we think it is asafe
estimato to place the crop of the State
at about the same as last year, with some
strong rensons to infer that it will be
larger rather than smaller. This estimate
is Dbased upon statistics furnished us by
growers and dealers, and the above secms
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to be about the average of the reports ob-
tained. In ihe main the erop will be of
goad quality.”

The Oncidn “ Union,” reports as follows ¢
There has been a scareity of pickers, and
a majority of producers will be obliged
to exlend picking through nnother week.
The hops through Stoekbridge valley have
not, up o this time, heen much more than
one-hnli seenred. I'hey are keeping nicely,
excepting the cluster variety, and in o few
instonees where lice are putling in their
work. The erop is panning oubt much het-
ter, ns o rule, than was anticipnted hefore
picking commenced. J. Emory Drown, a
short distunce south of Oneida, informs
ns that be picked 1,100 boxes from off 7
neres, elusters, which weighed 11 pounds
to ‘the hox. This s a heavy yield, Mr.
Brown, in all, hag 22 acres of hops, only
hadf of which had been sceured up to Sat-
nrday night. The  Canada variety will
yield about 1,000 pounds Lo the anere.
The quantity of State hops will be above
the avernge, Duyers are still caunlious, and
are not operaling frecly anywhere. Ira L
Snell, on Monday, sold the remaining bhali
of his new erop, nbout 40 bales, to L 8.
Klock, for 18¢ per pound, and Movey Snell
also sold the balance of his growth {o the
gnme party for alike priee. All Lold, Mr.
Klock has bought about 200 bales within
the poast tlree or four days, and T 1L
Trownell nbout 300 bales, mostly at 18ec.

The Otsego  Republican,” reports thus:
The hop harvest Tns been nearly completed,
except a few fthat will Iinish this weck.
Some growers are getting more than they
cstimnted, so that it i8  expecled
that the number of boxes will not he more
than about 15 1o 20 per cent less than
st yenr, and as the hops are weighing less
(from one to three pounds to the hox) it is
estimnted {he shortage will be ashout 10
per cent on thatl account. A number of
snles of the new erop hnave been made here
within a jew days. N. A. Marey, of Bur-
lington, sold his erop of nbhout 45 Iales to
Brady & MHinman, for 20¢. Mr. Begley,
of Springfield, and Mre. Daly, ol Exeter,
have sold their growths, probably about
8,000 pounds in all, Tor 20c. Therc nre
also other sales nt the same prices. In-
quiry has Deen made for 1891s ot 20e
delivered in New York.

SPRINKLERS IN FLOUR MILLS.

A writer in {he Inter-Oeean of Chicago,
deseants quite freely on the imtility ol
automatie sprinklers in flour mill risks :

Sheathed studding and ecilings are nob
proper subjects for antomatie sprinklers,
and the sprinkler company or agent who
leads owners to equip such visks withont
due warning that “afool and his mouey
are soon parted,” has perpetrated o frawd
upon both the owners and the companies
whieh he persundes to accept the risk ab
any reduclion of rate, no maiter lhow
small, 10 the sprinkler agent had any re-
gpeet for his company’s record, he wonld
eall altention to the faet that nwomaies
are of little use in such plania: that money
spent upon sprinklers was aboutl as good
as thrown nway, and then end the matier
by refusing to toke sueh aconiract at
any price. Greed so over-renches itself,
however, thal some sprinkler agenis are
ready to equip almost anything in the shape

of abuilding rather than lose n contract.

No one has yet heard that the stock com-
panies have profited to any great extent
by flour mill experience except, perhaps,
to urge n hetter style of construction. The
rule quoted for equipping all buildings is,
that every foob of wood surface within
the building must be covered by a sprink-
ler head, or be within its waler reach.
Manifestly this cannot be accomplished in
the flour mill. Elevators can have boxed-
in heads, lhorizontnl and oblique conveyers
and spouts can be treated in the same way,
but what can be done with bolting chests,
separators, purifiers, and all the similar
machines about the flour mill? After a
very carelul investigation the writer came
to the conelusion tha ordinarvily 60 per
cent. and possibly in some cases T per
cent of the hazards of the flour mill could
he proteteed Ly automaties without an ex-
pense that would be almsot prohibitory,
and this is believed tobe a liberal estimate.
Now I submit whether it is wise or just
to pgive n 25 per cent reduction of rate
for something thnt covers not more ithan
two-thirds of the hazard ? The same state
of Incts that apply to the flour mill is also
truc in a lesser and o different sense in
the elevator. The rule of equipment laid
down thal every fool of wood surface and
every pulley benring or gearing should be
under the immediate protection of a sprink-
ler should le constantly kept in mind Dy
hoth sprinkler agent and inspector, and
nowhere more clogely than in the flour
mill and the elevator. I have looked over
clevators where heads that could by no

possibility throw water over cighteen in- -

ches upward, were sltrung in lines from
four to six feet below the woodwork they
were supposed to protect, nud where there
was over ten thousand square feet of heav-
ily dust-lnden wool surface in a  single
storey ubterly unprotected by o sprinklev
head. "The poekets formed hy Dbin  con-
struetion at the sides of the elevator are
renlly more dangerous than those in the
centre of the building, yet wlat inspector
ever snw a side pocket proteeted, while
the eentre ones have usually one and some-
times two sprinkler heads. These are
cleancd weekly at the least, while the side
pockets go unswept for months. For in-
stanee, the writer has scen nearly a bushel
of dust taken out of o single pocket, less
than twelve inches wide at the opening,
nnd nbout six feet in height. Yet so much
velinnee i8  placed upon the thick-
ness of the woodwork above that very little
notice is taken of them as a hazard.

FASHIONS IN LACE, VEILS AND
GLOVES.

The following hints from the Chieago
Dry Goods Neporter will be of interest:
In lace departments the snme favor is visi-
ble for point @’Trelande. This lace is still
the most popular favorite. The kind sought
o good deal just now is the light tracery
variety which shows an irregular mesh,
Among the trade this is sometimes known
as “crazy ground.” Leru is in high favor,
amd some of the leading modistes continue
to use ivory and delieate erenm shades.
Awong the novelties are some very pretty
designs in appliqued lnce. These ave reviv-
als of the old Brussels applique, the pat-
terns shown resembling the renl lace used

by our departed grandmothers. Owing to
the perfection of modern machinery afew
dollars ean now buy a bridal outfit which
is just us effective as 1ihat -which would
have cost hundreds of dollars half & century
ago. Veilings continue to sell well, the
pattern most sought having small irregu-
Iar figures. Tor the general trade, border-
ed goods are largely taking the place of
the henvy Cronstadt veilings so mueh used
in the past. Veilings with chenille dot are
a good deal affected.—In Kid gloves there
is some demund Jfor navy, red and green
shades in both glace and suede gloves.
In the larger glove centres it is noticed
that tan and mode shades of mousquetaire
suede gloves arve most entively worn with
the navy costumes, and the effect is very
pleasing. ‘Ihe late quarantine restrictions
will make the glove business difficult, and
deliveries will Le somewhat late in con-
sequence.

LUMBER TRADE IN GREAT BRITAIN.

The “ Timber Trades Journal,” of Lon-
don, Eng., reports prices for red and white
vields of the leading stocks as making
23 Gd. to Bs. more now, than eould be
obtained for them in the spring. This is
owing to low stocks remaining on hand.
White batiens keep pretty firm, but the
commoner qualitics of red battens are de-
cidedly wenker, The chemical makers in
the Tyne district have been assisted by
the cholera scare. The demand for eertain
articles, such as bleaching powder, soda
salts, cte. ,continues Lrisk there; a few
makers were declining further orders at
the time of writing on the 10th instant.
This should help stave importers who
have experienced dull times during the
season, notwilhstanding the Iree-on-hounrd
prices. Relerring to the sale of a line of
spruee regulors, and hemlocks from Que-
Iee, the ¢ ‘Journal ” hopes that the latter
wood will overecome the prejudice which
has avisen ngainst it for some time past,
and speaks of its parvticulnr virtues as
being rat-proof, useful for sewnge work,
and, consequently, worth the attention of
locnl vestries and the London commission-
erg. The arrivals at London during the
weelk, were fully up to the average quan-
tity. :

THE RATE OF EXCHANGE.
D :

We have bzen asked to republish the ex-
planation of fhe rate of exchange which
obtains between Canada and Great Britain
whiech wag given in these columns several
years ago:

By an old Act of the Tarlinment of Can-
ada, it was enacted that £100 sterling or
100 sovercigns should be equivalent to
£111 10s Canadian mouey, i. e. to $ddd.-
444, or L1 sterling equal to $4,d4d4, It was
found however, that this was very much
below the real or intrinsic value of the
sterling pound ; accordingly, while its legal
value was only $4 444, the market or com-
mereinl value varied from $4,83 to $4,86.
By Act of Parlinment the value of the pound
sterling was fixed at $4,866. Now the
new par is equal to the old par plus nine
and a-half per cout. of the old par; that
is, $4,444 plus nine and a-half per cent. of
S, 444, which is, 422, make $4,860 equal
to the new par. Comsequently the rato
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of exchange Debween Canndu._aud» G;En,_t
Britain must veach tho nominal premium
or nine and a-hall per cent. belore it is
at par.

DOES CIVILITY PAY?

The Snn Francisco Insurance Adjuster
gives a case in point: The other day a
well-known life insnrance agent, entered
an equally well-known house furnishing
store. Enquiring for the proprietor, he
proffered his Lusiness card by way of in-
troduction, and was about to make known
h"ﬂshwnnts, when lie was somewhat startled
at having his card violently thrust back
into his face, the movement being accom-
panied by the rvemark :—*You must ex-
cuse me, sir, but T have no time to talk
tnsurance during business hours. I can't
talk to you. You can do no business with
me to-dayt—“But my dear sir,” inter-
rupted the insurance man, gasping with
astonishment, “I had no intention of talk-
ing insurance to you, I called to purchase
a kitehen range.” The merchant was pro-
fuse with apologics, but a rival establish-
ment got ‘the insurance man’s order for
a forty-dollar range that afternoon.

SILVER CURRENCY.

A paper note seys frankly: Take me
on credit, I represent the honor of the
government, or the bank that issues me,
as o credit curreney.” The silver dollar,
however, is not [rank, it pretends to be
precious metal worth o dollar; there is
no indication upon it that it represents
anyvthing except so much silver ; naturally,
therefore, when thal pretension is known
to be inlse, to the exent of 85 per cent,
it is a discredited and objectionable artiele,
especially in o foreign country.—Canadian
Journal of Commeree.

Mr. Annand
wod about 52 years of age and his death
is o source of general regret in the com-
munity in which he moved.

remarkable at marbles in playing for keeps.

world,” so far as o temperate and acute
enjoyment of the many beautilul things
this world contoins may deseribe that kind
of nman; but Thave o horror of specula-
tion and gambling, simply on business prin-
ciples, and the strong faith Ihave of the
harm they do and the ruin they work. As
to the propriety of this or any other * pa-
ternal ” legislation, like the Inter-State
Commerce, Oleomargarine, Fure Food and
other laws, Tam very doubtiul; but that
something should be done to regulate and
control future sales, 8o as to climinate, as
far as possible, the many evil features there-
of, Ithink all men will agree.”

ple. Those of spring wheat are ox-
pected to inereuse, the farmers being
disposed to sell freely. 'Lheir experi-
cnees of o year ago In partially hold-
ing back their wheat was disastrous
and they are not ineclined to repeat it.
The recognition of this fact discour-
ages the holders and tends to retard
action Dy both foreign and domestic
buyers, The purchasing part of the
trade sces no reason to suppose it will
lose by waiting, and thinks there is
at least o fair chance to profit in doing
80 ; lhience it holds oilf as mueh as possi-
ble, and Europcans are falling back on
the proceeds of their home harvest for
the time being, All this may be un-
derstood to prefigure further weakness,
resulting in still lower prices, but it
should not he forgotten that the range
is really a very low one, The carrent
wheat crop is grading so poorly that
fower grades are more plentiful than
usual and it has even been proposed
in Minncapolis to substitute No. 2
Northern for No. 1, as the speeunlative
grade. Only about 20 per centv. of
the receipts in Chicago arc selling at
72 cents. The rest ranges all the way
down from that point to 50¢ per bush-
cl and lIess, the average being about
65¢ or a trifle over o cent per pound
for all wheat now going there to find
o ‘market. This is about the lowest
ever known, for in former times of
great depression the bulk of the re-
ceipts has commanded the highest
prices current on the market. It s
diffieult to understand the freedom with
which wheat is reported to be moving
out of the’ Black Sea ports, ineluding
those of Russla, this being understood
to e old wheat of the crop of last
year. Probably it is that previously
heard of as having been hought up by
foreizn merchants several months ago
and held in Russian ports through the
winter for their account, It is suffl-
