ent. tt is theiefoib instructiva to notb,

that.àt i b iresent moment their efforts
are directed entirely to the' 16stering of
their own industries by, so far as is com-

-patible with the interests of consumers,
clôsing-theirhome markets against foreign
competition.

At the present moment fully balf the
countries of Europe are either on the point,
cf revising their tarifs in the direction of
increased import duties on loreign manu-
factures, or.else, are about to profit by the
expiration of existing treaties te adjust
their tariff systems a little more Bymme.t-
rically, se as to exact protective duties on
all brancbes -of imports. Greece, for in-
stance, bas raised,:provisionally, lier tariff
on the most impotant articles of importa-
tion since ilast November, and the impres-
sion gains ground in conunercial circles,
both in Athens and the Pirteus, that the
present year will see the increase made a.
permanent one. Switzerland is now en-
gaged in renewing her commercial treaty
with 4be German Empire, and insists that
unless certain important concessions are
madethie Helvetie Confederation will.takze
mesures to check the flow of German,
goods'into thèir territories by a prohibitory
tariff. Roumania is now at loggerheads,
commercially, with Austro-Hlungary, not
so much because she is desirous of in-
creasing her tariff, but because her mer-
chants consider that the old scale of duties

bas -borne uiequally on the internal trade
of,tbe kingdom'

The Viennese -cabinet have had the
question of the revision of, the general
tarif cf Austro-Hungary, in the direction
of further .protection, under consideration,
more or less, for the ýpast nine months, and
it is now undeïstood that the new Customs
regulations will follow closely the lines ct

the German tariff of 1879. As the treaty
of coinn'ierce between Hungary and Cis-
Lithuania is about to expire, itis extrem3ly
probable that the revision which vill be
made in the direction of lIigher import
duties will have an important influence on
the negotiations 'for the new commereial
treaty between the Austrian and German
*empires which is to take -the place of the.
one expiring at the close of the present.
year.- Italy, also, bas "denounced'' ber
treaties of commerce with France and
Austria, and exhibits a decided desire to
close hàý,Markets -more than hitherto
against 'the competition of foreign -manu-
facturers. The new treatiés will indoubt-
-edly1e-tronglypotectio niöntonly ith
regard-tormmanufactured. good, but also
againat the imnportatin et foreign cèreals.
Should this le the àsâe, both Russia and
udia wiil suffer seri ly,and it is probable

that a iarge proportion eo the wleat sen't

by those cointries to italy.will b diveitod
to the bi-itisiv.haiketà; ahd; consequèntiy,
inci-basb. the sbver'e c'ihp'etiioi alreadry
exPeriënced bylbanadian: wheat*
1In Norway and Sweden the movement

in favor of protection to home manufactures
and products is steadily gaining ground.
In Sweden, particularly, an -agitation is
spreading in favor of a duty on foreign
cereals. France, also, is affected by the
general cui rent of public opinion against
the principles of free trade, and although
nominally her present fiscal system should
continue until 1892, the rupture of the
commercial treaty with Italy seems tqjeP
the firstbreak thatforesbadows the coning
change. Her little neighber, Belgium, is
another couvert te protection, and has
announced her intention to impose ' duty
on foreign cattle, and even far-off China
is moving in the same direction.

All these straws indicate the way in
which the current of modern commercial
opinion is setting. -The increasing streuth
of the "Fair Trade" party in England
seems te show that'ere long piotection will
become a living political issue even in that
free trade isle, and on all hands it is now
nerceptible that the tendency of every

Enropean nation L towards increased pro-
tection of home manufactures. Under
these circimstances, and having in mind
the fact that these movements are the
outcome of the study of the profoundest
modern political economists, it is super-,
fluous to point out to our readers that any
return to the principles of free trade is
opposed to the general current of opinion.
On all hands the necessity of protection to
home industries =is recognized, and in the
ôase of the Dominion the vital necessity of
fostering our infant manufactures seemas
doubly apparent to the unbiassed observer.

.INDIAN~ WIIEAT. •

- The present low prices ruling for wheat
and the uncertainty cf the immediate
future of that cereal, render any statistics
of crop prospects and shipments froin other
grain producing countries particularly in-,
teresting. India is now rapidly coming to
the front as one of the most formidable
competitors of American wheat and con-
secquently it is -vell for farmers and grain
de'alers of the' interior to kieep careful
track not only of er shipments to the
United Kingdom but also of her crop pros-
pects and statistics.

The aggregate shipments froin India-
from the 1st of thie present.January tethe
'5th February last amounted 'to 2,540,000
*bushels, of which 1,360,000 Were shipped'to
Great Britain and 1,180,000 to the conti-
nent. The total shipments since. the 1st
April, 1886, when the current crop year
commenced, are reported at 40,318,000

bdsheli foi, thý ten inoihui 'endiig 5àh
FebUiary, 187, thiuslihong il stàdy I-
crreàše over ithe shipm'entsf ftlie trop year
ending -81st March, ISS, when the !ship-
ments for -the entire year were 39,812,969
bushels, and a still more 'considerable
advance over those of the previouis crop
year when the -shipments were 29,550,741
busbels only. As :ie amount of wheat'on
passage from India on :the 25th January le
estimated to amount ·to 3,568,000 bushel
more, this will amake:the.shipments for the
year in the vidinity:of 44;000;000 bushels,
an increase, iougliy 'épeaking, of 4,700,000
busbels over 1885 86 and of 14;500000
busi'els, or nearly 50 per cent, over the
crop year 1884-85. *0fthis aggregate, 49.84
per cent was shipped to the United King-
doni and 50.10 per cent fo the continent,
but should: the protective tariff against
foreign cereals become law in Italy and
Norway and Sweden, we may expect a
siderable amount of this percentage will
be once more- diverted. to English ports
and increase the severity of the competition
already existing there.

The reports upon the prospects of the
coming crop, published by the Department
of Agriculture, show that the present
wheat area is about four per cent in'excess
of that of last year. In the Bombay Presi-
dericy the season lias been very favorable
for wheat, but owing to the sowing having
taken place .unusually late, no detailed
figures as to the irea and probable yield
are yet available. In the North Western
provinces aud Oude, the rains .continued
until late in October butt with intervals
sufficiently long to permit of plowing and
dressing the land. Germination is stated
to have been excellent, . except m- those
places where it rained immediately after
sowing. No actual damage, to crops is
reported.

Froin this report it is evident, wben the
increased area cultivated for wbeat i8
taken into consideration, that no diminu-
tion in the shipments, from India can be
éxpected in the coming crop year, but
that, on the other hand, an increase on the
large figures of last year is more than pro-
bable. With silver quoted weak at 40îd.
the advantage in price is all in favor of the
Indian dealer, and consequently we may
look forward to an iicreasing severity in
competition for Canadian wheat in the
coming year. Now that many of the
continental nations are ievising their tariffs
in the direction of protection to home
grown wheat against foreign cereals we
may expect that mucli of the grain that
was hitherto shipped to their ports will
find its way to the United Kingdomi a ld
tend to lower prices in that market, soâ .
tbat unless war should -break out on the
continent, or some unexpected disaster
overtake the Indian crýp we may look
upon lower prices as 4foregoTie conclusion.



FIRE 1NSURANCF.

'The question of insurance against lossby
lire nlaturally presents itself to different
minds under widoly varying aspects, a re-
sult due te the numberof "distinct stand-
points fromn which it can lie viewed. Pos-
sibly the nont goneral idea suggested is
simply the provision bf indennity agaiist
loss, and with this provision the ordinary
conception of lire insurance appears to be-
gin and end. According to this idea the
blenclits of inîsuraice,-as they define it, are
conlfined simply to the payment of lusses,
and the niecessary consequence of such
reasoniing is that this view of insurance
leuds to the encouragement of los clains
whlnover the equal obligations of tlle
owners of the insured property are lost
sight of.

.hidomniiity againsat loss is of course the
great cardinal pjiàiit or lire insurance, but
in order to render the contract betweenî
the companies and the insured a fair and
just bargain, it is neîcessary that the busi-
nes on both aides slall be confducted with
absolute hoiesty, If the person insured is
acting upon the idea that tleî indemnity
guaranîtecd to him imeans the providing of
a cash mnarlket for unîdesirable or unsale-
able stock, or for the practical sale of his
proeîirty at a price higher than %óbld-e
obtained for it in the opei marllÏtfis
ovident that lire insurance inistead of be-
ing a blessinîg, degeierates into a mare in-
ceitive te dishonesty; and consoquîently,
eveni if lie contract he enterod into and
carried out with absolute loiesty on both
sides, if ne other view of the subject be
takoun thani this, iisurance against the
lîazard of lire is converted inîto a more
sordid transaction instead et being re-
gardod as the trimnph of skill and science
over tie inevitable losses by the devouring
eluieit, which it really ils.

The scientill man regards lire insurance
us a skillfully elaborated system whereby
lire hiaiards are chissilled into groups and
tien are se sub-arranged as to enable the
estimation or individual risks, thus cn-
ibling a scale te ho fixed by wlicl ach
risk mnay equitably contribute te a com-
mon fand in proportion te its special con-
iribution to the hazard of fire.. At flirat
this classification was an ext'remely simple
one, only.tIwo groups of risks being recog-
nized, viz. Brick or stone buildings and
wooden ones; ut the particular hazards of
construction,occupancy .and exposure were
soon scienîtificaly psitminated, aud froin this
beginining thera, jmàis bcn alnost continu-
us piogrues untilat lagt wp are alnost

in. sight of :vht ia tenned schedule

hlat may he termed the atriotic view
.of lire insurance looks upon it froi the
standpoint of the imuense savpmig it ofectis
to the nation; net se much by the indein-div.

nity iaid for unavoidable losses as from
the pievention Of these losses by improve-
meunts in the men and material of our lire
departments (largely induced by the
pressure 0f the insurance companies), and
by the precautions they consequently en-
sure ,against the outbreak of fires and for
their rapid extinction when once kindled.
The practical and comprehensive view is
necessarily a combination of all the varions
ideas, each one being partially sacrificed
to the practicability of the whole, just as
ail lite and legislation is ee continued
sacrifice of our personal liberty, feelings,
and possessions for the benefit of the comn-
mnuity at large.

The annual lire insurance tax of Canada
amnounts te about ene dollar per bead of
our entire 'population, and as every large
lir discloses the fact that about one-half

of tie property consumed w'as not covered
by insurance, it may be said that the tax
from lire losses is about one dollar and a
haif per annum per head of the popula.
tion. This anmual loss by lire may bc
represented as forming a mortgage on the
industry and resources of the country
amouniting te more than.two hundred mill-
lons of dollars; a mortgage whici cau
only be lightened by reducing the lire
hazard of the country, and which falls due
by such installments as 'the great lire at
St. Johmn, N. B., in 1877, at Chicago in 1871,
and on the Esplanade ah Toronto in 1885.
This spec'tral mortgage is increased avery

-time huat an unâil stove, an inproperly
constructed building, or a carelessly placed
or dangerous piece ef machinery is added
to the lire hazards of the country.

The rows of poorly construèted louses
with a veneur of brick or plaster in front,
which are constaantly being erected, are
liîtsteiiing the due date of an installment
as heavy as that which todk 'placo at Chi-
cago from a similar cause. The ware-
honses run up for show instead of safety,
with hoists and elevator ýSays conveni-
ently placed te conduct the haimes from
one fiat te anuother, and the storage of
combustible materials without regard te
the safety of surrounding properties, are
ail items and imiortant factors in the nîext
installment of lire lasses presented ta us
for peremptory discharge. 'ot only that
but, many otherwise careful 'and prudent
manufactureis place their raw material,
their fiinislied stock and their valuable
patterrs in close proximnity to the more
dangerous proecessesof tlieirfactories so that
should a tire occur, their osses are in-
creasod fourtold and their businesg un-
ncessarily embarrassel. These are ail
faitis'and'6taily praeèntible fiitors, in
h rlu"rtgageaid were these aie-
mentf' 'danger reduèeds or· elimainatcd,
a splody rèduction in' the Presert annual
loss would be at once inaugurated.

AINuIjl. ui ma. -

The present year will be a remarkable
one so far as jubilees are conceined, and
many of those who look upon 1887 as
representing only the fiftieth year« of the
reiga of Our sovereigu lady, Queen Vic-
toria, will te surprised to hear that it is
also the jubilee year of the electrie tele-
graph.
. It was in the year 1837 t efî9.
Cooke and Wheatstone took out their first
patent for the needle telegraph and con-
verted what had previously been consid-
ered merely .as a scientific toy into a
tangible commercial enterprize, and it was
in the June of that year that the first prac-
tical trial of commercial telegraphy was
made over a tiny line from Euston station
to Camden Town, which settled its sur-
passing usefulness in the eyes of the busi
ness world for ever. This original tel-
graph was an .astonishingly crude affair,
requiring a sMiirate Wire for cacli neeele,
and athougli the apparatus which first
showed its tonishing .celerity and im-
portance by soecuring the capture of the
then notorious Tawell, the Quaker mur-
derer, had ne fewer than five needles, it
could net formi the lettèr Q, and it vas
only through the ready ingenuity of the
operator who spelt the word Quaker as
Kwaker that the criminal was finally capý
tured.

The impression is general that the Uniteu
States, w'hich are now recognized to be far
in advance of the older countries se far as
telegraphie appliances are concerned, were
the first to use the telegraph practically,
but this is not the case, as it was not till
seven years later that the firet trial of the
Morse system took place on a wire stretched
betwveen Washington and Baltimore, whichî
laid the foundation stone of those enormous
companies whose wires are counted in
millions of miles and who employ small
armies of operators coaseléssly at work
transmitting the news that shall appear on
thousands of breakfast tables on the fol-
-lowing morning, or in a few words direct-
ing the current of the business transactions
of a continent.

The short space of the past lialf century
lias witnessed the steady improvement in
telegraphie appliances fromn the rude
needle telegraph to the ingenious Hughes
instrument which prints aci latter so
that ie hvlo runs may read, and the nimble
Morse soîuider which whispers its message
into the car of the operator who.is frea
to write it down woid by word, and 'yet
there are imany who assure us that the
iext lifty years ,villiitnéss still more ex-

iayhcès, ihdIthatithe ques-
tioe of telegrafliy ' yt in, its infancy.
Mainy scigntific 'iii believe that the day
is not fa& distant yvh nthe prasent beauti-
fui instruments will- be considered crude
aud obsolete, and w'hen it will be possible

ý î 1î
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AT HOME AND ÀBROAD.to telegraphwithout the necessity for wires
at all. There seems no doubt but that the
telephone, which, be it remembered, bas
just been légally decided' to be a telegraph,
is capable of aliiost:indefinite expansion,
and that the present practical working
limit of eue hundred miles will soon be ex-
tended over far larger distances. Of course
experiments have been made already over

pelo~gr distances, but we are speak-
mg ofthèldistance available practically for
business purposes. •

The present telegraphie jubilee bas wit-
nessed a development almost incredible in
its celerity, and with the enormouely in-
creased inventive ingenuity of the present
day it la impossible to believe that the
limit bas been reached. Should any of'
our readers live t see -the next jubilee,
still greater changes may, and probably
vill, have- taken place, for the path of
every industrial appElance is ever onward
and upward in'pursuit of that perfection
whicn it appears impossibe to attain, and
there is no reason te blieve that tele
graphy will prove any ex¯ception to the
general rule.

- CAUSES OF FAILURE.

(v.)
Any series of articles on the many vary-

ing causes of -non-success in business-
would necessarily be incomplete without a
brief reference to one, unfortunately only
too frequent, reason for failure, which by a
species of tacit consent je soldom more
than vaguely hinted ait in the commercial
press, even in thoir record of basiness em-
barrassments.. When we read that "inat-
tention to business," " neglect," " too social
habits," etc., are given as the approximate
cause of failure, it le' not difficult to read
between the lines the real reason that the
business bas not been remunerative, and
the public has by1this time been suffi-
ciently; schooled in the stereotyped use of
these conventional phrases to know that
the.reason of this inattention and neglect
is simbly the intemperate habits of the in-
solvent.

The columns of a purely commércial
paper like the JoURSAL are.no fit place for
a temperance lecture, nor is it our inten-
tion to infiict one on,our readers,-but if
somer of those business mon, who are con-
mencing insensibly to neglect their com-
mercialý interests from this cause, would
only peruse attentively tlie short terse
paragraphe in the columns of our fluancial
summary, they would find in those crisp
brief sentences 'l which the commercial
reporter condenses the record of the insolr
vent, and metghoric
bis financial ebituary, a tomperauce leé-
ture that, te any thinking man, wilL.far
transcend the cleyerest editorial evér
poenned on that sibject. It isà rock-oh
which thousands of promising &uri mer-

chants bave already Split, and on whioh
the inexorable laws of average appear to
point out. that thousands more muet in-
evitably corne. to ruin. 'H le a srart
man of business, but ho sprees occasioh-
ally," bas been the death warrant to more
than ohe -man who trembled on the brink
of a fâilure- but who might have been able
to turn the scâle to the side of success
could he have obtained tho assistance
which that report forbade his creditors to
allow him. The occasional sprees were
the evidences of that-moral dry rot which
was setting in, and decided those who
were the arbiters of his commercial des-
tiny from venturing any further with him.

In this coniection it is instructive to
note the steady progrqess of the business
fraternity towards -temperate, if not absti-
nent, principles, at lest so far as their
trade interests are concerned. No longer
is commercial astuteness cônsidered an
ample compensation for intemperate habits
even among the most lenient of employers,
and the cleverest traveller or smartest
salesman who permits himself the alighteat
neglect of business on this account will
soon find liimself under the necessity of
finding another situation, and with much
diminished chances of procuring it. The
old superstition that all really smart mon
drank, appears to bave died out since it
was discovered that commercial acuteness
and sobriety frequently- went. hand in
hand. The increasing severity of com-
petition and the cogeequent necessity of
strict and constant 74tention to business
has rendered the old 'easy going methods
of doing business absolutely unremunera-
tive, and the steadily increasing numbers
of commercial employees have resulted in
a species of natural selection by whieh the
intemperate and careless 'are driven from
the contept, and only that man who de-
votes hie coitinual and untiring energy to
the furtherage of his emiployer's interests,
can ever1hoëp to achieve success.

Once more let us reiterate that this le
not intended to throw an> slur upon those
who are opposed to temperance principles,
but who never allow their moderato in-:
dulgence to interfere with their attention
to business; nor is it intended to uphold
the question of total abstinence. 'We
merely intend to point out the change in
the drift of public opinion which bas be-
come so marked during the past few years,
and.to sound- a note of warning to those
who are gradually drifting into a habit

bvich may endanger, if not ruin, their
chances of prosperity in business. Let he
that standeth take hee4 lest:he fall, is a
text that .isjtlwaye a truegd foreij on,
and-every business mân, know hatit is,
only too often,,those iv'ihoare, neareet te
the downward path who are most confi-
dent in their strqngth anad bi1it to rosist
temptation,

THE ELECTIoNs.

7The fac~ that the mucli dieaded elec-
tions are over. and that tihe piesent fiscal
policy is sustained by à reduced majority,
has given a feeling of thankful relief te
the business community, who naturally
feared the disturbance to trade thàt would
result from a change of government and
policy just at the threshold of the spring
business. Rarely bas so much excitement
been manifested over the result of an
election, or so-much bitterness and enthu--
siasm displayed in woirking fôr it, and con-
sequently now that the smoke of the battle
is passing away and the acrimony en-
gendered by the closeness of the contest
gradually fading from the minds of the
candidates and their partizans, a welcome
feeling of an incubusremoved is apparent
among all business mon, and members of
both of thé coitesting parties will- now-be
able once more to- devote their individual
attention to the requirements of theirbusi-
neés, which, in sone cases, bas suffered
from neglect during the turmoilof %the
elections.

EUROPEÀN AFFMfS.

From the continent we have the usual
.crop of disquieting rumors and warlike
4olerns, but it becomes more and more
apparent that although the tension on all
sides is severe and muet eventually pre-
cipitaté'a confiit it \will not take place in
the near future. France evidently' fears
the result of a new conflict with ber former
victors, while Germany le only too anxious
to postpone the inevitable contest ~until
she can be more secure of the policy that
would ho followed by Russia. Thé cold-
blooded, crooked, policy of tIe Czar forme
the real guarantee of peace in Europe, and
the recont semi-official utterances outliri-
iùg the selfish views of that potentate in
event of a Franco-German struggle, are un-
doubtedly the most potent 'factor iï the
postponement of it to a more distant day.
The German election returne are yetý far
frdm complote, but indicate a emallana-
jority for the seven years Army Bill; this
h bare majority will permit, Bismarck to
hold the balance of power in the Reich-
stag, but ls not sufficient to render himas
autocratie as heretofore. >
