THE ORANGCE BiLL
Mr. C. F. Fraser’s Speech.

The following speceh was delivered by Mr g, ¥,
Fraker, in the Ontario Legislature, in oppokition te
the incorporation of the Orunge Serret Sucicty (—

Webxesvay, March 19,

Mr. Fraser gaid he intended nt this stage
to give the measure his firmest aand most
determined opposition. He bad no desire to
create ill-feeling, nor yet to be in any sense
a party to what might perhaps be unwise agitation,
It hne been suid by some of the hon. gentlemen
opposite that he had wade an iaflammatory speech
on the occasion of his opposing the remitting ot
this mensure back to committce, but hon. gentlemen
shonld not forget that he wae discussing this meas-
ure from his stand-peint and not from that of those
who were promoting this Bill, Those who either
belonged to this Associntion or who, not being
members, supported thiz Bill from pure inditference
or perhaps from  expediency, could not understand
his feelings upon such n subject, and he submitted
that members of this orgaunization as a rule wero
just as capable of pronouncing correct judgments
upon what might be tolerant and what not tolerant
or what might be inflammatory and that which was
not inflammatory, as the man who, drunk himself,
Jmagined he was perfectly sober and all about him
intoxicated. If it bhad been desired by his frienda
or himself, they might have raised an agitation in
the country and finoded the House with petitions
and protests aguinst this measure, but he had all
along counselled the advisability. of confiring the
sabject and itg discussions within the walls of Par-
linmuent, hopeing that without agitation this House
would wisely decide to negative the passage of the
Bill. He had hoped nlso to have had the assictance
cf the hon. member for South Brant, who when the
Bill had been introduced for its first reading had so
plainly stated that if the Association was in any
sense political, a Bill for jts incorporation could not
be cntertuined even for o woment, but that bon.
gentleman had thonght fit to shift bis ground since
then, and now, thongh he could not Lelp admitting
that in a certain sense the Orange Society isa
political gocicty, the hon. member from South Brant
bad intimated his intention to support the measuro
under discussion. (Mr. Fraser) would still endeave
four to persuade that hon. member that the Associa-
tion was, in the very strictest sense, pelitical, and
the proofs upon the point would be overwhelming,
and therefore there might still be hope that the hon,
.gentleman from South Brant would lend his voice
towards nrresting legislation that he bad so sturdily
pronounced could not be cntertained even for a
moment, Others of the hon. goentlemen on the
opposite side of the house had over and over, in
great apparent sincerity regretted the fntroduction
of this mensure, but their regrets were only apparent
and did not appenr to be very sincerc. Notably
amongst these hon. gentlemen, were the member
for East Totonto, the member fgr Lincoln, and the
nmember for South Grey. The former had attempted

Some
hon. gentlemen opposite had -deemed it a fiting
thing o intimate to him that bis' opposition to this
m:asure would result disastrously to himself; and
the hon. member from Lennox had ventared upon a
prophecy, of which lLe (Mr. Fraser) had not quite
gathercd the meaning or purport. It was open to
the interpretation that hic might never again return
to Parliament, or that, though returning, he would
find himself in the unfortunate dilemma of being
what the member for Lennox had defined himself to
bo, “a sheep without a shepherd.” However that
might be, he (Mr. Frascr) bad never hesitated, to
speak out boldly and fearlessly on this, and on all

causs of the serious charges against Orangemen
containeddn them, be likely to arouse the feelings
of hon. gentlemon belonging to the Orange body,
and perhaps lead to warm retort and recrimination
on both sides. Ho was anxiously. desirous of avoid-
ing any scmblance of bigotry or intolerance or
harshness in bis discussion of this matter, and there-
fore he intended to cobfine bimself to "quotations
from Protestant statesmen and Protestant anthorities
only. Inso doing he was sure that the warmest
promoters of this Bill would not be fairly able to
urgo against him any charge of using either impro-
per or unfuir arguments. Hitherto. he hed avoided
all’ reference that could in the slightest be con-
sidered as offensive to the religious feelings of any
hon, gentleman present. He had always considered
this question a3 not in any sensc or in any way one
betwoen Protestants as a body, and Oatholics as a
body, but only one between, Orangemen and Catho-
lics, which was an cntirely different affair.

The hon. gentloman then proceeded to draw the at-
tention of the House to the fact that investizations
as to the Orange Socicty had been set on foot as
early as 1813, and that a committee had then entered
upor “an inquiry into certain illegal societics, call-
ed Orangein Ireland;” and on that occasion both
Mr. Canning and Lord Castlereagh concurred in de-
precating the existence of those lodges and Socicties.

youdo so far weaken the allegiance of the subject
that you give him two leaders—you give him two
sovereigns instead of one. And while in the one
case there is required only that abstract alleginnce
which yields to mo passion, in tbe other there isa
combination of party and passion and scctaring fecl-
ing, making the difference between an obedience to
what is salutary and beneficial, and an obedience to
what is turbulent and factious. It is another evil of
these sogictics—and Iam speaking now of their
natural comstitution—it is another evil that being
thus supported by their leaders und imbued with
party feeling, they hold to that party fecling in spite
of the supremacy of the law.. Thus a state comes
to be divided into parties suspiciously fearful of
each other, and when a case is Urought into a court
of law, instoad of its being decided on the principle
of justice, those united in these societies think the
prosecution is directed againstthem, and in this way
hostile party fecljngs are generated, which are most
injurious to the pure and quict course of Justice?
Further on. ip the same debate, Lord John Russell
rcferred to the opinion of Lord Caledon, who, in his
examination before the Committee, hael said that he
neither did nor would subscribe to the position that
the word Orangzeman mcant DProtestants generally,
that he considered the Orango system as tending to
disunite Protestants, when their religion alone
shonld be a sufficicnt bond for their unjon, that every
subject of these realms was bound to look to the
laws of his country exclusively for protection in all
cases ; and it was most dangerous to inculcate upon
the population of this empire, thut it was unsafe tor
them to do so, that he (Lord Caledon) not ouly ob-
Jected to the foundution of all party associations on
these gronnds, but likewise from their teudency to
give individuals a  power and influence unknown to
the constitutfon. That admirable and conciliatory
speeck—and even the promincnt Orangemen, then
members of the House of CGommons, were compelled
to land its tone and temper and good sensc—that
speech of Lord John Russell was closed with n fow
concise rentences remuarkable for their apt applica-
tion to the discussion on this measure now before
the House, Mr. Fraser read Lord John Russcll's
concluding words whick were as follows: % The
Protestunt, the Catholic, the Presbyterian—cvery
man of cvery fuith—should deem the British Con-
stitution and the British law suflicient for his pro-
tection without any other anxiliary. If thesc are
not found sufiicient, let complaint be made to Par-
linnent, and if ministers, on such complaint, neglect
their duty, then let the blame rest upon them, and
let punishment follow, If the Judges of the land,
or any person in trast, do not perform their duty
purcly, impartially and uprightly, let complaint be
made in Parliament of inattention and partiality, and
let that complaint be strictly aud promptly attenced
to.

Mr. Fraser then offered another amendment which
he trusted wonld meet the views of honorable
gentlemen, He did not propose to make an attempt
to kill the Bill now atits present stage, but he
wished to have a preamlile declare what the organi.

Wil you stand by your countey
in the conflict? Should the Glasgow M. Ps refusc
to recognise the justice of our demand, let us teach
those gentlemen that the Irish vote hére can shuke
their seats nt the next generl election. Tellow-
counirymen, attend the meeting in thonsands asd
wear the colours of OId Ireland, and spend St. Pat-
rick’s night as it should be spent! The hall was
crowded by o large and in every respect an orderly
audience. A numberfof banners and bannerettes
were hung slong the walls of the hall, some of thew
bearing such mottoes ¢Irishmen, never forget 'tis a
foreigners' farm your own little isle) ¢ Let Erin re-
member the doys of old, &c. The cbair was occu-
pied by Mr. John Ferguson, and among those on the
platform was Sir Rowland B. Blennerbasset, M.P.
for Kerry., The chairman said Gladstonc’s Govern-
ment, the best that ever guided the destinics of this
country, had fallen by the united vote of the liish,
Deep down in heart he could not help fecling some
sympathy eveu for the Premier in his fall. He fell
because, permitting Faglish and Scotch ldeas to
permeate bis mind, he attempted to thrust a form of
cducation down the throats of the Irish people tley
would not Lave. Refurring to the insults he said
Irish people received at the hapds of a portion of
the Press, he said it was a question he often pon-
dered, whether they were altogether right in abolish-
ing duclling whether, for national insult, which law
could not reach, there ought not to be some mode of
bridling the tongues and rens of ruffians. Let, he
coutinuted, Isanc Sutt have 60 votes at his back, and
he held the Tritish Tarliament in his powerto make
and unmake. To-day England dare not fire a can-
non against a first-rate Power. She was conscious
that Ireland. a reluctant rebel, if not satisfied, would
bave a hand uplifted to strilke. Mr. R, Blennerhasset,
M. ., who was received with lond applause, said the
proposal of the Home Rule Association was simply
an Irish Parliament to legislate in Treland upon all
matters of purely Irish concern, while Imperiul
matters should be lezislated for in &n Imperial Par-
liament. The cfivet of giving Ireland snch a govern-
ment would be to create and foster that guality
which it could hardly be expected wonld develope
to perfection ut present—viz, respect and reverence
for the iaw. How could any country be cxpected
to revercnce and respect the laws which were made
for them by an alien Legislature, where their own
represeniatives were in a miserable and despised
minority ? Refurring to the University Bill, he said
it was most wonderfully and skilifully drawn, in
such a mnrnper as that it might fall in and adapt it-
self to the crofchets, whims, prejudice, and bigotry
of the English, Welsk, and Scotch gentlemen who
formed the numerous majority of the House of Com-
mons. If thig measure had once passed the second
reading, it was extremely probable that the people
who united to oppose it then would be able to unite
asain on any single point in committee, The divi-
sion of three had shown the English Cabinet that
they conld no longer despise Irish opinion. He be-
lioved the day was not far distant when Ireland
would obtain that for which she secks, and without
which she can never be prosperous and happy—viz.,
to make her own laws in her own Iand. Mr. Blen-
nerhassett resumed his seat amid Joud and continucd
applause.”

The Freman reviews the position of parties, and
hinks that a splendid opportunity is afforded for
the formation of an Irish party which can turn the
political scale when it pleases and be in & position
to dictate terms to a Ministry. It says :—

«Tt i3 felt on all hands that an carly appeal to
the country is almost certain, and the day on which
that appeal is made will Le the greatest opportunity
which Ireland bad had since the arts of Castlercagh
terminated the brief but glorions records of Irish
Nationa! independence. The great majority which
the English Liberals possessed has long been dwindl-
ing away ; and it is considered certain, owing to a
variety of causes, that at the next clection the Con-
servatives would, to use the words of a well-informed
writer in the Soturday Review, lose few geats and
aoin many’ The unpopularity which atteches to
{he Goverpment owing to their parshwony, their
licensing policy, and the alleged mismanagement
of the Alabams question, would, it appears certain,
dispose of their majority, though they retain
sufticient influence to prevent the Conscrvatives ob-
taining preponderance. Thercappears to be almost
a moral certainty that, unless some great change
takes place in public opinion after the next clection,
the English, Scotch, and Ulster Conservatives will
almost equal in number the Euglish au Scotch
Liberals. This Even balance of partics will be for
Ireland a most miagnificent opportunity. Let her,
as she can do, send to Parliamcnt at the next elec-
tion at least 70 honest, faithful, and sincere men
pledged to the great twin principles of Religious
Education and Homc Rule—men above suspicion
—men who will prefer their country’s interest to any
privato end. Such a sacred band as this would, in
a Parlinment such as we have described, be simply
omnipotent, and could, by Kkeeping clear of the
shackles of English party, obtain for their country
all those blessings for which she has so long and so
unsuccessfully struggled.”

Carty's brother lately bought a small farm of 23
acres from Mr. Daniel O'Conncell, J.P., Kilgorey,
where a shot was fired some time since through that
gentleman'’s hall door., ‘The late Mr. Maurice O'Con-
ncll, father of the present owner, granted a lease of
the lands to a man named Fogurty, with a clause
aguinst assigsning. Fogerty allowed the rent to get
into arresrs, and was served with o notice to (uit.
Pending the ejectment proceedings, he assigned the
lands to Howard, his brother-in-law, who was will-
ing to pay up all the arrears if aceepted as a tenant,
tut the landlord refused to ratify the agreement and
brought an ¢jectment, which came on for wial at
the lust Assizes, when Howard gave a consent for
judgment. The lands had been let at £1 per acre,
but Carty, the murdered man’s hrother, agreed to
give 108, more, with £200 fine, and wag accepted as
the tepant.— rimes Dublin Cor,

1t is impossille to cseape the conclusion that
although Mr, Plimsoll's zeal may have betrayed him
in hia recent book into some statcments and charges
which will aot bear exnmination, the evils he de-
nounces do prevail to a grievous extent, and that it
is our bounden duty to ascertain by official inquiry
how they are caused and how they may be remedicd.
Mr. famnda yesterday addneed statistics which seem
to show conclusively that the abuse hing of late heen
steadily increasing. Taking periods of five years
euding with 1869, he states that, accerding to the
Board of Trade Returns, the shipe lowt were in each
period respectively 969, 1,118, 1,488, and 1,744. O,
agnin, taking divikions of five years up to 13871, he
tinds that the losses were 1,045, 1,333, 1,611, and
1,805 chips vespretively. This steady and alarming
increase, morcover, is not accompanied by any cor-
responding increase in the Commercinl Marine, In
1858 the numberof ships of all sorts belonging to the
United Kingdom was 27,000, whilein 1868 it wns only
29,000. Wo build larger »bips, and do not much in-
creage their number. Stch an alarming contrast
between the increase of losses and the increase of
vessels abundantly justifies the attention which
has been bestowed on the matter, and goes fur to
prove the necessity of interference. * Again, when it
is stated in officinl Relurna that a quarter of the
wrecks during the last len vears are due to “inat-
tention, carclessness, neglect, aud defective eyuip-
ment,” and that nearly half the losses were due to
preventable causes, it cannot be dewicd we have a
case for further investigation. The importance of
the case seems Lo be adnitted, morcover, hy those
who ought to be best acquainted with the subject.
Yesterday it wns reported that o meeting of ship-
owners and others had just been held at 'Liverpool
to consider the expediency of supporting Mr. Plim-
soll's motion. Tt was resolved that “the loss of
nearly 3,000 lives at ses in British shipping every
year, from cnuses which are believed tobe to a
Iarge extent preventable, is a matter which deserves
the most serious. consideration” Liverpool ghip-
owners and merchiants are very competent witnesses
on such a point. Wlhen, however, the President of
the Board of Trade acknowledges that there is
a luge foundation of truth in the general state-
ments” of Mr. Plimsoll’s Look, and that, notwith-
standing cerinin errors and exagpgerations, “ the
statements made in the official records from which
the most trustworthy parts of the case are dorived
furnish u foundation of fact quite sufficient to juatify
the book,” it becomes impossible for the public to
be satisfied without knowing the whole truth, and
this can hardly be ascertained by any other means
than a Commission,— Times

FROUDK'S TREATMENT OF .THE EVIDENCE.

‘We have seen that the Historian scarcely names
"1 one of the swearers, except Dean Maxwell, whose
testimony is the rock and strong tower of our Pro-

Our contemporary, the Star, takes us severely
to task for the advice which in our last we
respectfully tendered to our Catholic fellow-
subjeots of the Province of Ontarie, with re-
spect to their course of procedure should they
feel themselves aggrieved by the action of their
Legislative Adsembly in passing a Bill for giv-
ing a legal standing to a secret, oath-bound and

politico-religious society ; which in the Old

Country has been repeatedly denounced by
British statesmen ; and which on this Centi-
nent has in the strongest manner possible
been discountenanced by the Heir Apparent to
the Crown, H. R, H. the Prince of Wales,
acting under the advice-of the Queen's consti-
tutional advisers. What it is in our remarks
that provokes the censures of the Star we can-
not clearly make out; but as these censures
may contain much hidden wisdom, and a valu-
able lcsson to us for the future, we would sub-
mit a few questions to our contemporary, which
he can answer at his leisure,

1. Is not the advice that we tendered to our
Catholic fellow-subjects perfectly constitution-
al?

Ewpire ?

5. Did oot the Prince of Wales, acting un-
der she advice of one of Her Majesty’s Scere-
taries of State refuse to land at Kingston, lest
by so deing he should sesm cven to give the

prestige of Royal recognition to Orangeism,
whose members, forgetful of their duties as
British subjects and as gentlemen, persisted in
thrusting their peculiar and offensive efnblems,
and badges upon the notice of the Royal guest ?
And does not this simple fact show that, in the
opinion of the highest authorities of the Em-
pire, there is something that essentially and
offensively distinguishes Orangeism from or-
dihary charitable, religious, or educational or-
gunisationy, whether Protestant or Catholic ?

We hope that the Governor General may
l?nd a favorable car to the prayer of the peti-
tioners; but we contend that the Dominion
House of Commons has no power of action in
the matter, sinceit forms no part of the legis-
lature of New Brunswick ; aod therefore has
no more right of interfercnce in those questions
upon whiceh, by the Ac' of the Twperial Gov-
eroment which gave being both to the Domio-
ion and to the Proviacinl legislatures, the e
elusive right of legislating has been conferred
on the latter—than it has of interfering with
the legislatures of New Zealand, or the ape
of Good Hope. Under certain circumstances
indeed, in virtuo of the 4th subsection of section
93 of the B. North America Act, a certain power
of interfercnee, in the matter of Provineial
School legislation, is expressly conferred upon
the Executive of the Dominion; but whether
such circumstances have arisen involvesa ques-
tion of law, which none but the higest legal
tribuzal of the Empire, whoso subjects we are,
can determine.

The maintenance ¢of the scant, too seant
measure of “ State Right,” promised to the
several Provinces by the British North Ame-
rica Act, is of vital importance above all to the
Province of Quebec; and it would be political
suicide for it to recognise in the Dominion
Legislature any right of controlling the action
of the Provincial Legislutures in matters ex-
clusively reserved to them by the Constituent
Act. The preservation of what to all French
Canadian Catholics should be most dear nos
lois, notre langue, et notre yeligion,” depends,
humaanly speakivg, wpon their stout unflinehirg
assertion of their Provincial autonomy. Not
from the feeble monarchical, not from the alas!

Exrarsrve Fire—Some of the workmen employed
in Messrs. R. C. Jamieson & Co.'s vamish fuctory,
Centre street, Point St. Charles, were mixing a pot
of varnish yesterday morning when it caught fire
and instantly, the inflummable surroundings were
in ablaze.

Another smaller building
used as a tar factory, also caught fire and added
more smoke to that already rolling towards the vity,
So dense and binding was the smoke that all traftic
an the street to leewand of the fire was suspended,
and the inhabitants in the houses in that direction
were nearly driven owt of their houses, The Bri-
gade worked well and saved the numerous blocks of
wocden tenements near the buildings on fire from
destruction. About half-past two the flames were
extinguished. The buildings destroyed were of
wood and valued Letween six and cight thousand
dollars.

Conference of Basle.

The Government of this Canton has brought be-
fore a competent tribunal 97 Cures, who have de-
clared that they will pay no respect to orders issued
by the civil authorities relative to ecclesiastical
matters.

M. de Pressense, the French Protestant pastorand
deputy, has published in the Journal des Debats
letter in which he condemns the banishment of
Mgr. Mermillod, and the interference of the Legis-
lature in the internal organization of the Catholic
Church. But he thinks that the State might bave
declared the arrangement with Rome at an end, and
ealled on the Catholics to prepare & new one. M.
Ernest Naville, the well-known Protestant philoso-
phical writer, of Geneva, to whom the letter was
addressed, has replied to BL. do Pressense in a letter
full of excellent obscrvations. He scouts altogether
the reasons adduced by the Federal Government for
the cxile of the Bishop, and laughs at the argument
that the citizen retains all his rights, while the
Vicar-Apostolic alone is banished. “ You might as
well,” he says, “ arguc that if 'the Government dis-
liked o journalist, it might have him conveyed to
the fronticr, with the observation that the joprnalist
alonc was ponished, and that the citizen remeined
free, since he might come back if Lie gave up writ-
ing in the newspapers.” And as te the proposed
law, M. Naville shows that it creates a new church,
founded by the people of Geneva, and to be founded
by the institation which now bears its name—a
church which has “ not the smallest chance of vital-
ity as it has * neither probable adherents nor pos-
sible pastors.” Seversl Catholics of Geneva have

written to the ex-Pere Hyacinthe, stating that it is
false that he has been summoned by 300 Catholics,
and that * the whole number of those who attended
the meeting was at the outside 180, 50 of whom
were French immigrants, most of them refugees
from the ranks of the Commune,”

ITALY.

Tee Suavow or Coming EvEnTS. — Victor Em.
manuel has left for Naples. Prince Hinnbert is even
more deeply improssed with the terrible realities of
the future than his father. Since the news of his
brother’s abdication he has scarcely appeared in
public, and spends all his time with three or four
military friends. The Quirinal iz more deserted
than ever. Itis felt by all that its days are pum-
bered, and the whole intcrest centres in the Re-
publicen meetings, public and private. )

Rome—GarinaLpt AND THE Pore—That Garibaldi
did not atways entertain the same feelings of hatred
and contempt for the Head of the Catholic Church
which he now takes every epportunity of expressing
in public, may be gathered from the translation of a
letter addressed to the Papal Nuncio at Montevideo
after the troubles of 1847 :— We who write to you,
bonored Signor, are the self-same men who took up
arms at Montevideo for a cause the justice of which
you are pleased to recognize. During the five years'
siege of that town each one of us displayed frequent
proofs of resignation and of courage. Thanks to
Providence, and to the old spirit whick still anirpates
us {talinns, our legion had frequent opportunities
for distinguishing itself, and I may add, without
boasting, surpassed all other corps for bravery.—
Thus, if men who are veterans in the field can be of
any service to His Holiness, I need not add that we
would devote oursclves with the deepest delight to
him who has already done so much for our country
and for our Church. We should deem onrselves
happy in being allowed to contribute in our humble
measuro to the work of deliveranca begun by Pius
IX,, and weshould not think our blood ico deara
price to pay for the completion of sucha task. If,
honored Signor, you are of opinien that our offer
would be acceptable to His Holiness, we bug of you
to lay it at the foot of his throne.” This letter,

GERMANY.

Tue ArRcrRISROP OF POSEN AND THE GOVERNMENT.—
The difference with the Archbishop of Pogen, out of
which so much capitalis being made by the Govern-
ment and the press, is simply this. The instruction
in the schools of that province has been given Ly
Government orders in German, with the exeeption
of religious instruction which has been given in
Polish. To this arrangement the Archbishop con-
sented, It is now ordered that all religious in-
struction aleo shall be given in German. To this
the Archbishop naturally objected. Two out of
every hundred scholars, and all the younger oncs,
de not uaderstand one word of German, The arch-
bishop is doubtless very sorry thatthe cther instruc-
tion they rcceive should be rendered usoless to them
‘but that is the Government's affair, not his. But'
religious instruction is his affair, and though Ger-
man may be a much finer language then Polish, the
teaching of it'is scarcely the object of religiousin-
struction. He has therefore, after many ineffectual
remonstrances, issued the following very moderate
order’ to the teachers of religion. The younger
children up tothe second class exclusively are to
receive religious instruction in Polish, the only
language they understand, Lut when there is a
minority of German-speaking children they are to
be instructed separately in German. In the higher
classes—as by that time the children will have
acquired a knowledge of German—religious, as well
as other instruction, maybe piven in German, The
Demokratische Zeitung srys that the Archbishop is

perfectly right, but the semi-official press is wild in
its attacks on him, the Posen Courier, which publish-
ed his circular, has been seized, and the teachers
who obey it are threatened with dismissal,
Arsaos-Lonrrawe.~-The governor has discovered
an excellent method of pleasing his master, Bismarck,
He submits a lige of orders which he states are aof
Jiliated to Jesuits, and therefore come under the Jaw
for the suppression of that grand Society.

If he said, Wurtemberg was the last of
the German States to declare war against France,
this was done in accordance with an understanding
with Prince Bismarck, who wished to prolong, fora
few days, the hopes of Napoleon III. that a portion
of Germany would join him in his venturesome
enterprise. It was this hope which induced the
French Emperor to keep General Douai at Belfort
when he was wanted at Woerth ; in other words, it
was this anticipation which led Napoleon to expect
that his southern forces would be enabled to establish
thiemselves in the Black Forest, while the rest wero
fighting at the foot of the Vosges.” What a disclo-
sure to come out now at the top of all the rest,

The Trish and Belgian Catholic Bishops have sent

congratulatory addressea to their Prussian brethren,
eulogising their attitude in the ecclesiastical war, and
encouraging them to hold out ngainst the oppressor.
The address of the Irish Bishops was so strongly
worded that it could not appear in fall in the papers,
A most valuable work on military statistics has just
left the Berlin press. It is Dr. Eugel's official ac-
count of the losses incurred by the German armics
in the late prolonged campaign against the French.
Without Leing able in this place to enter upon the
subject as fully as it deserves, I will only say that
for detail, accuracy and, ingenious handling of the
fizures commuuicated, the book seems to be quite
unique of its kind. Of nearly every fight recorded
in' the annals of that sanguinary war you getthe
losses classified according to regiments, bgsttahons,
and companies, with all the other facts bearing upon
the subject, and calculated to throw light upon its
various aspects. A few extracts will be generally
interesting. Of the 913,967 Germans who entered
France sword in hand, no less than 44,891 lost their
lives during the war. Of these, 21,579 died on the
battle-field ; 10,712 died in hospitals of their wounds;
22,253 fell victims to disease (ono hall to typhus,
ouc-sixth to dysentery); 316 were killed by vavious
accidents, and, strange to say, 36 committed suicide
at & time when death was so easily came by without
artificial aid. ‘The care bestowed in searching the
battle-ficlds after action was so great, that of the
whole host of nearly a milliou, only 4,609 were not
accounted for, and accordingly had to be classed
among the killed at tho end of the war. Over and
above the 44,801 deaths there were 83,006 wounded,
who recovered at least to the extent of keeping
body ang soul together. How muny have died since
the conelusion of peace—and their number 18 great
—we are not told ; but even taking them into ac-
count, the conclusion would seem to bo correct that
the actual loss of life does not exceed 5 per cent. of
the whole force, the number of the wounded being
about three times as large, What may be the
losses of the French, who mobilized rather more
than 1,600,000 men, has never been exactly ascor-
tained.
Warner, the great German dramatist, at the’age
of forty-two, became not only a Catholic buta priest.
His writings show he regarded the religion he em-
braced as the chief blessing of his life, and that he
clung o it as the anchor of his zoul. Inreply toa
rumor that he intended returning to Protestantism,
he said:—¢It is as impossible that a sou! in bliss
should return to the grave, as that a man, who, like
me, after a life of error and search, has found the
priccless jewel of truth, I will not givo up the
same, nor hesitato to encrifice for it blood and life
nay, meoy things perhaps far dearer, with joyful:
heart, when our good cause is concerned.”

RUSSIA.

The total abstinence principles promise to be
establighed practically in a quarter where their
advocates never dreamt of spreading them. Ac-
cording to an English contemporary it 18 apparently
rot impossible that the Jargest army in Europe mny
tefore long consist entirely of teetotallers. Accord-
jng to the “Viedomosti,” of St. Peteraburg, the
Russian Minister of War is considering the relative
merits of brandy and tea as supporters of the health
and strength of Russian soldiers, and it is said that
tmilitary circles’ are strongly in favour of tea, The
main difficulty seems to lie in the question of ex-
pense; and the price of tea a pound has become
therefore of national importance. Dr. Steinberg, to
whom the nccessary calculations have been intrusted,
has mado out that an annual ration of tea and sugar
would cost nearly 58/ for every 100 men, while an
annual ration of brandy costs ouly about 62 for the
same number—that is to say, about one shillinga
year for each man, or a little more than nothing a
day. According to the condeused results of his
calculation, the genial Dr, Steinberg scems to con-
gider that about twelve ounces of tea a day is cnough
to quinch the thirst and keep up the spirits of a
hundred soldiers. No wondor that the Russian
War Office ig hesitating before it spends £70,000 &
year upon warm water.”

UNITED STATES.

MoperN IurrovEHENTS AT A Discount.—The New
York papers arc complaining of the prevalence of
fever and aguo in the most aristocratic streets and
avenues of the city, and of the prevalence of intem
mittent fever in tho finest sections of “ up-fown.”
The New York physicians say that the first class
houses arc dangerous to health from the fact that
fetid gases from the sewers retumn to the sleeping
tooms of the occupants of the brown stone fronts of
fifth avenue and Madison square. And they say
that the only trustworthy remedy is the entire re-
moval of the waste pipes into a separate aud care-
fully closed compartment, and the consequent re-
turn in the chambers to the old fashioned basin and
ewer. Indeed, the doctors say that the health of
New Yorlt would be vastly better if every bouse was
kept as separato from its water pipes and drains as
a country farm-house. )

A New England divine, who flourished nof many
years ngo, and whose matrimonial relations are
supposcd not to have been of the most agreeable
kind, that onc Sabbath morning, while reading to
his congregation the paiable of the supper, in which
occurs the passage: “And another saié, I have
bought five yoke of oxen, and I go to prove them;
I pray thee have me excused. And another said; I
have married a wife, and therefore cannot come,"—he
guddenly paused at the end of this verse,drew off
his spectacles, and looking round on his hearers,
said with emphasis: “The fact i3 my brethren, one
woman can draw a man further away from the king-
dom of heaven than five yoke of oxen ! .

One New York - paper, the Commercial Advertiser,
hag at last mustered courage enough to suggest that
an atterapt be mado to put down ruffianism as gar-
rotting was stamped out in London, viz, by the
crection of the whipping post. The Advertiser says:
« Qur prisons are full ; doublo sessions of the chief
Iocal criminal court are held, and the megistrates
mect early and late, to dispose of the eases on the
colendar; but crime nevertheless multiplies, and
what is bad fapidly expands into what is worse.”

The.people of St, Cloud, Minnesota, seem to enjoy
an extraordinary repose of mind on the subject-of
their.

THE SWEARERS,

The seventeenth century was the period of our
most thriving Protestant trade in swearing, It was
the timo of Popish Z’lofs, nnd of multitudinous “ de-
positiena,” As for the thirty-four folio volumes of
oaths, to which Historian Froude calmly refers us,
as an “ eterpal witnees,” that learned person must
know that many of them were paid for, in money,
most of them in confiscated lands and lucrative
office : that many of them were never sworn at all,
appearing with the pen dwawn across the words
“being first duly sworn;’ that the Lords of the
Council of Ireland, and the heads of the * English
interest” in the island, absolutely needed these oaths
for procuring the indictment of all Irish Catholics
who owned anything; and that they beught the
said oaths as in market overt. Carte, author of the
Life of Ormonde, is & Protestant authority ; and Mr.
Froude has read Liis work, for he often cites it where
it suits him : but he takes care not to give us this
passage from Qarte's first voluame—

“The Roman Cathelics complained that there
were sirange practices used with the jurors, mengces to
some, promises of rewards, and parts of the forfeiled es-
{ates; and though great numbers of the indicted
persons might be really guilty, there was too muck
reason given to suspect the evidence. I am the more in-
clined #o suspect therc was a good deal of corruption
and dnigquity in the methods of gaining the indictments, be-
cause I find a very remarkable memorandum made
by the Marquis of Ormonde, in his own writing, of
a passage in the Council, on April 23, 21643. There
was then & letter read at the Board, from & person
who claimed a great merit to himself in getting
some hundred gentlemen indicted, and the rather
for that he had laid out sums of money to procure
witnesses to gtve evidence to o jury, for the finding
these indictments. This was an intimate friend of
Sir William Parsons, and might very well know
that such methods would be approved by him.”

The trade in affidavits had begun in 1642, a few
months after the insurrection broke out; in the
following year, when Ormonde read this letter, there
was a perfect deluge of oaths; and the business went
on very briskly for several yearg until Sir Wm.
Potty, who longed to get at the Ormonde estates
themselves, used a remarkable expression, as we
read in the same Carte—
« 8ir William Petty bragged, that he had got wit-
nesses who would have sworn through a three-inch
board to evict the Duke.”
It may perbaps be thought very harsh to blame
too much these poor, hardworking swearers, if our
good Protestaats, driven out of house and home by
irthe rebels,” and, finding that there was & demand
for oaths, put their {maginations to the rack to in-
vent the most horrible tales,—the more ghastly the
higher price,—and hawked them in Doblin to noble
lords and honorable gentlemen who would bny, Is
a forlorn Protestant, who has been stripped bare, to
be grudged even the chance of selling his naked
soul? :
Many of the swearcrs, indeed, received no cash in
hand, but wero sure of higher reward: which was
the case of Dean Maxwell und other parsons. But,
in dealing with the whole mass of evidence, it is
curious to observe what caution and discrimination
the Historian has shown. He namcs but two of the
swearers, Dean Maxwell and one Adam Clover, and
in constructing his general narrative of the atrocities,
never hints that most ef them are related on hear-
say; and he omits altogether those which countain
manifest impoesibilitics, and true Protestant miracles,
and especially the glosts.

PHR GHOSTS OF THE BANN,
In the last chapter I mentioned the miracle of
the floating corpses on the river at Belturbet, that,
after lying drowned six weeks, came up and swam
against the stream up to thoe wvery bridge, at the
moment when Mealmorra OReilly entered the
village by that bridge. They came up to confront
and accuse him of their murder—as a certain person
was ¢ credibly informed :” for, in fact, O'Reilly had
still an estate in Cavan; and it was this estate
which was guilty of the murder. But these swim-
ming corpses did not speak, in which respect they
fall short of the spectres of the Barn, Tt was said,
and repeated several times in depositions, that,
% about the 20th of December,” (for they seldom give
us dates at all, and then in a very loose way) “the
rebolg” drowned one hundred and eighty Protestants
in the Bann, at Portadowr bridge ; that this was
followed by other noyades al the same place, week
after week, until, as Dean Maxwell compates, there
were over a thousand Protestants drowned there.—
The widow, Catherine Cocke, not only swears to
this, but adds in her affidavit this ghastly fact—

¢ And that, ubout nine days afieroards, she saw a
viston or spirit, in the shape of s man, us she apprehend.
ed, that appeared in that river, in the place of the
drowning, bolt upright, breast-high, with hands }ifted up,
and stood in tha! posture there, until the latter end of Lent
nezt following : about which time, some of the Eng-
lish army marching in those varts, whereof her hus-
band, was one, (a3 sie and they confidently told ‘thiz do-
ponent) saw that spirit or vision standing upright,
and in the posture afore mentioned : but, after that
time, the said spiri¢ or vision vanished, and appear-
ed no more, that she knoweth”

This was not sworn until the 24th of Tebruary,
1643, when there was & most urgent demand, and
good price, for the most frightful oaths., Other
witnesses had a still more inventive imagination ;
and Ehzabeth Price, of Armagh, swears that, on a
certain day— -

“She went unto the bridgeaforesaid, about twilight
in the evening ; then and there, upon o sudden, oppesred
unlo them a vision or spirit; assuming the shape of a wo-
man, waist-high, upright in the water, often repeating the
word, Revengel Kevenge! Revenge! whereat this de-
ponent, and the rest, being put inte an amazement
and aftright, walked from the place.”

There are five or six other deponents who swear
to these shricking apparitions; bud it is time to
come to Dean Maxwell, afterwards bishop, that con.
secrated, anointed and mitred perjurer, whose long
affidavit is relied upon with the greatest confidence
by Borlase and Temple, and is, therefore, cited by
Froude, as a main part of his authorities, but with-
out giving any of the Dean's very words. So it ig
now necessary to state what this reverend divine
awore to, '

4 DUAX'S DEPGBITION.
This affidavit wassworn on August 22d, 1642, ten
months after the insurrection began. The first not.
ble thing in it is the extraordinary habit which
" the rebels” had, whenever they had cut a good
many-throats anywhere, 'to come running to this

Protestant divine to tell him their exploite— " v|:

‘this deponent, that they murdered: nine. hundred
and fifty-four in one morniag, in the county Antrim;
and that, besides them, they supposed they Lilled
above eleven or twelve hundred more in that coun-
ty ; they told hfm likewise, that Colonel Biian O'Neill

"{ killed about a thousand in the county of Down, be-

sides three hundred killed nearKilleleigh, and many
Lundreds, both before and after, in both these coun-
ties.” S

O'Neill bimself, the very heid and front of the
# Magsacre,” wheneverhe had slaughtered a good
herd of Protestants, always made a confidant of our
amiable Dean— . .

“'That Ae heard Sir Phelim liketoise report, that he
killed six hundred English at Garvagh, in the
county of Derry ; and that he had left neither man,
woman nor child alive in the barony of Munterlony,
in the county of Tyrone, and betwixt Armngh snd
Newry, in the several plantations and land of Sir
Archibald Ateheson, John Hamilton, Esq., the Jord
Caulfield, and the lord Mountmorris: and saith also,
that there were above two thousand of the British
murdered for the most part in their own houses,
whereof he was informed by a Scotsman, who was in
those parts with Sir Phelim, and saw their bouses
filled with their dead bodies. In the Glenwood,
towards Dromore, there were slaughtered, as the
rebels told the deponent, upwards of twelve thousand <n all
who were all killid in their fight to the county of
Down. The numbers of the people drowned at the
bridge of Portnadown are diversely reported, ac-
cording as men strid among the rebele, This de-
ponent who staid as lohg as any, and had better in-
telligence than most of the English amongst them,
and Dbest to know the truth, saith, There were (by
their own report) one hundred and ninety drowned
with My, Fullerton ; at another time, they threw one
hundred and forty over the said bridge; at another
time, thirty-six or thirty-seven: and so continued
drowning morc or fewer, for seven or eight wecks
g0 a8 the fewest which can be supposed there to
have perished, must needs be "above one thousand,
besides as many more drowned, between that bridge
and the great lough of Mountjoy, besides those that
perished by the sword, fire, and famine, in Coubrasil.
(Clanbrassil), and the English plantations adjacent ;
which, in regard there escaped not three hundred
out of all these quarters, must needs amount to
many thousands,

t And further saith, that he knew onc boy, that
dwelt near unto himself, and not exceeding fourteen
years of age, who killed, at Kinnard. in one night,
fifteen able strong men with his skein, they being
disarmed, and most of their feet in the stocks,”
The reader must remark that this hard-swearing
divine does not affirm any of the above matters as
of his own knowledge, until he comes to the wicked
boy. About this there can be no mistake: for he
knew the boy: not that he actually saw the bad
boy kill those fiftecn able strong men; but perhaps
some frightened woman old some other woman, who
told the Dean. Or probably some of “therebels” them-
sclves narrated the story to him ; for these rebels
appear to have had a certain malicious pleasure in
“taking arise out of” the Dean, to usec a vulgar
Trish expression.
But the reader is not to imagine that the dean was
not himself an cye-witness of anything at all ; in-
deed ho was so: for ke saw, like Moses and the
Israelites, a pillar of fire; and he remarked the dis-
loyal silence of the dogs and cocks; as follows :—
“And the deponent further saith, That the first
three days and nights of this present rebellion, viz,
October 23, 24, and 25, i was gencrally observed that
no cock erew, or any dog was heard (o bark, no not when
the rebels came in greal multitudes unto the Protestants'
houses by night to rob and murder them; and about
three or four nights before the six and fifty persous
were taken out of the deponents house and drowned,
and amongst those the deponent’s brother, Lieu-
tenant James Maxwell, in the dark of the moon,
nbout one o'clock at night, a light was observad, in
manner of a long pillar, to shine @ long way through the
atr, and rafracted upen the novth gable of the house, 1t
geve so great a light, about un hour together, that divers
of the awutch read both letters and books of a very small
character thereby. 'The former the deponent knoweth
to be most true, both by his own cxperience, and
the general observation of as many as the deponent
met with in the county Armagh. The latter was
scen by all those of the deponent’s family, and bo-
sides by many of his Irish guard.”
The zealaus divine i3 next happily enabled to ex-
pose a most cunning device of the “rebels,” for the
purpose of concealing the extentof the carnage they
had committed, and to mske people helicve that,
after all they had ouly assassinated one hundred and
fifty-four thousand (out of 20,000 Protestants ia
Ulster) within three or four months. .
% And further saith that it was credibly told him,
that the rcbels, lean they should hereafter be charged
with more murders than they kad committed, commaunded
their priests to bring in a true account of them ;
and that the persons so slaughtered, whether in
Ulster or the whole kingdom, the deponent durst
not inquire, in March last, amounted uato one hun-
dred and fifty-four thousand.”
We shall see this monstrous fable repeated by
others, adopted without scruple by Sir John Temple,
embodied in a lotter to the king from the Lords of
the)CounciI at Dublin (of whom Temple was
one),
“They murdered, up to the end of March last, of
men, women, and children, 154,000,705 is acknowl-
idgeg by the priests appointed to collect their num-
CTS.
Of course, Mr. Froude cagerly repeats ihis story,
and dares to say that, if there was any exaggeration
in the numbers, * the Catholic priests were respon-
sible,” (p. 111).  But the most singular circumstance
is, that nobody ever saw these “returns” rade by
the priests : nobody even knows to whom the re-
turns were made, nor where they were preserved.—
They were important documents decidedly, and de-
served to be kept in some safe place of deposit; yet,
tven this diligent Historian, with all his painstal-
ing rescarches, could never get any glimpse of them.
Thero never were any -such returns; and it is, be-
yond measure, impudent at this day to cite such a
tale: but it served its calumnious purpose then, and
is reproduced as fresh as ever to serve the same
purpose now.

1t would be a pity to dismiss so soon the testimony
of the devout Dean : his affidavit continues—

* He might add to these many thousands more ;
but the diary which he the deponent, wrote, among
the rebels, being burned with his house, books, and
all his papers, ke referreth himself to the number in gross,
which the rebels themselves. have, upon inquiry,
found out and acknowledged, which, notwithstand-
ing, will come short of all that have been murdered
in Ireland, there being above one hundred and fifty
and four thousand now wanting of the British with-
in the very precinct of Ulster. And the deponent
further saith, that it was commmon table talk amongst
the rebels, that the ghosts of Mr, William Fullerton
‘Bimothy Jephes, and the most of those who were
thrown over Portnadown bridge, were daily and
nightly seen to wallk upon the river, sometimes
Binging of psalms, sometimes brandishing of naked
swords, and sometimes screeching in the most hide-
ous and fearful manner. The deponent did not
belicye the same at first, and yet is doubtful whether
to believe it or not; but saith that divers of the
rebels nssured him that they themselves did dwell
near to the snid river, and being daily frighted with
thege appnritions (but especially with their horrible
gecreeching) were, in conclusion, forced to remove
further into the. couritry. Their own priests and
fnqrs could not deny the truth thereof; but ag oft
a4 it was by deponent objected unto them, they said
