pality that was to secure tho free, uniettered
exrreise of th.it primacy which the Incarnate
God had rstablisied in lis Church, as the cen-
t:e and princip'e of unitv of faith and the foun-
tain of jurisdiction. During three hundred
yers the Church was sutjected ta a most
sanguinary persecution, her faithful children
were slain by hundreds, and the Eoil RofuRome
vas soddenEd with martyr's blood. During

that dark period the Church, it is true, acquired
property, but not, of course, a civil rincipality
and, hence, the only way ina wbich the Supreme-
Pontiffs could vindicate their liberty and inde.
pendence was to retire to the gloom of the
caticoinb', or to shed their blood on the red
Fc iffold of inartyrdom. Uut that was not the
nurminl staIe of the Christbn Church. Ptr3ecu-
tion had done its worst agaiust her and utterly
fail-d in its obj ct. luinan pasions broke in
angry wavesag.iixt therock of a-rs but in vain.
The Chuich was bu it upon n r ck,
ard though the rain fell, and the floods
came, and tihe teipest rrged, it fell not.
Tie vicnory cf Con.tantin e.ve frtedom to our
holy ieligion, c:lied her forth fron her hid-
ing places, aid b enthrm:ed her in glorious basili-
es 'd mn-ic t-mples Tnein began to mai-
it.t itself the actin ilof Divin Providence 'n
preparing the way for the establishment of the
temporal power. Constantine, after giving
freedom and protcetiun to the Church, trans-
ferred the seat of thIe enp're from Roine to the
Lanks of the Bospihiron. " TIhe rame ire-
c:ncts," observes Cuunt de Maibtre, "could not
contain the Emperor and thePotiff. Constan.
Line yiel-ied up Roine t> the Pope. Froin that
time we -±lso observe tb. the empercra seemed
no longer at home in Rome ; they resembled
st'nangers passi g through and lodR.ng therefroi
time to time." At length ihe period arrived for
the destruction of the Roman empire and i's
gailty capital-Pagan Rome, the Babylan of
the Apocalypse. A c y had gone up against it
from the Chriatian martyrd, and was beard;
the hour of its doom had struck. The
barbarity, bursting froin their north-
ern climes and savage forests, swept over the
empire with the might and imp tuisity of an
irresistible inundatior. TheR oman legions
weie annihilated ; the empire itself, the con-
so.idation of centuries, was braken into frag-
ments by many a hard stroke: Tunisone
plurima. Rome's haughty gates were torn
down and carried away, and the city itself re-
duced to a " marble wilderness." But there
was in that city a principle of vitality-!he Pa-
pacy ; and Christian Rome, blessed with the
doctrine of inmortality, arose on thn ruins
of Pagan R:.me, and becane the capital of "a
kingdom which can nover be destroyed." The
emparora of Constantinorple were impotent to
protect their subjects, and abandoned tho Epew-
ples of Rome and the adjoining countries to the
Pope for protection and elected him their sove-
reign. The Suprene Magistracy was spontan-
rously transferrcd by the Roman Senate and
peoile to the Sovereign Pontiff, GrEgory
Il., A D., '730. "1The Bihops of
Rome then became de facto ,e.c
jure, the temporal as well as tie spiritukl
fathers of a fre peopleo, and after tie losr ai
hor leg ions and provinces Ronne wag agaimi re-
stored ta bonror and dominion. The Chair of
Peter replaced the throne of the C.esars ; the
seat of empire became the sanctuiary of reli-
&ion ; and lad it not been for this new vital
principle which renovatsd her decayed ea-
ergies, ?ome, like other cities of antiquity
like Thebes or Babylon or Carthage,
might have been blotted from the
na of the eartb, verifyingtbeawful forebodicg

of ucan, 'Fabula notecn crie."' "The temporal
power af the Popes," says Gibbon, " is now
confirmed by the reverence of a thousand years,
and their noblest title is the free choice of a
people whom they bad redeemed from slavery."
This necessarily rapid and imperfect Pketch of
the way in which the temporal power of the
Papacy was bougbt into ex'stence rs sufficient
to c.nviuce the impa-tial reader that this poiver
is the work of Providence: IIDigit Dei
est hic." And with this work the
liberty of c-nscience and the inde-
pendence of the Church have been providen-
tially united for centuries. In the vords of
the late illustrious Bishop of Orleans, 'ait is
necessary to the spiritual security of tc Church,
and to our own, that the Pope be fres and inde-
pendeit; that this independence must be
savereign ; that the Pope e free and that he
appear free," and the Pope bas time and again
asserted that his temporal sovereignity is,.in
the present state of society, necessary to his :n-
dependence and bis freedoam ot action as Head
of the Universal Church.

Sncb being the sad condition ta whicli the
Holy Father has been reduccd by thre enemies
of Christ and His Church, it bi comes the urgent
and imoist sacred duty of the faithful thiroughout
the world ta rally aroundhim bytheirsympathy
and loyal devotion, and ta contribute generously
of their means ta uphold his dignity and taoen-
able him ta dischruoge his uablime duties as Su-
preme Ruler of the Christian Church. A part
tram his august character as the Vicar of Christ,
our present Holy Father Leo XIII. ias special
c:arms on our admiration and dutiful affection
and gratitude. No greater Pope lias sat in the
chair cf Peter for many year. A man of genius
aud of vat scholarly attainment, he bas given
a great imiiputle ta the cultivation of letters,
e-pecially of histry, of pli'ose'phy and theology-

He hss plac.d the legislation and
organization of the gieat young Churches
of the United States and of Australia on a more
perlect and a firmer basia, andi hue has re-
establishied the hierarchy of Sotland. The
Venorable Church of the .East bas also engaged
his st e::ial attention. He bas found a peaceful
soluton cf the I>ng-standing trouble connected
with tie See of Goa and its privileged jurisdic-
tion aver distant territories and Cathoaic popu-
lations nwise subject ta Portu gese rule mn the
order of secular governiment. Heins created a
native episcopate in India, and invested it with
permanent hierarchial caaracter, hav'icg pre-
vi-oualy secured tine sanction of the ming
of Portugal for this revocation of ai
ancient and much-prized prerogative of
his crown. And greater zeal and fervor
amongst its children, as well as a large number
of conversions from heresy and schism, arei
likely to be the resalt. l a word, he has during
his short' reign raised the Papacy ta a greater;

(Apoo, 19-10 ) When in the
House of Lords in England the Peers bow ta
the throne in passing it, this le only a mark
ta sovereign authority which tha throno re-
presents, or when a member of Parliament
bows ta the maco whilst it lies an the tabla,
they are no idolators, ror are we when wea
bow ta the cross or t thei Imagesa;of the
saints. When Catholics pray fer tine inter-
csioan of baints they only follow the example
of St. Paul, who recommended himself ta the
prayers of the saints of the early churcli,
\vin holy people go tHoBeaven faiti and
hope ceases, but lova entmer Heaven and love
of their fellow-being a on carth induces thenm

Cîtholica do not worship bread, they
worship Christ hidden under the appearance
of -read, as His Divinity vas iddcn under
His huinanity. Catholics don't believe that

bin, hb iri own power, can forgive sins, but
as a minister of God, validly ordaiued and
commissioned, he can forgive oins by the
:ower, d in the name of Jesus Christ in the

Sacramemnt of Penance. It la by a sacrament
that sins are forgiven, Wien Christ founded
this mysterions ceremony by breathing on
His Apostles, raying thase salemn words,

Receive ye the Holy Ghoat; whose oins
you forgive they are forgiven unto them, and
whose ains you retain they are retained."
Yet itl is a common saying amongst Protest-
ants, who can forgive sins except God alone ?
These people don't think that they are assum-
ing the words of the insolent scribe mon-
tioned in the Gospel, who cried out the very
saine words, conbdicing LChrish "wbm Obh
said, "Son, thy ains are iorgiven tiee.' Our
Lord then worked a miracle ta show that the
Son of Man could forgive oins. You perceive
here ara two tribunats, one on earth, the
other In heaven. " Whose sins you forgive
an arth will lie forgiven innheaven, and if
the tribunal on earth judge wrongly, the
tribunal l ihcaven will not ratify the rsen-
tence.' Catholis do nat hîlieve bine, idul-
gences mean permission ta coinn!- sint : 0
Ifimself cannot give such permission. An in-
dulgence la a commutation of a severe sen-
tance ta aelbsser ans, in view ai bIne greataes
i bne contrition of the penitent, and foiper-

fcrming acts of charitys and other good wo k
Sin mus hoeforgiven by te sacrament ai
penance lafore this commutation of sentence
can ba obtaimed. Catholice do not beiheve
that salvation can be obtained fro m any other
source than from inthe merits and suffrings
and death of our Divine Redeemer. lhera is
no other name under heaven whereby we
must bie raved, but in the name of our Lard
Jesus Christ. The Blessed Virgin and theSaints may help us ta attain salvation b> thir
prayers, but salvation must come fram our
Lord and Redeemer. We say t Hlim have
mercy on us, but ta the Saints pray for us.
Catholics do not believe that all who are
called Protestants are real Protestants ; they
pretend ta protest against the errors aof Rome,
but the errors of Rome are tie products of
tiheir own imagination, They protest against
errars and we do the very same. If thera
could be a friendly chat between a priest and
a Protestant, the Protestant uould e aston.isied ta find h meelf seomucirdecaived.
Cathohica do not believe the Popo is impec-
cable, ie ean sin like other men, but they do
believe that when he decides ex-cathedra,
that is, as head of the Catholic Church, joined
of course ta the Episcopacy, when he decides
a doctrine to be believed, or deoides a ques-
tion ofi norals, his decision le irreformable,
For in the Church of God there muet be a
final trci as aiseoa bInte world. The Privy
Council of Englandi athe court of the last re-
sort, though notinfallble. Many Protestants
heliev thenmselves infallible lu their intrp-
tatioveaf tire Bible. In thne Catholia Churchb
binens i.'only ons acknowledged--the supreme
Pontiff, lInbthe OId Law tins Jewish Highb
Priest was aise believcd to e irefa!lalible lna
aill his decisions. Catholia de not believe
tiret a marriage tis validly and lawfully ona-
bu acted betweenu a man 'ad womaan can ire
broken by.any power on earth., WhomGoed'
bath joimned let not nana pub asunder, and
agahin St. Peul says ai a woman put away b>'
uher hrusbnand, "BHe whno maerristh tire womana
se put away commits. adultery," which be
could neot do if the rnarriage bis bre ioken by
tIne divorce. Catholica do mot believe ;tiret
everyone ha. e rîiht te pronounce on his owni
predestinetion or ta bre mure ai iris own saiv--
tien, because ho thinks'po him'selfi: 'a Noe
man knioweth ,whebber ho be 'worthy ai levea
-or hatred,"' suys the Book of Eoam1te

( : 1), and St. P.aul advises the Phillipplanq
ta work out their salvation with fear ar dl
trembliog ('hill, 2: 12), whirh aperson nseî
net d if he could hna sure of hie salvation.
God does not usually reveal this ta anyone.
Cathclics do not believe that those who ap-
rarently die out of the communion of their
Church a-e losti; n any helong ta the soul iof
the Church but not ta it body. Thera is
what swe call inculpabie ignarance, or oxcuz-
able ignorance. This subject i. a lirge and
interceting nue, that we shall discuse on an-
other ncneadonn.

timcs, vhen inmplormg help; Caoatio,
by whicih the giftà of tw in luiy Ghmost uro in-
fuscd into the Iaun, co.f'ri-ing the grnc ai
spiritua.l nmanhloç.m. Thiese gnn- mot an w~isdom,

uunlcrutandiig, furtitutie, knuwkdge, piety,
and thei fcari f th Io l.

Tro cîeramncat of RU'cocieiiabtion or i'en-
ance, by whichl sice truly repi',ut-tl 'if, uwithn
change of heurt and mor as, iwith ma frm pur-
pose i men<t ment, witin resotintiti o! il-
gotten goode, or i! character, mnorcove r, vithn
a condign ier ance on the pi at f the penei-
tcnt, and absolution an the part of the prieEt,
are forgiven by Almighty God. The Sacra-
ment of our Lord's tody, cîlled the Uoly
leicharist. Catholica believe that in this
sacrament ther is truly, rally and substan-
tilly, the Body anS Blood of our Lnrd Jesus
Ch rist, in their glorifiel state, togother with
His soul an I)Ivmnity ; and that receiving it
under one kind or specices alone, Christ is rc.
celved whole and entire ln His glorified state.
Catholics believe aise with St. Janes the
Apobtle, that thea sacrament of anmonting the
sick confers grace and remits sin (ste St.
James, chapter fiftn) ; that Matrimony is a
sacranient giving grace, as aleo Hlty Orders.
The Catholica aiso believe that there is a
transitory state after bhis le caliod l'urge -
tory, where souls not pure enouglh ta go ta
Ileaven fron tne imperfections and miserle8
of this Ife, nor wicied enough to go ta Hell,
arO purified se as to be woTthy ta ha engulied
la the infinito sanctity of Godi, ai fit asoe-
c'ates for the immaculate Mother ai God, and
the Angels and Saints of Ileavren.

A MOST DESERVING APPEAL.
To the Editor of TE esTr :

SiR,-May I trouble yeu for a little space in
which to solicit somemaid from those Who are
able. and villin to give it towaar!s erecting in
my puor and extensive parish a couvent and a
presbytery. A church and school are built
snd pau fer; but, Dias, there is no provision
for pniestsuand nuns but a bare piece of land.
IL is needless to s'y bow church and schools
suffer and s->ul are lost for iwant of a resident
priest. For more than.15 years I bave;given a
prîest's beat care te uis distant portion of my
flock, dnaving thither every Sunday (after a first
Mess and sermon at bhome)twelve mies to say
second Mass and preacb at midday, giving
Rosary and Denediction of 'the Blessed Sacra-
ment au the af ternoon, and returning for Rosary,
lecture and Ben; diction in the rome Mission
in tthe evening. During two years I had to dis-
pensa with bousekeeper and servant owing ta
the poverty Of the mission, and indeed have bad
to endure other hardhips and privations t:atI
may be excused fîom parading. Having thus
toiled and. sacrificed myself for fifteen long
jears lu the poor mission of 500 Poor
Irish Cathdlics, Ecattered among 20,000
Protestants, over nearly 1,000 square miles
of territory, nay I not lest justified in askinag
uy brethren ln the Faith and kinsmen te ex-
tend a helping hand te me? From morn till
night, for twelve 1. ng weary days, I have
walked the streets of eontreal lm quest of sub-
scriptions, and have to-night netted a total of
only 31 piastres, exclusive of 3 piastresi the re-
sult of a collection kindly-permitted by the
good Jesuit Father aiter my sermon in their
church on last Sunday evening. Naturally moat
unfitted for the disagreeable task I have taken
in band, a-.d siucerely ashamed toe hccollecting
in a place heneycombed with collections for se
many local wai s, I bave resolved t anke thia
general appeal, insstad of urging it by personal
application. This convent and presbytery are
necesary .wante,and without extraneous aid it
is utterly impossible for us t malte a beginning
of them. la net giving to tlhem, then, giving
to God ? and is net God always giving back te
the charitable lum100 ways and a hundred fold
what is given in His name ? Four Masses are
said evervy werk for one jear for all beniefactors,
atd suseniptions nny b sent ta me rit the
otice of this paper, or at the Clergy House of
Notre Daine, and will b gratefully acknuow-

REV. FATHER PARADIS WINS.
HE IS AOQUITTED IN HIs LAW SUIT WIyT TE

MEsSEs. oILMccRt & au.
There vas a very large attendance of citizens

of aIl creede and nationalities present in the
Courtof Appeai this morning to hear the Hou.
Chie! Justice Sir A. A. Dorian, Judges Cross,
Toeler, Baby and Chuirch deliver judgment in
the important law suit of the Messars. Allene
Gilmora & C., the well known lumber mer-
chants eo Gatineau Mille, in the township of
Hull, in the county and district of Ottawa,
against hRev. .ather Charles A. 1L Paradis,
of the township of Maniwaki, in the district of
Ottawa, and Messrs. Lapointe, Dacuse, Bois-
menu, AlU'ire, Brosillette and Mauriot (plain-
tiffs below), tespondents. The judgment ap-
pealed frotm made ibsolute au injurnction,
ordermîogthe appellants to cesse cutting ine
and other lumber on certain lots. lie
defence was that the lots in question
are included within the boundaries of
a tinber berth held by thein under license f rom
the Crown, and are within the boundary part of
the forest reserve established by order-in coun-
cil on 10th September, 1883, and that the de-
fendants being in possession of the lumber berth
under license frein the Crown, at the time of the
issuin cf ithe location ticketi, the location ticket
was null and void, and the respondents did net
thereby acquire any right norto the lots. 'The
court of Aylmer overrnled the defence, and
made the injunction perpetual, the grounds of
the decision beîug that under the teris of the
statuts the Lieutenant-Governor in council is
bound, in conatituting a "foreat reterve." to
except the parts of the ungranted lands ai the
Crown eld under liceme toe cut timber on
which no merchantable pine or pine timber
gro su, and must obtain the necessary imnforma.
tion, and that here no information was obtained.
It was contended on the part of the appellants,
Messie. Giluiour & Co., that the Ipioiibitioni
contained in the sttute makes absu:ute nIll
sîny sale made by the. Commissioner e f frown
Lacis or his agents, lu violation of its provis
ions, and that the court is bound to hold anry
such sale as absolutely unil and dismiss any
leenl.proceedingo based upon it; tLiat thera ia
nothig indetieite in the delimritation of the
territory constituting the forsti tserve-nor
even li the exception when properly c-nstnied.
If theexception were indefinite», it iignt be of
no avail, bub that ould not afcLt the validity
of the order as reslpets ithe territory set apart na
a foreL reterve; because proof muielît be me-quir-
ed ia o der to bring a lot within the exception,
it does net follow tiat proof is required to es
tablisi the nullity of a sale of land within tie
liait of the forrsb reserve, wlich is riot even
alleged to be within the exception. In a lengthy
judgment, which took over three hours l de-
livery, the court came to the conclusion that the
judsgmnpitof the court below should be confirmn-
ed with costs.
