Mr. Foster introduced a Bill No. 1, respecting the administration of Oaths of 
Office ; which was read the first time.

Mr. Speaker reported His Excellency’s Speech from the Throne, and read a copy 
thereof to the House, which is as follows :—
Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate :

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :
In accordance with the announcement made during the last Session, Parliament 

has been summoned somewhat in advance of the usual period.
The bountiful harvest with which Canada has been blessed is a cause for the 

deepest thankfulness to the Giver of all good.
I congratulate you upon the evidence of increased activity in the various branches 

of commerce and industry.
Several such indications have come under my personal observation during a tour 

made recently in the North-west Territories and British Columbia. In particular, I 
noticed the extension of mining enterprise in British Columbia, where the vast mineral 
resources are in certain localities now being developed and utilized upon something like 
an adequate scale.

A special feature of the same tour consisted in the opportunities obtained for 
visiting a number of the Indian Reservations and also the Indian Industrial Schools. 
On the former I was received with hearty demonstrations of loyalty and good-will, 
while in connection with the latter the proofs of proficiency and intelligence on the part 
of the children were highly encouraging.

As to the work of the Indian Department as a whole, the manner in which it is 
directed and administered appears to be very satisfactory.

A reference to these topics would be incomplete without an allusion to the valuable 
services of the North-west Mounted Police, which may justly be regarded by Canadians 
generally as indispensable, under present conditions, to the well-being of those extensive 
and promising portions of the Dominion in which they are stationed.

Immediately after the prorogation of Parliament my Government communicated 
through the Lieutenant-Governor of Manitoba with the Government of that province, 
in order to ascertain upon what lines the local authorities of Manitoba would be pre­
pared to promote amendments to the Acts respecting education in schools in that 
ptovince, and whether any arrangement was possible with the Manitoba Government 
"which would render action by the lederal Parliament in this connection unnecessary.
I regret to say that the advisers of the Lieutenant-Governor have declined to entertain 
favourably these suggestions, thereby rendering it necessary for my Government in pur­
suance of its declared policy to introduce legislation in regard to this subject. The 
papers will be laid before you.

I a,m happy to inform you that the representations of my Government and the 
suggestions of the Ottawa Conference respecting steamship communication have resulted
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in an announcement by the Imperial authorities of their willingness to grant a substan­
tial subvention towards the Atlantic portion of the scheme. This will, I trust, ensure 
the successful establishment of a line of steamers between the United Kingdom and 
Canada, which, in point of speed and equipment, shall fully meet all requirements.

My Government have also learned with satisfaction that it is the intention of 
Secretary of State for the Colonies to appoint a Committee to consider a proposed 
Pacific Cable to connect Canada with Australasia. You will, I am sure, share the grati­
fication with which my advisers welcome these announcements as affording further 
evidence of the desire of Her Majesty’s Government to draw closer to each other and 
to the motherland the outlying portions of the Queen’s Dominions. The papers on 
these subjects will also be submitted to you.

Your attention will be asked to measures intended to provide for the better 
ing of our militia and the strengthening of Canadian defences.

The growth of population in the North-west Territories as disclosed by the last 
enumeration calls for additional representation in Parliament. A Bill for this purpose 
will be laid before you.

I am happy to be able to inform you that the Commissioners appointed by Great 
Britain and the United States for the purpose of delimiting the boundary between 
Alaska and Canada have concluded their labours and have signed a joint report for 
presentation to their respective Governments. This report will be laid before Parlia­
ment in due time.

At the request of the Right Honourable the Secretary of State for the Colonies a 
delegate of my Government visited England last summer to confer with the Imperial 
authorities upon the question of Copyright. His report will be laid before you, and I 
doubt not that this subject will again receive your earnest attention.

You will also be asked to consider measures for the extension and development of 
trade in agricultural products with the lTnited Kingdom, and other markets.

The Joint Librarians of Parliament have the honour to report as follows for the 

year 1895 :—
The recess has been largely devoted to changes and improvements in the catalogue 

of the Library, the law catalogue being in process of re-copying and the card catalogue 
being put into type-writing.

The United States Government having after much delay published the proceedings 
in the Behring Sea case, complete sets of the American volumes have been provided for 
the Library, in addition to those printed by Great Britain.

Attention is being given to the collection of the Reports of all Royal Commissions 
issued in G reat Britain for the investigation of important public questions. The Library 
already contains many of these reports, on Trade, Criminal Law, the West Indies, the 
Public Service, Labour, and other subjects.

The Royal Commission on Agriculture in England having almost completed its 
labours a full set of the volumes as far as published has been provided in advance of the 
general set of Imperial Commons Papers.

The Royal Commission on Secondary Education having published its report in full, 
a separate set has been provided in like manner.

The reports of the various Boards of Trade and Chambers of Commerce in England 
for the past year have been collected, and will be found upon the shelves.

The date of the meeting of Parliament renders it impracticable to provide the 
bound sets of periodicals for the use of Members at as early a period as is desirable ; but 
arrangements have been made to procure, as speedily as possible, the newspapers and 
periodicals most likely to be required for the purposes of Parliament.

! he instructions of the Committee with regard to the distribution of certain 
exchanges were duly carried out, during the Recess, and the replies of the recipients 
have been duly received and filed in the Library.

The late-t additions to the literature of Political Economy, Statistics and Trade, 
v ill be found on the shelves, as usual \ but the Annual Statistical compilations for 1895 
will not be available at this early date of the new year.

Among the most valuable of the donations of the year may be mentioned the 
Report of the Constitutional Convention of New York in seven volumes, received from 
the Library of the State.

At this last session of present Parliament the Librarians desire to acknowledge the 
courtesy and consideration they have received from the Speakers of the Senate and 
House of Commons, in carrying out the rules and customs of the Library.

The list of donations and copyrights will be found appended as usual.
1 he catalogue of accessions during the year is ready for distribution.

The Committee have had under consideration Bill No. 29, to amend the Act incor­
porating the Supreme Court of the Independent Order of Foresters, and have agreed to 
report the same with amendments.

In accordance with the requirements of Rule 63, the Committee call the attention 
of the House to section one of this Bill, which authorizes the Society to hold real estate 
to the value of $350,000. The notice for this provision was reported by the Standing 
Orders Committee as insufficient, but in view of the representations made by the officers 
of the Society, the Committee recommend that this power be conferred on the Society.

Mr. Sproule, from the Select Standing Committee on Standing Orders, presented 
the Fourth Report of the said Committee, which is as follows :—

The Committee have considered the Petition of John Tilden and others, for leave 
to present a Petition for an Act of incorporation under the name of the Hamilton Blast 
Furnace Company, and the Petition of J. A Gemmill and others, for leave to present a 
Petition for an Act of incorporation under the name of the Yukon and British Columbia 
Trading and Developement Company, notwithstanding the expiration of the time for 
receiving Petitions for Private Bills, and they recommend that leave be granted in each 
case.

The Committee have also considered the Petition of George Carr and others, for an 
Act of incorporation under the name of the Manitoba and Nelson Valley Railway Com­
pany, and empowering them to construct a railway from Winnipeg, or Portage la Prairie, 
to the North Saskatchewan River, &c., and find that the notices are sufficient for the 
construction of the road from Winnipeg only.
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On the Petition of the Thousand Islands Railway'Company ; for an Act to extend 
the time for the completion of their railway, <fcc., the Committee find that the notices 

somewhat short in point of time, but as they will fully mature before the Bill can be 
considered in Committee, they recommend that they be deemed sufficient.

That, on the 21st November, 1892, regulations were put in force by the British 
authorities making the slaughter of Canadian cattle obligatory upon being landed, on 
the assumption that the disease of pleuro-pneumonia was detected in certain animals 
imported from Canada ;

That a Bill is now before the Imperial Parliament which proposes to make the ex­
clusion of all foreign cattle permanent ;

That the most thorough investigation carried on in Canada has failed to disclose the 
existence of a single case of pleuro-pneumonia :

That, in view of the foregoing facts, this Parliament, whilst not wishing to inter­
fere in any way with legislation considered necessary in the United Kingdom, desire 
respectfully to protest against the permanent exclusion of Canadian cattle on the ground 
of the existence of pleuro pneumonia in Canada, and to express in the strongest possible 
manner its belief that pleuro-pneumonia has not existed in the past, and does not at the 
present time exist in Canada.

Mr. Mulock moved in amendment thereto, That all the words after the word 
“ That ” bo struck out and the following added instead thereof :—“ in view of the repeated 
official declarations of the British Government of the existence of pleuro-pneumonia
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amongst Canadian cattle and the serious consequences to Canadian interests from the 
passage of the Bill now before the British Parliament permanently to exclude Canadian 
live cattle from Great Britain, this House regrets that the action of the Government of 
Canada has not been such as to protect the cattle industry of Canada from the serious 
injury calculated to accrue to it from the passage of such a measure.”

Daly presented,—Return to an 
copies of all correspondence between the Department of the Interior and D. J. O Do- 
noghue, Secretary Legislative Committee, Trades and Labour Council, Toronto, concern­
ing the alleged misquotation in the report of the Committee on Immigration, 1895, of a 
certain letter relating to the success of Dr. Barnardo’s boys as settlers in Canada.

On motion of Mr. Foster, the Order for consideration of amendments made by the 
Senate to Bill No, 4, respecting the liability of Her Majesty and public companies for 
labour used in the construction of Public Works, was transferred to Government Orders.

On motion of Mr. Cockburn, it was Ordered, That leave be granted the Select 
Standing Committee on Banking and Commerce to sit this day during the time in which 
the House is in session, from one to two o’clock, P.M.

Mr. Sproule, from the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and Colonization, 
presented the Third Report of the said Committee, which is as follows

The investigations of the Committee have been conducted under^two divisions, viz.. 
Agriculture and Colonization.

On the first named, Agriculture in relation to its scientific methods and productions, 
the Committee have had before them the several officers of the Central Experimental 
Farm, viz. : Mr. William Saunders, Director of the Dominion Experimental Farms ; 
Mr. James W. Robertson, Agricultural and Dairy Commissioner; Mr. John Craig, 
Horticulturist ; Mr. James Fletcher, Entomologist and Botanist ; Mr. I1 rank I. Shutt, 
Chief Chemist ; Mr. A. G. Gilbert, Poultry Manager ; and Mr. John Fixter, Farm Fore­
man.
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In addition to these were heard before the Committee Mr. William Johnston, Mr. 
D. Derbyshire, Brockville ; and a paper was communicated by Mr. B. F. Holterman, 
Brantford.

The evidence and examination of Mr. Robertson, Agricultural and Dairy Commis­
sioner, related largely to the natural resources of Canada for the production of animals 
and their products, including manufactures of the Dairy ; and the importation of these 
lines of Agricultural products by Great Britain.

Mr. Robertson laid before the Committee the details of a scheme to establish a trade 
in the exportation of chilled meat to the English markets, in order to give farmers a 
market alternative to the export of live animals. His proposal on this project was that 
the business be conducted for a time under the auspic'es of the Government in order to 
overcome existing obstacles which traders feel unequal to combat, but which, in his 
opinion, could be removed by the prestige of the Government, and that with the trade 
once established, commercial men would take the business solely into their own hands. 
His estimates in reference to this proposal will be found in the evidence before the Com­
mittee on the 20th and 21st February.

In regard to operating winter creameries, the Commissioner stated that the progress 
in this branch of dairying, though not discouraging, was yet slower than could be 
wished, owing to causes which he stated, but still causes which, by a small measure of 
judicious aid, would speedily disappear, and, to some extent, had already done so, but 
others still remained ; while he submitted proofs of the gratifying fact that first-class 
Canadian creamery butter, of the export of 1895-6, took well in England, and that 
this commodity is now being inquired for by dealers there. The advances made and 
the prices received in England for butter exported by the Government in 1895 will be 
seen by reference to his annexed evidence.

Another point which the Commissioner emphasized is the absolute necessity of 
cold storage for the preservation of perishable food products, such as meats, poultry, 
eggs and fruits, particularly where such products enter into export, in order to place 
them upon the markets of Great Britain in that unimpaired condition which alone can 
render them acceptable to the purchasing consumers of that country. This cold storage, 
he insisted, should be systematized by commencing at the places of production, as 
feeders to cold-storage warehouses at leading points of shipment, supplemented by 
refrigerator cars over the railways, and cold-storage apartments on board of ocean-going 
ships ; and, finally, cold-storage receiving warehouses at the trans-Atlantic points of 
delivery and sale. In reference to transoceanic export on board steamships, the 
Commissioner gave it as his opinion that the Government should subsidize such ships as 
would provide ample cold storage by paying them for the space occupied by the chilled 
compartments.

The Committee adopted a resolution recommending to the notice of the Govern­
ment, Mr. Robertson’s proposal for the establishing of a trade in chilled meats ; and also 
a resolution recommending to the favourable consideration of the Government for pro­
viding a system of cold-storage for the preservation of perishable food products intended 
to be placed upon the markets. These recommendations will be found amongst the 
resolutions of the Committee, immediately following the evidence contained in this 
report.

The whole matter of the Commissioner’s evidence will be found of material import­
ance in the consideration of how best to stimulate the productions of Canadian farmers, 
and the mutual relations that exist between Agricultural industry, and the commerce 
arising from the supplying of these products to both home and foreign markets.

Mr. William Saunders, Director of the Dominion Experimental Farms, was before 
the Committee on two occasions, and his evidence will be found to convey very much 
valuable information to the practical farmer in relation to the best methods of cultiva­
tion for realizing paying crops, and the maintaining of the fertility of the soil. As a 
primary and leading element towards securing these desirable ends, he has presented in 
tabulated form the results derived from experiments with the application of barn-yard 
manures in different conditions, applied in the raising of various kinds of crops. The 
results obtained from experiments under similar conditions are nearly uniform, yet with 
some interesting variations according to the crop experimented with.
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The Director states in reference to the oat crop of Canada, as a gratifying fact that 
this country is ahead of her two chief competitors, the United States and Russia, in the 
average yield per acre, yet our average production is considerably less than that of 
some European countries, named in the comparison. The yield per acre at the several 
Dominion Experimental Farms is furnished and also the twelve most prolific varieties 
of oats crown at the Central Farm, and also a similar list for each of the branch farms.

The^ work of distribution of three-pound packages of seed grain of various kinds 
to farmers for experiment, commenced in 1889 has been continued ever since. This 
distribution has amounted to 38,000 three-pound samples of oats which have been sent 
out to farmers, and the results reported back have been highly satisfactory.

The series of experiments with varieties of wheat, as furnished by the Director 
will be found equally interesting, and the experiments conducted for a series of years 
with both these serials, now furnish reliable data to guide farmers all over the Dominion 

to the species best adapted to each province and territory.
The experiments with varieties of barley have also been persistently followed up on 
Experimental Farms, and the results obtained will be found in Mr. Saunders

Mr. James Fletcher, Dominion entomologist and botanist was also before the 
Committee, and his evidence goes to show that for all the fungus and insect pests that 
have yet appeared in this country, there have been found successful methods of treat­
ment, for their extermination. He described the life habits of several household insect 
pests and the best methods of combatting them, such as the clothes moth, and the de­
structive pest designated the “Carpet Beetle” which appeared m force in several localities 
in Ontario last year. The evidence of the Entomologist will be found a valuable com­
pendium for the treatment of field and household pests ; his evidence is also emphatic as 
to the care which farmers should exercise in keeping down noxious weeds, some kinds of 
which threaten noxious consequences to agriculture unless prompt and decisive 
are adopted for their extermination.

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Mr. Fletcher informed the Committee that he was conducting some interesting 
experiments in connection with the apiary recently establis1 ed at the Central Farm° 
One of these experiments is being conducted in the direction of ascertaining the best 
methods for keeping bees through the winter, but the experiments 
advanced to be presented as reliable data.

Mr. John Fixter, foreman of the Central Farm, supplemented Mr. Fletcher’s evi­
dence with a statement of the product derived for the experimental apiary.

Mr. R. F. Holterman, President of the Bee-keepers’ Association, of Ontario, contri­
buted a paper on bee apiculture and management.

Mr. Holterman, who has had extensive experience and opportunities of observation 
number of years points to the importance to the production of honey as an adjunct 

to other farm industries on the grounds that with proper management it is profitable, 
while it does not lessen or interfere with any other branch of agricultural production.

The Committee have incorporated this paper into the evidence annexed, and believe 
it will be found to contain valuable directions to those about to enter upon bee-keeping, 
or such as may already have started in this line.

Mr. D. Derbyshire, Brockville, President of the Ontario Creamery Association, was 
heard before the Committee on the 2nd April current. He informed the Committee 
that the object of his colleagues in the Association, and himself, in coming to Ottawa, 

to press for assistance from the Government to place Canadian Winter-made Cream­
ery butter upon the markets of Great Britain. He pointed out the ample market open 
there for Cieamery butter of a fine grade, and he stated his belief, derived from past ex­
perience, that with the assistance of a bounty on Winter Creamery butter exported, ' 
that Canadians would gain possession of that market. Mr. Derbyshire’s evidence, an­
nexed, will be found a valuable epitome of the progress of the Dairy industry of the 
Dominion, heretofore, and also of the available markets for yet larger increase of butter 
production.

On the matter of the second part of this Report the Committee have heard the 
evidence of Mr. A. M. Burgess, Deputy Minister of the Interior, who furnished details 
of interest which give a retrospect of the immigration expenditure for a series of years ; 
also immigrant arrivals and settlement in Canada.

The Deputy Minister furnished details of the agencies at present employed in the 
United Ivingdom, for attracting immigrants to Canada, and the various means utilized 
to impart to the people of the British Islands and other European countries, informa­
tion on the resources of the Dominion. The subject of Juvenile immigration promoted 
by associations and individuals is also referred to.

It is gr atifying to find by this evidence that the accommodation provided for immi­
grants on their arrival at Quebec, is not surpassed in excellence, anywhere, in point of 
promoting health and comfort, and that the immigrants are well cared for by the agents 
of the department, from the time of their arrival until their destination for settlement 
is reached.

I lie Deputy Minister informed the Committee that the efforts of the immigration 
branch are handicapped by the recent large reduction in the appropriation for immigra­
tion, and he urged the importance of restoring the present grant of $130,000, toits 
former amount of $200,000, as the minimum upon which the Department can continue 
to prosecute the work of immigration with vigour.

A perusal of the whole of the evidence furnished by Mr. Burgess, and annexed 
hereto, will show it to be a concise statement of the salient points of the immigration 
to Canada, from 1867-8, down to 1894-5. The details of the last year’s immigration 
fully furnished.

I am glad to be able to relieve you from further attendance in Parliament.
I desire to express my regret that the mission which my Government recently 

despatched to confer with the local authorities of Manitoba has been unproductive of 
any immediate result, and that the question relating to schools in that province still 
awaits settlement.

I thank you for the appropi iation which you have made towards providing for the 
better arming and equipment of the Militia Forces of the country.

The powers with which you have endowed the Commissioners appointed under the 
Behring Sea Claims Convention will, I trust, facilitate the investigations of that tribunal 
and hasten a just settlement of these long standing claims.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I have to thank you for the Supplementary provision you have made for carrying 
the services of the current year.

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

Inasmuch as in the opinion of my advisers it is desirable that the judgment of the 
people upon the questions which now engage public attention should be obtained at 
early day, I have to announce my intention of causing this Parliament to be immediately 
dissolved.
