‘Dunn gave in a most practical
way an understanding of the duties of
a general manager of the abattoir,and
insisted that Mr. Wright had all the
qualifications. He stated that Ald.
Maybee had no knowledge of .- the
manufacture of by-products, and that
a general manager should certainly
have that knowledge. He said that a
clique was opposing Mr. Wright be-
cause he could not be as .easy with
those in the trade as they want “I
warn those who are against Mr.
Wright thru spite that if Mr. Wright

Ald. Maybee’'s Views.

The Modification of Milk

Pldin whole cows’ milk mixed with
water and sugar answers all the re-
duirements of & good food until seven
or eight months or so, whén’ barley or
oatmeal gruels may he used instead of
boiled water.. Plain milk. mixed with
water is easier to digest tham cream.
Water is added so that the food will
not be too concentrated for digestion,

then, in deciding upon a well baby’s
food are- threefold: the amount of
milk, the amount’ of sugar and the
amount of water or gruel to be added
to make up the proper bulk and con-
centration. The amount of milk to
make a proper gain in weight is twice
the number of ounces of milk that the
baby weighs in pounds, provided he
can digest one and one-half ounces of
sugar in his total daily quantity of
food. To illustrate: A child who
weights seven pounds should receive
and digest fourteen ounces of cows’
milk " in twenty-four hours. To this
must be added one and one-half ounces
of sugar and enough water to make up

Take two cups of veal, one cup of
stock, two teaspoonfuls of lemon juice,
a dash of cayenne and salt and pepper.
Melt two tablespoonfuls of butter and
cook four tablespoonfuls of fiour in it.
Season the meat with the salt, pepper
and lemon juice. -Add the stock gradu-
ally to the flour and butter  Put the
meat in the mixture and let it come al-
most to the beiling point. Then re-
move from the fire and set aside to cool.
Shape into small rolls.

IMMIGRATION ANG THE STAND-
ARD Or LIVING, :

That the immigration giestion in the
United States is becoming every year
more pressing, at least so far asg its
cities are concerned. is very distine-
1Ashown in the latest 6fficial returns,
For the four months from November,
1918, to February of the current vear,
‘close on 230,000 immigrants were ad-
mitted, and of these one-quartér re-
mained in New Yofk. This estimate
is based on the figures giver in the
completed returhs for the year ending
June 30, 1913, when, out of a total ap-
proximating 1,200,000 aliens landing in
the United States, no lesa than 300,000,
or 25 per cent., stated that the State
ot New York was their intended per-
nianent residence. This
means New York City, where unem-
ploymént. has boen prevalent to
unusualYegree, and must have beeén

an

practically |

increased by the inflow of aliens read;f
to accept work at any® price.

Thirty years ago no less than 95 per
cent. of the immigration Into the
Unfted States was drawn from north-
western Kurope, representing the most
valuable and most easily assimilated
class of Kuropeans. Last year more
than 80 -per cent, of immigrants came
from ecastefn and southern Iurope,
and this contrast between early and
late immigration is causing serlous
concern to students of economics, For
most of the new-comers are in a ne-
ceéssitous condition and are forced to
accept employment on the terms offer-
ed, whatever these may be, They are
too accustomed to a lower standard of
lving and both reasons combined have
caused- large displacements of labor
in certain industries, Native Ameri-
cans and northern KEuropeans are
abandoning the fleld to the newer im-
migrants.

This influx of cheap labor has not
been at all objectionable to employers
that have found in it an easy way of
reducing the cost of production.” But
to public men of larger view, it has
raised difficulties that require to be
remedied if the integrity of the poli-
tical ‘and social institutions of the
country i8 to be preserved, Recent
observers have remarked that among
the unemployed in New York it is not
the alien immigrant, but the native
born citizen who is swelling the ranks.
This means that the alien who can
exist on a lower wage gets employ-
ment, but only by ousting the native
born, who is reluctant to lower his
general standard of living. This Iis
another of the indications leading to
the conviction that a change in the
immigration policy of the TUnited
States must either be made or its re-
fusal will add another to the many
factors working for a soclal upheaval.

WOMAN SUFFRAGE.
Admitting the case for the extension
of the franchise to women on its mer-
its, its advocates, both in Canada and
the L’nited{smtea. will, to all appear-
ance, make more headway by attacking
the states and provinces individually
than by attempting to secure the pass-
ing of an over-riding federal law, Last
week the United States Senate, altho
it gave the proposal a majority of one
vote, showed the southern states to be
opposed to an extent rendering ap-
proval by the necessary three-fourths
absolutely unattainable. Tlre trouble
arises over the color line, and the pres-
ence of the fourteenth and fifteenth
amendments to the constitution, which
confer equality of rights on every citi~
zen, irrespective of race, color, or previ-
ous condition. Until these are nulli-
fied, it is in the highest degree improb-
able that woman suffrage will be con-
ceded by federal statute, :

The Dominion is not confréonted with
the problem of a large colored element,
and with the determination of certain
states to prevent its dominating fed-
eral elections. Buf it is clear enough
that the Canadian provinces are not
equally in sympathy with the move-
ment for equal franchise. Progress will
be more easy by influencing provincial
opinion. Women in ten of the United
States have gained the right to vote
in presidential elections, and it is prob-
able that within the next few years
other states will have fallen into line.
Equal advanee has not been made in
Canada, but uynless indications are be-
lied, some oné”or other of the western
provinces will accept the honor of lead-
ing the:way. Once the ftirst step is
taken, others are Inevitable, and in the
end all will be compelled to fall into
line.

Scotch Rancher
Leave Office of Gen.
Villa Alive.

Canadian Press Despatch.

WASHINGTON, March 23.-+The
enquiry into the death of the Scotch-
man, Benton, five weeks ago in Juarez,
directed by the British foreign office,
has been concluded and today ‘the re-
sults were laid before the British am-
bassador here for transmission to
Lofidon. This investigation was con-
ducted by C. E. 8. Perceval, the Brit-
ish consul at Galveston, whose district
includes the Town of El Paso, oppo-
site Juarez.

Originally ardered to El Paso to co-
operate with the commission appoint-
ed by Secretary Bryan to enquire into
the Benton case, Mr, Perceval, finding
that the American commission was
helpless to act as the result of the re-
fusal of the rebel leaders to allow
them to exhume and examine the dead
Briton’s body, conducted an investi-
gation on his own account. He em-
ployed such agents as he thought ne-
cessary and secured a mass of testi-
mony bearing upon Benton’s death.
Much of this was collected in secret,
because of the fear of the witnesses
of condign punishment at the hands
of the consatitutionalist leaders; and
for that reason not even the names of
witnesses will be given publicity at
this time,

Evidence is Meagre.

Necessarily, the evidence as to what
actually took place in Villa’'s head-
quarters at Juarez, where Benton was
last seen alive, was meagre. Most if
not all the eye-witnesses were offi-
cers and private soldiers under Villa's
immediate command, who are now
with the general well down in the in-
terior. of Mexico. Some of them are
men whose names were given in the
first -report on Benton's death by Villa
himself, as having been witnesses be—
fore a court-martial which was | said
to have tried and convicted Bentbn.

From the incomplete evidence that
he was able to -obtain, Consul Per-
ceval reports that Benton, disregard-
ing the advice and appeals of his wife,
proceeded directly, to Villa’s head-
quarters with the double purpose of
protesting against the spoliation of his
panch and to secure the privilege of
marketing his cattle' in the United
States. So extensive had been the
raids upon his lve stock by the con-
stitutionalists that he told his friends
that he had deternfined to save what
he could of the herd-by getting it out
of the country,

The testimony quoted by the consul
makes it appear that Benton was un-
armed when he entered Juarez and
sought Villa’s headquarters; that he
entered Villa's office; that there was
a tremendous scuffle, followed by per-|
fect'quiet. No witness could be found
who hedrd the sound of 2 shot, Ben-
ton did not emerge from that office
alive, but.where and when his body
was removed, the report does not dis-
close. S SR

The conbul drew the infarende fhat
Benton 'had been kiiled by a knife atd
that his body had been gecretly re-
moved and interred somewhcre in the
immediate neighborhood, tho there
was no direct testimony adduvced to
sustain this inference, v

The substance of this report will be
communicated to Secretary Bryan and
the report itself will be transmitted to
the British foreign office,

According to the British view, no-
thing further can be done in the ¢ase
at this stage. The report of the Car-
ranza commission appointed to inves-
tigate the Benton killing  is awaited
\\':}th much interest and will be re—
ceived by the British Government as
information, at Jeast. Nothing now is
expected from the American commis-
sion, which Secretary Bryan today
sald was in statu quo, as it had been
for many weeks past.

German Government
Legalizes Betting

BERLIN, March 22.—The German Gov-
érnment's measure legalizing bettin
horse races thru licensed book ers
was published here today. The bill
which had been long heralded, aims af
combating hangdbooks and other ilHcit
forms of betting, which have flourished
greatly under the existing law restricting
betting to ‘the official highly-taxed pari-
mutuels. The measure also is intended
to discourage the betting among the low-

=

.jer and middle classes, and to augment

the government's revenues by taxing the
immense sums now {llicitly wagered.,

The percentage to be taken by the
government and the race track owners
from the takings of the pari-mutuels fs
reduced by the measure from 16% to 12
per cent., in order to popularize machine
betting, while moneys bet thru book-
makers are to be subjected to a general
tax of six per cent. Winners, moreover,
are to be further taxed on a 3mduol scale
ranging from six to twenty per cent., a.c-
cording to the, odds.

Unlicensed bookmakers by the new re‘-
ulations aré made liable to a punishment
of two years' imprisonment and confis-
cation of the bets, while the bettors
themselves are to be heavily fined,

The bill prohibits the public dioplay of
race results and tips and makes bets re-
coverable by le;a.l action.

Eleven-Year-Old Girl Was

Star Witness at the
Trial.

MANY OTHERS CALLED

'School Children Knew and
Recognized Man Charged
" With Murder.

MORDEN,  .Man,, March 23.—The

prosecut!fi;ifi’the ¢ase of John Kraf--
chenko, chargéd with the murder of
H, M. Arnold, manager of the Bank
of ‘Montreal at Plum Coulee, on Dec.
13, 1913, hes drawn from many wit-
nesses the details of the crime. Re-
sidents of the Village of Plum Coulee,
transients and school children, who
witnessed the murder. or the flight, or

both, have told what they saw, and
ali have described the criminal as “‘a
man wearing a black overcoat, a black
cap or hat and a false beard.” But the
face remains unidentified.

Today the crown called one of its
star  witnesses, a child of 11, Mary
Doerksen, and she, amidst tense - si-
lence, offered what the crown consid-
ers an important link in connecting
Krafchenko with the murder, The
girl was on her way from school with
other children, and got a good look at
the bandit. She knew the man, she
salid.

“Who was i1t?” she was asked.

«John Krafchekno,” was the imme-
diate answer.

“You say it was John Krafchenko?”
asked the crown prosecutor. “Had
you ever seen John with a mustache?”

“No,” she replied.

“Then how did
him?”

“By his eyes.””

Then the court adjourned.

Susie Bergen, a schoolmate of Mary
Doerksen, who also had witnessed the
flight of the “man in black,’ gave evi-
dence earlier in the day, describing
the route he had taken down to the
lane to the livery stable to the walting
automobile, which she saw drive away.

WILL NOT CHANGE

COURSE OF APPEALS|

Procedure in Privy Council
Cases Will Continue, Said
Doherty.

By a Staff Reporter.

OTTAWA, March 23.—Hon. Rodolphe
Lemieux, ex-postmaster-general, took
ogcasion to sound the minister of jus-
tice in the house today as to his views
regarding appeals to the privy council,

Mr. Lemieux, by way of bringing up
the subject, read a speech which Lord
Haldane made recently in England., In
this speech his lordship referred to the
feasibitity of having the privy council
a movable body, that is, it would hear
cases in the various dominions instead
of hearing all colonial appeals in Eng-
land, as is8 now the procedure.

Mr, Lemieux paid a eulogy to the
privy council. He said that that tri-
bunal had always given a fair, broad
and liberal interpretation of the laws
of Canada, and that he believed the
people of Canada as a whole were sat-
isfled with the appeal to the privy coun-
cil. He asked Mr, Doherty if the goy-
ernment had any intention of changing
the present procedure of appeal to the
pripy council, and whether the minister
had intimated to Lord Haldane that
Canada was| in favor of having the
privy/ council cases heard on this side
of the ocean.

Mr. Dohenty assured him that his
fears had no foundation, and that the
government | contemplated no change
of procedure. Speaking as a lawyer; he
sald, he was in favor of having certain
privy council appeals heard in Canada,
as often there were local conditions
which could not be appreciated when
heard in evidence thousgands of miles
away.
