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PROVINCIAL INFORMATION.

PROVINCE OF BRITISH COLUMBIA.

British Columbia has an estimated
area of 88:^,000 square miles, and a
population, according to tlio lant

otHuial census, of 5*8,178, made up of

54,061 wliites, 35,202 Indians, and
8,010 Cliinese. Tlie province is a
great quadrangle of territory, 700
miles long by 400 wide, lying north
of latitude 49°, and west of the cen-
tral core of the Rocky Mountains,
extending along the Pacific Coast as
far as latitude 55", and including a
larj^e number of adjacent islands.
Striking inland to latitude GO", it is

shut off from the sea board by a nar-
row Htrii) of Alaskan territory, and is

boundea on the east by longitude
120°. The great mountain ranges of

the province—the Rockies and Sel-

kirks on the east, and the Coast and
Island ranges on the west—exercise a
very important influence upon the
country, climatically as well as com-
mercially. There is no mountain
scenery in the world to compare with
that of British Columbia, nor are
better facilities anywhere afforded of

enjoying it.

HINBRiLL BESOURCEL-

It is not alone the scenic gran-
deur of these magnificent ranges that
is their chief commendation, but
their astonishing mineral wealth,
which is indeed phenomenal. To her
mineral wealth is due the first

prominence which the country
attained, her gold placers for a long
time being the chief attraction to her
shore. The base and precious metals
are almost everywhere to be found
in the province, and are bound to

prove a chief factor in her future de-

velopment. It is a well-established
fact that a purely agricultural coun-
try rarely attains to any very high
degree of wealth or iniportan(!0, us
compared with one in which mineral
deposits are rich. It must not, how-
ever, be inferred that British Co-
lumbia lacks in fertilitv of soil or
salubrity of climate, for in both
respects she is liberally endowed.
But then the speedy accumulation of
wealth, which naturally follows in
the wake of successful mining of the
precious metals, and the impetus
given to manufacture l)v the presence
of coal and iron in abundance, have
ever been found an attraction to
any country blessed with these indis-
pehsables to prosperity. Mining,
liowever, has heretofore been con-
ducted after a very crude fashion;
but a better day has dawned, science,
mechanism, capital and system being
brought to the aid of enterp ''e and
labor. New roads are being con-
structed in the richer of the mineral
regions, railway systems built up,
and the most approved machinery
introduced for the treatment of the
ores. Writing of the resources of
British Columbia, Professor- Dawson,
C. M. «., F. R. S., (Mineral Wealth,
p. 15) says :

—

" Everything which has been as-
certained of the geological character
of the Province, as a whole, tends to
the belief that so soon as means of
travel and transport shall be ex-
tended to what are still the more in-
accessible districts these also will be
discovered to be equally rich in min-
erals, particularly in the precious
metals, gold and silver."

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THE OLIMATK.

The climate of British Columbia,
aa a general rule, possesHes all the
features which are to be met with in
European countries within the tem-
perate zone, any differences which
do exist being in fav«>r of the west-
ern parts of the fair Dominion of

Canada. A milder or more equable
climate it would be difficult to find,

and yet the variations are such as to
offer peculiar advantages to all-

comers. The spring, summer and
autunm are charming, while the
winter season is short and mild.

THE MARITIME IMPORTANCE OF B.C.

It is but a few years a|;o since the
ports of British Columbia were de-
rided as the "back door" of Canada,
but to-day they exceed in tonnage of
vessels entered and cleared, any
other port in the Dominion. The
whole Pacific Coast is rapidly build-
ing up, and this Province is bound
to keep pace in the march of pro-
gress. Every year sees the develop-
ment of new commercial enterprises,
the last addition to the long list

being the establishment of regular
steamship connection (subsidized by
the Governments of both countries)
with Australia. Trade with the
Orient is also steadily increasing, a
magnificent line of steamships hav-
ing been put on this route in connec-
tion with the Canadian Pacific Kail-
way—a system which extends from
the Atlantic to the Pacific Ocean.
THE GOVERNMENT OP BRITISH CO-

LUMBIA.

The confederation of the various
provinces of British North America
into the Dominion of Canada secures
absolute autonomy in every respect,
except in such affairs as clearly per-
tain to the Empire or the Dominion
as a whole, as the customs, the postal
service, the wardship of the Indians,
etc. Ottawa is the seat of govern-
ment, and there the Dominion Par-
liament meet annually, British
Columbia being represented by six
members in the lower house, elected
by popular suffrage, and three sena-
tors in the upper house, nominated
by the Crown. The provincial as-
sembly meets at Victoria, the capital

of the Province, every year, and is

composed of thirty-three nieml)er8,
five of whom, under the iieutenant-
j;overnor, form the executive or min-
istry. Manhood suffrage practically

Erevails, as the franchise is exercised

y all males over the age of twenty-
one years, who are British subjects
and have resided in the province for

twelve months. The laws of the
country are based upon those of the
Motherland, and nowhere is there
greater freedom or protection than is

to be found in this Province. Land
can be acquired from the Crown
under conditions most favorable to
intending settlers, who receive every
facility. As to the solvency of the
Province, it is beyond dispute, the
whole public debt not being much in

excess of one year's income.

THE PUBLIC SCHOOL SYSTEM.

The dutv of amply providing for

the education of the youth of British
Columbia has been undertaken by
the government, and with commend-
able liberality is this duty performed.
Wherever a minimum attendance of

ten scholars can he secured there a
scnool is established and a duly certi-

fied teacher located. Such liberality

in the matter of educational facilities

is nowhere surpassed, if at all

equalled, and that it is fully appreci-
ated is evidenced from the fact that
there is hardly a settlement, however
remote, throughout the country that
does not boast of its school house,
while in the cities "high schools"
are established, also under govern-
ment supervision, for the instruction
of the more promising pupils.

A DISTINGUISHED VISITOR.

Of British Columbia as a farming,
grazing and fruit growing country,
the Marquis of Lome says : Wherever
there is open land the wheat crops
rival the best grown elsewhere, while
there is nowhere any dearth of ample
provision of fuel and lumber for the
winter. As you get your colonization
roads pushed, you will have a larger

available acreage, for there are quiet

straths and valleys hidden away
among the rich forests which would
provide comfortable farms. As in

evidence of identification, and pass
before the members thereof, or sucii

of them as may be appointed for tlie

purpose, a satisfactory examination
touching his fitness and capacity to

practice as a physician and surgeon."
18S6, c. 18, s. 28.

Second.—" The Council shall admit
upon the register every person men-
tioned in chapter 48 of the Acts of

Parliament of the United Kingdom,
passed in tiie 49th an<l 50th years of

Her Majesty's reign, duly registered
under the ' Me<lical Act,' (Imperial),

prior to and inclusive of the 30th
day of June, 1887, upon com-
plying with the orders, regula-
tions or by-laws of the Council and
giving due proof of such registration,

and that the person applying for reg-

istration has not lost the benefit of

same by reason of misconduct or
otherwise, and upon payment of the
fees, fixed by the Council, not to ex-
ceed one hundred dollars."
The regular meetings and examin-

ations are held, beginning on the first

Tuesday of May and September and
second Tuesday of January in each
year.

Of the numerous charters, may be mentioned those of the Nicola Valley
R.R., running from Spence's Bridige on the C PR. fifty miles to coal mines
in the Nicola country, and the Chilliwack Railway running from the Fraser
Delta to Chilliwack, on the south side of the Fraser River.

' The C. PR. is surveying a line for a route through Crow's Nest Pass to

Nelson on Kootenay Lake. This will give the road an easier route through
the mountains.

natural history is conceded to be the
finest in the Dominion, and the con-
tributions are continually increasing.
It is free to the public, being sup-
ported by the provincial government.
Among the interesting collection of

rare animals will be found the Musk
Ox, the White Goat, the Mountain
Sheep, the Reindeer, Wapiti, and the
Grizzly Bear, etc. Birds are also well
represented, there being between
three and four hundred specimens.
During the last year large additions

have been made to the Indian collec-

tion, and a new room has been added
to this department so that at the
present time the exhibit is quite an

interesting one, comprising, as it

does, about 2,000 specimens of Indian
work in stone, horn and wood, not a
few of which are the work of tribes
long since passed away

.

In the products of its mountains,
rivers and forests, in the treasures
which lie hidden beneath its stretch
of six hundred miles of sea, few coun-
tries can boast of more varied and
f>rolific resources than British Co-
umbia, and material enough can
therefore be found within its borders
to form one of the most interesting
and instructive collections in the
Dominion

.

The co-operation of the general
public is necessary to insure the mu-
seum becoming a really representa-
tive institution. It is therefore
earnestly desired that geological and
natutal history specimens from all

parts of the Province may be col-

lected by those who have the oppor-
tunity, and forwarded to the Curator;
the receipt of all such contributions
will be promptly acknowledged,
and the transportation charges fully

paid.
Packages of ores should not be too

large, and each specimen should be
accompanied with a note of locality,

position and extent of formation

.

Natural History Society of British

Columbia.

At a meeting held in the office of

the Provincial Museum on Mftrch 26,

1890, by a number of gentlemen in-

terested in the study of Natural
History, it was decided that a society

should be organized bearing the title

of the Natural History Society of

British Columbia, and that the' ob-
ject of this society should be to

acquire and promote a more extended
knowledge of the natural history of

the Province, and to act as an inde-
pendent auxiliary to the Provincial
Museum

.

A series of most interesting and in-

structive papers on natuial history
subjects was read by various

Provincial Governnnent Lands.

Crown Lands in British Columbia
are classified as either surveyed or
unsurveyed lands, and may be ac-
quired either by record or pre-emp-
tion, or by purchase.

PRE-EMPTIONS

.

The following persons may record
or pre-empt Crown lands, viz : Any
person being the head of a family, a
widow, or a single man over 18 years
of age, being a British subject, may
record surveyed or unsurveyed Crown
lands, which are unoccupied, unre-
served and unrecorded.

Aliens may also record such sur-
veyed or unsurveyed lands, on mak-
ing a declaration of intention to be-
come a British subject.
The quantity of land which may

be recorded or pre-empted is not to
exceed 320 acres northward or east-

ward of the Cascade or Coast Moun-
tains, or 160 acres in the rest of the
province

.

No person can hold more than one
pre-emption claim at a time. Prior
record or pre-emption of one claim
and all rights under it, are forfeited

bv subsequent record of pre-emption
ot another claim

.

Land recorded or pre-empted can-
not be transferred or conveyed till

after a Crown grant has been issued

.

Such land, until the Crown grant
is issued, is held by occupation.
Such occupation must be a bona fide

Eersonal residence of the settler or
omestead settler, or his family.
The settler must enter into occupa-

tion of the land within thirty days
after recording, and must continue to
occupy it

.

Continuous absence for a longer
period than two months consecu-
tively of the settler or homestead
settler, or family, is deemed ces-
sation of occupation; but leave
of absence

_
may be granted noc

exceeding six months in any one
year, inclusive of the two months'
absence. In cases of illness,vouched
for by suflBcient evidence, or in the
-ases of immigrant settlers returning
to their former homes to bring their
families to their homesteads, or in
other special cases, an extension of
time may be granted, during which
the pre-emjjtor may be absent from
his claim without prejudice to right
therein

.

Land is considered abandoned if

unoccupiod for more than six months
in the aggregate in one year, or for

more than two months consecutively

.

If so abandoned, the record of the
settler so ceasing to occupy the same,
and all improvements and buildings
made and erected on such land, shall
be absolutely forfeited to the Crown.
The fee on recording is |2.
Any pre-"mptor of unsurveyed land

may have the land surveyed at his
own expense, subject to rectification

of boundaries, or wait till the Chief
Commissioner causes it to be sur-
veyed .

PAYMENTS FOR LAND AND CROWN
GRANTS.

The price of Crown lands pre-empted
is one dollar per acre, which may be
paid in four equal instalments, as fol-

lows: First instalment, two years
from date of record or pre-emption,
and each other instalment yearly
thereafter, until the full amount is

paid. But the last instalment is not
payable until after the survey.

The Crown grant excludes gold and
silver ore, and reserves to the Crown
a royalty of five cents per ton of mer-
chantable coal raised or gotten from
the laud, not including dross or fine
slack

.

NANAIMO FOUNDRY,
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No person shall be entitled to record
or pre-empt anjr land included in any
timber lease, if the land which it is

proposed to record has on each eighty
acres thereof milling timber to the ex-
tent of ten thousand feet per acre

.

A Crown grant can be'issued to an
alien who may have recorded or pre-
empted by virtue of his declaring his

intention to become a British subject,
unless he has become naturalized.
The heirs or devisees of the home-

stead settler are, if resident in the
Province, entitled to the Crown grant,
on his decease

.

If they are absent from the Prov-
ince at the time of his death,the Chief
Commisioner may dispose of the pre-
emption,and make such provision for

th • person entitled thereto,as he may
deem just.

PRE-EMPTION FOR PARTNERSHIP PUR-
POSES .

Partners, not exceeding four, may
pre-empt as a firm 160 acres each west
of the Cascades to each partner, and
320 acres east of the Cascades to each
partner

.

Each partner must represent his in-

terest in the firm by actual residence
on the land. But each partner, need
not reside on his particular pre-
emption.
The partners, or their agents, may

reside together on one homestead if

tho homesteads be situated on any
part of the partnership pre-emption

.

For obtaining a certificate of im-
provement, it IS sufficient to show
that impiovements have been made
on some portion of the claim,amount-
ing in the aggregate, to $2.50 per
acre on the whole land.

Miring Laws.

FREE MINERS AND THEIR PRIVILEGES.

Every person over, but not under,
eighteen years of age, and every joint
stock company, shall be entitled to
all the rights and privileges of a free
miner, and shall be considered a free

miner, upon taking out a free miner's
certificate. A minor who shall be-
come a free miner shall, as re^^ards
his mining property and liabilities

contracted in connection therewith,

be treated as of full age. A free

miner's certificate issued to a joint
stock coM.pany shall be issued in its

corporate name . A free miner's cer-
tificate shall not be transferable.
1891, c. 26, 8. 3.

A free miner's certificate may be
granted for one or more years, to run
from the date thereof, or from the ex-
piration of the applicant's then ex-
isting certificate, upon the payment
therefor of the fees set out in the
Schedule of fees to this Act. Only
one person or one joint stock com-
pany shall be named therein. 1891,
c. 25, s. 4.

RECORD OF CLAIM.

Every free miner locating a min-
eral claim shall record the same with
the Mining Recorder of the district

within which the same is situate,

within fifteen days after the location
thereof, if located within ten
miles of the office of the said Mining
Recorder . One additional day shail

be allowed fo. such record for every
additional ten miles or fraction

thereof. Such record shall be madf
in a book to be kept for the purpose
in the office of the said Mining Re-
corder, in which shall be inserted the
name of the claifn, the name of each
locator, the number of each locator's

free miner's certificate, the locality

of the mine, the direction of the lo-

cation line, the length in feet, the
date of location, and the date of the
record. Such record shall be, as
near as may be possible, in the Form
B in the Schedule to the Act, and a
certified copy thereof shall be given
by the Mining Recorder to the free

miner or his agent. A claim which
shall not have been recorded within
the prescribed period shall be deemed
to have been abandoned. 1891, c. 25,

s. 19; 1892, c. 32, s. 7; 1893, c. 29,

s. 5.

discoverers' CLAIMS.

To one discovery, 300 feet in length.
To two discoveries, 600 feet in leneth.
To three, 800 feet in length. To four,

1000 feet in length, and to each mem-
ber of a party beyond four in num-
ber, a claim of the ordinary size only.
A new stratum of auriferous earth

or gravel situated in a locality where
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the clairas are abandoned, shall for

the above purposes, be deemed a new
mine, altnongh the same locality

shall have been previously worked at

a different level: and dry diggings
discovered in the^ vicinity of bar
diggings shall be deemed a new mine,
andyice versa. A discoverer's claim
shall be reckoned as one ordinary
claim

.

Creek discovei-y claims shall ex-
tend 1000 feet on each side of the
centre of the creek, or as far as the
summit.

LEAVE OF ABSENCE.

On discovery of a new lode or vein
containing minerals, six months. On
proving expenditure, in cash, labor,

or machinery, of $1,000 on each full

interest (without reasonable return;
one year. Under other conditions
Gold Commissioner has option

.

MINERAL CLAIMS.

Any free miner desiring to locate a
mineral claim shall, subject to the
provisions of this Act with respect to
land which may be used for mining,
enter upon the same and locate a plot
of ground measuring, where possible
but not exceeding, 1 ,600 feet in length
by 1,500 feet in breadth, in as nearly
as possible a rectangular form, that
is to say all angles shall be right
angles, except in cases where a boun-
dary line of a previously surveyed
claim is adopted as common to hoth
claims, but the lines need not neces-
sarily be meridional. In defining the
size of a mineral claim, it shall be
measured horizontally, irrespective
of ineoualities on the surface of the
ground. 1893, c. 29,8. 3.

A mineral claim shall be marked by
two legal posts, placed as near as pos-
sible on the line of the ledge or vein,
and the posts shall be numbered 1

and 2, and the distance between posts
1 and 2 shall not exceed fiiteen

hundred feet, the line between posts
Nos . I and 2 to be known as the loca-
tion line, and upon posts Nos. 1 and
2 shall be written the name given to
the mineral claim, the name of the
locator, and the date of the location.

Upon No. 1 post there shall be
written, in addition to the foregoing,
" Initial Post," the approximate

compass bearing of No. 2 post, and a
statement of the number oi feet lying
to right and to the left of the line

from No. 1 to No. 2 post, thus:

—

" Initial post. Direction of post No.
2. feet of this claim lie on
the right, and feet on the
left of the line from No.'l to No. 2
post."

All the particulars required to be
put on No. 1 post shall be furnished
Dy the locator to the Mining Recorder
at the time the claim is recorded, and
shall form a part of the record of such
claim.
When a claim has been located, the

holder shall immediately mark the
line between posts Nos. 1 and 2 so
that it can be distinctly seen ; in a
timbered locality, by blazing trees
and cutting underbrush, and in a
locality where there is neither timber
nor underbrush, he shall set legal
posts BO that such line can be dis-

tinctly seen.
In cases where, from the nature or

shape of the ground, it is impossible
to mark the centre line of the claim,
provision is made . (See Mineral Act,
1891.) Only one claim on the same
lode or vein"can be held except by
purchase. Quartz claims are deemed
to be mineral claims.
To lawfully hold a Crown grant for

a mineral claim, it must be surveyed
by a surveyor approved by the Land
Office, notice of application for the
grant must be posted conspicuously
on the land and on the Government
office of the district, also inserted for
sixty days in the Government Ga-
zette, and a newspaper, if any, cir-

culating in the district, and proof
must be given to the satisfaction of
the Government officers that $600
have been bona fide expended in
money or labor upon the claim, ex-
clusive of all bouses, buildings and
other like improvements. Or a
Crown grant may be got by paying
$26 per acre to the Government in
lieu of representation and expendi-
ture of the claim

.

General provisions for ordinary
mining claims apply to mineral
claims as far as may be

.

The proper representation of "min-
eral" claim requires that the sum of

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one hundred dollars, in money, labor
or improvements shall be expended
in the first six months of everjr year
upon the claim to the satisfaction of
a Gold Commissioner or Mining Ke-
corder, and that the owner shall have
obtained a certificate from the Gold
Commissioner or Mining Recorder,
to that effectj within six months
from the location of the claim, and
thereafter within the first six months
in every year, and shall have record-
ed the certificate immediately after

its issue.

Leases of mining ground, ditch
privileges, etc., may be issued, but
will not in general be granted for

a longer term than ten years, or for a
quantity of ground greater than

:

In dry diggings, ten acres

;

In bar diggings, unworked, half a
mile in length along the high water
mark;
In bar diggings worked and aban-

doned, one mile and a half in length
along the high water mark

;

In creek claims on abandoned
creeks one mile and a half in length

.

The regulations as to flumes,
ditches, and drainage need not be de-
tailed, but it may be stated that the
water taken into a ditch or sluice has
to be measured at the ditch or sluice
head . No water should be taken in-

to a ditch or sluice except in a trough
placed horizontally at the place at
which the water enters it . One inch
of water means half the quantity

that will pass through an orifiice two
inches high by one wide, with a con-
stant head of seven inches above the
upper side of the orifice

.

COAL PROSPECTING LICENSES.

A twelve months' prospecting li-

cense for 480 acres of vacant coal land
in one block, may be granted uy the
Government on payment of $25. The
licenses may be extended for another
year if the licensee has actually ex-
plored for coal, on payment of $50.
The license is not transferable with-
out notice being given to the Chief
Commissioner of Lands and Works.
If the licensee wishes to purchase the
coal lands, he may do so under the
Land Act for $2.50 per acre

.

TIMBER LICENSES.

Unlicensed persons, except for

farm or mining purposes, etc., are
not permitted to cut trees on Crown
lands. A timber license may be
granted for 1000 acres for four years
on payment of $10 annually, and 15
cents for each tree (except hemlock)
felled, payable half-yearly. No per-

son can hold more than one license

at the same time, and it is not trans-

ferable. Mill-owners cannot saw
logs taken from Crown lands [in

which are included lands leased at i

less than ten cents an acre] , until

the timber dues of twenty cents per
thousand feet, board naeasure are
paid.

Juan de Fuca on the south and
Victoria Harbor on the east.

EsQuiHALT is built on a peninsula
between the Royal Roads and Es-
quimalt Harbor, which is wide,
well sheltered, and easily en-
tered by ships of any size. It is

the naval station for Her Majesty's
ships, and possesses one of the
finest dry docks on the Pacific

Coast. The dock is built of sand-
stone, is 457 feet long, 57 wide and
27 deeo. A large sum has been
voted by the home government to

improve the fortifications of the
post, and work has practically com-
menced. Here is also situate the
meteorological station—the most
westerly and northerly telegraph
reporting station on the continent.
It is in charge of Mr. E. Baynes
Reed, and is fully equipped with
all the modern instruments for ob-
serving and recording the weather.
Observations are taken every four
hours, and telegraphed to Toronto
and from thence to Washington.

Colwood is on the west side of Es-
C[uimalt Harbor, Brother's Island
in Royal Bay. Constance Cove at

the east end of Vil';\ge Bay, Fis-

guard Island, the lij^nthouse sta-

tion ; and Village Buy the site of

the Royal Naval Hospital are all in
the Esquimalt District. Daily com-
munication by rail over the B. & N.
railway and by electric tramcar.
Esquimalt is about three miles
from Victoria, which is the bank-
ing point.

Green, and A. Cameron. The
Kaslo-Slocan Railway is projected
to run from the city into the heart
of the mining region, with several
branches to meet the requirements
of various groups of mines. Work
was begun on the line last >iummer,
and the expectation is to have it

completed early this year. About
1,200 tons of ore have been mined
during the past season, the gross
value of lead and silver being esti-

NEW CALEDONIA.
New Caldedonia is one of the largest

of the Hudson Bay Go's trading
districts, being upwards of 300
miles square. It comprises part of
three electoral districts, viz : Cari-
boo, Cassiar and New Westminster
and includes most of what is com-
monly known as the Lake country.
The chief resources of the country
are furs, but there is a very per-
ceptible falling off. The country
has been burned over frequently,
destroying vast tracts of timber,
and the grass, herbs, etc., on which
many of the fur-bearing animals
live. Gold is found on tlie Fraser,
Parsnip and Nechaco rivers, also in
the Finlay branch of the Peace
river. Fort St. James on Stewart's
Lake, is the head post of the dis-
trict. Fort George, Fort Fraser,
FortMcLeod,FortConnolly and Fort
Babine are the other posts in the
district. There is no regular postal
system— letters are occasionally

conveyed by the Hudson Bay Co's
pack trains. Nor are there any
roads ; the pack horses travel over
imperfectly defined trails.

CITY OF NANAIMO.
The citizens cf Nanaimo will this

year celebrate the twentieth anni-
versary of incorporation. Very many
of those whose names appear in the
directory of the Coal City, can re-

member the struggle there was at
the time incorporation was first

mooted, and although some of them
were then opposed to the assumption
of municipal management, all will

now concede that the move was one
in the right direction. The progress
made since the date of incorporation
has been as steady as it has been
conspicuous. Only about ten years
before this event, Nanaimo and its

suburbs were the property of the
Hudson Bay Co., held by virtue of a
special Crown ^ant. From those
pioneers of the Province, the New
Vancouver Coal Mining& Land Com-
pany purchased all rights, and at
once set to work to develop the rich
coal beds, and make their newly-ac-
quired property the Newcastle of the
Far West. That they have succeeded,
the Nanaimo of to-day shows.
The city ie charmingly situated on

elevated grouna, and enjoys first-

class harbor accommodation. Its

mainstay is coal mining. In the
"black diamond" a very extensive
and ever increasing trade is carried
on, the output of the mines being ad-
mittedly the best coal on the Pacific

Coast. Not alone is the home mar-
ket liberally supplied from this

source, but immense quantities of
coals are shipped to foreign ports.
The mines are worked on the most
approved principle, and those en-
gaged at tnem form the bulk 'of a
prosperous and happy community.
With an abundant supply of coal,

and iron of high grade in the immed-
iate vicinit}[, there is doubtless a
gieat future in store for the city. The
numerous other industries which
naturally follow successful mining
operations, are being established

—

slowly, it is true, but surely. Foun-
dries, machine shops, saw mills, etc.,

are among the number, and all are
doing well, while stores representing
every branch of business are to be
found within the city.

The affairs of Nanaimo are well
looked after by a popular mayor, and
an energetic board of aldermen,who8e
efforts are handsomely seconded by
an efficient staff of oflBcers. The city
is lighted by electricity and gas,
both illuminants being well patron-
ized. There is also an excellent sys-
tem of waterworks—ample for fire

protection as well as domestic use,

and an effi'tient fire brigade. The ed-
ucational advantages of the Public
School system are fully enjoyed by
the citizens, who can boast of a first-

class high school &9 well as sever-
al schools for minor branches of
instruction. The spiritual welfare
of the people is also well looked after,

the different denominations being
represented . All the well established
friendly and benificary nocietiea flour-

ish in Nanaimo—indeed almost every
man belongs to one or other of them.
That the citizens have faith in the

future of their city, is manifested by
the class of public and private build-
itigs which have been erected and
the proportions of those contem-
plated. The wooden structures which
did service in the past, are rapidly
being torn down to give place to
Tuore sightly and 8ubst^.ltial brick
buildin(;s, and a wholesome spirit of

competition has thus been aroused.
In the newer portions of the cit^

—

residential and business—the build-
^ings are all of a high class order, and
tend to make the place look very
attractive as viewed trom the harbor.
What are known as the five-acre lota

have been in such demand, that
new sections are being surveyed and
mapped out, and will no doubt be
cleared as soon as allotted, affording
homes for hundreds.
The calm and land-locked bay is

secured from the force of all storms,

and the surrounding i8lands,but there
are two clear channels for passage into
the Straits available at all seasons of
the year,and at every stage of the tide.

There are no bars to navigation, and
the anchoratte is good. Some of the
largest steamships and sailing vessels
frequent the port, and are loaded
with facility and despatch at the
great wharves.
The Esquimau & Nanaimo Hall-

way runs from Victoria to Nanaimo,
through a rich and well settled
country. There is also regular steam-
boat communication with the princi-
pal ports on the island and mainland.
The population of the city according
to last census, was 4,695, but since
that date there has been a consider-
able increase.

OITY ^nSTD JDX&rCRjXCDT.

Victoria, the capital of the Pro-
vince, is the oldest, the wealthiest,
and most populous citj^ in British
Columbia. It was originally the
chief trading post of the Hudson's
£av Co., and many of the older in-

habitants can recall to memory the
little band of "whites"—they could
be counted almost on one's fingers

—

who in those days held sway among
the hordes of dusky aborigines. Sub-
sequently, as a Crown colony, things
began to improve, and hundreds of

desirable settlers were attracted to
the shores of what was destined to
become a great centre of trade and
commerce. Although discoveries of
gold had been made as far back as
1850, it was not until 1858 that the
gold fever became rampant. Two
years before this dat«, Governor,
afterwards Sir James Douglas, offi-

cially reported to the Colonial Office,

that the precious metal was to be
found in paying quantities, and the
report having been confirmed, a won-
derful indux of people was the result.
It is computed that in 1858, between
thirty-five and forty thousand per-
sons flocked into the Province, and
as Victoria was the great distributing
point, the city sprang into a promin-
ence which she iias since maintained.
The new-comers were chiefly from
California, where mining operations
^vere being vigorously pursued, and
but few of the vast multitude had
reason to regret their change. During
the first six months' operations the
yield of the newly-discovered mines
totalled over half a million dollars.
In the following year this amount
was more than doubled, and the in-
crease continued until 1883, when
the output of the mines reached
13,735,850. Owing to the inaccessi-
bility of many of the scenes of opera-
tion, the absence of trails or roads,

the difficulty of transportation, and
the want of proper appliances for

working the mines, the mining pop-
ulation began to dwindle down ; but
the future of Victoria had been es-

tablished. When in 1872 the colony
entered into confederation with the
other provinces oE the Dominion of

Canada, the population was incon-
siderable, and all eyes were naturally
turned towards Victoria, the capital

of British Columbia. The rapid pro-

gress of the city, and indeed the
Province generally, since that (date,

has been almost phenomenal. When
one heirs an "old-timer" (as the
earl' r settlers are familiarly called)

speak of the Indians squatting along
the grass-grown tracts which did ser-

vice as streets, in their Adam-and-
Eve costumes, or decked out in the
full-dress blanket, he is forced to

realize how ^reat has been the pro-
gress made since those comparatively
recent days. Those grass-grown
tracts are now well-built streets, and
the old wooden shacks which once
adorned them have long since disap-

E
eared to give place to palatial brick
uildings of busy merchants and

traders. And the Indian—he, too,

has advanced with the times, and
now takes a hand in nearly every
business in which his white brother
is engaged.
The last official census gave Vic-

toria a population of but 16,849. The
figures were so palpably incorrect

that the City Council ordered a cen-
sus to be taken on their own responsi-
bility. The work was undertaken in

a most systematic manner and car-

ried to completion in October of 1891.

As a result it was found that the
population was 23,153, whi':h may be
accepted as the correct figure—for

that year. But unfortunately when
Victoria's prospects looked brightest

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the city was visited with that dreaded
pest, smallpox, imported into her
Dorders. Her health record had
always been so good that the visitation
found the citizens unprepared. Suit-
able arrangements were, however,
promptly made for effectively dealing
with the trouble, which was soon
overcome, but, as might be expected,
a general staenation of trade fol-

lowed, from the effects of which,
coupled with the widespread depres-
sion which appears to have effected

almost every quarter of the globe, she
cannot be said to have yet quite
recovered. Although business dur-
ing the past year has not been as
brisk as usual, Victoria compares
more than favorably with the neigh-
boring cities across the line. A de-
cided improvement has taken place,

and the prospects for the year just

entered upon are brighter and more
hopeful than ever.
The geographical position of Vic-

toria is such as to ensure her a most
prominent place among the great
cities of the Pacific Coast. The city

is distant but 38 miles from Port
Townsond, 18 from Port Angeles, 100
from Seattle, 128 from Tacoma, 72
from Vancouver, 73 from New West-
minster, 72 from Nanaimo and 750
from San Piancisco, with all of which
ports there is a regular steamboat
service, connecting with the Cana-
dian Pacific, Northern Pacific, Union
Pacfic and Great Northern railway
systems. Vessels of the heaviest
draught can ride with safety in the
harbors, which are as commodious as
they are sheltered, no matter from
what point of the compass the wind
blows.
Vancouver Island, on the southern

extremity of which the city is built,

is rich in minerals, more especially

coal and iron. Coal mining is carried

on on a very extensive scale, tbo pro-
duct of the island colleries being the
best in quality on the Pacific Coast,
while the quantity is practically un-
limited. Assays of the iron to be
found in almost every quarter of the
island prove the ore to be of a very
high grade, but up to date this source
of wealth has not been utilized.

Then there are the numerous other

resourses, of land and of sea, which
are bound to be developed in the
near future, and so soon as that time
arrives Victoria will be more than
ever a great commercial centre.
As the capital of the province and

the seat of government, the city is

headquarters for the trade and com-
merce of British Columbia. Most of

the leading industries are controlled
by her capitalists and merchants.
The climate of Victoria and district

is all that ca^ be desired, while the

beauty and variety of the scenerjyr is

n'»where surpassed, if at all equalled.

It is hence a favorite resort of tour-

ists, who are ever loud in their

praises of the Queen City of the West.
Hotel accommodation is excellent,

and rates very reasonable. One of

the leading hostelries alone can ac-

commodate upwards of 300 guests,

while nearly all of them which cater

to the commercial and tourist trade

are establishments as comfortable
and commodious as need be wished
for. The spring, summer and
autumn are charming, and the win-
ter mild, the glass never falling to near
zero. The average rainfall is but 34

inches, which is far less than that of

any city on the Coast north of San
Francisco. The business quarters

are well built up and compact ; the

residential sections are chieny subur-
ban and are the admiration of all

visitors. Well kept lawns, beautiful

gardens, neat and attractive sur-

roundings, and an endless variety of

architecture, all lend a charm to a
walk or drive away from the busy
hum of the scenes of trade and com-
merce. A Victorian's favorite Christ-

mas greeting to a distant friend is

a choice rose or scented bunch of the

sweet little primrose indiscriminately

culled from the budding bush or gar-

den plot. "The last rose of summer"
ie a flower unknown to the happy
residents of this favored clime.

For the pleasure seeker there is no

more attractive spot. Beautiful drives

over splendid roads, with an endless

variety of scenery ; excellent fishing

and shooting within easy distance;

yachting and rowing, sight-seeing

and society—are all among the irre-

sistible temptations which every

year n
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Sear make Victoria more popular,
for does she welcome to herself the

tourist alone. Men of enterprise and
capital will here find ample opportu-
nities for the profitable investment
of both. Fortunes have heen and
are being built up here ; and what so
many have done and are doint;,

others can do. Victorians have un-
limited confidence in the future of
their city, and are practically demon-
stratiug this confidence by increasins
their stake. During the past year,
despite the hard times, upwards of
half a million dollars have been put
into buildings, the street mileage
considerably increased, a new and
improved sewerage system laid down,
and several lartre and important pub-
lic works undertaken. The estab-
lisnraent of regular steamship com-
munication with Australasia and the
Orient have given a great impetus to
trade, which will be further strength-
ened when Victoria is made a trans-
continental railway terminus, by the
inauguration of the Canada Western
Railway, arrangements for which are
now almost complete.
The city oflers every inducement to

honest, industrious people who wish
to make it their home. The educa-
tional facilities are unsurpassed.
Public Schools are.free to all, and are
presided over by most competent
teachers, wr.ile the more promising
pupils have open to them the High
Scliool, where the advanced branches
are taught. " All the religious denom-
inations are well represented, as are
also the various fraternal and beni-
ficary societies. The people are in-

dustrious and law abiding; the
streets well lighted by electricity,

and well drained ; the water supply
wholesome and abundant, and the
health record second to none of any
city of the size. Living is cheap
and the rate of wage respectably
high.

The interests of
looked after by a

Victoria are well
Mayor, Board of

Aldermen, Board of Trade, Citizen's
Association and the various other
public bodies, and although, in pro-
portion to the amount of revenue
derived from this city and port, the
Dominion authorities have not been

as liberal to Victoria as might justly
be expected, a clearer and more
generous policy has been inau.;urated.
A new post oflSce, (sadly needed)
custom house (ditto), and excise
establishment (also ditto) are to be
built. A suitable marine quarantine
station has just been completed, at
William's Head, which, it is hoped,
will be the means of preventing the
importation into the city of contag-
ion from foreign ports. The old
Legislative buildings are to give
place to a magnificent new structure,
work on whi'h is now well advanced,
The erection of a couple of new bank
buildings, more fittingly to represent
the amount of business transacted in
those institutions, is also on the tapis,

while contracts have been awarded
for the building of four ward schools,
and extensive additions are to be
made to the fortifications of Esqui-
mau. On the^whole, the outlook is

bright for the year of grace 1894.

As far as the accessibility of Vic-
toria is concerned, there is no city
more easy of approach. A few hours'
sail from the Mainland or Puset
Sound ports lands a passenger safe
and sound at one or other of the
many wharves which line the harlwr.
From the Atlantic to the Pacific the
C.P.R. wends its way; the Northern
Pacific Railroad carries its freight
and passengers to all points east and
south of Uncle Sam's domain, and is

run in connection with their excellent
steamship service. The Union Paci-
fic and Oreat Northern afibrd like
accommodation, and the local steam-
ship lines do their gootl work in their
^ood style. The Esquimalt & Nana-
imo Railway, and the Victoria &
Sydney R.R. supply the Island, so
far, with the iron horse ; and points
not reached by either are brought
into touch with the city by regular
steamboat service.

Farming operations are being
rapidly extended in the Victoria dis-

trict, and an excellent and spacious
Public Market has been established
for the convenience of all desiring its

use. It is in charge of a very effici-

ent and courteous superintendent in
the person of Mr. E. Johnson (a pop-
ular old-timer), and although not

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Cadboro Bay is a favorite rendez-

vous of pleasure seekers. It is iust

such a place as fancy would paint

—

a beautiful beach, "well shaded by
trees, with a strand of sand and fine

gravel, and a nice rolling Pacific surf.

While enjoying the p'easures of a

sea bath, the bather can watch the
passing steamers or the filling of the
canvas on sailing craft. The line,

the gun or the rod can also be used
to advantage.

Cedar Hill (or Mount Douglas) is

a five-mile pleasant drive from B.C's
capital. The district is chiefly a
farming one, and from the top of the

liiil a beautiful view is obtainable

—

an ideal picture, including land and
sea.

Gordon Head is another favorite

resort of Victorians, who always com-
mend it to visitors. It affords a
beautiful maritime view, and, as is

the case with the rest of the Island,

is well wooded.

Oak Bay is in close proximity to
Victoria, and is a spot which well re-

pays a visit. It is now connected
with the electric tram-car system,
and a 5c. ticket will bring one there.
An excellent hotel has recently been
established. Victoria is extending in

tliis direction, which at no distant
future will be within the city limits

Mount Tolmie, as the name will

suggest, is on elevated ground. From
the " mount " a good view is obtained
of Victoria and its surroundings. It

is only one mile from the electric

tramway line, and arrangements are
being made for the extension of the
system to the seat of building opera-
tions in the settlement.

Esquimalt is the naval station
on tlie Pacific Coast for Her Majesty's
fleet, and is never without a couple
of vessels representing
" The flag that's brared a thou8%nd years,

The battle and the breeze."

The Cemetry is not a pleasant
place to visit for those who have
friends beneath the sod, but to
others it wiil demonstrate the ven-
eration in which the dear departed
are held by Victoriana. The Jewish

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VANCOUVER.
In 1891, on the 5th day of April,

it is recorded in the decennial census
records of the Dominion of Canada
that Vancouver had a population
of 13,800. As no official count
lias been made since, the popu-
lation at the close of 1893 may
be put down as approximating
15,000. In western cities more es-

pecially it is a unsafe to depart too
far from official statements, as then
the imagiination has room for

lively play, and directories, i( reli-

able, have little to do with the im-
agine ive. Fifteen thousand is the
product of seven years' growth, which
in any event, should satisfy those
who prophesied, and still prophesy,
great things of the Terminal City;
and if the record be maintained u)i-

until the pr' sent census decade is

completed, there will still have heen
but little cause for dissatisfaction, as
compared with anticipated progress.
Vancouver is called the Terminal

City for an obvious reason. A.4 the
last station westward, on the largest

direct line of railway on the Anieri-
can ctntinent, or in the world for

that matter, it merits the title ; and
as the eastern and northern terminus
of two great trans-oceanic steamship
lines it is trebly entitled to the desig-
nation. It might have been dubbed
the City of Destiny with much more
significance than its Sound sister,

Tacoina, but titles are not always sig-

nificant.

So much has been said of the situ-

ation, growth and prospects of Van-
couver that the " endless repetition

"

may be minimised in this descrip-
tion to its narrowest limits.

Briefly, Vancouver, is situated at

the western end of Burrard Inlet, a
deep, land-locked arm of the sea,

eleven miles in length, with an aver-

age width of about two miles, consti-

tuting the inlet in question a mag-
nificent harbor, and enabling it to

rank with the great ha.' mrs of com-
merce. The Narrows, where the
promontory of Brockton Point ap-

proaches the land of the opposite
shore, and through whi(rh at lowest
tide the largest ocean vessels pass

easily and securely, connects it

with the straits beyond. More than
one ship has sailed in and out
through these Narrows without the
aid of pilot or steam tug, so that their

navigation cannot be said to b either

difficult or dangerous. Besides be-

ing commodious enough to allow the
whole British fleet to ride at anchor,
there is sufficient water all around
its shores to dock the biggest ship of

which it boasts.

Taking the older land marks by
which to more easily localize the city,

Vancouver is 75 miles from Victoria,

north-easterly, 35 miles from Na-
naimo, easterly, and 12 mi^' *»• tm
Westminster, northerly.
The site of Vancouver is lo.nark-

able for several things: Its

beauty, its easy gradients and facili-

ties for drainage and its natural

adaptation for the growth of a city of

metropolitan proj)ortions. The main
portion is peninsular in character,

False Creek, a tidal arm of Knglish
Bay paralleling Burrard Inlet near
t!:H eastern boundary of the city

limits and dividing it from Fairview
and Mt. Pleasant, more elevated and
suburban portions. The western
knob of this peninsula is a military

reserve, about 1000 acres iii extent,

and connirisiug the far fame<l Stanley
Park. This reserve has been leased

to the city for park purposes, for the

proverbial term of 90, or it may be
999 years at a nominal rental, and
with the exception of a beautiful
driveway around it, costing about
$35,000 and paved for several miles
with clam shells, and a number of

bridle paths and shady bowers, is

still in a state of nature, affording as
it does, one of the best living illus-

trations of the genuine, primeval
British Columbia forest to be found
in the Province. One of the invar-
iable attractions to the visitor is the
big trees of the Park. About ten
acres of the point nearest to tlie city

have been converted into recreation
grounds, which are lease xt and un-
der the management of the Brockton
Poiat Amateur Athletic Association
under whose auspices athletic con-
testb and field sports—cricket, foot-

ball, lacrosse, bicycling, etc.—are
conducted at frequent intervals.

Stanley Park was named after Lord
Stanley, now the Earl of Derby, and
the rustic arch standing at the en-
trance of the bridge leading to the
Park lodge was erected in his honor
on the occasion of His Excellency's
official visit to British Columbia.
There is another park reservation

at the east end adjoining the city

limits where a race track has been
made, and where the British Colum-
bia Jockey Club Association holds
semi-yearly meets. There is also the
Clark Park at the south-western ex-
tremity of the city, consisting of 7>^
acres. The parks described in the
foregoing with the bathing grounds
on English Bay, where a number of
summer cottages have been bnilt;

the grounds at Jericho on the oppo-
site shore of English bay, the north
arm of Burrard Inlet, a beautiful
stretch of some miles inland; Has-
tings, a pleasant summering spot;
Earnet, several miles further east;
Capilano and Seymour valleys in
North Vancouver and the islands of

Howe Sound are among the principal
immediate pleasure resorts of Van-
couver citizens, and these will in-

crease in pleasure and interest as the
years roll on. The inlet itself affords
unrivalled boating faiiilities. Van-
couver holds the arquatic champion-
ship of the coast.

The Vancouver Electric Lighting
and Tramway Co., which controls

the car and electric light services of

the city, has put down 7>^ miles of

track on the leading avenues, making
a complete circuit of the city. The
electric light portion of the com-

f>any'8 operations supplies 136 arc
ights and 2,900 incandescent lights.

Cost of road and equipments was
$420,000.
The system of public works carried

out by Vancouver is one of the most
remarkable and complete on the Pa-
cific Coast. The city has now excel-
lent sewerage, waterworks and
streets extending to all its inhabited
parts. To epitomize, it has

:

70 miles of streets opened,
costing $ 260,000

11 miles of gravelled streets

costing 20,000

lumber, valued at $400,000. At the
time of writing, the returns of 1893
for 10 months give exactly a similar
number of ships loading as for the 12
months of last year, the average
cargo being about the same, so that
there will be considerable increase in
the foreign export by ship over 1892.

The railway situation, in so far as it

relates to Vancouver, is an interest-

ing one. Of course, the C.P.R. Co. is

the chief element in this respect.

This Company has further decided to

build a railwajr to and through Lulu
Island to a poin opposite Ladner's
Landing, from Vancouver.
Last year the citizens voted a bonus

of $300,000 to the Burrard Inlet and
Fraser Valley Railway Co., to build a
line, practically an extension of the
Northern Pacific Railway, from Su-
nias, at the Amorican boundary, to

Vancouver. Owing to the financial

stringencv, which has seriously

affected the standing of the Northern
Pacific Railway for the time being,

the enterprise has been delayed, but
recent assurances are to the etTect

that work will proceed without much
further delay. Westminster city gave
a bonus of $250,000, and the Provin-
cial Government guaranteed the in-

terest for seven years on the same for

the construction of a bridge across

the Fraser from a point just opposite

to a point within the Westminster
city limits. Over this, which is to be

a union traffic bridge, are to come the

Northern Pacific and Great Northern
trains (now running to South West-
minster).
In discussing the railway situation,

it is impossible to overlook the influ-

ence of the Westminster and Vancou-
ver Electric Tramway, whereby two
cities, twelve miles apart, have been
bound together, and an hourly service

each way for about fourteen hours
a day firmly est. blished. There are

sixteen and a half miles of track built,

of which two and three quarter miles

are within the limits of Westminster
city and three miles within Vancou-
ver.

Closely related to railway commu-
nication is that of steamship lines.

and a fast Atlantic line of steamships.
Both are certain as the morrow.

Locally and coastwise, Vancouver
has direct and rei^ula'- communication
by steamship with Victoria (daily),

Nanaimo (daily), Portland (semi-
monthly), San Francisco (weekly),
and all up and down the coast at
frequent but irregular intervals.

There is a ferry service operating be-
tween Vancouver and Moodyville, a
point just opposite on Burrard Inlet,

where extensive lumber mills are
operated. Vancouver's fleet is grow-
ing rapidly and is already of respect-
able magnitude.
Burrard Inlet is a concentrating

point for the lumber interests of the
B.C. coast, at least has been up to

the present. The sawmills around
its shores have a capacity of about
700,000 daily or 210,000,000 feet per
annum.

Industrially, outside of lumbering
interests, the Terminal Citv has done
exceedingly well. It now boasts of a
sugar refinery, extensive iron works,
cement works, car shops, cooperage
and jute works, and a number of

lesser industries.

Vancouver is well built, well
watered, well drained, and well
lighted. It has a mile of bituminous
rock pavement on its main streets

with the intentio?! of still further ex-
tension.
Though not an old city by any

means, Vancouver is noted for her
fine and substantial buildings. The
churches make a most creditable
display both in numbers and ap-
pearance. There are two social clubs,
splendid public schools, a beautiful
opera house, and all the fraternal,

national and athletic associations pe-
r to large cities. Socially, Van-

ver is in every way a desirable
place of residence, and in point of

the enforcemepit of public order it is

exemplary in relation to the cities of

the coast. As to climate, it very
much resembles the rest of the coast.
Compared with Victoria, for instance,
the precipitation is much greater,
but the number of days upon which
rain falls does not materially differ,

while Vancouver is less exposed to
winds.
Altogether Vancouver has not only

attained to a respectable status as a
city, with some exceptional features
of merit, but it is generally conceded
to have prospects equal to any other
city on the Pacific Coast. Its future
depends largely upon the exertions
of the people themselves, and upon
the development of conditions deeply
affecting the destinies of Vancouver,
British Columbia, the Dominion of

Ctvnada, and the British empire it-

self.

NEW WESTMINSTER.

New Westminster is well called

the Ro' al City. Those who are re-

sponse ole for the nomenclature were
sani?uine that the name was not too
pre.«ntiou8, realizing, as thev did,

tbd unlimited resources of ttie dis-

t/ict in which their fair city was
cradled. And that their expectations
have )0 far been justified, no one who
has watched the (growth of New
Westminster will dispute. Within
the past dozen years what was then
little better than a hamlet has grown
into a city, the population of which,
according to last official census, was
6^641. This figure has increased con-
siderably since that date, and is

every 3^ear being still further swelled.
There is ever a large floating popula-
tion in New Westminster, the sur-
rounding country being well settled,

and trade is brisk, though of a fluc-

tuating character. For instance,
when the canneries are in full swing,
during the flshing season, an im-
mense business is done. Mining op-
erations, when active, also affect the
Boyal City beneflcially ; but her per-
manent and ever increasing indus-
tries, chief among which are lumber
and milling, are those which are
mainly depended upon.
New Westminster is charminglv

situated on the north bank of the
Fraser river, fifteen miles from the
mouth, and is the headquarters of
the salmon canning industry. The
Fraser is the most important river in
British Columbia. Not alone is it

navigable for a very considerable dis-

tance, but it flows through one of the
richest agricultural, timber and min-
ing districts in the country. A large
fleet of steamers do a lively business
on the ' river, making regular com-
munication with all important

points, and also keeping up a steady
service with Vancouver, Victoria,
Nanaimo, Portland, etc. It is the
fresh water terminus of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, and the western ter-

minus of the Great Northern. With
the latter system it is connected by
the New Westminster Sf^'uhern (a
road which owes its exist*, ace to the
energy and enterpriseof the citizens),

thus affording direct railwav com-
municat'on with Seattle, Tacoma,
Portland, San Francisco, and the
whole American railway system east
and south. An electric tramway con-
nects New Westminster with Van-
couver, the twelve miles intervening
being accomplished in less than an
hour. The line is energetically
worker', ^nd will no doubt be consid-
erably < i.arged as increased traffic

warrants the extension. With that
liberality characteristic of t;.e people
they have handsomely bonused an
enterprise for spanniug the Fraser,
opposite the city, by means of a sub-
stantial union traffic bridge. The
citizens have voted a sum of $250,000
for this object, and the Provincial
Government have guaranteed the in-

terest on same for seven years, so
that work will be pressed forward
without delay. Over this bridge will

run the Northern Pacific and Great
Northern trains, and this will more
than ever make the Royal City the
great commercial centre which she
aspires to be.

New Westminster enjoys an excel-

lent and abundant supply of water

—

ample for domestic, commercial and
fire protection purposes, xne source
of supply is Co^uitlam Lake, distant
about twelve miles, and as this great

sheet of water is at an riltitude of

some 435 feet, the gravitation system

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is used in conveying the precious
liquid. The works, costing in tlie

neighborhood of !(i500,000, are the
property of the city, and j)rove a
valuable asset.

A capital sewerage system and eflS-

cient sanitary inspection tend to

nialie Westminster an exceptionally
healthy quarter, wliile its public men
are ever alive to the interests of the
city, and are indefatigable in their

exertions to pn^mote its welfare. The
buildings, public and private, are

such as wouli be a credit to any
community—indeed the casual ob-
server has been heard to hint that

this particular feature has been over-

done. But tiiose who make the place
their home, those who have a sub-
stantial stal.e in tiie place, know
better, and the willingness with
which they invest their hard cash is

an undoubted proof of their faith in

the stability of the city of the Fraser.

The streets are well kept, well

drained and well lighted, all being
done with a thoroughness and econ-
omy highly creditable to the city

fathers. Being e.i&y of access from
all parts of the province, New West-
minster has been selected as the site

for many of the more important pro-

The company was incorporated
in the year 189i), with a capital stock
of $1,000,000. Work was begun in
the same year, and completed in
August, 1891. Since the time th')

road was opened to traffic it has been
most liberally patronised, the public
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fully appreciating the excellent, safe

and Bpeedy service provided. The line

is fitted up with 40 pound i»teel "T"
mils, and is splendidly ballasted
throughout. The cars travelling at a
high rate of speed glide over the gooil

and even road bed with very little

oscillation, which is a source of great
comfort and pleasure to travelers, not
often found on an electric road.

The power house is situatu about
three miles from Westmiii'ror, on
the way to Vancouver, and i^ at pre-
sent equipped with four bi-p^lar dy-
namos, two of 200 horse-p'j v.er capa-
city, and two of 160 hmso-power,
besides all the other necCHJiiry equip-
ments for the running of a first-class

system. The company have ten cars
in use. Six of these are large and
comfortable, being especially pro-
vided with ' double trucks for the

through service, four have 50 horse-
power electrical equipment, and
three, including the baggage car, have
(iO horse-power motors. There are
seventeen miles of road in operation.
During the past year the company
have completed a short line exten-
sion of about three miles between
New Westminster and the power
house, whereby the distance to Van-
couver is reduced by three miles. A
still further extension of the electric

tramway to connect these cities with
the magnificent farming lands of

Lulu Island, is projected, and will

ixiaterialize in the near future. The
