PETITION of divers Inhabitants of the City ot Montreal, whose names

arc thereunto subsciil»e(l, was presented to the House by Mr. Viffer^ and the

same Mas received and read, setting forth : That the Petitioners respectfully

conie before the House for the purpose of making known, as it appears to

them, the gross malversation of office of James Stuart, Esquire, the present

Attorney General of this Province ; That it is with regret they have to s^ate

to the House that a public officer filling that high and important situation,

should have so conducted himself for the last thre6 years, as to have excited

niu(;h uneasiness and apprehension in the minds of the dutiful subjects of his

Majesty in this Province ; That it is not their intention to enumerate the

many mal-practices and evil councils of that officer during the late adminis-

tration, which the Petitioners presume are already known to the House, to

Avit ; the prosecutions instituted by the grossest partiality and injustice

against that portion of the public press which upheld the just rights and liber-

ties of the people ; these things they pass over, leaving them to the wise con-

sideration of the House to act upon them as may seem most proper ; That they

beg leave to state, that this man, emboldened by impunity, and thinking, they

presume, that no power can check him in his unjust and iniquitous course,

has ventured to turn Into a speculative profit, contrary to the interests of the

Province, the situation which His Majesty, in good faith, entrusted to him

for the public good. For proof of this allegation they beg leave to refer thei

House to the last presentment of the Grand Jury of the District of Montreal,

wherein it is apparent that he has trifled with public Justice by holding over,

for his immediate and private benefit, persons accused of petty offences, and

such as should be brought before the Inferior Courts ; thereby detaining in

prison many individuals, some of whom may be presumed to be innocent, and

the greater part undergoing punishment by such imprisonment exceeding the

offences with which they are charged, to the great expence of the Province

and the scandal of all good and virtuous Government ; for the same base pur<

pose of self profit, to the detriment of the public, he has contrived to bring

against the same persons several indictments for offences which might and

ought to have been embodied in one and the same indictment : That many of

Criminal Court held in the City of Montreal, the extraordinary exposure of

facts, too ilarjfrant to be passed over in Hilence ; facts which tend to bring Jus-

tice and the respect due to the Laws and the administration of Government

into disrepute, and, ifperpetuated, to create in the minds of HisMajesty's loyal

subjects, an alienation of respectful feelings : That from the proceeding's held

in the last Criminal Term, the Petitioners learn that James Stuart has been an

unsuccessfixl candidate at the election of the borough of William Henry, held

in one thousand eight hundred and twenty-seven : That he has made use of

the power vested in him to wreak his vengeance on certain electors who voted

for his opponent : That in order to effect his purpose, in the said year one

thousand eight hundred and twenty seven, he instituted criminal proceedings

in tlie name of the King : That by meanr. which the Petitioners cannot com-

prehend, he has been enabled to influence a Jury to find Bills of Indictment,

which same Bills had boea twice thrown out by previous Juries : That it ap-

pears in order to harass the accused, he has, term after term, affected to bring

them to trial, at the same time creating delays and raising such technical ob-

jections as tended to the ruin of the accused : That for the space of two

years and a half, the Petitioners have been obliged, themselves and their wit*

nesses to the number of twenty-five or thirty, to abandon their homes, to the

great detriment of their families and property, at all seasons and in every

kind of weather, and to continue in attendance on the same James Stuart

up to the last hour of the holding of each Court : That in order to follow up

his views, he endeavoured to establish a course of trial hitherto unknown in

this country, to which the accused, in order to terminate their sufferings and

bring to an end the creation of more delays, felt themselves compelled to sub-

mit. At length, in the course of the trials the Petitioners witnessed the ez-

pose of the facts already stated, also several others, to which the shameless

thirst of persecution blindly hurried the accuser. It was proved that the

Attorney General advised persons to vote, though it was evident they had no

right so to do : in one instance he went so far as to hold the hand of the per-

son on the Bible, seeing that there was a reluctance to false swearing, he as-

sured false voters that thoy had nothing to fear as he alone had the power to

prosecute as Attorney General ; he declared those votes and oaths to be good,

at the same time menacing and brow-beating those who came to vote against

him. Finally he kept his promise, and did perjecute and prosecute those who
voted a»ainst him, at the same time refusing to act against those who had been

favourable to his cause. He boldly alledged in Court, that as a public officer

he was bound to act as he did, seeing that the acts of these persons had occur-

red in his presence ; at the same time declaring that he was not bound to no-

tice the false swearing in his behalf, as no responsible person had come forward

to require him so to do, though he admitted that official accusations had been

perpetrators of tho very crime for which he had the hardihood to accuse others;

to oppress and torture them by every means in his power. Whetefore the

Petitioners respectfully, yet earnestly, solicit the speedy interference of t)

House, to adopt such a course as may secure to the people of this devoted Pro-

Tince the due but impartial administration of the Laws.

Resolved, That the said Petition be refeired io a Committee of five Mem*

bers to examine the contents thereof, and to report thereon with all conve-

nient speed, with power to send for persons, papers and records.

A great part of the allegations contained in the Pstitions before mentioned,

were grounded on facts of public notoriety, or supported by evidence adduced

before the ('ommittee to whom they were referred for examination.

Your Committee, proceeding now directly to the petition presented this

year by the inhabitants of Montreal, have to remark, that the Petitioners

complain of the Attorney-General, whom they charge with partiality in his

conduct during the last three years ; and among other things with having to

the great injury of the persons indicted, brought before the Court of King's

Bench, indictments which might and which should have been brought in an

Inferior Court ; with having unnecessarily multiplied the number of indict-

meats against them ; and with having acted throughout for the promotion of

his personal interest, and not for the attainment ofjustice.

They complain that he has for the purposes of private revenge, brought in.

dictments against certain individuals, M'ho voted against him at the last Elec-

tion for the Borough of William Henry, while he has neglected or refused to

prosecute those who voted against his competitor.

The Petitioners affirm, that in this spirit he brought in the year one thou-

sand eight hundred and twenty-seven, indictments which he prosecuted after

they had been previously twice thrown out by other jurors ; and that he had

recourse during two years, for the purpose of harrassing and prosecuting the

persons so indicted, to unjustifiable delays ; that he compelled the accused to

leturn andto rem: i constantly before the Court«; and occasioned to them

and to their families losses, expenses and sufferings, while he made use of the
