We desire to commend t6 Sir James
Whitney's most edrnest, and if neces-
g2y, prayerful consideration an ar-
ticle on "“Taxes” in the current issue
of The American Magazine, in whidh
wAlbert Jay Nock contrasts Vancouver
and Seéattle, and shows how the latter
encourages  Idleness and speculation
under the method of taxation which
Sir James s=upports, and Vancouver
encourages industry and production
under the method which Sir James op-
poses, althp the municipalities of On-
tario havé . petitioned for permission
to adopt tife British Columbia method,
which was first proposed by the son
of a Tipperary farmer, James Fintan
Talor, This Irishman’s idea is sweep-
ing over the world, having been adopt-
ed by an American for whom Sir
James entertains a vast abhorrence.

It may relieve Sir James’ mind, how-
ever, tao redgd in The American that

‘there is'no single tax In Canada, nor
is the gingle-tax likely to come there
short of anindefinite future.” ;

“"However wisionary I may be,” ob-
serves Mr. Nock, “it 'is not likely that
my associates on this magazine would
allow me to devote many pages to re-
commending reforms that are not im-
mediately practicable. The single-tax
(ak T think, unfortunately) is not one
of these. The abolition of the general
property tax, however, is a reform of
far-reaching import and imunediate
practicability.”

The root idea of Vancouver taxation
is to attack the evil which exists under
the Whitney form of taxatidon, the evil
that it is always cheaper to hold land
for sale than to improve #t. And as
Mr. Nock says, if yYour tax policy is
buflt to encourage idlenéss and specu-
lation, it can’'t encourage industry and
production.
