MAN AND WOMAN BIE TOGETHER

Employe Using Motor Car, Dur-
ing Noise of Storm, Collides
with Engine—Companien Only
Three Weeks Msrried.

London, Sept. 3.—(Special.)~Three
people were 'killed on the rail here
to-day. The life of one of them, John
P. McGuire, went out in the early
morning. McGuire, ‘who was 22 years
old, was walking on the Pere Mar-
quette tracks about 4 o’clock in the
morning, when he'was run. down by an
extra freight. He lived for an hour,
and said he did not hear the train
coming.’ An inquest has been ordered.

THe other accident was a double one.
James E, Vodden, a C,P.R. lineman
of this city, and his 'step daughter-in-
law. Mrs. Dean of Blenheim Junction,
being the victims, Vodden was goirg
line work 'west of the city during the

day, and using his small car in the
evening took Mrs. Dean for a pleasure
trip. When near Melrose, rain oegan
to fall in torrents, and Vodden' sent
his car citywards at ‘full speed.

A light engine had been sent out
from London ip charge of Engineer P.
Rodgerg for cars at Cardoe, and met
the motor car, It is believed that \od-
den did not see the engihe approaching.
The storm was especially heavy, and
knowjing that no trains were due at
the time, his attention would be given
to the car and to protecting himseif
and Mrs. Dean from the storm.

The collision was a terrific one. Both
occupants of 'the car were instantly
killed. Vodden was thrown clear of
the tracks with a gash in his foreaead
and both legs 'broken. Mrs, Dean’s
body was run over and fearfully raan-
gled. Vodden was about 45 years of
age and ‘Mrs, Dean 22. She has been
married only three weeks, Her husband
is at present on g sailing trip on Lake
Erie, and 'it has been impossible to
apprise him of the fatality.

PERSIA RUNS AGROUND
STAYS STUCK 10 HOURS

s

Mile Out From Brockville When
Captain Gets Mixed Up in
Darkness.

Brockville, Sept, 8.—(Special.)—Pase
engers on the propellor Persia, which
pulled out of here shortly before mid-

night last night, bound for Toronto, had |

an exciting experience. The boat had
not proceeded more than a mile when
she became stranded on & shoal to the
south of Refugee Island, at the %00t
of the Thousand Island group. The
night was densely dark, and, to add
to the discomfort, rain fell in torrents
and a strong east wind prevajled, 10
which the steamer was exposed. ;
She ran high and dry on the rocks
before the engines could be checked,
and all efforts to work her off were
futile. The boat was stuck fast amid-
ships and could not be moved. An ex-
amination showed she was not leak-
ing, and eltho a heavy sea rolled, she
stood it well 4l daylight, when the
tug Proctor, Hall & Co.’s coal fleet,
Max:‘with 2 tow of barges, went to
her stance. The Proctor is a very
powerful tug, and, after laboring for
upwards of three hours, the Persia was
released, proceeding on her trip imme-
diately afterwards.
- The ac¢cident caused a delay of some
ten hours, and during that e ihe
passengers remajned aboard. h the
exception of a few who took passage
ac Brockville, all wepe asleep when
the steamer struck. The noise awak-
ened them, and mere or less excite
ment prevailed untjl the officers as
sured them that the boat was resting
easy and in no great danger. The
main shores amd islands were only a
short distance away from the scene of
the wreck, and in the event of the boat
having been seriously crippled, it woulg
have been an easy matter to remove
the passengers to a place of safety.
The captain attributes the. acciden:
to the darkness.

IMPROVEMENTS AT WOODBINE.

Entirely New Track Will Greet
0.J.C, Patrons on Opening Day.

The Ontario Jockey Club, Toronto,
will have an entirely new race course
for their autumn meeting, which com-
mences Saturday, Sept. 16, Mr Chas.

e|W. Leavitt, jr., the engineer who re-

constructed Saratoga five years ago,
and who more recently built Belmont

Park for the Westchester Racing As-
sociation of New York, has had charge
of the reconstruction at Woodbine
Park. To the end that greater accom~
modation may be afforded the pub.ic, a
new back stretch has been built into
Ashbridge’s Bay, which joins Lake On-
tario at this point. At the eastern end
of the new back stretch the race course
has been extended in the direction of
Lake Ontario, some 200 feet.

The new course is one mile around,
and the turns; which have been well
banked, have a much bigger radius
than the old ones, the widening of the
turns having been effected without ma-
terfally shortening the stretches, Thera
iare two chutes, one for each stretci.
The new track is about 75 feet wide
in the stretches.

The extension of the course in a
southerly direction has made possible
|a beautiful expanse of lawn room, of
some one hundred feet or more; which
has been given sufficient slope so that
a splendid view during the progress of
a race can-be obtained from any point.

The system of comstruction, especial-
ly in the matter of banking and grad-
irg, is based on the parabolic curve
used for designing the section thru the
track in the Empire City, Bennings,
Saratoga and Belmont Park couraes,
altho these all varied slightly, accord-
ilg to the local conditions, and the
nature of the soil which was obtan-
able for the bed and surface of the
track.

The race course of the Ontario Jockey
Club is situated on a particularly at-
tractive piece of property, and there
is a very charming view from the
grand stand, which embraces on the
far side of the property a portion of
Lake Ontario. The changes will tend
to make the foreground more. attrac-
tive, and when the new buildings are
erected they will be more satisfactory
than the old ones.

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' THE GLOBE HAS NERVE.

Will the Liberals of West Lambton
kindly read The Globe's leader editor-
1al of Saturday jast and then duly
consider themselves a lot of whipped
curs? That is the whole import of The
Globe article. It has turned its pious
gaze on the resolution passed at the
Lambton convention and finds it lam-
entably lacking. The convention, The
Globe says, should have put itself cn
record in “more direct and straight-
fung” languager Its disapproval in
connection with the salary grab should
bave been confined to the Liberal mem-
bers. Having thus admonished the
eonvention The Globe points out what
8 grand thing intelligent ang sturdy
independence in a party really is, Low
it makes for the soundness of public
life and for ihe strengthening of those
things which give worth and stability
to a political party.

It would be interesting to know
whether this stern upbraiding will
amuse or madden the Liberals of West
Lembton, Smiles we should imagine
would come less naturally than swear
words. If the Liberals of West Lamb-
ton were too mild in their condemna-
tion of the Laurier government, v.ho
taught them that logical independence
is an unpardonable gin? Who has told
them that the worst calamity that eould
befall the country would be to weaken
the Liberal party? Who has expressed
open preference for coercion under the
auspices of a Liberal government to
provineial rights under a Conservative
government? Who has preached the
doctrine that the Liberal party is in-
herently good and the Conservative
party is inherently bad? Who but Rev.
J. A. Macdonald of The Toronto Globe.

It is this combination which now
has the hardihood to censure the West
Lambton Liberals, that denounced
coercion and then threw itself heart
and soul into a fight for two coercion
candidates. The Globe in its early
spasms of righteousness declared the
autonomy bills to be violation of one
of the most sacred principals of Lib-
eralism. It continued to hold that
view, but nevertheless it responded to
the exigencies of machine politics and
fought provincial rights as strenuous~
ly as it had previously pleaded for
them.

There was The Globe’s chance to play
the part of independence, to make, 28
it now says, for ‘‘soundness in public
life and for the strengthening of those
things which give worth and ‘stability
to a politica] party.” The Globe ¢ould
have disciplined its party without de-
feating it, for as it repeatedly poiated

_out during the campaign the defeat of

“the Liberal candidates would in no
wise defeat the Laurier government,
The choice ag between what was right
and -what was expedient was never
easier. The Globe chose the Jatter
path, yet in the face of that record it
has the temerity to censure the Lib-
erals of West Lambton for not con-
demning the government in more direct
language.

In its treatment of the Ross govern-
ment The Globe showed the same
ignoble loyalty to party. It confessed
that government's unfitness for offize,
and then did everything in its power to
keep it there. Its professions of in-
dependence proved to be a hollow
mockery. There has not been in recent
year's a single instance in which The
Globe earned the right to rebuke varti-
sapship in ethers, Its own recorl is
one of mad devotion to the interests
of party leaders. There is not a Lib-
eral in all Canada who having attempt-
ed to be independent or to restrain
evil influences on the party, has not
been polloried by The Globe. Martin,
Mclnnes, Richardson, Tarte, Blair and
Oliver (before he succumbed to the
temptations of a portfolio), disagreed
on grounds more or less worthy with
the government. And what one of them
has The Globe not endeavored at some
time or other to hound out of public
life?

$o in Ontario, where for years there
was cause for independent thought in
the Liberal party, when The Globe it~
self grew restive or pretended to grow
restive, and what encouragement did
any independent movement get from
the Jaffray organ? Blake, Hossack,
Lockie Wilson and other prominent
Liberals spoke out against the Ross|
government only to earn the savage
enmity of The Globe.

The Glo})e has not helped, it has
hindered independent thought in the
Liberal party. It has denounceq »ach
and every Liberal, either in federal or
provincial rights, who tried to bé 'n-
dependent; it fmputed all kinds of mo-
tives to them; it dogged them . into
obedience to the party whips or out
of the party altogether. Let The Globe
mention one Liberal it has encouraged
along independent lines; one principle
it has fought for regardless of party
interests and then and not till then
Assume 10 lecture the Liberals of West

Lambton for their lack of courageous
independence.

A FAMILY SCRAP,
Dominion and commonwealth are at
loggerheads, a state of affairs which
a little tact and courtesy on the part
of the Canadian government could
have prevented. A short time ngo fthe
federal authorities of Australia asked
the co-operation of the Dominion offi-
clals 10 enable them to ascertain ex-
actly ‘the actual value of goods shipped
from Canada to Australian ports. The
motive for the request was clearly to
enable the import duty to be fairly es-
sessed, For the sake of business in-
terests, a part altogether from the con-
sideration due a sister state of the #m-
pire. this request might well have been
granted.

Instead of making an effort to assist
the Australian government the appli-
| cation was curtly and pointedly turn:d
down to the natural annoyance of the
commonwealth. The effect of the im-
prudent action of the Dominion minis-
ter is now visible in the anpouncemeat
made by the Canadian agent at Mel-
bourne that {n future the inland freight
on Canadian goods shipped to Aus-
tralia will be added to %heir assessad
value for import duty purposes. This,
it is expected, ‘will prejudicially- affect
the earnings of steamers and redice
Canadian shipments.

It is unfortunate that the relations
between the two leading Britains of the
outer seas should be thus needlessly
strained. More particularly is it :e-
grettable that it has occurred at a
time when strong efforts were in
progress to increase trade and com-
merce between the two rising communit-
ties. There was every prospect that
a large and vrofitable exchange of
commeodities would ‘be secured and -he
Canadian government in view of the
favorable result of the Pacific eable
conference and its share 'in that im-
perial undertaking bad every reason
to respond readily and warmly fo &
request of 'the nature made by the
Australian minister. If compliance was
impossible or difficult a full and cour-
teous explanation would have preserved
good feeling and vrevented retaliatory
measures which must injure both
communities. '

TWO LENIENT SENTENCES.

Poronto can hardly afford to lecture
Dummer Township for its loose notions
of law and order, when a man gon-
victed of firing a revolver at one of
the principal downtown street corners
escapes with a fine of $20 and costs, or
30 days. The shot fired at the cormer
of Yonge and Richmond-streets very
nearly claimed the Jife of an inmocent
pedestrian. It was no fault of the
culprit that someone did not pay the
penalty of his reckless folly. His only
concern seems to have been to fing a
convenient outlet for his drunken
frenzy. That an offence of this kind
should be satisfied with a $20 fine is an
ovtrage. It §s a violation of the law
for a sober man to carry a revolver.
It should be a much more serious of-
fence for a man to equip himself with
a loaded revolver and forthwith get in
a cendition which caused him to be
regardiess of how he uses it, Drunk
or sober, a man who wantonly fires
a revolver on a crowded street should
be given some reason to appreciate tha
gravity of his conduct. It is a queer
kind of justice that invites boisterous
ivdividuals to repair to a principal
sireet corner and peg away with a
revolyver at $20 a shot.

STOP THE AGITATION,

Canadian dignity now requires that
the persistent hammering at the Brit-
ish government to secure removal of
the store cattle embargo should cease-
The “board of agriculture, as now ad-
ministered, has shown distinctly that
it is equally impervious to -the repre-
sentations made by Canada and the
appeal of the stock feeders and graziers
of the east and north of England and
Scotland, whose interest it is to sget
cheap cattle for finishing purposes.
The breeders of the South of England
and the Irish farmers have prevailel.
Incidently it is significantly demon~
strated that when British sectional in-
terests are at stake, the Unionist gov~
ernment, despite its supposed imperial
learnings, has no hesitation in pre-
ferring the one to the detriment of the
other.

What renders the action of the Brit-
ish government specially objectionable
is that in default of any other suf-
ficient reason it persists in ascribing
its decision to the necessity of guar-
anteeing the safety of British herds
from disease. This. is to perpetuate
the grievance keenly and justly felt by
Canada, which, more than anything
else, has prompted the continuous effort
to obtain the recall of the embargo, It
has been proved to a demonstration
that Canadian cattle are free from
all suspicion of infection, that the
regulations in force are ample to war-
rant confildence and afford a complete
guarantee against infection. The board
of agriculture would have been better
advised had it promptly admitted the
fact that it prefers to favor one branch |
of the home agricultural interest at
the expense of another and of mnter-
imperial trade.

The World, however, in the interest
of Canadian industries, does not re-|
gret the decision of the British gov-
ernment, unjust and inconsistent tho
it be, if only it leads to our farmers
fattening their cattle here and to the
encouragement of dead meat exports.
There is no justification for stock
raisers in the Dominion desiring to re-
strict themselves to the production of
unfinished cattle, and leaving the re-
mainder of the business to British
graziers. By completing the procass
here, provision is made for maintain-
ing the fertility of the soil, and by es-
tablishing packing houses a very valu-
able business would be created and
many other lines of industry directly
benefited.

It is pointed out by the board of
trade that the embargo has interferad
with cattle exports to Britain, which
are now larger than when it was im-
posed. It ‘'would be more satisfactory
had the board been able to say that
the embargo had resulted in a large in-
crease in the importations of dead
meat, and this should now be the ob-
ject of those who have been futilely
striving to obtain #ts. removal.

LESSON OF LABOR DAY.
I abor Day has become _an institu-
tion, but like. other demonstrations i s

apt to expend itself in drums, trumpets,
9ags and other forms of visible re:
jolefng. Yet amid the tumult and the
shouting the occasion is well-fitted to
cause each one of the thousands who
eolidly march thru the public streets
to bethink himself what the organiza-
tion of which he is a unit might do for
the purification of public lite, for the
reform of abuses and for the preser-
vation of the rights of the people.
".The real problem confronting the
citizens of Canfda to-day is of the ut-
most importance to the men whg pa-
vade on Labor Day, It touches them
closely that national and provincia] af-
fairs should alike be administered with
a single eye for the public interest, The
valuable public franchises which their
labor materially helps to create and
ifmprove, and the great natural re-
sources which are and should remain
the property of the people, were never
in more danger than they are to-day.
All that is needed to preserve them for
the benefit of this and future genera-
tions is the orgenized effort of those
*vhose rights are menaced,

This battle for the salvation of the
national and provincial assets and of
the public franchises is the most vital
and far-reaching phase of the struggle
between the trusts, the corporations and
the mass of the people. Organized labor
can play a decigive part in that con-
flict whose issue it cannot afford to
ignore. The futuxe of the country and
the prosperity of the people depend for
tleir full attainment on public owner-
ship of the franchises and natural re-
sources of the Dominion and its pro-
vinces. Labor will be the first to bene-
fit by its achievement, as it will be
the first to suffer by its rejection. Let
every man who parades to-day remem-
per that the power of organized labor
is noti shown on the street but in the
ballot box. And there is no public
question which more greatly concerns
him than the preservation of public
rights from gpoliation and of public ad-

ministration from corruptjon and abuse,

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DOSSE SEES MANTACSUICIDE
HO TRROREED OANONT

After Three Days' Murderous Tour of
. Wide District,  Kills Himself to
Elude Capture.

Lorain, 0., Sept. 2,—On the point of
capture by a sheriff’s posse, Peter Pitts,
a maniac who terrorized the country-
side from Avon Beach to Lorain for
three days, shot himself in the nead
to-day in full view of the armed farm-
ers who were pursuing him and sank
dead upon the ground.

For three days he ran amuck thru
a territory of twenty miles in extent,
firing upon men and women, burning
farm houses and driving the popula-
tion from their homes to places of
safety in the city.

gent, Pitts, turned maniac, was more
dangerous than an ordinary man would
have been under the same ciréum-
stanceg. Farmers were afraid to ap-
proach him, even with loaded rifles &nd
shotguns. His first deed of violence
was on Wednesday, when| he fired
thrice from a cornfield upon Miss Mary
Fleckler. His next was when he set
a torch to the Heckler homesteal,
burning it to the ground. Afterwanrd

wag driven away. Friday morning he
piled ties upon thetracks of the lake
shore elegtric line, but the motorman
of the Toledo limited car, the next
car to pass over the line, discovered
the obstruction in time to save himself

{and his passengers from destruction.

The country was aroused. Women
and children sought shelter in the ham-
lets and in Lorain. The men formed
themselves into armed companies and
scoured the land from Avon to Lorain,
ready to kill the man on sight. Friday
night 500 armed men patrolled the high
roads, waiting for Pitts.

The climax came when word was re-
ceived that Pitts, stilled armed and
raving, had been seen at his grand-
father's home at French Creek. Thith-
er a posse of 100 men galloped, while
the farm houses in the neighborhood
were locked and barred by their frantic
inmates- At French Creek the posse
was met by the news that Pitts had
been refused shelter by his grandfather
and was then bound down the stony
ridge road.

The posse followed. At a turn in
the road they saw him in the distance
and they made ready to filre. He turn-
ed, watched the squad a moment, drew
his revolver, vaulted a fence and then,
while the posse grimly watched, he
shot himself four times and fell dead.

FIREBUG DYING, RAVES OF FLAMES

Shrieks for Water to Quench Fiery
Tongues About Him.

New York, Sept. 3.—A death which
was surrounded with all the horrors
a novelist could depict was that of
Samuel Levine, self-confessed incen-

diary and member of ‘a gang of iire-
bugs, who, during his last hour in :he
Brooklyn Hospital yesterday, recailed
a vivid picture of his diabolical crimes.

Going stark mad, he imagined the
hospital to be on fire, and struck terror
to the hearts of the inmates by his
wild screams for water with which to
auench it. ok

“Fire! Fire!l” he ‘screamed, and his
voice echoed and re-echoed thru the
building. “Fire! Give me some water
to put it out!’ Fire! Water"”

The hospital patients were plunged
into a panic. The doctors and nurses
ran trembling to the room. They found
Levine, wild-eyed and tearing his hair,
half raised from his bed, pointing at
the bare wall

“Water!"” he cried, and an attendant
brought him a glass of ‘water. Grasp-
ing the glass from the man’s hand he
dashed it against the wall.

“Bring more, more!”’ he waliled, and
then sank back in ‘a faint., As ne lay
there, his wide open eyes fixed on the
cefling, he pleaded faintly for water.
His 'voice grew fainter until, finally,
one of the doctors, feeling his pulse,
said: "

‘“The end has come.”

Levine was arrested in the vestibule
of the tenement house at No. 318 "1.-
ion-avenue, Williamsburg, in the very
act of setting the place afire.

STONE HURLED AT RIVAL
FELLS AND KILLS A GIRL
New York, Sept. 3.—The blind, jeal-
ous rage of a young man who loved

her as ‘a little sister, and was trying
to strike down a rival for the affections
of an older woman, caused the insiant
death of Rosa Grippo, a l4-year-old
school girl, in the street near her home.

Charles Gillati, who lives in the same
house, threw 'a large stone at John
Muscarallo, but the missle missed its
aim and struck Rosa in the right tem-
ple. She fell ‘dying.

The unwilful slayer of the child ran
to the girl and, taking her in his armas.
begged her to speak to him and say
she was not going to die,

He kissed little Rosa's face as tho
he could warm her back to conscious-
ness and life by the strength of his af-
fection, paying no attention to the
angry crowd that surged about him.

When a. policeman approached, ' Gil-
lati gave a final caress to the <hild
who had died in his arms, 'laid her foim
gently on the sidewalk and fled as a
murderer and escaped.
