COLONIAL TRADE AND PROTECTION.

In recent issues The World published 
several extracts from leading British 
trade journals, illustrating the advanced 
position on the above questions which 
these representatives of commercial and 
manufacturing interests have taken, In 
comparison with the hesitancy exhibited 
by the party press and politicians in dis­
cussing these subjects.
Trade Journal, London, Feb. 1, affords 
additional evidence of this fact. It is 
gratifying to find this most influential 
journal of world-wide circulation taking 
so large an interest in colonial questions. 
As shown a few days ago in The World 
The British Trade Journal is warmly in 
favor of preferential trade between the 
Mother Country and the colonies. In 
several recent issues it strongly disap­
proves of the temporizing policy of the 
British Government in refusing or de­
laying to accede to the application of 
the West India colonies for redress 
from the sugar-bounty policy of con­
tinental Europe, which the Government's 
own commission admit is ruining the 
vital industry of these islands. It strong­
ly supports the justice of the claim urged 
by these colonies that a countervailing 
bounty should be levied on bounty-fed 
beet sugar equal to the bounties granted, 
direct or indirect. It recognizes the fact 
that under this policy the ‘price of sugar 
may xbe slightly advanced for’the con­
sumers of England, but strongly contends 
that this consideration should not deter 
the Government from performing a sim­
ple act of justice. Referring to a book 
recently written by George Matthieson, 
entitled “Should Sugar be Shackled,” 
which takes the anti-colonial side of the 
question, The Journal replies: “The 
question which forms the title of this 
pamphlet is best answered by another, 

^’Should sugar-cane planters, cane-sugar 
refiners, cane-sugar machinery manu­
facturers, West India traders generally, 
and British farmers be shackled?1 At 
present all these important industries are 
seriously shackled by the system of 
abominable bounties adopted, by our con­
tinental competitors."

In its editorial remarks on this sublect 
It says: If anything has been made clear 
during the last few months, it is that 
the sugar bounties will exist until their 
effect Is nullified by the imposition of 
countervailing duties, and this even the 
newspapers of bounty-paying countries 
are ready to admit. * * * Among Liver­
pool sugar refiners there is a strong dis­
like to the Ministerial scheme of a dole 
to the sugar interest in the West Indies. 
It is felt that such aid is partial and 
will not meet the necessities of the sugar 
industry. It is the bounty system which 
the Government, they contend, should re­
move by aid of an international confer­
ence, and if such cannot be brought about 
then countervailing duties should be in­
voked.”

The Journal refers in the following 
sarcastic language .to the position of 
many of the anti-imperial trade party: 
“One of the most pernicious arguments 
now in vogue with reference to British 
trade is the geographical one. We must 
be content, it is argued, to lose our West 
Indies, our North, South and Central 
American trade, because we are not 
placed by nature in the vicinity of these 
countries; Therefore, we are told by 
the newspapers.and the blue-books, our 
West Indian, Canadian and other Am­
erican trade must naturally fall to the 
United States. If this reasoning is to 
hold good, then we ought not to rest 
content until only the trade of the United 
Kingdom is left to us. Australasian and

THE TOMLTO-tlmtBf EXTENSION.
The public has now had the official 

statement of each of the two big railway 
corporatlohs in regard to the North Bay 
difficulty. It is contended by the C.P.U. 
that a new line from Toronto to Sud­
bury is a necessity, both because it gives 
Toronto and Southwestern Ontario a 
shorter route to the Northwest, and be­
cause two railways cannot work har­
moniously or profitably when using the 
same tracks. The G.T.R. maintains that 
the proposed new route to Sudbury is un­
necessary because it parallels an existing 
route that is not burdened with traffic. 
The fact that seventy miles is saved in 
the trip to Winnipeg is, according to Mr. 
Hays, a matter hardly worthy of con­
sideration. Sir William Van Horne’s 
objections to two railways operating over 
the same roadbed do not hold good when 
examined in the light of railway experi­
ence. Scores of cases can be cited 
where the same tracks are used jointly 
by two, three and sometimes half a dozen 
companies. To take examples near at 
hand we need only refer to the lease 
to the C.P.R. of a right of way over 
the Grand Trank tracks between Toron­
to and Hamilton; the rights of the Wa­
bash to run passenger trains over the 
Grand Trank system from Suspension 
Bridge to Detroit, and latterly the ar­
rangement whereby the same company 
is to use the Grand- Trank Loop line 
for its freight business. In the light of 
practical experience the C.P.R. cannot 
successfully contend that the business of 
the two companies between Toronto and 
the Northwest ciinnqt be properly and 
economically handled over the one line. 
As for the terms tinder which the G.P.R. 
should be allowed to use the Grand 
Trank's line, we think Mr. Hays’ posi­
tion is unassailable. He states his 
willingness to leave this point to disin­
terested competent arbitration. We fail 
to see what fairer proposition the Grand 
Trank could suggest. It shows that 
Mr. Hays is neither playing a dog-in-the- 
manger policy nor is he trying to 
act extortionate rates from his rival.

However, as matters now stand; it is 
pretty much the C.P.B.’s own concern 
whether it makes a deal with the Grand 
Trank or not. The public only become 
interested in the transaction when an ap­
peal is made by the C.P.R. to help them 
m the construction of the new line. 
When such an appeal is made, and we 
take it that Sir William Van Horne's 
letter to the Board of Trade is of that 
nature, the people have a right to de­
cide whether the new line is necessary 
end to determine whether or not it is 
deserving of assistance. Mr. Hays as­
serts a truism when he states that 
where two roads exist when one is en­
tirely sufficient to do the business, the 
burden of maintaining the unnecessary 
road must, in some manner, shape or 
form, be borne by the community.” This, 
we take it, is the hard-pan argument of 
the North Bay difficulty. The people 
must not subsidize or in any way encour­
age the building of unnecessary lines, 
and if the proposed Toronto-Sudbury 
line is unnecessary it should receive no 
cncoufagement 'either from the city or 
province. The problem is clearly one of 
facts alone. Is a new line to Sudbury 
necessary? Before the C.P.R, can ex­
pect the warm sympathy Sir William 
Van Horne asks of the Toronto Board 
of Trade he must make out his case, 
and prove that the new line is necessary. 
The people of Toropto are by no means 
disposed to take this for granted. As 
a matter of fact the prima facie evi­
dence is altogether on the side of the 
Grand Trunk. Up to Gravenhurst, at 
any rate, a duplication of the Grand 
Trunk’s line is positively unnecessary. 
Whether another line from that point 
to Sudbury is or is not required is open 
to discussion.

At a special meeting yesterday afternoon 
the Board of Works, lopped off $-8,000 from 
the $230,760 which the department estimat­
ed should be spent on roadways for 1806.

Aid. J. J. Graham, when the estimate for 
$12,000 for macadam roads and $15,060 
cedar blocks, was considered,moved instead, 
that lt.oe *6,0,Ouv for macadam and $5000 or 
less for cedar blocks. ' Tué committee de­
cided upon $8000 tor each, or $lo,uuo in all.

The next objection came from Aid. Hub­
bard, when tue item $25,OOJ tor sidewalk 
repairs was reached. He objected to hiring 
two men and a team to carry away rotten 
planks. The S r. et Commissioner said*he 
would be charged w.ih tavorifism it lie 
gave it away. Two-thirds of the 520 miles 
of wooden sidèwalks in the city was rotten. 
The estimate was cut down from $25,000 to 
Ç15.0O0.

Aid. Woods wanted the appropriation of 
$57,000 for scavenging increased to $60,000, 
out the item remained unchanged.

The sum of $25,000 was asked for street 
watering. Aid. Denison was told that the 
West End streets were not watered be­
cause they were rough and would smash 
the watering carts. In fact, said Mr. Joues, 
nearly all the block-paving in tin* city is 
the same, or about 115 miles in all. The 
item was reduced to $20,000. Last year 
$18,055.40 was spent.

The department proposed spending $1000 
on street tablets and house-numbering, but 
the board saw no need of any such expen­
diture and it was struck out.

The third lecture of the Woman's ArtHOES «$2.90 Association course was delivered yesterday 
afternoon by Mr. Arthur Harvey, F.R.S.C., 
under the title. “ The Peltd Portico of 
Athens." The lecturer, who was Intro­
duced to the fairly large audience by Rev. 
Prof. Clark, divided Ms lecture Into three 
sections: (1) the times and circumstances 
of the particular period under considera­
tion; (2) the methods and men, (3) critical 
•remarks.

The drat part of Mr. Harvey’s paper was 
to the form of dialogues, In whlçh he ima­
gined Pericles. Polygnotus of Ttinsos, Phi­
dias and other great Greeks of tuat golden 
age, standing before the Portico of Athens 
admiring tin; paintings of the Held of Mara­
thon and tiic fall of Troy, the work of 
Polygnotus; their conversation leads up to 
an expression of the art Ideal of the Greeks, 
showing the spirit of rhis Incomparable 
people upon everything which touched upon 
art, their theories regarding It and their 
supreme devotion to It. The dialogue was 
admirable, showing not only the writer's 
knowledge of classic literature and art, but 
a marvelous comprehension of the very 
spirit 0# the age of Pericles and literary 
ability of a very high order.

In the latter part of his lecture Mr. Har­
vey touched upon many Interesting points, 
such as the free teaching of art In Public 
schools, which he thinks Is not beneflcinl 
to art; the achievements of women painters, 
their choice of subject, with its tendencies. 
Speaking of the grand simplicity of the 
masters, Mr. Harvey said that simpli­
city did not mean neglect of detail, but 
that details roust no absorb the soul of a 
picture. The Greeks believed that all true 
art held on underlying significance, a per­
vading spirit; there must be a dominant 
Idea, no matter whet the motif.

Mr. Harvey was congratulated upon his 
delightful and Instructive lecture by Dr. 
Meredith, who moved n vote of thanks, 
in which the atgjienee cordially Joined.
