DROWNS HERSELF IN CISTERN

COLLISION IN HEAVY FOE dead man bandit leader Despondent From Illness, Miss Jennie 
Quest Ends Her Life.

I/ONDON, July 4.—((Special).—While 
In a despondent state, as the result 
of an Illness extending over six months, 
Miss Jennie Guest, 484 Queen’s-ave- 
nue, committed suicide this morning 
by drowning herself In a cistern In 
the rear of the Guest residence.

Early In the morning her sister 
heard her moving about In her room, 
and asked If she would like company. 
She answered that she wished to be 
alone. At 7 o’clock the sister awoke and 
found that Jennie was missing. Dress­
ing hurriedly she aroused neighbors 
and a search was made. The body of 
the" unfortunate girl was found In the 
cistern, which was filled as a result of 
recent rains.

DETROIT, Mich,, July 4.—(Special.) 
A special from Lowell, Mich., to-night 
says;

Swinging thirty feet from the gromxi 
on high tension eicctric wires.over tine 
l’alr ground», the 'body of Madam Ad­
dle MetxeMs, a female balloonist, wav 
a swaying, smoking horror for hundred* 
of people at noon to-day. . For almost 
ten minute» the woman’s body hung 
there, held by the high magnetic ten­
sion of the wires, until men ran to the 
plant and ordered the electricity turn­
ed off. Hot bare arms and shoulders 
soared to the bone, the woman's body* 
smoked from the sizzling currents 
prurtn.g thru her.

Men with canvas waited below to 
catch the body if It should full, but 
not till the current wee turned off d-d 
the wire* release tholr hold. Then the 
body dropped, and proving ton heavy 
for the men who waited for the 1 ad, 
crashed thru- the canvas to the ground.

The unfortunate woman lived for 
several hours, despite her terrible In­
juries.

The accident was caused ‘by a hejvy 
gust of wind catching the hot air 
balloon as It rose from the ekrth and 
hurling It with great force agalnet.tbe 
high voltage wires near th” grand 
stand. The woman grasped the wires 
to save herself from being literally cut 
In two as the big beg passed over, and 
Immediately the current began to 

thru her slender body, short- 
circuiting the wires.

The whole affair was witnessed by 
the people In thJ^lfrand stand, and 
many women fainted ct—the eight.

DOVER, Eng., July 4.—The British 
steamer Whakatane, running to Ne>w 
Zealand, was towed here to-day In a 
sinking condition and beached. The 
Whakatane was in collision off Dunge- 
nese In a fog with the French steamer 
Cive. The latter was damaged, but 
was able to proceed on her voyage to 
Rotterdam. No lives were lost.

with her stern lying deep in the water. 
All the crew were mustered forward. 
Six salvage tugs and other vessels were 
lending assistance In the difficult op­
eration "of towing the sinking steamer* 
to the beach.

.. low It purely haa not escaped the atten­
tion of every Bible student that nearly 
all of our Lord’s parables are more or 
less closely Identified with this king­
dom thought. The majority of them 
open with such expressions as, “Th* 
kingdom of heaven Is likened unto.

If we keep In memory that It is 
a kingdom of priest» that is to be es­
tablished, otherwise called a Royal 
PrUtbood, all will to plain. Our Lord 
Jesus, after He had paid our ransom 
price, after He died the Just fM the 
unjust, as our sacrificing High Priest 
ascended up on high to to our King; to 
be a priest upon His throne And simi­
larly He Is now calling for an under- 
prieethood, willing to follow His ex­
ample of seM-eacriflce In the present 
Hfe. These In due time He will glorify 
with Himself, giving them a Phare In 
the Royal Priesthood as priests upon 
the throne of- the millennial kingdom. 
Thus He promised, "To him that over- 
cometh will I grant to sit with Me In 
my throne, even as I overcame, and 

set down with my Father in His 
throne." (Revelation ill., 22.)

If all Christian people could realize 
that their “high calling’ of God !s 
not a calling away from eternal tor­
ment, but a calling, or invitation, to 
association with Christ In His great 
kingdom, which shall ultimately rule 
the world, “under the whole heavens," 
they would read the Bible with a fresh 
Interest; It would soon be to them a 
new book.

Glance at some of the parables. Note 
how they give snap-shot pictures of 
the church’s experiences, not only In 
the future, but especially In the pre­
sent time of development and prepara­
tion and testing—picturing the trying 
experiences necessary for’ attaining the 
kingdom. In other words, the church, 
while on trial. In the embryo kingdom, 
the probationary- kingdom class. This 
is the enlisting time, the testing time, 
the proving time, and none wiy be 
counted worthy to share in the actual 
glories and privilges of the coming

2 7NEW YORK, July 3—The stock ex­
change last week got an effective shaking 
out In the course of which the weakness 
took on an appearance of demoralization. 
The secondary effect of this break in 
prices was shown later In the week in the 
effective rally to a level rather above that 
at which the preceding week ended. Al- 
tho the episode represented merely a 
clearing up of speculative accounts the 
result was to cause unsettlement of sen­
timent. The weak .technical position Into 
which the market had fallen undoubtedly 
was affected largely by the great profits 
which had accrued and which prompted 
their realization by sales. A distribution 
of speculative holdings Into weak hands 
had been effected In that way. Meantime 
many of the more powerful forces In the 
market had retired for a vacation period. 
From this is Indicated a coming interval 
of abstention from market operations by 
such forces, which would promise dulness 
arid quiet. The withdrawal of such a force 
is a presumption of dissatisfaction with 
the promise for'future advantage, as well 
as a desire to realize benefits already ac­
crued. In one or two departments there 
was a doubt implied of the reality of all 
the Improvement of business, which had 
been claimed. A violent reaction In prices 
of refined copper caused by the disclo­
sure of the heavy increase of stocks In 
Europe was one illustration.

On the side of the money situation the 
persistent ease of interest rates In the 
face of every • requirement and demand 
forms a factor calculated to sustain the 
stock speculation. The July settlements 
will be heavy and the existing surplus of 
the reserve of the New York banks Is not 
large. Yet call loan rates hang at two 
per cent, or below arid rates for time 
loans have 
Large sums, estimated as high as $100,000,- 
000, have been borrowed abroad, and the 
active demand for exchange In connection 
with the London stock market settlement 
showed that large amounts of stock are 
held in London for New York account. 
Gold went out during the week, both to 
South America and to Europe. There are. 
large new issues of securities in prospect.

Some repressive effect on the specula­
tion came from Washington on account of 
the proposed tax on net earnings of cor­
porations and the Incidental effects to 
follow the law.
